20.17 (3) On July 1, 1951, $636,900, and annually, beginning July 1,
1952, * * * $558,400 for materials and expense for property repairs and * * *
miscellaneous capital permanent property and improvements of state institutions under
its management and direction. Personal services shall be paid from section 20.17(2).
