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CHAPTER 190.
RAILROADS.

ORGANIZATION AND MANAGEMENT,
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190.01 Who may organize; articles; form of patent; fee. (1) Any number of per-
sons, not less than five, may form a corporation for the purpose of construeting, maintain-
ing and operating a railroad for public use by making articles of organization in which
shall be stated:

(a) The name of the corporation.

(b) The places from and to which such railroad is to be constructed or maintained and
operated.

(¢) The length of such railroad and the name of each county in this state through or
into which it is made or intended to be made.

(d) The amount of the capital stock, the number of shares of which it shall consist,
and if such stock shall consist of common and preferred stock, the number and amount
of shares of each class. ,

(e) The names and residences of the directors of the corporation who shall manage
its affairs for the first year and until otheérs are chosen in their places, and who shall not
be less than five; and each such person shall subsecribe thereto his name, place of residence
and the number of shaves of stock he agrees to take in such corporation. There shall be
annexed to such articles an affidavit of at least three of the directors therein named that
the signatures thereto are genuine and that it is intended in good faith to construet or
maintain and operate the railroad therein mentioned.

(2) The articles of incorporation and amendments thereto shall be filed with and re-
corded by the seeretary of state; and thereupon he shall issue a certifieate of incorpora-
tion substantially in the form heletofme used and the corporation shall then have legal
existence. Articles of memporatlon of any railroad company may be amended by a
majority vote of all the stock in the manner and for the purposes provided in section
182.007 (1); such amendments shall be filed with and vecorded by the secretary of state.
The fees for filing the artieles and amendments thereto shall be as provided in section
182.002.

(83) When a railvoad corporation is organized to aequire or take over the property
of another railroad corporation which is sold in judicial proceedings, or when any rail-
road corporation is reorganized under the provisions of seetion 77 of the act of July 1,
1898, entitled “An Act to establish a uniform system of bankruptey throughout the
United States, as amended,” and such corporaticn under a plan of reorganization as
conflrmed pursuant to said act, shall have been authorized to put into effect and carry
out said plan, or when any new railroad corporation shall be organized for the like
purpose, the fees for filing a eopy of the plan of reorganization or any amendments to
the articles of incorporation of such existing railvoad eorporation inereasing or changing
the amount of its authorized capital stock, or for filing the articles of incorporation of
such new railroad corporation so to be mgamzed shall bé computed and paid only
upon the excess of the aggregate authorized capital stock of such reorganized or such
new corporation over the authorized aggregate eapital stock of the old corporation upon
which filing fees previously have heen paid. In case any such exeess shall consist of no
par common stock, a fee of 5 cents shall be paid on account of each such excess share.

190.015 Directors, election, eligibility, classes, term, powers, The stock, property,
affairs and business of every such railroad corporation shall he managed by directors who
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ghall be chosen hy the stockholders from among their number, at such time and place as
shall be provided by the articles of organization or the by-laws, and shall hold for the term
provided therein and until their respective suecessors are chosen. The directors may be
divided into three classes, each of which shall be composed, as nearly as may be, of one-
third of the directors; the term of office of the first class to expire in one year, of the sec-
ond in two years, and of the third in three years. At each annual election thereafier a
number of directors shall be elected for three years equal to the number whose term of
office shall then expive; all other vacancies to be filled in accordance with the by-laws. The
directors shall choose one of their number president and such other officers as the corpo-
rate articles and by-laws require, for such term as shall he prescribed thereby; and may
fill any vacancy in their board, happening after any regular annual election, until the next
sueceeding election. i

ticed as provided in section 182.014. .

190.02 Powers of railroads, Every public railroad eorporation shall have the pow-
ers conferred on corporations in chapter 182 and in addition thereto shall have power:

(1) Survey or rouTE. To cause such examination and surveys for its proposed rail-
road to be made as may be necessary to the selection of the most advantageous route, and
for such purpuse to enter upon the lands of any person, but subject to responsibility for
all damage which shall be done thereto.

(2) Dowarrons To rAILROADS., To take and hold grants of aid; but the real estate re-
ceived by voluntary grant shall be held and used for the purpose of the grant only.

(8) ACQUIRE PROPERTY ; LEASE AND ALIENATE. To acquire all property necessary for
the construetion, maintenance and operation of its railroad and the stations, depot grounds,
yards, roundhouses, shops, warehouses, elevators, docks and other accommodations reason-
ably necessary to accomplish the objects of its incorporation; to lease or otherwise dispose
of any part thereof or to sell the same when no longer necessary to its use.

(4) ACQUIRE LANDS FOR CUTS, PILLS, MATERIALS. Jor the purposes of euttings and
embankments and of obtaining gravel or other material, to take as much land as may be
necessary for the proper construction, operation and seeurity of the road, and to remove
any trees that may be in danger of falling on the road, making compensation thervefor as
provided for lands taken for the nse of the ecorporation. _

(5) CrOSS HIGHWAYS, STREETS, STREAMS ; HIGHWAY BRIDGES. To construet its railroad
across, over, under, along or upon any stream, watercourse, streef, highway, road or canal;
to ecarry any highway, street or road which it shall intersect over or under its tracks as may
be most expedient for the public good; to change the course and dirvection of any highway,
street or road when made necessary or desirable by the construction of the railroad and ac-
quire land necessary therefor; provided, such highway or road be not so changed from its
original course more than six rods, nor its distance thereby lengthened more than five
rods; and provided, further, that every bridge erected over any highway or street shall
leave a clear passageway at least twenty feet wide or two passageways, each not less than
fourteen feet in width, ‘

(6) RAILROAD INTERSECTIONS, To cross, intersect, join or unmite its railroad with any
other railroad, at any point, with the necessary turnouts, sidings and switches and other
conveniences in furtherance of the objects of its conneetions. And if the two corporations
cannot agree upon the amount of compensation to be made therefor or the points and
manner of such erossings and connections the same shall he aseertained by the commission
on application of either corporation. But no corporation which shall have construeted
its road at the point of intersection hefore the application to the commission may be made,
shall be required to alter the grade or change the location of its road, or be required to
bear any part of the expense of making and maintaining such crossing or of such pro-
ceeding. ’ '

(7) Motive powrr. To operate its railroad by any power; and to do all the business
incident to railroad corporations. ;

(8) Szrucrures. To erect and maintain all necessary and convenient buildings, sta-
tions, fixtures and machinery for the accommodation and use of passengers, freight and
business. ' ‘

(9) Borrowing. (a) To horrow money upon such terms as the ecorporation or hoard
of directors shall authorize as necessary or expedient, and to execute trust deeds or mort-
gages on any railroads or parts thereof constructed or in process of eonstruetion, for
amounts borrowed or owing by the corporation and thereby transfer or mortgage its prop-
erty, rights, privileges, franchises, immunities, exemptions and appurtenances, nsed in
connection with such railroads, then helonging to the corporation or which may thereafter
belong to it, as security for any debt therein mentioned in such manner as the ecorporation
or directors shall think proper,
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(b) In case of sale by virtue of any such frust deed or morigage the purchasers and
their associates, successors and assigns shall thereafter have, exercise and enjoy all rights,
privileges, grants, franchises, immunities and advantages mentioned in such instruments
which were possessed by such eorporation, so far as the same relate or appertain to that
portion or line of road purchased at such sale, as fully and absolutely in all respects as
such corporation might have done if such sale had not taken place.

(¢) Any railroad corporation organized to, and which shall aequire, direetly or by
mesne conveyances, the property of another railroad corporation sold 1 judicial pro-
ceedings, or any railroad corporation reorganized under the provisions of section 77 of
the act of July 1, 1898, entitled “An Act to establish a uniform system of bankruptey
throughont the United States, as amended,” which corporation under a plan of reorganiza-
tion as confirmed pursuant to said act, shall have been authorized to put into effect and
carry out said plan, or any new railroad corporation which shall be organized for the
like purpose, shall have all powers by law conferred upon railroad corporations, and
may, at such times, in such amounts, for such considerations and upon such terms and
conditions as the board of direetors of said corporation shall determine, and as shall be
authorized by the public service commission, or in the ease of a railroad corporation
organized for the purpose of acquiring a railroad engaged in interstate commerce, or any
existing railroad corporation reorganized under said section 77 and acquiring railroad
property used in interstate commerce, by the interstate commerce ecommission, as the
case may be, issue, sell, pledge or otherwise dispose of its evidences of debt, which
may be convertible, at the option of the holder, into stock, and shares of stock, which
shares may have such nominal or par value or if the same be common stock, be without
nominal or par value, and may be of such classes, with such rights and voting powers as
may be expressed in its artieles or any amendment thereto. In the case of a railroad
corporation reorganized as aforesaid, the filing with the secretary of state of a certified
copy of the plan of reorganization as confirmed pursuant to said bankruptey act, if it
shall so elect, shall accomplish and evidence the amendment of its charter or articles
of incorporation without the necessity for any other or further action, eorporate or
otherwise, with respect thereto. Such reorganized railroad corporation shall thereupon
have all powers necessary to put into effect and carry out such plan of reorganization
in all respeets but such filing of the plan of reorganization shall not preclude sueh existing
corporation from amending its charter or articles in the manner now provided by law.
The fees for filing sueh ecopy of plan of reorganization shall be the same as preseribed in
subseetion (3) of section 190.01. ‘

(10) Insurance. To procure insurance in its own behalf on all the property upon its
route for which it may be liable in damages for injury eaused thereto by fives set or caused
by the operation of its road.

(11) Orerare BUSSES. Any railroad company operating a railroad in this state by
the power of steam, may own and operate automobile busses or motor vehicles for the
purpose of transporting persons and property upon the public highways, for hire, subject
to the provisions of chapter 194 of the statutes; and may also own and operate equipment
for, and engage in, aerial transportation; and any such railroad company may purchase
and own the eapital stock and securities of corporations ovganized for, or engaged in, the
business specified in this section.

(12) GuaArANTEER SECURITIES, Any railroad corporation organized and existing under
the laws of this state or existing by consolidation of different railroad corporations under
the laws of this state and any other state, and whiech owns singly or with other railroad
corporations move than fifty per cent of the capital stock of another corporation, the capi-
tal stock of which it is authorized to own, is authorized by action of its hoard of directors
to guarantee the payment of the prinecipal and interest of bonds or other obligations of such
other corporation, the capital stock of which is so owned by it, and fo join with such other
railroad corporations in guaranteeing the payment of prineipal and interest of bonds or
other obligations of such other corporation, more than fifty per cent of the capital stock of
which is owned by it and such other railroad corporations.

190.04 Special charter rights, All railroad corporations shall have all peculiar
rights and privileges granted to them respectively by their charters or any special law)
not inconsistent with these statutes. .

190.05 Railroads; powers in other states, Any domestic railroad corporation may
exercise all its rights, franchises and privileges in any other state and may accept from
any other state and use any additional or other powers or privileges applicable to the do-
ings of said corporation in said state,

190.061 Branches and extensions, (1) Any railroad corporation may extend its
road from any point named in its charter or articles of organization, or may build braneh .
roads from any point on its line or from any point on the line of any other road connected
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or to be econnected with its road, the use of which other road hetween such points and the
conneetion with its own road snch corporation shall have secured for a term of not less than
ten years. Before making such extension or building any such branch road such corpora-
tion shall, by resolution of its dirvectors, to he entered in the record of its proceedings,
designate the route of such proposed extension or branch, and file, for record, a copy of
such record, certified by the president and secretary, in the office of the secretary of state.
Thereupon such eorporation shall have all the rights and privileges to make such exten-
sion or build such branch and receive aid thereto which it would have had if it had been
authorized in its charter or articles of organization.

(2) The requirements of this section shall not apply to permanent branches or exten-
sions not exceeding five miles in length nor to temporary branches or extensions not ex-
ceeding ten miles in length.

190.06 Railroad consolidation; sale or lease of property. (1) Any railroad eorpo-
ration existing under the laws of this state, or by consolidation under said laws and the
laws of other states, may consolidate with any other railroad corporation, and possess all
of the powers, franchises and immunities, and be subject to all the liabilities and restric-
tions of railroad corporations generally, and such, in addition, as the combining corpora-
tions peculiarly possessed or were subject to at the time of consolidation. Articles of con-
solidation shall he approved by each corporation, by a vote of a majority of the stock at
an annual’ meeting or at a special meeting called for that purpose or by the consent in
writing of the holders of a majority of the stock annexed to such articles; and such articles,
with a copy of the records of such approval or such consent and accompanied by lists of
the stockholders and the number of shares held by each, duly certified by their respective
presidents and secretaries, shall be filed for record in the office of the secretary of state
before any such consolidation shall have validity or effect.

{2) Any such railroad corporation may upon like approval lease, or purchase the
railroad, franchises and immunities, and all other property, and the stoeks or honds, or
both, of any railroad corporation, or any portion thereof, when the road so purchased or
leased will constitute a branch or feeder of, or be connected with or intersected by any
line maintained or operated by such purchasing or leasing corporation, or which it is au-
thorized to build, own, or maintain and operate. Any corporation taking such conveyance
or lease shall have all the rights, privileges and immunities, and be subject to all the duties
and restrictions of the lessor or grantor.

(3) Any domestic railroad corporation may purchase and may upon like approval
purchase and hold the stock or bonds of any other railroad corporation described in this
section, or may purchase and hold the stock or bonds of any railway company to which it
has furnished the money for the construction of its railway; or for money so furnished, or
for such other consideration, as may be agreed upon between the companies, by their re-
spective boards of directors, and take a conveyance of the whole or any portion of the
franchises of any other such corporation and of the railway, property and appwrtenances
thereof. Any stoek or.bonds which shall have heen issued by any purchasing corporation
in consideration of any property by it purchased ag authorized by this section, shall be
deemed fully paid, but securities hereunder.shall be issued only upon compliance with the
law which requires a permit or certificate of anthority.

(4) All acts and purchases and conveyances made prior to April 24, 1897, by or to any
domestic railway company which are anthorized by this section, and all eonditions and
agreements upon which the stock and bonds of any such corporation have been and are to
be issued ineluding any and all terms and conditions as to price, voting power, dividends
and trustees or otherwise, and as hetween different classes of stock or otherwise and all
issues of stocks and bonds in accordance with such terms, conditions and agreements, are

hereby in all things legalized, ratified and confirmed,
' (5) But no railroad corporation shall eonsolidate with, or lease or purchase, or in any
way become owner of or control any other eorporation, or any stock, franchises, rights or
property thereof which owns or controls a parallel and competing railroad to and with
the railroad owned or controlled and operated by such purchasing railroad corporation,
to be determined by jury. ‘ o

190.07 Railroad ferries on Liake Michigan, Any railroad corporation in this state
may contraet with the owner or operator of any railroad terminating on the eastern shore

of Lake Michigan, within the state of Michigan, for the joint operation of their roads; and
may build or buy, and operate vessels to facilitate transportation.

190.08 Streams, highways, restored. Every corporation constructing, owning or
operating a railroad shall restore every watercourse, street, highway, road or canal across,
along or upon which sueh railroad may be construeted to its former state or to such condi-
tion that its usefulness shall not be materially impaired and thereafter maintain the same
in such eondition against any effects in any manner produced by sach railvoad. -And may

- acquire any lands required to change or restore any highway, street, canal or watercourse,
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and lands so taken shall become a part of such highway or street. This section shall not
apply to sloughs or hayous eclosed by the government prior to April 14, 1893, to aid the
navigation of rivers; but in case such sloughs or hayous are thereafter closed by any rail-
road company such company shall be liable in damages to any person owning lands thereon

injured thereby.
in assessing damages for such closing.

A railroad company, in constructing a
railroad, traversed a town highway by mak-
ing a deep cut which rendered it impossible
to restore the highway to its former state,
and then built and maintained an overhead
bridge which carried the highway over the
cut and the railroad tracks so as to restore
the highway to such condition that its use-

The statutes for acquiring

land by right of eminent domain shall apply

burned through no fault of the company,
and the circuit court had jurisdiction to-en-
force performance of such duty by a manda-
tory injunction in an action brought by the
town for that purpose. The company could
not avoid its statutory duty by failing to
restore the overhead bridge and then peti-
tioning the public service commission . to

190.09 Railroad cattle pass, abandonment. No railroad corporation shall close or
obstruct any cattle pass or opening which shall have been used as a passageway for live
stock across its right of way for a period of five years without having first secured the eon-

sent in writing of the abutting Iandowners.

190.10 Railroad fixtures, after-acquired property, lien on, All rolling stock, loco-
motives, ears, automotive and motor vehicles, machinery, tools, equipment, fuel, sup-
plies, materials, and other personal property of any railroad corporation used and em-
ployed in connection with the maintenanee or operation of its railroad, for all purposes
of this section and seetion 190.11 of these statutes, are hereby defined and declared to
be appurtenant to such railroad as real property; and all such property and all additional
rights of way, depot grounds and other real property acquired subsequently to the exe-
cution of any trust deed or mortgage which shall have heen described or provided for
therein shall he subject to the lien thereof to the same extent as the real plopelty therein
deseribed which the corporation owned at the time of its execution.

190.11 Railroad conveyances, how executed and recorded. Every conveyance or
lease, deed of trust, mortgage or satisfaction thereof made by any railroad corporation
shall be exec¢uted and acknowledged in the manner in which conveyances of real estate by
corporations are required to be to entitle the same to be recorded, and shall be recorded in
the office of the secretary of state, provided such documents have plainly printed or type-
written thereon the names of the grantors, grantees, witnesses and notary, who shall in-
dorse thereon his certificate, specifying the day, hour and minute of its reception and the
volume and page where recorded, which certificate shall be evidence of such facts. Hvery
such record shall from the time of reception of the instrument have the same effect as to
any property in this state described therein as the record of any similar instrument in
the office of a register of deeds has as to property in his county, and shall be notice of the
rights and interest of the grantee, lessee or mortgagee by such instrument to the same
extent as if it were recorded in all of the counties in which any property therein deseribed
may be situated.

190.12 Stock; sale to employes and subsidiaries. (1) Any railroad company exist-
ing in whole or pzut under the laws of this state may, with the consent of the stockholders
as hereinafter stated, issue and sell, under such restrictions and terms, and for such con-
sideration as the stoclkholders shall authmize, any part or all of its nnissued stock, or addi-
tional stock authorized pursuant to the provisions of this section, to employes of the cor-
poration or any subsidiary corporation, without first offel]ng such stock for subseription
to its stockholders. Such consent and authorization may be given at any annual or special
meeting of the stockholders by a majority vote of all its stock, upon the same notice to
stockholders as is provided in section 182.014. If any stockholder not voting in favor of
said issue and sale of stock to employes so desires, he may, at such meeting, or within 20
days thereafter, object thereto by written notice filed with the seeretary of the corpora-
tion and demand payment for the stock held by him at the time of such meeting, in which
case such stockholders or the corporation may at any time within 60 days after suech meet-
ing file a petition in either the cirenit court of Dane county or the cirenit court of the
county in which the principal office of the corporation within this state is located, asking
for the condemnation of the shares of such dissenting stockholder and a finding and de-
termination of the fair value thereof at the date of such stockholders’ meeting.

(2) The taking of shares of such dissenting stoekholders in order to promote employe
ownership in railroad enterprises is hereby declared to he a taking for a publie use and the
necessity therefor shall in all eases be determined by the railroad company. The circuit
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courts of the several counties in this state are hereby vested with jurisdietion to hear and
determine condemnation proceedings instituted by such petition and to determine the fair
value of such sharves of stock, and to render judgment against the corporation for.the said
value thereof. Any and all such dissenting stockholders may join, or may he joined, in all
such proceedings and the fair value of such shares of stock shall be equal to their marlket
value, which in the ease of stocks listed upon any stock exchange shall be the average price
for whieh like shaves of stock were sold npon such exchange during the week in which was
held the stockholders’ meeting aforesaid. Upon payment by the corporation to the said
stockholder, or to the clerk of said court, of the value of such shares of stock so deter-
mined, such stockholder shall cease to have any interest in such shares or in the propexty
of the corporation, and his shares of stock shall be transferred to, and may be held and
disposed of by the corporation as tredsury stock, The corporation shall be liable for and
shall pay to any such ohjecting stoekholder the value of his shares of stock so determined.
In case of failure or refusal of such stockholder to surrender for transfer the certificates
representing such shares of stock, the filing with the seeretary of said railroad company of
a certified copy of the ecireuit conrt’s order determining the value thereof together with a
receipt from the clerk of said court showing full payment therefor by the railroad com-
pany, shall constitute full authority for the said company to issue new certificates in lien
of those in the hands of such dissenting stockholder, and such outstanding ce1t1ﬁcates shall
thereupon be null and void.

(3) Any such corporation may, at any such annual or special meeting of its stock-
holders held pursuant to the notice aforesaid, increase its capital stock in such amount as
may he determined by like vote of its stockholders at such meeting to provide additional
. stock for issue and sale to such-employes. :

(4) In the event such corporation by like vote of its stockholders at a subsequent meet—

ing held pursuant to notice as specified in subsection (1) hereof, shall, hefore the trial of

- any such condemnation proceeding, rescind the previous action respecting sueh issue and

sale of stock to employes and determine not to sell such stock without first offering it to

existing stockholders, then such condemnation proceeding shall be, upon application of
either party, dismissed, and all court costs hé paid by the railroad company.

190.13 Report to stockholders, Hvery railroad corporation shall make an annual
report to its stockholders of its operations for the preceding calendar year, or for its fiscal
year, as the case may he, which report shall contain a balance sheet showing its assets and
liabilities, its eapital stock, and funded debt, and an ineome account showing its operating
revenues, operating expenses, gross and net income, as the result of its traffie or business
operations, and such other information in respect of its affairs as the hoard of directors
shall deem advisable. A copy of each such report shall be kept on file in its principal office
in this state, shall be mailed to each stockholder whose post-office address is known and
shall be filed with the public service commission. :

190.14 Inspection of books. The official eustodian of the books, records and papers
or other property of every railroad corporation shall keep the same in his possession and
at all times during business hours have the same ready to be exhihited to any officer, di-
rector or any committee appointed by the stockholders, representing one-tenth of all the
subseribed stoek, on request, and furnish them or either of them transeripts from the rec-
ords or proceedings of the hoard of directors, under his official hand and seal, on the pay-
ment to him of the same fee as that requived by law to be paid to the register of deeds for
transeripts. And said custodian shall on vacating his office make over all such hooks, rec-
ords, papers and property in his possession to his successor in office, and where no succes-
sor has been elected to the hoard of direetors, or to the person appointed the1ef01 by the
stockholders.

190.15 Right of way through public lands. The commissioners of public lands may
sell and eonvey to any railroad corporation for such eompensation and upon such terms as
they may fix, a strip of land one hundred feet wide, or move, if needed, through lands
owned by the state which the commissioners have power to sell, and across which a railroad
has been or shall be located or constiucted, but such corporation shall, as soon as the route
of its road shall be definitely fixed, deposit in the office of the commissioners of public
lands, a plat exhibiting all such lands and the location of such route through the same and
shall have no right to take or use any such lands prior to depositing such plat. Every deed
or patent for any such lands shall contain an express reservation unto the state of the title
of such lands except as to the use of the same by such corporation or its successors or
assigns for railroad purposes.

190.16 Industrial spur tracks. (1) AT corPORATION EXPENSE. Hvery railway com-
pany may build, maintain and operate spur tracks from its road to and upon the grounds
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of any industry or enterprise, with all sidetracks, wyes, turnouts and connections neces-
gary or convenient to the use of the same; and every such company may acquire in the
manner provided for the aequisition of real estate, other than for its main track, all nec-
essary roadways and rights of way for such spur tracks and for wyes, turnouts and con-
nections. Section 190.051 shall not apply if the spur tracks mentioned in this subsection
shall not exceed five miles in length., No such spur track constructed prior to June 16,
1925, otherwise than at the expense of the railroad company shall be removed, dismantled
or otherwise rendered unfit for service except upon the order of the public service com-
mission entered after hearing held upon notice to all parties interested, and for good cause
shown.

(2) Cmrv’s conseNT. No such spur tracks shall be constructed across, or upon any
street, or alley, within any city, until application therefor shall have been made to and
acted upon by such city. The city may prescribe any reasonable terms and conditions for
the construction of any such spur track.

(3) PrivareE constrUCTION. The owner of any elevator, warehouse, manufacturing’
plant or mill, or of any lumber, coal or wood yard located within one-half mile of any rail-
road or any sidetrack thereof may at his own expense construct a spur track therefrom to a
point on the right of way within the terminal or yard limits of such railroad and the rail-
road shall connect the same with its tracks within such terminal or yard limits. Such spur
track shall at all times be under the control and management of and he kept in repair and
operated by such railvoad, but the cost of maintaining and operating shall be paid monthly
by the owner thereof, and in case of neglect to pay the same upon demand, the obligation
of this subsection upon any such railroad shall cease until such charges are paid.

(4) WHEN coMPULSORY, (a) Every railroad shall acquire the necessary right of way
for and shall construet, connect, maintain and operate a reasonably adequate spur track
whenever such spur tlack does not necessarily exceed three miles in length, is practically
indispensable to the successful operation of any existing or proposed industry or enfer-
prise, and its construction and operation is not unusually dangerous, and is not unreason-
ably harmful to publie interest, and any person aggrieved by the failure of any railroad to
fully perform such obligation may prosecute proceedings hefore the commission to compel
compliance therewith.

(b) Such railroad may require the person primarily to be served thereby to pay the
legitimate cost and expense of acquiring the necessary right of way for such spur track,
and of constructing the same, the cost to be estimated in separate items by the commission,
and deposited with the railroad, before it shall he required to incur any expense whatever
therefor; but sueh person, in lien of depositing the total estimated cost may offer in writ-
ing to construct such spur track, the offer to be accompanied by a surety company bond,
ranning to such railroad, and conditioned upon the construetion of such spur track in a
good and workmanlike manner, according to the plans and specifications of such railroad,
approved by the commission, and deposit with such railroad the estimated cost of the nec-
essary right of way. Provided that before the railroad shall be required to incur any ex-
pense whatever in the construction of such spur track, the person primarily to be served
thereby shall give the railroad a bond to he approved by the commission as to form, amount
and surety, securing the railroad against loss on account of any expense incurred beyond
the estimated cost.

(e) Whenever a spur track is so constlucted at the expense of the owner of any indus-
try or enterprise, and any other person shall desive a connection with such spur track, ap-
plication therefor shall be made to the commission, and such other person shall he 1'equned
to pay to such owner an equitable proportion of the cost thereof, to be determined by the
commission,

(6) Removarn, waeN. No spur track construeted pursnant to subseetions (3) and (4)
shall be removed, " dismantled or otherwise rendered unfit for service except upon order of
the commission made after hearing held upon notice to all parties interested, and for good
cause shown.
