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272.01 Judgments enforced. The owner of a judgment may enforce the same in the 
manner provided by law. ' 

272.02 Judgments, enforced by execution, A judgment which requires the payment 
of money or the delivery of property may be enforced in those respects by execution. 
Where it requires the performance of any other act a certified copy of the judgment may 
be served upon the party, person 01' officer WllO is required to obey the same, and if he re­
fuse he may be punished for contempt, and his obedience enforced. 

'" 272.03 Executions, kinds. There are three kinds of executions: One against the 
property of the judgment debtor, another ag'ainst his person, and the third for the delivery 
of property, or such delivery with damages for withholding the same. They are the process 
of the court, and shall be as prescribed by section 272.05. 

272.04 Execution, when issue~. (1) Upon any judgment of a Callrt of record per­
fected as specified in section 270.66 or any judgment of any other court docketed in a 
court of I'ecord, execution may issue at any time wi thin 5 years after the rendition there­
of, and when an execution shall have been so issued and returned unsatisfied in whole or 
in part other executions may issue at any time upon application of the judgment creditor. 
But if no execution was issued within said 5 years, or, if application be made by one 
other than the judgment creditor, execution shall issue only upon leave of the court, in 
its discretion, upon prior notice to the judgment debtor, served as a summons is served, 
in a court of record. Application shall be by the petition of the judgment creditor 01' of 
the assignee, setting forth that such judgment or a portion thereof Temains unpaid, and 
that the petitioner is the bona fide oW11er thereof, for value; but no execution shall issue 
or any proceedings be had upon any judgment after 20 years from the rendition thereof. 

(2) Vn1en the sheriff holds an execution against property any person indebted to the 
judgment debtor may pay to the sheriff the amount of his debt not exempt from execution 
01' so much thereof as shall be necessary to satisfy the execution, and the sheriff's receipt 
shall be a sufficient discharge for the amount so paid.

272.04 applies regardless of tile residence 

01' presence of tile judgment debtor within 
tllis state, and the provision in 330,30, tolling 

limitations for beginning an action in case 
of absence of the debtor fro111 the state, does 
not apply; hence, so far as 330.30 is con-
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cerned, an unsatisfied judgment and the debt 
are extinguished on the expiration of the 
20-year period of limitation prescribed by 
272.04, and no action can be broug:ht there­
after on the judgment, even though the 
judgment debtor was a nonresident absent 
from the state when the judgment was~ en­
tered and during such 20-year period. A 
lien, which the judgment creditor secured 
U11der 318.08, on an inheritance that was to 
become the property of the nonresident judg-
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ment debtor on the death of his mother, 
depended on the continued existence of the 
judgment, so that where the owner of the 
unsa tisfied judgment did nothing further in 
support of or on account of the judgment 
or the lien until after the 20-year limitation 
of 272.04, on proceedings on judgments had 
expired, the lien fell with the judgment.

272.05 Execution, how issued; contents. The execution must be issued from and be 
sealed with the seal of the court and signed by the clerk where the judgment roll, or a cer­
tified copy thereof, 01' the transcript of the justice's judgment is filed, directed to the 
sheriff, or coronel' when the sheriff is a party 01' interested, countersigned by the OW11er or 
his attorney, and must intelligibly refer to the judgment, stating the court, the county where 
the judgment roll or a certified copy thereof or such transcript is filed, the nallles of the 
parties, the amount of the judgment, if it boe for money, and the amount due thereon, and 
the time of docketing' in the county to which the execution is issued, and shall require the 
officer, substantially as follows: 

(1) If it be against the prol'Jerty of the judgment debtor, to satisfy the judgment out 
of the personal property of such debtor, and if sufficient personal property cannot be 
found, out of the real property belonging to him on the day when the judgment was 
docketed in the county 01' at any time thereafter. 

(2) If real estate shall have been attached and judgment rendered for the plaintiff, the 
execution may also direct a sale of the interest which the defendant had in such real estate 
at the time it was attached 01' at any time thereafter. 

(3) If upon a judgment to enforce a. lien upon specific property, to sell the interest 
which the defendan t had in such property at the time such lien attached. 

(4) If it be against property in the hands of personal representatives, heh's, devisees, 
legatees, tenants of real property 01' trustees, to satisfy the judgment out of such property. 

(5) If it be against the person of the judg'ment debtor, to arrest him and commit him 
to the county jail until he shall pay the judgment 01' be discharged according to law. 

(6) If it be for the delivCl'y of property, to deliver the possession of the same, particu­
larly describing it, to the party entitled thereto, and may require the officer to satisfy any 
costs, damages 01' rents and profits covered by the judgment out of the personal property 
of the party against whom it was rendered, and shall specify the value of the property for 
which the judgment was recovered; if a delivery of the property cannot be had and if suffi­
cient personal property cannot be found, then out of the real property belonging to him on 
the day when the judgment was docketed or at any time thereafter. When a judgment in 
replevin 01' upon appeal from a justice's judgment shall be entered against the principal 
and also against his sUl'elies as pl'ovided in sections 270.60 01' 306.20, the execution shall 
direct that the property of the surety shall not be lovied on unless the property fOU1ll1, 
belonging to the principal, is not sufflcient to satisfy the judgment. 

(7) When the judgment is not all due the execution may issue for the collection of such 
instalments as have become due, and shall direct the sheriff to collect the amount then du'to, 
with interest and costs, stating the anHmont of each; the juc1g'ment shall remain as security 
for the instalments thereafter to become due and whenever any further instalments shall 
become due execution may in like manner be issued for tlleir collection. 

(8) Every execution upon a judgment for the recovery of money lllay clirect the col­
lection of interest on the amount recovered from the date of the rendition thereof until 
paid. 

Cross Rcfcrcnce: The law by which the debtor may be discharged from jail is in Chapter 
336. 

272.06 Execution, when returnable. Every execution shall be made returnable, 
within sixty clays after its receipt by the officer, to tho clerk of the court from which it 
issued but if the officer has levied upon property pl'eViOllS to the expiration of said sixty 
days he may retain such execution until he has sold the property. The officer shall stat~ 
in his return how' he executed the writ. 

272.07 To what county issued. When the execution is against the property of the 
judgment debtor it may be issued to the sheriff of any county where the judg'ment'is dock­
eteel When it requires the delivery of real 01' personal property it must be issued to the 
sheriff of the county where the property 01' some part thereof is situated. Executions may 
1)e issued at the same time to different counties. . 

272.08 Sheriff to indorse date of ·receipt. Upon receipt of any execution the sheriff 
or. other officer shall indorse thereon the year, month, day and hour of the day when he re­
Cel vec1 the same. 
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272.09 Execution against debtor's person. If the action be one in which the de­
fendant might have been arrested, as provided in chapter 264, an execution against the 
person of the judgment debtor may be issued after the return of an execution against his 
property unsatisfied in whole 01' in part; but if the defendant be imprisoned on execution 
in another action, 01' upon mesne process in the same action, an execution may issue against 

. his body without any previous execution against his property. 

272.10 Execution against body only remedy, exception. When a party shall have 
been arrested on an execution no other execution upon the same judgment can be issued 
against him 01' his property except as provided by section 336.10; but if he shall escape 
he may be retaken· by a new execution against his body 01' an execution against his prop­
erty may be issued in the same manner as if he had never been arrested on execution.

When any order 01' judgment is for the delivery of 
possession of property real 01' personal the party in whose favor it is entered is entitled to 
a writ of execution or assistance upon application to the clerk. -

272.12 Execution; death of person arrested. If any person arrested on execution 
shall die while under arrest a new execution may issue against his property in the same 
manner as if he had never been arrested; but such new execution shall not be levied upon 
any real estate which the deceased shall have sold in good faith nor upon any real estate 
which shall have been sold under any other judgment against him. 

272.13 Execution against sheriff. Whenever a judgment shall be recovered in any 
court of record against the sheriff instead of directing the execution thereon to the coronel' 
of the county it may be directed and delivered to any person (except a party in interest) 
desig11ated by order of the court; and such person shall perform the duties of a sheriff and 
be liable in all respects to all the provisions of law respecting sheriffs, as far as the same 
may be applicable. 

272.14 Execution after debtor's death. After the expiration of one year from the 
death of a judgment debtor execution may be issued against any property upon which the 
judgment was a lien at the time of the debtor's death, and may be executed in the sallle 
manner anel with the same effect as if he were still living; but no such execution shall 
issue except upon an order, made upon sufficient cause shown. If such judgment be 
against such deceased debtor and others jointly execution may issue against surviving 
judgment debtors without delay.

272.18 Pl'opel'ty exempt from execution. No property hereinafter mentioned shall 
be liable to seizure or sale on execution 01' on any provisional or final process issued from 
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any court or any proceedings in aid thereof, except as otherwise specially provided in 
the statutes: 

(1) BIBLE. The family Bible. 
(2) PICTURES AND BOOKS. Family pictures and schoolbooks. 
(3) LIBRARY. The library of the debtor and every part thereof; but this provision 

shall not be deemed to extend to circulating libraries. 
e 4) PEW. A seat or pew in any house or place of public wOl·ship. 
(5) WEARING APPAREL, HOUSEHOLD GOODS AND FIREARMS. All wearing' appm'el of the 

debtor and his family; jewelry and other articles of personal adornment not exceeding 
$400 in value; all beds, bedsteads and bedding kept and used for the debtor and his fam­
ily; all stoves and appendages put up or kept for the use of the debtor and his family; 
all cooking utensils and all other household furniture not herein enumerated, not exceed­
ing $200 in value; and one gun, rifie or other firearm, not exceeding' $50 in value. 

e 6) LIVE STOCK, FARM IMPLEMENTS AND AUTOMOBILE. Eight cows, ten swine, fifty 
chickens, two horses or two mules, any automobile used or kept for the purpose of carry­
ing on the debtor's trade or business, not exceeding foul' hundred dollars in value, ten 
sheep, and the wool from the same, either in the raw material or manufactured into yarn or 
cloth; the necessary food for all the stock mentioned in this section for one year's support, 
either providecl or g'l'owing or both, as the debtor may choose; also one wagon, cart or 

. dl'aY, one sleigh, one plow, one drag, one bindel', one corn bindel', one mower, one spring­
tooth harrow, one disc harrow, one seeder, one hay loader, one corn planter, 'one set of 
heavy harness and other farming utensils, also small tools and implements, not exceeding 
three hundred dollars in value ..

(8) TOOLS FOR TRADE. The tools, implements and stock in trade of any mechanic, 
miner, merchant, trader or other person, used or kept for the' purpose of carrying on his 
trade 01' business, not exceeding two hundred dollars in value. 

(9) SEWING J.IACHlNE. All sewing machines owned by individuals and kept for the 
use of themselves 01' families. 

(10) KEEPSAKES. Any sword, plate, books or other articles presented 01' given to any 
person by congress, the legislature of either of the United States, or by either body of con­
gress 01' of such legislature, whether presented by a vote or raised by subscription of the 
members of either of the aforesaid bodies, 

(11) PRINTING PRESS AND SUPPLIES. Printing materials and press or presses used in 
the business of any printer or publisher to an amount not exceeding fifteen hundred dol­
lars in valne; provirled, that no sum exceeding foul' hundred dollars shall be exempt from 
execution for payment of wages of laborers 01' servants for services rendered the defendant. 

(12) ACCOUTREMENTS. 'rhe uniform, arms and equipments of every member of the 
,Yisconsin national guard, and all military property of any company, regiment or brigade 
thereof. 

(13) SUPPLIES FOR ABSTRACTS. All books, maps, plats and other papers kept 01' used 
by any person for the purpose of making abstracts of title to land. 

(14) PATENTS. The interest owned by any inventor in any invention secured to him 
by letters patent of the United States. . 

(15 ) WAGES. (a) A basic exemption of 60 pel' cent of the income of any individual 
without dependents for each 30~day period prior to service of process in the proceeding 
to collect a debt, but not less than $75 nor more than $100. The one claiming the exemp­
tion may elect to have the exemption computed on a 90-day basis. 

(b) .A basic exemption of 60 pel' cent on the income of any individual with depend­
ents for each 30~dayperiod prior to service of process in the proceeding to collect a debt, 
but not less than $100 nor more than $120 plus an additional $20 for each dependent. 
The amount allowed as exemption for dependents shall be limited to such an amount that 
the total amount exempt shall not exceed 85 PCI' cent of the income. The one claiming' 
the exemption may elect to have the exemption computed on a 90~day basis. 

(c) A dependent is any individual including' a spouse who requires and is actually 
receiving substantial support and maintenance from the debtor. The use to which the 
income of anyone claimed as a dependent is put shall be considered by the court in deter­
mining' whether the individual is in faet a dependent. All crops, live stock, dairy products 
and all other products g'rown 01' produced by a perSOll to which his personal effOl't 01' that 
of his minor children has contributed, and all proceeds from the sale of such crops, live 
stock, dairy products and other products shall be deemed earnings within the meaning' of 
this subsection, but such definition of earnings shall not limit any other exem}Jtion pro­
vided by this section. 
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(d) The amount which may be reached by seizure, sale 01' execution, provisional or 
final process 01' proceedings in aid thereof, except as otherwise specially provided in the 
statutes shall be compllted as follows: The income for the 30 or 90-day period shall be 
considered reduced by the amount of any sum recovered during the 30 01' 90-day period 
in any of said proceedings; from the income thus reduced for the 30 01' 90-day period 
deduct the exemptions applicable thereto, subject to such prior proceedings and valid 
written assignments of nonexempt income. The· amount subject to the proceedings be­
fore the court shall be the amount which remain~ after the .above computations. 

(16) FIRE ENGINES AND EQUIPMENT. All fire eng'ines, apparatus and equipments, in­
cluding hose, hose carts and hooks and ladders, belong'ing to 01' which may hereafter belong 
to any town, city or village in this state, and which are 01' may be kept and used for the 
protection of property in such town, city 01' village from fire, together with the engine 
houses and hooks and ladder houses for the protection of the same, and the lot or lots on 
which such eng'ine and hook and ladder houses may be situated, when owned by any such 
town, city or village; and any lot or lots owned, used and occupied by any such town, city 
or village for corporate purposes. 

(17) FIRE INSURANCE. All moneys arising from insurance of any property exempted 
from sale on execution, including the homestead, when such property has been destroyed 
by fire. 

(18) PRJVATE PROPERTY FROM EXECUTION AGAINST lIfUNICIPALITIES. All private prop­
erty shall be exempt from seizure and.sale upon any execution 01' other process issued to 
enforce any judgment or decree of any conrt which shall have been rendered against any 
county, town, city, village or school district. in this state. 

(19) LIFE INSURANCE. If a policy of insurance, whether heretofore or hereafter 
issued, is effected by any pcrson 011 his own life 01' on another life, in favor of a person 
other than himself, or, except in cases of transfer with intent to defraud creditors, if a 
policy of life insm;ance is assigned 01' in any way made payable to any such person, the 
lawftH beneficiary or assignee thereof, other than the insured or the person so effecting' 
such inslU'ance, or the executors or administrators of such insured 01' of the person so 
effecting such insurance, shall be entitled to its proceeds and avails against the creditors 
and representatives of the insured and of the person effeeting the same, whether or not 
the right to change the beneficiary is reserved 01' permitted, and whether 01' not the policy 
is made payable to the person whose life is insured if the beneficiary 01' assignee shall 
predecease such person; provided, that, subject. to the statute of limitations, the amount 
of any premiums for said insurance paid with intent to defraud creditors, with interest 
thereon, shall inure to their benefit from the proceeds of the policy; but the company is­
suing the policy shall be discharged of all liahility thereon by payment of its proceeds 
in accordance with its terms, unless before such payment the company shall have written 
notice, by or in behalf of a creditor, of a claim to recover for transfer made 01' premiums 
paid with intent to defraud creditors, with specifications of the amount claimed; and all 
moneys or other benefit, charity, relief or aid to be paid, provided 01' rendrred by any 
mutual beneficiary 01' fraternal corporation, society, order 01' association providing insur­
ance 011 the assessment plan and authorized to do business in this state, shall be exempt 
agai11st the creditors of a member thereof 01' of his beneficiary or beneficiaries to the 
amount of $5,000 in all cases w11ere the insured pays the premiums or assessments or any 
part thereof; but if some other person pays such premiums or assessments the insurance 
shall be absolutely exempt. 

(20) CEMETERY LOTS. Cemetery lots owned by individuals and all monuments therein, 
the coffins and other articles for the hUl'ial of any dead person, and the tombstone or monu­
ment for his grave by whomsoever pUl'cbnsed. 

(21) FIRE AND POLICE PENSION FUND. All money paid or ordered to be paid to ans 
member of any fil"e or police department or to the wielow 01' guardi~n of the minor child 
or children of a deceased or retired member of any such department, which money has been 
paid or ol'Clered to be paid to any such person as a pension on account of the service of 
any person in any such department in any city in this state whose population exceeds one 
hundred thousand. 

(22) SAVINGS AND LOAN SHARES. The shares held by a member of a local savings 
and loan association as the same is defined in section 215.01, and the shares held by a mem­
ber of a federal saving'S and loan association organized and existing under the laws of the 
United States, to the value of one thousand dollars at the time of the withdrawal thereof; 
bilt this subsection shall not apply to any person owning a homestead which is exempt. 

(23) U. S. BONDS, ETC. All defense honds, war savings bonds, defense stamps, thrift 
stamps, war savings stamps, victory notes, or any other govel'lunental issue of bonds 01' 

savings stamps for war purposes, held by any person, to the value of $200 in the aggregate. 
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(?4) WAR PENSION. All money received by a person, a resident of this state, as 
penSIOn, compensation, government insurance, 01' adjusted compensation, back pension, 
compensation 01' insurance from the United.States government on account of military or 
naval service, and all other money received by a person on account of military or naval 
service from the United States government administered by the veterans' administration, 
whether the same is in the actual possession of such person, on deposit, or loaned. 

(25) AOOIDENT INSURANOE. All sums due 01' to become_due and payable or paid to any 
person by any life insurance company or association 01' health and accident insurance com­
pany or association, for partial, total, temporary or permanent disability under any con­
tract 01' policy of insurance, but not exceeding one hundred fifty dollars per month. 

(26) COUNTY FAIRS AND AGRICULTURAL SOOIETIES. All sums paid as state aid undei 
section 94.08 to county fairs and agricultural societies. 

(30) LIMITATIONS O,N EXElIIPTIONS. The exemptions provided for in subsections (3), 
(6), (7), (8), (9), (11), (13), (14), (17), (19) and (22) of this section shall extend only 
to debto'rs having' an actual residence in this state, and when such debtors and their fam­
ilies 01' any of them shall be removing from one place of residence to another, and those 
granted in subsections (5), (6), (11), (13), (14), (15), (17), (19) and (22) hereof shall 
not be claimed as against an attachment or execution issued upon a judgment for the 
plaintiff in an action brought to recover compensation for any manual or domestic labor 
rendered or performed by any female in or about the dwelling of another. No property 
exempted by the provisions of this section shall 1)e exempt from execution or attachment 
brought by any person for the recovery of the whole or any part of the purchase money 
of the same property. All articles so exempted may be selected by the debtor, his agent, 
clerk 01' legal representative, when necessary to distinguish the same; and if they shall 
fail or neglect to claim such exemption, the debtor's wife, unless she shall have deserted 
him, may, before sale, select the same and in her own name maintain an action for thl:) 
reeoyery of the possession, or the yalue thereof, if the same shall have been taken away, 
provided the claim of exemption and selection have been made; any 01' all of the exemp­
tions granted by this chapter may be denied if, in the discretion of the court having 
jurisdiction, the debtor procured, concealec1 or transferred assets with the intention of 
c1efrauc1ing his creditors. 

(31) EMPLOYE RETIHEMENT BENEFITS. (a) The term "employes' trust" as used iiI 
this subsection shall mean any trust createc1 by an employer as part of a retirement 01' 

pension plan, disability or c1eath benefit plan, stock bonus or profit-sharing plan for the 
exclusive benefit of some 01' all of his employes, or their c1epenc1ents or beneficiaries, to 
which contributions are mac1e by such employer, or employes, 01' both, for the purpose of 
c1istri1J11ting in accordance with snch plan to snch employes, or their c1ependents or bene­
ficiaries, the earnings 01' the principal, or both earnings and principal, of the trust fund, 
provic1ed that it is impossible under the trust instrument at any time prior to the satis- . 
faction of all liabilities with respect to employes anc1 theirc1epenc1ents and beneficiaries 
unc1er the trust, for any part of the corpus 01' income to be at any time usec1 for or c1ivertec1 
to purposes other than for the exclusive benefit of snch employes, or their c1ependents or 
beneficiaries. The term "employer" as usec1 in this subsection shall be deemed to incluc1e a 
group of employers creating a combinec1 plan or trust for the benefit of their employes or 
the beneficiaries of such employes. 

(b) The income arising' from any personal property helc1 in any employes' trust may 
be permittec1 to accumulate in accordance with the terms of said trust anc1 the plan of 
which saic1 trust forms a part for such time as may be necessary to accomplish the pur­
poses for 1vhich such trust has been created. Any such employes' trust shall not be deemec1 
to be invalic1 as violating the rule against perpetuities o~' any law or rille against per­
petuities or the suspension of the power of alienation 'of title to property, but snch a 
trust may continue for such time as may be necessary to accomplish the purposes for 
which it has been createc1.· ' . 

(c) The -interest of any person in any employes' trust as defined in this subsection 
and any pension -01' other benefit derivec1 therefrom shall not be subject to any garnish­
ment, attachment, execution, sequestration, levy or any other legal 01' equitable process 
and no assignment of any such interest, pension 01' other benefit shall be valid or recog­
nizec1.

272.19 Levy on personal property; appraisal. (1) Personal property shall be 
bound from the time it is seizec1. Whenever personal property shall be seized on attach­
ment or execution anc1 any part thereof shall be exempt therefrom anc1 such exemption 
shall be claimec1 by the debtor or his wife, the officer making such seizure shall, upon re­
quest by either of them, 01' may upon his own motion, cause said exempt property to be 
appraised by 2 c1isinterested freeholc1ers of the county, who shall first be sworn by him 
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to make a true appraisement thereof, which appraisement shall be in writing, be signed 
by the appraisers and be prima facie evidence of the value of the property appraised. 
The appraisement, together with the true inventory of all the property seized, shall be re­
tUl'lleclwith the writ. The fees of each of such appraisers shall be not less than $1 nor 
more than $7 as shall be fixed by the county board for each day engaged in such appraise­
ment, and shall be paid by the officer and returned as a disbursement on his writ. 

(2) If the property seized is an automobile used in carrying on the debtor's trade 01' 

business but is appraised and can be sold for more than foul' hundred dollars, the officer 
may sell such automobile and out of the proceeds of such sale he shall pay to the debtor 01' 

his wife the sum of four hundred dollars. The balance of the proceeds of such sale shall 
be applied on the execution 01' attachment.

272.20 Homestead exemption definition. . (1) An exempt homestead as defined in 
section 370.01 (14) selected by a resident owner and occupied by him shall be exempt 
from execution, from the lien of every judgment and from liability for the debts of such 
owner to the amount of $5,000, except mortgages, laborers', mechanics' and pnrchase 
money liens and taxes and except as otherwise provided. Sueh exemption shall not be 
impaired by temporary removal with the intention to reoccupy the premises as a home­
stead nor by the sale thereof, but shall extend to the proceeds derived from snch sale to 
an amonnt not exceeding $5,000, while held, with the intention to procure another home­
stead therewith, for 2 years.· Such exemption extends to land owned by husband and wife 
jointly or in common and to the interest therein of tenants in common, having a home­
stead thereon with the consent of the cotenants, and to any estate less than a fee. 

(2) Any owner of an exempt homestead against whom a judgment has been rendered 
and docketed, and any heir, devisee 01' grantee of such owner, or any mortgagee of such 
homestead, may proceed under section 269.56 for declaratory relief if such homestead is 
less than $5,000 in value and the owner of such jUdgment shall fail, for 10 days after de­
mand, to execute a recordable release of such homestead from his judgment lien. 

272.21 Homestead, how set apa.rt after levy. (1) Whenever a levy shall be made 
upon lands of any person, he may notify the officer making such levy, at any time before 
the sale, that he claims an exempt homestead in such lands, g'iving a description thereof, 
and his estimate of the value thereof; and the remainder alone shall be subject to sale 
under such levy, unless the plaintiff in the execution shall deny the rig'ht to such ex­
emption 01' be dissatisfied with the quantity or estimate of the value of the land selected. 

(2) If such plaintiff is dissatisfied with the quantity selected 01' the estimate of the 
value thereof, the officer shall cause such lands to be surveyed; beginning' at a point to be 
designated by the owner and set off in compact form. After the lands are surveyed and 
set off, if in the opinion of the plaintiff, the same shall be of greater value than $5,000, the 
officer may still advertise and sell the premises so set off, and out of the proceeds of such 
sale pay to the exempt homestead claimant the sum of $5,000 and apply the balance of 
the proceeds of such sale on the execution; but no sale shall be made in the case last 
mentioned unless a greater sum than $5,000 shall be paid for said premises. The expenses 
of such survey and sale shall be collected on the execution if the owner claimed as his 
homestead a greater quantity of land or land of greater value than he was entitled to; 
otherwise such expenses shall be horne by the plaintiff. 

(3) If such survey be made the land not exempt shall be sold, but if any person' shall 
neglect or refuse to select his exempt homestead and notify such officer, such officer shall, 
upon request of the plaintiff, and may without such request, give notice to such person 
that at a time and place to be therein named he will survey and locate the exempt home­
stead; and unless such person shall on or before the time so fixed select. such exempt home­
stead, such officer shall survey and locate and set the same off in a compact form. If the 
owner after such notice selects his exempt homestead, then the provisions of this section 
shall apply the same as if he had selected it before such notice. 

(4) A homestead so selected and set apart by such officer shall be the exempt home­
stead of such person. The costs of such notice and survey shall be collected upon the 
execution. A failure of the officer to set apart such homestead shall affect such levy, only 
·as to such homestead; and the failure of such person to select his homestead shall not 
impair his l;ight thereto, but only his right to select the same when such selection shall be 
lawfully made by such officer. After such homestead is thus set off by such officer, if, in 
his opinion 01' in the opinion of the plaintiff, the premises are of g'reater value than $5,000 
he may sell the same as where the owner makes the selection. 

(5) If the land claimed as an exempt homestead exceeds in value $5,000, tbe officer 
shall not be bound to set off any portion thereof but may sell the same, unless the debtor 
sh,allmake his selection of such a portion thereof as shall not exceed $5,000 in value. 
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272.24 Indemnity may be required. If there is any reasonable doubt as to the own­
ership of the property or as to its liability to be taken on the execution the officer may 
require sufficient security to indemnify him for levying upon such property. 

272,25 Money applied; negotiable instruments sold. Upon executions against prop­
erty the officer shall levy upon any cUl'l'ent money of the United States and shall pay and 
retul'll the same without exposing it fot sale, and he may also levy upon and sell any evi­
dences of debt circulated as money, or a bond or other instrument for the payment of 
money which is negotiable or payable to the bearer or holder. 

272.26 Equities sold; possession not disturbed. When personal property shall be 
pledged or mortgaged the right and interest in such property of the pledgor or mql'tgagor 
may be sold on execution against him, and the purchaser shall acquire all his right and in­
terest, and shall be. entitled to the possession of such property on complying with the terms 
and conditions of the pledge or mortgage; but the officer shall not take such property out 
of the possession of the pledgee or mortgagee when the judgment debtor is not entitled to 
the possession thereof unless the judgment creditor shall have complied with the terms and 
conditions of such pledge or mortgage.

272.29 Notice of sale of personal property, manner, adjournment .. (1) No execution 
sale of personal property shall be made unless twenty days previous notice of such sale 
shall have been given by posting notices thereof in three public places of the town or mu­
nicipality where such sale is to be had, specifying the time and place of sale provided that 
when any property seized shall be likely to perish or depreciate in value before the expira­
tion of the twenty days the court or a judg'e may order the same to be sold in such maniler 
and upon such terms as the best interests of the parties demal.1d. Every such sale shall be 
made at auction between the houl' of nine o'clock in the forenoon and five o'clock in the 
afternoon and no property shall be sold unless the same be in view of those attending the 
sale, except in the case of the sale of the interest of the judgment debtor in property in the 
possession of a pledgee or mortgagee. It shall be offered for sale in such lots and parcels 
as shall be calculated to bring the highest price. 

(2) Such sale may be adjourned as provided in section 272.31 for sale of real estate. 

272.30 Liability of trust estates. Real estate held by anyone in trust or for the use 
of another shall be liable to debts, judgments, executions and attachments against the 
person to whose use it is held. 

272.31 Notice of sale·of rea.Ity; manner; adjournment. (1) The time and place of 
holding any sale of real estate on execution shall be publicly advertised by posting a 
written notice describing the real estate to be sold with reasonable certainty in 3 public 
places in the town or municipality where such real estate is to be sold at least 3 weeks 
prior to the date of sale; and also in 3 public places of the town or municipality in which 
the real estate is situated. 

(2) A. copy of such notice shall be printed each week for 6 successive weeks in a news­
paper of the county prior to the date of sale. , 

(3) If there be no newspaper published in the county and the premises are not occupied 
by any person against whom the execution is issued or by some person holding as tenant or 
purchaser under him such notice shaH be so published in a paper printed at J'lfadison. 

(4) The court, or a judge,upon application of the party issuing the execution shall 
direct, by order, the newspaper in which the publication of the notice is to be made. 

(5) If at the time appointed for any such sale the sheriff shall deem it for the interest 
of all persons concel'l1ed he may adjourn the sale from time to time, not exceeding in all 
three months. In case of such adjoul'l1ment public notice thereof shall 1)e given at the 
time and place fixed for the sale. If the adjournment shall be for more than one day 
further notice shall be given by posting or publishing the same, or both, as the time and 
circumstances may admit. 

(6) Every sale shall be at auction between 9 o'clock in the forenoon and 5 o'clock in 
the aftel'l1oon.

272.33 Execution; sale in parcels; limitation. When real estate offered for sale on 
execution consists of several lots, tracts or parcels they shall be separately offered for sale; 
and if any person c]aiming to .be the owner of any of such lots 01' parcels or an interest 01' 
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estate therein or claiming to be entitled to redeem the same shall require it to be offered for 
sale separately, the sheriff shall offer the same for sale accordingly. No more shall be sold 
than shall appeal' necessary to satisfy the execution. 

272.34 Execution sale without notice. Any officer who shall sell real estate upon 
execution without having given the previous notices directed by section 272.31, 01' otherwise 
than in the manner prescribed by law, shall be liable to the party injured in the sum of one 
thousand dollars damage and also for the actual damages sustained. 

272.35 Execution; taking down notice. If any person shall take down 01' deface any 
notice of a sale upon execution put up by any officer, previous to the day of sale therein 
specified, unless upon satisfaction of the execution 01' upon the consent of the parties to 
the action, such person shall be liable to the party suing out such execution in the sum of 
$50. 

272.36 Execution sale, want of notice, when immaterial. The omission of any of­
ficer to give the notice of execution sale required or the taking down or defacing of any 
such notice shall not affect the validity of any sale made to a purchaser in good faith, with­
out notice of any such omission or offense. 

272.37 Execution sale; officer not to purchase. The offiC'er to whom any execution 
shall be directed and his deputy holding any execution and conducting. any sale in pur­
suance thereof shall not, directly or indirectly, purchase any property at such sale; and 
every purchase made by such officer or deputy, or to his use, shall be void. 

272.38 Execution, certificate of sale, filing. (1) Upon the sale of real estate onexe­
cution the officer making the same shall make out and subscribe duplicate certificates of such 
sale containing' a particular description of the premises sold; the price bid for each distinct 
lot or parcel; the whole considcration money paid; and the time whcn such sale will become 
absolute and the purchaser will be entitled to a conveyance pursuant to law and shall file 
one of the said duplicate certificates within ten days after such sale in the office of the 
register of deeds and shall deliver the other to the purcllaser. If there be two or more pur­
chasers a certifiea te shall be delivered to each. 

(2) Promptly following every execution sale the sheriff shall return the execution into 
court and file with it a detailed report of his doings upon the execution. 

272.39 Execution sale; redemption of real estate. Within one year after an execu­
tion sale the real estate sold or any lot, tract or portion that was sepamtely sold may be 
redeemed by the payment to the 'purchaser, his personal representatives 01' assigns, 01' to 
the then sheriff of the county where such real estate is situated, for the use of such pur­
chaser, .of the sum paid on the sale thereof, together with the interest from the time of the 
sale. 

272.40 Execution sale; who may redeem. (1) Redemption from execution sale of 
real estate may be made by a person whose right and title was sold or if such pets on be 
dead 1JY his devisee of ike premises sold, and if the same shall not have 1Jeen devised, by 
his heirs; or, by any grantee of such person who shall have acquired an absolute title to 
the premises sold, or to any lot, parcel- or portion separately sold. 

(2) Any such heii· or devisee or grantee who shall have acquired an absolute title to 
a portion of the estate sold or a portion of any lot, tract or parcel that shall have been 
separately sold may redeem the portion on the same terms and in the same manner as if 
he were grantee of the whole Jot or parcel, and shall have the same remedy to enforce con­
tributions from those who shall own the l'esidue thereof as if the sum required to be paid 
by him to effect such l'eclemption had been collected by a sale of the portion belonging to 
such gran tee, heir or devisee. 

(3) If there be joint tenants or tenants in common in premises sold each tenant may 
redeem the share or interest belonging to him by paying to the iJUrchaser or officer, a sum 
that will bear the same proportion to the whole sum bid therefor as the redeemed share 
bears to the whole number of shares in such premises together with the interest.

272.43 Execution sale; redemption makes sale void, Upon redemption of any real 
estate sold on execution, the saJe of the premises redeemed and the certificates of such sale, 
so. far .as they relate thereto, shall be null and void. 

272.44 Execution; purchaser's interest; (1) WHO MAY AOQUIRE. In case the premises 
sold on execution or any part of them shall not be redeemed within the year prescribed by 
sections 272.39 and 272.40 then the interest of the purchaser may be acquired within three 
months after the expiration of the redemption period by the persons and on the terms pre­
scribed in this section. 
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(2) CREDITORS, MORTGAGEES, INTEREST. Any creditor of the person against whom 
such execution issued having a judgment or a recorded mortgag'e which is a lien upon the 
premises sold, or upon any lot or parcel or portion separately sold, may within fifteen 
months from the tim() of such sale by paying the sum paid on the sale thereof, together 
with interest from the time of such sale, thereby acquire all the rights of the original pur­
chaser, subject to be defeated in the manner mentioned in section 272.48. 

(3) SALES OF UNDIVIDED INTERESTS. Any owner of such judgment or mortgage which 
is a lien upon any undivided share or interest in any real estate sold under execution, may, 
within the same time, on the same terms and in the same manner, acquire the title of the 
original purchaser to such share or interest by paying such part of the whole purchase 
money of such real estate as shall be in a just proportion to the amount of such share or 
interest. .

272.48 Execution sale; creditors may acquire title of preceding creditor. When­
ever any creditor shall acquire the title of the original purchaser, pursuant to section 
272.44, any other creditor who might have acquired such title may become a purchaser 
thereof from the first crfltlitor who acquired the same upon the following conditions: 

(1) By paying to such first creditor, his personal representatives or assigns the sum 
which he paid to acquire such title, together with interest thereon from the time of his 
payment. . 

(2) If the judgment or mortgage by virtue of w'hich the first cl~edit01' acquired the 
title of the original purchaser be prior to the judgment 01' mortgage of such second creditor 
and is still a lien as to such second creditor he shall also pay to such first creditor the 
amount due on his judgment 01' mortgage. 

(3) In the same manner any third or other creditor who might have acquired the title 
of the original purchaser may become a purchaser thereof from the second, third or other 
creditor who may have become such purchaser from any other creditor, upon the terms 
and conditions before specified in this section. 

(4) If the original purchaser of any premises shall also be a creditor of the defendant 
against whom the execution issued, and as such might acquire the title of anY purchaser 
according to the preceding provisions, he may avail himself of his judgment or mortgage, 
in the manner and on the terms prescribed, to acquire the title which any creditor may have 
obtained. 

(5) But the judgment creditor, under whose execution the real estate was sold cannot 
acquire the title of the original purchaser or of any creditor to the premises so sold by 
virtue of the judgment on which such execution issued. .

272.52 Payment on acquisition of purchaser's or creditor's interest. The sums re­
quired to be paid to acquire the title of the original purchaser at the execution sale or to 
become it purchaser from any creditor may be paid to such purchaser or creditor, his rep­
resentative or assigns or to the then sheriff of the county where the real estate is situated; 
upon such payment being made the title of the 6riginalpurchaser shall be thereby trans­
fel'l'ed to the creditor acquiring the same and from such creditor to any other creditor be­
coming a purchaser thereof. 

272.53 Execution sale; evidences of right of creditor to acquire title. To entitle 
any creditor to acquire the title of the original purchaser on the execution sale or to become 
a purchaser from any other creditor he shall exhibit to such purchaser or creditor or to the 
sheriff the following evidences of his right: 

(1) A certified copy of the docket of his judgment or of the record of his mortgage. 
(2) A certified copy of all assignments of such judgment or mortgage which are neces-

sary to establish his claim. . 
(3) A certified copy of his letters of administration or letters testamentary, in case of 

an administrator 01' executor, 
(4) An affidavit of such creditor or his attorney, or agent stating the sum due on such 

judgment or the sum owing on such moragage at the time of claiming such right to pur­
chase.

The right 
and title of the person against whom the execution was issued, to any real estate which 
shall be sold thereby, shall not be divested by such sale until the expiration of fifteen 
months from the time of sale; and if such real estate shall have been redeemed and a 
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deed shall be executed in pursuance of a sale the grantee shall be vested with the legal estate 
from the time of the sale for the purpose of an action for an injury to such real estate. 

272.55 Execution sale; deed when to issue; limitation. If after the expiration of 
fifteen months from the time of the sale of any real estate upon execution any part of the 
premises sold shall remain unredeemed, the sheriff of the county in which such real estate 
is situated shall, on demand, execute a deed of the premises unredeemed to the person en­
titled thereto, which shall convey all the rIght, title and interest which was sold upon such 
execution. But no such deed shall be issued after twenty years from the date of the sale. 

272.56 Sheriff's deed, who grantee if purchaser dead. In case the person who would 
be entitled to a deed of real estate sold on execution shall die previous to the delivery of 
such deed the sheriff shall execute a deed to his executors 01' administrators. The real estate 
so conveyed shall be held in trust for the use of the heirs 01' devisees of such deceased per­
son, subject to the dower of his widow, but may be sold for the payment of his debts in 
the samema1111er as lands whereof he died seized. 

272.57 Sheriff's deed, recovery of purchase price on eviction. If the purchaser of 
real estate sold on execution, his heirs or assigns shall be evicted from such real est a te, 
01' if in an action for the recovery thereof judgment shall be rendered against him or them 
in consequence of any irregularity in such sale, 01' of the judgment upon which such execu­
tion issued being vacated 01' reversed, he or they may recover of the party for whose benefit 
such real estate was sold the amount paid~ on the purchase thereof, with interest. 

272.58 Execution sale; judgment,creditor's further remedy. The party for whose 
benefit real estate was sold on execution and his personal representatives, upon recovery 
being had against him under section 272.57 in consequence of any irregularity in such sale, 
may have further execution upon the judgment to levy the sum paid on such sale, with 
interest. Such judgment shall be effectual for that purpose against the defendant, his 
personal representative, heirs and devisees; but not against any purchaser in good faith 
01' any incumbrancer whose title 01' whose incumbrance accrued before the levy of such 
execution. 

272.59 ContributiQn when lands of several are sold on execution. (1) When lands 
of several persons shall be liable to satisfy any final judgment and the whole of such 
judgment or more than a due proportion thereof shall be paid by one of such persons 01' 

shall be levied upon the lands of anyone or more of such persons, the persons so aggrieved 
01' their personal representatives may compel a just contribution by all the pel'sons whose 
lands ought to contribute to said satisfaction. 

(2) Such lands are liable to contribution in the following order: 
(a) . If they were conveyed by the defendant in the execution, they are liable in suc­

cession, commencing with the lands last conveyed. 
(b) If tiley 1yere sold under execution against the defendant, they are liable in suc­

cession, commencing with the lands sold under the youngest judg~ent. 
(c) If there be lands so liable, which wel'e conveyed by the defendant in execution, 

and also lands which were sold under execution against him they are liable in succession, 
according' to the order herein prescribed.

272.61 Proceedings to recover contribution. In an action to comP!31 contribution 
under section 272.59 the court shall, in a proper case, permit the plaintiff to use the original 
judgment and issue execution thereon, for the amount which ought to be contributed by 
the lands subject to the lien of such judg'ment, and for that purpose such original judg­
ment shall remain a lien, when preserved as provided in section 272.62, for the term of ten 
years from the date of the entry thereof, to the extent of the sum which ought to be so 
contributed, but in all cases such liens shall continue for the purposes above stated for 
3 years after any sale under which contribution is claimed. 

272.62 Lien, how preserved after execution sale; clerk's fee. To preserve the lien 
of the original judgment upon lands and subject them to sale on execution under section 
272.61 the person ag'grieved shall, within twenty days after the payment for which he 
claims a contribution, file an affidavit with the clerk of the court in which the original 
judgment was rendered, stating the sum paid and his claim to use such judg'ment for the 
reimbursement thereof; and the clerk shall enter i,n the margin of the docket of such judg­
ment, tl18 sum so paid and that such judglllent is claimed to be a lien to that amount. To 
preserve such lien upon property situated in some other county a similar affidavit and 
notice must be filed with the clerk of the court and a like entry made upon the docket 
of such judg'ment in such county. The clerk's fee therefor shall be one dollar. 
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272.63 Sheriff's deed; writ of assistance. Whenever title has been perfected to any 
real estate sold on execution, or to any part thereof 01' interest therein, and tho defendant 
in execution or any other person claiming under him by title accruing subsequently to the 
docketing of the. judgment upon which it issued shall be in possession of· any such rea] 
esta te 01' part thereof or interest therein, and upon demamTof the i)ei;soiiiil whom snell 
title has been perfected, shall refuse to snl'l'enclel' thc possession he may apply to the court 
from which the execution issued or the presiding judge thereof, by verified petition, for a 
writ of assistance to obtain possession. A copy of such petition, with a notice of the tin1l' 
and place when and where the same will be presented, must be served upon the person 
against whom the writ is prayed at least ten days before the same is presented; such peti­
.tion may be served as a summons in an action in the circuit court. The court or such judge 
may direct such writ to issue, and the same shall be executed and return made in like man­
ner as upon a sale upon a judgment for forecloslll'e of a mortgage.

272.64 Judgment lien, how discharged on redemption. When any judgment debtor 
01' person claiming' under him shall have redeemed the lands or any part thereof or interest 
the1'ein sold on execution the person or officer to whom the redemption money was paid 
shall execute, acknowledge and deliver to the redeemer a certificate, attested by two wit­
nesses, stating the fact of such redemption, the date thereof, the amount of money paid, 
with a description of the lands 01' interests therein so redeemed. Such certificates may 
be recorded in the office of the register of deeds of the county in which the lands are situated, 
and shall be presumptive evidence of the redemption of the lands therein described from 
such sale and from the lien of the judgment by virtue of which such sale was made.
