41.01 Schools for handicapped children. (1) Upon application by a district board 
of any school district, the board of education of any city or the county superintendent of 
any county upon authoi'ization of the county board, the state superintendent may upon 
the basis of need and the availability of sufficient funds authorize such school district 
board, board of education or county to establish and maintain classes, special treatment 
and instructional centers for each of the various types of handicapped children, includ­
ing speci~l classes and instructional centers for mentally handicapped children having an 
intelligence quotient of 35 to 50 per cent. ' 

(2) The courses, qualifications of teachers and plan of organizing and maintaining such 
schools and classes shall comply with such requirements as may be outlined by the state 
superintendent of public instruction. 

(2a) Any school district which operates a class for the deaf and hard-of-hearing' may 
provide instruction for preschool deaf children and their parents. The plan for conduct­
ing these classes shall comply with requirements set up by the state superintendent. 

(3) The county superintendent or the board of education maintaining such schools 
and chsses, through its secretary 01' other executive officer, shall report annually to the 
state superintendent, 01' oftener, if he so directs, such facts relative to such schools and 
classes as he may require. Such report shall include, among other things, the number of 
pupils .instructed in each school or class and classes, their residence, and the period of 
time each shall have been instructed therein dUl'ing the school year. The county superin­
tendent or the treasurer of each of said several boards shan render to the state superin­
tendent annually an itemized statement on oath of all receipts and disbursements on account 
of such classes during the preceding' school year. 

(4) There is oreated in the state department of public instruction a bureau for hancli­
capped children. Whenever the word "bureau" appears in this section it means the 
bureau for handicapped children. The state superintendent of public instruction shall 
appoint a person with the status of assistant superintendent to serve as director for the 
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bUl'eau. Wherever the word "director" appears in this section it means the director of 
the bureau. The director is responsible for the services established under the state depart~ 
ment of public instruction for children who are crippled, blind, partially seeing, deaf, 
hard of hearing, defective in speech, cardiopathic, malnourished, otherwise physically 
handicapped 01' who are mentally handicapped. Reis responsible for the auditing' of ex­
penditures incurred for such services subject to the direction of the state snperinteildent. 
The responsibility of the director is concerned with the services cal'l'ied on through day 
classes and resident schools under the jurisdiction of the state department of public in­
struction, for children with handicaps as designated in this section. The director with the 
approval of the state superintendent shall appoint qualified personel necessary to per­
fOl'm the duties required in this section. 

(4ru) (a) The bureau through the crippled children division shall be responsible for 
assembling all records on individual ci'ippled children from birth to twenty-one years of 
age, and for providing facilities for aftercare, and for diagnosis through orthopedic field 
clinics, for children under twenty-one years of age who are crippled 01' who are suffering 
from conditions which lead to crippling. It shall approve applications and arrange for 
orthopedic hospital care when state aid is granted for any part of the cost. The re­
sponsibility of the bureau through the crippled children division regarding after-care and 
diagnosis shall be for those facilities not provided through hospitals, by private physicians, 
or through private organizations. The provisions of this subsection shall be administered 
in accordance with requirements of the federal social security act. 

(b) Whenever . reference is made in section 41.01 and in section 40.34 (2) to the 
term "crippled children," it shall be interpreted to include the group known as cardiac 
cripples. 

(c) Any federal aid which may be ma~le available for the special classes 01' other 
special facilities for academic instruction for. children who are crIppled, blind, partially 
seeing, deaf, hard of hearing, defective in speech, ca.rdiopathic, malnourished, otherwise 
physically handicapped 01' who are mentally handicapped shall be granted the bureau 
for the cai'rying out of plans as approved by the federal agency having supervision of 
such program. 

(e) The director of the bureau shall submit to the proper federal authorities a unified 
and comprehensive state plan, prepared by the supervisor of the crippled children division 
of the burcau, for services for crippled children. Such plan shall include services for 
locating crippled children, and for providing medical, surgical, cOl'l'ective and other 
services and care, and facilities for diagnosis,hospitalization and after-care for children 
who are crippled or suffering from conditions which lead to cl'ippling. Such plan shall 
provide for co-operating with medical, health, nursing, educational, rehabilitation and 
welfare gTOl,lpS. It shall include provisions ·for methods of administration not already 
covered by legislation which will insure. the efficient operation of the plan in conformity 
with t.he federal aids for services for crippled children. Such state plan for services 
for crippled children may be revised from time to time as conditions may require. The 
bureau shall make such reports, in such form and containing such information as the propel' 
federal authorities may from time to time require, and shall comply with all requirements 
which may be made to assure the correctness and verification of such reports. 

(5) Handicapped children residing' within the district 01' outside the district may be 
admitted to special classes 01' schools according to standards of eligibility which are deter­
mined by the bureau for handicapped children and according' to available facilities in 
each such class '01' school. In case a disabled child who does not reside in a school dis­
trict maintaining special classes 01' schools for children with such disabilities is eligible 
for special class attendance, he lllay be admitted as a nonresident pupil. Tuition shall be 
chargeable to the county, town, city or village of which such pupil is a resident. In de­
termining the tuition for such handicapped children, the total cost of items reported in 
accordance with section 41.03 (1) of the statutes plus the actual cost of operatio)1 and 
maintenance for each type of handicap, less any federal, state and county aids for the 
education of the handicapped for the preceding' year, shall be divided by the total number 
of children receiving such services. On or before August 1 following the close of the 
school year, the clerk or secretary of the board of the district shall file the tuition claims 
for handicapped chilchen on the elementary IE!vel with the clerks of the towns, villages or 
cities of their residences and shall file the tuition claims for handicapped children on the 
high school level with the clerks of the counties of their residences. Upon receipt of such 
tuition claims tIle respective clerks shall cause the amounts thereof to be spread upon the 
tax rolls for collection. When the taxes are collected tuition claims shall be paid to the 
treasurers of the school districts to which they are due by the lllunicipal treasurers subject 
to the priority that is given to high school tuitions under section74.03 (5) of the statutes. 
For the purpose of this subsection "municipality" is defined as a town, village, city or 
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county. Whenever such child resides in a district which maintains a special school 01' 

class for children with such disabilities and if he attends a special class in another dis­
trict, his tuition shall be a charge against the parent or guardian of such pupil. In the 
case of a, crippled child who lives either within the district or outside, the basis for his 
enrollment in an orthopedic school shall be his need for special school facilities because 
of his inability to walk 01' climb stairs 01' his need for supervision 01' treatment as pro­
vided at such schools. Only children who are mentally able to carry the regular academic 
course shall be admitted to orthopedic schools. 

(5m) In the case of crippled children being transported to orthopedic schools, it shall 
be the duty of the district paying for the cost of service to employ, except in the case 
where parents furnish the service, transportation carriers who carry public liability inSllr­
ance. Each district owning a bus and providing transportation to orthopedic schools in 
such bus, shall carry public' liability insurance, the cost of such insurance to be included 
in computing cost of tl'ansportation for state aid. 

(6) On 01' before the first day of July in each yem.', the clerk 01' secretary of the board 
maintaining such class 01' classes shall make a, sworn statement to the clerk of the town, city, 
01' village from which any child may have been admitted to such school or class setting forth 
the residence, name, age and date of entrance to such school 01' class, and the numbel' of 
montbs' attendance during the preceding school year of each child admitted from such city, 
town 01' village. Such statement shall further show the amount of tuition, which, uncleI' 
the prOVlSlOns of this section the district.isentitled to receive from each child reported as 
having been a member of the school or class from such city, town or village and thc aggre­
gare sum for tuition for all such children. Said statement shall be filed as a claim against 
the town, city 01' village where such child resides and shall be allowed as other claims are 
allowed. 

(7) The board of school directors in cities of the first class may provide transportation, 
to places set apart for their education, for children mentally or physically disabled, who are 
of school age and desire to attend school, and the board may provide schoollullches for such 
childrell under such terms as it shall detel'mine. 

(S) The bureau is responsible for the academic instruction concerned, with elementary 
und high school education for physically handicapped children under twenty-one yearR 
of age and for the supervision of special educational facilities provided mentally hancli­
capped children through day classes. The bureau is also responsible for arrangements 
for maintenance or transportation for school days for physically handicapped children 
under the supervision of special classes whose parents 01' guardian resides outside the dis­
trict in which the special classes are conducted. The bureau shall reimbmse any school 
district which, on approval of the bmeau, has advanced funds for such service. 

(9) Education through either horne instruction 01' extension courses 01' any other suit­
a ble means ma,y be provided by school districts or counties on the grade and high school 
level for physically handicapped children who are, according to medical recommendations, 
physically unable to attend school. The cost of instruction for such elementary children 
shall be paid one-half by the district of the child's residence and one-half by the state and 
the cost of home instruction given to such high school shidents by the district of residence 
and in the case of pupils who do not live in a high school district in the same manner as 
for other high school nonresident pupils when such physically disabled nonresident high 
school pupils are enrolled in a public high school or vQcational school. Pupils who re­
quire instruction under the provisions of this section shall be considered as being in attend­
ance in the school district of their enrollment. All sanatoria 01' convalescent homes pro­
viding care for children between the ages of 5 and IS shall provide instruction for children 
who are physically able to receive it. Credit for such work satisfactorily completed shall 
be granted by the proper school authorities. The state reimbursement made for any child 
who .receives instruction under this subsection shall not exceed $100 for anyone year. 
Whenever a teacher regularly employed for home sanatoria, 01' convalescent home instruc­
tion by the school district g'ives such instruction outside of regular school homs, he shall 
be paid for the home instruction in addition to his regular Balary. Teachers employed 
under this section must be legally qualified. A report on blanks provided for the pur­
pose shall be submitted on 01' before July 1 of each year to the bureau, regarding' teachers 
and pupils involved in home instruction 01' extension courses provided any physically 
handicapped child during that school year. 

(10) \Vhenevel' any special instruction for handicapped children shall be provided 
under the direction of the county superintendent of schools the cost of such special in­
struction shall be included in the budget for his department and it shall not be a charge 
upon any territory in the county which does not come under the jmisdiction of his office. 
The foregoing shall not prevent the county from contracting with any city for the servi('Ps 
of any special teacher in ('aRCS where snch special inBtruction is desired and the program 
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of the teacher is adjusted· to provide for slwh special· instruction in accordance with the 
provisions of section 41.03 (1) (d). . .

41.02 Compulsory education for physically handicapped children. The provisions 
of section 40.70 relating to compulsory school education apply to physically handicapped 
children who are eligible for attendance at a special class or school. 

41.03 State aid for day schools for handicapped children. (1) If upon the receipt 
of the report provided for in section 41.01 (3), the state superintendent is satisfied that 
the school or class or special treatment or instructional center has been maintained during 
the preceding year in accordance with the provisions of the statutes, he shall certify to 
the director of budget and accounts in favor of each of the counties, and school districts 
maintaining sueh schools or classes a snm equal to the amount expended by each board 
during the preceding year for sala1ies of qualified teachers employed to teach such schools 
or elasses, inaintenanee and transportation of pupils residing within the state and attend­
ing such schools or classes, special books and special equipment prepared or designed 
for instruction in such schools or classes, and such other expenses as shall be approved by 
the state superintendent. ·Whiom transportation is not furnished to nOll1'csident, hancli­
capped children included in this section,· by the districts maintaining' the special classes, 
the school districts in which the child resides shall provide transportation for the hamli­
capped children residing therein. When such transportation has been approved in ad­
vance by the state superintendent through the bureau for handicapped children, he shall 
certify the full amounts for such transportation to the director of budget and accounts 
b!'eause of such transportation and the director of budget and accounts shall thereupon 
draw his warrant for such full amount in favor of such school district on funds provided 
for in section 20.32. 

(a)· Out of each of the seve1'al appropriations under section 20.32 for flay schools for 
handicapped children he shall first set aside amounts equal to the approved claims for 
tmnsportation 01' board and 19d9ing of nonresident pupils enrolled in the classes 01' 

(enters of each of the COlTflsponding' classificatiOlls of handicapped children, and certify 
said alllount to the director of budget and accounts for payment in full to the school dis­
tricts which have furnished said transportation or board and lodging. 

(b) There shall be paid out of the fund provided in section 20.32 (2) for children 
physically flisabled the full cost of academic instruction in hospitals for crippled children. 
The supervision of such classes shall be under the city superintendent Of schools of the city 
in which the hospital is located and the state superintendent of public instl'uction. The 
board of education of cities in whieh said hospitals arelocatec1 shall render an itemize(l 
statement of all receipts, and disbursements for the actual cost of such classes and such 
other information as may be required by the state superintendent of puhlic instruction. 
Where a convalescent hospital for crippled children is located in a rural school district, 
the supervision of the academic 'instruction in sneh hospital is to be under the same super­
vision as in the main hospital provided the. convalescent hospital is not more than 10 
miles from the· city in which the main hospital is located. If the convalescent home in a 
rural district is not under the authority of a hospital but is under the supervision of the 
bureau for handicapped children the teacher may be employed by tbe state superintendent 
through the bureau of personnel, and when this is done the state superintendent lllay 
purchase and pay from said funds for the necessary instructional supplies. 

(c) An amount not to exceed $3,000 of the appropriation made for crippled children 
may be used annually to increase the reimbursement to districts which is provided for in 
section 40.34 (2) by an amount not to exceed 25 cents per day and to increase the 
reimbursement which is provided for in section 40.34 (4) by an amount not to exceed $1 
per week to assure educational opportunities to crippled children. 

(d) Out of the appropriations for crippled children, there shall be paid in flHl a sum 
sufficient to cover the full cost of salary and travel expenses in amounts agreed upon in 
advance by the state superintendent to the district conducting an orthopedic school for 
the services rendered by the physical therapists outside the employing district at a time 
other than during the regular school term. Out of the appropriations made for the in­
struction of children defective of speech and of children who are mentally retarded a 
RUIn sufficient to cover the full cost of salary and travel expenses made necessary by 
providing instruction to children outside the district of employment in amounts agreed 
npon ill advance by the state superintendent. 

(e) Out of the remaining balances of the several appropriations in section 20.32 (la) 
to (3) the state superintendent shall certify in favor of each of the several sehool district 
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boards 01' boards of education maintaining such schools 01' classes 01' special centers a sum 
equal to the amount expended by each said board during' the preceding year for salariel3 
of qualified teachers employed in such school 01' classes 01' centers, and such other ex­
penses as shall be approved by the state superintendent. In the event that said remaining 
balances are not sufficient to pay said claims in full, the payment shall be prorated on the 
basis of the ratio of each remaining balance to the aggregate. of the claims against each 
said balance. In the event that the aggregate of the claims against any of the appropria­
tion balances is or are less than said balances and' the agg'regate of the claims against other 
of said balances are in excess of said balances, amounts may be transferred from the 
excess balances to satisfy said excess claim or claims as nearly as· may be, 

(2) On receipt of such certificates the director of budget and accounts shall draw his 
several warrants accordingly, payable to the treasurers of the school boards or boards of 
education, respectively from the several appropriations provided under section 20,32.

41.05 Trade schools. (1) ESTABLIsn:'IENT. The school board of or for any city (not 
maintaining vocational schools) may establish or take over and maintain schools fol' prac­
tical instruction in the useful trades to young persons 01'81' fourteen years of age as part of 
the public school system of the city, and may exercise the same authority over such schools 
which the board has over the other schools under its charge; Trade schools, however, shall' 
not be maintained unless there be an average enrollment of at least thirty pupils, 

(2) R.EFERENDUM. (a)IYhen the school board of any' city of the second, third 01' 
fourth class shall determine to establish 01' take over and maintain trade schools, it shall 
publish notice of its intention so to do. with a copy of the resolution 01' order expressing 
such determination once each week for fom' successive weeks in a newspaper published in 
the city. 

(b) If within thirty days after the first publication of such notice, there shall be filed 
with the city clerk a petition sig'ned by electors equal to twenty per cent of the votes cast 
in said city at the last municipal election, praying that the question of the establishment 01' 
taking over and maintenance of trade schools shall be submitted to the vote of the electors, 
the city Cl81;k shall at the earliest opportunity lay such petition before the common council. 
The council shall thereupon, at its next regular meeting, by resolution or ordinance, direct 
the city clerk to call a special election for the purpose of submitting such question to the 
electors. 

(c) Such election shall be noticed and conducted and canvassed in accordance with the 
provisions of section 10.40. All electors within the territory constituting such school dis­
trict shall be entitled to vote. 

(d) If any of said school district territory shall be beyond the limits of the city, the city 
clerk shall immediately upon the passage of the resolution or ordinance of the council, 
transmit a copy thereof to the clerk of the town 01' towns of which such territory is consti­
tuted. The clerks of the towns shall thereupon cause a notice of such election to be giV81i, 
and such election shall be held and canvassed as provided in section 10.51. 

(e) If a majority of the votes shall be against such proposition, the board shall proceed 
no further in the matter, but if a majority of the votes cast shall be in favor of the proposi­
tion, 01' if no petition to submit such proposition to the electors shall be filed within the time 
iJermitted therefor, the board shall proceed to establish or take over and inaintain trade 
schools. 

(3) POWER OF BOARD. The school board may equip trade schools with propel' machin­
cry and tools, employ instructors and give practical instruction in one 01' more of the com­
mon trades; may prescribe courses of study, purchase or lease suitable grounds 01' build­
ings for the use of such schools, 

(4) PAY J<'OR :ilIATERIALS; SALE OF PRODUCT. 'frade school pupils may be rcquired to pay 
the cost of all material consumed by them in their work, or inlieu thereof the board may 
establish a fixed sum to be paid by each student in such course, which sum shall be sufficient 
to cover the cost of the material to he consumed in such course; and may in its discretion 
dispose of any manufactured articles and the proceeds shall be paid into the trade school 
fund. 

(5) TRADE SCHOOL FUND. A tax not exceeding six-tenths of a mill upon the dollar for 
the establishment and maintenance of trade schools shall be levied, upon the requisition of 
the school hoard, as other school taxes are levied; the fund derived from such taxation shall 
1)(, kno\\,11 ns "Trnc1e School Fund," shall be used in establishing and maintaining il'aae 
schools, shall not be used for any other purpose, and may be disbursed by the hOUl'a in the 
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manner and pursuant to the regulations govel'lling the disbursement of regular school funds 
by such board. 

41.06 Temporary transfers from regular school funds. Any school board desiring to 
avail itself of the provisions of section 41.05 may, before the trade school fund beconies 
available, establish or take over, equip and maintain trade schools out of the regular school 
funds which may be at the disposal of such school board; provided, however, that all moneys 
used for these purposes out of the regular school funds shall be refunded within three years 
from the trade school fund.

41.13 State board of vocational and adult education. (1) There is herelJY created 
a "State Board of Vocational and Adult Education." The board shaH consist of 11 mem­
bers, 9 appointed by the governor (3 to be employers of labor, 3 to be skilled employes 
other than those who have employing or discharging power, and 3 to be persons 'whose 
principal occupation is farming and who are actually engaged in the operation of farms), 
the state superintendent of public instruction and a member of the industrial cOlllmission 
to be selected by the commission. The amendment (1949 c. 350) pertaining to qualifica­
tions of appointees shall not affect the present term of any member holding such office 
on June 30, 1949. A majority of said board shall constitute a quorum. 

(2) The term of appointive members .shall be six years, and regular terms shall com­
mence on the first day of July. 

(3) Said board shall have control over all state aid given to schools of vocational and 
adult education; shall meet quarterly and at such other times as may be found necessary; 
shall elect its own officers; shall report biennially; may employ a director of vocational 
and adult education and assistants for the development and supervision of the work of 
vocational and adult education, and shall dAtermine the organization, plans, scope and 
development of vocational and adult education. All salary accounts shall be certified by 
the director of the board to the director of budget and accounts. All positions except that 
of director of vocational and adult education shall belong to the classified civil service. 

(4) The board shall co-operate with the United States office of education and the fed­
eral government in the execution of the provisions of the United States vocational educa­
tion act and any federal statutes pertaining to vocational education and amendatory or 
supplementary acts thereto, and is hereby empowered with full authority so to co-opemte. 
The state treasurer is hereby designated custodian of all funds allotted to this state from 
the appropriations made by said act, and he shall receive and provide for the propel' cus­
tody and disbursement of the same in accordimce with said federal statutes.

41.15 Local vocational boards; organization, powers, duties. (1) In every town, 
village and city of over 5,000 population there shall be, and in every town, village 01' city 
of less than 5,000 population there may be a local board Of vocational and adult educa­
tion. Whenevel' a number of electors equal to 3 pel' cent of those voting in the last gen­
eral election for governor from any district, the schools of which are classified as inte­
grated, shall petition the county clerk at least 30 days pJ:ior to the next election, either 
primary or general, for a referendum on the question of the establishment of a. local pro­
g1'am of vocational and adult education in the district, the county clerk shall provide fo!'

.Illcl villages in the district voting in such election shall vote in favor thereof. ,VIlPll I.1le 
cl'eat.ioll of a district. to operate a vocational and educational program contemplatps Ilw 
ill('.lm~ioll of a. portion of a city then maintaining such a program, snch portion of Ihe (·.it.y 
shill! til'st. secure, by majority vote in a city-wide referendum, approval of the electol's of 
lhe city for the separation of such portion of the city from the existing district pl'ovi ding 
a. vocational and adult education progl'am; such l'eferendulll to be called by the city clerk 
for the next general election upon petition of 15 per cent of the qualified electors of such 
portion of the city. When a l'eferendum shall favor the establishment of a program of 
vocational and adult education, the school district shall appoint a local board of voca­
tional and adult education in accordance with section 41.15 (3) (a) and Bueh ]0(,111 hOlll'c] 
Rlwll take over and maintain schools of vocational and adult educatioll pNlabli:ohec1 ill 
cities, towns 01' villages within the district. The duty of the local board shall be to c~tah­
lish, foster nnd maintain schools of vocational find adult education for instruction in 
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trades and industries, commerce, agriculture, and household arts in part-time day, all-day 
and evening classes and such other courses as are enumerated in section 41.17. Said board 
may take over and maintain any existing schools of similar nature. Schools crea ted under 
this section shall be known as schools of vocational and adult education. 

(la) Towns, cities and villag'es of over 5,000 population adjoining any city of thc 
. first class, which do not now maintain a school of vocational and adult cducation, shall 

not bc subject to the provisions of subsection (1) applicable to towns, citics and villag('s 
of over 5,000 poplllation, but shall bc subject to the provisions of subsection (1) appli­
cable to towns, cities and villages of less than 5,000 population, shall be liable for the 
tuition specified in section 41.19, but shallllot be subject to the provisions of subsection 
(9). l'Ifinors residing in such towns, cities and villages shall be subjeet to the provisions 
of sections 40.70 and 103:06. No local board of vocational and adult education shall by 
reason of this subsection be required to admit nonresidents to any school under its juris­
diction and control unless accommodations therefor are available, and shall not be re­
quired to admit such nonresidents until furnished with a certificate of residence signed 
by the clerk of the town, city or village in which such nonl'esident resides. 

(2) (a) Such board except the school district board of vocational and adult ec1ucation, 
shall consist of the city superintendent of schools (or the principal of the high school, if 
there bc no city superintendent, or the president 01' director of the local school board in 
case there be neither of the above-mentioned officers), and 4 other members, 2 employers, 
and 2 representative employes who have no employing 01' discharging power and who are 
not foremen 01' superintendents, who shall serve without pay, and who shall be appointed 
by the local school board, 01' if there be more than one local board, by such boards jointly. 
If there be more than one city superintendent, principal of the high school, 01' president 
or director of the local school boarc1, the ex officio member shall be selected by the ap­
pointing boarc1s. 

(b) The term of the appointive membel'S shall be 4 years from the first of January; 
provided, however, that in the first instance members shall be appointed so that the term 
of one member shall expire each year and that in cities of the fil'st class one employe 
nlember shall be appointed to begin service in each odd-numbered yea.r and one employer 
member to begin service in each even-numbered yeal', and that in all other cities and in 
villages one employe member shall be appointed to begin service in each even-numbered 
year and one employer member to begin service in each odd-numbered year. 

(3) (a) Where school districts establish schools of vocational and adplt ec1ucalion the 
board shall consist of the district school administrator and 6 other members, 3 employers, 
3 representative employes who have no employing or discharging powers and who are 
not foremen and [or] superintendents, 2 of whom shall reside in uniricorporated areas of 
the district, who shall serve without pay, and who shall be appointed by the district 
school board. 

(b) The term of the appointive members of the school district board of vocational and 
adult education shall be 6 years from January 1 provided, that in the first instance mem­
bers shall be appointed so that the term of one member shall expire each year. 

(4) The local board of vocational and adult education shall elect from its membership, 
a chairman and a secretary and in the case of boa~'ds of vocational and adult eduction ap­
pointed for school districts, a treasurer; and with the co-operation of the state board of 
vocational and adult education, shall have general supervision of the instruction in ~he 
local schools of vocational and adult education. . 

(5) No state aid granted to schools of vocational anc1 adult education and no money 
appropriated by the city, town, village or school district for these schools shall be spent 
without the approval of the local board of vocational and adult education. ' 

(6) The local board of vocational and adult education shall employ and fix the ,"om­
pensation of a local director of vocational education for the development and supervision 
of the local work of vocational and adult education and shall also employ and fix the com­
pensation of other supervisors, co-ordinators, teachers and technical advisors and experts 
as may be necessary for the proper execution of its duties. The qualifications and fitness 
of these employes shall be subject to the approval of the state board of vocational educa­
tion and shall meet the requirements designated by the said state board. The local board 
may also employ and fix the compensation of such clerical assistants, janitors and other 
employes as may be necessary. 

(7) The boarc1 may purchase machinery, tools and supplies, and purchase 01' lease 
suitable grounds 01' buildings for the use of such schools; rent to others a.ny portion of 
such buildings and g~'ounc1s not presently needed for school purposes; and erect, improve 
01' enlarg'e buildings for the use of said schools. Existing school buildings and equipment 
shall be used as far as practicable. All conveyances, leases and contracts shall be in the 
name of the municipality or school district. 
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(8) The board may contract with the extension division of the University of Wisconsin 
to give instruction in such branches as the department may offer. 

(9) Whenever twenty-five persons qualified to attend a vocational and adult education 
school shall file a petition therefor with the local board of vocational and adult education, 
the board shall establish such school, 01' otherwise provide facilities for such instruction as 
is authorized in sections 41.13 to 41.20. 

(10) (a) Said local board shall have exclusive control of the schoob esLahlishcd by it 
and over all property, acquired for the use of said schools, except as otherwise provided 
by the statutes. Said board may sue and be sued in the name of the municipality or school 
district, and lllay prosecute or defend ail suits brought under this section. 

(b) All contracts made by such local board for construction work involving the ex­
penditure of $1,000 or more and all contracts for the purchase of materials, supplies and 
equipment not to be used for new construction work where the estimated cost is $2,000 
or more shall be awarded to the lowest competent responsible bidder; in respect to any 
such contracts the board shall advertise for sealed proposals based upon a plan or profile 
of the work to be done and specifications therefor, or other appropriate sufficient de­
scription of the work required to be done, and the kinds or qualities of materials, equip­
ment and supplies to be fUl'llished, which shall be first placed on file in the office of the 
board fol' the information of bidders; the board may submit alternative plans and speei­
fications for any contemplated public work or purchase as provided in section 62.15 (8); 
such advertisement shall be published at least 6 consecutive days, excluding Sundays 01' 

legal holidays, prior to the day set for the opening of the bids, and the contract may 1Je 
awarded on the day the bids are opened 01' thereafter; the board at its option may call 
for competitive bids on advertised notice when the amounts of the expenditures involved 
are less than $1,000 for construction work and less than $2,000 for the purchase of mate­
rials, supplies and equipment not to 1)e used for new construction work; and the board 
may call for informal bids on plans and specifications without advertised notice W'hen the 
amount involved is less than $1,000 for construction work and less than $2,000 for the 
purchase of materials, supplies and equipment not to be used for new construction work. 
A performance bond in the principal amount of the contract shall be required in such 
cases and· on all conb;acts let by the board. 

(c) All proposals shall be directed to the hoard and shall 1)e accompanied hy a surety 
bid bond executed hy a surety corporation licensed to transact business in vViscollsin in 
a penal sum to be fixed hy the hoard in dollars, hut the amollllt thereof shall not he less 
than 5 per cent nor more than 10 per cent of the estimated cost of the construction work 
or the materials, equipment or supplies. In lieu of such bid bond, the bidder may accom­
·pany his bid with a certified check, a bank cashier's check or cash in the amount required 
by the board. In case the bidder awarded the contract shall fail 01' l'efuse to execute the 
c~ntract and performance bond, the amount of the said bid bond, certified check, cashier's 
check 01'. cash shall be forfeited to the city as liquidated damages. Whenever the adver­
tisement calls for the performance of different kinds of construction work or the furnish­
ing of different kinds or qualities of materials, equipment or supplies, such contracts may 
be let in whole or in part to the lowest responsible bidder for particular parts of the pro­
posed contract. The board may reserve the right to reject any and all bids and to waive 
minor irregularities. The board shall fix the time of completion of the contract and shall 
lmve power, for good reason, to extend the time for completion thereof. The board shall 
fix the amount of liquidated damages for failure of the contractor to complete the con­
tract at the specified time, which damages shall not in any event exceed one-half of one 
per cent of the estimated cost involved for each day of default. All contracts shall run 
in the name of the city, village or school district, be executed by the chairman and sec­
retary of the hoard, and except as to school districts, be countersigned hy the comptroller, 
and approved as to form and execution hy the city 01' village attorney. A bidder may, 
by written notice to the board, withdraw his bid hefore the time set for opening hids, and 
he may file an additional bid or bids hefore the opening date, but wheu the bids are opened 
at the prescribed time no hidder may withdraw or amend his bid for any reason, provided 
that in case the hidder appears to be acting in good faith and by oversight or errol' he has 
made an improvident hid, the board can, in its discretion, reject such bid, if it be the low 
bid, and a.ward the contract to the next lowest resonsible bidder. The board may demand 
that prospective bidders prequalify as to responsibility and competence. The board shall 
have power in its discretion for good reason to waive liquidated damag'es for failure to 
complete at the time prescribed in the contract. The hoal'd shall insert in all contracts 
appropriate provisions, terms and conditions for suitable indemnity to the city against 
loss or expense, as to the payment of prevailing wag'e rates and to hours of daily work, 
as to payments on account to the contractor as the work progresses or deliveries are made, 
and in other particulars for the protection of the city. 
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(g) Said board may insert in such contract provisions for eeasonable and lawful concli­
tions as to hours of labor, wages, and the residence and character of workmen to be em­
ployed by the contractor, and especially such reasonable and lawful conditions as will tend 
to confine employment on such work, to bona fide residents of the state of ·Wisconsin. 

(11) (a) The board may assist in the formation of advisory conmlittees in every 
occupation in the locality. Each committee shall consist of equal numbers of employers 
and employes selected from candidates submitted by representative organizations 01' asso­
cia tions of each occupation, and may be called upon by the local board and by the directors 
for advice and assistance in the selection, purchase and installation of equipment, in the 
preparing of lessons, in developing methods of instruction, in the development of voca­
tional guidance, in following up young persons after they leave school, and for such 
other purposes as may be found desirable. 

(b) The names of the members of each such advisory committee shall be filed with 
the state board of vocational and adult education at the beginning of each school year. 
Each such advisory committee shall meet at? least once each year and reports shall be 
made of activities and recommendations to'the state board of vocational and adult 
education. 

(12) All full time day teachers in any schools of vocational and adult education in cities 
of the first class shall be employed on probation, and after successful probation for three 
years, such employment may be terminated only in the manner as hereinafter provided; 
teachers having taught three years or more in any such school shall be deemed to have 
served their term of probation. No teacher in any such school rifter such successful proba­
tion for three years $hall thereafter be discharged except for cause and upon a written 
statement of the reasons therefor. In such case, the charges shall, upon such teacher's re­
quest, after ten days' written notice thereof to such teacher, and within thirty days of such 
written notice, be investig'ated, heard and determined by the local board of vocational and 
adult education whose action and decision in the matter shall be final. The term liteachers" 
as used in this subsection shall include teachers, principal, supervisors, counselors, co-orcli­
nators, technical advisOl's and experts, and other employes to whom the local hoard of 
vocational and adult education shall assign teaching status, but shall not include the 
director; nothing herein contained shall apply to the director whose election, appointment, 
or tenure shall be left entirely to the local board of vocational and adult education. 

(13) Effective June 1,1945, any teacher and any director hertofore or hereafter com­
ing under the provisions of section 41.15 (12) who has attained or shall attain the age 
of 70 years shall be retired by the local board at the end of the school year in which he 
reaches the age of 70. A school year shall begin on July 1 in any year and end on 
June 30 of the following' year. 

(14) The local board may furnish teaching services, staff, snpervision and adminstra­
tion and equipment for the purpose of conducting vocational and adult education classes 
in other areas within the state upon the request of the institution or l11lmicipality 01' school 
district desiring' the same and with the approval of the local board, if any, of such munici­
pality or school clistrict, upon such reimbursement basis as shall be agreed upon. Every 
town, city, village and school district, and their respective governing boards arc cmpow­
ored to appropriate money to be paid to local boards of vocational and adult education 
[md other communities which render services to such town, city, village 01' school district.

41,16 Estimate for maintenance; tax. (1) '1'he local board of vocational and 
adult education shall annually report to the municipal clerk or school district clerk before 
September the amount of money required for the next fiscal yem' for the support of all 
the schools of vocational and adult education, but not including amounts requii'ed for 
debt service and retirement of vocational and adult education school bonds. 

(2) The mllllicipality shall levy and collect and the clerk shall spread on the roll a 
tax, which together with the other funds provided for the same purpose, shall be equal to, 
the amount so required by said local board, but such tax shall not exceed 2 mills on the 
dollar. 

(2m) The school clerk shall certify all taxes levied for purposes of vocatiollnl nnrl 
adult education to the municipal clerk. If any school district is joint, the clf'l'k of tllP 
district school board shall certify the clerk of each municipality the alllount to be raisf'd 
by each, The apportionment shall be determined and shall be equalized in the manner 
provided in section '10,11 (9). The district taxes for purposes of vocational and adult 
education shall be entered on the next tax roll of the municipality and collected and re­
turned as other taxes are, and shall be paid to the treasurer of the local board of vocationnl 
and adult education.

by the local board of vocational and adult education but such taxes shall not exced 2 mills 
on the dollar. 

(3) Whenever the local board of vocational and adult education in any city or school 
district shall deem it necessary to erect, or to make additions to buildings, or to purchase 
sites or additions to sites, the local board of vocational and adult education may inform 
the city council of the city or the school district board of thc IImount of funds needed for 
one or more of said purposes, and request the city councilor the school district board to 
borrow money or to have school bonds issued and sold in accordance with the procedure 
provided in chapter 67 or elsewhere in the statutes for said purposes; or any 2 of said 
purposes comhined, in the same manner as other loans are obtained or bonds are issued 
in such city 01' school district. If the local school district board and the local board of 
vocational and adult education deem it necessary to erect a building to be used jointly by 
the high school and vocational and adult education school, they may jointly request the 
city council or the annual school district meeting for the amount of funds needed for the 
purpose, and the city council or the annual school district meeting, as the case may be, 
may authorize loans or school 1Jonds issued and sold, in accordallce with procedure as pro­
vided in chapter 67 or elsewhere in the statutes in the same manner as other bonds are 
issued or loans obtained in such city or school district. 

(4) Taxes for the purposes named in this section shall be in addition to all other taxe:::, 
and shall be for the use and support of the schools of vocational and adult education. 

(5) The municipal clerk (or comptroller where applicable) or secretary of a hoard of 
vocational and adult education organized in a school district shall keep separate accounts 
of all money appropriated or otherwise provided for vocational and adult education. Said 
money shall be paid out as follows: The local board of vocational- and adult education 
shall present to the town, village or city clerk a certified bill, voucher or schedule signed 
by its president and secretary giving the names of the claimants and the amount and 
nature of each claim. The municipal clerk or secretary of a board of vocational and adult 
education organized in a school district shall issue proper order UpOil such certification, 
to the municipal treasurer, or treasurer of a board of vocational and adult education or­
ganized in a school district, who shall pay them from the propel' funds in the manner 
provided by section 66.042. 

(6) All money received by said board shall be paid to the town, village or. city treas­
urer or treasurer of a 1Joard of vocational and adult education organized in a school dis­
trict and are appropriated to the vocational and adult education fund.

41.17 Teachers and courses of study. (1) The qualifications of teachers and the 
courses of study in these schools shall be approved by the state board of vocational and 
adult education, and shall include English, citizenship, physical education, sanitation and 
hyg'iene, and the use of safety devices, and such other courses as the state board of voca­
tional and adult education shall approve. 

(2) The local board of vocational and adult eduGation may allow pupils who have had 
courses equivalent to any of those offered, to substitute other cour~e;; therefor. 

41.18 Requirement for admission; aids for veterans. (1) 'rhe schools of VOCH­
tional and adult education shall be open to all residents of the municipalities in which 
such schools are located; who are 14 years of age and who are not by law required to 
attend other schools, and to all persons over 14 years of age employed in said municipali­
ties, but who are residents of other municipalities maintaining schools of vocational and 
adult education; provided, such nonresidents shall present the written approval of the 
local board of vocational and adult education of their home municipality. The schools of 
vocational and adult education shall be open to all persons 14 years of age or over who 
reside in other municipalities having local hoards of vocational and adult education but 
in which the specific courses desired by such persons are not given; pi'ovided, such ~ourses

Nonresident 
pupils shall be subject to the same rules and regulations as resident pupils. 

(2) Local boards of vocational and adult education may receive such payments as 
may be made by the federal veterans" administration for tuition to cover cost of training 
provided resident students who are ·enrolled in schools of vocational and adult education 
and who are veterans eligible for benefits under the- provisions of U. S. Public Law No. 
16, Chapter 22, 1st session 78th Congress and U. S. Public Law No. 346, Chapter 268, 2d 
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session 78th Congress and any acts amendatory thereof or supplementary thereto. Local 
'boards of vocational and adult education may receive such payments as may be made by 
the state board of vocatiOlial and adult education under the provisions of section 41.71 
to cover cost of training provided resident students who are enrolled in schools of voca­
tional and adult education and who are veterans not eligible for benefits uncleI' the pro­
visions of U. S. Public Law No. 16, Chapter 22, 1st session 78th Congress and U. S. Public 
Law No. 346, Chapter 268, 2d session 78th Congress and any acts amendatory thereof and 
supplementary thereto. No boaTd shall accept payment in all amount which together 
with other receipts for the same purpose exclusive of the funds provided under section 
41.16 would be in excess of the full cost of training provided sneh veterans.

41.19 Nonresident tuition; aids for veterans. (1) The'local board of vocational 
and. adult education is authorized to charge tuition for nonresident pupils an amount 
sufficient to pay instructional costs of providing training to such persons hut not exceed­
ing $1.50 for each day, or 50 cents for each evening, of actual attendance. In determining 
such cost appropriate reduction shall he made for all state and federal aids, tuition feps, 
and special course fees where applicable. Nothing in this section shall be constrned to 
apply to, affect 01' limit tuition charges to the veterans' administration 01' other fpdfmd 
agency for training services rendered to veterans. 

(la) Before July in each year the secretary of the board shall send a ::;worn statement 
to the secretary of the local board of vocational and adult education in the municipality 
in 'which such pupils reside in cities, towns 01' villages having local boards of vocational 
and adult education. In case such nonresident. pupils reside in a municipality in whieh 
no vocational and adult education school is maintained then such sworn statement shall 
l)e sent to the clerk of the municipality in which such pupils reside. In either case the 
sworn statement shall set forth the residence, name, age and date of entrance to such 
school, and the number of days' or evenings' attendance during the preceding year of each 
such pupil, and the amount of tuition due on account of such attendance. This statement 
shall be filed as a claim -against the local board of vocational and adult education 01' 

against such lllunicipality, as the case lllay hc, and allowed as other claims are allowed. 
The secretary of the hoard shall, in submitting' the certificate of tuition charges to the 
municipality of residence of tuition pupils, indicate the number of class units' of work 
for which a pupil was em'olled and attended. 

(lb) No local board of vocational and adult education, nor [lilY city, village 01' tOWll 
not having a school of vocational and adult education, shall be liable without its consent 
to pay such tuition for any pupil who has reached the age of 21 years, nor for any course 
eligible for credit at the university of Wisconsin or at any state teachers college. N on­
resident students over 21 years of age may pay such nonresident tuition charge. Neither 
shall any board of vocational and adult education, city, villagf;l 01' town be liable to pay 
such tuition for any student unless such hoard of vocational and adult education or the 
governing body of the city, village 01' town is notified in writing: within 30 days after ('11-

rollment that the student is attending' the school of vocational and adult edueatieJlJ. 
(2) Local boards of vocational and adult education may receive such payments from 

the federal veterans' acbninistration for tuition of nOlll'esident students as may he made 
by the federal veterans' administration to covel' cost of training provided for veterans 
who are elll'olled in schqols of vocational and adult education and who aro veterans eligible 
for benefits under the provisions of U. S. Public La,,, No. 16, chapter 22, 1st session 78th 
Congress and U. S. Public Law No. 346, chapter 268, 2d session 78th congress and any 
acts amendatory thereof 01' supplementary thereto. Local boards of vocational aUlI 
adult education may receive such payments as may be made by the state board of voca­
tional and adult education under the provisions of section 41.71 to covel' cost of training 
provided nonresident students who are enrolled in schools of vocational and adult education 
and who al'e veterans not eligible for benefits under the pl'ovisions of U. S. Public Law 
No. 16, Chapter 22, 1st session 78th Congress and U. S. Puhlic Law No. 346, Chapter 268, 
2d session 78th Congress and any acts amenc1atol'Y thereof and supplemental'Y thel'eto. 
The amount authorized to be received by local boards of vocational and adult edncation 
uncleI' this subsection shall not be less than the amount specified in subsection (1) hut it 
may be in excess of. such amount. No board shall accept payments in an am.ount which 
together with other receipts for the same purpose exclusive of the funds provided under 
section 41.16 would be in excess of the full cost of training provided such veterans. 

(3) Local boards of vocational and adult eduration may make charges for tuition of 
persons enrolled who are not residents of this state in an amount sufficient to pay for the 
cost of providing tl'aining to such persons. The full amount of such receipts shall be 
annually reported separately to the state board of vocational and adult education, and 
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shall be taken into consideration when payments for state and federal aid are made under 
the provisions of section 20.33 (2) and section 41.21. Where the full cost of training is 
paid for from such receipts no state and federal aid shall be granted by the state board 
of vocational and adult education.

A nonresident stUdent less than 21 years

A nonresident 
student less than 2i years of ag'e, attending 
a school of vocational and adult education 
may accept part time jobs in the munici­
pality where he is attending school without 
affecting his residence status for school pur­
poses provided he does not thereby become 
emancipated or become an indentured ap­
prentice.

41.20 Charges for material consumed; sale of products. Students attending' voca­
tional and adult school may be l'equired to pay for all material consumed by them in their 
Rchool work at cost prices, or in lieu thereof the local board of vocational and adult educa­
tion may establish a fixed sum to be paid by each student in each course, which sum shall 
be sufficient to covel', as nearly a~ may be, the cost of the material to be consumed in such 
course; artic.Ies manufactured in such school may be disposed of at their market value, at 
the discretion of the school board, and the proceeds shall be paid to the municipal treasurer 
for the vocational and adult education fund. . 

41.21 State aid to vocational and adult education. (1) (a) On the first day of 
July in each year the secretary of the local board of vocational and adult education of 
each city, town, or village maintaining such a school or schools shall report to the state 
board of vocational and adult education the cost of maintaining the same; the character 
of the work done; the number, names, and qualifications of the teachers employed; and 
such other information as may be required by the said board. 

(b) If it appears from such report that such school 01' schools have 1)een maintained 
pursuant to law, in a manner satisfactory to the state board of vocational and adult edu­
cation, the said boarcl shall certify to the director of budget and accounts, in favor of the 
several local boards of vocational and adult education, amounts equal to one-half the 
amount actually expended for salaries for instruction and supervision; 'but not to exceed, 
exclusive of federal aid in anyone year, $30,000 fGr any city of the first class, or $15,000 
for any other city, town or village. If the agg'l'egate of such amounts exceeds the available 
funds of this appropriation, the state board of vocational and adult education shall deduct 
from each an equal proportion so as to reduce their aggregate to the amount of the avail­
a ble funds. 

(c) On receipt of such certificates the director of budg'et and accounts shall draw his 
several walTants accordingly, payable to the treasurers of the cities, towns, and villages, 
respectively. 

(2) (a) On July 1 of each year the gove1'lling body of a school maintaining part­
time instruction in agriculture in accordance with section 41.60 shall report to the state 
board of vocational and adult education in such form as the said board may require, the 
facts relating to the cost of maintaining such part-time instruction during the preceding 
<:chool year, and the character of the work done, the number and names of teachers em­
ployed, the length of time such instruction was maintained, and such other facts as may 
be required. 

(b) If it shall appeal' from such report that such classes have been maintained pur­
suant to law and in a manner satisfactory to the state board of vocational and adult edu­
cation and in conformity with the state plan as accepted by the United States office of 
education, the state board of vocat.ional and adult education shall certify to the director 
of budget and accounts in favor of the several lllunicipalities, including school districts, 
maintaining such schools an amount equal to .one-third of the sums expended by each, 
respectively, for the wages of duly qualified and approved teachers therein during the 
school year. Upon receipt of such certificate, .the director of budget and accounts shall 
draw warrants upon the state treasUl'er accordingly, payable to the treasurers of such 
municipalities, including school districts. 

(3) (a) Commencing with the school year 1947-1948 no state aid shall be paid for 
or on account of any school of vocational and adult education for any year during which 
such school of vocational and adult education shall employ any person as a. teacher, 
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administrator, principal or supervisor not under a contract providing for leave of absence 
by rEason of sickness of such person, without deduction from salary, for not less than 5 
days pel' year and for accumulation of unused sick leave from year to year to a total of 
not less than 30 days but no allowance shall be paid for such absences from teaching' or 
other educational services rendered in evening school by any person employed at least 
30 hours pel' week in day school. 

(b) This section shall not apply to persons so employed for less than 30 hOHl'S pel' 
week unless such persons are so employed more than 10 hours pel' week and are also ellJ­
ployed by a board of education for a total of 30 or more hours pel' week for both PJll­

ployments. 'When a, pel'son is employed in such dual capacity he shall receive such pro­
portionate part of his sick leave benefits from each employer as the number of hOlll'S 
employed by such employer bears to the total number of hours employed by both l'1ll­

ployers. 
(c) In computing the number of hours of such employment for persons employed in 

more than one school of vocational and adult education, the aggregate shall be user1.

41.215 Federal aid for vocational and adult education. The state board of voca­
tional and adult education is authorizel to enter into contracts with the federal veterans' 
administration when so authorized by a local board of education 01' a board of vocational 
and adult education for tmining' to be provided by the local boards of education 01' 

boards of vocational and adult education in the field of vocationalagricultnre to vcteJ'llIm 
eligible for benefits under the provisions of U. S. Public Law No. 16, chapter 22, 1st 
session, 78th Cong'l'ess and U. S. Public Law No. 346, chapter 268, 2cl session, 78th Con­
gress and any acts amendatory thereof or supplementary thereto and to receive from the 
federal veterans' administration such payments for tuition, supplies, materials and serv­
ices, as may be grantecl to covel' the cost of such training, and for costs of administration 
by the state board of vocational and adult education. All payments received by the state 
board of vocational and adult education lUlder the provisions of this section shall be paid 
within one week after receipt into the general fund and are appropriated therefrom to 
said board under section 20.33 (8) (b) to be expended as provided in this section. 

41.22 Board of trustees of the Stout institute; general powers and duties. The 
members of the state board of vocational and adult education and the state directOl' of 
vocational and adult education shall constitute a body corporate undcr the name of the 
"Board of Trustees of the Stout Insitute," and shall possess all powers necessary 01' con­
venient to accomplish the objects and perform the duties prescribed by law. In such 
capacity, such board shall also employ such clerks and assistants as may be necessary to 
properly conduct its affairs. The state treasurer shall be ex officio treasurer of the board, 
but the board shall appoint a suitable person to receive fees 01' other moneys that may be 
due such board, to account therefor, and to pay such moneys, within one week of their 
receipt, to the state treasurer. Such payments shall be credited to Stout institute. 

41.23 Board may accept the Stout institute and other donations, and hold same in 
trust. Such board is authorized to accept free of cost to the state and to hold as a trustee 
for the state, the property of the Stout institute located at Menominee, 'Wisconsin, and to 
maintain such institute, under the llame of "The Stout Institute." Provided, that the h'us­
tees of said Stout institute turn over to the state, within two months after the passage and 
publication of this act, said property free and clear of all incumbrances and debt, releaserl 
from all claims or interest w11ich the city of Menominee or the heirs of James H. Stout may 
have had in said property and having put the buildings in good condition, and having made 
such repairs as may lJe necessary before turning' over said property. The board is also 
authOl'ized to accept such other property or moneys as it may deem advisable tobe accepte(l 
which can profitably be used by it in promoting the interests intrusted to it. Such board 
may purchase, have, hold, control, possess and enjoy, in trust, for the state, for educational 
purposes, any lands, tenements, hereditaments, goods and chattels, of any nature, which 
may be necessary and required to accomplish the purposes and objects of the board, and 
may sell or dispose of any personal. property when in its judgment it shall be for the in­
terests of the state. 

41.24 Purposes and objects of institute. The purposes and objects of the institute 
shall be to instruct young persons in industrial arts and occupations and the theory and 
art of teaching such, and to give such instruction as will lead to a fair knowledge of the 
liberal arts, a just and seemly appreciation of the nobility and dignity of labor, and in 
general to promote diligence, economy, efficiency, honor and good citizenship. 

41.25 Powers of trustees to control and regulate institute. Thc said board shall 
have power! 
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(1) To make l'Ule~, regulations and by-laws for the government and management of 
the institute and the students therein, including the power to suspend or expel students for 
misconduct or other cause. 

(2) To appoint a president of the institute and other officers, teachers and assistants, 
and to employ such other persons as may be required; to fix the salary of each person so 
appointed 01' employed and to prescribe their several duties; to remove at pleasure allY 
president, other officer, teacher, assistant 01' person from any office 01' employment in COll­

nection with the institute. 
(3) To purchase such supplies as may be necessary in the conduct of the institute and 

its various departments. 
(4) To prescribe rules, regulations and terms for the admission and control of the 

students, to prescribe courses of study and methods and means of instruction, and to issue 
certifica tes or diplomas. 

(5) To co-operate with other educational institutions and agencies in instruction and 
training, leading to efficiency in industrial arts and occupations. 

(6) (a) The said board shall establish and maintain the necessary courses for the 
thorough instruction and training of teachers in the principles and practice of the indus­
trial arts and of home economics and household arts. Such courses shall include such in­
struction in the comprehension and use of the Eng'lish language, in mathematics, science, 
history, literature, economics, and sociology, with special reference to the bearing of such 
instruction upon the teaching of the industrial arts and of home economics and household 
arts, as shall give not only technical instruction and training for the vocation of teaching 
but also the instruction needed for good citizenship and for a broad and sympathetic knowl­
edge and appreciation of the reciprocal rights, duties, and relations of the individual, the 
state, and society and of the conditions for results in production and in the distribution of 
the products of industry which are essential to give the greatest efficiency and the largest 
measure of justice to every individual. 

(b) Such courses shall be established as foul' and five-year college courses. Students 
who shall satisfactorily complete such courses shall receive from the Stout institute under 
the seal of the college, the degree of bachelor of science 01' of master of science with 
majors in industrial education, vocational education and in home economics education. 

(7) For the purpose of providing dormitories, commons and other buildings, im­
provements, additions, and equipment therefor, necessary for educational purposes, and 
to enable the construction, financing and ultimate acquisition thereof, the board of 
trustees of Stout institute is authorized to lease and re-lease Stout institute lands and 
improvements to a nonprofit-sharing corporation 01' corporations for terms not exceed­
ing 50 years each, upon condition that such corporation 01' corporations shall construct 
on such leased land or portion thereof such dormitories, commons 01' other buildings, im­
provements and additions and provide such equipment therefor, for educational purposes 
as the board of trustees shall designate or approve, and shall lease the same to the board 
of trustees upon satisfactory terms as to the current rental, maintenance and ultimate 
purchase by the board of trustees. Revenues derived from the operation by the board of 
such dormitories, commons, buildings, improvements 01' additions for educational pur­
poses shall, and revenues derived from the operation by the trustees of other dormitories, 
commons, buildings, improvements 01' additions for educational purposes may, be applied 
to the payment of such rentals, any surplus which from time to time may accrue to be 
applied toward the pur\!hase price of the building, improvement, addition 01' equipment, 
01' llccmnulated for subsequent application upon the purchase price. The board of trus­
tees is authorized to enter into such leases or contracts with such corporation or cor­
porations for the above purposes as they shall deem ;l'oi' the best interests of the institute. 
This subsection does not authorize the board of trustees to incur any state debt for the 
construction of SllCh dormitories, commons, buildings, improvements or additions or for 
the furnishing of equipment therefor. The plans for buildings and all contracts and leases 
made pursuant to this subsection shall before they are finally adopted 01' become effective 
be submitted to and approved by the state chief engineer and the governor. Such dormi­
tories, comlllons, buildings, improvements, additions and equipment so constructed 01' in­
stalled on Stout institute lands and devoted to Stout institute purposes, and the leasehold 
interest in sneh lands shall be exempt from taxation. 

(8) To grant scholarships in the same manner authorized for the board of regents 
of . normal schools under section 37.11 (12).

41.26 Stout institute, tuition. Any student attending Stout institute who shall 
not have been a resident of the state for one year next preceding his first admission 
thereto shall pay a tuition fee of not to exceed $200 for the s('hool year, and a propor-
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tionate amount therefor for attendance at the summer session. The board of trustees of 
the Stout institute shall charge tuition at the rate of not to exceed $200 per school year 
for any student who shall not have heen a bona fide resident of Wisconsin for one year 
next preceding his first admission to StOllt institutc, and shall charge a proportionate 
amount thereof for any such student attending the summer session division. Such non­
resident students shall in addition to the tuition prescribed herein pay the usual inci­
dental fees chal'ged resident students. The board of trustees of Stout institute may re­
mit either in whole or in part tuition, but not incidental fees, to a number of needy and 
worthy nOlll'esident students, not exceeding Sper cent of the number of nonresident 
students registered in the preceding year, upon the basis of merit, to he shown by suitable 
tests, examinations or scholastic records and continued high standards of scholastic 
attainment. 

41.265 Stout institute; probation and tenure; retirement. (1) All teachers at 
Stout institute shall he employed on prohation, and after successful probation for 3 years, 
the employment shall be permanent, during efficiency and good behavior, provided, that 
teachers haviilg' taught 3 years 01' more at the college on January 16, 1950, shall be deemed 
to have served their term of probation. No teacher who has become permanently em­
ployed as provided in this subsection, by reason of 3 01' more years of continuous service, 
shall be discharged except for cause upon written charges. Such charges shall after 30 
days' written notice thereof to such teacher, and upon such teacher's written request, be 
investigated, heal'd and determined by the board of trustees, whose action and decision 
in the matter shall be final. The term "teachers" as used in this section shall include all 
persons engag'ed in teaching as their principal occupation, and the deans, but shall not 
include the president or acting president of the college. . 

(2) Any teacher, dean, and the president of the college who shall have attained ag'e 
65 01' more on January 16, 1950, or who shall thereafter attain the age of 65, shall be 
retired at the end of the semester in which the age of 65 is reached, unless the board of 
trustees upon recommendation of the president continues the employment of the teacher 
on a year to year basis. In order to continue, the person shall be in good· health and have 
special qualifications necessary to maintaining the high standard of instruction and ad­
ministration of the college. There shall be annually an appraisal of services of teachers 
and recommendation for reappointment made by the president to the board of trustees, 
but there can be no reappointment beyond the last day of the semester following the date 
on which age 70 shall have been attained. 

(3) The provisions of subsections (1) and (2) are adopted from a rule adopted by 
the board of trustees on January 16, 1950, which action is hereby validatecl; it being the 
intent of the legislature that such provisions be effective as of January 16, 1950, and 
thereafter, except that, as to new employments commencing after May 10, 1951, all teach­
ers at the institute shall be employed on probation, and after successful probation for 4 
years, the employment shall be permanent during efficiency and good behavior, provided, 
that teachers having taught 4 years 01' more at the college on such date, shall be deemed 
to have served their term of probation. No teacher who has become permanently em­
ployed by reason of 4 01' more yeras of continuous service, shall be discharg'ed except for 
cause upon written charges and proceedings as provided in subsection (1).

An institute shall be 
established in the city of Platteville, to be called the "Wisconsin Institute of Technology." 
The institute shall be under the control and management of a board of three members to 
be known as the "Wisconsin Institute of Technology Board of Regents," one of whom 
shall be the state superintendent of public instruction, and two shall reside in the south­
westel'll part of the state in the mining district, who shall be appointed by the govel'llor 
for terms of two and four years, respectively, beginning the first day of July following 
the appointment, and thereafter for a term of four years, who shall serve without com­
pensation.

41.29 Same; equipment and faculty. The institute of technology board of regents 
shall procure such fUl'lliture, apparatus, library and implements as may be necessary for 
the successful operation of said institute, and employ a pNsident and teachers and 
assistants and regulate their duties. 

41.30 Same; study courses, fees and tuition. The courses of instruction shall he 
3 and 4 years, and shall embrace such branches of practical and theoretical knowledge as 
will, in the opinion of the board of regents, give students a knowledg'e of the science, art 
and practice of engineering. No student who shall have been a resident of the state for 
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one year next preceding his admission shall be required to pay tuition but all students 
shall be required to pay matriculation and other incidental fees fixed by the board includ­
ing the cost price of materials consumed by such student. The tuition for students who 
shall not have been residents as aforesaid shall be fixed by the board, but shall not he 
less than $50 nor more than $200 pel' year.

When two or more counties 
unite in equipping' and maintaining said institute, the board of regents shall apportion 
the amount to be raised by taxation among the counties in proportion to the assessed 
valuation of each county as last fixed by the state board of assessment, anel shall report to 
,the county clerk of each county such apportionment, on or before the first Monelay of 
November in each year. The amount so apportioned to each county shall be includeel in 
the county tax for the ensuing year for the support of such institute. 

41.35 Same; city aid, reimbursement, limit. The city of Platteville may appropriate 
annually for equipping and maintaining said institute 01' for reimbursing counties which 
have appropriated money for the equipment and maintenance of such institute a sum not 
exceeding $3,000.

41.37 Same; board, appointment, bond, organization. A "county normal school 

board" is createel, which shall have charge and control of all matters pertaining to the 
organization, equipment and maintenance of such sc)lools.

41.40 Same; certificates to graduates, school credits. (1) Each graduate of a county

41.41 Same; qualifications of teachers and principal. No member of any cO,nnty 
normal school board shall be employed in said school, either as principal or as teacher dur­
ing the term for which he was elected, nor shall any person be employed as a teacher in 
snch school who does not hold a state license 01' certificate, nor shall any person be employed 
as principal of such school who is not legally qualified for the position of principal of a 
high school having a foul' years' course of study, This section shall not apply to any per­
son engaged as a teacher in a county training school, on July 16, 1907. 

41.42 Joint county normals; maintenance; demonstration department. (1) The 
county boards of two or more adjoining counties may unite in establishing and maintain­
ing a normal schocil for teachers on the same general plan as provided for such school in a 
single county, and may appropriate money for its maintenance. The county superintend­
ents of the counties so uniting, and two members in addition chosen from each such county, 
shall constitute the joint county normal school board. The elective members of the school 
board shall choose one of the county superintendents as secretary of the school board.

(3) The county normal school board of any county normal school lllay enter into a 
contract with any school, for a period of not more than 5 years, whereby pupils selected 
from such district may be selected to serve as a demonstration department for the prac­
tical demonstration of methods of teaching and the instruction of the students enrolled 
in the county n011l1al school. Such school 01' department shall be placed under the in­
structional direction of the county norlllal school faculty and housed and maintained in 
the county normal school building 01' in a school in the contracting' district, Said boards 
ma,y determine and agTee upon the due proportion of the cost of instruction and mainte­
nance that shall be borne by the county and by the district. Any contract or ag'l'eement 
jointly entered into already existing, and having for its purpose the maintenance of a 
school is hereby validated, and shall be continued in full force and effect for a period 
not exceeding 5 years from the original date of the contract. Districts which suspend their 
schools on account of the contract authorized under the provisions of this section shall 
be elig'ible to receipt of aids in the same amounts that they would be eligible to receive 
if they had operated their schools. 

(4) A county by resolution of its county board may, by written notice prior to March 
1 of any year to the joint normal school board and to any other county participating' in 
the maintenance of a joint normal school, withdraw its support of such school as of the 
beginning of the next succeeding school year, and thereupon the assets anclliahilities of 
such joint nOl'mal school shall be adjusted and divided as provided by section 66.03, 
except that by agreement between the counties owning the school the assets and liabilities 
need not be divided at the time any county withdraws its SUppOl't, in which case, until 
assets and liabilities are divided, the school maybe continued in use under such terms 
Hnd conditiolls as may he mutually ag'reed upon by the counties owning the school. 
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41.43 Same; maintenance, equipment, apportionment. When counties unite in 
establishing and maintaining such school, the school board shall annually determine the 
amount of money necessary for the maintenance and equipment of the school for the next

(1m) If it shall appeal' that such county school has been maintained, pursuant to 
law, and has employed 3 or more teachers including the principal for a period of not less 
than 9 months during the preceding school year, in a manner satisfactory to the state 
superintendent, he shall certify to the director of budget and accounts in favor of each 
such normal school, an amount equal to the sum expended for instruction, school supplies 
and operation during the school year, .but not to exceed $10,500 to any school employing 
3 such teachers, and not to exceed $13,000 to any school employing 4 such teachers, and 
an amount equal to the average salary of all teachers of that school excluding the prin­
cipal, but not exceeding $2,500 for each teacher employed in excess of 4 including the 
principal and not to exceed $1,250 for any part-time teacher or for any teacher employed 
for one semester only in any such school. Any such normal school maintained for more 
than 9 months during the school year shall receive for such additional time an additional 
sum of money in the same proportion to the amount receivable for 9 months as such addi­
tional time bears to 9 months. The number of teachers in each such school, the salaries 
paid to each teacher, and the qualifications for teachers shall be approved by the state 
superintendent. 

(3) Upon receipt of such certificates the director of budget and accounts shall draw 
his several warrants accordingly, payable to the treasurers of the counties maintaining 
such county normal schools, respectively; and payable to the treasurers of the boards 
maintaining such schools, respectively, if tiley are joint county normal schools; 'provided, 
that if the total amount of state aid to be paid under subsection (1m) shall exceed the 
appropriation made in section 20.31 (2), the director of budget and accounts shall equit­
ably prorate the amount available. 

41.45 Same; nonresident pupils. The county normal school hoaTCl shall admit to 
said school, whenever the facilities will warrant, any person prepared to enter such school, 
who resides in a county which does not maintain such a county normal school. Persons so 
admitted shall be entitled to the privileges and he subject to the rules of such school. 

41.46 Same; nonresident students; tuition. The board may charge tuition for any 
given year for nonresident students at a rate not to exceed $9 per week, 01' such lesser 
amount per week as the county board of snpervisors of the county wherein the school is 
located may determine, which shall be determined as follows: From the sum total of 
money expended hy the county in operating and maintaining the normal school, includ­
ing an item for building and equipment costs equal to 2 pel' cent of the original expendi­
tures for buildings and equipment thereof as certified by the state superintendent of 
public instruction, such charge not to apply for a greater period of time than 50 years 
in the case of a new building' 01' for the unexpired portion of 50 years of life of an old 
building, excluding land costs, and not to exceed 30 cents pel' week per student, there 
shall be subtracted an amount equal to the sum of the state and federal aids, the cost of 
transportation and money expended for the payment of principal and interest of honded 
indebtedness or other building loans, and the difference so determined shall be divided 
by the average daily attendance for the given year. au~clltJ.ution~b.all~-be~aJili~a_rg'eagainst

645 SPECIAL SCHOOLS 41.55 

41.47 County schools of agriculture; creation. (1) The county board may appro­
priate money for the organization, equipment and maintenance of a county school of agri­
culture, pursuant to the provisions of sections 41.47 to 41.58. The boards of two 01' more 
counties may unite in establishing and maintaining such a school. 

(2) The county clerk or clerks shall notify the dean of the college of agriculture when­
ever it has been voted to establish such school. 

(4) The county boards may bOlTOW money and issue bonds for the purpose of procur­
ing the necessary grounds and erecting the necessary buildings, and for improving the 
same from time to time, for such schools. 

41.48 Same; school board, appointment, oath, organization. In all counties whose 
population is less than two hundred fifty thousand, a board to be known as the "County 
Agricultural School Board" is created, which shall have charge and control of all matters 
pertaining to the organization, equipment and maintenance of such school. The member­
ship and organization and officers of said board and the election, appointment, terms and 
qualification of the members and officers of the board shall be the same as is provided in the 
case of "county normal school board."

41.50 Same; apportionment of maintenance. When countieiil unite in establishing 
and maintaining such school, the school board shall determine the amount of money neces­
sary for the equipment and maintenance of the school for the succeeding year; shall appor­
tion the amount to be raised by taxation among the counties in proportion to the valuation 
of each county, as last fixed by the state board of assessment; and shall report to the county 
clerk of each county the apportionment so made before November in each year. The 
amount so apportioned to each county shall be included in the county taxes for the ensuing 
year for the support of the school. 

41.51 Same; treasurer of board, disbursements. All moneys appropriated for such 
school shall be paid to its treasurer, and shall be by him disbursed on orders issued by said 
board, and signed by the secretary and president. 

41.52 Same; courses of study. County schools of agriculture shall teach the elements 
of agriculture, including soil, plant and animal life, farm accounts, manual training and 
domestic economy; and snch other subj ectsas inay be prescribed. 

41.53 Same; .land required. Each county agricultural school shall have connected 
with it not less than three acres of land suitable for purposes of experiment and demonstra-
tion. . 

41.54 Same; schools free, special classes. (1) The county agricultural $chools shall 
be free to inhabitants of the counties which maintain "ttrnl11,Wlio snlrIn5e'cillulified to pur­
sue the course of study; provided, they shall have at least the qualifications required f01' 
completion of the course of study for common schools. When adults desire admission to 
the school during the winter months in sufficient number to warrant the organization of 
special classes for their instruction, such classes shall be organized and continued for such 
time as their attendance may make necessary. 

(2) The boal'dmay admit nOl11'esident students and charge tuition for their attendance 
for any given year at a rate not to exceed $10 per week, or such lesser amount per week 
as the county board of supervisors of the county wherein the school is located may deter­
mine, which shall be determined as follows: ]'rom the sum total of money expendedl)y the 
county in operating and maintaining the county agricultural school, including an item 
for building and equipment costs equal to 2 per cent of the original expenditures for 
buildings and equipment thereof as certified by the state superintendent of public instruc­
tion, such charge not to apply for a greater period of time than 50 years in the case of a 
new building or for the unexpired portion of 50 years of life of an old building, excluding 
land costs, and not to exceed 30 cents pel' week per student, there shall be subtracted an 
amount equal to the sum of the state and federal aids, the costs of transportation and 
money expended for the payment of principal and interest of bonded indebtedness 01' 

other building loans, and the difference so determined shall be divided by the average daily 
attendance for the given year. Such tuition shall be a charge against the county in which 
such students reside and shall be by it paid to the treasurer of the county ag'l'icultural 
school enrolling such students. 

41.55 Same; duty of state superintendent. The state superintendent shall give such 
information and assistance, and establish such requirements as may seem necessary for the 
propel' organization anclmaintenance of such schools. With the advice of the dean of the 
college of agriculture of the state university, he shall prescribe the courses of study to be 
pursued, and determine the qualifications required of teachers in such schools. He shall 
have the general supervision of such schools; shall from time to time inspect the same, and 
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make such recommendations relating to their management as he may deem necessary,and 
shall report fully concerning their number, character and efficiency. 

41.56 Saine; villages may contribute. Any village in which 01' adjacent to which a 
county school of agriculture is located may contribute for the organization, erection, con­
struction and equipment of such school not to exceed one-fifth of the entire cost thereof. 

41.57 State aid to county schools of agriculture. (1) The state superintendent 
shall keep a list of not more than 4 of snch schools, whose coursc of study and the quali­
fications of whose teachers have, on application, heen approved hy him and the dean of 
the college of agriculture; and any such school once entered on such list may remain listed 
and he entitled to state aid so long as the scope and character of its work are maintained 
in such manner as to meet the approval of the state superintendent. On and after July 
1, 1925, no new county schools of agriculture and domestic science shall be placed on the 
approved list and granted state aid under the provisions of this subsection. 

(3) If it shall appear that such school has 1Jeen maintained, pursuant to law, for a 
period of not less than 8 months during the preceding school year, in a manner satisfac­
tory to the state superintendent, he shall certify to the director of budget and accounts, in 
favor of the several counties maintaining such schools,an amount equal to thc sums ex­
pended by each, respectively, for wages of duly qualified· and approved teachers therein 
during the prior school year; but not to exced in anyone year $8,000 for any such school. 

(3) Upon receipt of such certificates the director of budget and accounts shall draw 
his several warrants accordingly, payable to the tl'easlirers of the counties, respectively. 

(4) Any county agricultural school board which may be authorized hy the county 
hoard of supervisors to maintain and operate school busses for the transportation of any 
or all full-time students to and from such institutions or may be authOl'ized to contract 
for the transportation of any or all such students by any of 'the means provided in sec­
tion 40.34 shall be eligible to receive transportation aids provided in sections 20.25 (2) 
and 40.34 (11) for all such full-time students transported to and from such school pro­
vided that the full cost of transportation is borne by the county and that no fares are 
collected from the students, their. parents or gum·dians. Provided, however, the amount 
of such cost of transportation paid by the county with respect to any such student, over 
and above the amount payable therefor as statc aid, may be charged back by the. county 
to the municil.)al.ity .. /wherein the student resides and such llillnicipalitJ" shnJUJ.!Llir0!!~Ltg, 
the county therefor. If the county boarcl does not provide such transpodution, t.he munici­
pality in "'hich the agricultmal school students reside may arrange for such transporta­
tion and shall be entitled to receive the transportation aids provided in sections 20.25 
(2) and ;10.9.34 (11). 
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41.58 Same; dissolution. The county boarcl may discontinue any county school of 
ag'rioulture, and devote, use 01' permit to be used, any lands, buildings, equipment and 
property that may have been purchased or used by such school for any other public pur­
pose permitted by law to counties. 

41.60 Part-time instruction in agriculture. (1) The state board of vocational and 
adult education may co-operate with any school organized under the provisions of chap­
ters 40 and 41 in part-time instruction in agriculture for persons over 14 years of age. 

(2) The person or body entitled by law to provide for the curriculum of any such 
school may provide for such part-time instruction and the municipality, including school 
districts, entitled by law to appropriate money to carry on such school may appropriate 
money for such purpose. . 

(3) The authorities entitled by law to receive and disburse funds in behalf of schools 
furnishing instruction under tbe provisions of this section are authorized to receive and 
to use for such purpose such federal funds as may be apportioned by the state board of 
vocational and adult education and all donations. 

41.70 Evening and part-time classes. The common councilor school hoard of any 
city may establish evening and part-time college classes. The common council may appro­
priate money to maintain such classes and may accept and use donations therefor. 

41.71 Rehabilitation law. (1) The state of Wisconsin hereby assents to and accepts 
the provisions and benefits of the act of congress entitled "An act to provide for the pro­
motion of vocational rehabilitation of persons disabled in industry or otherwise and their 
return to civil employment," approved June 2, 1920, as amended, by the Vocational Re­
habilitation Act Amendments of 1943, and any amendatory or supplementary acts thereto 
as the congress of the United States may enact. The state board of vocational and adult 
education shall co-operate, pursuant to agreements,. with the federal government and tlw 
United States Office of Vocational Rehabilitation in carrying out the pUl1Joses of any fecl-
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eral statutes pel,taining to vocational l'ehahilitation and is authorized to adopt such meth­
ods of administration as are found by the federal government to be necessary for the 
propel' and efficient operation of surh agreements 01' plans for vocational rehabilitation 
and to comply with such conditions as may be necessary to secure the full benefits of such 
federal statutes. The state treasurer is designated anc1appointed custodian of all money~ 
received hy the state from the federal government for the purpose of carrying out any fed­
eral statutes pertaining to vocational rehabilitation, and to make disbursements therefrom 
and frol11 all stato funds available for vocational rehabilitation purposes upon the order 
of the state board of vocational and adult education. 

(2) This section may be citcd as the "Rehabilitation Law." 
(3) As used in this section the terms: 
(a) "Handicapped person" means any person who, by reason of a physical 01' mental 

dcfect 01' infirmity, whether congenital or acquired by accident, injury 01' disease, is 01' 

may be expected to be totally or partially incapacitated for remunerative occupation, 
and who may reasonably be expected to be fit to engage in a remunerative occupation 
after receiving vocational rehabilitation service. 

(b) "Rehabilitation" means the rendering of a handicapped person fit to engage in 
a remunerative occupation. 

(c) "Board" means the state board of vocational and adult education. 
(d) "Federal act" means the act of congress entitled "An act to provide for the pro­

motion of vocational rehabilitation of persons disabled in industry 01' otherwise and their 
return 'to civil employment," approved June 2, 1920, as amended by Vocational Rehabili­
tation Act. Amendments of 1943, approved July 6, 1943. 

(e) "Homebound person" means Oile who, because of the severity of his physical or 
mental disabilities, is not expected to be able to compete with the able-bodied persons in 
normal employment. 

(4) The provisions of this section shall not apply to any pel'son who, in the judg'l11ent 
of the board, may not be susceptible of rehabilitation. 

(5) Any handicapped person who has been domiciled within the state for one year 
or more, or who resides in the state and shall so reside at the time of he coming handicapped, 
may apply to the board for advice and assistance relative to his rehabilitation. 

(6) The hoard shall: 
(a) Provide that all persons reporting 01' making application to it as handicapped 

shall be promptly visited by its agent 01' representative with a view of determining 
whether 01' not vocational rehahilitation is feasihle; acquaint all such persons for whom 
vocational rehabilitation is feasible with the l'ehabilitation facilities afforded by the state 
and counsel them regarding the selection of a suitable vocation; register all such persons 
electing to take advantage of the benefits of . rehabilitation offered and prescribe and 
provide such training as may be necessary to insure their vocational rehabilitation; 
maintain a record of all such persons, togbther with the measures taken for their re­
habilitation; utilize in the rehabilitation of such persons such existing educational facilities 
of the state as may be advisable and practicable including IHiblic and private educational 
institutions, public and private establishments, plants or factories and the services of 
persons specially qualified for the instruction of handicappcd persons. 

(b) Promote and aid in the establishment of schools and classes for the rehabilitation 
of handicapped persons; supervise the training of such persons and confer with their 
relatives and other persons interested concerning any matter affecting' their vocational 
reha bili tation. 

( c) Aid handicapped persons in securing' such employment as will facilitate their 
training or will be suitable to their condition and provide for the placement in suitable 
gainful occupation of persons completing' courses of training providec1 by the board, in­
clurling supervision for a reasonable time after placement. 

(d) Utilize the facilities of such agencies, hoth public and private, as may be prac­
ticahle in securing employment for such persons and all public agencies are authorized 
and directed to co-operate with the board for the purposes stated. 

(e) Procure and fUl'l1ish at cost to handicapped persons artificial limbs and otlrer 
orthopedic and prosthetic appliances, to be paid for in instalments, when such appli­
ances cannot be otherwise provided. The proceeds of the sale thereof shall be paid to 
the state treasurer and shall be held by him in a special fund for the purpose of this 
paragraph. Payments from this fund shall be made at the direction of the board. 

(f) Arrange for the physical 01' psychiatric examination of any person applying fo1' 
01' reported as needing' rehabilitation; and arrange for such therapeutic treatment as maJ 
he necessary for rehabilitation of any handicapped person who registered with the boai'd, 
except. persons \yho arc entitled to such treatment under the workmen's compensation law. 
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(g) Co-operate with any department iIi the state govel'llment or with any county 01' 

other municipal authority within the state, 01' with any private ag'ency, in carrying out 
the provisions of this section. 

(h) Make such rules and regulations as may be necessary to carl'Y out the pI;ovisions 
of this section. 

(i) Report to the governor and to the United States Office of Vocational Rehabilita­
tion annually on or before September first for the year ending the preceding June 
thirtieth. 

(7) Pursuant to rules, regulations and standards prescribed by the state board of 
vocational and adult education, the board may provide maintenance cost during actual 
training to handicapped persons registered for rehabilitation services, except that no 
maintenance cost shall be pl'ovidtd to persons receiving maintenance cost under sectioll 
102.61 of the workmen's compensation act. 

(8) The industrial commission shall communicate to the lJoard all reports made to the 
said commission of cases of injury to employes which in the opinion of the commission 
may render the persons injured handicapped; and shall co-operate with the board in 
carrying out the provisions of this section. 

(9) The state board of health shall: 
(a) Co-operate with the board in arranging with all public and private hospitals, 

clinics and dispensaries, and with practicing physicians, to send to the board prompt 
and complete reports of any persons under treatment in such hospitals, clinics or dis­
pensaries, or by such physician, for any injury 01' disease that may render them hanc1i­
capped. 

(b) Arrange with health officers to send to the board prompt and complete reports 
of any persons who in the course of their official duties they find to be suffering from 
any injury 01' disease that may render them handicapped, if sueh persons have not already 
been reported. 

(c) Co-operate generally with the board in carrying out the provisions of this section. 
(10) The board and the industrial commission shall co-operate in carrying out the 

provisions of this section according to a plan which shall be formulated by them and 
which shall be effective when approved by the governor. 

(11) The board may receive and accept gifts and donations, in eluding gifts and dona­
tions from persons benefited under this seetion, which may be offered unconrlitionally, 
for the purposes of this section. All moneys received as gifts or donations shall be paid 
to the state treasurer and shall constitute a special fund to be used under the direction 
of the board for vocational rehabilitation purposes. A full report of all sueh gifts and 
donations, together with the names of the donors, the amounts contributed by each and 
all disbursements therefrom shall be included in the annual report of the board. 

(12) (a) The board shall provide such services as vocational training or instruction 
in crafts as may be practicable for severely handicapped persons 16 years of age or 
over, who cannot be inducted into the regular types of remUlllirative employment, and who 
elect to take advantage of the benefits of the state services herein described. 'Vhen deemed 
advisable and feasible, llandicapped persons may be transporteel to a central place where 
classes or schools shall he provided for giving' vocational training' and instruction in the 
various crafts as will propitiate the rehabilitation of the individual. 

(b) No vocational training' or craft instruction shall be rendered to a homebound 
handicapped person whose disability may be of a progressive nature without a certificate 
from the regular physician certifying that such handicapped person can carryon such 
work without injurious results. . 

( c) The board shall aid the homecraft clients in the disposition of the finished products 
and shall utilize the facilities of such agencies both public and private in such manner 
as may be practical in providing ways and means of disposing of the products made by 
such handicapped homebound persons. 

(d) 'Vhen products are sold which are made by severely handicapped persons who 
are under the supervision of the state board of vocational and adult education, the cost 
of the raw material furnished such persons for use in fabricating' products may be de­
ducted frolll receipts which are obtained from the sale of such products. Such material 
cost refunds will be deposited by the state board of vocational and adult education in 
the general fund of the state treasury and are appropriated therefrom to the state board 
of vocational and adult education to be used in purchasing' raw materials for severely 
handicapped persons who are under the supervision of the state board of vocational and 
adult education. . 

(13) It shall be unlawful, except for purposes directly connected with the administra­
tion of the vocational rehabilitation prog'ram, and in accordance with rules and regulations 
prescribed by the state board, for any person or persons to solicit, disclose, receive 01' 
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make use of, or authorize, knowingly permit, participate in or acquiesce in the use of any 
list of, or names of, or any information concerning, persons applying for or receiving 
yocational rehabilitation, directly or indirectly derived from the records, papers, files or 
communications of the state or subdivisions 01' agencies thereof, 01' acquired in the course 
of the, performance of official duties. Any person who shall violate any provision of this 
section or rules and regulations prescribed thercunder, shall be guilty of a. misdemeanor 
and shall be punisheq, by a. fine not exceeding $500, or by imprisonment not exceeding 6 
months, or both. 

41.72 Wisconsin schools for the visually handicapped and the deaf. (1) The object 
of the'lVisconsin school for the visually handicapped and the IVisconsin school for the 
deaf is to afford the visually handicapped and the deaf a practical education and physical 
rchabilitation which may aid them to make a living, discharge their duties as citizens, and 
secure to them all possible happiness. The state superintendent may grant approval for 
the maintenance of a summer school at the school for the deaf whenever it will be to 
the advantage of deaf persons. There shall be a summer school each year at the Wisconsiu 
school f01' the visually handicapped for adult visually handicapped persons. 

(2) All of the functions, powers and duties relating' to such schools are vested in the 
sta te superintendent of public instruction. . 

(3) As used in this chapter, blind includes persons visually handicapped, as deter­
mined hy competent medical authority, with the approval of the state superintendent of 
public instruction; and deaf includes persons who because of some pathological 01' func­
tional cause cannot attain proficiency in speech without special instruction and training. 

41.73 Admission to schools; tuition; school year; degrees; diplomas. (1) All the 
blind and the deaf residents of this state between the ages of 6 and 21, capable of receiv­
ing instruction, shall 1)e received and taught in said schools free of charge. There is no 
age limitation on summer school admissions. Like nonresident pupils may also be received 
upon payment, in advance, of the fees fixed by the state superintendent at an amount not 
less than $75 pel' month. All pupils shall equally and freely enjoy the benefits and privi­
leges of the school and have the use of the library and books of instruction and receive 
board, lodging and washing', without discrimination. The steward of the school may pro­
vide transportation for resident indigent pupils, The state superintendent may also admit 
pupils over 21 years of age upon the recommendation of the director of public welfare or 
dircctor of adult and vocational education, 01' upon that of the superintendent of the school 
to which the pupil is to be assigned, upon the payment of fees fixed by the state superin­
tendent. All fees shall be deposited in the state treasury and be credited to the general 
fund. No nonresident shall be received to the exclusion of a resident pupil. 

(2) The state superintendent may fix the period of the school year at not less than 38 
weeks; prescribe the school terms; and confer diplomas upon meritorious pupils who have 
completed the prescribed curricula. 

(3) The state superintendent may provide for the education of tleaf-blind children of 
suitable capacity to receive instruction either in a special class for that purpose outside 
the state 01' in a special class to be established within the state whenever there is a suffi­
cient number of deaf-blind children to warrant the establishment of such class. The cost 
of such education shall be charged to the appropriation in section 20.21 (9a.). 

(4) The state superintendent may arrange for vocational or trade training for any 
pupil qualified to take such training advantageously in either of such state schools, in 
either the high school or vocational school or a private business establishment in Janesville 
or Delavan. The high school and the vocational school shall be paid the regular tuition for 
full-time attendance and pro rata for part-time attendance out of the appropriation in 
section 20.21 (9a). 

(5) The state superintendent may arrange for otological or ophthalmic examination 
of any pupil or prospective pupil of such schools; and said examination shall be paid for 
out of the appropriation in section 20.21 (9a). 

(6) The state superintendent may apply to the board of regents of the university of 
Wisconsin for the admission to the 'Wisconsin general hospital of any pupil in such 
bchools. His application shall be accompanied by the report of a physician appointed by 
the school superintendent and in the same form as reports of other physicians for admis­
sion of patients to such hospital. 

(7) The net cost of such hospital treatment shan be at the rate charged to counties for 
county patients and &hal1 be chargeable one-half to the appropriation for opemting the 
patient's school and one-half to the state. The state superintendent may likewise authorille 
payment of the expense of tranSl)Orting patients to and from the hospital. Payments for 
the treatment shall be made by him to the university regents fOl' the half chargeable to the 
operatioll Lund of the school and the other hall' shall be paid as provided in seetioll 142,08 
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(1). Funds collected by him on account of such hospitalization shall be deposited one-half 
in the general fund of the state, and on8-half in the appropriation made by section 20.21 
(9a) for the school concerned. 

(8) 'rhe state superintendent may arrange for visits by members of the staff of either 
sehool to other public schools 01' to families of blind 01' deaf children whenever it appears 
to him that such visits will be of advantage to blind 01' deaf children. 

(9) The state superintendent may set aside a SUIn not in exce~ of $3,000 annually 
out of appropriations made to such schools to be used to defray the expenses of readers 
for blind or deaf pupils between the ages of 16 and 21 enrolled in any public high school 
or vocational school in the state. The amount of aid to one pupil shall not exceed $125 
per year. This aid shall not he granted to any student unless the director of the bureau 
for handicapped children and the superintendent of the school for the visually hqndi­
capped or of the school for the deaf (according as the child is blind or deaf) agree that it 
is be:-;t for said student to attend such vocational 01' high school. . 

41.74 Compulsory education of blind and deaf persons. If it appear!:!, by affidavit, 
to any county or municipal judg'e that any blind 01' deaf child between the ages' of 6 and 
21 is deprived of a suitable education by the failure of the person having the care and 
custody of the child, the judge shall order such person to bring the child before him; and 
jf the material allegations of the affidavit are denied he shall subpoena. witnesses and hear 
testimony. If the allegations are admitted or established, the judge may order the child 
sent to the school for the visually handicapped or for the deaf or to some class or other 
school for instruction; hut such order shall not make a direct charge for such class or 
school ag'aiIist any county. 

41.75 Library for blind persons. Embossed, clear type or large type books, talking 
book machines and talking book records acquired by the school for the visually hancli­
capped constitute a circulating libl'ary for the blind. It shall be kept at the school and be 
in charge of its superintendent. All blind citizens of the state may use such books upon 
compliance with l'egulations made by the superintendent and approved by the state super­
intendent. 

41.76 Scholarships for blind students. Any lJlind person who has heen a resident 
of this state for at least 5 years next preceding the making of an application for aid 
uncleI' this section and who is a regularly enrolled student in any university, college or 
conservatory of music, may under the direction of the superintendent of the 'Wisconsin 
school for the visually handicapped, and subject to the approval of the state superin­
tendent of public instruction, l'eceive aid for the purpose of defraying his necessary 
expenses, including a reader, while in attendance at such univel'sity, college or conserva­
tory of music. The amount of sueh aid to any such person shall not exceed $400 in any 
one year, nor shall the total amount of such aid exceed $2,000.
