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114.01 State airport system. The state aeronautics co=ission is directed to co­
operate with the federal administrator of civil aeronautics, hereinafter referred to as the 
"administrator," and his duly authorized representatives, in the preparation and annual 
revision of the national airport plan, as provided by the federal airport act, and to lay 
out a comprehensive state system of airports adequate to provide for the aeronautical 
needs of the people of all parts of the state. Such state system shall include each and 
every airport on the national system allCl such additional airports as may be deemed 
necessary, '1'he state system as laid out shall ihclude at least one airport in each county. 
In selecting the general location of the airports on the system and determining their 
capacity, due regard shall be given to aeronautical necessity as evidenced by the popula­
tion of the locality to be served, its COnll11el'Ce and industry and such other factors as the 
commission shall deem pertinent, In selecting the specific sites, due regard shall be given 
to general suitability for service and economy of development as evidenced by convenience 
of access, adequacy of available area, character of topography and soils, freedom from 
hazards and obstructions to flight and other pertinent consideration.

A private airport and flying school is not 
a nuisance per se, The activities of an air­
port may be very annoying to persons resid­
ing in the neighboi'hood, but the legislative 

policy of state and federal governments is to 
encourage aviation, Kuntz v, ,Verner Flying

114.013 Definitions. As used in this chapter, unless the context otherwise requires: 
(1) "Aeronautics" means the science and art of flight and including but not limited to 

transportation by ·aircraft; the operation, construction, repair or maintenance of aircraft, 
aircraft power plants and accessories, including the repair, packing and maintenance 
of parachutes; the design, establishment, construction, extension, operation, improvement, 
repair 01' maintenance of airports or other ail' navigation facilities; and instruction in 
flying or ground subjects pertaining thereto, 

(2) "Aircraft" means any contrivance now known, 01' hereafter invented, used or 
designated for navigation of or flight in the air. 

(3) "Airport" means any area of land 01' water which is used, or intended for use, for 
the landing and take-off of aircraft, and any appurtenant areas which are used, or in­
tended for use, for airport buildings or other ail1)ort facilities 01' right-of -ways, together 
with all airport buildings and facilities located thereon. 

(4) "Air navigation facility" means any facility, other than one owned 01' operated 
by the United States, used in, -available for use in, or designed for use in aid of air navi­
gation including any structures, mechanisms, lights, beacons, markers, communicating 
syste~s, 01' other instrumentalities, or devices used or useful as an aid, or constituting an 
advantage or convenience to the safe taking-off, navigation, and landing of aircraft, or 
the safe and efficient operation or maintenance of an airport, and any combination of 
any or all of such facilities, 

(5) "Operation of aircraft" 01' "operate aircraft" means the use, navigation or pilot. 
ing of aircraft in the airspace over this state or upon any airport within this state. 
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(6) "Airman" means any individual who engages, as the person in command, or as 
pilot, mechanic or member of the crew, in the navigation of aircraft while under way, and 
any individual who is directly i~ charge of the inspection, maintenance,overhauling or 
repair of aircraft engines, propellers or appliances, and any individual who serves in the 
capacity of·aircraft dispatcher, or air-traffic control-tower operator; but does not include 
any individual employed outside the United States, or any individual employed by a 
manufacturer of aircraft, aircraft engines, propellers or appliances to perform dnties as 
ilispector or mechanic in connection therewith, or any individual performing inspection 
or mechanical chtties in connection with aircraft owned or operated by him. 

(7) ,"Aeronautics instructor" means any individual who for hire or reward engages 
in giving instruction or offering to give instruction in flying or ground subjects pertaili­
ing to aeronautics; but excludes any instructor in a public school, university or institution 
of highel' leariling duly- accredited and approved f01' .carrying on collegiate work, 'who 
instructs in flying or ground subjects pertaining to aeronautics, only'in the performance 
of his duties at such school, uni,;ersity or institution, , 

(8) "Ail' school" means any aeronautics instructol' ,i'ho advertises, represents or liolc1~ 
€lut as givin/i' or offering to give instruction in flying or g'l'ound subjects pertaining to 
aeronautics; and any person who advertises, represents' or holds out as giving or offel~irig 
tog'ive instruction in flying 'or ground subjects pertaining to aeronautics ,vhetherfo'r or 
without hire or reward; but excludes any public school, or university, or institution of 
higher lea1'lling duly accredited and approved· for carl'ying on collegiate WOl'k. 

(9) "Person" means any individual, firm; partnership, corporation, coinpany, associa­
tion, joint stock association or body politic; and includes any trJ]stee, receiver, assignee 
or other similar representative thereof. 

(10) "}Hunicipality" means any county, city, town or villag'e of this state. 
(1:).) "Airport hazard" means any structtlre, object 'of natural gro",th, or use of 

land which obstructs the airspace required fOl'the flight of aircraft in landing or taking off 
at an airport or is otherwise hazardous to such landing or taking off. 

(12) "State airway" .means a route in the navigable airspace over and above the lands 
or waters of this state, designated by the commission as a route suitable for air navigation.

114.02 Sky sovereignty. Sovereignty in the space above the lands and waters of 
this state is declared to rest in the state, except where granted to and assumed by the United 
States. 

114.03, Landowner's. rights skyward. The ownership of the space above the lands 
and waters of this state is declared to be vested in the several owners of the surface beneath, 
subject to .the right of flight described in section 114.64. 

'. 114.04 Flying lawful, landing unlawful; limitations; emergency. Flight in ,aircraft 
ovei' the lands and waters of this state is lawful, unless at such a low altitude as to interfere 
with the then existing use to which the land or ·water, or the space over the lan«;1 or water, 
is put by the o,vner, or unless so cimductedas to be imminently dangerous or d!up.aging to 
persons or property lawfully on the land or water beneath. The landing of an aircra£t on 
tlie lands orwatei's of another; "'~ithout ,.his consent, is lmlawful, except in the Case of a 
forced landing. For damages caused by a forced landing, however, the owner or lessee of 
the aircraft or the aeronaut shall be liable, as provided in section 114.05. . 

114.05 Damages by aircraft. The liability of the owner, lessee and pilot of every 
aircraft operating over the lands or waters of this state £01' injuries or damage to persons 
or property on the land or water beneath, caused by the ascent, descent or flight of such 
aircraft, or the' dropping' or falling of the aircraft or of any object or material therefrom, 
shall bedetei'mined by the law applicable to torts on land, except that the,'e shall be a 
presuinption of liability on the part of the owner,lessee or pilot, as the case may be, 
where injury or damage is caused by the dropping or falling of the aircraft <?r of any 
object'or 'material therefrom; which presumption nlay be rebutted by proof that the 
injury or damage was not caused by neglig'ence on the part of the owner, lessee or pilot 
and the lmi'den of proof in such case shall be upon such owner, lessee or pilot -to show 
absence of negligence on his part. ' 

, 114.06 Inter-aircraft, liability. The liability of the owner of one aircraft, to the 
o,,'ner of another aircraft, or to aeronauts or PailS engel's on either aircraft, for damage 
caused by colliSIon on land or in the ail' shall be determined by the rules of law applicable 
to torts on land. ' , . 

114.065 State liability for aircraft. (1) Any person suffering any damage proxi­
mately re~ultingfrom the negligent operation of an aircraft owned and operated by the 
state, and which damage is occasioned by the operation of such aircraft in the perform-
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ance of its business, may file a claim therefor against the state and the legislature shall 
have the right to allow, compromise, settle and pay the same; the claim shall state the 
time and place of the accident, a brief description of the injuries 01' damages, the man­
ner in which they were received and the grounds upon which claim is made and that sat­
isfaction thereof is claimed. "Business" as used herein means any business whether gov­
ernmental 01' proprietary. 

(2) No action to recover damages under this section shall be brought unless within 
90 days after the date of the accident a claim is filed for the damages sought or if the 
damages cannot be determined or ascertained, a notice of intention to file claim shall be 
filed within such 90 days, which notice shall contain a statement of the facts establishing 
the negligence upon which the claim is based and a description of the nature of the in­
juries 01' damages for which claim will later be filed. 

(3) The manner and form and the place of filing such claims and notices shall be as 
provided in s. 15.18 (8), except that they shall be made in triplicate; in addition to his 
duties under that subsection the director of budget and accounts shall transmit one of 
the copies of the claim 01' notice to the attorney g'eneral. 

(4) The attorney g'eneral shall obtain information relating to the accident giving 
rise to the claim and make his report thereon to the legislature. 

(5) Failure of the legislature to pass upon the claim within 60 days after presentation 
shall, constitute a disallowance. Recess periods and periods between sessions due to sine 
die adjournments shaH be included in arriving at said 60 days. Any such disallowance 
shall bar any action founded on the claim unless brought within 6 months after disallow­
ance. Actions against the state and payment of the amount recovered shall be as provided 
in ss. 285.01 and 285.04.

114.07 Or-iminal jurisdiction. All crimes, torts and other wrongs committed by 01' 

against an aeronaut 01' passenger while in flight over this state shall be governed by the 
laws of this state; and the question whether damage occasioned by 01' to an aircraft while 
in flight over this state constitutes a tort, crime 01' other wrong by 01' against the owner of 
such aircraft, shall be determined by the laws of this state. 

114.08 Oontracts made in flight. All contractual and other legal relations entered 
illto by aeronauts 01' passengers while in flight over this state shall have the same effect as 
if entered into on the land or water beneath. 

114.09 Reckless flying; penalty. (1) No person shall opcrate an aircraft in the 
ail', 01' on the ground 01' water while under the influence of intoxicating liquor, narcotics 
01' other drug, nor o,perate an aircraft in the ail', 01' on the ground 01' lYater in a careless 
01' reckless manner so as to endanger the life or property of another. In determining 
whether the operation was careless 01' reckless the court shall consider the standards for 
safe operation of aircraft prescribed by federal statutes or regulations governing aero­
nautics. The court shall make a written report of all convictions (including bail 01' ap­
pearance money forfeitures) obtained under this section to the federal civil aeronautics 
a dministra tion, 

(2) Any person violating any provision of this section shall be fined nDt less than 
$10 nor more than $100 for the fu'st offense and for a subsequent offense not less than 
$100 nor more than $500, or imprisoned not less than 6 months, or both. 

114.e95 Dropping objects prohibited. No operator of an aircraft and no passenger 
therein shall drop any object therefrom except loose water 01' loose sand ballast; pro­
vided, however, that this section shall not prohibit the dusting or spraying of vegeta.tio~ 
with insecticides dropped from airplanes, 01' the sowing of seeds, or the depositing of 
fish in lakes 01' streams, 01' the delivery of packages or mail by dropping from airplanes, 
or other similar practices, when such is done in accordance with the federal regulations 
applicable thereto. 

114.10 Killing birds or animals. Any aeronaut or passenger, who, while in flight 
within this state, shall intentionally kill 01' attempt to kill any birds or animals or ~dlO 
shall shoot at any bird or aniinal from an airplane shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and 
punishable by a fine of not less than $50 nor more t.han $100 01' by imprisonment fo), 
not less than 30 days nor more than 6 months 01' both. 

114.105 Local regulation .. Any county, town, city or village may adopt any ordi~ 
nance in strict conformity with the provisions of this chapter and impose the same penalty 
for violation of any of its provisions except that such ordinance shall not provide for the 
suspension or revocation of pilot 01' aircraft licenses or certificates and shall not provide 
for imprisonment except for failure to pay any fine which may be imposed. No local 
authorit,y shall enact any ordinance governing aircraft or aeronautics inconsistent with 
the provisions of this chapter. Every court in which a violation of such ordinance is 
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prosecuted shall make a written report of any conviction (including bailor appearance 
money forfeiture) to the federal civil aeronautics administration. 

114.11 Local airports; interstate reciprocity. (1) The governing body of any 
county, city, village or town in this state is hereby authorized to acquire, establish, con­
struct, own, control, lease, equip, improve, maintain and operate airports 01' landing 
fields or landing and take-off strips for the use of airplanes and other aircraft either with­
in 01' without the limits of such counties, cities, villages and towns, and may use for such 
purpose 01' purposes any property suitable therefor that is now or may at any time here­
after be owned 01' controlled by such county, city, village 01' town, and may regUlate the 
same, provided, such regulation shall not be in conflict with such rules and regulations as 
may be made by the federal government. The governing body of each and every county and 
municipality owning an airport or landing field or landing and take-off strip in the state 
of Wisconsin shall cause the surroundings of such airport, landing field or landing and 
take-off strip to be marked for aeronautical purposes, and maintain such marking, sub­
ject to and in accordance with law and such rules and regulations as may from time to 
time be made by the federal government and in so doing may co-operate with othel' 
states and subdivisions thereof and acquire rights and easements in property outside of 
the state. 

(2) The governing body of any county, city, village or town of this state is authorized 
to acquire, establish, construct, own, control, lease, equip, improve, maintain and operate 
airports or landing fields 01' landing and take-off strips or other aeronautical facilities 
in an adjoining state whose laws permit, subject to the laws of such state, but subject 
to the laws of this state in all matters relating to financing such aeronautical project. 

(3) The governing body of any municipality or other political subdivision of an 
adjoining state whose laws permit, is hereby authorized to acquire, establish, construct, 
own, control, lease, equip, improve, maintain and operate airports, or landing fields, or 
landing and take-off strips or other aeronautical facilities in this state, subject to all laws, 
rules and regulations of this state applicable to its municipalities or other political 
subdivisions in such aeronautical project, but subject to the laws of its own state in all 
matters relating to financing such project. Such municipality or other political sub­
division of an adjoining state shall have all privileges, rights and duties of like munici­
palities or other political subdivisions of this state, including the right to exercise the 
right of eminent domain. This subsection shall not apply unless the laws of such adjoin­
ing state shall permit municipalities or other political subdivisions of this state to 
acquire, establish, construct, own, control, lease, equip, improve, maintain, operate and 
otherwise control such airport, landing field or landing and take-off strips 01' other 
aeronautical facilities therein with all privileges, rights and duties applicable to the 
municipalities or other political subdivisions of such adjoining state in such aeronautical 
projects. 

(4) The governing body of any county, city, village or town is authorized to ap­
propriate money to any town, city, village or other county, for the operation, improve­
ment 01' acquisition of an ail1)Ort by such town, city, village or other county or any 
combination of such municipalities. 

An ordinance of the town in which l\Iil­
waul{ee county's airport is located, so far as 
purporting to regulate contracts entered into 
between the county. and air-line operators 
at the airport and contracts entered into be­
tween such air-line operators and a cab 
company, relating to the ground transporta­
tion of air-line passengers between the air­
port and the city of MilwaUkee, violates 
27.05 and ch. 114, and unlawfully interferes 
with the operation of the airport by its own­
er, the county. Milwaukee County v. Lake, 
259 IV 208, 47 NW (2d) 87. 

Milwaukee county, as the owner and op­
erator of an airport located in a town sev­
eral miles from the city of lIIilwaukee, has· 
the exclusive right to manage such airport, 
including the right to regulate the ground 
transportation to be furnished to air-line 
passengers arriVing at and departing from 
the airport on the property of the county, 
including the entrances to and exits from 
the airport adjacent to a public highway. 
See additional notes on this case under 85.82, 
133.01 and 194.18. Milwaukee County v. 
Lake, 259 IV 208, 47 NW (2d) 87. 

114.12 Oondemnation of lands for airports. Any lands acquired, owned, con­
trolled or occupied by such counties, cities, villages and towns for the purposes enumer­
ated in section 114.11 hereof shall and are hereby declared to be acquired, owned, con­
trolled and occupied for a public purpo'se, I)nd as a matter of public necessity, and such 
cities, villages, towns or counties shall have the right to acquire property for such purpose 
or purposes tInder the power of eminent domain as and for a public necessity including 
property owned by other municipal corporations and political subdivisions and includ­
ing any street, highway, park, parkway or alley, provided that no state trunk highway 
shall be so acquired without the prior consent of the stat.e highway commission. When· 
ever any such street, highway, park, parkway 01' alley shall be so acquired and the 
county, city, village or town as the Cilse may be shall own land on both sides of such street, 
highway, park, ,Parkway or alley, it may, notwithstanding any other provisions of law, 
be vacated and closed by resolution of the governing body of the county, city, village or

town acquiring it and no damages shall be assessed against such county, city, village 01' 
town by reason of such closing, provided that if such closing shall leave any part of such 
street, highway, parkway or alley without access to another pnl,Jlic street or highway, 
the county, town, city or village effecting such closing shall immediately provide such 
access at its expense. 

114.13 Purchase of land for airports. Private property needed by a county, city, 
village 01' town for an airport 01' landing field 01' landing mid take-off sh'ip, 01' property 
or rights for the protection of the aerial approaches thereof, shall be acquired by purchase 
if the city, village, town 01' county is able to agree with the owners on the terms thereof, 
and otherwise by condemnation, in the manner provided by the law under '\'hich the city, 
village, town 01' county is authorized to acquire real property for public purposes, other 
than street purposes. The purchase price 01' award for real propel'ty acquired for all air­
port 01' landing field or landing and take-off strip, or property 01' rights for the protection 
of the aerial approaches thereof, may be paid for by appropriation of moncys available 
therefor, or wholly 01' partly from the proceeds of the sale of bonds of thc city, villag'e, 
town or county, as the governing body of such city, village, town 01' county shall defer­
mine, subject however to the provisions of chapter 67; provided that such property 01' 

rights may be acquired by gift, which the respective governing bodies of cities, villages, 
towns 01' counties are anthol'ized to accept. .

114.135 Airport protection. It is declared to be in the public interest that the 
aerial approache!3 to any airport be maintained in a condition best suited to the safe oper­
ation of aircraft and to that end the bulk, height, location and use of any building or 
structure, or any other object, and the use of land may be regulated or any building, 
structure or other object may be removed. It is the leg'islative intent that this section shall 
not supersede s. Q9,97 (1), but that it shall be supplemental to such section. 

(1) The aerial approaches to any airport owned and operated by corporations. or­
ganized to provide aeronautic facilities to the general public may be protected in the 
following manner: The owner of such airport shall prepare and file with the register of 
deeds plans and specifications showing tile land affected, the ownel; of each parcel or 
interest therein, whether public or private, the regulations to be imposed on each parcel and 
the structures, buildings 01' other objects to be removed. The owner or managing body of 
the airport may negotiate and acquire from the owners of tlle various parcels or i:nterest 
thetein, whether public or private, by deeds the protection privileges shown by the pl:his 
and specifications. RefelTing in the deed to the plans and specifications, and bi;iefiy 
describing the same, shall be deemed sufficient legal description to convey the protection 
privileges set forth in said plans and specifications in the property of the grantor or 
grantors. In case the owner of the airport is unable to obtain hy negotiation the desired 
protection privileges, he may acquire the same by eminent domain in the mannel; set 
forth in chapter 32, except as to lands and buildings of l'aih,'ay coml)anies·. which are 
necessary to, 01' are used in connection with the operation of the railway. In case the 
protection privileges sought shall extend into more than one county tlie plans and' speci~ 
fications shall be filed with the register of deeds of each caunty. In case any parcel of land 
lies in more than one county, eminent domain proceeding's may be instituted in the circuit 
court of any county in which said parcel is situated, provided a certified copy of the final 
judgment with a description of the property involved is recorded with the register of deeds 
of all counties in which such parcel of land or interest therein lies. 

(2) In case of any airport landing field or landing and take-off strip owned by any 
city, village, town or county or any union of them, the commission or other 'body in charge 
of the operation and control of said airport, landing field or landing and take-off strip may 
prepare and file wit.hout charge with the register of deeds plans and specifications show­
ing the protection privileges sought as described in subsection (1). The coinmission 01' 

other body in charge shall send by registered mail with return receipt to each owner at 
his last-known address a notice stating that said plans and specifications have been filed 
with the register of deeds' office, stating the county, time of filing, the file number, and 
a brief description of the parcel of, land 01' interest therein affected. In case the adc1i'ess 
of the owner cannot be ascertained or the registered letter is returned unclaimed, notice 
shall be sent by registered mail to the person in possession of said premises, and if no 
person is in possession then the notice shall be posted in a conspicuous place on the land 
involved and published once a week for 3 successive weeks in some newspaper having gen­
('ral' circulat!on published in the county, (if no such newspaper is published in the county, 
the notice shall be published in the newspaper of general circulation published nearest 
the parcel of land involved). The rig:bt of the owner or owners to clailll for damages 
for the protection regulations imposed in the plans and specifications, or the removal 
of obstructions shall be forever barred, unless the owner shall file a claim for damages 
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with the commission or other body in charge within 6 months from the receipt of the 
notice from the commission, or other body in charge, or the posting and last publication. 
The claim shall be verified and shall state the amount of damages claimed. The com­
mission or other body in charge may pay the damages, if it has available funds, and the 
payment shall operate as a conveyance. If no claims for payment are filed or if payment 
is made, the commission or other body in cha1'ge shall file an affidavit for each· parcel in­
V(jlved setting f01'th the rights acquired which shall be recorded by the register of deeds 
without charge and when so recorded shall have the same effect as any duly recoi'ded 
instrument. In case any owner shall be a minOT or non compos mentis, the notice may be 
sent by registered mail to his g'uardian, if· he has one, and if he has none the county 
court of the county in which the land, 01' a large1' part, is located shall upon application 
of the commission or other body in charge appoint a gua1'dian to. receive said notice, and 
to protect the rights of the said minoT or non compos mentis. Any funds payable to said 
minor or non compos mentis, shall be cared for in the manner provided in chapter 319. If 
the commission .01' other body in charge shall dee;rn the damages claimed to be excessive, 
it shall so rep OTt to the governing body or bodies which established the airpOl't, landing 
:field or landing' and take-off strip in question and with its consent may acquire in the 
name of said governmental body or bodies the protection privilege desired in the manner 
set forth in subsection (1) or in the alternative, it may deposit with the county clerk an 
award and notify the owner or owners of the land involved in the method above specified. 
The land owner or owners.may accept the award without prejudice to his right to claim and 
contest for a greate1' sum. Theland.owner may, within a period of 6 months after notice 
of the awal'd, proceed as provided in chapter 32 to have his damages appraised. 

(3) The power and authority to proteot airports .conferred in subsections (1) and 
(2). may be exercised f1'olll time to time; amended plans and specifications lllay be filed 
in the register of deeds' office, and new protection privileges acquired f1'om time to tillle in 
the methods provided hy this section. . . 

(4) The duty to prevent encroachments by growth of trees or other vegetation, 01' 

otherwise, upon the protection privileges acquired by any airport, landing field, landing 
and take-off strip, shall be upon the owner or owners of the parcel of land affected. by 
the protection privilege only in cases where the owner or owners have received compen­
sation for the protection privilege. Any such encroachment is declared to be a private 
Iluisance and may be abated.in the manner prescribed in chapter 280. In cases where 
no compensation has been paid for the protection privilege, encroachments shall be 
removed by the owner or the authority in charge of the airport, landing field, or landing 
and take-off strip lind shall be, in case of a publicly owned airport, landing field or landing 
and take-off strip, a city, village, town or county charge as the case may bc. In removing 
such encroachments, the owner or authority in charge of the airport, landing field or .land­
ing. and take-off strip in question, may go up on the land and remove the encroachment 
without being liable for damages in so doing. 

(5) It shall be unlawful for anyone to build, create, cause to be built or created, 
any object, plant, or cause to be planted, any tree or trees or other vegetation, which shall 
encroach upon any acquired protection privilege. In addition to the penalty seLforth 
in section 114.27, such encroachment is declared to be a private nuisance and may be 
removed in the manner prescribed in chapter 280.

114.136 Airport approach protection. (1) POWERS OF :lIIUNICIPALITIES. (a) Any 
county, citYI village or town that is the owner of a site for an airport which has been 
approved for such purpose by the appropriate agencies of the state and the federal 
government may p1'otect the aerial approaches to such site by ordinance regulating, re­
stricting and determining the nse, location, height, number of stories and size of build~ 
ing's and structlu'es and objects of natural growth in the vicinity of snch site and may 
divide the territory to be protected into several areas and impose different regulations aild 
l'estrictions with respect to each area. The provisions of such ordinance shall be effective 
whether the site and the lands affected by snch ordinance are located within or without 
the· limits of such county, city, village or town, and whether 01' not such buildings, struc­
tures and objects of natural growth are in existence on the effective date of the ordinance. 
Such regulations, restrictions and determinations are declared to be for the purpose of 
promoting' the public safety, welfare and convenience, and may be adopted, enforced and 
administered without the consent of any other governing body. Any ordinance adopted 
under this section may be amended from time to time in the same manner as is provided 
for the adoption of the original ordinance in subsection (2). The authority granted in 
this section shall be independent and exclusive of any other authority granted in the 
statutes. 

(b) When an airport site is owned jointly by 2 or more units of government, such 
ordinance may be adopted by joint action of the governing bodies of such units. III such 
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case, such governing bodies shall meet jointly to select a, joint commission consisting of 
one member from each governing body selected by that governing body and, if there 
be 2, the members so selected shall elect a third member. Such joint commission shall 
elect a chairman and a secretary, and shall have authority to formulate a tentative 
ordinance and hold public hearings as provided in subsection (2). At least 15 days 
written notice of the meeting to select a joint commission shall be given to each gov­
erning body by filing a copy of such written notice with the clerk thereof. Such notice 
may be given on the initiative of one such governing body or jointly by more than one. 
The governing' bodies that attend such meeting may proceed jointly. If one attends, 
or if only one favors an ordinance, it may proceed alone without appointing a com­
mission, but no ordinance applicable to a jointly owned airport shall be adopted by a 
governing body acting alone unless it has given notice of meeting to select a joint com­
mission as provided by this subsection, and such ordinance shall be as effective as if 
adopted by the joint bodies. 

(2) FORMULATION OF ORDINANOE, PUBI,IO HEARING. (a) Except as p;rovided by sub­
section (1) (b) the county park commission in the case of any county, the city or village 
plan commission in the case of a city or village, or if there be no such commissions, a 
committee of the governing body 01' bodies of the county, city, village 01' town which 
owns the airport site shall first formulate a tentative ordinance and hold a public hcaring 
or hearings thereon in some public place within the county, city, village or town. At 
least 10 days notice of such hearing' or hearings shall be given by publication in the 
official paper at least 3 times or in some newspaper having general circulation 01' by 
posting in at least 3 public places in the area affected by the proposed ordinance. 

(b) The regulations, restrictions and determinations shall include, among other things, 
provisions for the limitation of the height of buildings, structures and objects of natural 
growth located not more than 3 miles from the boundaries of the airport site. Such regu­
lations, restrictions and determinations shall specify the maximum permissible height of 
buildings, structures and objects of natural growth and may specify such maximum per­
missible height as a ratio between the permissible maximum height of the building, struc­
ture or object of natural g'l'owth above the level of the airport site and its distance from 
the nearest point on the boundary of the airport site. For the purposes of this section, 
buildings, structures and objects of natural growth shall not be restricted to a height 
above the level of the ail1)Ort site which is less than one-thirtieth of its distance from the 
boundary of the airport site in the case of class I and II airports as classified by the civil 
aeronautics administration of the United States department of commerce and one-fiftieth 
of its distance from the boundary of the airport in the case of class III and larger air­
ports as classified by said administration. Provided, however, that a building, structure, 
or object of natural growth within 3 miles of the airport site may be restricted to a heig'ht 
of 150 feet above the airport level, which is defined as the lowest point planned on any 
runway. 

(e) Should a greater restriction be deemed necessary for the propei' protection of 
any part of the area affected, such greater restriction shall be secured by purchase or 
by the exercise of the right of eminent domain in the manner provided by chapter 32. 

(d) The heig'ht restrictions shall not apply to legal fences or to farm crops which 
are cut at least once each year. 

(3) NONOONFORMING USES. The lawful use of land, buildings and structmes existing 
at the time of the adoption or amendment of any ordinance under the authority of this 
section may l)e continued, although such use does not conform with the provisions of 
the ordinance. The expansion or enlargement of a nonconforming' use shall be in con­
formity ;with the ordinance. The governing body of the owner of the airport site may 
remove such nonconforming use or acquire the necessary air right over the same by 
purchase or exercise of the right of eminent domain in the manner provided by chapter 
32. 

(4) BOARD OF APPEALS. (a) Any ordinance adopted under the authority of this 
section shall provide for a board of appeals. If the county, city or village which is the 
owner of the airport has a zoning ordinance adopted under provision of law other than 
this section, the board of adjustment or board of appeals set up by such ordinance 
shall be the board of appeals under the ordinance adopted under this section, and shall 
have duties, powers and functions as provided by the zoning ordinance adopted under 
provisions of law other than this section, 

(b) If there be no such board of appeals or board of adjustment, any regulations 
adopted under this section shall provide for a board of appeals. Where the airport is 
owned jointly, the ordinance shall provide for a joint board of appeals. Such board 
shall be constituted and have all the powers, duties and functions as provided in section 
62.23 (7) (e), but not more than 2 members of such board shall be OW11e1'S 01' occupants 
of the area affected by the ordinance. 
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(5) ENFORCEMENT. The governing body of the county, city, village or town owning 
the airport site may provide for the enforcement of any ordinance or regulations 
enacted pursuant to this section. Such enforcement may be by a system of permits or 
any other appropriate method. The governing body enacting the ordinance may provide 
for the punishment of a violation of the ordinance by fine 01' imprisonment, or both.

114.14 Equipment, control of airport; expense; regulations. (1) The gove1'l1ing 
body of a city, village, town or county which has established an airport or landing field, 
01' landing and take-off strip, and acquired, leased or set apart real property for such 
purpose may construct, improve, equip, maintain and operate the same, or may vest 
jurisdiction for the construction, improvcment, equipment, maintenance and operation 
thereof in any suitable officer, board 01' body of such city, village,town or county. The 
cxpensea of such construction, improvement, equipment, maintenance and operation shall 
be a city, village, town 01' county charge as the case may be. The governing body of a city, 
village, town 01' county may adopt regulations, and establish fees or charges for the use 
of such airport or landing field, 01' may authorize an officer, board or body of such village, 
city, town or county having jurisdiction to adopt such regulations imd establish such 
fees 01' charges, subject however to the approval of such governing body before they 
shall take effect. 

(2) The gove1'l1ing' body of a city, village, town or cOlUIty which has established an 
airport may vest jurisdiction for the construction, improvement, equipment, maintenance 
and operation thereof in an airport commission of 3 commissioners. In the case of a 
county, such commissioners shall be appointed by the chairman of the county board, sub­
ject to the approval of the county board; in the case of cities, villages and towns by the 
mayors or city managers, village presidents and town chairmen, respectively. Theil' 
tel'ms shall be 6 years; on the first appointment the members shall be appointed for terms 
of 2, 4, and 6 years, respectively. Their compensation and allowance for expenses shall 
be as fixed by the governing body. Such commissioners shall be persons especially intei'­
ested in aeronautics. Such airport commission shall elect one member chairman and one 
secretary who shall keep an accurate record of all its proceedings and transactions and 
report such to the gove1'l1ing body. Such commission shall have complete and exclusive 
control and management over the airport for which it has been appointed. All moneys 
appropriated for the construction, improvement, equipment, maintenance 01' operation of 
an airport, managed as provided by this subsection, 01' earned by such airport or made 
available for its construction, improvement, equipment, maintenance or operation in any 
manner whatsoever, shall be deposited with the treasurer of the city, village, town 01' 

county where it shall be kept in a special fund and paid out only on order of the airport 
commission, drawn and signed by the secretary and countersigned by the chairman. In 
case of union ail'ports owned by 2 governmental units, one commissioner shall be first 
appointed as provided by this subsection, the third shall be appointed alte1'llately from 
each such unit starting with one from the governmental unit whose name comes first in 
the alphabet. In cases where there are 3 or morc such governmental units, one commis­
sioner shall be appointed for each. The length of the terms to be served by each shall he 
determined by lot. The moneys available for union airports shall be kept in the manner 
provided in this subsection in the treasury of one of the governmental units selected by 
thc commission, and paid out in like manner. 

(3) In carrying' out its duties the airport commission may employ a manager who may 
be a member of the commission and fix his compensation (but no member of the com­
mission shall vote on the question of llis selection as manager nor on any question as to his 
compensation), and employ and fix the compensation of such other employes as may be 
deemed necessary; may make such contr!l.cts 01' other arrangements as may be deemed 
necessary for the construction, improvement, equipment, maintenance or operation of 
the airport; lllay contract with the United States 01' any agency thereof; may contract with 
private parties for a term not to exceec110 years for the operation of the airport, including 
all necessary arrangements for the improvement and equipment and successful operation 
thereof. Provided, that in no case shall the public be deprived of equal and uniform use 
of the airport; and further, that no act, contract, lease or any activity of the airport 
commission shall be 01' become a binding contract on any government unit unless ex­
pressly authorized, and then only to the extent so expressly authorized.

114.15 Appropriation, taxation for airports. The local authorities of a city, vil­
lage, town 01' county to which this chapter is applicable having power to appropriate money 
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therein may annually appropriate and cause to be raised by taxation in such city, village, 
town or county, a sum ~ufficient to canoy out the provisions of this chapter. 

114.151 Union airports. All powers conferred upon any county, city, village or 
town by sections 114.11 to 114.15, relating' to the acquisition, esta,blishment, construction, 
ownership, control, lease, equipment, improvement, maintenance, operation and regula­
tion of airports or landing fields may be exercised by any 2 or more municipalities in 
the' establisllluent, acquisition, equipment and operation of joint airports or landing 
fields. The governing body of any county, city, village or town participating in the 
ownership or operatioil of a joint airport as provided in this section may by resolution 
withdraw from such joint operation or control and may relinquish its interest in the air­
port. 

114.16 Pilots; federal license or permit. It shall be unlawful for any person to 
pilot within this state any eivil aircraft, unless such person is the holder of a currently 
effective pilot's license or student's permit issued by the government of the United States i 
but this restriction shall not apply to any person operating any aircraft licensed by a 
foreign country with which the United States has a reciprocal agreement covering the 
opera tion of such licensed aircraft. 

114.17 Mechanic's license, issue, presentation. Any person repairing, adjusting, 
ilispecting or ovm'hauling aircraft or aircraft engines within this state shall be iIi pos­
session of a mechanic's license issued to him by the department of commerce of the United 
States, which must be presented for iilspection upon demand of any passenger, 'peace 
officer of this state, or any official, manager or person in charge of any airport or hmdin.g 
field in this state. . 

114.18 Aircraft; airworthiness; federal license. It shall be unlawful for any per­
son to operate, pilot or navigate, or caltse or authorize to be operated, piloted or navigated 
within this state any civil aircraft. unless such aircraft has a currently effective license 
issued by the government of the United States or has been duly identified by the gov­
ernment of the United States but this 1'estriction shall not apply to aircraft licensed bya 
f01'eign country with which the United States has a reciprocal ag'l'eementcovering the 
operations of such licensed aircraft, 01' to a nonpassenger-cai'rying flight solely for inspec­
tion or test purposes authorized by the United States to be made without snch license. 

114.19 Display of licenses. The certificate of the license or permit respectively re­
quired of a pilot or' a student shall be kept in the personal possession of the licensee 
or permittee when he is ope1'ating an ai1'craft within this state. Tbe certificate of 1.ht' 
license 1'equired for an aircraft shall be car1'iecl in the aircraft at all times and shall be 
conspicuously posted therein in cleaT view of passengers. Such certificate of pilot's license, 
student's permit 01' airc1'aft license shall be p1'esented fo1' inspection upon the clemand 
of any passenger, any peace officer of· this state, any autbo1'izecl official, 01' any official,. 
manager or person in charge of any airpo1't in this state upon which it shall land, or upon 
the reasonable request of any other pe1'son. In any criminal prosecution under any of 
the provisions of this chapter, a defendant who relies upon a license or pel'mit of any 
kind shall have the burden of proving that he is properly licensed or is the possessor of II 
propel' license 01' permit. The fact of nonissuance of such license or permit may be evi­
denced by a certificate signed by the official having power of issuance, or his deputy, under 
seal of office, stating that he has made diligent search in the records of his office and that 
from the records it appears that no such license or permit was issued. 

114.20 Aircraft to be registered; fee in lieu of taxes; filing of documentary liens 
on aircraft; penalties. (1) All ai1'craft customarily kept in this state shall be regis­
tered with the state aeronautics commission on 01' before November 1, 1953, and annually 
thereafter on or before November 1. All ai1'craft purchased to be customarily kept in 
this state shall be registered by the purchaser with the comniission within 30 days after 
purcllase, except that this subsection shall not apply to aircraft bronght into the state by 
a dealer for pU1'poses of sale. The fee fo1' such 1'eg'istration s11all be as set f01'th in sub. 
(2). The com111ission shall issue a ce1'tificate of registration upon payment of the fee, . 
which certificate shall be displayed in a prominent manner in the aircraft at all times. 

(2) The owner of ai1'craft customa1'ily kept in this state shall pay a 1'eg'istration fee 
on such aircraft in lien of general property taxes. Such registration fee shall be paid in 
full except as hereinafte1' provided, and shall he determined as follows:

76.02 (6) [(5a)]. 

(6) The owner and holder of documentary liens upon aircraft may record the same, 
01' a duplicate copy thereof and any assignment and affidavits pertaining thereto with the 
commission, and such recording shall be valid thereafter to all persons.

114.30 Aeronautics co~mission., . (1) MEMBERSHIP. There is hereby- ~reate,(f' ~ 
state aeronau.tics commissioJ;lconsisting of 5 members to ,be 'appointed by the gove'rhpr 
with the advice and consent of the senate. The members of the said commission shall P(l 
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men qualified by their knowledge of, experience in or interest in aeronautics. Of the 
members first appointed, 2 shall serve for tel1US ending April 30, 1947; 2 for terms 
ending on April 30, 1949; and one for a term ending on April 30, 1951. Successive mem­
bers shall be appointed for terms of 6 years each. Members shall continue to serve until 
their successor is appointed and qualified. Members of the commission shall receive no 
pay for their services as such members, but shall be reimbursed for actual and necessary 
expenses incurred in the performance of their duties. 

(2) ORGANIZATION, MEETING, REPORT. The commission shall, within 30 days after its 
appointment, meet, organize, adopt a seal, and make such rules and regulations for its 
administration, not inconsistent herewith, as it may deem expedient and may from time 
to time amend such rules and regulations. At such organization meeting it shall elect 
from among its members a chairman, a vice chairman, and a secretary, to serve for one 
year, and annually thereafter shall elect such officers; all to serve until their successors 
are appointed and qualified. Meetings may be called by the chairman and shall be called 
on the request of 2 members, and may be held as often as necessary, and may be at 
places other than the state capitol. Three members shall constitute a quorum for tJw 
transaction of business. All regular and special commission meatings shall be open to 
the public. It shall report in writing to the governor on 0]' about December 1 of each 
yEar. Said report shall contain a summary of its proceedings during the preceding' fiscal 
year. a detailed and itemized statement of all revenue and of all expenditures made by 
or in behalf of the commission, such other information as it may deem necessary or 
useful and any additional information whicla may be requested by the governor. 

(3) DIRECTOR; SALARY, QUALIFICATIONS, DU'rIES. The commission shall employ a di­
rector of aeronautics who shall continue in office at the pleasure of the commission and 
shall be reimbursed for all traveling and other expenses inC\u'l'ed by him in the discharge 
of his official duties. Such director skall be a person having executive ability and experi­
ence in aeronautics, and shall not be subject to the provisions of chapter 16 governing the 
competitive division of the classified service .. He shall be qdministrative head of the com­
mission, shall be responsible to the commission for the execution of its policies; and shall 
exercise the powers of the commission in the interim of its meetings but subordinate 
thereto. ·He shall not have any pecuniary interest in or anJ stock in or any bonds of any 
civil aeronautics enterprise.

114.31 Powers and duties of commission. '(1) GENERAL. The commission shall haye 
g'eneral supervision of aeronautics in the state and promote and foster a sound develop­
ment of aviation in this state, promote aviation education and training programs; assist in 
the development of aviation and aviation facilities, safeguard the interests of those en­
gag-ed in all phases of aviation, formulate and recommend and promote reasonable regu­
latiol1t'3 in the interests of safety, and co-ordinate state aviation activities with those of 
other states and the federal government. The commission shall have all powers that ate 
necessary to carry out its policies, including' the right to require. that statements made to it 
be under oath. The commission is especially charged with the duty of informing itself 
regarding' all federal laws that affect aerona\ltics in this state, all reg'ulations pursuant to 
such laws, and all pending legislation providing for a national airport system, in order 
that it may recommend to the governor and the legislature such measures as will best 
enable this state to derive the maximum benefits from such legislation if and when it shall 
become effective. It shall be the duty of all other state boards, commissions, departments 
and institutions, especially the appropriate educational institutions to co-operate with the 
aeronautics commission. 

(2) STUDIES AND INVESTIGATIONS. It shall conduct studies and investigations with 
reference to the most effective development and operation of airports and all other 
aeronautical facilities, and issue reports of its findings from time to time. 

(3) AVIATION EDUCA'l'ION AND TRAINING. In cooperation with the appropriate edu­
cational institutions of the state, and jointly with them it shall formulate programs of 
aviation education and training, and disseminate information regarding such programs. 

(4) CO-OPER.Al:I'ION WITH FEDERAL AERONAUTICAL AGENCY. It shall coopel'ate with and 
assist the federal government, the political subdivisions of this state, and others engaged 
in aeronautics or the promotion of aeronautics, and shall seek to coordinate the aero­
nautieal activities of these bodies. To this end, the commission is empowered to confer 
with or to hold joint hearings with any federal aeronautical agency in connection with 
any matter arising under chapter 114, relating to t.he sound development of aeronaut.ics. 
and to avail itself of the cooperation, services, records and facilities of such federal 
ag~n~i~s, as fully a~, may be. pr~cticable, in. the adn,linistration of said s~?t!ons: It shall 
flhmsh .. to the federal age:qcIes Its coopel'ah\.Jll, servlces, records and faCIlItIes, III so far 
as may be pra'cticable. 
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(5) AIR MARKING SYSTE1>L It shall cooperate with the federal government in any 
ail' marking system and weather information. 

(6) TECHNICAl, SERVICES TO :MUNICIP ALITIES. It may, in so far as is reasonably 
possible, offer the engineering or other technical service of the commission, without 
charge, to any municipality desiring them in connection with the construction, main­
tenance or operation or proposed construction, maintenance or operation of an airport. 
Municipalities are authorized to cooperate with the commission in the development of 
aeronautics and aeronautical facilities in this state. The state planning board and all 
other agencies are authorized and directed to make available such facilities and services, 
and to cooperate as far as possible to promote the best interests of aeronautics of the 

.state. 
(7) INSURANOE ON PASSENGERS. In the performance of its duty to promote and foster 

aviation education and the sound development of aviation in this state, as provided by 
subsection (1), and increase knowledge of the state and its resources, the commission is 
authorized, in connection with chartered flig'hts sponsored by educational institutions ap­
pro;ved by the commission, to enter into contracts with insurance companies authorized to 
transact business in this state for the purpose of issuing insurance to passengers aga.inst 
injuries sustained in connection with such sponsored flights. In order to effectuate such 
contracts the commission is authorized to advance deposit premiums out of its appropri­
ation by section 20.053 in aggregate amounts not exceeding $500; such deposit premiums 
to be repaid by the insurers from premiums collected by the insurers from thc insured, in 
accordance with the contract. The commission shall designate an employe to act as its 
authorized representative to supervise such sponsored flights, whose duty it shall be to 
require compliance with all federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations designed 
to promote safety, to keep an account of the insurance issued to passengers and premiums 
collected, and perform such other duties as the commission may require. Such authorized 
representative may assist the insurer in the issuance of insurance to passengers in such 
sponsored flights, but shall receive no compensation for any services so rendered. At the 
termination of the period covered by a contract, the insurer shall repay the advanced 
premium, less any alllount by which the aggregate amount of premiums guaranteed under 
the contract shall exceed the aggregate amount of premiums collected. Such repayment 
shall be paid into the state treasury and be credited to the appropriation by section 20.053.

114.32 Federal aid for airports. (1) CmrmssION MAY ACOEPT. The commission is 
authorized to co-operate with ,the government of the United States, and any agency or 
department thereof in the acquisition, constrnction, improvement, maintenance and oper­
ation of airports and other air navigation facilities in this state, and to comply with the 
laws of the United States and any regulations made thereunder for the expenditure of 
federal moneys upon such airports and other air navigation facilities, and may enter into 
any contracts necessary to accomplish such purpose. It is authorized to accept, receive 
and receipt for federal moneys and other mDneys, either public or private, for and in 
be~alf of this state or any municipality thereof, for training and education programs, for 
the acquisition, construction, improvement, maintenance and operation of airports and 
other aeronautical facilities, whether such work is to be done by the state or by such mu­
nicipalities, or jointly, aided by grants of aid from the United States, upon such terms 
and conditions as are or may be prescribed by laws of the United States and any rules 01' 

i'egulations made thereunder, and it is authorized to act as agent of any municipality of 
this state upon the request of such municipality, in accepting, receiving and receipting for 
such moneys in its behalf for airports, and in contracting for the acquisition, improve­
ment, maintenance or operation of airl)orts financed either in whole or in part by federal 
moneys, and the governing body of any such lllunicipality is authorized to designate the 
commission as its agent for such pUTposes and to enter into an agreement with it prescrib­
ing the terms and conditions of such agency in accordance with federal laws, rules and 
regulations and with chapter 114. Such moneys as are paid over by the United States 
government shall be retained by the state or paid over to said municipafities under such 
ter111S and conditions as may be imposed by the United States government in making such 
grants. 

(3) CONTRACTS. All contracts for the acquisition, construction, improvement, main­
tenance and operation of airports and other aeronautical facilities, made by the com~ 
lilission ~ther as the agent of this state 01' as the agent of any municipality, shall be 
made pul.'suant to the laws of this state governing the making of like contracts; pro­
vided, however, that where the acquisition, construction, improvement, maintenance and 
operation or any airport 01' landing strip and other aeronautical facilities is financed 
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or partially financed with federal· moneys, the commission, as agent of the state or of any 
municipality thereof, may let contracts in the manner prescribed by the federal author~ 
ities,aeting under the laws of the United States, find any rules or regulations made 
thereunder, notwithstanding any other state law to the contrary. 

(4) DISPOSITION OF FEDERAL FUNDS. All moneys accepted for disbursement by 
the commission pursuant to this section shall be deposited in the stare treasl'll'Y, and, 
unless otherwise prescribed by the authority fr(,)m which the money is received,. kept in 
separate funds, desig'nated according to the purpose for which the moneys were m!!de 
avail a ble, and held l}y. the state in trust' for such purposes. All, such moneys . are ap­
propriated for the purposes for which the same were made available to .be expended in 
accOl'dance with federal laws and regulations and with chapter 114. The commission is 
authorized, whether acting for this state or as the agent of any of its municipalities, or 
when ,requested by the United States government 01' any agency or department thereof, 
to disburse such moneys for the designated purposes, but this shall not preclude any 
other authorized. method of disbursement. 

(5) LOCAL PROJECTS AND FUNDS ;cmLMISSION'S FUNCTIONS. No county,eity, village 
or town, whether acting singly 01' jointly with a county, city, village or town, shall sub­
mit to the administratOl' of civil aeronautics of the United States any project application 
under the provisions of section 9 (a) of the federal airport aet, or any amendment 
thereof, unless the project and the project application have been first 'approved by the 
commission. No such county, city, village or town shall directly accept, receive, receipt 
for or disburse any funds granted by the United States under the federal airport act, but 
it shall designate the commission as its agent and in its behalf to accept, receive, receipt 
for and disburse such funds. It shall entm' into an agreement with the commission pre­
scribing the, terms and conditions of the commission's functions under such· agency in 
accordance with federal laws, rules and 'regulations mid applicable laws of this state; 

114.33 Initiation of airport project; sponsorship. (1) Any county, city, village 
or town, either singly or jointly with one or more counties, cities, villages ortowns,desir­
ing to sponsor an airport development project t('J be constructed with federal aid as pro­
vided by the federal airport act and state aid or with the state aid alone as provided by 
this chapter, may initiate such project in the manner provided by this section.: Any state 
agency may initiate and sponsor an airport pl'oject in the same manner as a local.govern­
ing body. 

(2) Such initiation shall be by a petition filed with the commission by the governing 
body or· bodies of the counties, cities, villages 01' -towns desiring to sponsor the project, 01' 

by the state agency setting forth among other things that the airport is micessary and the 
reason therefor; the class of the airport that it is desired to develop, the location in gen­
eral, and the proposed site if such has been tentatively selected; the character, extellt and 
kind of impi'ovenient desired under the project, and any other statements that the petition­
ers may desire to make. On receipt of such petition there shall be a hearing in the matter 
by the commission at some place convenient to the petitioners. At least 10 days' notice shall 
lJe giveri to each petitioning governing body 01' state agency by registered letter addressed 
to the clerk thereof, and in the case of petitioning governing bodies by publication in one 
or more newspapers likely to give notice. of such hearing. 

(3) The co~mission shall make its finding within a reasonable time after the hearing, 
If such finding be generally favorable to the development petitioned .for, the commis­
sion shall submit its finding to the governor for approval and no finding favQring an air~ 
port development project shall. be effective unless the governor's approval is .indorsed 
thereon in writing. If such finding' is approved by the gove1'llor the com.mission shall 
notify the petitioners to that effect by filing a copy of its finding, which shall include 
among other thing·s the location of the approved site, the character and. extent of the im­
provements deemed necessary, and an approximate estimate of the costs and .the amQ\V1t 
to: be paid by the sponsor. Such finding shall const~tute approval of the airport site so 
specified as a portion of the state airport system. On receipt of such finding the sponsors 
shall take action at their next meeting toward, providing their share of the cost and shall 
promptly notify the commission. The sponsors may proceed in accordanc.ewith the 
finding to acquire the site and to make master development plans and project plans, and 
shall be entitled to receive credit therefor as provided by the fedel'al airport act and by 
this chapter. On, completion. and approval of the plans a revised estimate of the project 
costs shall be made for tIle purposes of the .project application. 

(4) All projects for the development of airports with federal aid shall be in compliance 
with the federal airport act, and the regulations under it. All plans and other al'range­
ments for development of projects ivith state aid alone shall, be subject to the approvill of 
the commission. 
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(5) In the case of projects to be carried out by contract, force account, or by a county 
highway committee in a manner similar to the applicable provisions of s. 84.06 (3), the 
sponsor's share of the cost of a project shllll be deposited in the state treasury promptly 
on the request of the commission, to be held in trust for the purposes of the project. The 
commission need not request the entire ,share at anyone time. The commission shall have 
the right to suspend or discontinu'e . .proceedings .01' construction relative to any project at 

. any time if any sponsor shall fail to pay the amount properly required of it as its con­
tribution to such project. III the case· of projects .oi·parts of projects authorized by the 
commission to be performed by force account methods, the commission may permit the 
sponsor to retain the sponsor's share of the cost of such authorized project work provided 
the sponsor is to do the work. In such case the sponsor will be periodically reimbursed 
for the state 01' federal share, 01' both, on the basis of midited costs incurred by the sponsor.

114.34 State and sponS<1>r's share of costs. (I), The costs of projects under the 
fedei'al l~irport act, in excess of the federal goVel'lllnent··s sh~re, shall be . borne by the. 
sponsor and the state, except that the state shall pay not more than one-half of such 
excess costs, nor more than $35,000 for the cost of a building project 01' building improve-. 
ment project amI no part of the cost of hang·ars. Sponsors who have undertaken the con­
structionof municipal airport building projects subsequent to January 1, 1951, shalF be 
entitled to state aid. 

(2) The costs of projects not under the federal airport act shall be borne by the 
sponsor and the state. The state shall pay n6t more than one-half of such costs, which 
may include the cost of the.land, the cost ~f lands 01' interest in lands deemed necessary 
for the protection of the aerial approaches, the cost of formulating the project applica­
tion and preparing the plans and specifications, the ,cost of construction and of all fa cUi­
ties deemed necessary for the operation of the airport. The state shall not con.tribute 
more than $35,000 for the cost of a building project or building improvement project and 
no part of the cost of hangars.

114.35 Federal aid; state and local funds. (1) It is declared to be the poliay of 
the state to provide each year an amount approximately equal to the estimated average 
am01.Ult .to be apportioned to, the state u11(ll1r the federal airport act. The conllnission 
shall use the a1p.ountprovided by the state to assist. sponsors in matching' the federal aid 
that tlley may become available to the state under section 6(a) of the federal airport act 
or available to . specific projects withillthe state that they may be determined' by the 
administrator under section 6 (b) of the federal airport act. to aid sponsors in the devel­
opment of approved projects on the state system independent of federal aid and for air­
marking and air navigation facilities. 

. (2) In order that the people from all parts of the state may have opportunity to 
benefit from the airpolts and other aeronmitical facilities to be developed under the 7-year 
progl'iJm contemplated by tlle federal airport act, the commission shall make a preliminary 
appoi'tionment of the amount' estimated to become available to the state under section 
6 (a) of such act in the course of the 7-year program, for airport development by each 
county and its cities, villages arid towns. Such preliminary' apportionment for airport 
development lJY each county and its cities, villages and towns, shall he three-fourths in 
the proportion wh~ch the total populatirii1 of the county bears to the total population of 
the state and one-fourth in the proportion which the total area of each county bears to 
the total area of the state. . 

(3)' The amount of federal aiel made available for airport development under section 
6 (a) of. the federal airport act by any COllnty and its cities, villages and towns through 
applications approved prior to July 1, 1949, shall not exceed the preliminary apportion­
ment to that county, but allocations of feaeral aid made prior to August 23, 1947 shall not 
he affected by this section. Feeleral aiel for projects on or after July 1, 1949, shall be 
made availabl.e without reference to such preliminary apportionment.
