Upon the refusal of the legislature to allow a 
claim against the state the claimant may commence an action against the state by serving 
the summons and complaint on the attorney-general or by leaving copies at his office and 
by filing with the clerk of court a bond, not exceeding $1,000, with two or more sureties, 
to be approved by the attol'lley-general, to the effect that he will indemnify the state 
against all costs that may accrue in such action and pay to the clerk of court all costs, in 
case he shall fail to obtaiil judgment against the state.

285.04 Judgment, how paid. No execution shall issue against th~. state on any 
judgment, but w1lenever a final judgment against the state shall have been obtained in any 
such action the clerk shall make and fUl'llish to the director of budget and accounts a duly 
certified transcript of such judgment; and the director of budget and accounts shall 
thereupon audit the amount of damages and costs therein awarded, and the same shall be 
paid out of the state treasury. 

285.05 Oompensation for innocent convicts. (1) The govel'llor and the director 
of the state department of public welfare constitute a commission for the relief of 
innocent persons who have been convicted of crime. 

(2)' Any person who after May 10, 1913 shall serve a term of imprisonment under con­
viction for a crime against the state, of which crime he claims to be innocent, or any person 
who has been pardoned on the ground of innocence and whose imprisonment shall thereby 
be shortened, may petition the commission for compensation for such wrongful imprison­
ment. 

(3) After hearing the evidence on the petition, the commission shall find either that it 
is clear beyond a reasonable doubt that the petitioner was innocent of the crime for which 
he suffered imprisonment, or that it is not clear beyond a reasonable doubt that he was 
innocent. Upon the hearing- the record of the trial in which the conviction was had may be 
presented to the commission for the purpose of enabling it to understand the situation, but 
the finding of the commission shall be based only on such evidence or circumstances as have 
been discovered or have arisen since conviction. 

(4) If the cOlllmission shall find that the petitioner was innocent and that he did not by 
his act or failure to act contribute to bring about the conviction and imprisonment for which 
he seeks compensation, the commission shall find the amount which will compensate him for 
his wrongful imprisonment but not to exceed five thousand dollars and at a rate of com­
pensation not gl'eater than fifteen hundred dollars pel' year for the imprisonment. If the 
commission shall find that the amount it is able to award will not be an adequate com­
pensation it shall report an amount to the legislature which it shall deem adequate. 
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(5) The commission shall keep a complete record of its proceedings in each case and 
of all the evidence. The findings and the award of the commission shall be subject to 
review as provided in chapter 227. 

285.06 Payment toward state employe judgments. (1) The governor, the chair­
man of the senate finance committee, the chairman of the assembly finance committee and 
the director of public welfare shall constitute a commission, for the relief of law enforce­
ment officers employed by the statewllO have jUdgments against them for damages caused 
while in their line of duty where they acted in good faith and who have incurred charges 
for counsel fees and costs in defending said action. 

(2) Any such judgment debtor may petition the commission, setting forth the amount'. 
of the judgment, fees and costs wIDch he must pay, the facts and circumstances causing 
the damages resulting in the judgment and the reasons for claiming relief under this sec­
tion. The petition may be filed in the executive office. 

(3) Upon receipt of such petitions the cOlllmission shall fix a time and place for hear-
ing the matter and give notice thereof to the petitioner. . 

(4) Upon the hearing the record of the trial in which the judgment was had may be 
presented to the commission but the findings, conclusions and determination and the award 
of, 01; the denial thereof by the commission, shall be based on all the evidence and circum-
stances submitted, to it which bear on thc petition. . 

(5) Hfrom its findings'of fact the commission cOllCludes that the petitioner was in 
line of duty as a law enf01;cement officer of the state and acted in good faith at the time of 
the transaction in question, the commission shall so award, and cel'tify to the petitioner 
the amount of the judgment, fees and costs ,which the petitioner must pay, from the ap-
propriation made by s. 20.024, ,but not to exceed $5,000. , 

. (6) H th~, commission shall ,find that theamquntit is able to award will not be ade-
quate it shall report. the amount of the difference to the legislature for its action. . 

(7) The commission shall keep a cOll~plete l'ecOl'd of its, proceedings in each case and 
of all the ,evidence. The findings, conclusions, determination and award shall be subject 
to review as provided in ch. 227.
