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43.01 State library; trustees.. The justices of the supreme court and the attorney-
general shall be ex officio trustees of the state library, and shall have full power to make
and enforce, hy suitable penalties, such rules and regulations for the custody, superin-
tendence, care and preservation of the hooks and other property contained in said library,
and for the arrangement thereof as to said trustees shall seem necessary and proper.

43,015 Differences with publishers of Wisconsin reports. The trustees of the state
library may compromise the differences between the state and the publishers of the Wis-
consin reports of the decisions of the supreme court as to the rights and duties of such
publishers after the limitations for publishing such reports under their confracts have
expired and may acquire for the stafe any stereotyped plates from which sueh reports are
printed as they may deem advisable to acquire and may authorize the disposition or
sale of same.

43.02 State law librarian, assistant and clerical force. The bhoard of trustees shall
appoint a librarian, who shall serve under such conditions as shall be fixed by said hoard.
He shall execute and file an official hond with good and sufficient surety in the sum of
$10,000 to be approved by the trustees. Said board may also engage an assistant librarian
and such clerical and expert assistance as shall be requisite in the proper care and main-
tenance of the library. The president of the hoard shall certify its appointments here-
under to the director of budget and accounts, with amount of salary and the date of the
commencement of the service of each appointee, and shall also notify him of the ter-
mination of such service. The pay of the librarian and other employes of the library shall
be fixed by said hoard. The librarian shall be paid his actual and necessary travel ex-
penses in attending the annual conference of the American Association of Law Libraries.

43.03 Rules and regulations. - It shall be the duty of said trustees to provide by
rules and regulations:

(1) That said library shall be kept open every day during the sessions of the supreme
eourt and of the legislature, and on such other days and during such hourg as they may
direct, except Sundays.

(2) That books may be borrowed therefrom, under proper restrictions, by any state
officer or member or officer of the legislature during the session thereof, or by any judge
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of the United States, upon written request, when holding court at Madison; but that no
memnber of the legislature or officer thereof shall take more than five books at one time
nor retain the same for more than five days, and that no book shall be taken out of the
city of Madison,

(3) That attorneys and others shall be pelmltted to use, under proper restrictions,
any books within said library.

(4) Such fines, penalties and forfeitures for any violation of the rules and regulations
established by them for the management of said library and for the care and preserva-
tion of the books therein as to: them shall seem necessary, and all such fines, penalties and
forfeitures shall be sued for and collected hefore any court having JllllSlethll of such
action,

43,04 Oatalogue. The tristees may, whenever they deem it necessary, dneet the
catalogue of said library or any part thereof to be printed.

43,05 Duty of librarian. It shall be the duty of the librarian:

(1) To give his personal attention at the library during the hours it shall be dlrected
to be kept open.,

(2) To keep an aceount of all books or pamphlets added to the library by purchase
‘or otherwise, and of all lost, destroyed, worn out or sold during his term, spec]fymg dates,
cost and values, and other material facts.

(3) To keep a full and accurate eatalogue of the library, noting all changes at the time
when made; and whenever directed by the frustees, to cause the same to be properly
printed.

(4) To keep a true account of every hook or pamphlet taken from the hb1a1y, charg-
ing the same to the proper officer, with proper date and name of the person to whom
delivered.

(5) To report to the presiding officer of each house, ive days before the adjournment
of each session of the legislature, the number of hooks taken out of the library by the
members of each house and. not returned, giving titles of hooks, dates of taking, and
names of members to whom charged. All such books shall be immediately returned.

(6) To sue for every fine, penalty or forfeiture incurred by violation of the rules and
regulations preseribed by the trustees.

(7) To forward to the library of congress one copy of the supreme court reports and
two copies of the legislative journals, laws and public documents published by authority
of the state, and one ecopy of each of such pubhcatlons and of the blue book to the several
states and territories which practice like comify with this state, as soon as the same are
. ‘received from the superintendent of public property. He may also effect exchanges of
the statutes, laws and documents of this state with the libraries of foreign governments.
His account for the expenses of transporting books sent or received by exchange or pur-
chase, to be fixed by the director of budget and accounts, shall be paid out of the state
treasury, and charged to the proper appropriation for the law library.

(8) To perform all other duties prescribed by the trustees or by their rules and 1egu-
lations or imposed by law,

(9) Said librarian shall also cause to be installed and maintained in said library, in
the most scientific and improved manner, a card index and catalogue of the books and ma-
terial therein contained. The assistants necessary to carry out the purpose of this section
shall be appointed in the manner provided by section 43.02. Said librarian may attend
the annual conferences of the American Association of Law Librarvies for the purpose of
studying modern methods of law library administration,

(10) Subject to the approval of the trustees the librarian may sell or exchanﬂe
duplicate books and pamphlets contained in the library.

43,06 Books to be delivered to, The acts of congress received from the general
government shall be deposited in the state library and be distributed as the trustees shall
direct. Hvery constitutional officer of the state who shall receive any volume of the laws,
journals, reports or other doecuments of any other state or territory or of the United States,
or any of the officers thereof, for the use of this stafe, shall promptly notify the state
librarian as to the receipt thereof and shall deliver the same as the state librarian may
direct. -

43,07 Revisor of the statutes. (1) APPOINTMENT; EXBMPT FROM OIVIL SERVIOE.
Upon the passage of this act, and thereafter on or after the third Wednesday in January
of each year in which the legislature shall meet in regular session, the trustees of the state
library shall appoint a revisor of the statutes, to be known as “Revisor.” The revisor so
appointed shall not he subjeet to the provisions of chapter 16.
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(2) Removar, The revisor and his assistants shall be subject. to removal at any time
by the trustees, for any cause deemed sufficient by them, and upon any such 1emoval they
may appoint a successor to such revisor or assistant.

(8) Tmrar. Such revisor shall hold office for the term of two years and until his
successor shall have been appointed and qualified.

(4) Asstsrants, Subject to the approval of the trustees of the state library he shall
‘appoint such assistants, clerks and stenographers as may be necessary. The compensation
of employes of the revisor shall be fixed by him with the approval of the trustees of the
state library ; they shall be paid their actual and necessary travel expenses.

(5) Orwioms, suppLims, ETC. The revisor shall be provided by the director of pur-
chases with suitable room or rooms convenient to the state library, necessary office furni-
ture, supplies, stationery, books, periodicals and postage, and in the use of the state
libravy he shall be subject to the general control of the trustees and the librarian,

(6) Traven. The revisor shall be paid his actual and necessary travel expenses,

43,08 Duties of revisor. (1) It shall be the duty of the revisor to.formulate and
prepare a definite plan for the order, classification, arrangement, printing and binding
of the statutes and session laws, and between and during sessions of the legislature to
prepare and at each session of the legislature to present to the judiciary committee of
the senate or the assembly or to the joint committee on revisions, repeals and uniform
laws, in such bill or hills as may be thought best, such consolidation, revision and other
matter relating to the statutes or any portion thereof as can be completed from time to
time.

(2) The revisor of statutes is anthorized to renumber any chapter or section of the
statutes for the purpose of revision, and to change reference numbers to agree with any
-renumbered chapter or section. Where the term “preceding section” or similar expres-
glons are used in the statutes the revisor may change the same by inserting the proper sec-
tion or chapter reference.

(8) Where the application or effect of a statute, by its terms, depends on the time
when the act creating the statute took effect, the revisor, in printing the statutes, may
substitute the actual effective date for the various forms of expression which mean that
date—such as “when this act (or chapter, or section) takes effect,” or “after (or hefore)
the effective date of this act (or chapter, or section).” '

43.09 Free library commission. (1) The governor shall appoint 4 persons for
terms of 5 years each, who, with the president of the university, the state superintendent
and the director of state historical society, or their designated representatives, shall con-
stitute a free library commission. The members initially appointed shall serve for terms
ending June 1, 1948, June 1, 1949, June 1, 1950 and June 1, 1951, respectively, and their
suecessors shall be appointed for full terms of 5 years. In making such appointments, the
governor shall give special consideration to persons who have demonstrated a knowledge
of and an interest in the purposes and functions of publie libraries. The officers of the
commission shall be a chairman to be elected from the members therveof for the term of
one year, and a secretary not of its own number, to be appointed by the commission, under
such conditions as to it shall deem adequate. Commissioners shall receive actual and neces-
sary travel expenses.

(Im) The secretary shall keep a record of the proceedings of the commission, keep
aceurate accounts of its finaneial transactions, have chavge of its work in organizing new
librariés and improving those already established, and in general perform such duties as
may from time to time be assigned him by said commission. In addition to his salary
he shall be allowed his actnal and necessary traveling expenses while absent from his
office upon the service of the commission, such expenses, when approved hy the chairman
or acting chairman, to be certified under oath to the director of budget and accounts in the
same manner as other hills incurred by the commission, Said commission may also engage,
from time to time, as desired, such other clerical and expert assistance as shall be requisite
in the performance of the work of the commission as set forth in this section.

(2) The commission shall give advice to all free libraries and to all communities
which may propose to establish them as fo the best means of establishing and administer-
ing such libraries, selecting and eataloguing books, and other details of library manage-
ment, and may send any of its members to aid in organizing such libraries or in the im-
plovement of those established.

(3) It shall establish a department of traveling libraries in charge of an officer es-
pecially qualified, and shall purchase books and supplies for traveling libraries and accept
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gifts for them. Said department of traveling libraries shall also aid in establishing and
supervising county systems of traveling librarvies. The said commission may also co-
operate with other state library commissions and libraries in the publication of doeu-
ments in order to secuve the more economical administration of the work for which it is
formed. Said commission shall make a biennial report to the governor. No member of
such commission shall be compensated for his services, but accounts for the traveling ex-
penses of the members thereof in attending meetings or in visiting, or establishing
libraries, and other necessary incidental expenses connected with their duties, may be
audited by the director of budget and accounts when certified by the chairman and secre-
tary of the commission. All payments arising under this section shall be charged to the
proper appropriation for the free library commission.

(4) The free library commission is hereby empowered to hold libraridng’ institutes in
the various parts of the state in order to train librarians of publie schools and traveling
libraries to make wiser and more effective use of the libraries in their charge. The com-
mission is also authorized to accept, arrange and circulate hooks, traveling libraries and
pictures to be loaned to public libraries, traveling library associations, study clubs, farm-
ing eommunities, charitable and penal institutions, and individuals, under such conditions
and instructions as shall make them the greatest good to the greatest number. Said com-
mission shall bind periodicals for fraveling libraries, encourage the growth of study clubs
in connection with them, train librarians to be better educators, aid more efficiently in the
proper organization of new libraries, and aid in building up a better system of popular
education for people who have finished their education in the schools.

43.10 Gifts and grants for library work. The free library commission may aecept .
on behalf of the state from the federal government or any agency thereof or from any
other source, and may receive and use gifts or grants of furniture, hooks, equipment, sup-
plies, money, or other property used or useful for library work. All moneys received
under this section shall be deposited in the general fund within one week after receipt
and are appropriated therefrom to the free library commission in acecordance with section
2014 (la).

43,11 Office, printing, etc. The commission shall also be allowed the use of suit-
able offices and equipment in the capitol, and the director of budget and aceounts shall
audit the duly certified bills of the commission for postage, expressage and telegraphing,
and the director of purchases shall andit necessary bills for freight. The state printer,
upon the order of the director of purchases, shall print such circulars, labels and blanks
and bind such material as may be required,

43,12 Assistance to state officers, legislators and libraries. The Wisconsin free
library eommission i hereby authorized and directed to assist state officers, members of
the legislature and other citizens who are studying the growth and development of the
affairs and institutions of this state, also to assist the public libraries in the state, in com-
pleting files of state publications and in so arranging them as to be of use to citizens of
their several localities.

43,13 Documents to be delivered. The proper officers of the respective houses of
‘the legislature or the hurean of purechases, as the case may be, shall promptly deliver to
the legislative reference library, as prinfed or otherwise reproduced, 3 copies of each
message, report, jomrnal, legislative hill, bulletin, cireular or public documents of what-
ever character, printed or otherwise reproduced at the expense of the state. Three copies
of all other such publications of whatever character shall be delivered to the legislative
reference library by the department, agency or commission of origin.

43,14 Depositories of public documents, The secretary of said free library com-
mission is hereby dirvected to ascertain and report to the director of purchases what public
libraries, in the state, containing more than one thousand volumes, including the libraries
of normal schools, academies and colleges, can suitably care for and advantageonsly use,
public doeuments printed by the state. The secretary of said commission shall designate
such libraries as depositories of state documents and shall, from time to time, prepare lists
of such depositories for the use of the director of purchases, The director of purchases
is hereby directed to furnish each library which is designated as a depository of state
documents one set of public documents, as they are published, and also copies of such other
reports and documents, printed at the expense of the state, as may be of general interest
and supplied to him in sufficient numbers to meet such demand,

4315 To maintain library in capitol. (1) The said commission is also authorized
and directed to maintain in the state capitol, for the use and information of the legisla-
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ture, the several state departments, and such other citizens as may desire to consult the
same, a legislative veference library, as complete as may be, of the several public docu-
ments of this and other states, and to purchase for said library standard works of use and
reference. The said commission may also collect, summarize and index information of a
legislative nature relating to legislation of foreign eountries, or states of this country, the
federal government and municipalities. The said commission may also make such inves-
tigation into statute law, legislative and governmental institutions as will aid the legisla-
ture to perform its duties in the most efficient and economical manner. The librarian of
the state library and the officers of state departments are hereby authorized to give or loan
to the free library commission or legislative reference library such books and documents
as will be useful to them. The said free library commission is also authorized to give or
loan to the state historieal society or to the state departments any hooks and documents
except those in current use in the legislative reference library.

(2) The free library eommission shall employ, during each legislative session, and the
period next preceding each session, draftsmen and such help as may he necessary for the
drafting of bills. ,

(8) The legislative reference library may employ outside the provisions of ch., 16 one
research associate authorized in its budget for specific research studies for the legislature.

43,16 Additions to libraries. The said free library ecommission is also authorized
to add to its libraries books of permanent value to students, and to loan such books,
singly or in traveling libraries, to public libraries, schools, women’s clubs, debating soecie-
ties, university extension circles, or students who are interested in investigating social,
political and eduncational problems, or studying literature, science or art, and to furnish
with such traveling libraries suitable outlines for study. It is the purpose of this pro-
vision to make possible in small communities by temporary supplies of good hooks, such
gerious study of worthy subjeets as is not ordinarily possible to persons who have no
aceess to large libraries, and to promote the organization and welfare of assoeiations for
serious study.

43,165 Public library certifications, (1) The free library commission shall issue
certificates to librarians and fix and publish necessary standards for public librarians and
public libraries. The qualifications for publie librarians shall be hased on edueation, pro-
fessional training, and experience. Standards for public libraries shall be based on the
population served, adequacy of the building and physical facilities, the quality and num-
ber of personnel, book resources and other library materials, financial support, and upon
such other standards as the commission shall find necessary to insure adequate library
service, Certificates already granted shall remain in full force and effect.

(2) After Janmary 1, 1923, the hoard of directors or other governing hody of any
public library, except in a city of the first class, supported in whole or in part by public
funds, shall not employ to fill a vacaney or in any new position created, any librarian or
full-time assistant who does not hold a library certificate provided for in subsection (4).
But any person employed as librarian or full-time assistant in a publie library on Janu-
ary 1, 1923, may continue in such position without a library certifieate.

(3) Application for library certificates under the provisions of this section shall he
made in writing to the commission and with each application shall be paid to the commis-
sion a fee of $1.

(4) The free library commission shall not adopt any standard lower than the follow-
ing:

(a) Grade 1: Requiring a degree from a college or university approved by an accred-
iting association of more than statewide standing, including or in addition to one year
of training in a library school accredited by the American library association and not
less than 4 years of successful experience in a library of recognized standing.

(b) Grade 2: Requiring a degree from a college or university approved by an
accrediting association of more than statewide standing and a 6 weeks’ public library
course or a degree including the equivalent of such a course and not less than 2 years
of successful experience in a library of recognized standing.

(e) Grade 3: Requiring high school graduation, a 6 weeks’ course in an aceredited
library school, and one year’s suecessful library experience.

(d) Grade 4: Requiring high school graduation, and including such additional re-
quirements as shall satisfy the commission that the applicant is able to do successful
library work in the position to which such library certificate makes such applicant eligible,

i (6) Whenever any applicant for a library certificate does not have the academic and
library school training preseribed in subsection (4), the commission may issue to said
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applicant a certificate of any grade if it satisfy itself by examination or otherwise that
the applicant has attainments substantially the equivalent of such prescribed education
and training and that all other conditions are met,

(7) The commission may issue to any person who has the required academic and
library training qualifications but lacks the required library experience, a license to en-
gage 1n eertain library work for not to exceed one year. If at the end of the year for
which such license is issued, the commission is satisfled that said person has done suc-
cessful library work during said year, it may renew such license from year to year for
such additional time as is required to qualify for the library certificate desived.-

(8) After Janunary 1, 1923, the board of directors or other governing hody of any
public library in a city of 8,000 population or over, except in a city of the first class,
shall not employ to fill a vacancy or in a new position created as librarian in charge of
such library any person who does not hold a first grade certificate; and when such publie
library is located in a city of not less than 4,000 and not more than 8,000 population, the
board of directors or other governing hody shall not employ as such librarian to fill a
vacaney or in a new position any person who does not hold at least a second grade cer-
tificate. 'When such public library is located in a ecity of not less than 2,000 and not
more than 4,000 population, the hoard of direectors or other governing body shall not
employ as such libravian to fill a vacaney or in a new position any person who does not
hold at least a third grade certificate. )

(9) If the commission is of the opinion that the board of directors or other governing
body of any library in a eity of 2,000 population or over is unable to secure to bhe in
charge of such library a librarian who holds the requisite certificate, the commission may
grant to such library board a permit to employ a person without the required certificate
for a period of not to exceed 6 months and such permit, in case of emergency, may be
once renewed for a period of 6 months.

(10) The provisions of subsections (2) and (8) of this section do not apply to any
publie library maintained wholly or in part at state expense.

43.17 School libraries; book list; suspension of law. (1) The state superintendent
shall aid in promoting the estahlishment, maintenance and control of school libraries, and
prescribe regulations for their management. He shall advise in the selection of hooks
for sneh libraries and, as often as he deems necessary, prepare a list of books suitable
therefor, and furnish copies of said list to each school concerned, and to each county, dis-
trict or city superintendent.

(2) The state superintendent may suspend the operation of the school library law
in any school distriet or subdistrict containing a free public library, or which is located
wholly or in part in any inecorporated village or city containing a free public library,
whenever the board of said free public library during the year ending June 30 next pre-
ceding the date of the application for suspension, has expended in the purchase of library
books suitable for children in the elementary school grades a sum equal to the sum
which would be released by the suspension of the school library law, as certified by the
secretary of the free library commission; hut the amount so expended by the said board
of the free public library for any one year shall not be made the basis of such suspension
for more than one year. The state superintendent shall give notice of such suspension
to the elerk or secretary of the hoard of education of the school distriet affected, and to
the county, distriet or city superintendent, secretary of state and state treasurer.

(3) In any county having a population of 500,000 or move, the state superintendent .
may suspend the operation of the school library law in any village or city of the fourth
class in which the school district houndaries are coterminous with those of the village or
city vespectively, whenever he is satisfled by evidence presented to him that there has
been budgeted and will be expended during the eurrent school year for the purchase of
lihrary books for children in the elementary grades by either the municipal publie libhrary
or the school hoard of such village or city, or by both agencies combined, a sum equal
to the amount released by the suspension of the school library law. Such statement of
budget and expenditures for library purposes shall, in addition, present evidence that the
books are made available to all children. Whenever such suspension is granted by the
state superintendent he shall give notice to the parties concerned as outlined in subsection
(2). Such suspension shall be for not more than one year on any petition,

43.18 State superintendent to contract for purchage of books. (1) The state super-
intendent shall secure hids and make a contract with some responsible dealer for supplying
books and periodicals pursuant to the school library law.

(2) Whenever the list of books provided for by subsection (1) of section 43.17 is
completed, a copy thereof shall he furnished to each dealer making application therefor,
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together with a clear and complete statement of the conditions under which the hooks and
periodicals are to be supplied, the date on which the bids must be filed and opened, and
such other information as may be necessary,

(3) Each bidder shall deposit with the state treasurer before filing his bid the sum
of one thousand dollars, to be forfeited to the state in case he shall not file the bond re-
quired by subsection (4) and make a contract in accordance with his bid, if accepted,
and with all the requirements of the school library law, taking a reeeipt therefor from
said treasurer stating the aforesaid conditions of the deposit, which shall be filed with
his bid, and no bid shall be considered that does not fully eomply with this subsection.
On the rejection of any bid for any reason the said receipt and deposit shall be re-
turned to the bidder. On the acecepted bid the said receipt and deposit shall be retained
until the hidder has filed the hond required by subsection (4) and thereupon they shall be
returned to him.

(4):The state superintendent shall require a bond from the successful bidder in the
penal sum of ten thousand dollars, with good and responsible sureties, approved by him,
for the faithful and reasonable performance of the terms of the contract, '

(5) Immediately upon the making of the contract, the state superintendent shall
give notice thereof to all officers charged with the duty of purchasing the books for
school libraries, in a cireular setting forth the conditions under which the books are to
be furnished, the name and address of the contract dealer, and a statement to the effect
that no money withheld from the common school apportionment for the purchase of
school library books shall be used in the purchase of hooks or periodicals from any other
dealer. Any person who purchases hooks or periodicals in violation of this subsection
shall be punished by a fine equal to the amount of money expended and costs.

4319 Control and distribution of the common school fund income. (1) Between
October 1 and 15 of each year each ecounty, district or city superintendent of schools shall
certify to the state superintendent on blanks provided by the state superintendent, a
report of the total number of children befween the ages of 4 and 20 years residing in
each school distriet within his jurisdietion on the preceding May 30 or June 30, as the
case may be. Such census report shall list only those districts which, in the judgment
of the superintendent, will maintain school at least 3 months during the school year in
which the report is filed with the state superintendent.

(2) Annually, within 30 days after December 10, the state superintendent shall
ascertain the aggregate amount of all moneys in the common school fund inecome received
prior to December 1 in the same year and shall apportion such amount to the school
distriets in proportion to the number of children resident therein hetween the ages of
4 and 20 years, as shown by the census reports made pursuant to this section to the
state superintendent for the year preceding, ending June 30 or May 30, as the case may
be. He shall also ascertain the unexpended balances credited to counties from previous
year’s receipts and shall add such amounts to the current year’s receipts credited to the
various counties hefore making the apportionment provided for by this section.

(8) Immediately upon making such apportionment, the stiate superintendent shall
certify to the director of budget and accounts the amount that each city of the first,
second or third class is entitled to receive in cash on the basis of the census report made
by the superintendent of such city. Within 15 days after receiving such certification the
director of budget and accounts shall issue his warrants upon which the state treasurer
shall pay the amount apportioned forthwith to the proper school distriet or municipal
treasurer as provided by law.

(4) The state superintendent shall at the same time certify to the director of hudget
and accounts and the state treasurer the amount that each city of the fourth class is en-
titled to receive on the hasis of the census report made by the superintendent of such eity
and ‘shall forward a copy of such certification to the superintendent of each such ecity.
Such city superintendent shall provide for the expenditure of all moneys, as nearly as ean
be, held by the state treasurer pursuant to this section for the purchase of library hooks in
the manner provided in section 43.21 and shall keep appropriate records of such books
and make all necessary reports thereon to the state superintendent in the same manner as
hereinafter provided for the records and reports of county and distriet suprintendents.

(5) The state superintendent shall at the same time certify to the direstor of bhudget
and aceonnts and to the state treasurer the amount that each county or superintendent dis-
triet is entitled to receive on the bhasis of the census report made pursuant to this section
for the school distriets under his juvisdietion and shall forward a copy of such certifica-
tion to the respective county or district superintendent. The county or district superin-
tendent shall in the manner prescribed in section 43.21 provide for the expenditure of the
common sehool fund income for each of the operating distriets under his supervision.
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(7) Every county, distriet, or city superintendent of a city of the fourth class shall
provide, as nearly as can be, for the expenditure of accumulated unexpended balances
of previous years of the common school fund income held by the county treasurer of his
county for school distriets under his jurisdietion for the purchase of library hooks in some
equitable manner but no order for books shall be forwarded to the contract bidder later
than September 15, 1950 as a charge against such unexpended halances.

43,20 Accessioning sample books. Hach county and distriet superintendent and
each city superintendent of any ecity of the fourth elass shall accession and care for as
county, superintendent distriet, or city sehool distriet property, free sample books which
are on the school library list and which are received by him after his election or appoint-
ment and during his term of office. :

43.21 Method of purchase and distribution of books, (1) Each county or distriet,
superintendent and superintendent of cities of the fourth class shall keep on file in his
office a list of hooks in the library of each school district, the schoolhouse of which is
located in his superintendent distriet, and arrange such lists by districts and towns in
numerical and alphabetical order. Guided by such lists and other information obtained
regarding said libraries, each said superintendent shall seleet, from the school library
list and make lists of hooks to be purchased for each such library. He shall furnish 2
copies of each such list to each school district clerk; and shall certity to the state superin-
tendent on a duplicate list the total cost of the hooks selected for each school distriet.
Each city superintendent of any city of the fourth class shall be governed by the pro-
visions of this subsection so far as applicable.

(2) A copy of each such list shall be furnished by the superintendent to the contract
dealer, who shall deliver said books prepaid in accordance with said lists, to the clerk
of each school district and city respectively. The contract dealer shall notify the proper
school distriet clerk of such shipment stating the number of hooks shipped and periodicals
for which subscriptions have been entered with the publishers, the manner of shipment
and the total contract price thereof, and shall furnish a copy of such notice to the county
or distriet superintendent in whose jurisdiction the schoolhouse of sueh district is located.
A summarized report, itemized by districts, of all shipments made within any 30-day
period may be made to the county superintendent in lieu of separate ecopies of shipment
notices. The notification to the district clerk shall provide a form for acknowledgment
of receipt of such shipment or shipments.

(3) Immediately upon veceipt of such shipment of hooks the school distriet clerk
shall determine the number of books received and acknowledge such number to the con-
tract dealer on the prepared form. Within 10 days after such delivery each school dis-
trict clerk shall compare the same with his list and file with the county superintendent of
schools one copy of said list indicating plainly which of the listed books have been re-
ceived in good condition, or shall report to said county superintendent by separate
writing which of said books have heen received in good condition.

(4) The connty superintendent shall keep a vecord of each of the distriets under his
supervision according to the census certification made to the state superintendent provided
in section 43.19 (1) and the amount allotted to each distriet pro rata according to the
state superintendent’s certification to him made according to section 43.19 (3). He shall
charge against the account of each school district the amount certified to him by the dis-
trict clerk which represents the amount eharged for books received as ordered and period-
icals for which subscriptions arve entered. He shall forthwith certify to the state super-
intendent a summary report listing eash school district under his supervision sharing in
the common school fund ineome, showing amount allotted, charges entered against each
for shipments received and subscriptions entered, and the halance remaining to the eredit
of each district, and shall send a copy of such certification to the contract dealer. On
the basis of this report the state superintendent shall eertify to the dirvector of budget and
accounts and to the state treasurer the amount due the contract dealer for the respective
county and the state treasurer shall forthwith issue a check to the contract dealer in the
amount certified. ,

(5) If any error or irvegularity shall have occurred in such delivery, the school dis-
triet clerk or city clerk, respectively, shall within 10 days thereafter notify the contract
dealer thereof in writing, and send a copy of said notice to the county, distriet or eity
superintendent, respectively; and the contract dealer shall forthwith take steps to rectify
such error or irregularity.

(6) School distriet and eity clerks, upon receiving hooks pursuant to this section,
shall without unnecessary delay transmit such books to the teacher, principal or super-
intendent of schools of the district.
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(7) Any school district or city clerk who fails to comply with the provisions of sub-
sections (3), (6) and (6) shall be liable to a forfeiture in the sum of $5.

(8) The express, freight, postage and cartage charges on hooks purchased under the
school library law shall be paid by the school district receiving them.

43.22 Library administration; librarians’ pensions. (1) While school is in session,
the following persons shall he the school librarians: In one-room rural schools, the
teacher; in state graded schools and in rural schools of more than one department, the
prineipal, -unless some other teacher is designated by the school hoard; in elementary
schools supervised by a city superintendent, such teachers or other persons as are desig-
nated by the city superintendent with the approval of the school hoard; in elementary
schools under the supervision of a prineipal who supervises all the schools of the distriet,
such teachers or other persons as are designated by the prineipal with the approval of the
school hoard ; in high schools, a teacher or other person appointed by the school hoard and
whose qualifications ave at least equal to the minimum preseribed by the state superin-
tendent.. When school is not in session such person shall act as school librarian as is
appointed by the school board; but if such appointment is not made the school elerk
shall act as librarian,

+ (1m) A librarian employed by any school hoard to take charge of a library in any
school under its jurisdiction and whose qualifications as a librarian ave at least equal to
the minimum librarvian qualifications prescribed by the state superintendent of publie
instruction and who possesses the qualifications required by law for employment as a
teacher shall be entitled to the status, vights and privileges of teachers under chapter 42
and shall be considered and deemed a teacher as such term is defined in section 42.20 and
subseetion (19) of section 38.24. Iu cities of the fivst class any school librarian employed
by any school hoard therein at the time this subsection takes effect in any such city and
whose qualifications as a librarian at said time are at least equal to the minimum lihrarian
qualifications prescribed by the state superintendent and who, prior to employment as such
school librarian by said school hoard in any such city, shall have had not less than one
year of experience in teaching in publie schools, or in a responsible library position above
the rank of page, shall be entitled to the status, vights and privileges of a regular teacher
from and after the beginning of such employment as such school librarian, '

(2) Except when loaned to a public library as provided in subseetion (2) of secfion
43,23, school library books shall be housed in the school building; but hetween school
terms they may, if necessary for convenience in safeguarding or loaning the books, be
housed in such place as the district board shall designate.

(3) School library books shall be loaned by the librarian to pupils and teachers of
the school, and to other residents of the district, nunder regulations preseribed by the
state superintendent; but in school distriets where there is access to a public library,
the sehool hoard may restrict the use of school library books to sehool purposes.

(4) The librarian shall keep a vecord of the hooks received for the library, and shall
report to the county, district or city superintendent, respectively, on blanks supplied by
him, such information regarding the condition and needs of the school library as may
be called for by such superintendent.

(5) All actions relating to school libraries or for the recovery of any penalties in-
curred in relation thereto shall be brought in the name of the proper school district.

43.23 Library exchanges. (1) School library hooks belonging to one school dis-
trict may be loaned by the school board of the district to the sehool hoard of another
school distriet for use in the school library of that distriet, in consideration of sehool
library bhooks similarly loaned in exchange therefor. County or distriet superintendents
may arrange such exchanges and loans among the school districts in their jurisdiction
upon mutual agreement by the sechool boards of the districts concerned. A school dis-
triet receiving hooks from another distriet under the provisions of this section shall be
responsible for all losses sustained on account of books lost or damaged heyond ordinary
wear and tear; and all books loaned or exchanged shall be returned to the school library
of the district from which they have been loaned not later than two weeks before the
close of the annual school term of said district.

(2) The library board of any free public library and the school board or the board
of education of any school distriet, village or city in which a free public library is pro-
vided for and maintained, may make such exchanges and loans of books as said officers
shall agree upon for the purpose of increasing the efficiency of both libraries and insur-
ing the best service to the schools and all citizens.

(3) The superintendent of agrienltural institutes shall send to each town and village
clerk in the state a sufficient number of bound eopies of the hulleting of such institutes
to enable him to supply each school distriet in his town with one copy of each edition
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thereof. The clerk shall distribute said bulleting to the school libraries in his town or
village, from which they may be loaned in like manner and under the same regulations
prescribed for the loaning of hooks therein.

4324 Rebinding school library books, (2) The state superintendent shall, during the
month of January each year make an approved list of firms engaged in bookbinding to
which school library books may he sent for rebinding under the provisions of this section,
taking into eonsideration the econvenience of location of such firms, the character of their
work, their financial responsibility and any other matter or matters having a bearing on
the satisfactory rebinding of school library books, the cost of rebinding, and the facilities
and cost of transportation to and from the bindery. : ’

(3) Before any bookbinding firm is placed on said approved list, an agreement shall
have been entered into between such firm and the state superintendent as to prices to
be charged for the rebinding of books as provided in this section, and such other matters
as said committee may deem essential to carrying out the intent thereof. Iach such agree-
ment shall contain a clause authorizing said committee to drop the firm from such approved
list in case the terms of the agreement are not complied with by the firm in question.

(4) During the last month of the annual school term in every school distriet coming
under the provisions of the school library law, the teacher, prineipal or superintendent,
as the ease may he, shall set aside those books in the school library or libraries, which are
in need of rebinding, and supply to the district clerk a list in duplicate of the titles of
the books thus set aside, also a list of the approved bookbinding firms, together with
such other readily obtainable information regarding the books set aside as may be ealled
for by the state or county superintendent on blanks supplied for the purpose. Only
those school library books shall be set aside for rebinding whose original costs, value
as school library books, sanitary condition, and condition as to wear and tear and clean-
liness are such as, in the judgment of the teacher, principal or superintendent, to justify
rebinding. :

(6) It shall be unlawful for the distriet clerk to make out an order for the payment
of the last month’s salary of the teacher, prineipal or superintendent, as the case may
be, hefore the books for rebinding, if there be any such hooks, shall have been: set aside
and a list thereof received by him, as provided in subsection (4). If there are no such
books a written statement to that effect signed by the teacher, principal or superintend-
ent shall be substituted for said list of hooks.

(6) At the first regular or special meeting of the school board after the clerk lias
reeeived the said list of books he shall present it to the hoard for its consideration and
the board shall forthwith take formal action on the question of having the books rebound
under the provisions of this seetion. The school board shall take suech action not later
than -one month after the district clerk has received said list, If necessary, a special
meeting shall be called for the purpose by the distriet clerk. ‘

(7) Payment for the rebinding wnder the provisions of this section shall be made
from any funds in the treasury of the school distriet not otherwise appropriated. ~The
first year any school district takes advantage of this section the amount expended for
this purpose shall not exceed an amomnt equal to twenty cents for each person of school
age in the distriet; thereafter such amount shall not exceed ten cents per annum for
each person of school age in.any one school distriet. ' ’

(8) Lists of approved bookbinding firms as provided for in this section shall be dis-
tributed to teachers, principals, and superintendents between the first day of March
and the first day of May each year, in snch manner as other publications are distributed
from the office of the state superintendent.

43.95 Municipal libraries. (1) Every city of the second, third or fourth class and
every village, town or county may establish, equip and maintain a public library or read-
ing room, or maintain and support any public library or reading room already established
therein, and may annually levy a tax or appropriate money to provide a library fund, to
be used exclusively to maintain such library or reading room; and may enact and en-
force police regulations to govern the use, management and preservation thereof.

(2) Every such library or reading room shall be forever free for the use of the in-
Lebitants of the municipality by whieh it is established, supported or maintained, subject
to such reasonable regulations as the libravy shall preseribe in order fo render its
use most beneficial to the greatest number, and said board may exclude from the use of
said library or reading room any and all persons who shall wilfully violate such regu-
lations.

(3) In its diseretion the county board of the county expending money for public
lihrary service to its inhabitants may provide in the following manner for the raising
and colleeting of the money necessary to reimburse the county for the amount so ex-

pended. The county elerk of any such county shall make a report to the county board
at each annual November meeting, covering the year ending October flist preceding, show-
g in detail the amount and proportion of the money expended by the county for suech
library service in each town, village, and city. The county hoard shall thereupon deter-
mine the proportionate amount to be raised and paid by each such town, village, and city
to reimburse the county for the money so advanced, and thereupon within ten days after
sueh determination the county clerk shall certify to the clerk of and charge to each town,
village, and city the amount so advanced. Bach such town, city, and village shall levy
a tax sufficient to reimburse the comnty for such advances which shall be collected as
other taxes and paid into the county treasury.

4) Any city, town or village in any county levying a tax for a county library under
the provisions of subsection (1) of this seetion, shall upon written application to the
county board of such county be exempted from such tax levy, provided the city, town or
village making such application expends for a library fund during the year for which
such tax levy is made a sum at least equal to the swm which it would have to pay toward
such coutity levy.

(56) The provisions of sections 43.35 to 43.42 so far as they 1elate to museums are
extended to eities of the second, third and fourth class.

Two counties may co-operate under 66.30 the costs of public library services on a
and 43.25 to establish, maintain, and prorate joint basis, 41 Atty. Gen. 335.

43.26 Library board, constitution. (1) Each such library shall be administered by
a library hoard composed in each ecity of the second or third class of 8 appointive members,
in each city of the fourth class of 6 appointive members, and in each village, town or
county of 4 appointive members, who shall be citizens of the municipality except that not
more than 2 appointive members thereof may be citizens of towns adjacent to such muniei-
pality, of either sex, appointed by the mayor, village president, or town or county chair-
maun, respectively, with the approval of the municipal governing body. Upon their first
appointment such members shall be divided as nearly as may be, into 3 equal classes to
serve for 1, 2 and 3 years, respectively, from July 1 in the year of their appointment in
the case of towns, cities and villages and from Janunary 1 following their appointment in
the case of counties, and thereafter each regular appointment shall be for a term of '3
years. The superintendent or other supervisor of schools of the municipality and, in cities
under the commission form of government, one of said commissioners, shall be an addi-
tional member of said hoard. Not more than one member of the council or county, village
or town hoard shall at any one time be a member of the library board. No compensatlon
shall be paid to the members of any municipal library board for their servwes as such but
they may be reimbursed for their actinal and necessary expenses incurred in performing
duties outside the municipality if so authorized by the board.

(2) In any city of the second or third class the common couneil may, by a two-
thirds vote, plowde for the reduction of the number of '1ppomt1ve members of the li-
brary board to six; and thereupon, whenever a term expires or a vacancy oceurs, no
appointment shall be made until the number of such members has been so reduced,
wherenpon the remaining members shall be by lot divided by the common council into
three equal classes, to serve for one, two and three years, respectively, from the date of
such completed reduetion, and thereafter each regular appomtment shall be for a term
of three years, from the succeeding fivst day of July.

(3) A majority of the board is a quorum; but any such hoard may, by regulation,
provide that three or more members thereof shall constitute a quorum,

(4) Joint library boards may be created by any 2 or more towns, cities, villages or
counties by appropriate agreement of their governing bodies and when created such a
joint library board shall have all of the powers provided by s. 43.27 or other statufes re-
lating to Library boards. Without limitation because of enumeration said agreements ve-
lating to the creation of joint library boards may cover subjects such as membership and
length of terms of office of board members and all other appropriate matters peltamnw
to the creation and operation of such a joint board. ,

43.27 Library board, organization and functions; librariang and ass1stants. (1) As
soon as practicable aftel the first appointments, at a date and place fixed by the ap-
pointing officer, and annually thereafter within thirty days after the time designated in
section 43.26 for the beginning of terms, the members of the library board shall organize
by the election, from amoig their numbel, of a president and such other officers as they
deem necessary.

(2) ‘The'library board shall have exclusive control of the expendltule of all moneys
collected, donated or appropriated for the library fund, and of the purchase of a site and
the erection of the library building whenever authonzed and exclusive charge, control
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and custody of all lands, buildings, money or other property devised, bequeathed, given
or granted to, or otherwise acquired or leased by the municipality for library purposes.
The library hoard shall audit and approve all vouchers for the expenditures of such
library and forward such vouchers or schedules covering the same, setting forth the names
of claimants, the amounts of each claim and the purpose for which expended, to the
municipal elerk with a statement thereon, signed by the secretary, that the expenditure
has been incurred and that the library hoard has audited and approved the bill. The
munieipal elerk shall therenpon draw his order upon the treasurer, and the same shall be
paid as other municipal orders are paid in the manner provided by section 66.042.

(3) Any person having any claim or demand against the municipality growing out
of any act or omission of the library board shall file with said board a written statement
thereof, and if such claim or demand or any part thereof be disallowed the claimant may
bring an action against the municipality in the manner that an action may be brought
after the disallowance of a elaim by the common council of a city under the general
charter.

(4) The board may appoint a librarian and such other assistants and employes as
they deem necessary, and prescribe their duties and compensation. The librarian in
charge of a library established by a county shall hold a first grade certificate as pro-
vided in seection 43.165.

(5) The hoard may employ competent persons to deliver lectures upon secientifie,
literary, historical or educational subjects; and may co-operate with the University of
‘Wisconsin, the state historieal society, the free library commission, or hoards of education
to secure such lectures or by other means to foster and encourage the wider use of books
and literature upon scientifie, historical, economie, literary, educational and other useful
subjects.

43.28 Acquisition of library property. (1) Any such municipality may purchase
or acquire a site or sites, erect a building or buildings, and equip the game, for such library
or-any library already established; or may adopt, take over and acquire any library already
established, by consent of the authorities controlling fhe same,

(2) Al persons desirous of making donations of money, personal property or real
estate for the benefit of a public library shall have the right to vest the title thereto in the
library board, to be held and controlled by such board, when accepted, acecording to the
terms of the deed of gift, devise or hequest, and as to such property the said board shall’
be held and considered to be special trustees.

(3) In all cases where any gift, bequest, devise or endowment shall have been or
shall be made to any public library, the library board of such library may pay or trans-
fer such gift, bequest or endowment, or the proceeds thereof, to the treasurer of the
county, city, village or town in which such library is situated, or may in the same man-
ner pay or transfer such gift, bequest or endowment to any member of such hoard to
be selected by them and thereafter to he known as financial seeretary. Such financial
secretary shall hold his office only during his membership of such library board, and
shall be elected annunally at the same time and in the same manner as the other officers
of the library board. TIn all eases of any such treasurer or financial secretary holding
any moneys or property whatever belonging to such library, such library board shall re-
quire a bond from such treasurer or financial secretary to the library board in such sum
not less than double the amount of such money or property so held by him, and with
such sureties, as the said library hoard shall require and approve. Such bond shall be
conditioned i substantially the same form as the ordinary bond required from the
treasurer of such eounty, city, village, or town, with the necessary verbal changes to:
make the same applicable to the moneys and property so held by him, Such treasurer
or financial secretary shall make an annual veport to the library board showing in detail
the amount, investment, income and disbursements from the trust funds in his charge.
Such report shall also be appended to the annual report which said library board is
required to make to the common council and to the free library commission. Such
treasurer or financial secretary shall also send a copy of each annual report to the state
commissioner of banks.

(4) Any county may receive by devise, bequest or gifts of lands, buildings, money,
books or other property for the purpose of establishing a publie library for the county
and may enter into an agreement to maintain a publie library in consideration thereof,
and shall be hound to faithfully perform such agreement. In such case the library board
have full power to properly administer the same.

(B) If a gift be offered to any county, city, village or towir for a public librayy or
a library building in consideration thereof such municipality ‘may obligate itself, hy. ah
ordinance adopted by a two-thirds vote, to levy and collect an annnal tax for the support.
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and maintenance of such library or building of not to exceed fifteen per cent of such
gift, and if such gift be accepted such obligation shall not be repealed. Such ordinance
shall be subject to the referendum provided for in section 10.43. In the case of any such
gift for a library building, the library board of directors of smeh municipality shall
have the exclusive right to select and contract for the purchase of a site therefor, at a
cost of not to exceed one-third of such gift. Such hoard of directors shall report forth-
with to such city council or county, village or town board the amount required to pay for
such site, and the council or county, village or town board shall thereupon by resolution,
inelude such sum in the next succeeding annual tax levy, or provide for an issue of
bonds in the required amount.

(6) Whenever the said library board shall certify to the city council, or county, village.
or town hoard, that it is unable to acquire the site selected for a just and reasonable
price, and that a just and reasonable price for the site selected does not exceed the
amount which may be legally expended therefor, said city council, or county, village or
town hoard shall proceed to acquive such site by condemnation. Should the compensa-
tion awarded in the condemnation proceedings exceed one-third of such gift, such pro-
ceedings shall nevertheless be valid if, within sixty days after the final award, such
excess be provided for by private donation or otherwise; hut in case such exeess be not
so provided for then said proceedings shall, upon motion, be dismissed with costs.

43.29 Cities may aid free public libraries, In lien of supporting and maintaining
such a public library and reading room, the common council of every city of the classes
named, having a hoard of education may, when deemed best for the interests of the eity,
levy such tax and authorize the board of eduecation of such eity to apply and expend
the same in aid of the maintenance of any secular or nonsectarian public library and
reading room free to all inhabitants of such eity, alveady established and maintained
therein by any soeiety, association or corporation, and the board of education shall in
such cases deposit with the eity elerk the vouchers or bills covering the expenditures of
such library from such tax fund, and the clerk shall draw orders on the treasuver, who
shall pay the same as other municipal orders are paid.

. 4330 Library extension and interchange. (1) The library board of any municipal
library may, by contract or upon such conditions and regulations as it may prescribe,
extend the use of the library to nonresidents of the municipality, or exchange books
either permanently or temporarily with any other library.

(2) The library board of any municipality may, by agreement with any other mu-
nicipality, provide for the loaning of books from its library, singly or in traveling li-
braries, to the residents of such other municipality; and any such other municipality may
enter into any such agreement and levy a tax and appropriate money annually to meet
its obligations thereunder. .

(3) Whenever the annual sum appropriated by sueh other municipality pursuant to
subsection (2) equals or exceeds one-sixth of the net annual income of such library
during the preceding fiseal year, the mayor, village president, or town or county chair-
man of such other municipality, with the approval of the governing body thereof, shall
appoint from among the citizens of sueh munieipality an additional member of the
library board of said library, and when such sum equals or exceeds one-third of such net
annual income, two additional members, for a term of three years from the first day of
July next suceeeding such appointment, and thereafter for successive terms of three years
each ; but whenever such appropriation made is less than the one-third herein specified the
office of one such additional member of the hoard and if less than the one-sixth the office of
both shall be vacant from and after the fivst day of July next thereafter.

43,31 'Traveling libraries, The library board of any municipal library may send
out traveling libraries in its own and adjoining counties, and may make suitable provisions
for receiving traveling libraries from its own and adjoining counties and from the free
library commission,

43.33 County system of libraries, (1) The county board of any eounty having
a population of one hundred and fifty thousand or more may, pursuant to the pro-
visions of sections 43.25 to 43.28, inclusive, establish and maintain a public library sys-
tem for such county, and may for such purpose adopt, take over and acquire any library
or libraries already established, by consent of the authorities eontrolling such library or
libraries; or the county board may, by contract with any municipality within such
county, extend the jurisdiction of any existing library board therein and provide for
the maintenance of a county system of libraries by such municipality. ‘

(2) The clerk of each such county shall submit to the county hoard, at each apnual
November meeting, a report covering the preceding fiscal year, showing in detail the

due, respectively; and each such municipality shall levy a tax sufficient to meet' such -

43,34 General supervision. (1) The Wisconsin free library commission may ad-
. vise any municipal library board, so far as practicable in the conduet of its work.

(2) Within 30 days after the conclusion of the fiscal year of the municipality the said
library board sh&ll make an annual report for the year. Such report shall be submitted to
the Wisconsin free library commission and shall state the condition of their trust, the
various sums of money received from the library fund and all other sources, and how much
money has been expended, the number of hooks and periodicals on hand, the number added
during the year, the number lost or missing, the number of books loaned out, and the gen--
eral character of such books, with such other stafistics, information and suggestions as
they may deem of general interest. The said board shall also include in the said annual
report-the names of the divectors whose terms expire at the time the report is made. -

(3) Within thirty days after the econclusion of the fiseal year of the county, town,
city or village in which such library is located, the library board shall make a.report
stating the condition of their trust, the varions sums of money received for the use of such
“library during the year, specifying separately the amounts received from appropriations,
from the income of trust funds, from rentals and other revenues of the library, and from
other sources. They shall also set out separately the condition of the permanent trust
funds in their eontrol. The said report shall state in detail the dishursements on acecount
of such library and shall contain an estimate of the needs of the library for the next
succeeding fiscal year. .

43.36 Milwaukee libraries and museums. Any city of the first class however incor-
porated may establish and maintain, for the free use of the inhabitants thereof, a public
library or a public museum for the exhibition of objects in natural history, anthropology
and history, either the several or any one of these specifically or either of such institu-
tions; and may receive, hold and manage any devise, bequest, donation or loan for the
establishment, increase or maintenance thereof, under such regulations and conditions
as may be prescribed pursuant to law or agreed upon by and between the donors and’
said eity. '

43.36 Board of trustees, constitution. (1) Each such institution shall be admin-

" istered by a separate board of nine trustees, consisting of the president of the school
board and the city superintendent of schools as ex officio members, and seven additional
appointive members who shall be appointed by the mayor on the third Tuesday in April.
Three of said appointive members shall he selected from among the aldermen holding
a four-year term, and shall serve as such trustees during their aldermanic terms. The
other four shall be selected from among the residents and taxpayers of the city, for origi-
nal terms of one, two, three and four years, respectively, from the first day of May next
after their appomtment, and for successive terms of four vears each,

(2) Said trustees shall take the official oath, and be subject to the restrictions, disa-
hilities, liabilities, punishments and limitations preseribed by law as to -aldermen in such
eity. They shall not receive any compensation for their services as such trustees; and
shall not individually become or cause themselves to become interested, directly or indi-
rectly, in any contract or job for the purchase of any matter pertaining to the institu-
tion in their charge, or of fuel, furniture, stationery or other things necessary for the
inerease and maintenance thereof. ‘

43.37 Board of trustees; organization, annual meeting and general functions.
(1) The annual meeting of the board of trustees of the public library shall be held on the
second Monday of May, and of the public museum on the third Tuesday of May, in each
year, at which meeting a president shall he chosen annually from their number.
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(2) Each board shall have general care, control and supervision of the institution in -
its charge, its appurtenances, fixtures and furniture, and of the disbursements of all
moneys belonging to the institutional funds, rvespectively. The trustees of the publie
library shall have charge of the selection and purchase of books, pamphlets, maps, and
other matters pertaining to the library; and the trustees of the public museum shall
have charge of the receipt, selection, arrangement and disposition of the specimens and
objects pertaining to such museum. Each said board shall prescribe regulations for the
management, care, and use of the institution, and adopt such measures as shall promote
the public utility thereof, and may preseribe and enforce penalties for violations of such
regulations.

. 43.38 Librarian, director and employes; curators. (1) At its first meeting the

board of trustees shall eleet by ballot a person of suitable learning, scientific attainments,
ability and experience for librarian of the public library or director of the public musenm
respectively, Each shall be selected in accordance with and shall be subject to the usual
laws, rules and regulations of the eity eivil service commission. Hach shall receive such
1compensation ag shall be fixed by his board of trustees and shall be ex officio secretary of
his board

(2) The board shall appoint and fix the compensation of such assistants and employes
for the institution as they deem necessary and expechent

(3) The board of the public museum may appoint an acting director whenever, in
their diseretion, the service of the musewm shall require it, who shall also be ex officio
acting seeretary of the board and whose acts as such shall receive full eredit.

(4) The board of the public museum may, from time to time, appoint as honorary
curators persons who have manifested a special interest in the museum or some particular
department thereof. Sueh curators shall perform sueh duties and have such privileges as
may be preseribed in the regulations of the museum, but shall not receive any pecuniary

compensation.

43.39 Mill tax; lnsmtutmnal funds; expenditures. (1) Annually, at the next regu-
lar meeting of the board of trustees after the confirmation of the assessment roll by the
common council of such city, the board of each such institution shall determine and cer-
tify to the common council and to the city comptroller a mill tax not exceeding the rate
preseribed for such institution in section 65.08, and such taxes shall be levied and col-
lected as other city taxes are levied and collected, and the entire amount thereof paid
into and held in the city treasury in separate and distinet funds designated respectively,
as the “public library fund” and “public museum fund.”

(2) Such funds shall not be used or appropriated, directly or indivectly, for any
purpose other than the maintenance and increase, payment of the sdlaries of the Ii-
brarian or custodian and employes, purchase of fuel, supplies, furniture and fixtures, or
incidental repairs of said institutions, respectively.

(3) All moneys received or raised for the purposes of said institutions shall be paid
over to the city treasurer and credited to said funds, respectively. Fach board of trus-
tees shall provide for all necessary expenditures from each said fund, respectively, and
all dishursements therefrom shall be made on orders of the president and secretary of
the' hoard, countersigned by the city comptroller; but, exeept as expressly provided
otherwise, the board shall not in any one year expend or incur any liability for any sum in
excess of the amount levied for each such fund for that year pursuant to subsection (1).

' 43.40 Donations and miscellaneous rveceipts. (1) All moneys, books, specimens
and other property received by devise, bequest or gift for the purposes of said institu-
tions shall, unless otherwise directed by the donor, be under the management and contlo]
of the boald of trustees of each institution, 1espect1vely

(2) All moneys derived from penalties for violations of the regulations of said insti-
tutions, or from any other source in the comrse of the administration thereof, ineluding
all moneys paid to the city upon any policy of insurance or other obligation or liahility
for or on aecount of loss or damage to property pertaining to the institutions, shall be
credited to said institutional funds, respectively, and may be expended in the manner
preseribed in subsection (3) of section 43.39, in addition to the annual tax.

43.41 Site, buildings and equipment. (1) The board of trustees of each such in-
stitution shall erect, purchase, hire or lease buildings, Jots, rooms and fulnltme for the use
and accommodation of the institution, and shall enlarge, improve and repair such huild-
ings, rooms and furniture; but shall not erect, purchase, lease, or enlarge any building
or lot without express authontv of an ord hnance or resolution of the common couneil.
All deeds of conveyance and leases shall run to the city.

(2) - The board of the public museum may enter into such agreements as it may deem
wise with the board of the public library for the use and occupation by such publie
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library of such portion of any building erected for the purposes of said museum, upon
such terms and for such time as may be agreed upon. Such agreement shall contain a
provision for reasonable compensation to be paid for such use and occupation, which
ghall be paid into and credited to the museum fund.

(3) Whenever any hoard lawfully in charge of any public ibrary in any city of the
first class shall place and maintain in any school building in such city a branch library
open to such school or to the publie, and there shall be in such bulding any room suitable
for said purposes which any board lawfully in charge of such building shall assign for such
purpose, then such room shall be heated, lighted and cared for without cost to said Hbrary
board. '

43.42 Accountability; reports. (1) Within ten days after the appointment of a

librarian or custodian or other salaried employes, the board of trustees of each such
" institution shall report to and file with the eity comptroller a certified list of the persons
so appointed, stating the salary allowed to each and the time or times fixed for the pay-
ment thereof.

(2) Immediately after any meeting of the board at which accounts and bhills are al-
lowed, the board shall furnish such comptroller with a list of all accounts and bills
allowed at said meeting, stating the character of the materials or services for which the
same were rendered. . ’

(8) On or before the first day of March in each year, each such hoard, respectively,
shall make a report to the common couneil, for the year ending with the thirty-first day of
December next prior thereto, containing a statement of the condition of the institution,
the number of books added to the library, the number of books cireulated, the number of
books lost or not returned, the articles added to the musenms, and such other informa-
tion and suggestions as they may deem important, including also an account of the moneys
eredited to the institutional fund, and the expenditures therefrom during the year.

43.43 Art museums., Any city may establish, purchase land and erect buildings for,
and -equip, manage and control an art musenm or museums; or enter into a eontract with
any art museum or art institute located in said city for the education of the people thereof
in art, for such compensation as shall be determined by the common council of such eity.
Any such city may levy tazes, issue bonds, or appropriate money for said purposes.

43,44 Milwaukee auditoriums and music halls, (1) Any city of the first class may
establish and maintain public anditoriums and music halls; and may establish, maintain
and operate the same jointly, share and share alike, by agreement between the common
council of such city and any private corporation duly organized for that purpose.

(2) Such private corporation shall exeente to the city a bond, in a sum determined
and with sureties approved by said common council, conditioned that the said corpora-
tion will furnish its share of money as the same shall be required for the purposes speci-
fied in subsection (1).

(3) Said city may acquirve all the stock of such corporation and become the sole
owner of said auditorium and music halls; and any stockholder may fransfer his stock
to the city by sale, gift or otherwise. If the city shall be wnable to agree with the holder
upon the purchase price of any such stock, the eity may purchase the same at a price to be
determined by a board of arbitration consisting of three persons, one to be chosen by
the ecommon couneil, the second by the owner of such stock, and the third to be chosen
by the aforesaid two, and the determination of said board shall be final and coneclusive
upon the parties.

(4) Whenever such eity shall have acquired any of the stock of such eorporation, the
common council shall elect one of its members or the mayor to represent the city at all
meetings of the stockholders of the corporation, and shall be entitled to vote said stock;
and all notices of such meeting shall be given to said mayor or member of the council in
the manner such notices are given to any other stockholder.

(5) Whenever the eity shall have acquired all the stock of such corporation, the said
corporation shall ipso facto be dissolved and the title to all its property of whatsoever
nature, shall vest in said city; thereupon the auditorium hoard.provided for in section
43.45 shall consist of only the ex officio members specified in said section.

(6) Any such city may, for the purposes specified in this section, levy a mill tax not
exceeding the rate preseribed therefor in section 65.08, or issue bonds for said purposes
and provide for payment of the same with interest by sueh a tax; and the proceeds
thereof shall be paid into the eity treasury and credited to a separate fund, which shall
be designated as the “Auditorium Fund.” o ,

(7) Any such city may build additions to such auditoriums and for the purposes of
any such addition, by action of the common conncil, issue revenue honds under the pro-
visions of section 66.51 payable exclusively from income and revenues of any such addi-
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tion and of any auditorium to which it is added which said anditoriums and additions
thereto for such purpose ave declared a public utility, Said private corporation shall
not be required to contribute to any such addition. Any such addition shall be subject
in all other respects to the provisions of sections 43.44 to 43.48.

43,45 Auditorium board, (1) The building, maintenance and operation of said
institution shall be under the full and complete eontrol of a board of eleven members,
designated as the “Auditorium Board’’ and constituted as follows: Five of sueh mem-
bers shall be elected by such corporation, from among its stockholders, for first terms of
one, two, three, four and five years, respectively, and successive terms of five years each;
and the other members shall consist of the mayor, city attorney, city comptroller, city -
treasurer, and the presidents of the boards of trustees, respectively, of the publie library
and public museum, of said city, ex officio.

(2) Within ten days after the members of said board shall have heen elected or ap-
pointed as aforesaid they shall hold a meeting and shall elect a president, a vice president,
a secretary and a treasurer from their number, who shall hold office until the fourth
Tuesday of April of the next following even-numbered year, and shall thereafter be
elected biennially on the fourth Tuesday in April of the even-numbered years, for a term
of two years. The treasurer shall, immediately upon his election, furnish to the hoard
a bond equal to the amount of such funds as may come into his hands.

43.46 Property and finance. (1) The title to all property acquired for the purposes
of said institution shall be in the name of said city, and shall be held by said ecity per-
petually for such purposes.

(2) Before incurring any liability, the anditorium board shall by resolution determine
the amount of money necessary for the purposes of said institution; and thereupon said
corporation shall pay into the auditorium fund one-half thereof, in such instalments as
may be required and agreed upon. All receipts on account of said institution shall be
paid into, and all expenditures defrayed from the auditorinm fund.

(8) If any such institution shall at any time when there shall be outstanding no
bonds issued under the provisions of section 43.44 (7) become profit-earning, over and
above the expense of maintenance, repairs, insurance and other expenses connected with
the operation thereof, the net profits arising from the original auditorium shall he separated
from those arising from the addition, and the net profits arising from the original audi-
torium shall be divided equally between said corporation and the city treasury, and the
net profits from said addition shall he paid into the city treasury, the amounts paid into
the city treasury from either source to be eredited to the general city fund. If, however,
at any time there shall be outstanding bonds issued under the provisions of section
43.44 (7), any net profit from such auditorium and such addition shall he applied from
time to time, or held by the treasurer to apply on the interest and principal of said bonds.

43.47 Operation. (1) The auditorium board shall regulate and control the use of
said institution, and fix the terms and conditions of its use; and shall do all things neces-
sary for the maintenance and operation thereof.

(2) Said institution shall be used primarily for public meetings, conventions, expo-
sitions, and other purposes of a public nature, which are hereby declared to be public
purposes; but not for exhibits or trade shows if a charge is made for space oceupied by
any exhibitor or when an admission fee is exacted.

" (3) When not in use for any of said primary purposes, the board may rent said
institution, or any part thereof, on such terms and for such purposes as in its diseretion
may be deemed advisable and not inconsistent with said primary purposes.

(4) (a) The word “convention” when used in this subsection means a county, state
or national assembly of duly authorized, chosen or elected delegates or representatives
meeting to acecomplish some specific commereial; industrial, labor, civil, social, secientific
or educational object.

(b) The term “patriotic affairs” in this subsection means affairs given for the en-
couragement and support of the government in time of ‘war, or for the benefit and sup-
port of soldiers, sailors or marines who have been, or arve in the service of the United
States, including memorial exercises, exhibitions, fairs, reunions, entertainments, or bar-
racks for such men, and to all of which affairs the public is admitted without charge.

(¢) When not in use for any of its primary purposes, the common council of said
city may authorize the gratuitous use of said institution, or any part thereof, for the
purposes of conventions, or for offices, elass rooms, studios, gymnasinms, lodge rooms,
or accommodations for any industrial, commercial, seientifie, educational, fraternal, mu-
sical, or labor organization which in its opinion will prove a public benefit to the eity
and promote the welfare and public interests of its citizens and to which said citizens are
admitted without charge; and said purposes are hereby declared to be public purposes,
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(d) Whenever the common council shall approve the gratuitous use of the institution
for the particular conventions and purposes specified in this subseetion, said common
council shall'appropriate to the auditorium fund the usual and eustomary rentals charged
therefore. The aggregate amount to be so expended may he made a part of the annual
budget, as provided by chapter 65 of the 1943 statutes.

43.48 Annual report. The auditorium board shall report annually to the common
council all rveceipts into and dishursements from the auditorium fund, and the halance on
hand.

43.49 Civic centres. (1) RECREATION AND AMUSEMENT. ' Any village or city may
hy ordinance, adopted by a majority of all the members of the hoard or couneil, provide
for the erection, maintenance and operation of a publie auditorium, opera hounse, or other
recreation and amusement building, The erection and contracts therefor shall be:gov-
erned by the provisions of law applicable to other public buildings therein. - The board
or eouncil shall adopt regulations for maintenance and operation. '

" (2) Rest rooas. Any city may erect, purchase, lease, or take by gift or devise, land
and buildings for public rest rooms, and may equip, maintain and operate the same.

(8) Coarrorr srarions, Every village and city may provide and maintain a sufficient
number of suitable and adequate public comfort stations for hoth sexes. The state board
of health shall establish regulations governing their loeation, eonstruction, equipment and
maintenance and may prescribe minimum standards that shall be uniform throughout the
state. The board or counecil may establish further regulations.

(4) CoMFORT STATIONS AND REST ROOMS., The state, every county, city, village, and
town maintaining places of public assemblage or camp sites may also provide and riain-
tain a sufficient number of suitable and adequate public comfort stations for both sexes
and may establish rest rooms separate or in conneetion with such comfort stations.

"(5) Pusric concerTs. Any town, village or city may conduet public concerts in an-
ditoriums and such other public places within its boundaries as the board or eouncil shall
‘determine. Such concerts shall be conducted by the department having charge of such
place and the expenses thereof above receipts, if any, shall he paid out of such fund as
the board or council shall determine. A fee to said concerts may be charged for the pur-
pose of defraying the expenses thereof in whole or in part.

. 43,60 Use of school buildings and grounds for civic purposes. (1) Boards of school
directors in cities of the first, second or third class may, on their own initiative, and
shall, upon petition as provided in subsection (2), establish and maintain for children
and adult persons, in the school buildings and on the school grounds under the custody and
management of such boards, evening schools, vacation schools, reading rooms, library
stations,  debating clubs, gymnasinms, public playgrounds, public baths and similar
activities and accommodations to be determined by such boards; and may co-operate, by
agreement, with other commissioners or hoards having the custody and management in
such cities of public parks, libravies, museums and publie buildings and glounds of what-
ever sort, to provide the equipment, supervision, instruction and oversight necessary to
carry on sueh public educational and recreational activities in and upon such other build-
ings and grounds.

(2) Upon the filing of a petition with the city clerk, s1gned by not less than ten per
cent of the number of voters voting at the last school or other election in such city, the
- guestion "of exercising the powers granted for any of the purposes specified in subsec-
tion (1) shall be submitted to the electors of the school district at the next election of any
sort held therein, and if a majority of the votes cast upon such question shall be in the
affirmative, the board of school directors shall exercise said powers in accordance “with
said petition, pursuant to this section.

- (3) The board shall report to the common couneil at or hefore its first meeting in Sep-
tember of each year in cities of the second and third class, and at or before its second reg-
ular meeting in Oectober of each year in cities of the first class; the amount of money
required during the next fiscal year for the support of such activities and thereupon, suh-
ject to the provisions of subseetion (5), the common eouncil shall levy and colleet a -special
tax in the manner that other taxes are levied and collected, equal to the amount of money
so required; but said tax shall not in any one yvear exceed the maximum mill tax rate pre:
seribed for the school extension fund in section 65.07, for all the activities condueted in
said eity pursnant to this seetion, and said tax shall not be used or appropriated, directly
or indireetly, for any other purpose.

(4) Al moneys received by or raised in sueh city for the purposes mentioned in this
seetion shall be paid over to the city treasurer, to be dishursed by him, in the manner
that other funds at the disposal of such board of sehool dirvectors in such eity ave dis-
bursed. : o
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(6) The tax provided for in subsection (3) shall not be levied or collected until after
the question of the levy and collection of such tax shall have been submitted to the quali--
fied school electors of such city pursuant to law, at some regular or special election, and
shall have been favorably voted by a majority of those woting upon such question at such
election.. After a favorable vote on such question, as provided above, such tax shall be
levied and collected annually until the voters.of the school district of such.city shall, by.
majority vote, order the discontinuance thereof. The question of such disconfinuance
shall be submitted in the manner the question of authorizing the levy and eollection of
the said tax is required by law to be submitted. ‘ ‘

(6) The hoard may receive and expend for the purposes of this section any sums of
money appropriated by :the common council of such eity for such purposes, and the com-
mon council may appropriate from the general or a similar fund to said hoard such sums
of money as said council may deem expedient for the purposes of this section.

43,561 . Community centres. (1) ORGANIZATION. (a) A community centre may be
created in any tract of contiguous territory containing either an area of not less than
sixteen square miles, or a population of at least five hundred inhabitants, and bounded
by town, school district, section, quarterseetion or Wa1d lines, or streams, lakes, swamps
or similar natural boundaries and no part of which is included in any other communlty‘
centre.

(b) A petition for referendum on estabhshmg a commumty centre may be presented
to the chief executive of the town, village or city in which the proposed tract or the
larger part thereof lies, The petition shall designate the boundaries and a proposed
name, and shall be signed by not less than one-fourth of the persons resident in the
tract and qualified to vote at a school dlstnct meeting.,

(e¢) Within five days of the receiving of the petltlon, the executive shall fix a time
and place for the referendum, unless the tract lies in move than one municipality, in which
event the executive shall call a meeting with the chief executive of all the municipalities
to be held within ten days of the presenting of the petition., The executives at such
meeting shall fix such time and place. TIf any executive is unable to attend he shall
designate some other officer to'attend and act in his place. The referendum shall be
held not more than sixty days after presentation of the petition, and the clerk of the
munieipality in which it is held shall give at least ten days’ notice thereof, by posting in
at least six different public places in the tract or by pubhcatmu in a newspaper pub-
lished therein, once a week for two weeks mlmedlately prior to the time set f01 the
referendum.

(d) The 1eferendum shall be conducted bV the election oﬁicmls of the munlclpahty in
which it is held, and in the manner provided for town meetings, including qualification of
electors. The vote shall be by ballot with -separate boxes for each municipality. . The
ballot may be written or printed in any manner plainly showing the intent. ;

(e). If a majority of:the eleetors from each munieipality votmg are in favor .of a
community centre, the result shall be eertified within six days to the clerk of, each mu-
nicipality, and to the county clerk and by him to the secretary of state, each of whom,
shall file such certificate, and thereupon, from the date of such election such tract shall
constitute a public corporation of the name designated in the petition. The inclusion of
all or a part of the territory of a community centre in:a newly incorporated village or
city shall not affect the commnunity centre corporation,

(f).The expenses of the referendum shall be paid by the municipality to whose chief
execntive the petition is presented, which municipality shall be reimbursed by the -com-
munity centre, if organized, and proportionately by the other mmuelpahhes, on the
hasis of the assessed valuation, 1f the community cenfre is defeated. -

(2) Orricers. (a) The officers of a community centre shall be a dnectm, tleasm er,.
and elerk, who shall have the usnal powers and duties of such officers, constitute the com-
munity bom d, and conduet and manage its affairs and have power, subjecet to change by
any succeedmg centre meeting, to change the name of the community centre.

(b) The term of office shall he three years, beginning with the annnal meeting. At
the first, annual meeting the clerk shall be chosen for one year, the treasurer for two
years, and the director for three years. Temporary officers may he chosen at the referen-
dum by a separate ballot box and a plurality vote. Every officer shall hold until his sue-
cessor is chosen.

(e) The board may fill by appointment any vacancy that may oeeur in their number
within ten days after such vacaney shall oceur; and if sueh vacancy shall not be so filled
the toivn, village or city-elerk of the town, village or city in which the ecommunity house
is situated, shall fill such vacancy by appointment. Any person upon being notified’ of
his appomtment shall be deemed to have accepted the same, unless within five days there-
after he shall file with the clerk or director a written rvefusal to serve, and any person

so appointed shall hold office until the next annual meeting, at which the electors shall
fill such vacancy for the unexpired term.

(3) Axxusn amerrTiNg, (a) The annual community centre meeting shall be held
on the second Monday in Marel, or if that be a legal holiday, on the day following, and - -
in the community house or some building designated by the hoard and specified in the
notice. KEach resident person qualified to vote at a school distriet meeting shall be a voter
of the community eentre. The clerk shall give at least six days’ previous notice of the
annual meeting by posting notices therefor in six or more public places in the distriet,.
one of which shall be affixed to the outer door of the community house, and he shall give
like notice for any adjourned meeting, if the adjournment be for more than one month,

(b) The election of officers shall be by ballot condueted publicly by the hoard. The
polls shall be opened at one o’clock and close at eight o’clock in the afternoon. The
ballots shall then be publicly counted and the result announced and recorded, whereupon
the other business of the meeting shall be transacted.

(4) Sprcian MEETING.  Special meetings shall be ealled by the elerk or in his absence
by the director or treasurer on the written request of one-fifth of the legal voters of the
district, and notices thereof specifying particularly the business to be transaeted shall be
posted in the manner preseribed for calling the annual meeting; and the electors when
lawfully assembled at a special meeting shall have power to transact the same sort of
business as at the first or annual meeting except the election of officers. No tax or loan
01 debt shall be voted at a special meeting unless three-fourths of the legal voters shall

have heen notified either personally or by a written or p11111:ed notice left at their places
of residence, stating the time, place, and objects of the meeting, and specifying the amount
proposed to be voted at least six days before the time appointed therefor, exclusive of
the day on which the meeting is to be held and then voted by a two- thnds vote of the
members present.

(6) Powers, The annual community centre meeting shall have power:

(a) To appoint a chairman and clerk pro tem to act in the absence of either, and
to adjourn from time to time.

(b) To vote a tax, not to exceed nine mills on each dollar of the assessed valuation
of all the taxable property within the district for the year in which the tax is levied.

(e) To purchase or lease a suitable site, and to build, hire or purchase a community
house, and to equip and maintain the same, and to plOVlde for such meetings and pro-
ceedings therein as shall be directed.

(d) To authorize the community centre board to borrow money for any of 1ts law-
ful purposes.

(6) AnxNUAL rEPORT. It shall be the duty of the board to meet on the Saturday im-
mediately preceding the annual meeting, carefully examine the acecounts of the treasurer
and make up a full aid itemized report of all receipts and expenditures since the last
annual meeting, of the amount in the hands of the treasurer or the amount of the deficit,
if any, for which the centre is liable, of the amount necessary to be raised by taxes for
the maintenance of the community house for the ensuing year, and of the amount re-
quired to pay the interest or pnnclpal of any debt due or to become due during the year;
which report shall be submitted in Wntmg at the annual meeting and recorded by the
clerk at length with the action thereon in the proceedings of the meetmg

(7) Levy BY BOARD, If any community centre at its annual or any subsequent special
meeting, prior to the third Monday of November following, shall not vote a tax sufficient
to maintain a community house for the current year, the board, on or before the next
Wednesday following said third Monday in November, shall detemlme the sum necessary
to be raised to maintain such community house, and "the clerk shall forthwith levy and
certify to the town, village or city clerks, as the case may be, the amount so determined.

(8) CorLECTION AND PAYMENT. All taxes provided for in this section shall be certi-
fied, levied, collected and paid over as in the ease of single or joint common sehool dis-
tricts of the state,

(9) Coarmuxnrry HOUSE. The community house shall be used for the following pur-
poses: Public gatherings for information, diseussion, vecreation, amusement; public
banquets, suppers, and festivals; athleties, games; rest rooms; rooms for community
agricultural projects; and such other purposes as the electors may deem fit, and the board
shall adopt rules and regulations governing its maintenance, operation and management,

(10) DissoLurioN, (a) A community centre may be dissolved by vote of a majority
of the electors thereof at any annual meeting more than four years after organization.
Petition for vote on dissolution signed by at least two-fifths of the community centre
electors must be filed with the clerk and notice thereof included in the notice of annual
meeting. The dissolution vote shall be by ballot during the honrs when the polls are open.
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(b) The dissolution shall be certified and recorded as provided in paragraph (e) of
subsection (1) of this section for certifying organization.

(¢) After vote of dissolution, the property shall be disposed of and the proceeds ap-
plied to the discharge of debts, and the surplus, if any, shall be paid over to the treas-
urers of the different municipalities within which the community eentre lay, apportioned
according to the assessed valuation of the property in the community centre located in
each munieipality. ‘

43.60 State radio council, (1) DmcrArATION OF PURPOSE. To comply with the
suggestion of the Federal Communications Commission, inviting state educational author-
ities to present a co-ordinated plan for the use of FM (frequency modulation) broadcast-
ing channels which have heen reserved for educational, noncommercial purposes, and to
provide for the development of such a plan in Wiseonsin to give educational radio service
throughout the state, there is hereby established a state radio counecil.

(2) MEMBERSHIP OF COUNCIL. The state radic council shall he composed of the fol-
lowing members: the governor or his representative; the president of the university of
Wisconsin or his representative; the superintendent of publie instruction; the secretary
of the hoard of regents of state colleges; the director of the state hoard of voecational
and adult education; a university representative appointed by the hoard of regents and
3 citizen members appointed by the governor. All of said members shall serve without
compensation except that they shall be reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses in-
curred in the performance of their duties. ,

(8) CHAIRMAN; MEETINGS. The council shall elect a chairman from among its mem-
hers and shall hold at least 2 meetings a year.

(4) Powers, puTiEs AND FUNCTIONS. The couneil shall have the following powers,
duties and funetions:

(a) To plan, construct and develop a state system of radio hroadeasting for the pres-
entation of educational, informational and publie service programs.

(h) To formulate policies regulating the operation of such a state system.

(e¢) To co-ordinate the radio activities of the various edueational and informational
agenecies, civie groups, and citizens having contributions to make to the public interest
and welfare, .

(d) To manage, operate, and maintain broadecasting station WLBL. -

{e) To protect the public interest in educational television by making application to
the federal communications commigsion for educational television channels reserved for
Wisconsin and to take such action as is necessary to preserve such channels to Wisconsin
for educational use. :

(£) To conduct research and experimentation in educational television,

(g) To accept gifts and grants for the purpose of condueting research and experi-
mentation in educational television.

(h) To make agreements with and co-operate with public and private agencies for the
purpose of furthering its research and experimentation in edueational television,

(5) EXECUTIVE OFFICER; EMPLOYES; ADMINISTRATION OF FUNDS. (a) An executive
director who shall be chosen by the council shall hold office during the pleasure of the
council. He shall co-ordinate the activities and execute the program and orders of the
council, maintain liaison with the various federal and state agencies interested in the
system of state radio broadeasting and shall exercise such further powers, functions and
duties as the council may presecribe. »

(b) The council may employ such help as it may deem necessary to carry out the
purpose of this section.

(¢} Funds appropriated to the council shall be administered through the business
office of the university of Wisconsin.
