CHAPTER 4107

AN ACT to amend 38.23; and to create 40.30 (19) of the statutes, relating
to school districts providing accident insurance for pupils.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:

SEcTION 1. 38.23 of the statutes is amended to read:

38.28 Sections 40.01 (1), (2), 40.19, 40.30 (17) and (19), 40.435,
40.44, 40.47, 40.48 (2) to (4), 40.50, 40.563 (2), (56) to (7), 40.55, 40.56
(5), 40.57, 40.59, 40.63, 40.65 (1), (2), 40.655, 40.657, 40.68, 40.77, 40.78
(1), (2), (4) to (8), 40.819, 40.93, 41.01 to 41.03, 41.175, 43.50, 59.075
(1) and 66.03 (3) (c) are applicable to boards of school directors and
to schools in cities of the first class. The board shall exercise the powers
and perform the functions and shall be entitled to all school aids in so
far as the same are relevant to cities of the first class. The school board
and the schools in cities of the first class shall be governed in all matters
by the general laws of the state, except as they are altered or modified
by express amendments.

SECTION 2. 40.30 (19) of the statutes is created to read:

40.30 (19) The board may provide for accident insurance covering
pupils in the district; but no such insurance shall be paid for from school
funds unless the expenditure is authorized by the annual meeting of a
common school distriet or high school district, or the common council in
a city school district or school district in a city of the first class.
