(2) Assigned revenues are revenues which are paid mto a state fund and are credited
by statute to an appropriation to finance a specified aet1v1ty or agency., Such revenues
constitute “revolving budget revenues”.

(3) Annual appropriations are appropriations which are expendable only for the
fiseal year for which made. At the end of the ﬁscal year unexpended balances revert to
the fund from which appropriated.

(4) Sum sufficient appropriations -are appropriations which are expendable in the
amounts necessary to accomplish the purpose specified; such budgeted amounts 1ep1esent
the most reliable estimates obtamable. They are mdlcated by the abbreviation S .in s.
20.005,

(5) Biennial appropriations are appropriations which are expendable only for the
bienninm for which made. For acecounting purposes and for computation of surplus at
the close of any fiscal year the expenditures from biennial appropriations in the first
fiscal year of a biennium shall constitute the appropriations for such year and the un-
expended balances of biennial appropriations at the end of the first year of a hiennium
shall constitute the appropriations for the second year of the biennium. At the end of
the biennium unexpended halances shall revert to the fund from which appropriated.
Biennial appropriations ave indicated by the abbreviation B in s. 20.005,

(6) Nonlapsing appropriations are appropriations which arve expendable until fully
depleted or repealed by subsequent action of the legislature. They are indicated by the
abbreviation C in s. 20.005.

(7) Revolving appropriations are appropriations of assigned revenues as set forth
in sub. (2); they are continuing unless otherwise provided by statute.

20.002 Construction of appropriation statutes. In the construction of appropria-
tion clauses, the following rules shall be observed unless such construction would be in-
consistent with the manifest intent of the legislature; that is to say:

(1) ErFECTIVE PERIOD OF APPROPRIATIONS.. Unless otherwise provided, appropriations
shall become effective on July 1 of the fiscal year for which made and shall be expendable
until the following June 30. If the executive budget for any biennium does not become
effective on or before July 1 of the odd-numbered year, the appropriations provided for
the preceding fiscal year shall he in effect in the new fiscal year 1u1t11 amended or elim-
inated by the legislature,

(2) Arrocarions., Unless otherwise provided, the itemization by the legislature of a
total appropriation into personal services, materials and expense, and capital outlay is
an allocation for those purposes and a limitation on the amount that may be expended for
each such purpose. ‘

(3) Appropriations in the following langnage, or substantially similar language, shall
be construed to be annnal, continuing appropriations, and bhalances shall be available as
provided in sub. (8):

There is annually applopmated begmnmg (day of month and year) . ... dollars, pay-
able from any moneys in the .... fund not otherwise appropriated, for (department) for
(purpose or object).

There is annually appropriated .... dollars, payable from any moneys in the ....
fund not otherwise appropriated, for (department, purpose or object). :

There is annually appropriated, such sums as may be necessary, from the state treas-
ury, for (department, purpose or object),

(4) Appropriations in the following language or in substantially similar langnage
shall be construed to be noncontinuing, lapsible appropriations and balances unexpended
at the elose of the appropriation period or interval shall revert to the fund from which
appropriated :

There is appropriated for the fiscal year ...., the sum of'.... dollars, payable from
any moneys in the .. .. fund not otherwise appropriated, for (department) for (purpose
or object).

(5) Where any appropriation is repealed or any balance of an appropriation is caused
to 1eve1t any indebtedness ineurred under the authouty of such applopnatlon or halance
prior to the time as of which such repeal or reversion of balance is to take effect, shall be
paid from the appropriation or balance thus repealed or reverted as the case may hbe
unless otherwise specifically provided by law.
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(6) No appropriation shall he available for payment of any indebtedness inewrred
prior to the time as of which such appropriation is to take effect or for any other purpose
than that for which it is made unless otherwise specifically provided by law.

(7) ‘In any case where a nonlapsible, or a continuing, nonlapsible appropriation, is
amended, either ag to amount or purpose, the balance shall go forward as if' the same had
not been amended, and shall be available for the purposes, and subject. to the conditions or
limitations set out in the appropriation as amended, unless otherwise specifically provided
by law. L ‘

" (8) All appropriations or balances of appropriations remaining unexpended and un-
encumbered at the end of the fiseal year for which they are made shall revert to the fund
from which appropriated, but this shall not apply to revolving appropriations, except re.
volving ‘appropriations which are added to-and included with appropriations for opera-
tion, to highway appropriations, appropriations of moneys received from the federal gov-
ernment,’ or appropriations for the purchase of land and for permanent property and
improvements. Appropriations for the purchase of land and for permanent property and
improvements shall continue to be available until the attainment of the object or the
completion of the work for which such appropriations were made, and except as otherwise
provided by law all balances remaining shall revert to the fund from which appropriated.

(9) All appropriations to any department, expenditures from which, under any' pro-
vision of the statutes, may be made only with the approval of the governor or the director
of budgel and accounts, shall be constrned to be conditional appropriations, which shall
become available only as contemplated expenditures therefrom are approved by these offi-
cers, in the manner required by law. -

(10) Whenever a continuing or nonlapsing appropriation from any fund has ae-
complished its purpose or is no longer deemed necessary for such purpose; the director
of budget and accounts is authorized to lapse such appropriation balance, in whole or
in part, to the fund from which appropriated upon receipt of a letter from the dirvector
of the state agency concerned approving said action.

fund appropriations.

(5) If appropriation laws are enacted which are not numbered to correspond with the
alphabetical recodification of ch. 20, the revisor of statutes shall renumber such laws
aceordingly. :

Appropriations of receipts
and of a sum sufficient shall for the purposes of this section be regarded as equivalent to
the amounts expended thereunder in the prior fiscal year which ended June 30. It is the
intent of this section that all functions of said departments shall be continued in an effi-
cient manner, but because of the uncertainties of the existing situation it is necessary that
no public funds be expended or obligations incurred unless there shall be adequate reve-
nues to meet the expenditures therefor. For such reasons the emergency board shall, if it
deems it necessary, make such reductions of such appropriations as in its judgment will
secure sound financial operations of the government for said departments and at the same
time interfere least with their services and activities,

(b) No reduction in any such appropriation shall be made under authority of this
section until after an opportunity to be heard is given, in writing or through publication
in the official state paper, to the department, board, commission, bureau or university to
whom such appropriation is made. Any reduction in appropriations determined upon
shall be communicated to the department, hoard, commission, burean or university affected,
and to the director of budget and acecounts. Thereafter the dirvector of budget and ac-
counts shall not release and shall not draw his warrant in payment of any amount exceed-
ing the reduced appropriations.

(21) ConprrioNs oF RELEASES, Whenever in the statutes an appropriation or a por-
tion of an appropriation is available only upon release by the emergency hoard, suck
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moneys shall be made available by the emergency board at such times and in such amounts
as the board may determine to he necessary to adequately provide for the purposes for
which they are appropriated, with due regard for the whole amount available for such
purposes, If the provisions relating to release by the emergency board is invalid, the ap-
propriation or portion of the appropriation which is subject to such release shall not be
invalidated but shall be considered to be made without any condition as to time or manner
of release.

(22) APPROVAL OF APPROPRIATIONS. No part of any appropriation which is made con-
ditional upon approval by the emergency hoard shall be effective and available until
approval in writing signed by the governor and at least one other member of the emer-
gency board has been filed in the office of the director of bhudget and aceounts.

108, and for
its conduct of publiec employment offices consistently with s, 101.37, and for its other
efforts to regularize employment; to pay the compensation and expenses of appeal
hoards and of advisory committees; and to pay allowances stimulating education during
unemployment. Any balance remaining in this fund at the close of any fiscal year shall
not lapse but shall remain available for the purposes herein specified.

(74) UNEMPLOYMENT ADMINISTRATION FUND; STATE MONEYS. All vouchers covering
expenditures under ch. 108, if duly drawn and approved in accordance with the provi-
sions of the Wisconsin statutes applicable to the disbursement of state funds, shall be
paid from the administration fund by the state treasurer, without regard to the sources
from which this fund is derived. The treasurer of the unemployment reserve fund, how-

operations, and to finance the designing and construction of such buildings, including
such equipment, facilities, paving, landscaping and other improvements as may be re-
quired for the proper use and operation of such huilding projects after their completion.

(¢). The treasurer of the unemployment reserve fund shall transfer the amounts thus
appropriated, from the account ereated by s. 108161 to the fund ereated by s. 108.20,
only as and to the extent that they ave emrrently needed for expenditures pursuant to this
section. Any amount thus transferred which has ceased to be needed or available for such
expenditures shall be restored to that account.

(d) The amount used pursuant to this subsection during any fiscal year shall not ex-
ceed the aggregate of all amounts credited under s, 108.161 (1) within that fiscal year and
the 4 preceding fiscal years, reduced by the sum of any moneys used and charged against
any of the amonnts thus credited within those 5 years.

(e) As to any building project to he financed nnder this subsection, the industrial
commission shall secure advance assurance that the federal bureaun of employment security
will apply to that project, after its eompletion and oceupancy, the bhureau’s policy of
gradually reimbursing the nnemployment reserve fund for the necessary capital costs of
any suitable employment security building project (thus financed) by federal grants cov-
ering the amounts which would otherwise be payable (during the reimbursement or amor-
tization period) for the rental of substantially equivalent office quarters,

(f) Of the total sum appropriated by this subsection, not to exceed $2,150,000 shall
be used to construct an employment security building, in Madison, designed for the state
administrative offices (now housed in 3 separate rented locations) of the industrial com-
mission’s employment service and unemployment compensation and related statistical
operations. That building and its velated facilities shall be located on a suitable parcel
of about 4 acres of land, to be specified by the state building commission, which shall be
transferred for this purpose to the industrial commission (in its capaecity as state em-
ployment security administrator) from the Madison site for state office building facilities
conveyed to the state building commission under s. 36.34 (6), at a price (payable from
the appropriations made by this subsection) of $8,250 per acre. Those appropriations
shall also pay for such costs of street, utility and other publie improvements as are
fairly assessable pursunant to s. 36.34 (6) against the parcel thus transferred.

(g) The governor, before approving any land purchase (including any transfer) or
building project to be financed under this subsection, shall consult with the state building
commission as to those cities and sites where early construetion of a eombined state office
building is under active consideration, with a view to determining where employment
seeurity building projects (thus financed) would be desirable.

(h) If the state building commission with the approval of the governor determines as
to any city or site that employment security offices should be part of a combined state
office building project, or should be built on state-owned land or on land owned by the Wis-
consin state public building corporation, the amounts appropriated by this subsection shall
he available to finance such offices or a proper employment security share of such combined
project, subject to the requirements of par. (e).

Note: Chapter 703, Laws 1957, provides that the amounts appropriated by ch. 639, Laws
1957, are available for encumbrance pursuant to 20.440 (76) only within 2 years from

of the association are residents of Wisconsin, then the commissioner shall certify to the
director of budget and aceounts for payment of such association the sum made available
by this subsection. Any association using such moneys for any other purpose than author-
ized by this subsection shall be indebted to and shall reimburse the state in the amount
so unlawfully used.

(401) EXAMINATION OF COMPANIES. All moneys collected from an organization exam-
ined by the commissioner of insurance shall be credited to this subsection and shall consti-
tute the source of the revenues appropriated in sub, (1) but revenues eredited herein in
excess of the amounts so appropriated may not be spent unless released in whole or in
part by the emergency hoard. Whenever the revenues credited herein are not sufficient to
cover the estimated revenues appropriated in sub. (1), the insurance commissioner shall
immediately inform the department of budget and accounts of this fact and shall indicate
the amounts which should bhe deducted from respective appropriation line items in s.
20.005 (2) (a) to bring the appropriated amounts into agreement with the moneys avail-
able, and the department of budget and accounts shall forthwith adjust the central ac-
counting records accordingly. At the close of each fiseal year any balance in this subsection
shall revert to the general fund, but in the event of an overdraft such overdraft shall be
carried forward to the succeeding fiscal year.

(a) $300 per month, payable monthly.

(b) For each special or regular session, mileage at the rate of 10 cents per mile for
every mile traveled in going to and retuiming from the state eapitol on the most usual route.

(¢) Members of the legislature serving on any legislative or interim committee, the
emergency board or any other body all or a part of whose members ave by law required to
be members of the legislature shall be paid no additional compensation for such services
but shall be reimbursed their actual and necessary expenses in attending any meeting of
such committee or other hody held while the legislature is not in session or dwring a recess
of the legislature of one month or more in duration.

(d) Members of the legislature elected, appointed, or employed in or to any other
office or employment under the state government not incompatible with their membership
in the legislature shall be paid only such part of the salary fixed for such office or employ-
ment as is in excess of the salary paid them as members of the legislature,

(e) The salary of any member who dies during his term of office shall be paid monthly
to ns estate or personal representative until his successor is elected and qualified. When
any person elected a member shall die before commencement of the term of office to which
he is elected, he shall be deemed a member dying during such term of office and his salary
as such member shall be paid monthly to his estate or personal representative until his
sucecessor is elected and qualified.

(£) Any member of the legislature who hag signified, by afidavit filed with the director
of budget and accounts, the necessity of establishing a temporary residence at the state
capital for the period of any vegular or special legislative session shall be entitled to an
allowanee of not to exceed $175 per calendar month, or part thereof, for expenses ineurred
for food and lodging during each vegular session and during each special session. Such
allowances shall be paid within one week after each calendar month; and shall be paid,
upon the filing with such director, the member’s affidavit stating the amount of such ex-
penses and lodging.

(g) All members of the legislature shall be entitled, in addition to the mileage allowed
in par. (b), to an allowance for transportation expenses incurred in going to and returning
from the state capitol once every week during each regular legislative session, at the same
rate per mile for each traveled in going to and retwrning from the state capitol on the
most usual route as ig provided for transportation for state officers and employes nnder
58, 20.940 and 20.941. Such allowances shall he paid monthly upon presentation to the
director of budget and accounts of a verified written statement containing such informa-
tion as the director may require.

(2) SpmAxER. (a) To the speaker of the assembly, for his services as speaker, $25
per month, payable monthly, in addition to his eompensation and mileage as a member.

(b) In addition to the appropriation made in par. (a), the sum of $7 per day for each
day the assembly is in session and the sum of $7 per day for each day during the 2 weeks’
period after sine die adjournment of the legislature for the services of a seeretary ap-
pointed under 5. 16.08 (2) (g).

(¢) In the period when the legislature is not in session the speaker shall be paid his
actnal and necessary expenditures inewrred in the performance of his duties. Such ex-
penditures shall be by voucher signed by the chief clerk.

(2m) LIBUTENANT GOVERNOR. To the lientenant governor, ag follows:

(a) For his services as president of the senate $13,000 per term, payable monthly.

(b) In addition to the appropriation made in par. (a) for salary, the sum of $7 per
day for each day the senate is in session and the sum of $7 per day for each day during
the 2 weeks’ period after sine die adjournment of the legislature, for the services of a sec-
retary, who may be either male or female, appointed under s. 16.08 (2) (g), and for each
regular session of the legislature, $200 for office supplies and expenses, and in addition his
actual and necessary expenses incident to attending the lieutenant governors’ conference
and other actual and necessary expenses incident to the performance of his duties as lieu-
tenant governor and acting governor.

(3) Cmmmr crmrks. (a) To the chief clerk of the senate, and of the assembly, each,
$3,400 for the regular session, payable one half at the beginning and one half at the end
of the regular session or when the legislature adjourns for more than 30 days, whichever
comes first; $12 per day for any special session, and $50 for service at the opening of the
suceeeding regular session.
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(b) The chief clerks shall perform such duties for their respective houses as may be
necessary during the interim between regular sessions, and for each such services each chief
clerk shall be paid $500 for the interim, payable one half on January 1 and one half on
July 1 following the regular session.

(e¢) To each chief clerk and each sergeant at arms for the 1957 regular session as a
cost of living bonus $1,000, and to the assembly voting machine operator $400, payabhle
at the end of the regular session or when the legislature adjowrns for more than 30 days,
whichever comes first.

(4) SErGEANT AT ARMS. (a) To the sergeant at arms of the senate, and of the assem-
bly, each $2,600 for the regular session, payable one half at the beginning and one half at
the end of the regular session or when the legislature adjourns for more than 30 days,
whichever comes first and $10 per day for any special session.

(b) The sergeants at arms shall perform such duties for their respective houses as
may be necessary during the interim between regular sessions, and for such services each
sergeant at arms shall be paid $500 for the interim, payable one half on January 1 and
one half on July 1 following the regular session.

(¢) During the interim between regular sessions, to an assistant of the sergeant at
arms of the senate for services performed by him in looking after and caring for busi-
ness in the senate sergeant at arms office, $100 per month commencing on the first day
of the month following sine die adjournment. The working day office hours of such as-
sistant during the interim shall be from 9 a. m. to 12 noon and from 2 to 3 p. m.

(5) SENATE SUBORDINATE CLERKS. To subordinate clerks of the senate, as follows:

(a) Ten legislative clerks, who shall assist the chief elerk in maintaining the official
records of proceedings, index, revise and enroll bills, maintain mailing lists, and perform
such other work as may be required, $7 per day. Two of said clerks shall be assigned to
the revising and envolling of hills and shall have some knowledge of and experience in
proofreading as evidenced by such test as the bureau of personnel may require.

(1) Twelve legislative stenographers, who shall be expert in stenography and type-
writing, to perform general stenographic and clerical duties for members and committees
as assigned by the chief clerk, $7 per day.

(¢) Three legislative typists, who shall be expert in the use of the typewriter, to en-
gross bills and perform such other typing and clerieal work as may be required by the
chief clerk, $6 per day.

(d) The chief clerk may designate one of the employes on his staff as assistant chief
clerk who, while serving in such capacity, may receive an additional $1 per day.

(6) ASSEMBLY SUBORDINATE CLERKS. To subordinate clerks of the assembly, as fol-
lows:

(a) Thirteen legislative clerks, who shall assist the chief clerk in maintaining the
official records of proeeedings of the assembly, index, revise and enroll bills, maintain
mailing lists, and perform such other work as may be required, $7 per day. Two of said
clerks shall be assigned to the revising and enrolling of bills and shall have some knowledge
of and experience in proofreading as evidenced by such tests as the hureau of person-
nel may require; one of said clerks shall he assigned to the operation of the voting machine
and shall receive $1 a day more than the amount stipulated for legislative clerks in this
paragraph.

(b) Fifteen legislative stenographers, who shall be expert in stenography and type-
writing, to perform general stenographie and clerieal duties for members and committees
as assigned by the chief clerk, $7 per day.

(¢) Four legislative typists, who shall be expert in the use of the typewriter, to en-
gross hills and perform such other typing and elerical work as may he required by the
chief clerk, $6 per day.

(e) Ome messenger to assist the vofing machine operator, who shall have some knowl-
edge of and experience in the operation of a photostat, electrical relays and related elec-
trical equipment, $5 per day.

(£) The chief clerk may designate one of the employes on his staff as assistant chief
clerk who, while serving in such capacity, may receive an additional! $1 per day.

(7) SENATE SUBORDINATES OF SERGEANT AT ARMS, To subordinates of the sergeant
at arms of the senate, as follows:

(a) Twelve legislative messengers, who shall assist the sergeant at arms in earing for
and guarding the premises and property in and about the chambers and rooms used by and
for the legislature, direct visitors and perform such other work as may be vequired, $5
per day; in addition thereto, one policeman, one night watehman, one gallery attendant,
and 2 night laborers, $5 per day.

(b) Four legislative elerks, who shall have charge and custody of the printed matter
incident to the activities of the legislature, or the post office maintained in the capitol for
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the convenience of the members, and perform such other duties as may he required by the
sergeant at arms or the rules of the senate, $7 per day.

(c) The sergeant at arms may designate one of the above clerks to serve as assistant
sergeant at arms who, while serving in that capacity, may receive an additional 50 cents
per day.

(8) ASSEMBLY SUBORDINATES OF SERGEANT AT ARMS. To subordinates of the sergeant
at arms of the assembly, as follows:

(a) Seventeen legislative messengers, who shall assist the sergeant at arms in caring
for and guarding the premises and property in and about the chambers and rooms used by
and for the legislature, direet visitors and perform such other work as may be required, $5
per day; in addition thereto, one policeman, one night watchman, 2 gallery attendants,
one cloakroom attendant, 2 night laborers and one post-office messenger, $5 per day.

(b) Four legislative clerks who shall have charge and custody of the printed matter
incident to the activities of the legislature, or the post office maintained in the eapitol for
the convenience of the members, and such other duties as may be required by the sergeant
ab arms or the rules of the assembly, $7 per day.

(¢) The sergeant at arms may designate one of the above clerks to serve as assistant
sergeant at arms who, while serving in that eapacity, may receive an additional 50 cents
per day.

(9) CLERKS AND SUBORDINATES DURING INTERIM AND ATFTER ADJOURNMENT, A sum
sufficient to clerks and subordinates detailed for service during the interim and after the
close of the session, as provided in s. 13.14 (5) and (6), not exceeding the compensation
specified in subs. (5), (6), (7) and (8); such employment not to exceed 90 days and to be
approved by the president of the senate and the speaker of the assembly.

(9a) REecmss sEsstoN. To each chief clerk and each sergeant at arms for the period
from June 28, 1957, to sine die adjournment as a cost of living bonus $500, payable upon
sine die adjournment.

(9m) LEGISLATIVE EMPLOYES, COST OF LIVING BONUS. For the 1957 regular session
and, as to clerks detailed for service during such period under s, 13.14 (6) for 90 days
thereafter, or any special session intervening between the 1957 and 1959 regular sessions,
a sum sufficient to provide a cost of living bonus to each legislative employe, as follows:
$3 per calendar day to each employe paid from the appropriations made under subs. (2)
(b), (2m) (b), (5) (a), (b), (a), (6) (a), (b), (e), (o), (7) (a), (), (8) (a),
(b) and (9). Such bonus shall be paid monthly and shall be computed from January 9,
1957. The proper certification officer shall monthly certify to the department of budget
and accounts the amount due each such employe under this subsection and the director of
budget and accounts shall draw his warrant for the amount so certified for each such
employe; provided that the proper certifying officer shall certify to the department of
budget and accounts the additional amounty becoming due each such employe under this
amendment (June 1955) for the period preceding, and the director of budget and ac-
counts shall draw his warrant for the additional amount so certified for each such em-
ploye, within 10 days after the effective date of this amendment or as near as may be.

(10) CowntingenT EXPENSES. For contingent expenses of the senate and assembly,
each $1,000, and, in addition thereto, on July 1, 1949, $1,000 for contingent expenses of
the assembly, subject to the following conditions:

(a) Any such proposed expenditure for either house shall be reported to the house
by its committee on contingent expenditures, together with a statement of the name of
the person who is to receive the money and the purpose for which it is to be expended.

(b) Such expenditure shall not be made unless it is anthorized by a yea and nay vote
of such house, to be entered on its journal; nor for any other purpose than to enable the
house authorizing such expense to discharge its lawful functions.

(e¢) Whenever such expenditure is authorized, the chairman of the commiftee on con-
tingent expenditures shall certify to the divector of budget and accounts a copy of the
statement prescribed in par. (a) and of so much of the journal as may be necessary to
show affirmative action under par. (b).

(11) Cmaprains. To the officiating echaplains of the senate and assembly the sum of
$5 for each such day of service, effective with the 1959 session, to he paid on the certifi-
cates of the chief clerks of the senate and assembly, respectively, showing the amounts
to which each such chaplain is entitled.

(13) FuNerAL coMMITTEB. To the members of the legislature appointed pursuant to

(1) Unless other-
wise provided by law, all moneys collected or received by each and every officer, hoard,
commission, society, or agsociation for or in behalf of the state, or which is required by law
to be turned into the state treasury, shall he deposited in or transmitted to the state
treasury at least once a week and also whenever required by the governor, and shall be ac-
companied by a statement in such form as the treasurer may prescribe showing the amount
of such collection, and from whom and for what purpose or on what account the same was
received, All moneys paid into the treasury shall be credited to the general fund unless
otherwise specifically provided by law. ,

(2) The director of budget and accounts shall preseribe a form of offielal blank re-
ceipts to be issued by or for each officer, hoard, commission, society or association who
or which colleets or receives any money for or on hehalf of the state, or who or which
collects any money that is required by law to be turned into the state treasury, and such
officer, board, eommission, society or association shall issue such official receipts or eause
the same to be issued to each person from whom money is received. All such official re-
ceipts shall be prenumbered consecutively, The director may waive the issuance of official
receipts in cases where he prescribes other adequate collection control measnres, but he
shall issue receipts upon demand.

(3) Any person who shall issue or deliver such official receipt or pass or utter the
same except in the manner required by law shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor.

20.979 Institutional contingent funds. (1) As used in this section:

(a) “Department” means the state department of public welfare, state board of health,
state superintendent of public instruetion and the board of regents of state colleges;

(b) “Institution” means all astate colleges including the institute of technology, and
the several institutions under the jurisdiction of the state department of public welfare,
state board of health and state superintendent;

(e) “Superintendent” means the head of any institution as defined herein.

(2) (a) Trom the contingent fund authorized by ss. 20.410, 20.650, 20.670 and 20.760,
institutional bills of less than $75 may be paid, except that no part of the fund shall
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be used for the payment of the salary or wages of an employe. The amount allotted to
each institition shall be deposited in a separate account to he known as the “contingent
fund” in a public depository to be designated by the respective departments, Payment
of institutional bills of less than $75 shall be made by check drawn by the superintendent
against such account, except as herein otherwise provided, without the necessity .of being
first submitted to the department and to the divector of hudget and accounts for approval
and audit,  From time to time the superintendent shall file elaim for reimbursement on a
sworn voucher which shall be accompanied by the hills for payment of which reimburse-
ment; is claimed. Bills paid by check need not be veceipted by the payee, but the number
of the check shall be placed on the bill, Bills may be paid by cash if approved by the
superintendent and receipted by the payee. After approval of such claim by the depart-
ment, and audit by the director of budget and accounts, the eontingent fund shall be re-
imbursed the total amount lawfully paid therefrom, If the superintendent shall pay any
bill which is subsequently disapproved either by the department or the director of budget
and accounts as unlawful and unauthorized, he shall, within 10 days after notification by
the department, personally make good such unlawful or unauthorized payment, All
moneys received in reimbursement for payments made from the contingent fund shall
be deposited to the eredit of said account and are added to the appropriation. Each re-
spective department, with the approval of the director of budget and accounts, shall make
written rules and regulations for carrying out this subsecetion. Each department shall re-
quire the superintendent of each institution to execute and file a surety bond in such sum
as the emergency hoard may require, guaranteeing the faithful discharge of his duties and
obligations under this section, the premium to be paid out of the proper appropriation
for each of said departmenfs. Any check drawn against the contingent fund of an insti-
tution which is not paid within 2 years of the date of its drawing because of inabhility to
locate the drawee or his failure to submit same for payment, after the bank has been
requested to stop payment, shall be treated as a canceled check and added to the check-
ing aceount balance. A. check for the amount so added shall be drawn in favor of the
state treasurer and deposited in the general fund as a nonappropriated receipt. If the
person entitled to a check so canceled presents a satisfactory claim therefor to the depart-
ment, said department shall direct the director of budget and accounts to draw a warrant
in payment of such claim and charge to a sum sufficient appropriation for the repayment
of canceled checks. In those institutions in which the financial and business affairs are
under the jurisdietion of a financial or business officer, the contingent fund is to be under
said officer’s jurisdiction and all of the ahove provisions applying to the superintendent
shall apply to said officer.

(b) By the procedure provided in par. (a) the board of regents of state colleges and
the several institutions under its control may use money in the respective contingent funds
to pay bills of $500 or less which allow the taking of a discount if paid in 30 days or less
and for the payment of necessary expenses which must be met by the payment of cash.

(e) Out of the appropriations in s, 20.670 (44) there is allotted, subject to the ap-
proval of the emergency board, such sums as may he necessary to be used as a contingent
fund for the purchase of clothing and other necessities for and transportation of proba-
tioners and parolees who are without means to secure the same, such contingent fund to
be administered in conformity with the proecedure provided in s, 20.879 (2) (a).

20.980 Fiscal year. The fiscal year of the state commences on the first day of July
in each year and closes on the thirtieth day of June next succeeding. All hooks and
acecounts of the director of budget and accounts and of the state treasurer shall be kept,
and all their duties shall be performed with reference to the beginning and ending of the
fiseal year. All officers and persons required to render annual accounts to the director of
budget and accounts and treasurer shall close such aceounts on the thivtieth day of June
in each year, and shall vender such aceounts as soon thereafter as may be practicable, and
the fiscal year of all departments, boards and bodies eonnected with the state government
in any manner shall commenee and close on the same dates as the fiscal year of the state.
A fiseal year ending in an even-numbered calendar year may he designated as an even-
numbered fiscal year, and a fiscal year ending in an odd-numbered calendar year may be
designated as an odd-numbered fiscal year,

0,981 Qoal purchases. Whenever coal is purchased for any institution of the
state, and the same is received and paid for during the fiscal year prior to the time when
the same is to be consumed, the department, board or commission under whose authority
said coal was ordered, may certify to the director of budget and aecounts the faets in
relation to said matter, and thereupon the purchase price of said coal and cost of han-
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dling same, or so much thereof as may remain unconsumed at the beginning of the sue-
ceeding fiscal year, may he charged to the appropriation for operation of such institution,
for the fiseal year during which said coal is to be consumed.

20,982 Summer sessions, For all fiscal purposes the entire summer session of any
state education institution shall be considered as oceurring in the fiseal year in which such
session terminates, and all expenditures therefor and all revenues thereof shall be charged
or credited, as the ease may be, to the appropriation for such fiseal year; provided, that
all bills for printing incurred prior to the beginning of such fiscal year may be paid out
of eurrent funds and be replaced at the beginning of such fiseal year.
