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20.001 Definitions and abbreviations. In s. 20.005 terms and abbreviations shall 
have the following meanings: 

(1) Unassigned revenues arel revenues which are paic1 into a state fmlc1, lose their 
ic1entity, and are then available for appropriation by the legislature. Such revenues con­
stitute "executive budget revenues". 

(2) Assigned revenues are revenues which arel paic1 into a state func1 and are credited 
by statute to an appropriation to finance a specified activity or agency. Such revenues 
constitute "revolving' budget revenues". 

(3) Annual appropriations are appropriations which are expendable only for the 
fiscal year for which made. At the end of the fiscal year unexpended balances re,vert, to 
the func1 from which appropriated. 

(4) Sum sufficient appropriations are appropriations: which are expendable in the 
anlOunts necessmJ' to accomplish the pm1)OSe specified; such budg'eted aJllOllllts represent 
the most reliable estimates obtainable. They are indicated by the abbre,viation Sins. 
20.005. 

(5) Biennial a.ppropriations, are appropriations which are expendable only for the 
biennium for which made. For accollllting' purposes and for computation of surplus aU 
the close of any fiscal yea.r the expenditures from biennial appropriations in the firsu 
fiscal year of a biennium shall constitute the appropriations for such yem' anc1 the llll­
expenc1ed balances of biennial appropriations. at the end of the first yea.r of a biennium 
shall constitute the appropriations for the second year of the biernllum. At. the end of 
the biennium llllexpended balances shall revert to the flllld from which appropriated. 
Biennial appropriations a~l'e indicated by thel abbreviation B in S'. 20.005. 

(6) Nonlapsing appropriationSi aJ.'e appropriations which are' expendable until fully 
depleted or repealed by subsequent action of the legislature. They are indicated by the 
abbreviation C in s. 20.005. 

(7) Revolving appropriations are appropriations of assigned revenues as set forth 
in sub. (2); they are continlMg lllliess otherwise provided by statute. 

20.002 Construction of a.ppropriation statutes. In the construction of appropria­
tion clauses, the following rules shall be observed muess such construction wOlucl be in­
consistent with the manifest intent of the legislaturc,; that is to say: 

(1) EFFECTIVE PE'lHOD OF APPROPRIATIONS. Unless otherwise providecl, appropriations 
shall become effective on JUly 1 of the fiscal yeaJ.' for which made- ancl shall be expendable­
until the following' Jlllle 30. If the executive budget for any biennium does not become 
effective on or before July 1 of the ocld-numbered year, the appropriations proviclecl f01' 
the preceding fiscal year shall be in effect in the new fiscal year lllltil aJllenclecl or elim­
inatecl by the legislatme. 

(2) ALLOCATIONS. Unless othm'lvise provided, thel itemization by the legisla.ture of a 
total appropriation into personal sel'l7ices, materials and expense, ancl capital outlay is 
an allocation for those purposes ancl a limitation on the amOllllt that may be expendecl for 
each such purpose. 

(3) ANNUAL APPROPRIATIONS. Appropriations in thel following language, 01' substan­
tially similar language, shall be construed to be annual, continuing appropriations} and 
halances shall be available as providecl in sub. (8): 

( a) There is am1Ually appropriated, beginning (clay of month and yea:r) ...• clollars, 
payable from any moneys in the ... , funcl not otherwise appropriated, for (department) 
for (pmpose or object). 

(b) There is annually appropriated .... dollal's, paya.ble from any moneys in the •••• 
funcl not othenvise appropriated, for (depal·tment, pUl1)ose 01' object). 

(c) There is =ua11y appropriated, such Sl1lllS as may be necessa.ry, fl'om the stata 
treasUlJ', for (depal'iment, purpose or object). 

(4) LAP SIBLE APPROPRIATIONS. Appropriations in the following language 01' in sub­
stantially silnilar lang'uage shall be construecl to be non continuing, lap sible appropriations 
ancl balances unexpended at the close of the appropriation period or interval shall revert 
to the flmcl from which appropriated: 

(a) There is appropriated for the fiscal year .... , the sum of .... clollm's payable 
:ll'om any moneys in the .... fund not othenvise appropriatecl, for (depmi~ent) f01' 
(purpose or object). 

(5) PAYMENTS FROM RE:PE~LE~ AP~ROPRIATIONS. Wher81 a~y appropriation is repealed 
01' any balance of an apprOpl'latlOn IS causecl to revert, any mc1ebtec1ness incurred unclel' 
the authority of such appropriation or balance prior to the time as of which such repeal 
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01' revision of balance is to take effect, shan be paid from the appropriation 01' balance 
thus repealed or reverted as the case may be unless otherwise specifically provided by law. 

(6) PRIOR DEBTS PROHIBITED. No appropriation shall be available for payment of any 
indebtedness incurred prior to the time as of which such approPliation is to take effect 
or for any other pUll}ose than that for which it is made unless otherwise specifically pro­
vided by law. 

(7) AlIIENDlIIENT OF NONLAPSIBLE APPROPRIATIONS. In any case where a nonlapsible, 
or a continuing, nOlllapsible appropriation, is amended, either as to amolmt 01' purpose, 
the balance shall go forward as if the same had not been amended, a.ncl shall be available 
for the pUll}oses, and subject to the conditions 01' limitations set out in the appropriation 
as amended, lmless otherwise specifically provided by law. 

(8) REVISION OF BALANCES. All appropriations or balances of appropriations remain­
ing' unexpended and unenclUnbered at the end of the fiscal year for which they am made 
shall revert to the flmd from which appropriated, but this shall not apply to revolving 
appropriations, except revolving appropriations which a,I'e added to and included with 
approPliations for operation, to llig'hway appropriations, appropriations of moneys re­
ceived from the federal government, or appropria,tions for the purchase of land and for 
permanent property and improvements. Appropliations for the purchase of land and for 
permanent property and improvements shan continue to bel available lmtil the attaimnent 
of the object or the completion of thel work for which such approplia,tions were made, and 
except as otherwise provided by law all balances remaining shall revert to the fund from 
which appropriated. 

(9) CONDITIONAL APPROPRIATIONS. All appropriations to any depa;etment, expendi­
tures from which, llUder any provision of the statutes, Illay be made only with thel 
approval of the governor or the commissioner of administration, shall be construed to be 
conditional appropriations, which shall become available only as contemplated expendi­
tures therefrom are approved by these officers, in the manner required by law. 

(10) UNNEEDED APPROPRIATIONS. Whenever a continuing' 01' nonlapsing appropria­
tion from any fund has accomplished its. pUl1}ose or is, no longe,,? deemed necessary for 
such pUll}ose, the col11l11issioner of administration is authmized to lapse' such appropria­
tion balance, in whole 01' in part, to the fund from which appropriated upon receipt of a 
letter from the direetol' of the state agency concerned approving' said action. 

20.003 Appropriation acts and bills. (1) All appropriations made by the legisla­
ture shall be listed in ch. 20. The revisor of statutes. shall assign nmnbers in eh. 20 to any 
approPliations not so lllm1hered. 

(2) All bills making sum sufficient appropriations or increasing or decreasing existing 
appropriations or fiscal liability except bills, refelTed to the joint Slll'Vey cOllllnittee on 
retirement systems shall when initially introduced incorporate as a notel a reliable est.imate 
of the amount thereof. Such estimate shall be made by the agency receiving the appro­
priation. 

(3) If an appropriation bill is similal' (except for amount) to another appropriation 
bill or bills, the chief of the legislative reference library shall indicate that fact by note 
to the approPliation bill, giving the numbers of the other bills. 

(4) In ss. 20.100 tn 20.899, subsection lllUllbers (1) to (39) shall be assigned to appro­
priations from the general fund for executive budget operations; subsection numhers (40) 
to (69) shall be assigned to appropria,tions from the general fund for revolving budget 
operations; and subsection numhers (70) to (99) shall be assigned to segregated fllld 
appropriations. 

(5) If appropriation laws are enacted which al'e not numbered to eon'esponc1 with the 
alphabetical recodification of ch. 20, the revisor of statutes, shall renUll1ber such laws 
according'ly. 

(6) Upon receiving the composite corrected schedules from the c1epal'tment of admin­
istration pursuant to s. 20.007, the revisor shall substitute for the language in 20.005 (1) 
(intro. par.), (2) (il1tro. par.) and (a) (intro. par.) as created by t.he several budget billSi 
in each session the language eOlTesponc1ing thereto in the 1957 statutes and shall change 
the dates accordingly. 

(7) The revisor shall renumber and arrange alphahetically by agencies the 1111l1berec1 
lines in the schedule of statutory salaries in s. 20.930 (1) (a) to correspond with the re­
codific·ation of ch. 20. 

20.004 Revenue bills. Any bill increasing 01' c1ecreasing state revenue shall when 
initially introduced incorporate as a note a reliable estimate of the anticipated change in 
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revenue under the provisions of the bill. Such estimate shall be, made by the agency 
responsible for collecting the revenue.

$249,404, for the execution of its functions lmdel' s. 23.09 (7) (1). Of this there is allo­
cated annually, beginning July 1, 1953, not to exceed $10,000 to pay the state's, sha,re of 
the advertising and publicity work and of carrying out the flUlCtions of the Northern 
Great Lakes Area Council. 

(a) -Whenever the amount expended under sub. (74) in any fiscal year is less than 
the amount appropriated, the lapsed balance resulting shall be refunded to the highway 
fund and general fund, respectively, in the ratio- in which said funds contribute to the 
conservation fund for the advertising' program. 

(75) BEAR AND DEER DAMAGE. Annually, beginning July 1, 1949, $40,000 for the PlU'­
pose of carrying out the provisions of s. 29.595 (2) and (3). Any unexpended balance at 
the close of any fiscal year shall revert to the conservation fund and may be used by the 
conservation commission for any of the PUl1Joses specified in s. 20.280 (70) to (93). 

(76) STATE PARKS. (a) On July 1, 1959, $563,728, and annually, beginning' July 1, 
1960, $565,778 for the execution of its functions for state park purposes as authorized 
by s. 27.01. 

(b) The funds appropriated under pal'. (a,) shall consist of not less than $220,000 
annually from the revenues of the conservation fund (of which $85,000 shall be derived 
from miscellaneous forestry revenues) in addition to the transfer amount from the gen­
eral fund provided by s. 20.551 (lb). If at the end of any fiscal year the total expencli­
tures under this subsection do not exceed $420,000 then the difference between $420,000 
and the actual expenclitures incunec1 shall be returned to the general fund. 

(77) PAYMENTS IN LIEU OF SOHOOL TAX ON STATE HUNTING GROUNDS. There is ap­
propriated from the conservation fund to towns entitled thereto under s. 70.113 a sum 
suffieient to pay the amolmts certifledlmder said seetion. 

(80) FORESTRY DIVISION. Annually, beginning July 1, 1939, all of the proceeds of 
the tax which is levied in s. 70.58 (2), and all moneys paid into the state treasury as the 
counties' share of compensation of emergency fire wardens pm'suant to s. 26.14 to be 
used for acquiring, preserving and developing the forests of the state, inclucling the acqui­
sition of lands owned by counties by virtue of any tax deed and of other lands suitable 
for state forests, and for the development of lands so acquired and the conduct of forestry 
thereon, including the growing and planting of trees; for forest and marsh fire preven­
tion and control; for compensation of emergency fire wardens; fOl' maintenance, perma­
nent property and forestry improvements; for other forestry purposes authorized by law 
a.nd for the payment of aid for county forest reserves as authorized in s. 28.14. Of this 
appropriation there is allotted the amolmts spedfied in subs. (81) to (85) for the pur­
poses inclicatecl therein. 

(81) FORESTRY OPERATIONS. On July 1, 1959, $3,872,956, and annually, beginning' 
July 1, 1960, $3,951,940 to carry out the provisions of ch. 28, except ss. 28.14 and 
20.280 (92). 

(82) SOUTHERN WISCONSIN FORESTS. (a,) General. Eight per cent of the tax: wbioh 
is levied in s. 70.58 (2) or of the funds provided for in lieu of such levy, fOl' the fiscal year 
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beginning July 1, 1953 and annually thereafter to be nsed to acquire and develop state 
forests lands within areas approved by the conservation commission and the govel'11or and 
located within the region composed of Manitowoc, Calumet, Winnebago, Sheboygan, Fond 
du Lac, Ozaukee, Washington, Dodge, MilwaukeeJ Waukesha, Jefferson, Racine, Kenosha, 
Walworth, Rock and Outagamie counties. [Of this appropriation there is allotted on 
July 1, 1959, $292,671, and annually, beginning July 1, 1960, $304,848, to ca~L'ry out the 
provisions of this section.] 

(b) La~ul pttrchase. On JlUle 30, 1955, the llUencumbered balance plus the out-stand­
ing encumbrances in pal'. (a) (1953 statutes) relating to the restricted one-third of the 
annual tax to be used only for the purchase of lands, and annually, beginning July 1, 
1955, 4 per cent of the tax levied in s. 70.58 (2), or of the funels provieled in lien of such 
levy, to be used for the purchase of state forest lands within areas approved by the con­
servation commission and the governor andlocateel within the region specified in pal'. (a). 

(83) COUNTY FOREST RESERVES; STATE AID. Annually, on March 15, a sum sufficient 
to be used for the payment of aid for county forest reserves at the rate of 10 cents per 
acre as authorized in s. 28.14. 

(84) RETIRE111:ENT OONTRIBUTIONS, ETO. Annually, beginning July 1, 1955, a sum suffi­
cient to pay the conservation fund forestry state's share to the public employes social 
security fund, the Wisconsin retirement fund, and to pay for forestry group life and 
health insurance, workmen's compensa,tion and unemployment compensation, except, that 
such payments: applying to sub. (82) shall be paid from sub. (82). 

(85) RESERVE FOR FORESTRY. $300,000 as a reserve for forestry Plll'Poses. This 
allotment in whole or in part may be transferred and creclited to the appropriation made 
by sub. (SO) upon certification of the conservation commission to the department of 
administration. Upon the collection and payment into the conservation fund of the tax 
for forestry pUl1)oses levietlul s. 70.58 (2), the department of administration shall trans­
fer from the appropriation made by s. 20.280 (80) to the allotment made by this sub­
section an amount sufficient to l'estore this allotment to $300,000. 

(91) PUBLIC HUNTING AND FISHING GROUNDS. All moneys collected by the conserva­
tion commission or its authorized agents for vohUltary sportsmen's licenses pursuant to 
s. 29.147 shall be paicl 'within 10 days after receipt to the state treasurer who shall deposit 
all fees so collected for spOl'tsmen's licenses into the conservation fund, ancl all moneys 
collectecl for any such license over and above the sum of $7.50 shall constitute an account 
to be known as the "Public Hunting and Fishing Fund"; and all moneys deposited in 
such "Public Hunting' and Fishing Fund" a,re appropriatecl to the conservation commis­
sion for the plU'pose of acquiring' lands for game refuges and public fishing' and hlUlting' 
grounds. Any unexpendecl balance in such account at the close of any fiscal year is reap­
propriated to said "Puhlic Hunting and Fishing Funcl" for said pUl1)oses. Of this appro­
p1'iation there is allotted on July 1, 1959, $549,199, and aunually, beginning July 1, 1960, 
$549,199 to carry out the provisions of this subsection. 

(92) FORESTRY AOTIVITIES; FEDERAL AlD. All moneys receivec1 from the Unitec1 States 
for fire prevention and control, forest planting' and other forestry activities, to be ele­
voted to the purposes from which these moneys are received. 

(93) WILD LIFE RESTORATION, ETC., FEDERAL AID. All moneys received from the 
United States for wild life restoration projects and for other purposes, and as provided 
in s. 29.174 (13), shall be devoted to the purposes for which these moneys are received. 

(95) BOATING SAFETY AND ENFOROEMENT. (a) All moneys receivec1 by the conser­
vation commission under ss. 30.50 to 30.55, as a, revolving' appropriation for the execution 
of its functions under ss. 30.50 to 30.80. Of these receipts, $300,000 shall be transferred 
on June 30, 1960, to the appropriation lUlder par. (b). Of the balance, there is allottecl 
on January 1, 1960, and annually beginning July 1, 1960, a sum sufilcient to enable the 
conservation commission to execute its functions under S8. 30.50 to 30.80, except s. 30.79. 
To enable the conse~v:ation. comission to <;xecute such functions prior to July 1, 1960, the 
department of acbnimstratlOn, when makll1g' quarterly allotments lUlder ch. 16, is author­
ized to anticipate such l'eceipts, s. 20.902 to the contrary notwithstanding'. 

(b) All moneys transfel'l'ed under par. (a) as a revolving approPliation for the pay­
ment of state aids under s. 30.79. Of this approPliation there is allotted for the fiscal 
year beginning' July 1, 1960, and annually thereafter, $100,000. Any portion of such 
allotment which remains unexpended at the end of the fiscal year shall be added to the 
allotment for the succeeding' fiscal year. . 

(98) REFORESTATION FUND; OPERATION. All moneys received from state forest lands 
as defined in ch. 28 shan be paicl mto the reforestation fund and are appropriated to the 
conservation commission as providec1 in s. 25.30. 
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20.282 Oonservation wa,rden pension fund. (71) OPERATION. There is appropri­
ated from the conservation warden pension fund to the board of trustees of said fund a 
sum sufficient to pay the pensions and other items which are payable from the fund cre­
ated by s. 23.14. 

20.290 Orime laboratory. There is appropriated from the general fund to the state 
crime laboratory boaJ.'d: 

(1) GENERAL .ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $76,829 from the executive budget 
and not to exceed $56,000 from revenues lmder sub. (40), and aJ.IDually, beginning July 1, 
1960, $80,106 from the executive budget and not to exceed $56,000 from revenues under 
sub. (40) for the execution of its functions under ch. 165. 

(40) FEES FROM COUNTIES. All moneys collected from counties pUl'suant to s. 165.01 
(8) shall be credited to this subsection and shall constitute the source of the revenues ap­
propriated in sub. (1) but revenues credited herein in excess of the amounts so appro­
priated may not be spent unless released in whole or in part by the board on government 
operations. vVhenever the revenues credited herein aJ.·e not sufficient to cover the estimated 
revenues appropriated in sub. (1), the state crime laboratory board shall immediately 
inform the department of administration of this fact and shall indicate the amounts 
which should be deducted from respective appropriation line items in s. 20.005 (2) (a) to 
bring the appropriated amounts into agreement with the moneys available, and the de­
partment of administration shall forthwith adjust the central accounting records accord­
ingly. At the close of each fiscal year any balance in this subsection shall revert to the 
general fund, but in the event of an overdraft such overdraft shall be caTried forward 
to the succeeding fiscal yeaJ." 

20.300 Deaf, association of. (1) SERVICE BUREAU. There is appropriated from 
the general fund to the Wisconsin association of the deaf, annually, beginning July 1, 
1959, $5,000 for the establishment of a service bureau, to be expended upon the certifica,­
tion by the treasurer of the Wisconsin association of the deaf. 

20.320' Dental examiners. (41) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. All moneys collected 
or received by each and every person for or in behalf of the state board of dental ex­
aminers shall be paid within one week after receipt into the general flmd, and are appro­
priated therefrom for the execution of the functions of the board. 

20.340 Employment relations board. There is appropriatec1 from the general func1 
to the Wisconsin employment relations board: 

(1) GENERAL .ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $90,559, and annually, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $91,583 for the administration of subch. I of ch. 111. 

(2) PUBLIO UTILITIES. Such sums as may be necessary for canJ'ing out the pro. 
visiom> and PUI1)ose of subch. III of ch. 111. 

20.360 Executive department. There is appropriated from the general flmd to 
the governor: 

(1) GENERAL .ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $124,300, and annually, begimling 
July 1, 1960, $127,594 for the execution of his functions. The lieutenant governor when 
acting as governor because of the tempora;I'Y absence or temporary disability of the gov­
ernor shall receive additional compensation at the rate of $25 per day; when acting as 
governor because of a vacancy in the office of governor created by the happening of any 
contingency specified in s. 17.03, he shall receive the annual salaJ.'Y and all the other rights, 
privileges and emoluments of the office of governor. The aJlllual salal'Y paid in such 
instance shall be in lieu of all other compensation provided for the lieutenant governor. 
The governor shall be entitlec1 to his expenses and any expenses in connection with any 
anc1 all conferences of governors, as prescribed in s. 14.24. 

(2) CONTINGElNT EXPENSES, REWARDS. Annually, beginning' July 1, 1947, $3,000 for 
contingent expenses to be expended on the order of the governor a.nd at his discretion; 
but he shall render to the legislatm'e at the commencement of each regular session a state­
ment of all such expenditures. Of this there is allotted so much as may be necessaJ.'Y for 
the payment of rewards, as provided in s. 14.19. 

(3m) SPEOIAL PROBLEMS RESEARCH. As a nonlapsihle appropriation $35,000 for the 
expenses of reseaJ:ch projects and studies cd' state governmental problems, including the 
functions of the continuing revenue survey commission lmder s. 15.99. This appropria­
tion may be used for projects oonducted by the executive office and co-operative projects 
conducted by the University of Wisconsin Oi' othei/' state agencies. In addition to mate­
rials and expenses and capital outlay this appl'opliation may be used for consultative 
services and expenses of advisors and for expert assistants and temporaJ'Y employes who 
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may be employecl 01' appointed without regmed to the classified service. This appropria­
tion shall be effective November 1, 1959. 

(4) SELEOTIVE SER,VlOE ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, f01' the biennium ending' 
June 30, 1961, $100 for meeting' necessary expenses in connection with the administra­
tion of the selective service system in Wisconsin. 

(6) RETIREMENTS STUDY OOMMISSION. (1955-1957). There is appropriated from the 
general flllid a nonlapsible SlUn sllfficient hut not to exceed $40,000 to conduct the study 
of the governor's commission on the study of retirement systems. At the conclusion of the 
study the general fund shall be reimbmsed from the earning's of the Wisconsin retirement 
fund and the teachers retirement fund for all but $10,000 of the aJUOlllits expended within 
the appropriation in this section for the cost of making the study of the retirement 
systems. The Wisconsin retirement flUId and the teachers retirement flUId shall he hilled 
by the commission in accordance with an equitable distribution of costs based on proper 
records, and such reimbursements shall be deposited in the general fund as non-appropri­
ated revenue.

20.380 Free library commission. There is appropriated from the general fund to 
the free libra1'Y commission: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $128,496, and annually, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $130,578 for the execution of its functions, other than those for which special 
appropriations are made in subs. (2) ancl (3). 

(2) PURORASE OF BOOKS. Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, $11,500 fo1' the pur­
chase of literal'Y, educational, and informative compositions such as books, magazines, 
pamphlets, documents, tape recordings, films, and recordings, the necessal'Y traveling cases 
for their distribution, the binding, rebinding, and mending of such compositions, and for 
the materials required to prepare such compositions for distribution. 

(3) LEGISLATIY1!l REFERENCE LIBRARY. On July 1, 1959, ancl on July 1 of each odd­
numbered year thereafter, $85,285, and on July 1, 1960, and on July 1 of each even­
numbered yea;t' thereaftCl', $106,321 for the execution of the flllic.tions of the legislative 
reference libral'Y' 

(41) GIFTS OR GRANTS. All moneys received from gifts 01' grants uncleI' the provi. 
sions of s. 43.10, to carl'Y out the purposes for which made ancl receivecl. 

20.385 Government operations, board on. There is appropriated to the board on 
government operations: 

(1) GENERAL FUND. On July 1, 1959, $1,000,000 from the general flUlCl f01' the bien­
niulll ending Jlllie 30, 1961 to be used to supplement appropriations of the general funcl 
which shall prove insufficient because of unforeseen emergencies, or to supplement general 
fund appropriations which shall prove insufficient to accomplish the plU1)oses for which 
made, or to supplement capital outlay for any state agency financed from the general 
fund for whom no capital outlay has been provided, for the payment of actual and neces­
sal'Y e.xpenses of members other than the governor in attending' meetings of the boaTd, 
and for cost of postage, office supplies, telegrams, telephone, ancl other miscellaneous ex­
penoo not to exceed $250. Allotments from this appropriation shall be made as provided 
in s. 14.72; provided, that the governor may allot sums not in excess of $1,000 to any 
department herein when neceSSal'Y, without a meeting of the board. All allotments mad~ 
by the boanl on government operations or by the governor in an emergency shall be certi­
fied to the depmtment of administration, and expenditures therefrom shall be shown in 
the state budget report as an additional cost of the depm-tment, bom'cl, commission, 01' 
institutions 01' activities to which such allotments were made. 

(2) SEGREGATED FUNDS. Annually, beginning' July 1,1955, a sum sufficient from any 
state fund other than the general fund to be used to supplement appropriations made from 
such fund, as provided in s. 14.72, and provided, that the governM ma.y allot sums nob 
in excess of $1,000 to any depa;ttment herein when neceSSal'Y, without a meeting of the 
board. All allotments made to an approPliation and all transfe.rs made between allot.. 
ments within an appropriation made pursuant to this subsection shall lJe certified to the 
depaJ.'tment of administration, and expenditmes therefrom shall be shown in the state 
budget report as an additional cost of the department or co=nission and activity f01' 
which such allotments were made. With the approval of the boa;t·cl on government opera-
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tions, transfers may hel made between allotments within any appropriation made to the 
highway commission from highway funds, and between allotments within any appropria­
tion made to the conservation commission from conservation flUlc1s. 

(3) STATE INSTITUTIONS; BRUCELLOSIS INDEJlINITIES. On July 1, 1959, $1,000,000 
from the general fund for the biennium ending June 30, 1961, to be used to supplement 
appropriations for institutions under ss. 20.410, 20.650, 20.670, 20.760, 20.830 and 20.840 
and for brucellosis indemnities under the provisions of s. 20.140 (2) which shall prove 
insufficient because of lUlforeseen emergencies, or to supplement appropriations which 
shall prove insufficient to accomplish the purposes for which made. Allotments from this 
appropriation shall be made as provided in s. 14.72. 

(4) FEDERAL PROJEOTS. Not to exceed $250,000 annually may be allotted under subs. 
(1), (2) and (3) of this section by the board on government operations to any state activ­
ity to which a federal project has been granted. 

(5) SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATIONS. From the respective funds from which em­
ployes' and officers' salal'ies are paid, annually, beginning July 1, 1940, a sum sufficient 
to be used to supplement: 

(a) Appropriations which shall prove insufficient to pay the added amount which may 
be required clue to changes in basic salalY ranges of the state's compensation schedule 
pursuant to s. 16.105 (4) under the provisions relating to such changes during the interim 
when the legislature is not in session. 

(b) All allotments made by the board on government operations shall be certified to 
the depa~L'tment of administration, and expenditures therefrom shall be shown in the state 
budget report as a·n additional eost of the department, bOal'd, commission 01' institution 
or activities to which such allotments were made. 

(6) SOHOOLS IN FINANCIAL DISTRESS. On March 1, 1943, as a nonlapsible appropria­
tion, $200,000, and on July 1, 1945, $100,000 from the general flUld as a special state aid 
to elementalY and high schools which aTe in such financial distress that they cannot con­
tinue. This appropriation shall be distributed as aid to such schools at such times, in 
such amolUlts, and under such conditions as the board may determine to be necessary to 
adequately provide for the p1U1JOSeS for which this appropriation is made, with due re­
gard for the whole amount available for such purposes. The necessary travel expenses 
of any person delegated by the board to investigate the needs of any such schools may be 
paid from this appropriation. 

(20) REDUOTION OF OERTAIN APPROPRIATIONS. (a) As an emergency measure neces­
sitated by decreased state revenues and to prevent the necessity for a state tax on general 
property, t.he board of government operations is authorized to reduce any appropriation 
made to any board, commission, bureau, department, the university or to any othel' sta,te 
agency or activity by such amount as it deems feasible, not exceeding 25 pel' cent of the 
appropriations, except appropriations made by s. 20.280 (2) and ss. 20.410 (21) and (22), 
20.420 (71) to (90), 20.650 (11) to (15) and 20.670 (11) to (23) or any other moneys 
distributed to any C01Ulty, city, village, tOWllShip or school district. Appropriations of 
receipts and of a sum sufficient shall for the pUl1Joses of this section be regarded as equiv­
alent to the amolUlts expended therelUlCler in the prior fiscal yem' which ended June 30. It 
is the intent of this section that all functions of said departments shall be continued in au 
efficient manner, hut because of the uncertainties of the existing situation it is necessalY 
that no public flUlds be expended or obligations incUlTed unless there shall be adequate 
revenues to meet the expenditures therefor. For such reasons the board of government 
operations shall, if it deems it necessmy, make such reductions of such appropriations as 
in its judgment will secure sound financial operations of the government for said depm.1-
ments and at t.he same time interfere least with their services and activities. 

(b) No reduction in any such appropriation shall be made under authority of this 
section until after an opportunity to be heard is given, in writing or throug'h publication 
in the official state paper, to the department, board, commission, bUl'eau or university to 
whom such appropliation is made. Any reduction in appropriations determined upon 
shall be communicated to the department, board, commission, bUl'eau or university affected 
and to the depa.l1ment of admilustration. Thereafter the directOl' shall not release and 
shall not draw his wal'l'ant in payment of any amount exceeding the reduced appropria­
tions. 

(21) CONDITIONS OF RELEASES. Whenever in the statutes an appropriation or a, por­
tion of an a,ppropriation is available ?nly upon release by t.he board on government opera­
tions, such moneys shall be made avatlable by the board on government operations at suchl 
times ancl in such amolUlts as the board may deternune to lJe necessalY to adequately 
provide for the pmposes fOl' which they are a.ppropria,ted, with due regard for thet whole 
alllount available for such pUl1lOSes. If the provisions relating to release by the board on 
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g'overnmenu operations is invalid, the appropriation or portion of the appropriation which 
is subject to such release shall not be invalidated but shall be considered to be made with­
out any condition as to time or manner of release. 

(22) ApPROVAL OF APPROPRIATIONS. No part of any appropriation which is made con­
ditional upon approval by the board on government operations shall be effective and avail­
able until approval in wr.iting signeel by the governor and at least one other member of the 
boal,el on government operations has been filed in the office of the department of admin­
istration. 

20.390 Governor's commission on human rights. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. 
There is appropriated from the general fund to the governor's commission on human 
rights on July 1, 1959, $27,459, ancl on July 1, 1960, $27,583. 

(41) GIFTS AND DONATIONS. All moneys received from gifts, grants, bequests, and 
devises as authorized by s. 15.855 shall be paid into the general fund and are a.ppropriated 
therefrom to the governor's commission on human rights for its use as provided in ss. 15.85 
and 15.855. 

20.393 Governor's educational advisory committee. (41) GENERAL ADMINISTRA· 
TION. All money received under the provisions of s. 15.98 (5) is appropriated for the 
pUl1)ose of carrying out the approvals and inspections requll.'ed by s. 15.98. 

20.400 Grain and warehouse commission. (41) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. All 
moneys collected or received by each aml every person for or in behalf of the grain and 
warehouse commission shall be paid within one week of receipt into the general fund, 
and are appropriated therefrom to said counnission for the execution of its functions; 
but any balance in excess of $100,000 standing to the credit of said counnission on June 
30 of any year shall revert to the general fund. 

20.403 Great Lakes compact commission. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION, FIrc. 
There is appropriated from the general fund to the Wisconsin Great Lakes compact com· 
mission on July 1,1959, $8,900 and on July 1, 1960, $8,900 ~or the execution of its func­
tions under s. 30.22. 

20.408 Group insurance board. There is appropriated from the general fund to 
the group insUl'ance board: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. Annually beginning' July 1, 1959, a SlUn sufficient for 
the execution of its flIDctions under s. 66.919. 

(41) PAYMENTS FOR GROUP LIFE AND HEALTH INsuRANCE. All contributions hy the 
state for group life and health insurance pursuant to s. 20.551 (14) and all group life and 
health insurance premilUlls withheld from eal'ning's of insured employes or from retire­
ment benefit payments to inslli'ed annuitants pursuant to s. 66.919 to be used as a revolv­
ing appropriation for payments by said boa:t'd to the insurance canier or Cal'l-iers. 

(42) DIVIDENDS OR PREMIUM REFUNDS. All dividends or premimn credits becoming 
available lUldel' the terms of the group life and health inSlli'ance contract or contracts, 
to be apportioned by said board pl-ior to' the close of each fiseal yem' in the following 
order: 

(a) The general fund shall lJe reimlmrsed for the administrative expenses paid from 
the approPl-iation made by sub. (1) during the preceding fiscal yem'; and 

(h) Any excess may be used to reimburse the respective funds for contributions made 
in the ratio in which the contI-ilmtions were made or may be applied for the benefit of 
employes continuing to be insured lUlder the contract or contracts, or to the reduction of 
prelnimu payments in the following contI'act year, or to establish reserves to stabilize 
the costs in subsequent yeal'S, or to purchase adclitional inslli'ance to be in effect dm-ing 
the following contract year.

(21) AIDS FOR COUNTY NURSES. There is appropriated from the general fund to the 
several counties, upon certification of the secretm'Y of the state board of health, annually, 
l)eginning July 1, 1959, $62,000 for the payment of aids to cOlUlties employing' county 
nurses as provided in s. 141.065. 

(22) TUBERCULOSIS SANATORIA, STATE AID. Annually, begimling' July 1, 1941, such 
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sums as may be necessary for state aid to tuberculosis sanatoria to be expended as pro­
vided in ss. 50.04 and 58.06 (2). 

(23) OUTPATIENT TREATJlIENT AT COUNTY TUBERCULOSIS SANATORIA. Annually, be­
ginning July 1, 1955, such sums as may be necessaJ:y for state aid for outpatient treat­
ments at county tuberculosis sanatoria to be expended as provided in s. 50.06 (2) and (3). 

(41) FEDERAL AID FOR PUBLIC HEALTH. All moneys received by this state as federal 
aid for public health services, to be expended for the p1U1)oses specified in the acts of 
congress pursuant to which such federal aid is given and in accordance with plans pre­
pared by the board of health and approved by the U. S. children's bureau aJld the U. S. 
public health service for public health assistance to the states in accordance with the 
following allocation:

If the federal flIDds a.vailable, exceed the allocation, the board of health may expend such 
excess with the approval of the board on government operations. If such approval is 
given, the appropriation made by sub. (1) shall be recluced by an equal amount lIDless 
the grant must be usecl for a specific, federal project. 

(42) LICENSING ACTIVITIES, REVOLVING. On June 30, 1955, the unencumbered bal­
ance remaining' in s. 20.43 (3), Stats. 1953, and beginning July 1, 1955, as a revolving ap­
propriation, 88 per cent of all moneys received by the boarcl of health uncleI' the provisions 
of ells. 145, 156, 158, 159 ancl 160 to be used for the purposes provided in said chapters. 
Twelve per cent of all moneys, received under the respective chapters shall be deposited as 
nonappropriated receipts of the, general fund. 

(43) INTERNAL SERVICES DIVISION. On June 30, 1955, $16,000 of the unencumbered 
balance remaining in sub. (43), and beginning July 1,1955, as a revolving appropriation, 
all moneys received from services renclerecl by the internal services division of said board, 
to be expended for clerical licensing operations ancl such other similar services as ma.y be 
required. Insofar as is practicable, all such internal services shall be billed at cost. When­
ever the unencUlllbered balance of this appropriation exceeds $16,000 on June 30 the 
excess shall revert to the general fund. 

(44) TRANSCRIPTS AND MICROFILM SERVICE. All fees and receipts collected under 
s. 69.02 (3) (c) and (e) by any state official or employe as a revolving appropriation for 
the execution of its functions muler saicl paragraphs. ,Vhenever the balance of this ap­
propriation exceecls $10,000 on June 30, the excess balance shall revert to the general fund. 

(45) HOSPITAL SURVEY AND CONSTRUCTION j FEDERAL AlD. (a) All funds received by 
the state from the federal government in accordance with the Federal Hospital Survey 
and Construction Act as a nonlapsing appropriation fOl' the pm'}}ose of administering 
the provisions of s. 140.10 to 140.22 to be transfel'l'ec1 on certificate of the state health of­
ficer. Any funcls so received and not expended for such pm'}}oses shall be repaic1 to the 
trllasurer of the United States. 

(46) HOSPITAL GIFTS AND GRANTS. All funds l'eceivecl as authorized by s. 140.13 (5). 
(47) FEDERAL AID TRANSFERS, NONLAPSIBLE. All moneys transfel'l'ed from sub. (41) 

to this subsection to be used as a nonlapsing appropriation for caJ.'lJ'ing out the provi­
sions of sub. (1). 

(48) ACOREDITING NURSING HOMES AND CONVALESCENT HOMES AND HOMES FOR THE 
AGED. All moneys received by the boanl from fees for accrediting nursing homes and 
convalescent homes and homes for the aged shall be deposited hy the state treasurer into 
a nonla psing revolving flIDd for use by the bOaJed. 

(49) SANITARIAN REGISTRATION. For the administration of s. 140.45, all moneys re­
ceived by it under that section and paid into the general fund. 

(51) HOSPITAL OONSTRUCTION; FEDERAL AID. All moneys received from the federal 
govel'llment for a construction project approved by the surgeon general lIDdel' the provi­
sions of ss. 140.10 to 140.22 shall be deposited within on8 week a£te1' receipt into the gen­
eral fund and are appropriated therefrom to be used solely for payments due applicants 
for work performed, or purchases made, in carrying out approved projects. Wan'ants for 
all payments from the approPliation shall hear the signature of the state health officer 
or his duly authorized agent for such purpose. 

20.420 Highway commission. (70) SOURCE OF FUNDS. There is appropriated to 
the state highway cOl11ll1ission as received in the state highway fund the Sm1)lus of the 
motor vehicle registration fees, operator's license fees other than chauffem"s license fees, 
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motm' vehicle fuel taxes, and motm' carrier fees and taxes, after deducting the amount 
paid or transferred for the costs of administration and operation of the motor vehicle 
department (exclusive of costs paicl uncleI' s. 20.560 (72) for administering the chauffeurs' 
licensing law), depaJ.'tment of ta.'mtion,· and public service commission in performing their 
functions Imder chs. 78, 110, 129, 194,218 and 341 to 349 and ss. 40.53 (7), and the costs 
paid from the appropriation made by ss. 20.520 (71) and 20.822 (71) and from the appli­
cable appropriations Imder s. 20.551. The amolmt thereof collected in each fiscal yea,r and 
appropriated by this section shall be apportioned and allotted by the commission in the 
amounts and on the da,tes hereinafter provided; and if rio date is specified, then at such 
times during the fiscal year as the commission determines. 

(71) ADMINISTRATION AND SUPERVISION EXPENSE. On July 1, 1959, $3,574,048, and 
. on July 1,1960, $3,949,519, for its: costs of administration, supervision and other expense 

of performing its administrative flmctions not otherwise financed. Any cash balance re­
maining under this subsection on August 15 foll01ving the close of any fiscal year shall be 
transferred to and is appropriated Imder sub. (82). Any prior year outstanding encum­
brance and any c.laim of a prior fiscal yeaJ.' not evidenC(,d by an encumbrance presented 
for payment after August 15 shall be charged to the appropriation made by this subsec­
tion for the current fiscal year in progress; 

(72) TOPOGRAPHIO MAPS. Not to exceed $105,000 for the prepaJ.'ation of topographic 
maps of paJ.·ts of Wisconsin in cooperation 1vith the federal government. ExpenclitlU'es 
from this allotment shall not exceed the amolmts made available by the federal govern­
ment for expenclitm'e in Wisconsin for such purpose. 

(72a) PUBLIO AOOESSROADS. On July 1,1959, and annually thereafter $100,000 from 
thE'! highway flmd as a nonlapsible appr(jpl'iation to the highway cOllllllission to provide 
public access roads to navigable waters. Such funds shall be used under the same pro­
ceclmes as provided for statepaJ.·k roads by s. 84.28. 

(73) INSTITUTION ROADS. Not to exceed $100,000 for the plU'poses provided in s. 
84.27. 

(74) BRIDGE MAINTENANOE AND OPERATION. Annually, beginning' July 1, 1957, not 
to exceed $175,000 for the maintenance and operation of bridges as provided in s. 84.10. 

(75) STATE TRUNKSj BOlo,TJ)S. The SlUn required to meet the provisions of s. 84.03 (3). 
(76) BRIDGES. Not to exceed $200,000 to pay the state's portion of the cost of bridges 

under ss. 84.11 and 84.12 not on the state trunk highway system or a connecting street. 
(77) STATE PARK ROADS. Not to exceed $700,000 for the pm'Poses provided in s. 84.28. 
(78) ROADSIDE IMPROVEMENT. Not to exceed $200,000 to 'be expended by the highway 

commission for roadside improvement and for the pm'chase of land when necessaJ.'Y fOl' 
that purpose, pursuant to the provisions of s. 84.04. 

(79) RAILROAD GRADE CROSSING PROTECTION. Annually, beginning July 1, 1949, noil 
to exceed $250,000 to pay the cost of crossing protection unde!' s. 195.28. 

(80) MUNIOIPAL STREETS .. For the improvement of connecting streets and state trunk 
highways in cities and villages and to supplement the appropriation made Imder sub. (82) 
to canoy out the Plll'Poses of s. 84.03 (9), $3,800,000, which amount may be used eith81' 
independent of or in conjlmction with aJly other flmds which may be made available under 
s. 20.420, or otherwise, for the same purpose. All of such func1sshall be apportioned for 
connecting streets aJld state trunk highways in cities and villages until all federal road 
aid anocated for such projects in cities and villages shall have been matched in full. 

(81) HIGHWAY AIDS TO LOOALITIES. A sum sufficient for highway aids as provided by 
ss.59.965 (11),83.10,86.31,86.32,86.33,86.34 and 86.35. 

(82) STATE FUND FOR CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANOE. To caJ.'1'Y out the purposes 
as provided in ss. 20.420 (91) (b), 84.01 (7) and (21),84.03 (9), and 84.07: 

(a) The amount remaining' after the aIlotl)lellts provided by subs. (71) to (81) have 
been set aside; but the allotment under this subsection shall not exceed $10,700,000. 

(h) The amount added by sub. (83) (a) and (84) (a). 
(83) ApPROPRIATIONS SUPPLEMENTAL. On June 30, the amount remaining aftor the 

allotment provided by subs. (71) to (82) (a) and (84) have been set aside, which shall 
be apportioned and allotted as follows: 

(a) State fwuZ) 8'uppl81nental. Forty per cent shall be added to the allotment pro­
vided by sub. (82). 

(b) Highwa1J aids toloaalities) st~pplemental. Sixty per cent shall be apportioned 
and allotted to the several counties, towns, villages and cities as follows:

5. Beginning in the fiscal year ending' June 30, 1958, part of the aid to become pay­
able on June 30 pursuant to this paragraph and sub. (84) (b) shall be prepaid on April' 
15 of such year to each cOlmty, town, village and city in an amount equal to one half the 
amolmt that was paid to such county, town, village and city pursuant to said paragraphs 
from the revenues of the preceding fiscal year. In the event of changes in the incorpora­
tion status or boundaries of mmllcip.alities since the preceding' fiscal year, adjustments in 
the amolmts of such prepayment or III the payees may be made as deemed to be necessary 
to a.void duplica.tion or overpayment. 

(c) The appropriations made by pal'. (b) shall be paid in the same mannel' as each 
appropriation so supplemented. 

(d) When, in any year follo1Ving' the yeal' in which the taking of a federal census is 
beg'lm, the allotments pursuant to s. 20.49 (8) (a) (statutes of 1951) and s. 86.31 (1) 
(statutes of 1953) are not based on population fig'lll'es from the official federal report 
issued by the director of census as his complete tabulation because such report was not 
available, the commission shan, when the report is available, review such allotments, and 
when not in accordance with the population fig'llreS as given in the report, compute the 
differences between the amounts that each mlUllcipaIity would have received plll'SUant to 
s.20.49 (8) (a.) (statutes of 1951) and s. 86.31 (1) (statutes of 1953) and 20.420 (83) (b) 
on the basis of such report and the amounts they did receive. The amolmts thus determined 
as lmderpayments and overpayments on the basis of such report shall respectively be 
deducted from and added to the amounts to be a.pportioned pursuant to s. 20.420 (83) (a) 
and (b) 1, 2, 3 and 4 for the yeal' in which the adjustment is made, in accordance with 
the gain 01' loss which was experienced in each.such aHotment in the previous year by rea­
son of such underpayments and overpayments, and shall be respectively ad(led to and 
deducted from the allotments for such year to be made to such municipalities under s.

84.30 
and 84.31. 

(90) MATOHING FEDERAL AID AND OTHER FUNDS. All or part of any allotment made 
by subs. (73) to (82) of this section is hereby authorized to be used to match or supple­
ment federal aiel or other funds now or hereafter made available by any act of congTess 
01' by any county, city, village or town for the purposes set forth in the respective subs. 
(73) to (82) of this section, provided the COllll1llssion and any mlmicipality, or other com­
mission or official given any control over the disposition of any such allotment provided 
by subs. (73) to (82) of this section shall deem advisable, and provided further that every 
part of every allotment made by any subsection of this section shall be expended only for 
the purpose or plU1)oses fOl' which the allotment is made. It is declared to 1)e the intent 
of this subsection to permit, where state flmds are as herein provided made available fOl' 
such purposes, the matching or supplementing of federal aid funds in aCCOrdallCe with 
the purposes of any act of congress relating to federal highway aid, including without 
limitation because of designation the elillllnation of hazards to life at railroad grade cross-
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ings, the construction, reconstruction and improvement of seconda~ry or feeder roads and 
any other highway purpose within the pm'view of any such act of congress. 

(91) STATE HIGHWAY FUND. .All moneys collected as motor vehicle registration fees, 
operator's license fees, motor vehicle fuel ta;x:es, and motor carrier fees and ta;x:es and 
all federal aid for highways and ot,her funds receivecl in connection with highway opera­
tions or for highway purposes shall be deposited in and constitute the sepm:ate nonlapsible 
trust fund which is Cl'eated and designated the state highway flmd. 

(a) Payments made from snch fund, except from appropriations made by ss. 20.520 
(71),20.560 and 20.822 (71), or authorized by s. 25.17, shall be made only on the order of 
the state highway commission, from which order the commissioner of administration shall 
draw his warrant in favor of the payee and charge the same to the state highway fund. 

(b) Postag'e, insm'ance, and other expense or losses incident to the pm'chase or sale 
of bonds pm'chased with moneys from the state highway fund, and deposit insurance or 
other expense properly payable from such flmd, shall be charged to the allotment made 
by sub. (82). 

( c) .All interest on or profits from investments of moneys belonging to the state high­
way flmd shall be deposited in the state highway fund and are appropliated to the state 
highway commission and shall be added to the allotment made by sub. (82). 

(93) .APPROPRIATIONS OF FEDERAL AID. Ac~D OTHER SPECIAL FUNDS. There is appro­
priated from the state hig'hway flmd to the state highway commission on the respective 
dates when such allotments may be received in the state treasury all allotments of fed­
eral highway aid funds made to this state under any act of congress relating' to fed­
eral highway aid, including, without linlltation because of designation, the act approved 
July 11, 1916, 39th United States Statutes at Large, commencing page 355, the act 
approved November 9, 1921,42ncl United States Statutes at Large, commencing page 
212, the act approved Jlme 16, 1936, 49th United States Statutes at Large, commencing 
page 1,519, and all acts of congress now or hereafter amendatory of or supplementary to 
any such acts. Such amOlmts shall be expended by the commission in cOlmection with the 
appropriation provided in s. 20.420 where a,pplicable and in accordance with the require­
ments of and regulations made uncler and pursuant to any applicable act of congTess. The 
provisions of s. 20.902 of the statutes shall not a,pply to that part of any delJt or liability 
now 01' hereaftel' contracted or created on any highway project in anticipation of pay­
ment thereof out of federal aid funds plll'suant to any applicable act of congress. 

(94) SPEOIAL FUNDS. There is a,ppropliated to the state highway commission from 
the general fund, or any oth81' state fund in which the same may be, all flmds 01' moneys 
which are paid into the state treasury directly 01' through the commission by any cOlmty, 
city, village, town or other source as a contTibution or payment towa~rd or in cOll1lection 
with the construction, reconstL'uction Ol' improvement of any highway, including, 1vithout 
limitation because of elllUllel'ation, streets, bridges, roadways, secondaI'Y or feeder roads 
or other roads . .All such funds or moneys shall be expended by the commission in accord­
ance with the purposes for which such moneys were paiel in and may, where applicable, 
'be used as state funds to match or supplement federal aiel on projects for such purposes. 

20.429 Historical markers commission. (41) GIFTS AND DONATIONS. Thete is ap­
propriated from the general funel to the historical markers commission aU money received 
by it and paiel into the state treasury as provideel by s. 44.15 (3). 

20.430 Historical society. There is appropriatecl from the general fund to the state 
historical society: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $392,020, and annually, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $397,604 for operation to cal'l'Y into effect the powm:s, dnties anel functions 
of said society including personal services for maintenance and miscellaneous capital. 

(2) MAINTENANCE AND OAPITAL. .Annually, heginning July 1, 1959, $10,000 for ma­
terials a,nd &pense for the repair, maintenance and improvellJ,ent of buildings and 
grouncls. Personal services shall he paid from sub. (1). 

(3) PUROHAsm OF BOOKS, ETO. .Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, $37,500 for the 
purchase of books, periodicals, pamphlets, documents, mms, recordings and museum arti­
(:lIes of a perma,nent nature and f01' binding' and rebinding. 

(4) HEATING. .Annually, begi1l11ing JUly 1, 1959, a SlUll sufficient to reimbUl'se the 
board of l'egents of the mllversity for heat supplied for the quarters of the state historical 
society. 

(41) REVOLVING FEES. .All fines, fees 01' other money collected by said society, except 
such moneys as are othenvise specifically appropriated by statute, shall he paiel within 
one week after receipt into the general funel and aJ:e appropriated therefrom to the state 
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historical society as an additional appropriation to carry out its powers, duties and flmc­
tions. 

(42) TRUST FUNDS. On July 1, 1957, as a revolving appropriation, that portion of 
the June 30, 1957 unencumbered balance of the appropriation made by s. 20.430 (41) 
representing moneys, securities or other assets received from gifts, grants, bequests, or de­
vises, and all moneys, securities or other assets received thereafter from such som'ces, to be 
used to ca~rry out the purposes for which made 01' received. Gifts or bequests which, be­
cause of the stipulation of the donor or the provisions of the bequest, must be invested shall 
be placed under the management and supervision of the ·Wisconsin investment boaJ:d. The 
income from such investments shall be credited to this appropriation and, except where 
reinvestment is required by the terms of the gift or bequest, shall be expended by the 
state historical society in accordance with the provisions of the kust, gift 01' bequest. 

20.440 Industrial commission. There is appropriated from the genel'al fund to the 
industrial commission: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959', $904,831, and annually, beginning 
July.1, 1960, $921,048 for the execution of its functions. 

(a) InspecMon services. All fees received by the commission lmdel' s. 101.10 (12) 
and (13) shall be paid within 30 days into the general flmd. 

(2) FAIR EMPLOYMENT. On July 1, 1959, $34,012, and annually, heginning July 1, 
1960, $34,148 for the aclminist,ration of subch. II of ch. 111. 

(3) FIRE INSPECTIONS. Annually, such sums as may be necessaq to reimblU'se the 
industrial commission for expenses incurred in making inspections as provided by ss. 
101.29 and 201.59. 

(41) FEDERAL AID FOR VETERANS. The industrial commission is authorized to receive 
moneys from the federal vete'rans administration. There is appropriated to the indus­
trial commission from the general flmd $10,000 for the execution of its functions under 
s. 101.10 (17). All flmds made available to the state lmder U. S. Public Law 679 and 
any act amendatory theI'eof 01' s11pplementm:y thereto shall be paid within one week 
after receipt into the general fund and are appropriated therefrom to the industrial 
commission to be expended in accordance ,vith agreements entered into between the fed­
eral veterans administration and the industrial commission. The commission is further 
authorized to reimburse the depa.rtment of veterans affairs for federally reimbursable 
funds advanced by that department for the purposes herein enumerated prior to March 
11, 1947. Any balance remaining in this fund at the close of any fiscal year shall not 
lapse but shall remain available for the purposes herein specified. Any SUlns expended 
from the appropriation made under s. 20.440 (1) for performing functions under s. 
101.10 (17) and which are reimblU'sable by the federal government shall be transferred 
and credited to said s. 20.440 (1) from the money available under the appropriation made 
by this section. 

(42) WAGEl ClOLLECYl'ION. All costs and attorney's fees recovered under ss. 101.10 
(14) and 103.39 in collecting wage claims for employes, to' be used in the discha.rge of 
its duties under these sections. 

(71) DEATH BENEFIT FUND. All mo-neys paid into the death benefit fund under s. 
102.49 a.re a.ppropriated to' the industrial commission to carry o:ut the purposes of said 
fund. 

(72) INJURIES INDEMNITY FUND. All moneys paid into the injlU'ies indemnity fund 
under s. 102.59 are appropriatoo to the industrial commission to carry out the plU'poses 
of said fund. 

(73) UNEMPLOYMENT ADMINISTRATION FUNDj FEDER·AL MONEYS. All federal moneys 
paid to the industrial commission or the state for the Wisconsin sta,te employment serv­
ice pursuant to s. 101.37 0'1' for the administration of unemployment compensation under 
ch. 108, and any moneys paid to the industrial connnission and deposited by it with the 
state treasurer plU'suant to's. 108.20, and all moneys duly transfel'l'ed to the unemploy­
ment administration fund pursuant to s. 20.440, are appropria.ted to the industrial com­
mission for the performance of the fmlCtions of the commission under ch. 108, and for 
its conduct of public employment offices consistently with s. 101.37, and for its other 
efforts to regularize employment; to' pay the compensation and expenses of appeal 
boards and of advisory committees; and to pay allowances stimulating education chuoing 
unemployment. Any balance remaining in this fund at the close Qf any fiscal year shall 
not lapse but shall remain available for the purposes herein specified. 

(74) UNEMPLOYMENT ADMINISTRATION FUND; STATE MONEYS. All vouchers coveloing 
expenditures under ch. 108, if duly drawn and approved in accordance with the provi­
sions Qf the Wisconsin statutes applicable to the disbursement of state funds, shall be 
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paid from the administration fund by the state treasmer, without regard to the sources 
from which this fund is derived. The treasurer of the unemployment reserve flU1C1, how­
eiVer, shall maintain a separate record of all moneys received for the administration fund 
as interest on delinquent payments lmder ch. 108, and of all moneys (other than the con­
tributions paid by certain "exempted" employers for January 1936) received for the ad­
ministration fund as contributions for months ending' prior to February 1936, namely the 
month in which federal grants were first authorized for the administration of ch. 108, and 
all expenditures made from said moneys. He shall cha~L'ge against said moneys such ex­
pencutures and transfers heretofore made by the industrial commission as the commission 
may by resolution decide were not properly and validly chargeable against federal grants 
(or other funds) received for the administration fund in or after February 1936. Said 
moneys shall not be expended or available for expenditme in any manner which would 
Permit their substitution for (or a corresponcung reduction in) federal funds which "would 
i:q. the absence of said moneys be available to finance expenditures for the administration 
of ch. 108. But nothing in this section shall prevent said moneys from being" used as a 
revolving fund, to cover expencutures, (necessaJ'y and propel' under ch. 108) for which 
federal ftmds have been duly requested but not yet received, subject to the charging of 
such expenditures against such ftmds when received. The industrial commission may also, 
by resolution duly entered in its minutes, authorize to be charged against said moneys 
any expenditures which it deems proper and desirable under ch. 108, provided the com­
mission in such resolution finds that no other ftmds are available or can properly be used 
to finance such expenditm-es. So much of the moneys specified in this subsection as the 
industrial commission may from time to time direct shall be invested in United States 
bonds, and the interest received thereon and the proceeds therefrom shall be included in 
said moneys. 

(75) AmnNISTR,ATIVE FINANOING ACCOUNT. Any amount appropriated for employ­
ment security administration pursuant to s. 108.161 shall be available for e}.l)encuture 
accordingly, and shall not lapse; but any unexpended remainder thereof shaH be restored 
pursuant to that section. 

(76) EMPLOYMIDNT SEOURITY ADMINISTRATIVE FINANffiNG ACOOUNT. (a,) There is 
appropriated, from the unemployment reserve ftmd's employment security administrative 
financing account created by s. 108.161 (as created by ch. 235, laws of 1957, to the ad­
ministration fund createel by s. 108.20, for use in accordance with those sections: 

1. On August 31, 1957, $722,623.22, namely the (fiscal 1956) amolmt credited to that 
account as of July 1,1956. 

2. On November 1, 1957, $1,460,000, but not to exceed the (fiscal 1957) amolUlt cred­
ited to that account as of July 1, 1957. 

3. On August 1, 1958, $705,501.49, namely the (fiscal 1958) amolmt credited to that 
account as of July 1, 1958. 

4. On October 31, 1959, $68,703.03, namely that portion of the (fiscal 1957) amolmn, 
credited to that accolmt as of July 1, 1957, which was not a,ppropriatec1 by subd. 2. 

The amounts appro­
priated by s. 20.440 (76) (a) of the statutes, as ameIlIle,l by this aet, to the exteIl,t that 
tl10se HIllOlluts bRve not been spent or o])liguted on or before tile (late of ennctllient (ulunely 
tIle ofiicial publication date) of tltis act, are Ilereby appropriate.l or reappropriate.l as of 
tIle (lay after sni(l enHctlllent (late, for tile purposes and undel· the conditions sllecific(l by 
sections 20.440 (7'6), 108.161 and 108.20 of the statutes. The amounts tlms alllJropl'iate,1 or 
re-al.propriate,l sltall be R\'ailable for obligation, pursuant to sa'"l sections (as atneIUled) 
solely within tile 2 ye,u's beginning on the date of enactment of tlus act." 

(b) The amounts thus appropriated shall be used for employment security administra­
tion (including unemployment compensation, employment service and relatec1 statistical 
operations), namely for capital outlay to buy suitable pa~rcels of land, with a view to 
future construction thereon of modern office buildings designed for employment security 
operations, and to finance the designing and construction of such builcungs, including 
such equipment, facilities, paving, landscaping and other improvements as may be re­
quired for the proper use and operation of such building projects aftel' their completion. 

(c) The treasurer of the unemployment reserve flmd shall transfer the amolmts thus 
appropriated, from the account created by S. 108.161 to the fund created by S. 108.20, 
only as and to the extent that they are currently needed for expenditures pursuant to this 
section. Any amotmt thus transferred which has ceased to be needed or available for such 
expenditmes shall be restored to that account. 

(d) The amount used pmsuant to this subsection dm1.ng any fiscal yem- shall not ex­
ceed the aggregate of all amolmts creditec1lmc1er s. 108.161 (1) within that fiscal yeaJ.' and 
the 4 preceding fiscal years, reduced by the Sll1l1 of any moneys used and charged against 
any of the amounts thus credited within those 5 years. 

(e) As to any building project to 1)e fina,nced lmc1er this subsection, the industrial 
commission shall secm'e advance assurance that the federal bmeau of employment security 
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mIl apply to that project, after its completion and occupancy, the bureau's policy of 
gTaduaUy reimbursing the unemployment reserve flUld for the necessary capital costs of 
any suitable employment security building project (thus fulanced) by federal gTants cov­
ering the amounts which would otherwise be payable (during the reimbursement or amor-
tization period) for the rental of substantially equivalent office quarters. . 

(f) Of the total sum appropriated by this subsection, not to exceed $2,150,000 shall 
be used to construct an employment security building, in Madison, designed for the state 
administrative offices (now housed in 3 sepa~l'ate rented locations) of the industrial com­
mission's employment service and Imemployment compensation and related statistical 
operations. That building and its related facilities shall be located on a suitable parcel 
of about 4 acres of land, to be specified by the state building commission, which shall be 
transferred for this purpose to the industrial commission (in its capacity as state em­
ployment security administrator) from the Madison site for state office building facilities 
conveyed to the state building' commission Imder s.

(g) The governor, before approving' any land purchase (including any transfer) or 
building project to be financed under this subsection, shall consult with the state building 
commission as to those cities and sites where early construetion of a combined state office 
building is under active consideration, with a view to determining where employment 
secmity building projects (thllS financed) would be desirable. 

(h) If the state building commission mth the approval of the governor determines as 
to any city or site tha.t employment security offices should be part of a. combined state. 
office building project, or should be built on state-owned land or on land owned by the .Wis­
consin state publie 1milding corporation, the amounts appropriated by this subsection shall 
be available to finance such offices or a propel' employment security share of such combined 
project, subject to the requll.'ements of pal'. (e). 

(i) Any amount, a:ppropriated by pm.'. (a), which is not used pursuant to par. (f) 
01' pursuant to s. 20.240 (71) shall be available for employment security local office build­
mg' projects, consistently with this su1Jsection and ss. 108.161 and 108.20, 

20.460 Insurance commissioner, There is appropriated from the general fund to 
the commissioner of msm'ance: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $338,882 from the executive budget 
and not to exceed $,125,146 from revenues Imdel' sub. (40), and ammally, begnming July 
1, 1960, $351,852 from the executive budget and not to exceed $132,723 from revenues 
Imder sub. (40) for the execution of his fImetions as commissioner of insm'ance and as 
ex officio state fire marshal and for the performance of his duties Imder ch. 205. At the 
end of each fiscal yeaJ.', the general fImd shall be reimbursed from the income of the state 
insurance fund mld the state life fund for amOlmts actually e}.."pended Imdm' this appro­
priation to administer said flmds.

(2) FIRE ASS001ATIONS' SOROOliS, Annually, 1Jeginning July 1, 1955, $1,500 to be 
divided equally between the volunteer state fu'emen associations of the state, provided that 
the appl'opriation to anyone such association shall not exceed $150 each year; such appro­
priation shall 1Je made only upon the association's compliance with the provisions of this 
subsection and to he used by them to conduct fire schools and to demonstrate methods of 
preventing and extinguishing fires. The secretary of any such association desiring such 
aid shall on and after July 1 of each year make a report to the commissioner, signed by 
the president, treasurer and secretaJ.'y of such association, setting forth m detail the re­
ceipts and disblU'sements of the association for the preceding fiscal year in such form and 
detail together with such other information as the commissioner may require, including 
a statement that a majority of the members of the association are residents of Wisconsin. 
On receipt of such reports, if the commissioner is satisfied that the business of such asso­

association and in accordance with the laws of this state, and if a majority of the members 
of the association are residents of Wisconsin, then the commissioner shall certify to the 
depaJ.iment of admillistration for payment of such association the sum made availabl(l 
by this subsection. Any association IlSing such moneys for any other pUl1)ose than author-
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ized by this sulJsection shall be indebted to and shall reimburse the state in the amount 
so unlawfully used. 

( 40) EXAl\IIN ATION OF COl\IPANIES. All moneys collected from an organization exam­
ined by the comlnissionel' of insurance shall be credited to this subsection and shall consti­
tute the source of the revenues appropriated in sub. (1) but revenues credited herein in 
excess of the amounts so appropriated ma,y not be spent unless released in whole or in 
PaJ:t by the boa,rd ong'overnment operations. WhenevCl' the revenues credited herein are 
not sufficient to cover the estimated revenues appropriated in sub. (1), the insurance com­
missioner shall immediately inform the department of administration of this fact and shall 
indicate the aJllOlmts which should be deducted from respective appropriation line items 
in s. 20.005 (2) (a) to hring the a,ppl'opriated amounts into agreement with the moneys 
available, and the depa,rtment of administration shall forthwith adjust the central account~ 
ing records accordingly. At the close of each fiscal year any halance in this suhsection 
shall revert to the general fund, hut in the event of an overdraft such overdraft shall be 
can'ied forw[\;l'd to the succeding fiscal yeaJ.'. 

(42) TRUST FUNDS. As a revolving appropdatiou all moneys deposited pursuant to 
ss. 200.09, 220.08 (14) and 268.31 for disposition in accordance with ss. 220.08 (14) and 
(14a) and 268.31. 

(71) STATE INSURANCE FUND. All moneys paid into the state insurance fund lmder 
ss. 210.02 and 210.04 are appropriated to the commissioner of insurance to carry out the 
purposes of said fund. Of this appropriation, there is allotted for administration such 
sums as may be necessary to reimburse the general fund as provided in sub. (1). Pay­
ments to the state of Wisconsin investment board pursuant to s. 20.480 (1), payments to 
the general flmd pursuant to s. 200.17 (4), loss adjustment expenses and fire rating bureau 
dues shall be chal'ged directly to this subsection. 

(72) STATE LIFE FUND. All moneys paid into the state life fund under s. 210.05 are 
appropriated to the commissioner of insurance to carry out the pUl1Joses of said fund. Of 
this appropl'iation, there is allotted for administration such sums as may be necessary to 
reimburse the general fund as provided in sub. (1). Payments to the state of Wisconsin 
investment board pursuant to s. 20.480 (1) and payments for medical examinations shall 
be charged directly to this subsection. 

(73) MUTUAL WORKMEN'S COMPENSATION SECURITY FUND. All moneys paid into the 
mutual workmen's compensation security fund under s. 102.65 (4) aJ.'e appropriated to 
the commissioner of insurance to can:y out the purposes of said fund and to be used as 
provided in s. 102.65. 

(74) REOIPROCAL WORKMEN'S OOl\IPENSATION SECURITY FUND. All moneys paid into 
the reciproca.l workmen's compensation security funcl under s. 102.65 (6) are appropri­
ated· to the commissioner of insurance to ca.rry out the pmposes of said flmd and to be 
used as provided in s. 102.65. 

(75) STOOK WORKM:IDN'S COl\IPENSATION SECURITY FUND. All moneys paid into the 
stock workmen'.s compensation secUl'ity flmd under s. 102.65 (3) a,re appropriated to 
the commissioner 'of insurance to caJ:ryout the pUl1JoseS of said fund and to be used as 
provided in s. 102.65. 

20.470 Interstate co-operation commission. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. There 
is appropl'iated from the general fund to the commission on interstate co-operation, an­
llufl.lly, beginning' July 1, 1959, $10,000 for the execution of its flmctions undei' s. 14.75. 

. 20.480 Investment board. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. At the end of each fis­
cal yea,i, th'e general fund shall be reimbursed, from the income of the several funds under 
the contl'ol of the board, or through the provisions of s. 25.17 (9), the anlollllt actually 
expended lmder this alJpropl'iation for the cost of making' and supervising the investment 
of such funds. The bOaJ.'d shall bill the several flmc1s at the end of each fiscal yem' for 
the costs so incmred, including the expense of the employer contl'ibutions to the Wisconsin 
r~tireinent flmc1 and the public employe social secUl'ity flmd made for employes of the 
hoard, in accordaJ.lce with records maintained by said bOaJ.'d for the investment expenses 
chaJ.'geable to each respective flmd.

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20.488 Juclgment debtor relief commission. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. There 
is a.ppropriated to the judgment debtor relief commission from the respective funds from 
which the salaries of state law enforcement officers are paid a sum sufficient for the pay­
ment of amounts awarded toward the pa.yment of judgments, cOlmsel fees and costs as 
provided in s. 285.06. . 

20.490 Judicial council. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. There is appropriated 
from the general flUld to the judicial COlUlCil on July 1,1959, $20,653, and annually, begin­
ning July 1, 1960, $20,353 for the execution of its fmlCtions under s. 251.181. 

20.500 Lands, commissionerB of public. There is appropriated from the general 
fund to the commissioners of public lands: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $47,266, and annually, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $48,106 for the execution of their functions. 

( 41) LEASED LAND REOEIPTS. All moneys received by the commissioners from the 
United States government, on account of leasing' land under the U. S. flood control act of 
1954 and subsequent amendments thereto, are appropriated to the commissioners to be 
paid out as provided in s. 24.39 (3). 

(71) AGRICULTURAL OOLLEGE FUND. The commissioners shall invest and loan the agri­
cultlU'al college fund as provided in s. 25.01. 

(72) COMMON SCHOOL FUND. The commissioners shall invest and loan the common 
school flmd as provided in s. 25.01. 

(73) NORMAL SCHOOL FUND. The commissioners shall invest and loan the normal 
school flmd as provided in s. 25.01. 

(74) UNIVERSITY FUND. The commissioners shall invest and loan the university fund 
as provided in s. 25.01. 

20.510 Law library. There is appropriatec1 from the general flmd to the boar'd of 
trustees of the state library: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1,1959, $49,576, and annually, beginning,' 
July 1, 1960, $49,777 to carry into effect its functions relative to the state library.' 

20.520 Legislative coullcil. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. There is appropriated 
from the general·fund for the biennium July 1, 1959, to June 30, 1961, $110,000 to the 
joint legislative council created by s. 13.35 for the execution of the functions of the council 
and its committees. ExpenditlU'es from this appropriation shall be by voucher signed by 
the chairman or secretary of the council. The unencumbered balance on June 30, 1956 
shall be nonlapsible until Jlme 30,1957. 

(a) All appropriations to the legislative council made under this section shall be 
treated as biennial appropriations as defined in s. 20.001 (5), and expenditmes from such 
appropriations shall be by voucher signed either by the chauman or secretar'Y of the coun­
cil. At the end of each fiscal year', the general flmd shall be reimbmsed from the income of 
any other state flUld, the amounts actually expended within the appropriations of this 
section for the cost of making and pulJlishing' SlU'veys and analyses of activities and pol­
icies related to such funds. The legislative cOlmcil shall bill such state funds at the end of 
each fiscal year' for the costs so incurred, in accordance with proper cost records main­
tained by said legislative counciL Such reimbmsements shall be deposited in the general 
fund as nonappropriated revenue. . 

(2) GENEIM.L RESEAROH. There is appropriated from the general fund for the bien­
nium July 1, 1959, to June 30, 1961, $55,000 to conduct research and develop studies on 
such problems as may be referred to the council hy the legislatm'e and whieh do not re-
quire special personnel or consultative services.· . 

(5) COMMITTEE ON MENOMINEE INDIANS. The balance on June 30, 1957, in the ap" 
propriation made uncleI' this subsection by ch. 596, laws of 1955, from the general fund 
shflll constitute a nonlapsible appropriation. to the legislative council for the pm'poses 
provided in s. 13.352. 

(41) GIFTS AND DONATIONS. The C01UlCil may accept and use any funds made avail­
able to it in connection with any resear'ch 01' study lmclertaken by it. AlI such funds shall 
be paid within one week after receipt into the general flmd and are appropriated and 
credited to the appropriation made in sub. (1). 

(71) HIGHWAY PROBLEMS STUDY. There is appropriated from the state highway fund 
for the biennium July 1, 1959 to JlUle 30, 1961, $60,000 to the joint legislative council 
fOl' the continuation of the study of highway problems. 

(a) Payments from this appropriation for reimblU'sement of expenses and compen­
sation for services shall be made only to persons not on the sta,te highway commission pay 
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roll except that employes of the commission may l)e compensated £01' work performed on 
the study in excess of the standard work week. The highway commission alld its employes 
shall when requested fully co-operate with and assist the council anc1 the advisory com­
mittee in making such study. 

(b) Payments from the appropriation made by this section shall l)e by voucher signed 
by the chairman or secretary of the council. 

(75) .All appropriations to the joint legislative council made under this section shall 
be treated as biemlial appropriations as defined in s. 20.001 (5), and e2..1.)enditlU'es from 
such appropriations shall be by voucher signed either by the chairman or secretary of the 
council. At the end of each fiscal year the general fImd shall be reimblU'sed from the in­
come of any other state fund, the amounts actually expended within the appropriations of 
this section for the cost of making and publishing surveys and analyses of activities and 
policies related to such fImds. The legislative cOImcil shall bill s11ch state fImds at the end 
of each fiscal year for the costs so incurrec1, in accordance 1vith propel' cost records main­
tained by said legislative council. Such reimbursements shan be deposited in the general 
fund as nonappropriated revenue. 

20.530 Legislature. There is appropriated from the gen81'al fune1 to the legislature, 
annually, beginning' July 1, 1913, such Slun as may be necessal'Y to· cal'l'Y out its fImctions. 
Of this there is allotteel: 

(1) MEMBERS. Compensation, mileage, and a monthly allowance for expenses to each 
member of the legislature, as follows: 

(a) $300 per month, payable monthly. 
(b) For each special or regular session, mileage at the rate of 10 cents pel' mile for 

eve1'Y mile traveled in going to and returning from the state ca.pitol on the most usual route. 
(c) 1.fembers of the legislature serving on any legislative or interim committee,the 

emergency boaJ.·d or any other body all or a part of whose members are by law required to 
be members of the legislature shall be paid no additional compensation for such services 
but shall be reimbursed their actual and necessal'Y expenses in attending' any meeting of 
such committee or other body held while the legislature is not in session or during a recess 
of the legislature of one month 01' more in duration. 

(d) 1.fembers of the legislature elected, appointed, 01' employed in or to any other 
office or employment under the state government not incompatible with their membership 
in the legislature shall be paid only such part of the salal'Y fixed for such office or employ­
ment as is in excess of the' salal'Y paid them as members of the legislatm'e. 

(e) The sala1'Y of any member who rues d1U'ing his term of office shall be paid monthly 
to his estate or personal representative until his successor is elected and qualified. When 
any person elected a member shall die before commencement of the term of office to' which 
he is elected, he shall be deemed a member dying' d1U'ing such term of office and his saluq 
as snch membel' shall be paid monthly tn his estate or personal representative until his 
successor is elected and qualified. 

(f) Any member of the legislature who has signified, by affidavit filed with t:\1e depart­
ment of administration, the necessity of establishing a temporaJ.'Y residence at the state 
capital for the period of any regular or speeial legislative session shall be entitled to an 
allowance of not to exceed $175 per calendar month, or part thereof, for expenses inculTed 
for food and lodging' during each reg'ular session anc1 during each special session. Such 
allowances shall be paid within one week after each calendar month; and shan l)e paic1, 
upon the filing with such director, the member's affidavit stating the amolmt of such ex­
penses and lodging. 

(g') All members of the legislature shall be entitled, in adrution to the mileage allowed 
in par. (b), to an allowance for transportation expenses incurred in going' to and ret1U'ning 
from the state capitol once evCl'Y week d1U'ing' each regular legislative session, at the same 
rate pel' mile for each traveled in going tn anc1 returning' from the state capitol on the 
most usual route as is provided for transportation for state officers ancl employes Imc1eI' 
ss. 20.940 and 20.941. Such allowances shall be paic1 monthly upon presentation to the 
department of administration of a verified w1itten statement containing such informa­
tion as the director may require. 

(2) SPEAKER. (a) To the speaker of the assembly, for his services as speakel', $25 
pel' month, payable monthly, in addition to his compensation and mileage as a member. 

(b) In adc1ition to the approPliation made in pal'. (a), a Slun sufficient to compen­
sate a secretary appointed by the speak81' under s. 16.08 (2) (g) or Imc1er the classified 
service at the same rate as legislative stenographers for the c1uration of the actual session 
and for 2 weeks after sine dieadjourument. For purposes of reillStatement the secretalies 
to the president of the senate and to the speaker c1mwg' the 1957 session shall be con­
sidered to have been in the classified service. 
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(e) In the period when the legislatme is not in session the speaker shall be paid his 
actual and necessary expenditures incUTred in the performance of his duties. Such ex­
penditmes shall be by voucher signed by the chief clerk. 

(2m) LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR.. To the lieutenant govel'llor, as follows: 
(a) For his services as president of the senate $13,000 per term, payable monthly. 
(b) In addition to the appropriationmac1e in pa~r. (a) for salary, a sum sufficient to 

compensate a secretary appointed by the lieutenant govel'llor under s. 16.08 (2) (go) or 
under the classified service at the same rate as legislative stenographers for the dm'ation 
of the actual session and for 2 weeks after sine die adj om'llllien t. For each regular session 
of the legislature, $200 for office supplies and expenses, amI in addition his actual and 
necessary expenses incident to attending the lieutenant governors' conference and other 
actual and necessary expenses incident to the performance of his duties as lieutenant 
governor and acting governor. 

(3) CHIEF OLERKS. To the chief clerk of the senate and of the assembly, each: 
(a) For services during the regular session of the legislature, $600 per month for 6 

months beginning at 12 noon on the second Wednesday in January of each odd-numbered 
year, payable monthly; 

(b) For such services as are required during' the remainder of the term of the legis­
lahU'e, $150 pel' month for each of the remaining 18 months dming which he holds the 
position of chief clerk, payable monthly; 

(c) For each legislative day of any special session, or fOl' each legislative day of any 
regular session lasting' more than 6 months, $30 in addition to the compensation under 
pal'. (b); and 

(d) For travel to and from the capitol and fOl' eXJienses incmTed for food andloelging 
necessitated by the establishment of a temporary residence in Madison elUTing any session 
of the legislatme, the same reimbursement as is provided members of the legislature lJY 
sub. (1) (f) and (g). 

(4) SERGEANT A'L' ARMS. To the sergeant at arms of the sena.te and of the assembly, 
each: 

(a) For services during the regular session of the legislature, $500 per month for 6 
months beginning at 12 noon on the second Wedneselay in January of each oeld-numbered 
year, payable monthly; 

(b) For such services as are required during the remainder of the term of the legis­
lature, $125 per month for each of the remaining 18 months during which he holds the 
position of sergeant at arms, payable monthly; 

(c) For each legislative day clluing any special session, or for each legislative clay of 
any regular session lasting more than 6 months, $25 in addition to the compensation 
under pal'. (b); and 

(d) For travel to and from the capitol and for expenses incurred for food and lodging' 
necessitated by the establishment of a temporary residence in JliIadison cllU'ing any session 
of the legislature, the same reimbursement as is provided members of the legislature by 
sub. (1) (f) and (g). 

(e) During' the interim between regular sessions, to an assistant of the sergeant at 
arms of the senate for services performed by him in looking after and caring' for busi­
ness in the senate sergeant at arlllS office, $100 pel' month commencing on the :first day 
of the month following sine die adjournment. The working day office hours of such as­
sistant during the interim shall be from 9 a. m. to 12 noon and from 2 to 3 p. m. 

(5) SUBORJJIN ATE LEGISLATIVE ElIIPLOYES; SALARY SCHEDULID. Employes of the chief 
clerks and sergeants at arms of the sena.te and assembly shall not exceed the number speci­
:fied in pars,. (a) to (d). They shall be paid in accordance 1vith the compensation and 
classification plan for the classified civil service employes. Thel lJlU'ean of personnel shall 
allocate the positions listed in pars. (a) to· (d) to the appropriate pay ranges. 

(a) SenMe v'hie! cleYk. Not to exceed 25, legislative clerks to assist in mainta.inlllg' 
the records of proceedings, index, engross and enroll bills, maintain mailing lists, per­
form general stenogl.'aphi() and clHrical duties for membm's and cOllillrittees as assigned by 
the chief clerk and perform such other clerical duties as ma\)T be directed by the chief 
clerk; at least 12 of whom shall be stenographers.; and 2: of whom shall have knowledge 
and experience as proofreaders. 

(b) Assembly chief cle;'k, Not to e,xceed 33 legislative employes to assist in main­
taining the records of proceedings, index, eng'l'OSS and enroll bills, maultain mailing lists, 
perforllI g'eneral stenog'l'aphic and clerical duties for members, and COlmllttees as assig1led 
by the chief clerk; at least 15 of whom shall be stenographers; 2 of whom shall have 
knowledge and experience as proofreaders; one of whom shall be a messenger; and one 
of whom shall be a voting machine operator. 
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(e) S ena,te se1'gea.nt at cwms. 1. Seventeen legislative messengers to' ca~'e for and 
gua,rd the rooms assigned to the senate, serve the members and committees and perform 
such other duties as required by the sergeant at arms. 

2. FoUl' legislative clerks to have charge of the document room and post office and 
perform such other duties as may be required by the' sergeant at m'llls. 

(d) Assembly sefgeam,t at arms. 1. Twenty-five legislative messengers to care for 
and guard the rooms assignec1 to the assembly, serve the. memhers anc1 committees and 
perfOl'lll such other duties as required by the sergeant at arms. 

2. FoUl' leg·islative. clel·kg to have charg'e of the c1oc.mnent room and post office and 
perform such other duties as may be required by the sergeant at arms. 

(6) STEP INCREASES WITHIN SALARY RANG~. The a,ppointing officers may grant a 
onel step increase for each session of prior service within the salmJ' range of any legisla­
tive employe who was regulady employed full time for at least one-half of either or both 
of the. last 2 l'egulm' sessions of the legislaturel, and one additional step increase within 
the salary range for each consecutive regular session of the legislature prior to such last 
2 sessions, provided that such legislative employe was regularly employed fnll time for 
at least one-half of i.he session, until t.he maximum within the sala~J' range is reachec1. 
For the pUl1)ose of detel'lllining the sala~'ies of any snch legislative employes for the cur­
rent regula~' session credit shall be given for either or both of the last 2 regular sessions 
next preceding the current session, regardless of which session such employe was l'eg1.11m·ly 
employed fl111 time at least one-half of t4e session. Employes who were not regularly 
employed on a fl11l-time basis for a,t least, one-half of either of the last 2 reg'l11ar sessions 
shall be paicl the base salalJ' in the range. The secretaries to the president of the senate 
and to the speaker in prior sessions shall be deemec1 to have been classified employes dm­
ing such sessions. 

(7) POSITIONS OF GREATER RESPONSIBILITY. (a) Employes in the following readily 
identifiable positions of greater responsibility may be paid $30 a month more than their 
grac1e and step level for a full month's service or a pro rata part thereof for part of a 
month's service. No employe shall be eligible for more than $30 additional pay per month 
regm'cUess of the number of such positions held.

4. Legislative clerk assigned to be voting machine operator. 
5. Assistant sergeant at arms. 
6. Index clerk.

(b) One messenger (night watchman) shall be paid $30 a month more t.han his grade 

and step level for a full month's service or pro rata. part thereof for part of a month's 
service. 

( c) The person designated by the chief clerk as the assistant chief clerk shall be paid 
$60 a month more than his grade and step level for a full month's service 01' a pro rata. 
pa~'t thereof for a part of a month's service. 

(8) INTERIM ENPLOYNE,NT. Subject to the approval of the president of the senate 
for the senate anc1 the speaker for the assembly, the appointing officers may employ suehl 
staff as is required to complete the work of the legislative session dming any interim 
period within 01' aft81' a session, but such employment shall not extend more than 90 
working c1ays beyond sine clie adjomnment in any biennium except for special sessions. 
The e,hief clerks may employ onB legislative employe each On a l)m·t-time 01' full-time 
basis dming the timCi when the legislature is not in session. 

(9) HOURS OF WORK. The hours of work for legislative employes shall be established 
by the appointing officers. (For the positions set forth in this section the sala~J' rate 
establi~hed by this section shall constitute full pay for the homs of work established by 
the a,ppointing authority.) 

(10) CONTINGENT EXPENSES. For contingent e}."]Jenses of the senate and assembly, 
each $1,000, and, in ad clition thereto, on July 1, 1958, $2,000 for contingent expenses of 
the senate, and $1,300 for contingent expenses of the assembly, and on July 1, 1959, $300 
for contingent expenses of the assembly, subject to the following' conclitions: 

(a) Any such proposed expenditure for either house shall be reported to the house 
by its committee on contingent expenditures, together with a statement of the name of 
the person who is to receive the money and the purpose for which it is to be expended. 

(b) Such expenditure shan not be made unless it is authOlized by a, yea and nay vote 
of such house, to be entered on its jom'llal; nor for any other purpose than to enable the 
house authorizing such expense to clischal'g'e its lawful functions. 
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(c) Whenever such expenditme is authorized, the chairman of the committee on con­
tingent expenditmes shaH certify to the department of administration a copy of the 
statement prescribed in pal'. (a) and of so much of the joul'llal as ma,y be necessary to 
show affirmative action lmder par. (b). 

(11) CHAPLAINS. To the officiating' chaplains of the senate and assembly the stun of 
$5 for each such day of service, effective with the 1959 session, to be paid on the certifi­
cates of the chief clerks of the senate amI assembly, respectively, showing the amounts 
to which each such chaplain is entitled. 

(13) FUNERAL COMMITTEE. To the members of the legislatme appointed pmsuant to 
s. 13.055, their necessary and actual expenses, to be certified by them to the director of 
budget and accounts. 

(14) EXPENDITURES FOR FLOWERS BY LEGISL.8!l'UR,E. For expenses inculTed in procm­
ing floral pieces for deceased or ill members of the legislature and for deceased state offi­
cers who in the judg1nent, of the presiding officer and chief clerk have been identified with 
the legislative process, to be presented by voucher signed by the presiding officer or chief 
clerk of the propel' house. 

(20) JOINT SURVEY COMMITTEE ON RIDTIREMEW1' SYSTEMS. Annually, lJeginning July 
1, 1959, $19,600, to the joint survey committee on retirement systems to carry out the pro­
visions of s. 13.40. 

(21) ADMINISTRATIVE RULES REVIEW COMMITTEE. There is appropriated' from the 
general fund annually for the yea~rs beginning July 1, 1959, and July 1, 1960, $500 to 
the committee for review of administrative rules created by s. 227.041 for the perfolm­
ance of its flmctions. 

20.540 Medical examiners. There is appropriated from the general fund to the 
state board of medical examiners: 

(41) GENERAL ADMINIS'l'RATION. For the exeeution of its functions, in eluding the 
performance of its duties lmder ss. 147.13 (6) and 147.175, all moneys received by it and 
paid into the general fund. 

20.542 lVrental health advisory committee. (1) There is appropriated from the 
general fund to the mental health advisory committee on July 1, 1959, $18,000 and an­
nually begilllling July 1, 1960, $20,000 for the execution of its functions under s. 46.52. 

20.545 Metropolita,n study commission. (1) There is appropriated fl'om the gen­
eral flmd on July 1, 1957, $30,000, on July 1, 1959, $35,000, and on July 1, 1960, $15,000 
as a nonlapsible appl'opl'iation to tlw metropolitan study commission, to be applied in de­
fraying' the cost of the studies required by s. ,59.075. Expenditures from this appropria­
tion of any funds of the commission shall be by vouchers signed by the chairman of the 
c0llll11ission. 

20.550 Miscellaneous general appropriations. There is appropriated from the gen­
eral flmd, or such other funds as may be incucated, annually, to be paid as herein pro­
vided: 

(1) COMPENSATION, INJURED STATE EMPLOYES. Annually, such sums as may be 
neceSSal'Y for payments as provided in ch. 102, and under ss. 56.21 and 66.191, except that 
payments of increased compensation payable lmder ss. 102.57 and 102.60, shall be paid 
from the appropriation covering the salalJ' 01' maintenance of the person injured, pro­
vided such appropriation has not 'been exhausted; otherwise payments shall be made from 
the general fund and the first $200 of compensation thus paid from the general fund in 
the case of any person whose work was financed from a segregated fund or account shall 
1Je charged to that flmd 01' account. 

(2) LITIGATION OHAnGES AND JUDGMENTS. Such Sll1llS as may be necessal'Y to pay all 
fees, costs, disbursements, expenses, and judgments chargeable against the state as pro­
vided in ss. 59.31, 285.04, 285.05 (5), 285.06 (7), 286.43, and ch. 582, laws of 1911. 

(3) REIMBURSEMENT CLAIMS OF COUNTIES CONTAINING STATE INSTITUTIONS. Annu­
ally, a Sll1ll sufficient to pay all valid claims made by county clerks of counties containing' 
certain state institutions as provided in s. 16.51 (7). The department of public welfare 
is hereby authOlized to pay outstanding 1951-1952 claims of $236.72 from its appropria­
tion for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1952, the provisions of s. 16.52 (5) (a) to the 
contrary notwithstanding. 

(4) TAXES ON STATE LANDS. Annually, beginning' July 1, 1945, $100 for the admin­
istration of s. 74.57. 

(5) INTEREST ON OVERPAYMENT OF TAXES. From the general fund such SlmlS as may 
be necessary to pay intel'est on overpayments of taxes refunded under s. 71.12 (2). 
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(6) BANK SCRIP'I'REDEMP'I'ION. Annually, beginning July 1, 1955, such sums as may 
be necessary for the redemption of bank script. 

(7) LOSSES ON PUBLIO DEPOSITS. Ammally, such sums as may 1)e necessary for the 
payment to public depositors of losses as defined by s. 34.01 (6) and the expenses of ad­
ministration and any reinsu1'Rnce costs. The aggregate of said payments shall not exceed 
the balance in the state deposit flmd as of the close of business on Jlllle 30, 1955 plus 
interest at the rate of 2Yz per cent pel' annum computed to the date of any such payment. 

(8) RENT; MOVING; EQUIPMENT. On July 1, 1959, $100,000 as a nonlapsible appro­
priation to be allocated and allotted to state agencies by the commissioner of administra­
tion for the purpose of providing financing for increased costs of space rentals, moving 
expenses to new quarters, and the procurement of miscellaneous equipment made neces­
sary by such new qUlu1;ers. All allocations and allotments requested by state agencies 
pursuant to t,his subsection shall be supported by detailed estimates or bids. Before such 
allocation and allotment requests are authorized and certified by the col11l11issioner of 
administration he shall examine such estimates or bids to satisfy himself that the cost 
and itemization is just and reasonable and if not he may adjust the request accordingly. 
Any department feeling itself aggrieved by the refusal of the commissioner of adminis­
tration to approve any estimate, 01' any item therein, may appeal from his decision to 
the governor, who, after a hearing' and such investigation as he deems necessary, may 
set aside or modify such decision. All expenditures from allocations and allotments made 
by this subsection shall be shown in the state budget report as an additional cost of the 
department and activity for which made. 

(29) FOREST OROP LAW ADMINISTRATION. PlU'suant to s. 77.14, annually, beginning 
July 1, 1953, $5,200 for payment of personal services necessary to carry out the provi­
sions of ch. 77. 

(30) SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATION: SALARY ADJUSTMENTS. (a) There is appropri­
ated to the various state agencies from the respective ftmds from which state employes' 
and officers' salaries are paid, annually beginning July 1, 1959, a sum sufficient to supple­
ment the respective appropriations of said state agencies in the amount necessary to pay 
the cost of salaJ."y adjustments provided by acts of the 1959 legislature, as determinecl 
and allocated pursuant to pars. (b) and (c). 

(b) Each department head 01' officer shall certify to the commissioner of adminis­
tration, at such time and in such manner as the commissioner prescribes, the sum of 
money needed from the appl'opliation in par. (a) for the payment of salary adjustments 
provided by acts of the 1959 legislature. Upon receipt of said certifications, together 
with such additional information as may be required, the commissioner shall determine 
the sum of money necessary to supplement the respective executive budget appropria­
tions of state agencies for said salary adjustments and he shall supplement, at such 
times and such amounts as he determines, the respective appropriations. The commis­
sioner may also supplement those appropriations in which receipts are apprOPliated 01' 

reappropriated in such amounts and under such conditions as he determines. Conser­
vation flllld appropriations shall be supplemented as follows: Section 20.280 (71) to 
(79) from s. 20.280 (70); s. 20.280 (81) from s. 20.280 (80) i and s. 20.280 (82), (91), 
(92) and (93) from the unallocated ftmds of each such appropriation. 

( c) Any department feeling itself aggrieved by the action of the commissioner of 
administration under this subsection, may appeal such action to the governor, who, after 
whatever investigation he deems necessary, may set aside or modify such action. 

(36) UNOOLLECTIBLE SHORTAGES. There is appropriated to the several agencies of 
state government biennially, beginning July 1, 1957, from the respective state funds 
from which embezzlements occur, a SlUll sufficient to reimburse the several agencies for 
such amollllts as are determined by the attorney general to be llllcollectible as provided in 
s.16.55. 

(37) SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATION; BONUS PAYMENTS. There is appropriated to the 
various departments as defined in s. 16.02 (6) anllually, beginning July 1, 1949, from the 
respective funds from which employes' and officers' salaries are paid, a sum sufficient to 
supplement the appropriation of any department in the allolmt necessaJ:y to pay cost 
of living bonuses plU'suant to s. 20.932. 

(38) SALARY DEDUCTIONS DEPOSITED WITH STATE TREASURER. All sums deposited in 
the state treasury on account of deductions from salm-ies of state officers and employes in 
accordance with s. 20.939 are appropriated from the respective funds in which deposited 
to the respective departments or other agencies of state government on whose accotmt 
they were deposited, for payment to the person entitled to receive them, 01' for necessary 
adjustments to correct errors. 
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(39) ADVANOEMENT OF STATE EhlPLOYE ~'llAVEL EXPENSID. There is apPl'opriated from 
the respective funds from which state employes' and state officers' travel expenses are paid 
a sum sufficient to be allotted by the board on government operations to the various state 
agencies upon application by such agencies, to be used as a. contingent flUld for the pay­
ment in advance of an individual's estimated monthly travel expense and final adjustment 
of the advance of actual monthly travel expense. The board on govermnent operations 
shall determine the amount to be allotted to each state agency upon the basis of the 
monthly amOlmts normally expended by such agency for travel expense. The amOlUlt allot­
ted to each state agency shall be deposited in a separate account in a public depository to 
be designated by the board on government operations, and shall be known as the "travel 
expense contingent fund." Payment of travel advances and adjustments of the advance 
to actual monthly travel e-xpense shall be made by check drawn by the head of each state 
agency or his designated agent without the necessity of being first submitted to the 
department of administration for approval and audit. No advance shall be made unless 
the estimate exceeds $50, in which case the advance shall not exceed 75 per cent of the 
estimate. Fl'om time to time each state agency, pursuant to rules and regulations pre­
scribed by the department of administration, shall file claim for reimbursement on a 
sworn voucher which shall be accompanied by the actual travel expense accounts for 
payment of which reimbursement is claimed. No such claim may be submitted for travel 
advances but only for the travel expense actually incurred. After approval of such claim 
by the department of administration, the director shall draw his warrant against the 
proper appropriation or appropriations of each state agency in the amount approved 
and payable to the- "travel expense contingent fund" which shall be reimbursed thereby 
the total amount la.wfully paid therefrom. If the head of the state agency or his desig'­
nated agent shall pay any bill which is subsequently disapproved by the department of 
administ.ration as lmlawful anc1lUlaut.horizec1, he shall, within 10 days after not.ification 
by the depart.ment of administration, personally make good such unlawful or unauthor­
izec1 payment. All moneys received in reimbursement for payments made from the 
travel expense contingent fund shall be deposited to the credit of said account and are 
added to this appropriation. Each state agency shall be required to execute and file a 
surety bond in such sum as the. bom'd on government operations may require, guaran­
teeing' the fait.hful clischm'ge of duties and obligations under t.his section, the premium to 
be paid out of the proper appropriation for each of said state agencies. Any check drawn 
against the travel expense contingent fund which is not paid within 2 years of t.he date 
of its dmwing because of inability to locate the dmwee or his failme to submit same for 
payment, aft.er the bank has been requested to stop payment, shall be t.reated as a can­
celed check and added to the checking account balance. A check for the amount so addeel 
shall be drawn in favor of the state treasm'er and deposited in the respective originating 
state flmd. If the person entitled to a check so canceled presents a satisfactory claim 
therefor to t.he state agency, said state agency shall dil'ect t.he department of admin­
istration to draw a warrant in payment of such claim and ch31'ge same to a sum sufficient 
appropriation for t.he repayment of canceled checks as provided in s. 20.956 of t.he 
statutes. 

(41) RESER.VE FOR OANOELED DRAFTS. All receipts deposited pursuant to s. 20.956 
(1) shall be credited as a continuing reserve for drafts canceled of the state fund con­
cerned, to be used for t.he payment of demands under s. 20.956 (3). Any check canceled 
on which demancl for payment. has not. been presented within 6 years from date of issue 
shall be reverted and lapsed from this subsection to t.he general revenues of the respec­
tive state fund upon which such check was originally drawn. 

(68) FEDERAL FUNDS. Any and all flmds which may be paid to the state of Wisconsin 
under the authority of s. 16.54, shaU, upon receipt, be· paid into t.he state treasmy, and 
the same shall be and hereby are appropriated to the state board, commission or depart­
ment designated by the governor to administer the same. Expenclitm'es of such flmds 
shall be made in the same manner and subject to the laws, rules and regulations governing 
payments made by the state treasury, and further such expenditm'es shall be made in 
accord with federal rules and regulations. If funds made available be retained by t.he gov­
ernment of the United States, t.hen the officers and employes of t.he state of Wisconsin 
designated to administel' same shall be govel'l1ecl by the act of congress and the rules and 
regulations of the federal government.. 

(69) GIFTS, GRANTS, DEVISES, BEQUESTS. All moneys received from gifts, gmnts, be­
quests and devises as authorized by s. 20.953 shall be paid into the general fund and 31'e 
appropriated to the proper state agency or officer, to be used to Cal'l'y out the pmposes 
for which made and received. 

(71) BUILDINGS AND IMPROVEME.NTS; FEDERAL AID. Unless otherwise provided by law 
an moneys received from the federal gOV81nment or from other som'ces for t.he construc-
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tion, remodeling, repairing, equipment or otherwise improving any of the State's buildings 
or institutions shan be paid into the state building trust fund and are appropriated there­
from to the proper department for the plU'}Joses for which received, as certified by the 
governor. The state of Wisconsin hereby assents to the provisions of any act of congress 
making such flmds available to this state for such purposes. When the legislature is not 
in session or during any recess thereof the governor is authorized on lJehalf of the state 
to accept such federal or other moneys upon such terms and conditions as he may deem 
advisable and as provided in s. 13.351. Specifically excluded from the provisions of this 
subsection are all moneys received lmder s. 20.840 (61) or received in connection with 
projects already started in other funds. Such moneys shall be credited to the respective 
fund from which such projects were heretofore started. 

20.551 Miscellaneous interfund transfers. There is appropriated from the general 
fund, or such other funds as may be indicated, annually, to be paid as herein provided: 

(lb) TRANSFER TO OONSERVATION FUND; STATE PARKS. There is appropriated from 
the general fund to the conservation fund annually, beginning July 1, 1959, $200,000 to 
supplement the appropriation made by s. 20.280 (76). 

(lm) TRANSFER TO CONSERVATION FUND; WISCONSIN ADVEW.rISING. Annually, begin­
inng July 1, 1959, $103,000 to the conservation fund for the execution of its functions 
under s. 23.09 (7) (1). 

(2) TRANSFER TO POSTWAR REHABILITATION TRUST FUND. The entire proceeds of the 
tax imposed by section 1 of chapter 505, laws of 1935 as amended (section 71.60, statutes 
of 1941) applicable to income of 1942 or corresponding fiscal year and collections made 
after April 22, 1943, applicable to any prior year, shall be transferred to a separate fund 
in the state treasury known as the "Postwar Rehabilitation Trust Fund" which shall be 
used exclusively for health, educational and economic rehabilitation of returning' Wiscon­
sin veterans of WorM War II and their dependents. The state depaJ:tment of taxation 
shall certify to the department of administration on July 1, 1943, and every 3 months 
thereafter, the net collections of said tax applicable to income of 1942 or corresponding 
fiscal year and net collections made after Apl-il 22, 1943, applicable to any prior year and 
thereupon the aJUount so certified shall be transferred from the general flmd to the post­
war rehabilitation trust fund. 

(3) TRANSFER TO DRAINAGE FUND. There having 1Jeen heretofore paid into the general 
fund from the proceeds of the swamp and overflowed lands a stun of money in excess of 
the aJUount herein appropriated, the state treasurer is directed to transfer to the drainage 
flmd [created by s, 25.24] from the general fund on July 1 of each year, $5,500. 

(4) TRANSFER TO BUILDING TRUST FUND. On July 1, 1959, and annually thereafter to 
the state building trust fund a nonlapsible amount equal to 20 peeL' cent of an net moneys 
collected in the previous fiscal year from academic student fees on behalf of the Uni­
versity of Wisconsin except adult education fees, and a. nonlapsible aJUOllllt equal to 33lh 
per cent of all net moneys collectec1 in the previous fiscal year from academic stuc1ent 
fees on behalf of the state colleges, except adult education fees. 

(5) TRANSFER TO STATE BUILDING TRUST FUND. There is appropriated from the gen­
eral funcl to the state builcling trust flmd on July 1, 1959, and annually thereafter, an 
amount equal to one per cent of the value of state buildings, structures, utility plants 
ancl equipment therein, excepting those uncleI' the jurisdiction of the highwa,y commis­
sion, as a,ppraised by the department of ac1ministration in accordance with s. 13.351 (3). 
There is allotted from this appropl'iation not to exceecl $400,000 for a forestry camp 
for' juvenile boys. 

(6) TRANSFER TO TEAOHERS' R,ETIREMENT FUND. There is appropriated from the gen­
emI func1, annually, such sums as may be necessary to pay the sta.te deposit into the 
retirement deposit flmd and the contingent fund of the state teaehers' retirement system 
as required by s. 42.46. 

(6a) STATE T'EMiRERS' RETIREMEiNT SYSTEM ADJUSTED BEIDlFITS. There is appropri­
ated from the general fund on July 1, 1957, and annually thereafter a sum sufficient to 
pay the ac1justed benefits to retired teachers provided by s. 42.49 (10). 

(7) TR,ANSFER TO STATE DEPOSIT FUND. There is appropriated from each state funcl, 
from time to time, such sums as may be necessary for payment into the state cleposit func1 
of amounts requirec1 to he paid upon the deposits of each of saicl funds, ancl the department 
of administration shall draw its warrant and the state treasurer shall pay such amollllts 
into the state deposit flmc1not later than the 25th day of JaJlUary, API-il, Julyancl Octo­
ber of each year. There is appropriated from the general funcl, from time to time, such 
sums as may be necessary for pa,yment into the state deposit flmd of amounts required to 
be paid upon publiC! moneys deposited by the state treasurer where such moneys are 
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subject to state, federal or trust restrictions which prevent the use of such moneys or the

(71) CONSTRUCTION OF STATE,ARMORIES. ,Thereis appropriated from the state build­
ing trust fund on July 1, 1955, $700,000 and on July 1, 1957, $930,000 together with an 
amounts allocated, by the federal governrpent lUlder, the, national defense facilities act of 
1950 or any act ,or acts amendatory th\lreof or supphlmentary thereto for the purposes 
specified in s. 21.616 subject to release by the state building commission. All moneys re­
ceived from the f~deral government under s. 21.616 shall be credited to the appropriation 
made by s. 20.550(71). . ; . 

20.580 Nursillg, board of. Th~re is. appropriated from the general fund to the 
state board of nursing': 

(41) GE,NERAL ADMINISTRATION. .On July 1,1949, the unencumbered and unexpended 
amollllt remaining' at the close of business on· June 30! 1949,fl'om the appropriation made 
by s. 20.43 (3), (3a) and (3b) [Stats.1947] for the plU'poseof carrying out the provisions 
of ch.149, and allmolleys collect!ld or recliived by the c1epal'tm~nt,of mli'ses lUlder the pro­
visions of ch, .149 in behalf. of the boarel of nursing' shall he paid witbin one week after 
receipt into the ,state treaSllrY anel 95 per .cent is hereby appropriated therefrom as a non­
lap sible appropriation to said board, to carry out the provisions of said chapter.

66.99 (9) are appropriated to the executive director of the Wisconsin 
retirement fund fOol' payment by him to the secretary of the U. S. treasury in conformity 
with said section. 

20.650 Public instruction. There is appropriated from the g'eneral fund to the 
state superintendent: 

(1) 'GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959', $629,733, and annually, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $648,022 for the execut,ion of his functions.

On July 1, 1957, 
$16,000, and annually, beginning July 1, 1958, $8,000 for state aid to county schools and 
joint county schools of agricultm'e and domestic economy organized, equipped and main­
tained pUl'suant to ss. 41.47 to 41.60, to be distlibuted as provided in s. 41.57. 

(20) DAY SOHOOLS FOR BLIND. On July 1, 1959, $107,000 and ruIDually, beginning 
Jttly 1, 1960, $116,000 as state aid for day schools or classes for the instruction of blind 
children and defective of vision pursuant to s. 41.01, to be distributed as provided in s. 
41.03. 

(21) DAY SCHOOLS FOR DEAF. On July 1, 1959, $300,000, and annua.lly, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $328,000 as state aid for day schools or classes for the instruction of deaf 
children and defective of healing' pUl'suant to s. 41.01, to be distributed as provided in s. 
41.03. 

(22) DAY SOOOOLS FOR SPEECH. On July 1, 1959, $425,000, and allllually, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $511,000 as state aid for day schools Ol' classes for the instruction of children 
with defective speech pUl'suant to s.

An moneys deposited by the state supmwtend­
ent as receipts from contracts made pmsuant to s., 39.04 under w'hich foo(l products do­
nated to the state of Wisconsin by the federal government al'e utilized, constitutes a re­
volving' fund for the transportation, warehousing, procesrillIg and insUlwg of sueh food 
products. The depal1ment of administration is auth01'ized to encumber this fund in 
excess of the fund balance at any time, the provisions of s. 20.902 to the contrary not~ 
withstanding', pending repayment to the state of Wisconsin by school disn'icts and munici­
palities. 

(44) FEDERAL AID FOR CRIPPLED OHILDREN'. There is appropriated from the general 
fund to the crippled children division of the bmeau for handicapped children, state de­
partment of public instruction, .annually, begi=ing July 1, 1939, all amolUlts received 
from the United States as federal aid for services for crippled children to carry out the

20.560 (74) ·for the fiscal 
year 1960-1961 [and thereafter], to be used for driver training in the high schools of this 
state. The apportionment of such func1s shall be made by the state superintendent of pub­
lic instruction to the school dishi.cts which operate dl'iver training comses, such appol1ion-
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ment to be made in accorc1ance with a plan to be adopted by the state superintenc1ent. The 
plan of apportionment shall be c1esigned to promote effective driver training programs in 
the high schools of the state anc1 the plan shall take into account such factors as the train­
ing of the teacher anc1 the adequacy of the driver training program. 

(61) FARM OPERATIONS. All balances to the credit of the state superintendent of pub­
lic instruction at the close of business on June 30, 1941, undm' s. 20.17 (13), statutes of 
1939, and all moneys received by him from the sale of livestock and farm products and 
from premimns on exhibits at fairs, to be used as a revolving appropriation for operation, 
maintenance, and permanent property and improvements of the institutional farms and 
for incidental expenses connected with exhibits at fairs. 

(62) OOOUPATIONAL THERAPY. All balances to the credit of the state superintendent 
of public instruction at the close of business on June 30, 1941, lmder s. 20.17 (14), stat-­
utes of 1939, and all moneys received by him in connection with the sale of products re­
sulting from occupational thera.py to be used as a revolving appropriation for the pur­
chase of the necessa,ry materials, equipment and supplies for occupational therapy. 

(63) TRUST FUNDS. All balances to the credit of the state superintendent of public 
instruction at the close of business on June 30, 1941, under s. 46.03 (3), statutes of 1939, 
and all moneys received by him under said provision, to be used as a revolving appropria­
tion in accordance with the trust. 

(81) COMMON SOHOOL FUND INOOME. The state superintendent shall distribute the 
common school fund income as provided in s. 25.23. 

20.6502 Public instruction; construction and improvements. (72) There is ap­
propriated on July 1, 1949 from the, state building trust flmd to the superintendent of 
public instruction $547,000 for the construction, improvement and equipment of the, heat-­
ing plant and changes in the electrical systems a,t the school for the visually handicapped 
and the school for the deaf and to construct a, sewer interceptor at the school for the deaf 
and related sewer improvements. 

(73) There is appropriated on July 1, 1951, fl'om the state building trust flmd to the 
&tate superintendent of public instruction, $750,000 for the construction, remodeling, re­
pair, equipment, and acquisition of land for needed buildings and improvements, includ­
ing dormitories at the school for the visually handicapped and the school for the deaf. 

20.660 Public service commission. There is appropriated from the general fund to 
the public service eommission: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $332,259, and annually, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $337,033 to covm: all expenditures and obligations incmred for the adminis­
tration of its functions. Salary payments to members of the commission and to the secre· 
tary shall be appropriately apportioned between the various activities conducted by the 
commission. 

(41) UTILITY AND RAILROAD ASSESSMENTS. As a revolving' appropriation, all moneys 
collected by the commission lmder s. 196.85 or 196.855 01' s. 184.10 (2) to be used for the 
performance of all duties of the commission for which no special appropriation is made. 
Receipts from the sale of miscellaneous printed reports and other copied material, the 
cost of which w'as ol'igi.naUy paid under this subsection, shall be deposited herein. 

20.670 Public welfare department. There is appropriated from the general fund 
to the state department of public welfare: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $5,579,386, and annually, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $6,009,697 for general expenc1itmes. incml'ed in the execution of the func­
tions of said department, including the administration of pensions and relief. 

(a) Petty cash f~bnd. Of the appropriation made in the introductory paragraph, 
there is allotted such sum as may be sufficient to maintain a petty cash fund of $100 for 
the payment of petty cash items, without first submitting them to the department of ad­
ministrat.ion for audit and approval, to be e'xpended and accounted for insofar as appli­
cable as provided by s. 20.979. 

(b) Contingent funcl. Out of the appropriations for the operation of the division 
of child welfare and youth s.ervice in the state department of public welfare there is allot­
ted, subjec,t to the a,pproval of the board on government operations, such sums, as may be 
necessary to be used as a conting'ent fund for the payment of medical, clothing, sehool 
books and similar incidental needs for children in foster homes under the supervision of 
the division, such contingent flmd to be administered as provided in s. 20.979. 

(c) Canceled c'hecks 1·epaicl. A sum sufficient to repay canceled checks under s. 20.979. 
(2) REORUITING SPECIALISTS. Annually, beginning July 1, 1957, $1,500 to secure ur­

gently needed psychiatrists and exceptional medical personnel which the director of public 
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welfare is authorized to employ directly or to contract for employment on a full or part­
time basis with the psychiatric institute, University of Wisconsin, or with any specialized 
medical group. Such employment shall be wholly outside ch. 16 regarc1less of any provi­
sions of the statutes to the contrary; and for travel and expenses inculTed within or 
without the state by the director or others designated by him, including any applicant, to 
recruit such personnel. 

(4) COMPENSATION FOR IMPRJSONMENT OF INNOOENT PERSONS. For compensation to 
prisoners who have served terms of imprisonment upon conviction for an offense or crime 
against the state of which they are innocent, as provided in s. 285.05, such sums as may 
be necessary to pay the awards of the department created by said section, when certified 
to the department of administration by said department. 

(11) DEPENDENT OHILDREN) STATE AID. Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, such sums 
as may be necessary for state aid for dependent children, to be expended according to 
ss. 49.19 and 49.40. 

(12) BLIND, STATE AID. Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, such sums as may be neces­
sary for state aid to the blind, to be expendec1 according to ss. 49.18 anc1 49.40. 

(13) OLD-AGE ASSISTANOE, STATE AID. Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, such sums as 
may be necessary for state aid for old-age assistance, to be allotted accorc1ing to ss. 49.38 
and 49.40. 

(14) ADMINISTRATION, STATE AID. Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, such sums as 
may be necessary to reimburse the counties 25 per cent of the expenditures incurred in 
the administration of old-age assistance, aid to depenc1ent children, aid to blind, and aid 
to totally and permanently disablec1 persons, and for service required for the state, as 
provided in s. 49.51 (3) (b). 

(15) TOTALLY AND PERMANENTLY DISABLED, STATE AID. Annually, beginning July 1, 
1959, such sums as may be necessary as state aid to totally and permanently disabled 
persons to be allotted and paid to counties upon certification of the state department of 
public welfare in accordance with ss. 49.40 and 49.61. 

(a) Reimb~wsement of cou,nUes. The amounts certifiecl by the counties as paid by 
them for aid to dependent children, aid to the blind, old-age assistance, and aid to totally 
and permanently disabled persons for the last month of each fiscal year shall be claims 
respectively against the appropriations made by subs. (11) to (15) and (51) to (55) for 
the same fiscal year. 

(16) RELIEF TO NEEDY INDIANS, STATE AID. Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, such 
sums as may be necessary for relief to needy Indians as provided by s. 49.046. 

(17) RELIEF. Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, such sums as may be necessary for 
distribution to cOlmties and local units of g'overnment as direct aid for poor relief. The 
sums appropriatec1 in this subsection shall not become available until released by the 
board on government operations. They shall be made available by the board on govern­
ment operations at such times and in such amounts as the board may determine to be 
necessary to adequately provide for the purposes for which they are appropriated, with 
due regard for the whole amount available for such purposes. If the provision relating 
to release by the board on government operations is invalid, the appropriation in this 
subsection shall not be invalidated but shall be considered to be made without any con­
ditions as to time or manner of release. 

(18) PENSION GR,ANTS. Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, such sums as may be neces­
sary for allotment to counties upon certification of the state department of public wel­
fare as provic1ed in s. 49.39. The sums appropriated in this subsection shall not become 
available until released by the board on government operations. They shall be made 
available by the board on government operations at such times and in such amounts as 
the board may determine to be necessary to adequately provide for the plU'poses for 
which they are appropriated, with c1ue regard for the whole alllount available for such 
purposes. If the provision relating to release by the board on government operations is 
invalid, the appropriation in this subsection shall not be invalidated but shall be con­
sidered to be made without any condition as to time or manner of release. 

(19) STATE DEPENDENTS. Annually, lJeginning July 1, 1959, such sums as may be 
necessary to reimburse cOlUIties for aiel to persons chargeable against the state upon 
certification of the state elepartment of public welfare as provided in s. 49.04. 

(21) OLD-AGE ASSISTANOE; ADDITIONAL REIMBURSEMENT TO OERTAIN OOUNTIES. An­
nually, beginning' July 1, 1959, such sums as may be necessary for allotment to counties 
upon certification of the state department of public welfare as provided in s. 49.395. 

(22) STATE AID FOR OOUNTY INSTITUTIONS. Annually, such sums as may be necessary 
for state aid to county institutions as provided in S8. 48.58 (2), 49.173, 51.08, 51,09, 51.12, 
51.25 (2) and 51.27 (2). 
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(23) MILWAUKEE OOUNTY MENTAL HOSPITAL. Annually, beg'inning July 1, 1931, sueh 
sums as may be necessary, for any compensation to the trustees of any hospital fo1' 
mental diseases in any cOlmty ha,ving a population over 250,000 cha~l'geable against the 
state as provided in s. 51.24 of the statutes. 

(24) COMMUNITY MENTAL HEALTH OLINW SERVICES. On July 1, 1959, $185,000 and 
annually, beginning July 1, 1960, $211,000 together with any funds that may be received 
from the federal government 01' any other source, to be used for financing state aid for 
mental health clinic services provided under s. 51.36. Because the, work of privately 
sponsored community guidance clinics tends to reduce the population of our state insti­
tutions, the legislature finds that the expenditure of funds for the support of such clinics 
is for a public purpose. 

(31) OPERATION OF INSTITUTIONS. On July 1, 1959, $18,364,227, and annually, be­
ginning July 1, 1960, $19,227,343 for the operation of the state institutions under its man­
agement and direction and for utilization of benevolent flmd income as requh'ed by s. 
25.31. 

(a) Ser'vices to institutiona,l employes. All moneys received in reimbursement for 
services rendered institutional employes pursuant to s. 46.03 (13) to be refunded to 
the appropriation made by s. 20.670 (31) and to be used for materials and expense of 
the institutions. Such reimbursements shall be accmnulated in an account named "employe 
maintenance credits". 

(b) ContingM~t ftmd. Out of the appropriation for the operation of the several 
institutions under the jmiscliction of the state department of public welfare, there is 
allotted to each institution, subject to the approval of the board on government opera­
tions, such sums as may be necessary to be used as a contingent fund to be expended as 
provided in s. 20.979. 

(c) Canceled checks 1·epa-id. A sum sufficient to repay canceled checks under s. 20.979. 
(d) Witness fees of prisone1·s. All moneys received in reimbursement of expenses 

inculTed in taking inmates of state institutions into court pursuant to 88. 51.11 or 292.45 
to be refunded to- the appropriation made by s. 20.670 (31) for operation of the insti­
tutions. 

(e) W ate1' a1~d sew81' service 1'eceipts. All moneys received from the collection of 
water and sewer services, fm'llished to s. 46.37, to be refunded to the appropriation made 
by s. 20.670 (31) for operation of the institutions. 

(32) MAINTENANOE AND OAPITAL OF INSTITUTIONS. On July 1, 1959, $797,781, and 
annually, beginning July 1, 1960, $765,677 for matcrials and expense for property re­
pairs and miscellaneous capital permanent property and improvements of state institu­
tions lmder its management and direction. Personal services shall be paid from sub. (31). 

(a) Pel'sonal services. The appropriations made in subs. (31) and (32) are fmther 
subject to the right of the department to determine and request the transfer to "personal 
services" of any amounts which are a part of salary and now in "materials and expense." 
The department of administration is authorized to make such transfers upon request of 
the department. 

(33) FUEL. Annually, beginning' July 1, 1949, a SlUll sufficient to cover the cost of 
coal and other solid fuel purchased pursuant to s. 16.71 (4) ancl fuel oil for central heat­
ing for the several state institutions under its management and direction, amI the freight 
0harges and local hauling charg'es thereon. Expenditures for coal and other solid fuel 
hereunder shall be made as provided in s. 16.91 but shall appear as an operating cost of 
the respective institutions at which such fuel is used. 

(35) PAYMENT FOR DAMAGES TO E:nIPLOYEE OLOTHING, ETd. A sum sufficient for mak­
ing' payments to employes under s. 46.062. 

(41) COLLEOTIONS AND DEPORTATIONS. Annually, 15 pel' cent of the receipts collected 
under the provisions of s. 46.105 for collections and deportations. The unencumbered bal­
ance in this appropriation shall lapse on Jlme 30 of each year. 

(42) CHILD WELFARE; FEDERAL AID. -:tnnually, begi~ning' July 1, 1935, all moneys 
received from the federal g'ovel'11ment as md toward meetmg' a part of the costs of state, 
county, and local child welfare services, to be expended as specified in the plans prepared 
pursuant to s. 48.48 (2) and approved by the United States Children's Bureau. 

(43) FEDERAL AID. Annually, all moneys received as aid or assistance from the fed­
eral govel'llment or any of its agencies to be expended for the; plll']Joses specified in the 
agreement with the state department of public we-lfare ancl such federal agency. 

(44) ABSOONDING PROBATIONERS' AND PAROLEES' FUNDS. On July 1, 1955, $3,000 and 
annually beg'inning July 1, 1956, $1,000 and all moneys in the hands of the department 
of public welfare, or coming into its possession, belonging' to absconding probationers and

pa,rolees as provided in ss, 57.075 and 46.07 (2), as a, revolving fU]1(l to 1Je used for the 
purposes of such sections. 

(46) GIFI'S, GRANTS AND DONATIONS. All gifts, gTants, donations of money received 
by the depa,rtment, for the pm'poses given, for the execution of its flillctions and con­
sistent with the gift, grant or donation. 

(a) The department may also accept from private sources gifts, grants, and donations 
other than money and use such property for the purposes given. 

(47) LOANs TO NEEDY STUDENTS. All moneys repaid on loans made before March 28, 
1935, the effective date of ch. 17, laws of 1935, lUlder s. 7 (6) (c) of ch. 363 or ch. 10, 
laws of special session 1933-1934; any balances remaining lillder said provisions on March 
28,1935; and all moneys repaid on loans made after March 27, 1935, under ch. 17, laws 
of 1935; and an moneys repaid on loans hereafter made under s. 49.42 are to he used as a 
revolving appropriation for loans to such students in accordance with s. 49.42. All repay­
ments of such loans shall within one week of receipt be paid into the general fund and 
credited to this appropriation. [To provide adclitional funds for loans to needy students, 
$200,000 is appropriated from the general fund executive budget on July 1, 1960 to 
increase the available funds under this subsection.] 

(a) Of the amount a,ppropliated by tIllS subsection, not to exceed $15,000 may be 
used annually for the administration of the loan funds under s. 49.42. 

(51) DEPENDENT CHILDREN, FEDERAL AID. All moneys received from the federal gov­
ernment for aid to dependent children, to be expended in accordance with S8. 49.19 and 
49.40. 

(52) BLIND, FEDERAL .AID. All moneys received from the federal government for 
aid to the blind, to be expended accorc1iDg to ss. 49.18 and 49.40. 

(53) OLD-AGE ASSISTANCE, FEDERAL AID. All moneys received from the federal gov­
ernment to match expenditures of the state and its political subdivisions for old-age as­
sistance, to be allotted according to SS. 49.38 and 49.40. 

(154) COUNTY, ADMINISTRATION, FEDERAL AID. F01' aid to the counties in the admin­
istration of old-age assistance, aiel to dependent children, aid to the blind, and aid to 
totally and permanently disabled persons, annually, beginning July 1, 1950, 80 per cent 
of aU moneys received from the federal government for the administration of these forms 
of public assistance, to be allotted as provided by s. 49.51 (3) (a). The remaining' 20 per 
cent of all moneys received from the federal government for the administration of these 
forms of public assistance shall be paid into the general ftilld. 

(55) TOTALLY AND PERMANENTLY DISABLED, FEDERAL AID. All moneys received from 
tpe federal government for aid to totally and permanently disabled persons to be allotted 
a~d paid to counties upon certification of the state department of public welfare in 
accordance with ss. 49.40 B"nd 49.61. 

(56) RELIEF TO NEEDY INDIANS, FEDERAL AID. All moneys received from the federal 
government for relief to needy Indians as provided by s. 49.046. 

(57) RELIEF FUNDS, FEDERAL AID. All moneys made available to the state and ac­
cepted by the legislature or governor plll'SUant to s. 101.33 are, as such moneys become 
available for unemployment or other emergency relief 01' for public works (other than 
hig'hway construction) to he tilldertaken to relieve unemployment, to be distributed and 
expended as required by the several acts of congress making such ftmds available and the 
rules and regUlations issued thereunder by the federal authorities in whom the ac1ministl'a­
tion of these acts shall be vested. No part of such funds shall be used for administration 
except as may be specifically provided in such acts of congress or as authorized and ap­
proved by the governor. 

(61) FARM OPERATIONS. All balances to the credit of the department of public wel­
fare at the close of business on Jtme 30, 1941, under s. 20.17 (13), statutes of 1939, and 
all moneys received by said depa,rtment from the sale of livestock and farm products and 
from premimns on exhibits at fairs, to be used as a revolving appropriation for operation, 
maintenance, and permanent property and improvements of the respective- institutional 
farms and for incidental expenses connected with exhibits at fairs. Whenever said 
unencumbered revolving appropriation balance is in excess of $200,000 on June 30 of 
any yea,r such excess shall revert to the general fund. The department of public welfare 
is hereby authorized and directed to use funds available to the- depa.rtment uncleI' this 
appropriation to exercise the option to purchase approximately 98 acres of land in Wal­
worth county adjacent to the Wisconsin school for the deaf for a price of $35,000 as 
provided in an option dated April 30, 1955, between Malcolm Johnson and the state of 
Wisconsin (state superintendent of public instruction). 

(61a) PROCEEDS FROM SALE OF LAND. The proceeds from the sale of land under eh. 
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691, laws of 1957, shall be deposited in the 'general fund and are appropriated therefrom 
to the state department of public welfare for the farm revolving flmd created by sub. 
(61). 

(61b) PROOEEDS FROM SALE AND OONDEMNATION OF PRISON FARM LAND. The net 
amounts of the proceeds received as a result of the condemnation and sale of prison 
farm land as specified in chapter 381, laws of 1959, shall be deposited in the general 
fund and are appropriated therefrom to the state department of public welfare for the 
purchase of other institutional farm land including buildings and for the remodeling or 
construction of buildings; such net amolmts or any part thereof are not to be a. part of 
the revolving fund under sub. (61a).

20.17 (14), statutes of 
1939, and all moneys received by said department in connection with the sale of products 
resulting from occupational therapy to be used as a revolving appropriation for the pur­
chase of the necessary materials, equipment and supplies for occupational therapy. 

(63) TRUST FUNDS. All balances to the credit of the state department of public 
welfare at the close of business on Jlme 30, 1941, under s. 46.03 (3), statutes of 1939, 
and all moneys received by said department under said provision, to be used as a re­
volving' appropriation in accordance with the respective trusts. 

(64) BINDER TWINE PLANT. For the binder twine plant at the state prison, from 
time to time, sums equal in amount to the moneys derived from the sale of the manufac­
tured products of said plant and paid into the general flmd, to be used as a revolving 
appropriation for operation, purchase of raw materials, carrying, handling and marketing' 
the products of said plant; but whenever said revolving appropriation exceeds $600,000 
such excess shall revert to the general fund. 

(65) PRISON INDUSTRIES. For prison industries as provided in s. 56.01: 
(a) P1'ison incvust1'1·es. On July 1, 1919, $15,000, and from time to time, sums equal 

in amount to the moneys derived from the sale of products of the industries of the state 
prison other than the binder twine plant, and paid into the general fund, to be used as 
a revolving appropriation to carryon such industries at the state prison, and for the 
construction and equipment of buildings, for permanent property and improvements, 
but whenever said unencumbered revolving appropriation balance is in excess of $150,000 
on June 30 of any year, such excess shall revert to the general fund. No expenditm'es 
shall he made from this appropriation for the construction of buildings or equipment for 
new industries, except upon written application of the state department of public wel­
fare, setting forth the need, and upon the certification of the board on government opel'­
ations that such moneys are needed, and that no other appropriation is available for that 
pm-pose. 

(b) Ref01'mat01'Y industl·les. On July 1, 1917, two-fifths of the unexpended balance 
of the a.ppropriation heretofore made by s. 20.17 (11) [Stats. 1915] and, from time to 
time, sums equal in anlOunt to the moneys derived from the sale of the products of the 
industries at the state reformatory, and paid into the general fund, to be used as a re­
volving appropriation to carryon such industries at the state reformatory. 

(c) 0 entml Wa1'ehouse. Such sums as the state department of public welfare may 
from time to time with approval of board on g'overnment operations transfer from the 
appropriations made by pm's. (a) and (b) and all receipts from sales to its institutions 
and sales under 16.74 of obsolete supplies, mateTials and equipment salvaged under s. 
56.01, to be used as a revolving appropriation to carTY on the provisions of s. 56.01. 

( d) 0 entml generating station. On July 1, 1953, $25,000 and on July 1, 1954, $25,000 
to be used as a revolving appropriation for the central generating station at the state 
prison, together with sums equal in amount to the moneys derived from the sale of util­
ities and services, to the Wisconsin state prison, binder twine plant, prison industries 
and central state hospital, to be paid into the general flmd and to he used to carryon 
such utility service and for equipment and building repairs and improvements at the 
central generating station. 
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(66) WORKSHOP FOR BLIND, REVOLVING. For the division for the blind for the oper­
ation of the Wisconsin workshop for the blind on July 1, 1925, $10,000 and from time 
to time sums equal in amount to the moneys derived from the sale of products by the 
division through the workshop, or the operation of business enterprises and home work 
in accordance with the provisions of ss. 47.01 to 47.10. 

(71) CENTR . .AL WISCONSIN COLONY AND TRAINING SCHOOL. There is appropriated on 
July 1, 1953, from the state building trust fund to the depa:l'1:ment of public welfare, 
$6,800,000 to cover the cost of plans and specifications of and the constrncting' and equip­
ping of the central Wisconsin colony and tra.ining school under the provisions of ch. 385, 
laws of 1953, or such other state mental institutions for the state depa.rtment of public 
welfare as are in accordance with its long-range building progTam. 

(72) SCHOOL FOR BOYS. (a) There is appropriated from the state building' trust fund 
to the state department of public welfare such amounts as are required not to exceed 
$6,000,000, for the construction and equipment of a modern institution for the custody 
and rehabilitation of delinquent boys to replace the present school for boys. In order to 
make this amount available, there is tra.nsferred on July 1, 1955, from the general fund 
to the state building trust fund, $3,000,000.

If 
the site selected is on property owned by the conservation department, the latter is directed 
to transfer the property designated by the state building commission to the state depart­
ment of public welfare. 

(cl) There is allotted for purposes of the school for boys to the state department of 
public welfare from the appropriation made by this subsection a smn sufficient for the 
remodeling and construction of the buildings and structures transferred from the state 
board of health to the said department of public welfaJ:e by s. 50.13 and for the purchase 
of adjoining property to be used for such purposes. This paragraph is not intended to 
repeal any of the provisions of this subsecltion but is intenclecl to provide that a pm't of 
the school for boys facilities contemplated by this subsection may be established to the 
extent deemed necessary and advisable by the state department of public welfare. 

(73) TREATMENT CENTER FOR EMOTIONALLY DISTURBED CHILDREN. There is appropri­
ated from the state building trust fund to the state department of public welfare such 
amounts not to exceed $500,000 as the building commission finds necessary for construct­
ing and equipping a modern institution containing approximately 30 beds for the in­
tensive treatment of emotionally disturbed children. 

20.6702 Public welfare department; construction and improvements. (78) CON­
STRUOTION AND EQUIPMENT. There is appropriated on July 1,1949 from the state building 
trust funcl to the state c1epal'tment of public welfare $13,292,000 for the construction, 
equipment, remodeling, fireproofing of and for making needed improvements in the state 
institutions under its management and direction, including the following projects:

Interior gates and fences at the state prison. 
Bathhouses at the state prison.

20.690 Radio council. There is appropriated from the general fund to the state 
radio council: 

(1) OPERATION OF RADIO BROADOAST SYSTEM. On July 1, 1959, $213,007, and annu­
ally; beginning July 1, 1960, $204,693 for the operation and maintenance of the state 
radio" broadcasting system established unde!' the provisions of s. 43.60. 

( 41) GIFTS AND GRANTS. All gifts and grants made to the radio council fOl' the pur­
pose of conducting radio broadcasting and research and experimentation in educational 
television. 

20.700 Real estate brokers' board. (41) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. There is ap­
propriated from the general fund to the Wisconsin real estate brokers' board for the 
execution of its functions, all moneys received by the board under ch. 136. 

20.705 Resource development, department of. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On 
July 1, 1959, and annually thereafter there is appropriated from the general fund $228,-
634 for the purpose of caJ.'rying out the provisions of ch. 109. 

(2) PROMOTION AND RELATED RESEAROH. On July 1, 1957, $100,000, on July 1, 1959, 
$20,000, and on July 1, 1960, $40,000, as a nonlapsible appropriation, to be used by the 
depa:rtment of resource development for promotion, advertising, related research and 
studies of benefit and use in attracting and maintaining industry, and necessary expense 
in providing inspection tours to various state sites by representatives of prospective in­
dustry. Expenditures from this appropriation shall be made for purposes consistent with 
the program formulated pursuant to s. 109.06. 

(5) TOURIST SURVEY. On July 1, 1959, $25,000 to the department of resource de­
velopment for conducting a tourist survey during- the 1959-1961 biennium. 

( 41) PLANNING GRANTS; FEDERAL AID. The depal'tme~t of resource development may 
receive moneys from the federal g'overnment made aVaIlable to the state as planning 
grants under P. L. 83-560, chapter 649, known as the housing act of 1954, and any acts 
amendatory thereof or supplementary thereto. Such moneys shall be paid within one 
week after receipt into the general fund and are appropriated therefrom to the depart­
ment of resource development to be expended in carrying out the provisions of s.

20.710 Revisor of statutes. There is appropriated from the general fund to the re­
visor of statutes: 
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(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRA'l'ION. On July 1, 1959, $45,733, and annually, beginning

(3) WISCONSIN ANNOTATIONS. On July 1, 1958, $10,000, as a nonlapsible appropria­
tion, to defray the necessary additional staff expense in the preparation of a printer's 
copy for a new edition of the almotations to the Wisconsin constitution and statutes pur~ 
suant to Section 6 of chapter 312, laws of 1957. 

20.720 Savings and loan commissioner. (41) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. There is 
appropriated from the general flmd to the commissioner of savings and loan associations 
all fees alld all other moneys received by any person for or in behalf of the commissionel' 
of savings and loan associations for the execution of his flmctions. To enable the com~ 
missioner of savings and loan associations to execute the functions of his depal.'tment, the 
department of administration, when making quarterly allotments under subch. III of 
ch. 16, is authorized to anticipate such receipts, the provisions of s.

20.740 Securities department. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. There is app1'opri~ 
ated from the general fund to the department of securities on July 1, 1959, $81,712, and 
annually, beginning July 1, 1960, $83,138 for the execution of its functions. 

20.750 Soil conservation committee. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. There is ap~ 
propriated from the general flmd to the state soil conservation committee on July 1, 1959, 
$45,617, and annually, beginning' July 1, 1960, $44,893 for the administration of its func­
tions.

96), 
entitled "making an appropriation to assist in providing a supply and distribution of faJ.'1ll 
labor for the calendar year 1943" and accepts the grant of aU moneys and aU benefits which 
may accrue under said joint resolution. The board of regents of the University of Wiscon­
sin is authorized and directed to co-operate with the proper federal authorities in the 
administration of said act and in carrying out all agreements made thereunder. All flmds 
made available to this state under said resolution shall, upon receipt thereof, be paid into 
the general fund and are appropriated therefrom to the boa~rd of regents to be expended 
in accordance with the terms of the grants. 

(49) SALE OF REAL PROPERTY. All net proceeds from the sale of real property by the 
regents of the university plU'suant to s. 36.34 shall be paid within one week after receipt 
:into the general flmd, and are appropriated therefrom to the regents for purposes pro­
vided for in s. 36.34, including such expenses incurred in selling such real property as are 
enllillerated in s. 13.351 (2) (d), except such sums as ha,ve been advanced to the regents 
of the university by the state building commission under s. 13.351 (2) (d) which shall be 
reflmded to the appropriation made by s. 20.550 (71). 

(50) CONSTRUCTION, ACQUISITIONS, IMPROVEMENTS; REVOLVING SUR,PLUSES. Any mon­
eys in any university revolving fund which the regents shall determine to be surplus 
not required for the succeeding fiscal year is hereby appropriated to the regents for the 
construction or acquisition of dormitories, commons, field house or other buildings, or for 
other permmlent improvements, or for the plU'chase of land, or for the equipment of such 
buildings, or for investment in bonds or seclU'ities, as provided in s. 36.06 (6) and (7), 
as the regents may determine, anything in s. 20.4l (3) (k) [Stats. 1951] to the contmry 
notwithstanding; provided, that the approval of the governor shall be necessa,ry for the 
purchase of land under this section. 

(52) MILWAUKEE AUXILIARY ENTERPRISES. As revolving appropriations all moneys 
received for or on account of any residence halls, commons, dining hall, cafeteria, student 
union, stationery stand, or book store and including such fees covering student activities 
as allocated by the board of regents and including such moneys received under convey­
ance and leases consummated under s. 36.06 (6) as the regents shall designate to be re­
ceipts under this subsection to be used for the operation, maintenance, and capital of 
snch activities including the payment of rentals and other expenditures as provided un del' 
s. 36.06 (6) without limitation lJecanse of such payments being made from receipts de­
rived in whole 01' in paTt from the operation of building and facilities other than those 
covered by such leases. 

(61) UNIVERSITY HOSPITALS. As a revolving appropriation, all moneys collected or 
received by each and every person for or on account of the Wisconsin general hospital, 
the Wisconsin orthopedic hospital for children, and the lmiversity clinic as clinic, dis­
pensaJ.'Y, infil'1lla1'Y or hospital fees, to be used for operating expenses in connection with 
the Wisconsin general hospital mId the Wisconsin orthopedic hospital for children. 

(67) EMERGENCY TRANSFERS. Any moneys in the appropriations to the board of 
regents of the university for operation may be temporarily transfel'l'ed to any revolving 
flmd authorized by la,w, 01' from one revolving fund to another, provided that any moneys 
so transferred shall be repaid to the appropriation from which taken before the close of 
the fiscal year in which the transfer was made.

36.06 (6) under a 
lease executed 01" taking effect after J anuaJ.'Y 1, 1953, unless the governor has approved 
the lease.

EQUIPMENT. There is appropriated on July 1, 1949 from the state building trust f1md to 
the regents of the university $5,940,000 for the construction, equipment, remodeling and 
improvement of various buildings and property of the university, including' the following' 
projects: 

Utility installation for the short course dormitory. 
Memorial library dedicated to the men and women who served in the rowed forces of

(73) REPAIR, CONSTRUCTION AND EQUIPMENT. There is appropriated on July 1, 1951, 

from the state building trust fund to the regents of the university, $3,554,384 for the con­
struction, remodeling, repair, equipment and acquisition of land for needed buildings and 
improvements, including: 

Remodeling of and equipment for the Wisconsin general hospital. 
Central portion of the home economics building. 
Extension division offices at the north end of the stadium. 
Remodeling of various buildings. 
Constructing a bacteriology building. 
Constructing greenhouses. 
Plans for addition to biology building. 
(75) CONSTRUCTION. Annually, beginning July 1, 1957, there is appropriated from 

the state building trust fund to the University of Wisconsin regents a sum sufficient for 
the payment of rentals by the regents and for permanent improvements, remodeling and 
purchase of land under s. 36.06 (6) on projects designated by the state building commis­
sion when the projec.ts are initiated.

(11) VOOATIONAL AND ADULT EDUOATION; STATE AID. Annually, beginning' July 1, 
1944, $420,000 for state aid for schools of vocational and adult, education, established and 
maintained pursuant to s. 41.15, and any school once granted such state aid shall be entitled 
thereto as long as the character of its work meets with the approval of the state board of 
vocational and adult education, to be distributed as provided in s. 41.21 (1). 

(l1a,) VOOATIONAL AND ADULT EDUCATION; SUPPLEMENTAL AID. In addition to the 
appropriation made by sub. (11) there is appropriated from the general fund to the state 
board of vocational and adult education for the fiscal yea~r 1958-1959 $180,000 for the state

Any moneys received by 
the state board of vocational and adult education from the United States for vocational 
rehabilitation, except that money received for special projects and for matching gifts and 
grants which shall be deposited by the state board of vocational and adult education "to 
the credit of sub. (42), shall he credited to this. subsection and shall be the source of the 
revenues appropriated in sub. (3), but revenues credited herein in excess of the amounts 
so appropliated may not be spent unless released in whole or in part by the board on 
government operations. Whenever the revenues credited herein are not sufficient to cover 
the estimated l'evenues approPliated in sub. (3) the state hoard of vocational and adult 
educa,tion shall immec1iately inform the c1epartment of administl'ation of this fact and 
shall indicate the amounts which should be deducted from the respective approplirution 
line items in s. 20.005 (2) (a) to bring the appropriated amounts into agreement ,vith the 
moneys available, and the depru1ment of administration shall forthwith adjust the central

Any moneys received by 
the state board of vocational and adult education from the United States for special voca­
tional rehabilitation projects and for matching gifts and grants and designated as such by 
the state board of vocational and adult education in confol11J.ity with the laws of the United 
States. 

(43) VOOATIONAL AND ADULT EDUOATION; FEDERAL AID. Any moneys received by the 
state from the United States as federal aid for vocational and adult education shall be 
paid, within one week after receipt, into the general fmJ.d, and are appropriated there­
from to the state board of vocational and adult education, to be expended in such m=e1' 
as said state board shaH deem propel'. Such funds, however, shall be expended only in con­
formity with the purposes and requirements of the several acts of congress under which 
such federal aid is paid to this state. In case any allotment be made to any state colleg'e, 
university, or other school or institution of the state from said fund, the appropriation for 
operation for such school 01' institution for the yeM' in which such allotment was made, 
shall be reduced by an amount equal to the amount of such allotment. 

(44 ) FARM TRAINING PROGRAM; FEDERAL AID. The state board of vocational and adult 
education is authorized to receive money from the federal veterans administration under 
the provisions of P. L. 16, ch. 22, 1st session 78th congress, P. L. 346, ch. 268, 2nd ses­
sion 78th congress and P. L. 550, ch. 875, 2nd session 82nd congress and any acts amenda­
tory thereof or supplementary thereto, which shall be paid within one week after receipt 
into the general fund and is, appropriated therefrom to said board to be paid as reim­
bursements to local boards of education or boards of vocational and adult education in the 
amounts due each respective local board for training students, and for defraying costs 
of administration by the state bOM'Cl of vocational amI adult education, as provided under 
s. 41.215. 

(45) ARTIFICIAL LIMBS AND APPLIANOES. All proceeds of the sale of artificial limbs 
ancl other appliances under s. 41.71 (6) (e), to be used as therein provided. 

(46) GIFTS AND DONA'r'IONS. All moneys receivec1 as gifts and c1onations Imder s. 
41.71 (11), to be usec1 for vocational rehabilitation purposes as therein provided. 

(47) HOMEBOUND SUPPLIES. All material cost refunds from the sale of products 
made by severely handicapped persons under s. 41.71 (12) (d), to be used in purchasing 
raw material as therein provided. 

20.860 Watchmaking examiners. (41) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. Annually, be­
ginning July 1, 1939, there is appropriated from the general func1 to the boarc1 of ex­
aminers in watchmaking as a nonlapsible appropriation 90 pel' cent of all moneys received 
pursuant to the provisions of ch. 125 of the statutes to CM·J.'Y out its flmctions under the 
provisions of said chapter. The balance remaining' on Jlme 30, 1939, in the appropriation 
made by s. 20.475 of the statutes of 1937 shall not lapse but shall continue and be added 
to this appropriation. 

20.870 Water pollution committee. There is appropriated from the general fund 
to the committee on water pollution: 

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. On July 1, 1959, $84,947, and annually, beginning 
July 1, 1960, $86,819 for the execution of its functions Imder S8. 144.51 to 144.57. 

(41) GIFTS .AND GRANTS. As a revolving appropriation the unencumbered balance in 
the appropriation made by s. 20.505 (2) of the statutes of 1947 and all moneys collectea 
after August 6, 1949 by such connnittee Imder the provisions of s. 144.53 (3) for the exe­
cution of its flmctions. 

(42) FEDERAL AID FOR WATER POLLUTION. All moneys received by the state as federal 
aid for general water pollution control to be expended for the purposes specified in the 
acts of Cong:ress pursuant to which such federal aid is given and in accordance with plans 
prepared by the water pollution committee and approved by the United States public 
health service. The committee on water pollution shall transfer qUM·terly from this appro-
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priation to the appropriation made by s. 20.870 (43) such amount as is necessary to make 
the total connnitments from this appropriation equal the federal government's share of the 
total program costs. 

(43) FEDE,RAL AID TRANSFERS. All moneys transfelTed from s. 20.870 (42) to this 
appropriation to be used for carrying out the purposes specified in s. 20.870 (42). The 
unencmnbered balance on J 1me 30 of each year shall lapse and revert to the general fund. 

20.880 Water regulatory board. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. There is appro­
priated from the general fund to the water regulatory board on July 1, 1959, $10,618, and 
annually, beginning July 1, 1960, $10,858 to can'S out the provisions of s. 31.36. 

20.885 Wisconsin development credit corporation. (1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. 
There is appropriated to the Wisconsin development credit C0l1)Oration, created under ch. 
225, from the general fund on July 1, 1959, $4,000 and on July 1, 1960, $4,000. 

20.890 Wisconsin retirement fund. (1) TRANSFERRED STATE EMPLOYES' RETIREMENT 
SYSTEM. There is appropriated from the general fund to the executive director of the 
Wisconsin retirement fmlCl annually beginning July 1, 1959, a sum sufficient to pay all 
annuities authOlized by ss. 42.65 to 42.68. 

(71) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION; OPERATIONS. All moneys paid into the Wisconsin 
retil'ement fund under the provisions of ss. 66.90 to 66.918 are appropriated to the board 
of trustees which administers said fund, for the execution of its functions including, 
'without exch1ding because of enumeration, payment of expenses of operation, administra­
tion and investment and the payment of all kinds of annuities, death benefits and 
separation benefits provided for in said sections, and payment of amounts necessary pm'­
suant to's. 20.890 (72) and (73) to complete the integration of the Wisconsin retirement 
f1md with the federal old-age and survivors insurance system as contemplated by s. 66.99 
(3). Of this appropriation there is allotted for administration as follows:

For the purposes of this subsection the allotments made above shall not include payments 
to the Wisconsin retirement fund plll'suant to s. 20.551 (9), payments to the public em­
ployes social security f1md pursuant to s. 20.551 (11), payments to the state deposit fund 
plll'suant to s. 20.551 (7), payments to the state of Wisconsin investment board pursuant 
to s. 20.480 (1) and payments for group life and health insurance plll'suant to s. 20.551 
(14). 

(72) PUBLIO EMPLOYES SOOIAL SEOURITY INTEGRATION. The executive director of the 
Wisconsin retirement fund is a,uthorized and directed to take such action as may be nec­
essary to complete the integration of the -Wisconsin retirement fund with the federal old­
age and slll'vivors insurance system as contemplated by s. 66.99 (3) as of the earliest date 
permitted under federal regulations as defined by s. 66.99 (1) (b). Said executive direc­
tor is also authorized and directed to deduct from the respective accounts of participants 
in the Wisconsin retirement fund and shall certify to the department of administration 
the amounts to be transferred from the Wisconsin retirement fund to the public employes 
social seclll'ity f1md to provide for the contributions which will thereby become payable to 
the federal old-age and survivors insurance system as employer and employe contributions 
for such employes as the result of said integration. 

(73) INTEREST AND PENALTIES. In the event that the payment of the contributions 
in sub. (72) are not made to the federal olcl-age and survivors insurance system before 
any interest or penalty shall accrue thereon under the federal regulations as defined in s. 
66.99 (1) (b), the executive director of the Wisconsin retirement f1md is authorized to 
pay such interest or penalty and chaJ.·ge the same to the interest income of the Wisconsin 
retirement fund. 

(74) INVESTMENT EXPENSE TRANSFER. Annually, beginning July 1, 1959, such sums 
as may be necessary .to reimburse the general fund for amounts actually expended and 
the cost of services rendered under s. 20.480 (1) in making investments and supervising 
the loans and securities for the Wisconsin retirement fund. 

20.900 Definition of department. Any officer whose office is created by constitu­
tion or statute, or any agency so created, is a department of state government, except leg­
islative and judicial officers and agencies, and offices and agencies created within depart­
ments as herein defined. 
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20,901 Appointment of subordinates, Unless otherwise provic1ed by statute, each 
depal'tment is authorized to appoint such deputies, assistants, experts, clerks, stenog1'a­
phers or other employes as are necessary for the execution of its flUlctions, and to desig­
nate the titles, prescribe the duties, and fix the compensation of such subordinates, but 
these powers shall be exercised subject to the state civil service law, unless the position 
filled by any such subordinate has been expressly exempted from the operation of ch. 16 
and subject, also, to the approval of such other officer or body as may be prescribed by 
law. If a department contains a. board or commission which is authorized to appoint an 
executive officer by whatever name called, the appointing power resides in the executive 
officer and the board or commission has no further appointing power except as it is spe­
cifically given such power. 

20.902 Forestalling appropriations, (1) It shall be unlawful for any state officer, 
depal-tment, board, commission, committee, institution 01' other body, or any officer 01' 

employe thereof, to contract or create, either directly or indirectly, any debt 01' liability 
against the state for or on account of any state officer, department, boanl, commission, 
cOlll1llittee, institution or other body, for any plU1)ose whatever, without authority of law 
therefor, or prior to an appropriation of money by the state to pay the same, or in excess 
of an appropriation of money by the state to pay the same. It shall also be unlawful for 
any of the above-mentioned persons or bodies to authorize, direct or approve the diversion, 
use or expenditure, directly or indirectly, of any funds, money 01' property belonging to, 
or appropriated or set aside by law for a specific use, to 01' for any other purpose or 
object than that f01' which the same has been or may be so set apart. Nothing herein con­
tained shall be construed to prevent the employment of the inmates or ordinary laborers 
at any institution to aid in the prosecution of work for which appropriations have been 
made. Any person who shall offend against or violate any of the provisions of this section 
shall be punished by a fine of not less than $200 nor more thall $1,000 01' by imprisonment 
in the county jail not less than one month nor more than 6 months 01' by both such fine 
alld imprisonment. 

(2) Revolving appropriations may be encumbered and moneys expended therefrom 
in an aJllount not exceeding the total of the unencumbered appropriation balance plus 
accrued accounts receivable outstanding, but not in excess of the amount allotted by the 
department of administration without violating the provisions of sub. (1). The commis­
sioner may require such statements of outstanding accounts receivable as he deems 
necessary before allotting sums in excess of the unencumbered appropriation balance. For 
the plU"]Joses of this subsection only, the commissioner shall consider as accrued accounts 
receivable on June 30 of the years 1959, 1960, and 1961 $8,000,000 of the revenues from 
imposts and fedeml highway aid funds allotted which the state highway connllission has 
obligated pursuant to s. 84.01 (23). 

20,903 Transfer of appropriation charges, (1) Whenever for economy or conVCll· 
ience, any materials or services are purchased, 01' expense is incurred hy any state officer, 
department, board, commission, committee, institution or other body and the same is 
properly app0l'tionable and chargeable to more than one appropriation, but such propor­
tionate amounts are not determinable at that time, such officer or body is authorized to 
direct payment of the same out of an appropriation, to the officer 01' body, chargeable with 
some pa.rt of such materials, services 01' expense. 

(2) In any such case the officer 01' body making' the purchase or incurring the expense 
shall be held and required to determine as soon as practicable, the amounts chargeable to 
the several appropriations and shall issue transfer vouchers setting forth in each the 
reason therefor and the department of administration shall credit the appropriation 
from which pa.yment was orig'inally made and shall debit the appropriation directed to be 
charged by the transfer voucher in the aJllOllllt named therein. 

(3) Such chal'ges and subsequent transfers shall not be construed as subjecting any 
person to the penalty provided in s. 20.902, but in case the appropriation first charged is 
not fully reimbursed by such transfers, the penalty provided in the above-named seeiion 
shall be held to apply as in other cases. 

20.904 Co-operation of functions. (1) The several state officers, commissions and 
boards shall co-operate in the performance and execution of state work and shall inter­
change such data, reports and other information, and, by propel' arrangements between 
the officers, commissions and boards directly interested, shall interchange such services of 
employes, 01' shall so jointly employ 01' make such assignments of employes as the best in­
terests of the public service require. All interchanges of services and joint employments 
and assignments of employes for particular work shall be consistent with the qualifications 
and principal duties of such employes. 
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(2) Whenever the employe of any state officer, commission 01' board is assigned or re~ 
quired hereunder to perform services for any other such officer, commission or board, such 
employe is vested with all powers and may enjoy all privileges necessary to perform 
the duties and execute the functions imposed upon and delegated to him and may per­
form such services and exercise such powers in the same manner, to the same extent and 
with like effect as though regulaJ.'ly appointed therefor. 

(4) Each officer, commission and board shall keep s, record of all work done for 01' 

in co-operation with other officers, commissions and bOaJ.'ds under this section. 

20.905 Attorneys' fees, allowa.nce, charged to operation or administration. No de­
partment, bOaJ.·d, commission, institution or officer of the state shall employ any attorney, 
or attorneys, until such employment has been approved by the governor; and the com­
pensation of such attorney 01' attorneys sO' employed shall be charged to the appropria­
tion for operation or administration of such department, board, commission, institution 
or officer. 

20.906 Notary public. Each department is authorized to expend from its propel' 
appropriation a sum sufficient to pay all fees and expenses necessa.rily inclU'red in qualify­
ing an employe as a notary public, and securing a notarial seal; but such notary shall re­
ceive no fees for notarial services rendered to the state. 

20.907 Charges for printed booklets and pamphlets. Except where distribution to 
or exchange with specified persons, officers or agencies is provided by law, 01' where the 
state agency determines that distribution is to be free of charge, any state agency may 
make such chaJ.·ge fOl' printed 1)00klets aud pamphlets prepared or compiled by it as shall 
be fixed by it, provided a written statement by the state agency to the bureau of purchases 
justifying the making and the amolmt of such chaJ.'ge has accompanied the printing requi­
sition or is filed with said blU'eau before any such chaJ.·ge is made. Such chaJ.'ge shall not 
exceed the cost of publication and handling, and shall be consistent, with any sale price 
othernse fixed or provided by law. If the agency so determines such booklets 01' pam­
phlets may be retained by or delivered to the bureau of purchases for sale and distribution. 

20.925 Deductions from state pay roll for bond purchases, group insurance, etc. 
(1) Any state officer or employe may request in Wliting through the department in which 
he is employed that a specified part of his salary be deducted and paid by the state to a 
payee designated in such request for any of the following' purposes: 

(a) The purchase of United Sta.tes savings bonds. 
(b) Payment of dues to employe organizations. 
(c) Payment of premiums for gTOUp hospital amI surgical-mecHcal insurance or plaJ.l, 

group life insurance, and other group insurance, where such groups consist of state offi­
cers and employes. 

(d) Other group 01' chaJ.oitable, pUl1)oses approved by the govel'llor and tJl8I depaJ.'t­
ment of administration under the rules of the depm.'tment of administration. 

(2) The request shall be made to the department in such form and manner and con­
tain such directions and information as shall be prescribed by each department. The re­
quest may be withdrawn or the anlOunt paid to the payee may be changed by notifying 
the department to that effect, but no such withdrawal or change shall affect a pay roll 
certification already prepared. 

(3) The Wloitten requests shall be filed in the department and shall constitute author­
ity to the department to make certification for each such officer or employe and for pay­
ment of the amounts so deducted, which shall be done in accordance with s. 20.939. 

(4) (a) For the purpose of handling savings bond purchases, the department shall 
designate an officer or employe thereof who shall serve as trustee. The trustee shall serve 
without compensation as such. The department shall furnish the trustee the necessary 
files, supplies and clerical and accounting assistance. Each trustee shall file with the de­
partment a bond in such amount as the department shall determine, with a corporation 
authorized to do surety business in this state as surety, which bond shall be conditioned 
upon the trustee's faithful execution of his trust. The trustee shall file another or adcli­
tional bond whenever the department so determines. The cost of any j)ond required shall 
be paid out of the approPloiation made to the department for its administration. 

(b) The trustee shall make purchases of savings bonds in the name of the officer or 
employe (or other bencficim'y named in the request) whenever the amount to their credit 
is sufficient for that plU'pose and transmit them to the person entitled thereto. In the 
event that such officer or employe cancels his request, or upon termina.tion of the trust, 
the amount remaining to a person's credit is not sufficient to purchase a bond the trustee 
may purchase savings stamps and transmit them to the person entitled thereto or refund 
the amount. 
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«} ) No portion of the salary so requested to be used for the purchase of savings bonds, 
not exceeding 10 pel' cent of the salary, shall be liable to seizure or execution or on any 
provisional or final process issued from any court of any proceedings in aid thereof, and 
such exemption shall be in addition to any exemption provided by s. 272.18 (15). The 
provisions of s. 241.09 relating to assigmnents shall not apply to the requests made under 
sub. (1). 

(d) The executive depal'tment shall prepaJ.·e a statement explaining the bond purchase 
plan and its pmpose and transmit copies of such statement to the several departments 
for distribution to their offices and employes. 

20.926 Land purch8.se, governor's approval. No land shall be purchased and no 
contract or contracts entered into for the plU'chase of any land by any department, bOaJ.'d 
or commission until the complete estimates of the total cost thereof shall have been sub­
mitted to and approved in w1'iting' by the governor, who shall withhold such approval 
lmtil he shall satisfy himself by a pe1'sonal investigation or by such other means as he may 
in his cusc1'etion adopt, that such land is required for the purpose proposed, and can be 
plU'chased fo1' the sum proposed out of the app1'opriations made therefor for such pmpose. 

20.927 Executive control of construction work. All appropriations made by law 
for the construction of new buildings or additions to existing bluldings shall be expended 
only in accordance with the following conditions: 

(1) Except as expressly provided otherwise, all construction shall be in the order of 
the greatest need therefor, as determined by the officer or board to whom the appropria­
tion is made. 

(2) No plan or plans shall be finally adopted, and no contract or contracts entered 
into, for the construction of any blulding lmtil such plans and contracts, with complete 
estimates of the total cost thereof, shall have been submitted to and in writing approved 
by the governor, who shall withhold such approval until he shall have satisfied himself, by 
a personal examination or by such other means as he may in his discretion adopt, that 
such building is required for the purpose proposed, and that it can and will be erected and 
fully completed according to such plan or contracts for the sum proposed for the same out 
of the appropriation made for such purpose. 

20.929 Use of state buildings and facilities. Except as elsewhere expressly pro­
hibited, the managing' authority of any building or other facility owned by the state is 
authorized in its discretion to permit the sallle to be used by any governmental hody or 
official, any veterans' Ol'ganization, or any nonprofit association for the purpose of gov­
ernmental business, public meetings for the free discllssion of public questions, or for 
civic, social, recreational or athletic activities. No such use shall be permitted if it would 
unduly burden the managing authority or interfere with the prime use of such building or 
facilities. The applicant for such use shall be liable to the state for any injury done to its 
property and for any eA,])ensc alising out of any such use, al1Cl for such sum as the man­
aging authOlity may charge for such use, all such sums to be paid into the general funcl 
and to be credited to the appropriation for the operation of the building' or facility used. 
The managing authority may permit such use notwithstanding the fact that a reasonable 
admission fee may be chal'g'ed to the public. "Managing authOlity" as used in this section 
shan mean the board, commission, department or officer responsible by law for the man­
agement of the paJ:ticulal' building or facility.

(p) Each elected executive officer: a stenogTapher. 
(q) Each examining board (except medical examiners): a secretary. 
(1') Judicial council: executive sec1'etal'Y and technical and clerical help. 
(s) Department of resource development: director. 

20.931 Salary increase. It is the declal'ed public policy that, consistent with s. 
16.105 (2), salaries of employes in the classified service, as defined in s. 16.08 (3), shall be 
increased from year to year, in recognition of meritoriollS service, until the maximum of the 
range for the position has been reached. Except as otherwise provided herein and in s. 
16.105, such merit increases shall be made only at the beginning of a fiscal year. Appoint­
ing officers, as defined in ch. 16, shall on 01' before July 1 each year file with the director 
of personnel and the department of administration a list of employes showing their then 
existing salaries and their proposed new sala.rics. Merit increases may be allowed at other 
periods in the fiscal year only upon approval of the personnel board and the bOal'd on 
government operations. No salal'Y increase shall take effect lUlless the resulting salal'Y is 
certifiable under s. 16.105. 

20.932 Monthly bonus payments. (1) In a rapidly changing economy it has been 
found essential to supplement fixed salaries with a bonus that varies from time to time 
in accordance with changes in consumers' prices. 

(2) Each employe in the classified service, except employes paid on a prevailing rate 
or a pel' diem basis, shall be paid a cost of living bonus as hereinafter provided, in addi­
tion to the sa1a1'Y currently payable to such employe plU'suant to ss. 20.931 and 16.105 (2) 
and (4), without restriction or limitation by reason of the maA-imlUn salm.'Y of the range 
established for his classification or other statutoq limitation thereof. 

(3) (a) An initial cost of living bonus shall he paid monthly to' each such employe as 
follows:

(b) Such initial cost of living bonus shan be deemed compensation for living conditions 
prevailin~' as of JanualJ: 15, ~953, whi?h together with .such flU'ther adju~tments as may 
be made III accordance WIth this subsectIOn shall be apphcable on the effectIVe date of this 
section. 

(c) The revised consmnel's' price index, average 1947-1949=100, all items, all cities 
combined, established by the bureau of labor statistics of the U. S. department of labor 
and as printed in the monthly la.bor review, or as otherwise released, shall be used for

computing increases or decreases in the cost of living bonus. 
(d) The cost of living bonus shall be adjusted quarterly each yem' on January 1, April 

1, July 1, and October 1, if the index has changed 0.6 or more points from the index of 
January 15, 1953 which shall be the base index for the first adjustment made, and there­
after such cost of living bonus shall be based on the index on which the last previous 
adjustment was based. 

(e) The indexes to be used for adjusting the cost of living bonus shall be the October 
15, January 15, April 15, and the July 15 indexes, respectively, in each quarterly period. 

(f) The gove1'l1or, personnel 1Joard and the 1Joard on gove1'l1ment operations as soon 
after such index material for such applicable quarterly periods of each year is made 
available by the director of personnel, shall meet in joint conference, from time to time, 
to compute such change in the cost of living indexes and determine therefrom if such 
initial (or the then applicable) cost of living bonus shall be changed as provided therein. 

(g) II it is found that the index number has increased or decreased 0.6 or more points, 
quarterly, the cost of living bonus shall be increased or decreased at the rate of $1 for 
each such full 0.6 point of increase or decrease in the consumers' price index. 

(4) Such cost of living bonus payment shall not be deemed or construed to constitute 
a change in classification, rank, promotion or compensation and the civil service status of 
such employe shall be determined without reference thereto. 

(5) All employes employed on a part-time basis shall be paid such portion of the cosu 
of living bonus payment as their actual time employed shall bem: to full-time employment. 

(6) Such cost of living 1Jonus payment and from time to time the adjustment thereof 
shall not prevent the department head or officer from gTanting any employe intermediate 
salaJ.'Y merit increases dming such period. 

(7) Upon certification of the department head or officer to the depa~rtment of admin­
istration, such director shall forthwith determine the sum of money necessal'Y from the 
appropriation provided in s. 20.550 (37) for the payment of the cost of living bonus and 
from time to time the adjustments thereof of employes of such board, department, com­
mission 001' institution, and the director shall thereupon extend a credit in like sum there­
for, to all appropriations and incluclillg those in which the receipts aJ.'e appropriated or 
l'eappropriated wherein the director shall determine whether a supplemental'Y appropria­
tion is neeesSal'Y therefor. 

(8) The payment of such initial cost of living bonus shan commence in the first full 
calendar month and for the first regulal' pay roll period occmring therein following 
March 31, 1953. 

20.939 Deductions from salaries. (1) Whenever it shall become necessal'Y, in pm­
suance of any federal or state law, to make deductions from the salaries of state officers 01' 

employes for any pm'pose, each department is responsible for making such deductions and 
paying over the total thereof for the purposes provided by the laws under which they were 
made. Each such department shall indicate on its pay rolls the amount or amounts to be 
deducted from the salary of each officer and employe, the reason for each such deduction, 
the net all101Ult due each officer or employe, the total amOlmt due for each purpose for 
which deductions have been made, and the person or officer or depaJ.1ment in each case 
entitled to receive such deductions. The depa11ment of administration shall then issue 
warrants for the respective amounts due the persons listed on each pay roll, including the 
person or officer or department designated to receive the amounts deducted from the sal­
al'ies listed therein, and the checks for such payments when received by the respective de­
partments shall be transmitted to the persons entitled to receive them. 

(2) In cases where the law or regulations governing deductions from sala.l'ies and the 
payment of the SlUllS deducted to the person entitled to receive them, require payment at 
intervals greater than one month, the sums so deducted may be paid to the state treasurer, 
to be deposited by him in the fund from which the salal'ies were paid. Such SUlllS shall be 
credited, in each case, to the department which made the deductions, to be paid over at the 
propel.' time to the person entitled to receive them. . 

(3) Circuit court judges and reporters shall be excepted from the provisions of this 
section to the extent that deductions from their salal'ies shall be made, accounted for and 
paid over to the person entitled to receive them by the depa.rtment of administration. 

20.940 Traveling expenses. (1) State officers and employes shall be reimbursed 
for actual and necessal'Y traveling expenses incurred in the discharge of their duties. The 
officers and employes of any department shall when, for reasons of economy or efficiency, 
they are stationed at any other place than the official location of such depai'tment, receive 
their actual and necessa1'Y tra.veling and other expenses when caned to such official location 
for temporary service. The members of departments who are entitled to expenses but not 
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compensation, the members of departments who a.l'e entitled to a per diem for time actu­
ally spent in state service, and the members of departments who receive an honora.L'ium, 
shall be entitled to travel and other expenses while attending meetings of such department 
held at the city of Madison; provided, tha.t no such traveling 01' other expenses shall be 
allowed to any such member of any department who actually resides in the city of Madison 
while attending any such meeting at said city. 

(2) The payment of travel expenses not authorized by statute is prohibited. .Any 
unauthorized payment made shall be recoverable as for debt from the person to whom 
made. 

20.941 Allowance for use of automobiles. (1) Whenever any department de­
termines that the duties of any employe require the use of an automobile, it may authorize 
such employe to use his personal automobile in his work for the state, and reimburse him 
for such at a rate of 7 cents per mile for the first 2,000 nrues per month and 6 cents per 
mile for each mile over 2,000 miles pel' month. 

(3) For travel bet,ween points convenient tOo be reached by ra.ilroad 01' bus without un­
reasonable loss of time the allowance for the use of a personal automobile shall not exceed 
the railroad 01' bus fare between such points. 

(4) All allowances for the use of a personal automobile shall be paid upon the certifi­
Mtion of the amounts payable by the head of the depaJ.'tment to the depaJ.tment of ad­
ministration. 

·20.942 Allowance for moving expense. Whenevei; any ,depru·tmenlJh'ead or officer 
shall determine and order that any employe in the classified service shall be relocated or 
reassigned to another place of employment within the state, and thereby require a change 
of residence, he shall authorize such employe to be reimbursed for the actua.! and neces­
sary expense of transporting the immediate members of his family and household effects 
to such other place of employment. No such reimbursement shall be granted to any em­
ploye reporting to his first place of employment. Not more than one allowance not exceed­
ing $150 for such reimbursement shall be granted to any employe in a calendar yea.r. Such 
reimbursement for transportation expense shall be allowed and paid in the same ma,nner 
as other traveling expenses. 

20.943 Use of. airplanes. (1) Whenever any department determines that the duties 
of any member or employe require the nse of an airplane, it may authOlize him to charter 
such airplane with 01' without a pilot; and it may autliorize any memher 01' employe to use 
his personal airplane and reimbmse him for such use at the rate of 10 cents pel' mile for 
airplanes capable of carrying 2 passengers, 20 cents pel' mile for airplanes capable of 
cruTying 3 or 4 passengers, and 30 cents per mile for airplanes capable of carrying 5 01' 

6 passengers; except that such reimbUl'sement shaH not exceed 10 cents per mile for each 
passenger carried. Such reimbursement shall be made upon the certification of the amount 
by the chief officer of the department to the department of administration. 

(2) The chief officer of every department whose members 01' employes aJ.'e authOlized 
to use theii own airplanes in their work for the state shall file with the department of 
administration a list of all persons so authorized and the airplanes so to be used with a 
statement of the passenger ca.pacity of each such airplane. 

20.944 Purchase of motor vehicles and aircraft. Each department, board or com­
mission, upon mitten approval of the governor, may pmchase necessary aircraft, trucks 
and automobiles for its general use, of such style and make as it may determine. Such air­
craft, trucks and automobiles shall be purchased through the department of administra­
tion, pmsuant to ss. 16.70 to 16.82. 

20.94.5 Insuring state vehicles and aircraft. The several departments, boards and 
commissions of the state government are authorized to secure public liability, property 
damage and fire, theft and windstorm insmance for the protection of state automobiles, 
ti'ucks and aircraft. Such insurance may provide public liability and property damage 
coverage for state traffic patrol officers when, in the performance of their official duties, 
it is necessal'yto move other vehicles. The cost of such insurance by such departments, 
boards and commissions shaH be audited and paid in the same manner as other depart­
mental expense. 

20.949 Transportation of employes. The state department of public welfare and 
the conservation commission may, with the approval of the governor and the de.partment 
of administra.tion, provide group transportation, in the absence of convenient and public 
scheduled transportation, for employes to and from the Mendota and Winnebago state 
hospitals, the northern, central and southern colonies and training schools, the Wisconsin 
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school IOl' gh-ls, the Wisconsin home fOl' women, the, Wisconsin school Ior boys at Wales 
and the Wisconsin correctional institution at Fox Lake in the case of employes of the 
state department of public welfare, and to and from its temporary branch offices located 
at the Nevin fish ha.tchcry grounds in the case of the employes of the conservation com­
mission. Any employe, if injured while being' so transported, shaU be deemed to have 
been in the com'se of his employment. 

20.950 Conditions precedent to release of appropriations. All appropriations made 
by law from state revenues for any department, board, commission, or institution of the 
state, or for the state historical society, aJ:e made on the express conditions that such de­
partment, board, commission, institution, or society pays all moneys received by it into 
the state treasury within one week of receipt, and conforms with the provisions of ss. 
16.53 (1) and 20.002 (3) to (10) of the statutes, both as to appropriations of its own 
receipts, and as to appropriations made by the state from state revenues. Upon failure 
to comply with the above conditions, the department of administration shall refuse to 
draw its warrant, and the state, treasurer shall refuse to pay any moneys appropriated to 
any such department, board, commission, institution, or society, from state revenues, until 
compliance is. made with said conditions; and upon failure or refusal tOo SQo comply, after 
due notice received from the department of administration, any appropriations made by 
law from state revenues to such department, board, commission, institution, ~ociety, shall 
permanently revert to the fund from which appropriated. 

20.951 Receipts and deposits of money; procedure; penalties. (1) Unless other­
wise provided by law, all moneys collected or received by each and every office~', board, 
commission, society, or association for or in behalf of the state, or which is required by law 
to be turned into the state treasury, shall be deposited in 0'1' transmitted tOo the state 
treasury at least once a week and also whenever required by the governor, and shall be ac­
companied by a statement in such form as the treasurer may prescribe showing the aJllount 
of such collection, and from whom and for what purpose or on what account the SaJlle was 
received. All moneys paid into the treasury shall be credited to the general fund uIl:less 
otherwise specificaUy provided by law. , 

(2) The department of administration shall prescribe a form of official blank .re­
ceipts to, he issued hy or for each officer, hOaJ:d, commission, society or association who 
or which collects or receives any money for or on hehalf of the state, or who 01' which 
collects any money that is required by law to he turned into the state treaslll'Y, and such 
officer, board, commission, society or association shall issue such official receipts 01' cause 
the same to he issued to each person from whom money is received. All such official re­
ceipts shall be prenmnbered consecutively. The commissioner' of administration may 
waive the issuance of official receipts in cases where he prescrihes other adequate collection 
control measures, but he shall issue receipts upon demand. 

(3) Any person who shall issue or deliver such official receipt or pass or utter the 
same except in the manner required by law shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor. 

(4) In case any officer, hoard, commission, society or association included within the 
provisions of this section neglects or refuses to make such deposits of money, or to make 
such reports as are required by this section, the department of administration, with the 
approval of the governor, shall withhold all moneys due such officer, hoard, commission, 
society or association until the provisions of this section are complied with; and provided 
flll'ther that upon such failure to make such deposits of money, the officer or official so 
failing shall be liable to the state treasurer for an amOlmt. equal to the interest upon the 
moneys so withheld from deposit at the same rate as that receivec1 by the state upon state 
deposits, for the period for which such deposit is withheld; and such interest shall be a 
charge against said officer or official and shall he deducted from his compensation. 

(5) The motor vehicle department is authorized to receive checks in payment of motOl' 
vehicle registration fees and such checks shall he deposited to the credit of the state of 
Wisconsin in a duly qualified state depository selected hy the state treasurer. Amounts 
so deposited shall be receipted for by the state treasurer upon proper notification from 
the depository bank and shall be credited to the state highwa.y func1. Any overpayment 
on account of any registration fees shall be refunc1ed by the state treasurer from the state 
highway fund on the certificate and audit of the motor vehicle department. All excess 
payments not so refunded shall be placed in the revolving fund created in s. 20.560 (76) 
for the flscal year 1959-1960 and s. 20.560 (75) for the fiscal year 1960-1961 [and there­
after], from which revolving' fund there shall he paid the aJllount of any check which.is 
returnec1 unpaid. It is the duty of the motor vehicle c1epartment ,to immediately demand 
payment of any such unpaid check, and in the event the saJne is not paid within 5 days to 
cancel any motor vehicle registration issued in consideration of such check, and to forwaJ.'d 
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the same to the district attol'l1ey of the county where such check was issued for prosecution 
according to law. 

20.952 Disposition of abandoned, lost or escheated property. (1) Any personal 
property lost or abandoned in any building or on any lands belonging' to the state and un­
claimed for a period of 60 days may be retlUlled to the person finding the same or may be 
sold at private or public sale by the board, co=ission, officer, agency, society or associa­
tion having charge of the place where such personal property is found. All receipts from 
such sales, after deducting the necessaJ.'y expenses of keeping such property and selling the 
same, shall be paid promptly into the state treasmy and credited to the school fund. 

(2) The state treasmer is authorized to sell either at public or private sale any per­
sonal property turned over to him as an escheat. The proceeds of any such sale shall be­
come a paTt of the state school fund, and shall be subject to refund as specified by the 
provision of law pursuant to which the property escheated. 

20.953 Gifts, grants, devises and bequests. (1) Unless otherwise provided by law, 
all gifts, grants, bequests and devises to the state or to any department, board, commis­
sion, agency or officer thereof for the benefit or advantage of the state, whether made to 
trustees 01' otherwise, shall be legal and valid when approved by the board on govel'l1ment 
operations and shall be executed and enforced according to the provisions of the instru­
ment making the same, including all provisions and dil'ections in any such instrument for 
accunmlation of the income of any fund or rents and profits of any real estate without 
being subject to the limitations and restrictions provided by law in other cases; but no 
such accumulation shall he allowed to produce a fund more than 20 times as great as that 
originally given. When such gifts, grants, bequests or devises include common stocks or 
other investments which are not authorized by s. 320.01, such co=on stocks or other in­
vestments may be held and may be exchanged, invested or reinvested in similar types of 
investments without being subject to the limitations provided by law in other cases. 

(2) The state treasurer shall have custody of all such gifts, grants, bequests and de­
vises in the form of cash or securities. The depa,rtment of administration shall keep 
a separate accolmt for each state agency receiving such gifts, grants, bequests and de­
vises, including therein investments, accumulations, payments and any other transaction 
pertaining to such moneys. If no state agency is desig11ated by the donor to carry out the 
pmposes of the conveyance, the emergency bOaJ.'d shall appoint a state agency to act as 
trustee. 

(3) Nothing contained in this section or s. 20.550 (69) shall be deemed to abrogate 
any other statutes pertaining to gifts, grants, bequests and devises to specifically named 
state officers or agencies or to or for the use of the state. 

20.954 Receipts from gifts and other outside sources, how audited. All moneys re­
ceived by any state institution or the state historical society as income on the plincipal 
of funds received by such institutions, or society as gifts, legacies, and devises amI from 
membership fees and sale of publications and duplicates shall be expended under the direc­
tion of the proper authorities and the audit of the department of administration shall 
he for the sole purpose of ascertaining' that such expenditures are lawfully made and 
authorized by the proper authorities of such institution or society. 

20.955 Payments to state, protested check. Payments to the state may lJe made in 
legal tender, posta.lmoney order, express money order, bank draft or certified check. Pay­
ments to the state may also be made by personal check or individual check drawn in the 
ordinary course of business unless otherwise required by individual state departments and 
agencies. If any such personal or individual check is not, paid by the bank on which it is 
drawn, the person by whom such check has been tendered shall remain liable for the pay­
ment of the amount for which such check was tendered and for all legal penalties and 
additions, and in such case the officer to whom such check was tendered shall lay the facts 
before the district. attorney of the proper county for prosecution as provided by law. In 
case any license shall have been granted upon any such check, such license shall be subject 
to cancellation for the nonpayment of such check. 

20.956 Checks, drafts or warrants may be canceled; reissue. (1) If any check or 
draft drawn and issued by the state treasurer upon the funds of the state in any state 
depositories is not delivered or called for within one year aftcr issue and remains in or is 
returned to the hands of the state treasurer 'without being paid, the state treasurer is 
hereby authorized to receipt for the same, credit the amount thereof to the fund on which it 
is drawn and deposit such check or draft in the same manner that other state collections 
are deposited. 
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(2) All receipts deposited pursuant to sub. (1) of this section shall be credited by the 
department of administration to a continuing reserve for drafts canceled of the fund 
concerned, to be used for the payment of demands under sub. (3) of this section. Any 
check canceled on which demand for payment has not been presentecl within 6 yeaJ-'s from 
date of issue shall be reverted from the reserve for canceled drafts to the general revenues 
of the fund concerned by the department of administration. 

(3) When the payee 01' person entitled to any check or draft sn canceled by the state 
treasurer, or the payee 01' person entitled to any warrant so canceled by the department 
of administration, demands such check, draft or wa.rrant 01' payment thereof, the di­
rector shall, and he is hereby authorized to, issue a new wan'ant therefor, tOo be paid out 
of the proper fund by the state treasurer. 

(4) When the bank on which any check 01' draft is drawn by the state treasurer shall 
before payment of such check 01' draft become insolvent 01' shall be taken over by the com­
missioner of banks 01' comptroller of the currency, the state treasurer shall on the dcmand 
of the person in whose favor such check or draft was drawn and upon the return to the 
treasurer of such check 01' draft issue a duplicate for the same amount. This subsection 
shall apply to checks or drafts heretofore issued and not paid. 

(5) If any check 01' draft drawn and issued by the state treasurer is lost or destroyed 
and the bank on which such check 01' draft is drawn has been notified tOo stop payment 
thereon, the state treasurer may, after the expiration of 7 days from the date of notice 
to stop payment, issue a duplicate check 01' draft and thereafter the state treasurer shall 
be relieved from all liability thereon. 

20.957 State suit tax; notice of default. If the department of administration Cloes 
not receive from the clerk of the circuit court the statement relative to suit tax required 
by s. 59.395 (5) together with a receipt for the sum required by law to be paid on the 
actions so entered during the preceding quarter, on or before the first day of the next 
succeeding month, :iJt shall forthwith notify the judge of the circuit court of thel county 
of the failure to transmit such statement or receipt or both; and such judge shall there­
upon notify the clerk to show cause why he should not be removed from office in the man­
ner provided by law. 

20.958 Reports of depositories. Every state depository shall, on the first day of 
each month, and oftener when required, file with the department of administration a 
sworn statement of the amount of public moneys deposited with it, and, within 10 days 
after the first day of each January, April, July and October, shall make a. full statement 
of all deposits and payments of state moneys dlU'ing the preceding quarter, together with 
a computation and statement of the interest earned thereon, computed upon the daily 
balance on deposit, which interest shall thereupon be added to and become part of the 
deposit balance, such statement shall be accompanied by an affidavit of the president and 
cashier of such depository to the effect that it is in all respects true and correct, and that, 
except for the interest therein credited, neither said depository nor any officer, agent or 
employe thereof, nor any person in its behalf, has in any way whatsoever given, paid or 
rendered, or promised to give, payor render to the state treasurer or to any other person 
any money, credit, service or benefit whatsoever by reason or in consideration of the de­
posit with it of ally portion of the state moneys. Any person who shall.make any false 
statement in any affidavit required by this section shall be guilty of perjlU'Y. 

20.959 State aid recipients' accounting. Every association, society, institute or 
other organization, that receives aid in any form through appropriations from the state 
shall make report to the department of administration on or before the first day of 
September in each yea~'. Such annual report shall contain a detailed statement of all 
receipts and expenditures of such association, society, institute or organization for each 
year encling June 30 and such portions as are of special importance may be published in 
the biennial report of the department of administration. 

20.979 Institutional contingent funds. (1) As used in this section: 
(a) "Department" means the state department of public welfare, state board of health, 

state superintendent of public instruction and the board of regents of state colleges; 
(b) "Institution" means all state colleges including the institute of technology, and 

the several institutions under the juriscliction of the state depa~·tment of public welfare, 
state board of health and state superintendent; 

(c) "Superintendent" means the head of any institution as defined herein. 
(2) (a) From the contingent flmd authorizecl 1JY ss. 20.650, 20.670 and 20.760, in­

stitutional bills of less than $75 may be 1) aid, except that no part of the fund shall be 
used for the payment of the salary or wages of an employe. The amount allotted to 
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each institution shall be deposited in a separate aec01mt to be known as the "contingent 
fund" in a publie depository to be designated by the respeetive departments. Payment 
of institutional bills of less than $75 shall be made by eheek drawn by the superintendent 
against such accolmt, except as herein otherwise provided, 1vithout the necessity of being 
first submitted to the department and to the department of administration for approval 
and audit. From time to time the superintenc1ent shall file claim for reimbmsement on a 
sworn voucher which shall be accompanied by the bills for payment of which reimbmse­
ment is claimed. Bills paid by check need not be receipted by the payee, but the number 
of the check shall be placed on the bill. Bills may be paid by cash if approved by the 
superintendent andreceiptec1 by the payee. After approval of such claim by the depa~L't­
ment and audit by the department of administration, the eontingent fund shall be re­
imbursed the total amount lawfully paid therefrom. If the superintendent shall pay any 
bill which is subsequently disapproved either by the c1epartment or the depal'tment of 
administration as unlawful and lUuiuthorizec1, he shall, within 10 days after notification by 
the depa.rtment, personally make good such unla.wful or unauthorized payment, AD 
moneys received in reimbursement for payments made from the contingent. fund shall 
be deposited to the credit of said account and al'e added to the appropriation. Each re­
spective department, with the approval of the department of administration, sha.Il make 
written rules and regulations for cal'lying out, this subsection. Each department, shall re­
quire the superintendent of each institution to execute and file a smety bond in such sum 
as the emergency board may require, g1laranteeing the faithful discharge of his duties and 
obligations under this section, the premium to be paid out of the propel' appropriation 
for each of said departments. Any check drawn against the contingent fund of an insti­
tution which is not paid within 2 years. of the date of its drawing because of ina,bility to· 
locate the drawee or his failure to submit same for payment, after the bank has been 
requested to stop payment, shall be treated as a canceled cheek and added to the check­
ing account balance. A eheek for the amount so added shall 1Je drawn in favor of the 
state treasurer and deposited in the general flmd as, a nonappropriated receipt. If the 
person entitled to a check so canceled presents a satisfactory claim therefOl' to the depart~ 
ment, said depal'tment shall direct the depal'tment of administration to' draw a warrant 
in payment of such claim and charge to a sum sufficient appropriation for the repayment 
of canceleel checks. In those institutions in which the financial and business affairs are 
under the jurisdiction of a financial or business officer, the contingent, fund is to' be under 
said officer's jurisdiction and aU of the above provisions applying to' the superintendent 
shall apply to saiel officer. 

(b) By the procedure provideel in par. (a) the ]Joard of regents of state eolleges and 
the several institutions under its control may use money in the respective eontingent funds 
to pay bills of $500 or less which allow the taking of a, discount if paid in 30 days or less 
and for the pa,yment of necessary expenses which must be met by the payment of cash. 

(c) Out of the alJpropl-iations in s. 20.670 (44) there is allotted, subjeet to the ap­
proval of the board on govel'l1ment operations, such sums as may be necessary to be used 
as a contingent fund for the purchase of clothing and other necessities fOl' and transporta­
tion of probationers and pa.rolees whO' are without means, to sec.ure the same, such con­
ting'ent fund to be administered in conformity with the procedure provided in s. 20.979 
(2) (a). 

20.980 Fiscal year. The fiscal year of the state commences on the first day of July 
in each year and closes on the thirtieth day of June next succeeding. All books anc1 
accounts of the department of ac1ministration and of the stateo treasure!' shall be kept, 
and all their duties shall beo performed with reference to the beginning and ending of the 
fiscal year. All officers and persons required to render annual accounts to the department 
of administration and treasurer shall close such accounts on the thirtieth day of Jlme 
in each year, and shall render such accounts as soon thereafter as may be practicable, and 
the fiscal year of all departments, boards and bodies connected with the state govel'l1ment 
in any manner shall COlllmence and close on the same dates as the fiscal year of the state. 
A fiscal year ending in an even-lllunbered calenda,r year may be designated as an even­
numbered fiscal year, and a fiscal year ending in an oeld-numbered calendar year may be 
designated as an odd-numbered fiscal year. 

20.981 Coal purchases. vVhenever coal is purchased for any institution of the 
state, and the same is received and paid for during' the fiscal year prior to the time when 
the same is to be consumed, the department, board 01' commission under whose authority 
saiel coal was ordered, may certify to the department of administration the facts in 
relation to said matter, and thereupon the purchase pl-ice of said coal alld cost of han­
dling same, or so much thereof as may remain 1UlConsumed at the beginning of the suc-
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ceeding' fiscal year, may be charg'ed to' the appropriation for operation of such institution, 
for the fiscal year dlU'ing' which said coal is to be consumed. 

20.982 Summer sessions. For all fiscal plU'poses the entire summer session of any 
state education institution shall be considered as occurring in the fiscal year in which such 
session terminates, and all expenditlU'es therefor and all revenues thereof shall be charged 
01' credited, as the case may be, to the appropriation for s1lch fiscal year; provided, that 
an bills for printing' incurred prior to the beginning' of such fiscal yeaJ.· may be paid out 
of current funds and be replaced at the beginning of such fiscal year.
