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292.01 Habeas corpus, who to have; definitions, (1) Every person restrained of 
his liberty, except in the cases specified in section 292.02, may prosecute a writ of habeas 
corpus to obtain relief from such restraint. 

(2) All persons confined in any hospital or asylum as insane, except persons confined 
in the central state hospital for the insane may prosecute such writ, and the question of 
insanity shall 1)e determined by the court or judge issuing' the same; and if such court or 
judge shall decide that the person is insane such decision shall be no bar to the prosecution 
of such writ a second time if it shall be claimed that such person has been restored to 
reason. 

(3) As used in this chapter, unless the context requires otherwise, judge includes the 
supreme court, circuit courts, and county courts and each justice and judge thereof and 
court commissioners; and pi'isoner includes every person restrained of his liberty; and 
imprisoned includes every such restraint, and respondent means the person on whom the 
writ is to be served. 

292.02 Who not entitled to. No person shall be entitled to prosecute such writ who 
shall have been committed 01' detained by virtue of the final judgment 01' order of any com­
petent tribunal of civil or criminal jurisdiction 01' by virtue of any execution issued upon 
such order or judgment; but no order of c?mmitment fo~ any alleged contempt or upon 
proceedings as for contempt to enforce the l'lg'hts or remeches of any party shall be deemed 
a judgment or order within the meaning of this section; nor shall any attachment or other 
process issued upon any such order be deemed an execution within the meaning of this 
section. 

292.03 Petition for writ. Application for such writ shall be by petition, signed 
either by the prisoner 01' by some person in his behalf, and may be made to the supreme 
court, or to the circuit court of the county or the county court, or to any justice or judge of 
the supreme, circuit or county court, or to any court commissioner, within the county where 
the prisoner is detained; or if there be no judge within suc~ county, or for any cause he 
be incapable of acting, or shall have refused to gTant such Wl'lt, then to some judge residing 
in an adjoining county; but every application, made by or on behalf of a person sentenced 
to the state prison, must be made to the supreme court or to one of the justices thereof and 
shall be made returnable only to that comt. 

292.04 Petition; contents. Such petition must be verified and fuust state in sub~ 
stance: 

(1) That the persou~n :vhos~ bellalf the writ is applied for is. restrained of. his ~iberty, 
the person by whom he IS ImprIsoned and the place where, nammg both partIes If theh' 
names are known, or describing them if they are not. ' 
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(2) That such person is not imprisoned by virtue of any judgment, orde!' 01' execution 
specified in section 292.02. 

(3) The cause 01' pretense of such imprisonment according to the best of petitioner's 
knowledge and belief. 

(4) If the imprisonment is by virtue of any order 01' process a copy thercof must be 
annexed, 01' it must be averred that, by reason of such prisoner being removed 01' concealed 
a demand of such copy could not be made 01' that such demand was made and a fee of one 
dollar therefor tendered to the person having ,such prisoner in his custody, and that such 
copy was refused. 

(5) In what the illegality of the imprisonment consists. 

292.05 Application to officer in another county. Whenever application for any 
such writ shall be made toimy officer not residing' within the county where the prisoner 
shall be detained he shall require proof, by oath of the party appearing or by other suffi­
Cient evidence, that thel'e is no officer in such county authorized to grant the writ 01' if there 
be one that he is absent 01' has refused to grant such writ, or for some cause,to be specifi­
cally set forth, is incapable of acting; and if such proof be not produced the application 
shall be denied. I 

292.06 Writ granted without delay. The court 01' judge to whom such petition shall 
be properly presented shall grant the same without delay unless it shall appeal' from the 
petition or from the lloc1;lments annexed that the party applying therefor is prohibited 
from prosecuting the same. I 

292.07 Form of writ~, (1) Such writ shall be substantially in the following form: 
The state of Wisconsin: Tb the sheriff, etc. (01' A. B.) : 
You are hereby commanded to have C. D., by you imprisoned and detained, as it is said, 

together with the time and cause of such imprisonment, (by whatever name the said C. D. 
shall be called or charged), before [here name the court or judge], at, etc., on, etc. (01' 

immediately after the receipt of the writ), to do and receive what shall then and there be 
considered concerning the said C. D. 

Witness, etc. 
. (2) Every such writ shall be made returnable forthwith 01' at a day certain, as the case, 
may require; when not issued by the court shall be indorsed with a certificate that the same 
has been allowed, with the date of such allowance, signed by the judge allowing the same. 

292.08 Writ, when sufficient. Such writ shall not be disobeyed for any defect in 
form. It shall be, sufficient: 

(1) If the person having the custody of the prisoner be designated, either by his name 
of office, if he have, any, or by his own name, or if both such names be unknown or uncer­
tain he may be described by an assumed appellation; and anyone who may be served with 
the writ shall be deemed the person to whom it is directed, although it may be directed to 
him by a wrongnaIlie or description or to any other person. 

(2) If the person who is directed to be produced be designated by name, or if his name 
be uncertain or unknown, he may be described in any other way so as to designate the 
person intended. ' 

292.09 ,Refusal of writ. If any jtldgeshall wilfully refuse to grant such writ, when 
legally applied,for, he shall be liable to the prisoner in the sum of one thousand dollars. 

292.10 Writ, who may serve. Such writ can only be served by an elector of the 
state and shall be served as follows: 

(1) By delivering a copy of the same to the person to whom it is directed. 
(2) If such person cannot be found, by being left at the jailor other place in which the 

prisoner may be confined, with any underoffiiJer or other person of propel' age having charge 
of such prisoner. 

(3) If the person on whom the writ ought to be served conceal himself or refuse ad­
mittance to the party attempting to serve the writ, by affixing the copy, in some conspicuous 
place on the outside of the house or other place where the prisoner is confined. 

(4) The person serving the writ shall make due and prompt retul'll thereof with proof 
of service. 

292.11 Petitionel', when to pay charges. When such writ is directed to any person 
other than an officer, it may require as a duty to 1Je performed, in order to render the serv­
ice thereof effectual, that the charges of bringing up such prisoner shall be paid by the 
petitioner, and in such case the writ shall specify the amount of such charges so to be paid, 
which shall not exceed the fees allowed by law to sheriffs for similar services. 

292.12 Service of writ, when complete. Except where service is made as provided 
in subsection (3) of section 292.10, the service of such writ shall not be complete until the 
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party serving the same tenders to the custodian of the prisoner, if he be an officer, the fees 
allowed for bringing up such prisoner, nor unless, when required by such officer, he shall 
also give him a bond in double the sum for which such prisoner may be 'detained, if he be 
detained for a specific sum of money, and if not, then in the sum of one thousand dollars, 
conditioned that the obligor \liill pay the charges of carrying back such prisoner if he shall 
be remanded and that he will not escape, either going to or returning from the place to 
which he is to be taken, and if such prisoner be not in the custody of an officer, and the writ 
shall require that the charges of bringing up such prisoner shall be paid by the petitioner, 
then until such charges have been tendered to the respondent. 

292.13 Retul'll to writ. Whenever a complete service of such writ shall have been 
made, the person upon whom it was served, haying' the custody of the prisoner, whether 
such writ be directed to him 01' not, shall obey and make return to such writ and such pris­
oner shall be p1'oduced at the time and place specified the1'ein. 

292.14 Retul'll, what to. state. The respondent shall state in his return: 
(1) Whether he has. or has not the prisoner in his custody or under his PQwer. 
(2) If he has him in his custody or power the authQrity and true cause of such impris-

onment, setting forth the same at large. ' 
(3) If the prisoner be detained by virtue of any written authority a copy thereQf shall 

be annexed to the return and the original shall be produced to the eourt 01' judge before 
whom the same is returnable. 

(4) If the respondent shall have had the prisoner in his power or custody at any time, 
but has transferred such custody to another, the retul'll shall state particularly to whom, at 
what time,for what cause and by what authority such transfer took place. The return 
must be signed by the person making it and shall be verified by his oath. 

292.15 Pris'Qner prQduced, exceptiQn. The respondent shall bring the prisoner, ac­
cording to the command of such writ,except in the case of sickness as provided in section 
292.29. ' 

292.16 Obedience to. writ cQmpelled. If any person upon whom such writ shall have 
been dulysel'ved shall refuse or neglect to obey the same, within the time required, and no. 
sufficient ,excuse shall be shown for such refusal or neglect the court or judge before whom 
such writ is returnable shall, upon proof of such service, forthwith issue an attachment 
against such person, directed to the sheriff of any county, commanding him forthwith to 
apprehend such person and to bring him before such court or judge; and on such person 
being so broug'ht he shall be committed to the county jail until he shall make return to such 
writ and comply with any order that may be made in relation to the prisoner. ' 

292.17 Attachment Qf sheriff. If a sheriff neglects to make retm:n to such writ the 
attachment may be directed to any coroner or other person to be desig'llated therein, who, 
shall execute the same; and such sheriff may be committed to the jail of any county other 
than his own. ' 

292.~8 Attachment may issue. In case of attachment an order. may be issued to the 
officer or other person to whom such attachment is directed, commanding him to. bring, 
forthwith, before the court or judge, the party for whose benefit such wl'it was allowed, 
who shall thereafter remain in the custody of such officer or other person, until discharged, 
bailed or remanded. In the execution of such attachment 0.1' order, the perSQn executing 
it may call to his aid the power of the county. " 

292.19 Return may be traversed. The prisoner may demur to the return or may 
deny any of the material facts set forth in the retul'll to the W'rit or allege any fact to show 
eithei' that his imprisonment is unlawful or that he is entitled to his discharge, which alle­
gations and denials shall be verified by his oath; and the court 01' judge 13hall proceed in a 
summary way to examine into the facts contained in the return and to heal' the;JlegatiQns 
and proofs of the parties in support of such imprisonment or against the same. 

292.20 When party discharged. If no legal cause be shown for such imprisonment 
01' restraint 01' for the continuance thereof the court or judge shall make a final order dis­
charging such party from the custody or restraint uncleI' which he is held. 

292,21 When remanded. The court 01' juclge must make a final Qrder to remand the 
prisoner if it shall appeal' that he is detained in custody either: . 

(1) By virtue of process issued by any court 01' judge of the United States, in a case 
where such cQurt or judge has exclusive jurisdiction; 01' ' 

(2) By virtue of the final judgment 01' order of any competent court of civil 01' crimi­
nal jurisdiction or of any execution issued upon such judgment 01' order; or 
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(3) For any contempt, specially and plainly charged in the commitment by some court; 
officer or body having authority to commit for the contempt so chal'ged; and 

(4) That the time during which such party may be legally detained has not expired. 

292.22 Discharge if in custody under process. (1) If it appear that the prisoner is 
in custody by virtue of civil process of any court or issued by any officer in the course of 
judicial proceedings before him such prisoner can be discharged in the following cases 
only: 

(a) Where the jurisdiction of such court or officer has been exceeded, eithe;r.· as to 
matter, place, law or person. 

(b) Where, although the original imprisonment was lawful, yet by some act, omission 
or event which has taken place afterwal'd the prisoner is entitled to be discharged. 

(c) Wht.ll'e the process is void. ' 
(d) When the process was issued in a case not allowed by law. 
(e) Where the person having the custody of the prisoner is not empowered by law to 

detain him; or " 
(f) Where the process is not authorized by any judgment or order of any court nor by 

any provision of law. 
(2) But no court or judge, on the retul'll of such writ, shall inquire into the legality 01' 

justice 6f any judgment, order or execution specified in section 292.21. 

292.23 Prisoner, when bailed. If it appear that the prisoner has been legally com­
mitted for crimeoI' if he appear, by the testimony offered with the retul'll upon the hearing 
thereof, to be guilty of crime, 'although the commitment be irregular, the court ,or judge 
before whom he is brought shall let him to bail, jf the case be bailable and good bail be 
offered, or shall remand him. 

292.24 Prisoner, when remanded. If the prisoner be not entitled to his discharge 
and be not bailed the court or judge shall remand him to the custody from which he was 
taken, if the person under whose custody he was, be legally entitled thereto; if not so en­
titled, he shall be committed to his legal custodian. 

292.25 Custody of prisoner pending proceedings. Until judgment be given upon the 
rehll'll the court or judge before whom the prisoner is brought may either commit him to 
the custody of the sheriff or place him in such care or under such custody as his age and 
other circumstances may require. 

292.26 Interested person notified. When it appears from the return to such writ 
that the prisoner is in custody on any process under whi<;lh any other person has an intere$t 
in continuing his imprisonment no order shall be made for his discharge until it shall 
appear that the interested person or his attorney, if he has one, if to be found within the 
county, shall have sufficient notice of the time and place at which writ is returnable. 

292.27 Notice to district attorney. When the prisoner is detained upon any crim­
inal a,ccusation no order for his discharge shall be made until sufficient notice of the time 
and place at whic~ such writ shall have been .returned or shal~ b~ made returnable shall be 
given to the distrIct attorney of the county,' If to be found wIthm the cOlmty. ' , 

,292.28' Change of venue from court commissioner. In case the writ is l'eturnablf3 
before a court commissioner, either party may file his affidavit of prejudice setting forth 
that he has good reason to, and does believe, that such court commissioner, naming' him, will 
not decide impartially in such proceedings. Upon receipt of such affidavit the court com­
missioner shall forthwith transmit all papers and records in the proceedings to the nearest 
judge found in the same county) qualified to determine such proceedings. In counties 
where two or more circuit judges preside such papers and records shall be transmitted to 
any such judge in such cOl~nty. The jud%'e to w~om such pape~'s and records are trans­
mitted shall try and determme the proceedmgs as If such proceedmg's had been commenced 
before him. But one such change of venue shall be granted. 

292.29 Proceedings in absence of prisoner; appearance by attorney. When from 
sickness or infirmity the prisoner cannot without danger lJe brought before the court 01' 
judge before 1yhom the writ is made returnable the respondent may state that fact in his 
retul'll vel'ifying the same by his oath; and if such court or judge be satisfied of the truth 
of such allegation and the retul'll be otherwise sufficient he shall proceed to dispose of the 
matter. The prisoner may appear by attorney and plead to the retul'll; and if it appear 
that he is illegally imprisoned the court or judge shall order his discharge forthwith; but if 
it appeal' that such person is legally imprisoned and is not entitled to bail all further pro. 
ceedings thereon shall cease. 
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292.30 Order of discharge, how enforced, action for damages. Obedience to any 
final order discharging or directing' the discharge of any prisoner may be enforced by the 
court or judge making the same by attachment,.in the ~anner pr,ovided for a neglect to 
make a return to a writ of habeas corpus and wIth the lIke effect III all respects; and the 
person guilty of such disobedience shall be liable to the prisoner in the sum of one thousand 
two hundred and fifty dollars damages, in addition to any special damages such party may 
have sustained. 

292.31 Nonliability of officers. No officer shall be liable for obeying any final ordell 
discharging or directing the discharge of any prisoner. 

292.32 Reimprisonment for same cause; when cause not same. No person who has 
been discharged by the final order of any court or officer upon a writ of habeas corpus 
issued pursuant to the provisions of this chapter shall be again imprisoned, restrained or 
kept in custody for the same cause; but it shall not be deemed the same cause: 

(1) If he shall have been discharged from a commitment on a criminal charge and be 
afterwards committed for the same offense by the legal order or process of the court' 
wherein he shall be bound by recognizance to appear or in which he shall be informed 
against, indicted or convicted for the same offense; or 

(2) If after a discharge for defect of proof or for any material defect in the commit­
lllent in any criminal case the prisoner be again arrested on sufficient proof and committed 
by legal process for the same offense; or . 

(3) If ina civil action the party has been discharged for any illegality in the judgment 
or process hereinbefore specified and is afterward imprisoned by legal process for the 
same cause or action; or . . 

(4) If in any civil action he shall have been discharged from conimitment on mes~e 
process and shall be afterwards committed on. execution in the same cause or on mesnE) 
process in any other cause after such first actIOn shall have been discontinued.,

292.33 'Yarran~ i~ lieu .of w:rit• ,Whenever it shall. appear by satisfactory proof 
that anyone IS held III Illegallmpl'lSOnment and that there IS good reason to believe that he 
will be carried out of the state or suffer some irreparable injury before he can be relieved 
by ~abeas corpus, the judge may issue a ,:arra~t, reciting the fa~ts and directed to any 
she1'1ff, constable or other person, commandlllg hIm to take such prIsoner and forthwith to 
bring him before the judge, to be dealt with according to law. 

292.34 Order of arrest. When the proof mentioned in section 292.33 shall also be 
sufficient to justify an arrest of the person having such prisoner in his custody as for a 
criminal offense committed in the taking or detaining of such prisoner, the war~'ant shall 
also contain an order for the arrest of such person for such offense. 

292.35 Warrant, how eJmcuted. Any officer or person to whom such warrant shall 
be directed shall execute the same by bringing the prisoner therein named and the person 
who detained him, if so commanded by the wan'ant, before the officer issuing the same' 
and thereupon the person detaining such prisoner shall make return in like manner and 
the like proceedings shall be had as if a writ of habeas corpus had been issued in the first 
instance. 

292.36 Proceedings for unlawful detention. If the pei'son having' such prisoner in 
his custody shall be brought before such officer as for a criminal offense he shall be ex­
amined, committed, bailed or discharged by such officer in like manner as in other criminal 
cases of the like nature. 

292.37 Penalty for refusing papers. Any officer or other person refusing' to deliver 
a copy of any order, warrant, process or other authority by which he shall detain any 
person to any one w~o sh~ll demand such copy and tender the fees therefor shall be liable 
to the person so detamed m the sum of two hundred dollars damages, to be recovered in an 
action. 

292.38 Reimprisoning party discharged. Any person who shall recommit, imprison 
or restrain of his liberty or cause to be recommitted, imprisoned or restrained of his liberty 
for the same cause except as provided in section 292.32, any person discharged by a final 
order upon a writ of habeas corpus or who shall knowingly assist or aid therein, shall be 
liable to the prisoner in the sum of one thousand two hundred and fifty dollars damages 
and shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and be punished as provided by section 292~39: 
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292.39 Ooncealment of person entitled to writ. Anyone having in his custody or 
under his power any person who is entitled to a 1vrit of habeas corpus or for whose relief 
such a writ has been issued, who shall, with the intent to elude tlie service of such writ or 
to avoid the effect thereof, transfer such prisoner to the custody 01' control of another, or 
conceal bim, or change the place of his confinement and every person who shall assist in 
so doing shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and be punished by a fine, not exceeding one 
thousand dollars or by imprisonment, not exceeding six months or by both such £ineand 
imprisonment. 

292.44 Prisoner brought for trial or as witness. This chapter does not restrain 
the power of courts to issue a writ of habeas corpus, to bring before them any prisonel' 
for trial 01' as a witness.' 

292.45 Witness fees, inmates of state institutions. If an inmate of any public in­
stitution is brought into court ,in response to a writ of habeas corpus ad testificandmn or 
ad prosequendum or subpoena, the iI;lstitution shall bCi reimbursed for the time of the 
officer conducting such inmate, and the, actual and necessary traveling expenses incurred 
in taking him into court on said process and returning him to the institution. The, super'­
intendent of the institution shall file with the clerk of such court a statement of such ex, 
penses, and the saIlle shall ,be certified by him to, the county treasurer, who shall pay to 
the superintendent of the institution the anlOlmt so certified, provided, that iIi a civil 
action, such expenses shall be paid by the party requesting the presen~e, of such inmate. 

292.46 Habeas corpus not available to prisoners passing through this state. The 
officers of all other states, territories and countries are given the right to hold and convey 
all persons in their custody and charg'ed with or convicted of crime into and through the 
state of Wisconsin. It shall be a sufficient answer to a writ of habeas corpUi) sued ,out in 
this state by any such person so in custody that ,the officer holds him, in eustbdy by au­
thority of a wanant 01' a comHlitment of such other state, terI'i,tory or country, a copy of 
which warrant 01' commitment shall be attached to the answer of such officer. ' "
