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37.01 Board of regents of state colleges. (1) For the g'overnment of the state col­
leges established, and which may hereafter be established, and for the performance of the 
duties prescribed to them, there is constituted a bomed of 13 regents, called "The Board 
of Regents of State Colleges," composed of the state superintendent, as ex officio regent, 
and of 12 appointed regents, at least one of whom shall be a woman; the terms of office 
of the appointed regents commencing with the first Monday in February in the year in 
which appointed, shall be 5 years and until the appointment and qualification of their 
respective successors j except that the regents first appointed Imder this section shall be 
divided into 4 classes of 2 each and one class of 4, and the term of office of said classes 
so first appointed shall be respectively 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 years and Imtil their successors 
shall be appointed and qualified, and their successors in office shall continue so divided 
into 4 classes of 2 each and one class of 4, so that the term of office of 2 or 4 regents shaU 
expire each year. The governor shall appoint the regents, by and with the advice and 
consent of the senate. 

(2) A member of the board shall receive the compensation fixed by the board for 
rendering any specific service under its direction; but he shall receive no compensation for 
time spent going to, attending or returning from meetings of the board. 

(3) After July I, 1955, the Stout institute shall be known as the Stout state college. 

37.02 Powers of regents. (1) The board of regents and their suecessors in office 
are constituted a body corporate by the name aforesaid; and may purchase, in the manner 
provided by law, have, hold, control, possess and enjoy, in trust for the state, for educa­
tional purposes solely, any lands, tenements, hereditaments, goods and chattels of any 
nature which may be necessary and required for the pUl'poses, objects and uses of the 
state colleges authorized by law and none other, with full power to sell 01' dispose of such 
personal property in the manner provided by law, 01' any part thereof when in their judg­
ment it shall be for the interest of the state; and shall possess all other powers necessary 
or convenient to accomplish the objects and perform the duties prescribed by law. The 
board of regents shall not sell, mortg'age 01' dispose of in any way any real estate, nor 
borrow money without the express authority of the legislature; nor shall they contract in­
debtedness nor incur liabilities to exceed, at any time, in the ag'gregate, the amount of 
money which, under the provisions of law, shall then be at their disposal in the hands of 
the state treaSUl'er; nor shall said board eVbr l'educe the amount so at their disposal below 
the aggregate amount of their indebtedness or liability, except in payment of such indebt­
edness or liability. The proceeds of the sale of any real 01' personal estate shaU be paid 
by them into the treasury, and shall become a part of the income of the normal school 
fund. 

(2) Said board may acquire by condemnation proceedings in the manner provided by 
chapter 32 such parcels of land as it deems necessary for the use of any institution under 
its control whenever the board is Ullable to agree with the owner upon the compensation 
therefor, 01' whenever the absence or legal incapacity of such owner, or other cause, pre­
vents 01' unreasonably delays such agreement. 

(3) The provisions of s. 36.06 (6) shan apply to the state colleges, and the board of 
regents of state colleges shan have all of the powers and duties enumerated in s. 36.06 
(6), and the power to enter into leases or contracts with local units of government for the 
purposes mentioned therein as the board deems for the best interests of the state colleges. 

(4) The board of reg'ents may procure liability insurance covering the employes and 
staff members of the state colleges. 

37.03 Officers. The officers of the board shall be a president, vice president and 
secretary; they shall severally hold their offices for the term of one year, and until their 
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successors ru.'e elected, and shall perform the duties incident to their several offices, and 
such as are prescribed by the board. The state treasurer shall be, ex officio the treasurer 
of the board, but the board may appoint suitable persons to receive any tuition fees or 
other moneys that may be due from any student or other person, and pay the same to the 
treasurer. 

37.04 Meetings; quorum. The said board shall be supplied by the director of pur­
chases with necessary office room or rooms in the capitol, and the said board shall hold 
an annual meeting at such office on the second Weclnesday in July in each year or at such 
time as they may designate. Special meetings may be called by the governor or by the 
president of the board on a petition signed for that purpose by any three regents. A 
majority of the regents shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business; but a 
less number may adjourn from time to time. 

37.05 Regents of state colleges meetings pul)lic. The meetings of the board of 
regents of the state colleg'es shall be open to the public and the press and all records of 
such meetings and of all proceedings of such board shall be open to inspection py the 
public and the press at any reasonable hoUl's thereafter; provided, that said boal'd may 
hold executive sessions, the findings of said executive sessions to be made a part of the 
records of the proceedings of said board. ' 

37.06 Disqualification of officers, etc. No regent or officer, trustee or person ap­
pointed or employed in any position or capacity connected with state colleges shall at 
any time act as agent of any author or pulJlisher of or dealer in school books, maps or 
charts, or school library books, or school furniture or apparatus, or become interested 
directly or indirectly in the publication, manufacilU'e or sale of any such as agent or other­
wise, except solely as author or inventor, and for a violation hereof any regent shall be 
expelled from the board by a majority vote of the regents; provided, that the purchase 
and use of books and appliances written or invented by persons connected with any of the 
schools shall not be deemed to be prohibited. . 

37.07 Sta,te colleges pre-audi-~; payments. Unless otherwise provicled by',iaw, no 
bills shall be incurred in the management 0:1' state colleges nor be paid lllltil they have been 
audited by the board of regents of state colleges under the supervision of the delJal'tment, 
of administration. All pa,yments shall be made on the wan'ant of the department of ad­
ministration drawn in accordance with the certificate of the propel' designated officer or 
officers of the board. 'All claims and accollllts, before being certified to the depal'tment of 
administration shall lJe verified and approved in the same manner as provided in: s.36.10 
(2). . 

37.08 State colleges' accounts. (1) The lJoard of regents of the state colleges shall 
cause all of the financial h'ansactions and accounts of or relating to the several state col­
leges under their supervision at the close of each fiscal year to be fully and thoroughly ex­
amined subject to ch. 16. The cost of such audit shall be paid from and charged against 
the proper appropriation for the board of state college: regents. 

(2) WHEN MADE. Such examination shall be commenced immediately after the close 
of the fiscal year and be completed as soon as practicable. 

(3) REPORT. Upon the completion of such examination a full and detailed repotti' 
thereof shall be made by such auditor to the governor. 

37.09 Objects of state colleges. The primary purposes and objects of each state 
college shall be the instruction and training of students in the theory and art of teaching, 
and in all vru.':ious branches that pertain to a good cbmmon school education, and in all 
subjects needful to qualify for teaching in the public schools; also to give instruction in' 
the fundamental laws of the United States and of this state in what regards the ~':ights 
and duties of citizens. ' 

37.10 Model schools; department for teachers of deaf. (1) The board shall also 
establish a model school for practice in connection with each state college, except, Stout 
state college and the institute of technology, and shall make all the regulations nece~sary 
to govern and support the same; and they may in their discretion admit pupils to such 
model schools free of charge of tuition. The board may enter into a contract with, any 
school, for a pel':ioc1 of not more than 5 years, whereby children selected from such district 
may be pupils in such model school for the practical demonstration of methods of teaching 
and the instruction of the students enrolled in ally state college. The board may determine 
and agree upon the due proportion of the cost of instruction and maintenance that shall 
be borne by the c1istlict. Any contract or agreement jointly entered into between any 
state college and any school districts, and having for its purpose the education of the pupils 
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of the district is hereby validated, and shall be continued in full force and effect for a 
period not exceeding 5 years from the original date of the contract. Districts which sus­
pend their schools in whole or in pa.rt, on acCOlUlt of the contract authorized under this 
subsection shall be eligible to receipt of aids in the same amounts that they would be 
eligible to receive if they had operated their schools without such contract and in addition 
the distlict shall receive aid on account of transportation at the rate of $24 per school 
year per child transported to and from the state college whose residence is more than 2 
miles and not more than 5 miles from such college by the nearest traveled route and at the 
rate of $36 pel' school year per pupil transported who resides more than 5 miles from 
such college by the neaJ.'est traveled route under the conditions provided by ss. 40.53 to 
40.56. The governing body of any school district operating a high school 01' municipality 
in or neal' which there is a state-supported institution of hig'her learning which provides 
high school grades is authorized to provide or contract for the transportation of such 
pupils to such high school grades, and such district or municipality shall be entitled to 
transportation aids under the conditions provided in ss. 40.53 to, 40.56 for all pupils so 
transported. 

(2) The board shall establish and maintain in one of the state colleges of the state, 
located in a city maintaining a graded school for the deaf, a normal training department 
1'01' oral teachers of the deaf. Candidates for admission to this course shall have completed 
at least one year of the advanced course in a state college or its equivalent. Graduates 
from said course shall be g'Tanted a diploma by the board that will serve as a basis for 
an unlimited state certificate, qualifying the holder to teach in any day school for the deaf 
in this state, or in any public school of the state, 1Jelow high school g'Tade. 

37.11 Powers of board as to state colleges. The said board shall have the govern­
ment and control of all the state colleges, and shall have power therefor: 

(1) To make rules, regulations and by-laws for the good government and management 
of the same and each department thereof, and to adopt such designation for said colleg'es 
as in the judgment of the board best fits their functions and purposes as institutions offer­
ing' the liberal arts deg'Tee while maintaining a strong teachers' training program. 

(2)' To appoint a principal and assistants and such other teachers and officers and to 
employ such persons as may be required for each of said colleges; and to prescribe their 
several duties. 

'. (S) To remove at pleasure any principal, assistant 01' other officer or person from any 
office or employment in connection with any such college, but discharges of teachers shall 
be governed by the provisions of section 37.:31. 

(4) To purchase within the amonnt appropriated for such pUl1)oseS any needful and 
propel' apparatus, hooks or articles to assist in instruction, and to provide for all necessary 
fuel and supplies for the conduct of such colleges. 

(5) To presc.ribe the courses of study and the vaJ.1.ous books to be used in such colleges, 
and upon completion of a COUl'se for a bachelor of a.rts degree or for prepaling teachers, 
to coni81' such certificates, diplomas, the bachelor of arts degree and professional degrees 
in education in testimony thereof as are usually conferred by other institutions of like 
character and rank, such degrees to be conferred only upon completion of a 4-year course 
above high school or its equivalent unless oth\lrwise provided by law, and to presmibe 
the COUl'se of study for· and to confer the degree of master of education. When any state 
college offers a COUl'se for the express purpose of training teachers for nOlllu'ban schools, 
the completion of which shall entitle one to the certificate mentioned in s. :37.13, the course 
of study shall be the full and fail' equivalent of the course of study presmibed for the 
county teachers colleges by the state superintendent. At the division of technology at the 
Wisconsin state college and institute of technology the board may grant diplomas or 
certificates of graduation upon the completion of the required courses and may confer 
upon the gra.duates of the various courscs such academic, scholastic 01' engineeling degrees 
as, they deem suitahle. . 

(6) To cause notice to be given of the opening of such colleges and the several terms 
thereof. 

(7) To presmibe rules for the admission of students; but every applicant for admis­
sion shall undergo an examinatioli to be prescl'ibed by the boaJ.'C1, and shall be rejected if 
it appears that he is not of good moral character. 

(8) To require any applicant for admission, who shall not have been exempted by any 
of the provisions of this section, to pay 01' to seCllre to be paid such fees for tuition as the 
board may deem propel' and reasonahle. The board may also charge any student labora­
tory fees, book rents, fees for special departments or any incidental fee covering all such 
special costs. Any adult student who shall have been a resident of the state for one year 
next preceding his first admission to the state college, 01' any minor student whose parents 
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have been bona fide residents of this state for one year next preceding t.he beginning of 
any semester for which such st.udent enters the state college, or any minor student, whose 
natural parents are divorced or legally separated, and who has resided continuously for 
the preceding year with either his mother or father, provided that such mother or father 
has been a bona fide resident of the state for one year next preceding the beginning of 
any semester for which such student enters the state college, or any minor student who 
is an orphan who has resided continuously for the preceding year with a grandparent or 
a legally appointed guardian, provided that such grandparent or guardian has been a 
bona fide resident of the state for one year next preceding the beginning of any semester 
for which such student enters the state college, or any minor student who is under guard­
ianship in this state pursuant to ch. 48 or 319, provided that the parental rights of the 
parents of such minor have been judicially terminated, and provided that, if the guardian 
of such minor is an individual, such individual has been a bona fide resident of the state 
for one year next preceding the beginning of any semester for which such student enters 
the state college, shall, while he continues a, resident of the state, be entitled to exemption 
from fees for nonresident tuition, but not from incidental fees in t.he state colleges except 
that the 1Joard may admit. nonresidents to summer schools on the same basis as residents. 
So far as applicable the provisions of s. 6.51 shall be used in determining such residence. 

(8a) Nonresident members of the armed forces who are stationed in the state, and 
their wives and children, shall be entitled to exemption from fees for tuition but not from 
incidental fees in the state college. 

(9) To cause lectures on any art, science or branch of literature to be delivered in 
any such colleges on such terms and conditions as they may prescribe. 

(10) To confer by by-laws. upon the principals of the several s.tate colleges t.he power 
to suspend or expel pupils. for misconduct 01' other cause prescribed in such bylaws. 

(11) The board shall provide a definite course in the theory and art of physical edll­
cation, and instruction in games and playgTound management, to be taught in every state 
college. Examination in this branch shall be required of all candidates for state college 
diplomas and certificates. 

(12) The board of regents of state colleges shall have authority to grant scholarships 
equiValent in value to the payment of all incidental fees to freshmen who, during' their 
high school course, ranked first in scholarship in Wisconsin public high schools and pri­
vate secondm'y schools enrolling less than 250 students; to those ranking first and second 
in scholarships in Wisconsin public high schools and private secondary schools enrolling 
250 to 750 students; and to those ranking first, second and third in scholarships in Wis­
consin public high schools and private secondary schools enrolling 750 or more students. 
In case the person or persons eligible for scholarships under the provisions of this sub­
section do not elect to enroll at a state college, then the regents shall have the authority 
to grant t.he scholarships to the freshmen who were next highest in scholastic rank in the 
Wisconsin pu1Jlic high schools and Wisconsin private secondary schools. 

(13) The board of regents. of state colleg'es shall have authority to grant schola:l.'ships 
equivalent in value to the payment of all incidental fees to hona, fide residents of the state 
who, during their high school or college courses, were good students, are in financial need 
and possess qualifications for leadership. 

(14) The board of regents of state colleges shall have authority to grant scholarships 
equivalent in value to the payment of incidental fees to disabled bona fide residents of 
the state who are recommended and supervised 1)y the rehabilitation division of the state 
board of vocational and adult education. 

(15) To grant scholarships equivalent in value to the payment of incidental fees and 
nonresident tuition fees to foreign students ancl to students who are United States citi­
zens but whose residence is not in the continental United States, who are good students, 
are in financial need and possess qualifications for leadership. The number of such scho1-
al'ships which may be granted in any school yea:r in any state college shall not exceed one 
per cent of the total full-time enrollment of students in such college for the preceding 
year. 

(16) (a) The bom'd of regents of state colleges may make rules regulating the pm:k­
ing of motor vehicles on property under its jurisdiction. Such rules shall not be subject to 
ch.227. 

(b) .Any person who violates any rule made lmdel' par. (a) shall be fined not more 
than $10. 

(c) The board shan have concurrent police supervision over all property under its 
jurisdiction. The duly a,ppointed agents. of the board may arrest, with or without warrant, 
any person on s.uch property violating a state law or a rule made under this subsection, to 
deliver such person to any court having jurisdiction over such violation, and to execute a 
complaint cha.rging such person with such violation. 
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(d) Tbis subsection does not impair the duty of' county or municipal police officers 
witbin their jurisdictions to arrest and take bef'ore the propel' court or magistrate per­
sons found in a state of intoxication, engaged in any disturbance of the peace or violating 
any state law on any property under the jurisdiction of the board. 

(17) To remit either in whole 01' in part tuition, but not other fees, to a number of' 
needy and worthy nonresident students at each state college not exceeding 8 pel' cent of the 
number of nonresident students registered in the preceding year at such college, upon the 
basis of merit, to be shown by suitable tests, examinations or scholastic records ancl con­
tinued bigh standards of scholastic attainment. The board may remit nonresident tuition 
in whole or in part, but no other fees, to additional individual students at the state colleg'es 
not exceeding 2 per cent of' the number of nonresident students registered in the preceding 
year who, in the judgment of the board, are entitled to equitable relief' from the assess­
ment of nonresident. tuition. 

37.115 Gifts. (1) Notwithstanding' any other provisions of' the statutes to the 
contraJ.'y, all gifts, grants, bequests and devises for the benefit of any or all of the state 
colleges or any of their programs, courses, schools or institutions, 01' to provide any means 
of instruction or knowledge in connection therewith, whether made to trustees or other­
wise, shall lJe legal and valid. Provisions of any instnunent making same, including all 
directions for accumulation of income of any ftmd or rents and profits of any real estate, 
shall be executed without being subject to the restrictions provided by law in othe!' cases 
except that no accumulation shall be allowed to produce a ftmc1 more than 20 times as 
great as that originally given. When such gifts include investments not authorized hy 
s. 320.01 [Stats. 1957], the board of regents of state colleges may hold such investment.'l, 
01' exchange the ftmds therein 01' reinvest in similaJ.' types of investments without being 
subject to the restrictions provided by law in other cases. The limitation by s. 320.01 (17) 
[Stats.1957] on the proportion of trust funds that may be DIvested in investments author­
izec1 in s. 201.25 (1) (ff) and (fg) shall not apply to trust funds held and administered 
by the regents, and except as otherwise provided in this section, the regents may invest 
not to exceed 75 pel' cent of such trust funds in investments authorized by s. 201.25 (1) 
(if) and (fg'), regulating investments of domestic insllrance companies, subject to s. 
320.02 [Stats. 1957]. 

(2) All such gifts, gl'ants, devises or bequests may lJe made to the boanl of regents 
of state colleges or the president or any officer' thereof, or to any person 01' persons as 
trustees, 01' may be charged upon any executor, trustee, heir, devisee or legatee, or made 
in any other manner indicatrng' an intention to create a trust, and may be made f'or the 
benefit of' any or all of the state colleges or any of their programs, com'ses, schools or 
institutions or to provide any means of' instruction or knowledge in connection therewith, 
or for the benefit of any class of' students at any or all of the state colleges through 
scholm'ships 01' fellowsbips or to benefit students in any COlli'se, program or school 01' 

division of study, experiment, research, observation or travel in any way connected -with 
any or all of the state colleges, or to provide for the voluntary retirement of any of theil' 
fac,ulty. 

(3) In case of any such gif't, grant, devise or bequest to a class, group or nationality 
of students intended to be the beneficiaries, it is sufficient to describe the class or group 
in general terms without particularity or exactness. The regents shall divide the students 
at any or all of t.he state colleges into wha,tevel' clivisions may be necessaJ.Y to determine 
what persons are intended to benefit by such gift, grant, devise or bequest. 

37.121 College courses. (1) The boanl of' state college regents ma,y extenc1 the 
course of instruction at any state college to include a 4-year college liberal arts COlli'se. 
The board shall have the power to confer upon persons completing the 4-year course such 
degrees as are usual in lmiversities and colleges. 

(2) The board shall maintain the necessary courses for the thorough instruction and 
training of teachers in the principles and practice of the industrial arts, and of home 
economics and household m·ts at the Stout state college as 4- and 5-yeaJ.· college courses, 
and students who shall satisf'actorily complete such courses shall receive the degl.'ee of 
bachelor 01' master of' science ,vith majors in industrial education, vocational education, 
in home economics education and home economics and industrial technology. 

(3) The board shall on July 1, 1959, merge the Wisconsin State college at Platteville 
and the institute of technology at Platteville under a single administra,tor, cO-0rdinating 
the educational pl'ogl'am and the use of' physicial facilities. The bom'd shall maintain a 
division of teclmology at Platteville wbich shall be an integral paJ.ot of the Wisconsin 
state college and institute of technology at which a course of' instruction shall be provided 
wbich shall give students a knowledge of the science, mot and practice of professional 
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engineering with special emphasis on mining' and civil engineering leading' to appropriate 
degrees. The board shall maintain a complete collection of the minerals of the lead and 
zinc region of Wisconsin at the division of technology of the Wisconsin state college and 
institute of technology. 

37.13 Diplomas; certificates. Said board may grant diplomas in testimony of 
scholarship and ability to teach, but no such diploma shall be gTanted until such graduate 
shall have passed a thorough and satisfactory examination in the course of study prescribed 
by the board. When any such gmduate has, after receiving' such diploma, taught a public 
school in this state 2 years, the state superintendent may, after such examination as to 
moml character, learning and ability to teach as to him may seem proper, issue to such 
teacher an unlimited state certificate, and thereafter such unlimited certificate shall be evi­
dence of his qualification to teach in any common school. The said board may also, on sllch 
conditions as they may determine, gmnt a certificate of attendance certifying that the . 
holder has completed the elementary course in a state college and is qualified to teach a 
common school; and the said superintendent may, upon conditions above prescribed re­
specting diplomas, issue a limited state certificate, and thereafter such certificate sllall be 
evidence of his qualification to teach in any common school of the state. The said board 
of regents may also on such conditions as they may determine, grant a certificate, certify­
ing that the holder has completed the course for teachers of country schools in a state col­
lege and is of good moral character. It shall also contain a list of the standings secured 
by the person on the completion of each of the studies pursued in the college. 

37.15 Regents' report. The president of said board shan make to the governor a 
biennial report, bearing' date August 31 of the year in which the biennial fiscal term closes, 
which shall contain a full and detailed accolmt of the doings of the said board) and of all 
tlieir expenditures and of all moneys received, and the prospect, progress and condition 
of said state colleges; and such report, together with the reports of the different boards 
of visitors, shall be transmitted to the legislature by the governor. 

37.29 Teacher training. The governing' boards of the university, state colleges 
and cOlmty teachers colleges shall provide in their respective institutions adequate and 
essential instruction in co-operative marketing and consumers' co-operatives, and in con­
servation of natural resources. 

37.30 Agricultural economics. Course in agricultural economics shall be given (in­
cluding the business principles involved in furming and marketing und in financing agri" 
cuitme), in the several state colleges and county teachers colleges, and shall be extended 
to schools in which agTicultural sulJjects are taught, and to other schools as rapidly as 
practicable. The courses in agricultm'al economics to be given in the various schools shall 
be such as are prescribed by the state superintendent of public instruction, with the ad­
vice of the state depa:rtment of agTiculture and the chairman of the department of agri-
cultmal economics of the state lmiversity. . 

37.31 Teachers employed on probation; tenure; compulsory retirement. (1) All 
teachers in any state college shall be employed on probation and after successful probation 
for 4 years, the employment shall be permanent, during efficiency and good lJehavior, pro­
vided, that the teachers having taught 4 years 01' more in any such college shall be deemed 
to have served their term of probation. No teacher who has become permanently employed 
as herein provided, by reason of 4 or more years of continuons service, shall be diseharged 
except for cause upon written charges. Said charges shall after 10 days' written notice 
thereof to such teacher, and upon such teacher's written request, be investigated, heard 
and determined by the board of regents of state colleges, whose action and decision in the 
matter shall be final. The term "teachers" as used in this section shall include all persons 
engag'ed in teaching us their principal occupation but shall not include the president or 
acting president of any state college. 

(2) Compulsory l'etirement of each teacher covered by this section shall be automatic 
upon the thirtieth day of June next succeeding' the seventieth birthday of such teacher. 

37.32 Transitional clause. On July 1, 1955, the board of trustees of the Stout in­
stitute and the Wisconsin institute of technology board of regents shan cease to exist and 
the board of regents of state colleges shall succeed to an the functions, property, docu­
ment.s, records, assets, liabilities and obligations of the board of trustees of the Stout in­
stitute and the Wisconsin institute of technology board of regents. 

(1) RULES IN EFFECT. All of the rules and orders of the board of trustees and the 
institute board of regents in force immediately plior to the transfer of functions shallre-­
main in force as rules and orders of the board of regents of the state colleges until modi­
fied or rescinded by it. 
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(2) PENDING MATTERS. All matters pending before the board of trustees and the in­
stitute board of regents and all actions, proceedings and investigations begun but not 
completed by the board of trustees and the institute board of regents shall be completed 
by the board of regents of state colleges. 

(3) EMPLOYE,S; SALARY SCHEDULE. No present employe of the Stout institute or the 
institute of technology, classified, educational or administrative, shall be removed from his 
position nor shall the salary schedule be altered during this reorganization. 

(4) TRANSFER OF FUNDS. All unencumbered balances in the appropriation to the 
board of trustees of the Stout institute and the Wisconsin institute of teclniology board of 
regents, including balances in revolving appropriations for equipment, permanent prop­
erty and improvements at the time of the reorganization shall be transferred to the board 
of regents of state colleges on July 1, 1955, and shall continue to be available to the board 
of regents for the purposes for which they were made. 

(5) TRANSFER OF TRUST FUNDS. All trust funds are so transferred subject to the pro­
vision that they be used exclusively for the institutions designated therein. 

37.33 Transitional clause. On July 1, 1959, the institute of technology at Platte­
ville shall cease to exist as a sepm:ate institution and all of the functions, property, docu­
ments and records of the institute of technology shall be transferred to the merged insti­
tution. 

(1) All of the rules and orders of the board of regents in force immediately prior 
to the merger shall remain in force as orders of the board of regents lilltil modified 01' 

rescinded by it. 
(2) All matters pending before the 1Joarc1 of regents and all actions, proceedings and 

investigations begun but not completed relating to the institute of technology shall be 
completed by the boaTd of regents. 

(3) No present employe of the Wisconsin state college or institute of technology, 
classified, education 01' administrative shall be removed from his position nor shall the 
salaJ:Y schedule be altered because of the merger. 

(4) All unencumbered balances in the appropriation for the institute of technology 
shall be assigned to the Wisconsin state college and institute of technology at Platteville. 
All trust funds in the name of the institute of technology aJ'e transfel'l'ed to the Wisconsin 
state college mId institute of technology at Platteville subject to the provision that they 
be used exclusively for the division of technology.
