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CHAPTER 940.
CRIMES AGAINST LIFE AND BODILY SECURITY.
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. 940.01 First-degree murder. (1) Whoever causes the death of another human
being with intent to kill that person or another shall be sentenced to life imprisonment.
(2) In this chapter “intent to kill” means the mental purpose to take the life of
another human being, , .

940.02 Second-degree mﬁrder. ‘Whoever causes the death of another human being
by conduct imminently dangerous to another and evincing a depraved mind, regardless
of human life, may be imprisoned not less than 5 nor more than 25 years.

940.03 Third-degree murder. Whoever in the course of committing or attempting
to commit a felony causes the death of another human being as a natural and probable
consequence of the commission of or attempt to commit the felony, may be imprisoned
not more than 15 years in excess of the maximum provided by law for the felony.

940.04 Abortion. (1) Any person, other than the mother, who intentionally de-
stroys the life of an unborn child may be fined not more than $5,000 or imprisoned not
more than 3 years or both. (

(2) Any person, other than the mother, who does either of the following may be im-
prisoned not more than 15 years: )

(a) Intentionally destroys the life of an unborn quick child; or

(b) Causes the death of the mother by an act done with intent to destroy the life of
an unborn. child. It is unnecessary to prove that the fetus wag alive when the act so
causing the mother’s death was committed.

(8) Any pregnant woman who intentionally destroys the life of her unborn child or
who consents to such destruetion by another may be fined not more than $200 or im-
prisoned not more than 6 months or both.

(4) Any pregnant woman who intentionally destroys the life of her unborn quick
child or who consents to such destruction by another may be imprisoned not more than 2
years.

(5) This section does not apply to a therapeutic abortion which:

(a) Is performed by a physician; and

(b) Is necessary, or is advised by 2 other physicians as necessary, {o save the life of

the mother; and . . .
(e) Unless an emergency prevents, is performed in a licensed maternity hospital.

 (6) In this section “unborn child” means a human being from the time of conception

until it is born alive.

940.06 Manslaughter., Whoever causes the death of another human being under
any of the following circumstances may be imprisoned not more than 10 years:

(1) Without intent to kill and while in the heat of passion; or

(2) Unnecessarily, in the exercise of his privilege of self-defense or defense of others
or the privilege to prevent or terminate the commission of a felony; or

(8) Because such person is coerced by threats made by someone other than his co-
conspirator and which eause him reasonably to believe that his act is the only means of
-preventing imminent death to himself or another; or

(4) Because the pressure of natural physical forces canses such person reasonably to
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believe that his act is the only means of preventing imminent publie disaster or imminent
death to himself or another.

940.06 Homicide by reckless conduct, (1) Whoever causes the death of another
human being by reckless conduct may be ﬁned not more than $2,500 or imprisoned not
more than 5 years or both. :

(2) Reckless conduct consists of an act which aeates a situation of unreasonable risk
and high probabhility of death or great bodily harm to another and which demonstrates
a consclous disfegard for the safety of another and a willingness to take known chances
of perpetrating an injury. It is.intended that this definition embraces all of the elements
of what was heretofore known as gross neghgence in the eummal law of Wiseonsin, :

940.07 Homicide resulting from neghgent control of vicious animal.. Whoever
knowing the vicious propensities of any animal intentionally suffers it to go at large or
keeps it without ordindry care, if such animal, while'so at large or not confined, kills any
human being who  has taken all the plee:mtlons which the circumstances: may pe1m1t to
avoid such ahimal, .may he ﬁned not more than $2 500 or 1n1pnsoned not more than 5
years. . ,

940.08 Homicide by negligent use of wehicle or WeapoI. (1) Whoever causes the
death of another human being by a high degree of negligence in the operation or handling
of & vehicle, firearm, airgun, or bow and arrow may he fined. not more. than $1 000 or
imprisoned not imore than one year in county jail or. both.. .. .. 1., Y

(2) A high degree of negligence is conduet which'demonstrates 01d1nary negligence to
a high degree, consisting of an act which the person should realize:icréates: a‘'sitnation
of unreasonable 1’15]1 and ]nph pr obablhty of death or gleat bodlly haam fo anothe1

Whoever catises bodily harm' to another by an act done with in-
tent to cause bodily harm to that person or another may be fined not more than $200
or imprisoned not more tthn 6 months’ or hoth. v

940.21 Mayhem. Whoever Wlth mtent to dlsable or. dlsﬁgule anothel, .euts .or
mutilates the tongue, eye, ear, nose, lip, limb or other bodily. member of anothel, ma,y be
ﬁned not; more than $5,000, or imprisoned not more than 15 years oy, both. sy

940 23 - Injury. by conduct regardless of. 11fe. Whoeve1 causes great bodlly halm
to another human being by conduet imminently dangerous to another and evineing a,.de-
praved mind, regardless of human lifs, may he imprisoned not more than 10 years. .

940.24 Injury by negligent use of weapon. (1) “Whoever caunses bodily’ hann to
another by a high degree of negligence in theé- operation or handling of ‘a firearni, allgnn,
or bow and arrow, may be fined not more than $1,000 or nnprlsoned not more than one
year or both. '

(2) A Ligh degree of negligence is conduet which demonstrates ouimary neghgence
to a high degree, consisting of an act which the person should realize eréates:a situation of
unreasonable risk and hlgh probability of death or great bodﬂy halm to anothel.

(a) By force or threat of 1mm1nent f01ce carries another from one place to another
without his consent and ‘with intent to cause him to be secretly confined or 1m1)11s0ned or
to be carried out -of this state or to be held to service against his will; or :

(b) By force or threat of imminent force seizes or confines another without hig comn-
sent and with intent to eause him to be secretly confineéd or imprisoned or to he ecarried
out of this state oi to he held to service against his will; or

(¢) By deceit induces another to go flom one place to another with intent fo cause
him to be secvetly conﬁned or 1mp1‘1soned or to be carrled out of thls s’cate or to be held to

(2) Whoevet yiolatés sub. (1. with intent to cduse another to transfer propelty in or-
der to obtam the ‘rélease of the victim shall be sentenced to life imprisonment; bub if his
vietim' is released without pérmanent physical injury prior to the time the first Wltness
ig’stvorn at the tiial the’ defenflant may be unprlsoned not more than 30 years.
