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945.0.1 Definitions relating to gambling. (1) BEII'. Abet is a bargain in which the 
parties agree that, dependent upon chance even though accompanied by some ,skill, one 
stands to win or lose something of value specified in the agreement. But a bet does not 
include: 

(a) Bona fide business transactions which are valid under the law of contracts inelud­
ing without limitation: 

1. Contracts for the purchase or sale !'.t a future ,date of securities 01' other commodi~ 
ties, and 

2. Agreements to compensate for loss caused by the happening of the chance, including 
without limitation contracts of indemnity 01' guaranty and life 01' health and accident in­
surance; 

(b) Offers of purses, prizes or premiums to the actual contestants in any bona fide con­
test for the determination of skill,speed, strength, or endurance 01' to the bona fide ownlJll's 
of animals or vehicles entered in sueh contest; 

(c) A lottery as defined in this section, 
(2) ,LoTII'ERY. " (a) A lottery is .an enterprise wherein for a consideration the partici­

pants are given an opportunity to win a prize, the award of which is determined by 
chance, even though accompanied by some skill. 

(b) "Consideration" in this subsection means anything which is a commercial 01' finan­
cial advantage to the promoter 01' a disadvantage to any participant. 

(3) GAMBLING MAOHINE. A gambling machine is a contrivance which for a consider­
ation affords the player an ol)portunity to obtain something of value, the award of which 
is determined by chance, even though accompanied by some skill and whether or not the 
prize is automatically paid by the machine. 

(4) GAMBLING PLAOID. (a,) A gambling place is any building' or tent, any vehicle 
(whether self-propelled or not) or any room within any of them, one of whose principal 
uses is any of the following: making and settling bets; receiving, holding, recording' or 
forwarding' bets or offers to bet; conducting lotteries; 01' playing gambling maehines. 

(b) Evidence that the place has a general reputation as a gambling place or that, at 
or about the time in question, it was frequently visited by persons known to be profession­
al gamblers or known as frequenters of gambling plaees is admissible on the issue of 
whether it is a gambling place. 

(c) Any gambling place is a public nuisance and may be proceeded against under eh. 
280.. 

945.0.2 Gambling. Whoever does any of the following' may be fined not more than 
$50.0. or imprisoned not more than 6 months or both: 

(1) Makes a bet; or 
(2) Enters or remains in a f.'ambling. place with intent to make a het, to paliicipate 

in a lottery, or to playa gamblmg machine; or 
(3) Conducts a lottery, 01' with intent to conduct a lottery, possesses facilities to do so. 

945.0.3 Clommercial gamblillg. Whoever intentionally does any of the following 
may be fined not more than $5,0.0.0. 01' imprisoned not more than one year or both: 

(1) Participates in the earnings of 01' operates a gambling plaee; 01' 

(2) Receives, records, or forwards bets 01' offers to bet or, with intent to reeeive, 
reeord, or fOl'waJ.'d bets or offers to bet, possesses facilities to do so; or 

(3) For gain, becomes a, custodian of anything of value bet 01' offered to be bet; or 
(4) Conducts a lottery where both the consideration and the prize are money, 01' with 

intent to conduct such a lottery, possesses facilities to do so; 01' 
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(5) Sets up for use for the purpose of gambling or collects the proceeds of any 
gambling' machine. 

945.04 Permitting premises to be used for commercial gambling, Whoever in­
tentionally does any of the following may be fined not more than $200 or imploisoned 
not more than 6 months or both: 

(1) Permits any real estate owned or occupied by him 01' under his control to be 
used as a gambling place; 01' 

(2) Permits a gambling machine to be set up for use for the purpose of gambling 
in a. place under his control. 

945.05 Dealing in gambling devices. (1) Whoever manufactures, transfers coin­
mercially or possesses with intent to transfer commercially either of the following may 
he fined not more than $5,000 or imploisoned not more than one year or both: 

(a) Anything which he knows evidences,_ purports to evidence or is designed to evi­
dence pal,ticipation in a lottery or the making of a bet; 01' 

(b) Any device which he knows is designed exclusively for gambling purposes or 
anything which he knows is designed exclusively as a subassembly or essential Pal't of 
such device. This includes without linlitution gambling machines, numbers jal'S, punch 
bOal'ds and roulette wheels. 

(2) Proof of possession of any device designed exclusively f01' gambling purposes, 
which is not in a gambling place and is not setup for use, is ploima facie evidence of 
possession with intent to transfer. 

945.07 Gambling by participants in contest. (1) Any participant in, 01' any 
owner, employer, coach or trainer of a participant in, any contest of skill, speed, strength 
01' endurance of man, machine or beast at which admission is charged, who makes a bet 
upon any opponent in such contest may be fined not more than $1,000 or imploisoned 
not more than one year in county jailor both. 

(2) In this section, "participant" includes any person who is selected or who expects 
to take part in any such contest. 

945.08 Bribery of participant in contest. (1) Any person who, with intent to 
influence any participant to refrain from exerting his full skill, speed, strength or en­
durance, transfers or promises any property or any personal advantage to or on behalf 
of any participant in a contest of skill, speed, strength or endurance may he fined not 
more than $5,000 or imprisoned not mor8 than 5 years 01' both. 

(2) Any pal·ticipant in any such contest who agrees 01' offers to refrain from exert­
ing his full skill, speed, strength or endurance in return for any property or any per­
·son-al advantage transferred or promised to himself or another may be fined not more 
than $1,000 01' imploisoned not more than one year in cOlmty jail or both. 
. (3) In. this section "participant" includes any person who is selected to or who 
expects to take part in: any such contest. . 

945.10 Prizes forfeited. Anything of value received by any person as a p;rize in 
any lottery conducted in violation of this chapter shall be forfeited to the state and 
may be recovered in any proper action brought 1)y the attorney general or any districb 
attorney in the name and on behalf of the state. 

945.12 Endless sales chains. Whoever sets up, promotes or aids in the promotion 
of a plan by which motor vehicles a~ee sold to a person for a consideration and upon t.he 
fm'thel' consideration that the purchaser agrees to secure one or more persons to partici­
Pltte in the plan by re~pect~vely ~~in.g a s!milar pmchase and in tUl1~ agre.eing to se~me 
one or more persons hkeWIse to Jom m sald plan, each pm"chaser bemg gIVen the right 
to secure money, credits, goods or something of value, depending npon the number of per­
sons joining in the plan, shall be held to have set up and promoted a. lottery and shall be 
plmished a.s provided in s. 945.02. The further prosecut.ion of any such plan may be en­
joined .
