CHAPTER 2

AN ACT to amend 21.19 (1) and 25.15 (1) of the statutes, relating to the
%)ocat(ilon of the offices of the adjutant general and state investment
oard.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. 21.19 (1) of the statutes is amended to read:

21.19 (1) The adjutant general shall be chief of staff, inspector
general and quartermaster-general. * * * He shall have the custody of
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all military records, correspondence and other documents relating to the
volunteers of this state, at any time in the service of the United States,
and of the national guard heretofore or hereafter organized, except such
as are required to be filed with the governor. He shall be the medium of
military correspondence with the governor and perform all other duties
pertaining to his office or prescribed by law. He shall on or before June 30
in each even-numbered year make a report to the governor, to be laid before
the legislature, of all the transactions of his department since the last
biennial report, setting forth the number, strength and condition of the
national guard, and such other matters as he deems important. He shall
make and transmit to the president the annual returns required by the
laws of the United States and submit to the governor a duly certified
copy thereof. : ,

SECTION 2. 25.15 (1) of the statutes is amended to read:

25.15 (1) There is created a state of Wisconsin investment board.
Notwithstanding any other * * * gtatutes or special laws, the board shall
be provided with suitable offices * * * and shall be supplied with neces-
sary furniture, supplies, postage, stationery, equipment and printing on
the same basis as other state departments.
