The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:

The department of public welfare, with the approval of the governor,
is authorized to sell and convey, upon such terms, conditions, and covenants
as the department shall determine, the following described lands situated in
the county of Winnebago, state of Wisconsin, to-wit:

Parcel 444. That portion of the NE14 of the NE1j of Sec. 34, T. 19 N.,
R. 16 E., described as follows: Commencing at the NE corner
of said Sec. 34, thence W. along the N. line of said Sec. 34,
85.4 rods; thence S. 20° W., 31 rods; thence S. 54° W., 20.4
rods; thence S. 11° 80’ E., 39 rods to the S. line of said NE14
of the NE14 ; thence E. along said S. line to the E. line of Sec.
34; thence N. along said Sec. line to point of commencement,
containing approximately 25 acres.

Parcel 472. That portion of the NE14 of the NW14 of Sec. 35, T. 19 N.,
R. 16 E., lying W. of U. S, Highway 41, described as follows:
Commencing at the NW corner of said Sec. 35, thence S. along
the W. line of Sec. 35 to the centerline of said highway, this
point being 975 feet N. of the W14, corner of Sec. 35; thence
