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CHAPTER 113.
UNIFORM JOINT OBLIGATIONS ACT.
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113.01 Definitions, In this chapter, unless otherwise expressly stated, “obliga-
tion” includes a liahility in torf; “obligor” includes a person liable for a tort; “obligee”
ineludes a person having a right based on a tort; “several obhgms” means oblwols sever-
ally bound for the same performance.

113.02 Judgment, obligor not party, not discharged. A judgment against one or
more of several obligors, or against one or more of joint, or of joint and several obligors
shall not discharge a co-obligor who was not a party to the proceeding wherein the judg-
ment was rendered.

- 113,03 Recoveries credited, limitation. The amount or value of any consideration
received by the obligee from one or more of several obligors, or from one or more of joint,
or of joint and several obligors, in whole or in partial satisfaction of their obligations,
shall be eredited to the extent of the amount received on the obligations of all co-obligors
to whom the obligor or obligors giving the eonsideration did not stand in the relation of a

~ surety.

113 04 Release of some, effect,
gee’s release or discharge of one or more of several obligors, or of one or more of joint, -or
of joint and several obligors shall not discharge co-obligors, against whom the obligee in
writing and as part of the same transaction as the release or discharge, expressly reserves
hig rights; and in the absence of such reservation of such rights shall discharge co-obligors
only to the extent provided in section 113.05.

113.05 Release of some; co-obligors protected. (1) If an obligee releasing or dis-
charging an obligor without express reservation of rights against a co-obligor, then knows
or has reason to know that the obligor released or dlseharrred did not pay so much of the
claim as he was bound by his contract or relation with that co- obligor to pay, the obligee’s
claim against that co-obligor shall be satisfled to the amount which the obligee knew or had
reason to know that the released or discharged obligor was hound to such co-obligor to pay.

(2) If an obligee so releasing or d1scharg1ng an obligor has not then such knowledge
or reason to know, the obligee’s claim against the co- obho or shall be satisfied to the extent
of the lesser of two amounts, namely (1) the amount of the fractional shave of the obligor
released or discharged, or (2) the amount that such obligor was bound by his contract or

relation with the co-obligor to pay.

the complaint to charge only the other de-
fendant.

113.07 Not retroactive, This chapter shall not apply to obhgatlons arising prior to

June 17, 1927,

113.08 Interpretation. This chapter shall be so interpreted and construed as to effee-
tuate its general purpose to make uniform the law of those states which enact it,

113.09 Short title. This chapter may he cited as the “Uniform Joint Obligations

Aect.”

113,10 Repeals. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent with this chapter are re-

pealed.
