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132.01 Trade-marks and labels. (1) Any person, firm, copartnership, corporation, 
associatioil 01' union of workingmen, which has heretofore adopted or used 01' shall here­
after adopt or use any label, trade-mark, trade name, term, design, pattern, model, device, 
shopmark, drawing, specification, designation or form of advertisement, for' the purpose 
of designating, making known, or distinguishing any goods, wares, merchandise, service, 
business or other product of labor or manufacture as having heen made, manufactured, 
produced, prepm.'ed, packed, or put on sale by such person, firm, copartnership, corpor­
ation, association, or union of workingmen, 01' by a member or members thereof, he 01' 

tlleY, if residents of this oi' any other state of the United States, and such foreign corpora­
tions as may llave been duly licensed to transact business in the state of Wisconsin, may 
file an original, a copy, or photographs, or cuts with specifications of the same for record 
in the office. of the secretary of state, by leaving 2 such originals, copies, photographs, 
or cuts with specifications, the same being counterparts, facsimiles, or drawings thereof, 
with said secretary and by filing therewith a sworn statement, in such form as may be 
prescribed by the secretary of state, specifying the name of the person, firm, copartnership, 
corporation, association or union of workillgmcn, on whose behalf such label, trade­
mark, term, .trade name, pattern, model, design, device, shopmark, drawing, specification, 
designation or form of advertisement is to be filed, the class of nierchandise and a separate 
description of the goods to which the same has been or is intended to be appropriated, 
the residence, location, or place of busintss of sueh party, that the party, on whose 
behalf sucll label, trade-mark, trade name, term, design, pattern, model, device, shop­
mark, drawing, specification, designation or form of advertisement is to be filed, has 
the right to the use of the same, and that no other person, or persons, firm, copartnership, 
corporation, association or union of workingmen has such right either in the identical 
form 01' in any such near resemblance thereto as may be calculated to deceive, and that 
the ()riginals, copies, photographs, or cuts, counterparts, facsimiles or drawings' filed 
therewith are .correct. 

(2) Where the several parts of a single unit article of trade or commerce are severally 
marked to distinguish them by the person, firm, copartnership, C011)Oration, association, 
01' union of workingmen having the right to manufacture such single unit under a trade 
name or brand used by him or them, such person, firm, copartnership, corporation, asso­
ciation, or union may, in filing under this section the designation of such trade name 01' 
biaild, attach thereto photographs or cuts with specifications of the several parts of the 
unit to which it is attached or applied, and thereafter no further filing or registration of 
any such parts so used shall be necessary to protect the owner or lawful use of the 
trade name or brand of the unit against the use by others of any of the several parts 
thereof and any such filing shall be construed to be a single filing, and but one filing fee 
shall be paid therefor. 

(3) The papers required to be filed 01' recorded hereunder shall be recorded in a 
register for that purpose. For an original or renewal registration, or the recording of an 
assignment, there shall be paid to the secretary of state the fee of $3. 

(4) Nothing' in this section shall be construed as authorizing registration hereunder of 
names and brands of beverages by the persons, firms or C011)Orations specified in sec­
tion 132.11. 

(5) The secretary of state shall not register any label, trade-mark, term, dEsign, 
device or form of advertisement which consists of or comprises a replica or simulation 
of the flag, coat of arms, or insignia of the United States of America, or of any state 
or mlllicipality 01' any foreign nation. 
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(6) Registrations recorded under this section and sections 132.04 and 132:11, shall be 
effective for 20 years, and shall be renewable for like periods upon application to the 
secretary of state and payment of the same fee required for an original registration. Regis­
trants of labels, trade-marks, terms, trade names, patterns, models, designs, devices, shop 
matks, drawings, specifications, designations, forms of advertising, marks of ownership or 
brands of beverages heretofore recorded under these sections shall be notified by the secre­
tary of state at their last-known address of the necessity of renewal and notice shall also 
be given by publication in the official paper Once each month for 3 months following the 
effective date of this amendment (1947). Application for renewal may be made prior to 
January 1, 1948, or within the 6 months' period next preceding the expimtionof 20 years 
from the date of registration. 

(7) The secretary of state shall cancel from his register all registrations 'more than 
20 years old and not renewed in accordance with subsection (6) and also any registration 
to the extent to which the final judgment in any court of competent jurisdiction shall find 
that the registration has been abandoned 01' that the registrant does not have the right 
to the exclusive use thereof. 

(8) Any person, firm, copartnership, corporation, association or union of working 
men who claims a right to the use of subject matter confiicting with any registration 
by another, may bring action against such other in the circuit court for the county in which 
such other resides, or in the circuit court for Dane county, and in any such action the 
right to the use and registration of such subject matter shall be determined as between 
the parties, and registration shall be granted or withheld or cancelled by the secretary 
of state in accordance with the final judgment in any such action. Nonuser for a ,period 
of at least 2 years continuing to the date of commencement of any action in which aban­
donment is in issue shall be prima facie evidence of abandonment to the extent of such 
nonuser. 

(9) Title to any registration hereunder shall pass to any person, firm or corporation 
succeeding to the registrant's business to which such registration pertains. Written 
assignments of any such registration from a registrant to such a successor may be filed 
with and shall be recorded by the secretary of state upon payment of the fee specified 
in subsection (3). When such assignment is recorded, a new registmtion shall be entered 
in the name of the assignee, and on such registration and any subsequent certificates 01' 

registration of an assigned registration the secretary of state shall show the previous 
ownership and dates of assignment thereof. 

132.02 Duplication or reproduction. (1) It shall be unla-ivful for any person, firm, 
copartnership, corporation, association or union of workingmen, without the cOlisent of 
the owner of any such label, trac1ecmark, trade name, term, design, pattern, model, device, 
shop mark, drawing', specification, desig'nation, or form of advertisement reg'istered in 
accordance with the pi'ovisions of the preceding section, to remove any such label, trade. 
mark, trade name, design, shop mark, or other designation, or form of advertisement' so 
registered and attached to merchandise or products of labor, for the purpose of using 
such merchandise or products of labor as a pattern for the duplicating or repi'oduction 
of the same, either in the identical form or in such neal' resemblance thereto as may be 
calculated to deceive. 

(2) Nothing herein contained shall be taken to pr~hibit the using of such merchandise 
or products of labor as a pattern for the reproduction of the same in individual cases of 
emergency. repau·s. 

(3) And it shall be unlawful for any other person to make use of such label, trade­
mark, trade name, term, design, pattern, model, device, shop mark, drawing, sPecifica. 
tion, designation) or form of advertisement so filed, or any such likeness or imitation 
thereof, or utter 01' display the same orally, or in any printed or written form in the con­
duct of his business or any business transaction without the express consent, license, and 
authOl'ity of the person, firm, copartnership, corporation, association, ol'union so owning 
the same, and such unauthorized and unlawful use may be prohibited and prevented by 
injunction or other proper proceeding' in a court of competent jurisdiction without re­
course to the penal statute providing a punishment for such unlawful use. In case such 
association or union of working'men is not incorporated such actions may be commenced 
and prosecuted by an officer or member of such association or 'union on behalf of and 
for the use of such association or union. 

132.03 Penalty. (1) Every person who shall knowingly and wilfully violate ,sec­
tio~s 132.01 0.1' 132.02, except only those pr.ovisions relative to emerg'ency repairs, shall be 
gmlty of a nllsdemeanor, and upon conVICtIOn thereof shall be Imnished by imprisonment 
for not more than six months or by a fine of not more than two hundred dollal·s. 
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132.031 Certificate; evidence. Said secretary shall deliver to the person, corpora­

132.01 by making any false or fraudulent 
representations 01' declarations, verbally or in writing, or by any other fraudulent meallS 
shall be liable for any damages sustained in consequence thereof, to be recovered by or on 
behalf of the party injured thereby, and shall also be punished as provided by law. 

132.033 Suit to enjoin use of trade-mark may be brought and injunction issued. 
Every person, association or union adopting' or using a label, trade-mark, term, design, 
device or form of advertisement, as provided in s. 132.01, lllay proceed by suit to enjoin 
the manufacture, use, display or sale of any counterfeits 01' imitations thereof, and courts 
of competent jurisdiction shall grant injullctions to restrain such manufacture, use, display

132.18 Use of ga·seous compounds in containers. (1) No person, firm 01' corpora­
tion, excepting the manufacturer thereof or persons authorized by said manufacturer so 
to do, shall sell 01' offer for sale or deliver, carbon dioxide, acetylene, oxygen, hydrogen 
or any other gas 01' gaseous compound, shipped, consigned or delivered in steel containers 
01' containers made of other metal, unless such containers shall bear upon the surface 
thereof, in plainly legible characters, the name, initials 01' trade-mark of the manufacturer. 

(2) No person, firm 01' corporation other than such manufacturer 01' persons author­
ized by such manufacturer so to do, shall refill or use in any manner such container 01' 

receptacle which has imprinted thereon the name, initials 01' trade-mark of such manu­
facturer, for any gas, compound 01' other material whatsoever. 

(3) No person, firm or corporation to whom such product of said manufacturer has 
been sold 01' delivered in such containers, shall sell, loan, deliver 01' permit to be delivered 
such containers to any persons whomsoever other than such manufacturer or persons 
authorized by such manufacturer to receive the delivery of such containers. 

(4) The foregoing provisions shall not apply to any carbon dioxide 01' other products 
above referred to, contained in such containers, unless the title to such containers is re­
tained by said manufacturer 01' its representative and unless said carbon dioxide and 
other products contained in said containers were sold and delivered upon the under­
standing and agreement that the container in which it was delivered shall be returned to 
such manufacturer 01' its representative as soon as the contents thereof have been used 
up by the purchaser. 

(5) Any person who shall fail to comply with any of the foregoing provisions of this 
section shall be punished by imprisonment in the county jail for not more than one year 
or by a fine not exceeding $1,000, 01' by both such fine and imprisonment. 

132.19 Use of trade-ma.rk without authority. Every person who shall knowingly 
and wilfully use 01' display the genuine label, name or seal, trade-mark, term, design, de­
vice 01' form of advertisement of any person, association or union in any manner, or in 01' 

about the sale of goods 01' merchandise not being authorized so to do by such person, union 
or association, shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall be punished by impris­
onment for not more than 3 months or by a fine of not more than $100. 

132.20 Oounterfeiting trade-mark, etc.; obtaining by fraud. (1) Any person who 
shall counterfeit or imitate any label, trade-mark, term, design, device or form of adver­
tisement adopted or used by any other person or any association 01' lillion of workingmen 
for the purpose of designating', making known 01' distinguishing any goods, wares, mer­
chandise or other product of labor as having been made, manufactured, produced, pre­
pared, packed 01' put on sale by such person, association or union, or by a. member 01' 

members of such association or union, or sells, offers for sale or in any way utters 01' cir­
culates any counterfeit or imitation of any such label, trade-mark, term, design, device or 
form of advertisement, 01' knowingly uses any such counterfeit or imitation, 01' knowingly 
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sell:=; 01' disposes of, 01' keeps or has. in his possession, with intent that the same shall be 
soldoI' disposed of, any g'oods, wares, merchandise 01' other product of labor to which any 
/luch counterfeit or imitation is attachec\or affixed, or on which the same is printed, painted, 
stam.ped or hnpressed, or knowingly sells or disposes of, or keeps or has in his possession 
.with h~tent that the same shall. be sold or disposed of,. any goods, wares, n1erchandiseor 
othel' product of labor contained in any box, case, can 01' package to which or on which 
any such counterfeit or imitation is attached, affixed, printed, painted, stamped or im­
pressecl shall be pUI).ished by imprisonment in the county jail not more than 6 months nor 
less than. 10 days, 01' by fiile not exceeding' $100 nor less than $lp,or by both such fine and 
imprisonment. . 

(2)' Any person who shall, for himself or on behalf· of another or of any association 01' 

union, procure the filing and recording in the office of the secretary of state of any label, 
trade-mark, term, design, device or form of advertisement bY' making any fals~ or fraudu­
lentrepreseIltations or declarations, verbally 01' in writing, or by any other fraudulent 
means.shall be punished by imprisonment in the county jail not more than one year 01' by 
fine not exceeding $200, or by both such fine and imprisonment. 
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
