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140,01 State board of health. The state board of health shall consist of 7 mem-
bers, appointed by the governor with the consent of the senate. One member shall be ap-
pointed each year, and their respective terms of office shall begin on the first Monday of
February in the year of appointment and shall continue for 7 years. Each member of the
board, except the secretary, shall be paid $10 per day when actually and necessarily en-
gaged in his duties, but no member shall receive more than $600 in any fiscal year.

140.02 Officers. A member of the board shall be chosen president. His term shall
be fixed by the board, and his duties be preseribed by by-law or statutes. The board shall
elect a secretary from their own number or otherwise, who shall hold his office subjeet to
removal at diseretion by a vote of five members of the board at a regular meeting, and
while in office be a member of the board. The secretary shall be the executive officer of
the board and the state health officer. He shall keep a record of the hoard’s transactions
and have custody of its books, papers and other property; he shall, so far as practicable,
communicate with other similar state boards and local boards of health within this state,
and file and keep all reports and correspondence; he shall prepare and distribute to local
boards blank forms and instruetions as may be necessary, and colleet all sneh information
and statistics as concern the work of the board and perform all other duties which may be

prescribed by by-law or statute.

140.03 - Meetings; bylaws. The board shall meet each month and at such other
times and at such places as may be directed by the board or its president, except that the
Jannary meeting shall be held at Madison. The board may adopt hylaws for its govern-

ment.

140,04 Offices, printing, obsolete records. (1) Suitable apartments equipped with
fireproof vaults shall be provided in the capitol by the department of administration for
the state board of health. The official printing of the board shall be furnished as provided
in ss. 20,125 and 35.03. The board may supply to local health officers and others on ve-
quest quarantine signs, placards, record books and other uniform blanks and other publi-
cations and materials. v

140.056 Powers and duties, (1) The state board of health shall have general super-
vision throughout the state of the health and life of citizens, and shall study especially the
vital statistics of the state and endeavor to put the same to profitable use. It shall make
sanjtary investigations into the causes of disease, esperially epidemies, the -causes of mor-
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tality, and the effect on health of localities, employments, conditions, habits and cireum-
stances, and make sanitary inspections and surveys in all parts of the state. It may, upon
due notice, enter upon and inspect private property. It shall have power to exeeute what
is reasonable and necessary for the prevention and suppression of disease. It shall volun-
tarily or when required, advise public boards or officers in regard to heating and ventila-
tion of any public building or institution. It may send its secretary or a committee to any
part of the state to investigate the cause and cireumstances of any special or unusual dis-
ease or mortality, or to 1nspeet any public building; and such officers shall have full au-
thority to do any act necessary therefor. - The hoard nidy establish bureaus and shall possess
all powers necessary to fulfill the duties preseribed in the statutes and to bring action
in the courts for the enforcement of health laws and health rules. It may empower the
state health officer to act for the board upon such matters as it may determine in issuing
and enforcing ovders in complianee with law and rules and regulations adopted by the
board. Whenever anyone feels aggueved by any, o1cler of a state health officer, he may
appeal to the hoard.

(2) The board shall disseminate such health information asit. deems. proper. It shall
recomend from time to time works of hygiene for use in the public schools and shall eo-

and to protect health, and any: person violating such rule, regulation or. order shall he

(4) Any membe1 of the board may a(lmlmstel oaths, certify to oﬂ'iclal acts, issue sub-
poenas, compel the attendance of witnesses, and production of papers, books, documents
and testimony, Witness Tees and mileage shall be paid by the state and chazged to the
appropriation for the board, but no witness subpenaed at, the instance of parties other
than the hoard shall he entltled to. fees or mileage from’ ‘the state,. unless the ‘hoard shall
certify that his testimony was material.

© (8)° The board shall have power to'license and exercise supelVlsmn over matelmty hos-
pitals as provided in ss. 140.35 to 140.39. : :

(9) - The board shall haye power to establish, equip and operate a state branch labom-
tory of hygiene in a ¢ity. accessible to physmlans and health officers in.the northern part
of the state for the conducting:of bacteriological and chemical examinations. of material
from the various contagions and infectious diseases or material from snspecfe(l eontaglous
and infectious diseases of men and animals when public health is concerned; on condition
that suitable guarters for such labomtorv shall ‘be offered to the state free of charge for
rent, light, heat and ‘janitor service. ' The board may also establish and aid in maintaining
in’ con;unctlon with ‘the cities of the gtate not more than seven state co- operative labora-
tories.

(1) The state hoard of health
shall investigate and supervise the sanitary conditions of all the charitable, curative,
reformatory and penal institutions of every county and other municipality, all :detention
homes for children and all industrial schools, hospitals, asylums and mstltutmns, mgamzed
for the purposes set forth in section 58.01,

-(2) The hoard shall annually and oftener, if necessary, and whenevel 1equlred by
the governor, visit the jails, municipal prisons, houses of cor1ect10n, workhouses and
all other places in which persons convieted or suspected of crime or insane persons are
confined and ascertain the sanitary conditions thereof.

- 140.08 T.ocal and state confergnces. (1) The state health officer,. duectly or
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through district health officers, may call a biennial state conference of health officers, and
may ecall local econferences. :
(2) .Distriet health officers and local health officers shall attend such conferences, but
local officers need not attend move than one state and one local conference a year. -
(3) The expense of attendance of local health officers shall be paid by the munici-
pality, upon certificate of the state or distriet health officer, but only for one state and one

local conference a year.

140.09 County, city-county and multiple county health departments. - (1) Durini-
TIONS. As used in this seetion:

(a) “County health department” and “county board of health” refer to a single coun-
ty health department or board of health, a multiple county health department or board
of health, or a city-county health department or hoard of health.

(b) “County health officer” refers to the position of a health officer either in a county
health department, multiple ecounty health department or city-county health department.

(c) “Health department” means a full-time health department unless otherwise speci-
fied ‘and refers to one whose personnel, other than consultants and clinicians, devote their

(3) County BoARD OF HEALTH, (a) Kach single county health department shall be
managed by a board of health, consisting of not less than 5 nor more than 7 membess,
appointed by the chairman of the county board with the approval of the county hoard.
One member shall be.a member of the county hoard. Two members shall be physicians,
practicing in the county, and shall be selected from a list of 5 physicians submitted by the
county medieal society. One member shall be a dentist, practicing in the county, and
shall be selected from a list of 3 dentists submitted by the county dental society, The re-
maining members shall be residents of the county, men or women who are persons of
ability and known to have a broad social viewpoint and a serious intevest in the health
protection of their community.

One shall be a member of the
county board. One shall be a physician practicing in the county and shall he selected from
a list of 3 physicians submitted by the county medieal society. The third member shall
bé a dentist practicing in the county and shall be selected from a list of 3 dentists sub-
mitted by the county dental society. The term of office will he for 5 years except that the
first appointee of each county hoard will he for 2 years, the second for 4 years and the
third for 5 years, Terms shall begin on the anniversary dates of the organizations of the
hoard of health. ) . o '

" (e) A county board and a city council for a eity loeated in a county may organize a
joint eity-eounty department ojf l}ealth. Such city-county health department shall be man-
aged by a board of health consisting of 7 members, One member shall be a member of the
city council and shall be appointed by the mayor or eity manager with the approval of
the couneil. One member shall be a member of the county hoard and shall be appointed
by the chairman of the county board with the approval of the board. Two'members shall
be physicians practicing in the eounty selected from a list of 5 physicians furnished by
the county medical society. One such physician shall be appointed by the chairman' of
the county board with the approval of the hoard and one by the mayor or eity manager
with approval of the council. One member shall be a dentist practicing in the county and
shall be appointed by the chairman of the county hoard with approval of the board from
a list of 3 dentists submitted by the county dental society. Two members shall be residents
of the county and shall be persons of ahility and known to have a broad soeial viewpoint
and a serious intevest in the health protection of the community, The chairman of the
county board, with the approval of the county board, shall appoint one such member and
the mayor or city manager, with the approval of the eouncil, shall appoint the other.  The
first member appointed shall hold office for one year, the second member for 2 years, the
third member 3 years, the fourth member 4 years, the fifth member 5 years, the sixth mem-
ber one year and the seventh member 2 years, Their successors shall each hold office for
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5 years. Terms shall begin on anniversary dates of the organization of the board of health,

(4) HEALTH OFFICER, ELGIBILITY, bUTIES. The board of health shall appoint a county
health officer who shall be a licensed physician especially trained in public health admin-
istration, or in lien thereof shall be a person, other than a physician, with training or ex-
perience in public health administration, and in either case, except in counties covered by
ss. 63.01 to 63.17, said health officer shall meet training and experience requirements es-
tablished by the state board of health; provided that if the appointee is not a physician,
the local hoard of health shall arrange for and provide in addition, such service of a
licensed physican as may be necessary on either a part-time or full-time basis and pro-
vide reasonable compensation therefor.

The jurisdietion of the county depart-
ment of health shall extend to all towns, villages and cities within the eounty, other than
those having a full-time health department. Towns, cities and villages having full-time
health departments may by vote of their governing bodies determine to come under such
jurisdiction.

Whenever provision is made for a single county de-
partment of health, the county is empowered to provide office facilities and appropriate
funds necessary for the maintenance of the work.

(13) G1FTS; COUNTY CO-OPERATING. The county board of health may receive gifts
and donations for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of this section.

(14) JoINT HEALTH DEPARTMENTS, HOW FINANCED. The hoard of health of every
multiple county health department and of every cify-county health department ereated
under this section shall annually prepare a budget of its proposed expenditures for the
ensuing fiscal year and determine the proportionate cost to each participating county
and ‘city on the basis of equalized valuation. A certified copy of such budget, which shall
include a statement of the amount required from each county and eity, shall be delivered
to the eounty board of each participating county and to the mayor or city manager of
each participating city.

140,14 Advisory hospital council. (1) The board shall appoint an advisory hos-
pital council to advise and consult in the carrying out of the administration of ss. 140.10
to 140.22. The council shall consist of the state health officer, and 13 members, residents
of the state, and shall include:

(a) Two persons of recognized ability in the field of hospital administration who
shall be appointed from a list submitted by the Wisconsin hospital association.

(b) Seven persons of recognized ability from the fields of medicine, nursing, welfare,
publie health, architecture, or allied professions in the field of health, including 2 persons
licensed to practice medicine and surgery in the state, one person licensed as a pharmacist
and one person licensed as a dentist in this state, and including the director of publie
welfare, the director of the state hoard of vocational and adult education or their repre-
sentatives, and .

(e) Four persons with hroad civie interests representing varied segments of the popu-
lation and the consumers of hospital serviees and including one person representing ag-
riculture and one person representing lahor.

(2) Terms of members appointed prior to April 16, 1949, shall he continued, and
of the 4 additional members, 2 shall be appointed for one year, one for 2 years, and one
for 3 years, and their suceessors shall be appointed for terms of 3 years exeept when
appointed to complete an unexpired term. Members whose terms expire shall hold office
until appointment of their successors. Where any professional group fails to submit a
list of suggested appointees within 90 days after heing invited so to do, the hoard may
appoint persons within the group as it may see fit. The state health officer shall serve as
chairman or secretary of the council, as the members may chooge, and the other officers
shall be elected annually, : :

(3) Counecil members, while serving on business of the couneil, shall receive compen-
sation at the rate of $10 per day and shall also be entitled to receive aetual and neeessary
travel and subsistence expenses while so serving away from their places of residence.

(4) The council shall meet as frequently as the state board of health deems neces-
sary but not less than once each year. Upon request by 5 or more members, it shall be the
duty of the chairman to call & meeting of the council. ‘

140.15 Survey and planning activities, The hoard is authorized and direeted to
make an. inventory of existing hospitals, including publie, nonprofit and proprietary
hospitals, to survey the need for construction of hospitals, and on the basis of such in-
ventory and survey, to develop a program for the construetion of such public and other
nonprofit hospitals as will, in conjunction with the existing facilities, afford the neces-
sary physieal facilities for furnishing adequate hospital, clinic and similar services to all
the people of the state. The state health officer is authorized to make application to the
surgeon general for federal funds to assist in carrying out the survey and planning
‘activities.

140.16 State hospital construction plan. The state health officer shall prepare and
submit to the surgeon general a state plan which shall include the hospital construction
‘program developed under section 140.15 and which shall provide for the establishment,
administration and operation of hospital construction activities in aceordance with the
requirements of the federal act and regulations thereunder, and shall make the plan or
a copy thereof available upon request to all interested persons or organizations. The state
health officer shall from time to time review the hospital constyuction program and

submit to the surgeon general any modifications thereof which he may find necessary and
not inconsistent with the requirements of the federal act.

140.17 Construction program. The construetion program shall provide, in accord-
ance with rvegulations prescribed under the federal act, for adequate hospital facilities
for the people residing in this state and in so far as possible for their distribution through-
out the state in such manner as to make all types of hospital service reasonably acces-
sible to all persons in the state.

) & . :
140.18 Minimum standards for hospital maintenance and operation. The board
shall by regulation prescribe minimum standards for the maintenance and operation of
hospitals which receive federal aid for construction under the state plan.

140.19 Priority of projects. The plan shall set forth the relative need for the
several projects included in the comstruction program determined in accordance with
regulations preseribed pursuant to the federal act, and provide for the construction, in
so far as financial resources available therefor and for maintenance and operations make
possible, in the order of such relative need.

140.20 Construction projects; applications. Applications for hospital construction
projects for which federal funds are requested may be submitted to the board by the state
or any political subdivision thereof, or by auny public or nonprofit ageney authorized to
construct and operate a hospital. Each application for a construction project shall ¢on-
form to federal and state requirements. :

140.21 Consideration and forwarding of applications. The board shall afford to
every applicant for a comstruction project an opportunity for a fair hearing. If the
board, after affording reasonable opportunity for development and presentation of ap-
plications in the order of relative need, finds that a project application complies with the
requirements of section 140.20 and is otherwise in' conformity  with the state plan, it
shall approve such application and shall recommend and forward it to the surgeon

general.

140,22 Inspection of projects. From time to time the hoard shall inspect each con-
struction project approved by the surgeon general and, if the inspection so warrants, it
shall certify to the surgeon general that work has been performed upon the project, or
purchases have been made, in accordance with the approved plans and specifications, and
that payment of an instalment of federal funds is due to the applicant. ‘

140.23 Hospital regulation and approval act. Sections 140.23 to 140.29 niay be
cited as the “Hospital Regulation and Approval Act”. ‘

140,24 Definitions, Unless the context vequires otherwise, as used in ss., 140,23 to
140.29: : : v

(1) “Hospital” means a place devoted primarily to the maintenance and operation of
facilities for the diagnosis, treatment or care for not less than 24 hours in any week of 4
or more nonrelated individuals suffering from illness, disease, injury or deformity, except
homes for the aged, or nursing or convalescent homes as defined by the board. Institu-
tions now governed by ss. 49.16 and 49.17, and institutions now governed. by ss. 46.16,
46.17 and 46.18 and primarily designed only for mental and tubereculosis cases or the aged
and infirm, ave specifically exempt from all the provisions of ss, 140.23 to 140.29,

(2) “Board” means the state board of health.

140.25 . Purpose. The purpose of ss. 140.23 to 140.29 is to provide for the estab-
lishment and enforcement of standards for the care of individuals in hospitals in order
to comply with the federal requirements relating to old-age assistance, aid to the blind
and aid to the totally and permanently disabled. ‘ ’

140.26 Application for approval. After July 1, 1953, application for approval to
maintain a hospital shall be made to the board on forms provided by it. The board shall
not withhold or revoke approval unless for a substantial failure to comply with ss. 140.23
to 14?.29 after giving reasonable notice, a fair hearing, and a reasonable opportunity to
comply.

140.27 Standards. (1) The board, with the advice of the advisory committee, shall
establish such standards for hospitals as shall be necessary for the adequate care of indi-
viduals in hospitals. Buf the hoard shall not adopt or enforce any regulation or standard
which would have the effect of denying approval to any hospital solely by reason of the
school or system of practice employed by physicians therein; provided that sueh school or
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system is recognized by the laws of this state. The board shall not have authority, under-
ss. 140.23 to 140.29, to establish standavds relating to the following: ‘ :

(a) Professional personnel. .

(b) Administration of hospitals except in so far as necessary for the adequate care
of individuals who are hospitalized. :

(¢) Facilities now governed by regulations of the industrial commission.

140.28 Advisory committee. The board shall appoint an advisory committee to
consist of not more than 5 members. A member of the commitiee while serving on official
business shall receive compensation at the rate of $10 a day and his actual and necessary
travel and subsistence expenses while serving away from his place of residence.

'140.29 * Injunction. - The district attorney of the proper county with the assistance
of the attorney general may, in addition to other remedies, prefer action in the name and
on behalf of the state against any person to enjoin him from operating a hospital without
approval under ss, 140.23 to 140,29, .

-+140.35 - Maternity hospitals; licenses. (1) The term “maternity hospital” as used
in ‘ss. 140.35 to '140.39 is defined as a place in which any person, firm, association or
corporation receives, treats or cares for more than one woman within a period of 6
months because of pregnancy or in childbirth or within 2 weeks after childbirth, but not
counting in case of an individual, women related to such person or his or her spouse by
consanguinity within the sixth degree of kindred computed accordingly to the civil law.

- (2) The person or persons conducting any such maternity hospital shall obtain an an-
nual license from the state board of health, and no person conducting a maternity hospital
shall receive a woman because of pregnancy or in childbirth or within 2 weeks after child-
birth, ‘without fivst obtaining such license. Such license shall not be transferable and shall
expire on the thirty-first day of December of the year for which issned unless sooner re-:
voked by the state board of health.

.(3) Each such license shall state the name and address of the licengee, the speecific loea-
tion of the premises used and the number of women and infants that may he cared for or
treated therein at any one time. No greater number of women or infants shall be lodged
or cared for at any one time in any maternity hospital than is authorized by the license
and no premises shall be used other than those authorized by the license. A record of li-
censes issued shall be kept by the state hoard of health.

i:.(4)-No license for a maternity hospital shall be renewed unless the person licensed to
conduct .the same shall have faithfully: observed all of the provisions of ss. 140.35 to
140.38 and the rules and regilations of the state board of health issued thereunder. Before
renewing any:such license the state board of health shall secure from the state department
of public welfare a certification that the licensee has complied with all requirements of
ss. 140.36 to 140.38.

140.36 Application for license; supervision; records. (1) No license for a mater-
nity hospitalishall be granted without. an investigation as in this section provided. When-
ever application for a license is made for a maternity hospital, the state board of health
shall forthwith give notice of such application to the local health officer. The local health
officer shall make such investigation of such application for license as he shall deem neces-
sary and shall then make his recommendation to the state board of health regarding grant-
ing of such license. If within a reasonable time, but not exceeding 30 days, the local
health officer has not made a recommendation to the state hoard of health upon any appli-
catioht for license to conduet a maternity hospital the state board of health shall make the
necessary investigation.” The investigation of any applieation for a license to conduct a
maternity hospital shall include an inquiry as to the number of eubie feet of air space
available for each patient, the facilities for:ventilation and the admission of sunlight to
the rooms used for the care of mothers and their infants. No license shall be issued unless
the state board of health is satisfied that the physical equipment of the place to be used as
a maternity hospital is adequate for the proper care of mothers and infants. The state
board. of health and the local health officer shall keep informed of the nature and reputa-
tion of every such maternity hospital and shall vigit and inspect the same as often as they
deem necessary and for such purposes shall at all reasonable hours be given free and unre-
stricted aceess to every part thereof. The members and authorized agents of the state de-
partment of public welfare: shall have access to such records as maternity hospitals are
required: to maintain under this section, and they shall be furnished with any information.
which they may require and which is in possession of such hospitals or the persons conduet-
ing the same and which is in relation to the welfare of the children of nnmarried mothers.

(2) Each license shall specify in general terms the kind of maternity hospital which
the license covers. The state hoard of health shall make such general rules and regulations
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for the various kinds of maternity hospitals as shall be necessary to effeot the pur poses of"
ss. 140.35 to 140.37.

(8) The state board of health with the approval of the state department of publie
welfare shall pr escribe forms for the registration and record of women cared for in preg-
naney or in childbirth or within 2 weeks after childbirth in maternity hospitals. Every
maternity hospital shall maintain a eomplete record of every such patient and her infant
on the forms so preseribed, which record shall he kept in the office of such maternity hos-
pital,

(4) No pelson connected with a maternity hospital shall directly or indirectly disclose -
the contents of its records as such, except in.a judicial proceeding where the same is.
material or for the information of the state board of health, the state department of pub-
lic welfare, or the local health officer. Nothing herein shall be construed to hmlt or modlfy
the provisions of s, 325.21. ‘

140.37 Reports on children born out of wedlock, Whenever any woman is réceived
in a maternity hospital hecause of pregnancy or in childbirth or within 2 weeks after child-
birth, such hospital shall use diligence to ascertain whether such patient is married; and,
if thele is reason to believe that her child is or will be when born horn: out of wedlock
such hospital shall report to the state department of public welfare within 24 hours the
presence of such woman,

140.38 Revocation of licenses. (1) The state board of health may revoke the li-’
cense for any maternity hospital if the persons licensed to econduet the same violate any
provision of ss. 140.35 to 140.37 or any rules and regulations of the state board of health
1ssued therennder or the provisions of such license.

(2). The state board of health may revoke the license for any maternity hospital if aiy
person licensed to conduet or in any way connected with the condueting of the hospltal
violates s, 48.63 (1).

(3) No license for a maternity hospital shall be revoked unless the holders of such
license shall have notice in writing of the grounds for such proposed revoeation, a publie
hearing upon at least 10 days’ written notice, and oppmtumty thereat to present. testi-

mony and to confront witnesses. Such notice may be given either by personal service
thereof or by mailing the same by registered mail to the holder of such license at the ad-
dress therein specified.

140,39 Penalties. Any person found guilty of Vlolatmg any of the provisions: of
ss. 140.35 to 140.37 shall be fined not less than $10 nor more than $500, or imprisoned: in
the county jail for not more than one year, and said term of imprisonment i in ease of an
agsoeiation or corporation may be imposed upon its ofﬁcers WhO participated in said vio-

lation.

140.45 Sanitarians; qualifications, dutles, 1eglstrat10n (1) DEFINITIONS When
used in this section:

(a) “Sanitarian” is a person trained in the ﬁeld of sanitary science: and technology
who'is qualified to carry out educational and 1nspect10na1 duties or to enforce the laW n
the field of sanitation.

(b) “Board” is the state board of health.

(¢) “Municipality” is a county, city, vﬂlage or town,

(2) REecisTraTION. In ovder to safeguard life, health and property, to promote pub-
lic welfare and to establish the status of those persons whose duties in environmental
sanitation call for knowledge of the physical, the hiological and social sciences, the board
is authorized to establish minimum qualifications for the registration of sanitarians. )

' (3) PUBLIO BODIES MAY EMPLOY SANITARIANS. Any pertinent agency of the state
and any munlclpahty may employ, on a full-time basis, one or more sanitarians, 1eg1s-
tered as provided in this sectiom, who shall enforce laws and rules (as defined in s.
227.01 (3)) of the state and municipalities, relative to environmental sanitation.

(4) ExamiNiNg coMarrTTEE.  (a) The board shall appoint an examining committee
consisting of 5 members, one member selected by the state department of agriculture to:
represent that agency, one member to represent the state board of health and 3 sani-
tarians qualified for registration under this section whose initial appointments shall be
for one year beginning July 1, 1957. Beginning July 1, 1958 the sanitarian members shall:
be registered under this sectlon Appointments of the sanitarian members made as of
July 1, 1958, shall be for 1, 2 and 3 years, respectively, and theveafter ag the telm of
each such membel expues an appointment shall he made for 3 years.

(b) The examining committee shall conduet examinations in various parts of the
state for the purpose of determining the qualifications of persons who desire to act as:
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registered sanitarians pursuant to minimum standards and qualifications established by
the board. The examining committee shall act in an advisory capacity in establishing
minimum standards and qualifications.

(¢) The members of the committee shall receive a per diem of $10 per day spent in
sueh service and their actnal and necessary expenses incurred while serving in their as-
signed tasks and away from their homes.

(56) CERTIFICATION OF REGISTRATION, The hoard, upon application (on forms pre-
seribed by it) and payment of the prescribed fee, shall certify as a registered sanitarian
any person who has satisfied it by satisfactory evidence that:

(a) e has passed the-examination given pursuant to sub. (4), or i

(b) He, on or before July 1, 1957, has passed a civil service examination gwen by
the state or any municipality as ce1t1ﬁed by the state, or by any city, village, town or
county personnel agency, qualifying him as a sanitarian; food, meat, mﬂk malket or
restaurant inspector; sanitary inspector; or housing mspect(n, or

(e) He has heen employed for not less than 2 years prior to July 1, 1957 as-a sani-
tarian; food, meat, milk, market or restaurant inspector; sanitary 1nspect01 ; or housmg
mspector by the state, any municipality of this state. o

(7) FEES; RENEWAL OF CERTIFICATE; DELINQUENCY AND REINSTATEMENT., A'fee of
$10 shall accompany the application under sub. (5). Every sanitarian who desires to
continue his registration shall annually pay to the board an annual fee of $5, which' shall
be paid on or before the date fixed by the hoard for renewing the certificate of registra-
tion for the current year. All fees collected shall be paid into the general fund. Certifi-
cates of registration revoked for failure to pay renewal fees shall be 1emstated under
the rules and regulations of the bhoard.

(8) REecrerocrry. Agreements for reciprocity with those states having a 1eglste1ed
sanitarian’s act may he entered into by the hoard at its discretion and under such rules
as the hoard may prescribe.

(9) REvocaTioN OF CERTIFICATE. The hoard shall have the power to revoke the cer-
tificate of registration of any registrant for unprofessional conduct or the practice of any
fraud or deceit in obtaining registration, or any gross negligence, incompetency, or. mis-
conduct in the practice of professional sanitation, provided that no such revocation of
certificate shall be permitted until after a hearing, duly noticed, is held and the. person
affected given the oppmtumty to answel the charges that have been filed against him with
the board.

(10) PeNaALTY, No person nob registered nnder this seetion shall hold himgelf out"
as a registered sanitarian nor append to his name the initials “R.8.”," Any person vio-
lating this subseetion may be fined not more than $100 or 1mpnsoned not more than 6
months, . '
