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DEPARTMENT OF STATE AUDIT. 

15.21 Department of state audit. (1) DIBEOTOR. There is created a department 
of state audit in charge of a director designated as "state auditor" who shall be appointed 
by the governor with the advice and consent of the senate. The term of office of the person 
holding the office of state auditor on the effective date of this amendment (1957) shall 
expire on said effective date. Thereupon appointment shall be made of a. successor state 
auditor for a, term commencing on the date of appointment and ending June 30, 1961. 
Thereafter each successor shall be appointed for a term of 6 years, but appointments shall 
be made not later than April 1, next preceding the expiration of each term. The person 
tHgible for appointment as state auditor shall have the following qualifications: 

(a) Training equivalent to that represented by graduation from a, college or univer­
sity of recog'nized standing with major work in accounting, finance, economics and 
statistics. 

(b) At least 5 years of successftll experience involving the performance of responsible 
work in fiscal a.ecounting, finance and administration. 

( c) Recognition in the professional accounting field as a holder of the certificate of 
certified public accountant. 

(2) OATH AND BOND. The state auditor shall take and file the official oath and shall 
file a bond in such sum and with such sureties as the govemor may prescribe. The pre­
mium on such bond shaH be paid out of the appropriation to the department of state 
audit. 

(3) LOOATION OF OFFICE. The department of state audit shall have its offices at 
the seat of state govel1lment in Madison. 

15.22 Functions. The state auditor shall: 
(1) AUDIT FISOAL CONCERNS, Audit the fiscal concems of the state as required by 

la,w. For such purpose the books, records and documents of each state department shall 
be available to him a,t any and all times, with or without notice. 

(2) ANNUAL AUDIT OF TREASURER. Annually audit the books and accounts of the 
treasurer, the moneys on hand in the treasury, and all bonds and securities helonging to 
all public funds on deposit in the treasury or properly accounted for by the treasurer, 
and promptly report the result of such examination in writing to the governor, specifying 
therein particularly the amount and kind of funds and of all such bonds and securities. 
He shall transmit a certified copy of such report to the outgoing treasurer and his 
successor. 

(3) AUDITS OF DEPARTlIIENTS. Audit the records of the various state departments at 
least once each 3 years and, in conjunction therewith, reconcile the records of the depart­
ment audited with those of the department of administration. Within 30 days after com­
plE>tion of any such audit, he shall file with the governor, the department of administra­
tion, the legislative reference library, and the depa,rtment auc1ited, a detailed report 
thereof, including Iris recommendations for improvement and efficiency and including spe­
cific instances, if any, of illegal or improper expenditures. Such re'ports shall be availabl{} 
to the public. 
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, ,(Sa) AN'NUAL AUDIT OF DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION. AmlUally audit, the central 
accounting records of the department of administration. A detailed report of such audit 
shall be filed as provided by sub. (3), and copies shall be provided to each member' or 
member-elect of the legislature and shan be available in limitednumbei' to the public. He 
shaU also prepal'e a summary of such audit report,for dist.ribution in the same mamler 
as. the Wisconsin Blue Book under s. 35.S4. 

(4) AUDIT STATE FUNDS. At least once in each yea,r, and at such other times as the 
governor or legislature may direct, examine and see that all the money appearing by the 
books of the director and state treasurer as belonging to the several funds is in the vaults 
of the treas1U'Y or in the several state depositories, and in case of a deficiency the gov~ 
ernor shall require the treasurer to make up such deficiency immediately; and if such 
treasurer shall refuse· or neglect for 10 days thereaftm' to have the full sum belonging to 
said funds in the treasury the attorney general shall institute proceedings to recover the 
sa·me . 

. (5) SPECIAL EXAMINATIONS. Make such special examinations of .the accounts and 
financial transactions of allY department or officer as the governor 01' legislature may 
dil·ect. 

(6) KEEP ACCOUNT BETWEEN STATE AND TREASURER. Certify to the treasurer the bal~ 
ance ill the treas1U'y when he came into office and all bonds and securities belonging to 
all public fundsc)ll deposit in the h'easnry or properly accounted for alid transmit a 
certified copy there,of to the outgoing treasurer and his successor. 
, ("1) REQUIRE REPORTS. Require each department of state government to file with him 

on or before September 1 of each yeal' a, report on all receivables due the state as of the 
pl'eceding June 30 which were occasioned by activities .of the reporting depal'hllent.Said 
report shall show the aggregate amount of such receivables accol'ding to fiscal year of 
origin andcollectio1U~ thereon during the fiscal year preceding the report. The state 
alldi,tormay require any department to file with him a cletailedlist of t,he receivables com­
prisWg. ;th(l aggregate amounts shown on the above indicated reports. 

(8) ATTEND FINANCE COMMITTEE HEARINGS. Attend all public hearings of the joint 
committee on finaJl'ce and such executive meeting's as the committee may desire, answer 
questions and give information called for by the committee relative to the financial opera­
tionsof the state and its several departments. 

(Sa.) DISSEMINATE INFORMATION. Disscminateinformation concerning state and 
loeal government accounting, auditing and fiscal matters. 

(9) STATEIIIENT OF RECml[MENDATIONS. Prepare a statement of n\commendations 
snbmittedin each audit report pertaining to state government operations, whi.ch· state­
lnent, shall be a~'ailable to any person upon request. 

(10) TAKE TESTIMONY. In the dischaTge of any duty' imposed by law, to subpoena 
witnesses, administer oaths and take testimony and to cause the deposition of witiles15es 
to be taken in the mannei'. pi'escribcd for taking depositions in . civil actions in circuit 
courts .. 

(11) BIENNIAL . REPORT. Pi'ep'al'e, a,. biennial. report of his activities, including, his 
rec~mmendations for efficiency aiid economy in the. expenditure of appropriations made 
by . the' 'legislature., Ehleh report shall be filed with the governor and the director on or 
beioi'e; December lin eaell ev~n-nunibered year alld with each house of the legislature at 
the beginning of 'each regulal: session.' , 
". '(1A)MUNioIPA~AUDITING AND REPORTING. (a) To collect annually from all town, 
city, village, county and other public officers ~nformation as to the collection of taxes, l~e­
ceipts from licenses and other sources, the expenditlU'e of public funds for· all purposes, 
and such other information as may be needful in the work of the department of state 
audit, in sueh form and upon such blanli:s as the state auclitor shall prescribe; and it shall 
be the duty of all public officers so cEl-lled upon to fill out properly and retul'll promptly 
to the department of state audit all blanks so transmitted. To cxamine all town, village, 
<city, e~unty and other public records for such purposes as arc ~leemed neec1fulby the 
(lep'\lrtnlC.ll~. ,To publish annu(llly the information collected, with such compilations, anal­
yses '01', reconllllendations as may be deemed needful. 

(b) +n his discretion to inspect and examine or cause an inspection. anclexamination of 
the records 'of .any town, city, village, county 01' other public officcl' whenever such officer 
sh'll1 have failed. or neglected,. to retul'll properly the information as, reqilired by parae 
graph (a) within thc time set by the department.of state audit. 

. (c) The officersresponsil:ile for the furnishing' of information collected pursuant to 
this subsection shall be jointly and severally liable for any' loss the town, city, village, 
county or other local-public body, boaI'd, cOllunissiou Qr agency may suffer through their 
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delinquency; and no payment shall be made them for salary, or on any other accounts, 
until the total amOlUlt of charges for such inspection and examination as provided in 
paragraph (e) shall have been paid into the treasury of the reg'ulaT county or other local 
public body, board, commission or agency. 

(d) To inquire into the system of accounting of public funds in use by towns, villages, 
cities, counties, school districts, boards of education and all other local public bodies, 
boards, commissions, departments or agencies; to devise, prescribe and at the request of 
any town, village, city, county, school district, board of education or other local public 
body, board, commission, department or agency, to install a system of accOlUlts which shall 
be as, nearly lUliform as practicable; provided, tha,t when so installed the system shall be 
retained in use; and to audit the books of the town, village, city, county, school district, 
board of education or other local public body, boa,rd, commission, department or agency 
upon the request of the governing board, council, commission or body thereof, or upon his 
own motion. Nothing herein shall be construed to be exclusive and prevent a local govern­
ing body from employing an auditor of its own choice duly licensed under c1mpter 135. 

(e) To establish a scale of cha,rg'es for system installations, audits, inspections and 
other services rendered by the department of state audit in connection with financial rec­
ords or procedures of towns, villages, cities, counties, sc·hool districts, boards of educa,tion 
and all other local public bodies, boards, commissions, depa,rtments or agencies. Upon the 
completion of such work the department of state audit shall transmit to the clerk of the 
town, village, city, county, school district, boa:t'd of education or other local public body, 
board, commission, department or agency a statement of suc,h charges, except that charges 
for the installation of cost accounting systems for county hig'hway departments shall be 
transmitted to the state highway commission and paid from the appropriation made by 
s. 20.420 (82). Duplicates of such statements shall be filed in the offices of the director 
and state treasurer. Within 60 days after the receipts of the above statement of charges, 
the same shall be audited as other claims against towns, villages, cities, cOIUlties, school 
districts, boa:t'ds of education, other local public bodies, bOM'ds, commissions, departments 
or agencies and the state highway conmlission are audited, and shall be paid into the 
state treasury and credited to the revolving fund provided in s. 20.190 (41). Past due 
aCcolUlts of towns, villages, cities, counties, school districts, boa:t'ds of education and all 
other local public bodies, boards, commissions, departments or agericies shall be certified 
to the director on October 1 of each year and included in the next apportionment of state 
special charges to local units of government. 

(f) To assist local units of government to install improved hudgeta~ry methods and 
upon request to transmit proposed basic budget forms to each local unit of government. 

(i) The municipal auditing flUlCtions of the state depa,rtment of audit shall be per­
formed in such a manner as to make auditing services under par. (d) a~'ailable to local 
units of government as quickly as possihle. 

(j) To devise a, system of cost accounting as nearly uniform as possible for an county 
infirmaries, which shall include an a,ppraisal of present buildings and equipment. Such 
system shall include an annual chM'ge of 2 per cent of the original cost of new construc­
tion or purchase, or of the appraised value of existing infirmary structures and equip­
ment. If the infirmal'Y or any of its equipment is replaced, any net cost of replacement 
in excess of the Oliginal cost shall he subject to a sinlilar chal>ge. When the amounts 
charged under this subsection equal such cost, no further cha:t'ge shall be recognized in 
the determination of per capita costs. The cost thereof shan be paid from the appropria~ 
tion made by s. 20.190 (2). The state de,partment of public welfare, director, state board 
of health and the Wisconsin cOlUIty boards association shall provide such assistance as 
may be required by the state depa:t'tment of audit.

SUBOHAPTER 'VI. 

MISCELLANEOUS. 

15.60 State recreation committee. (1) (a) The purpose of this section is to pro­
mote, encourage and co-ordinate a long-range plan to acquire, maintain and develop for 
public use those al'eas of the state hest adapted to the development of a comprehensive 
system of recreational facilities in all fields, including without limitation: parks; forests; 
camping grounds; fishing> and hunting g-rolmds; scenic areas, waters and highways; boat 
landings, beaches and other areas of public access to navigable waters; and to facilitate 
and encourage the fullest public use thereof. 

(b) It is the legislative intent in the passage of this act to authorize the expenditme 
of approximately $50,000,000 over the next 10 years for an outdoor recreation and re­
source development program to be allotted approximately as follows: $33,000,000, state 
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park and forest recreation areas; $9,000,000, fish and game habitat; $2,500,000, youth 
conservation camps; $2,000,000 to protect scenic resources along highways; $1,500,000, 
for creation of new lakes under the federal small watershed program; $1,000,000 in state 
aiels to help metropolitan areas acquire rural recreation lands; $500,000 in state aids to 
help counties owning lands entered under the forest crop law develop recreational facil­
ities; $392,000 for tourist information centers; $270,000 for careful planning of future 
projects and priorities; and $50,000 for a survey of the Lake Superior region recreational 
potential. 

(2) There is created a state recreation advisory committee consisting of the governor 
as chairman ex officio, the director of the conservation department, the chairman of the 
state highway conlll1ission, the director of public welfare, the chairman of the state soil 
and water conservation committee, and the recreation specialist in the department of 
resource development. The committee shall meet as often as necessary upon the call of 
the governor and at least quarterly. Members of the committee shan receive no salary as 
sueh members, and any expenses inculTed in the performance of their duties shall be 
charged against their respective departments. 

(3) The advisory committee shall: 
(a) Recommend to each successive legislature the appropriations necessary to accom­

plish the priorities established for the following biennium, provided that such recom­
mendations include all projects listed in sub. (6) which have been activated and for 
which funds have been allotted, and which have not been completed during the preceding 
biennium; 

(b) Co-ordinate the development by its member agencies of a long-range plan for 
the acquisition and capital improvement of areas necessary for a state-wide system of 
l'ecreational facilities to be recommended to the legislature; 

(c) Develop and disseminate a long-range plan for the fullest utilization of all the 
recreational assets of the state. 

(4) The committee may reimburse other state agencies for necessary services. 'iVhen 
it appeal'S to the committee that there is an overlapping of authority or responsibility 
between member agencies in the completion of any priority the committee shall negotiate 
a co-operative agreement for completing the priority among the agencies concerned. The 
committee may retain necessary consulting services. The comlllittee is attached to the 
executive office for administrative PUl1Joses only. 

(5) In the fulfillment of its purposes, the cOlllmittee may receive such gifts and grants 
of money or property or services as are not otherwise provided for in the statutes. The 
proceeds of such gifts or grants of money or property may be expended for the PlU'Pose 
of the gift or grant. 

(5b) In a county containing 4,500 acres or more of state park lands on January 1, 
1961, no lands or interest therein for new state parks shall be acquired by the state unless 
the county board of such county first approves the proposed state park. 

(6) Projects for the biennium July 1, 1961 to June 30, 1963, shall be limited to the 
following list of high priorities (the order of listing within priority categories is for 
identification pUl1Joses only) :

A permanent tourist center shall be established in 
1961 neal' the Illinois border, ac1jacent to the interstate highway between Chicago and 
Milwaukee. Two mobile centers shall be purchased and tried at various experimental lo­
cations near Hudson, Beloit and other points adjacent to the interstate highway system. 

(k) Consel'vation easements. Projects qualifying' under S. 23.09 (16). 
(1) Special p1t1"chase Oppo1'tunities. With the approval of the state recreation ad­

visory committee, $100,000 may be allocated to take advantage of critical purchase op­
portunities for lands adjacent to existing parks and state forests.

15.85 Governor's commission on human right.s. There is created the governor's 
commission on human rig'hts to consist of not to exceed 35 members who shall he ap­
pointed by the governor for terms of 3 years each without the advice or consent of the 
senate. Members shall be appointed from the entire state and shall be representative of 
all races, creeds, groups, organizations and fields of enc1eavor. They shall receive no com­
pensation for their services. It shall be the duty of the commission to disseminate infor­
mation and to attempt by means of c1iscussion as well as other proper means to educate 
the people of the state to a greater understanding, appreciation and practice of human 
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rights for all people, of whatever race, creed, color or national origin, to the end that Wis­
consin will be a better place in which to live. 

15.855 Gifts and donations. All gifts, grants, bequests and devises to the gover­
nor's commission on human rights for its use for a,ny of the pm'poses mentioned in s. 
15.85, whether111ade to the members or otherwise, al'e valid and shall be used to carry out 
the pm'poses for which made and received. 

15.90 Capitol parking regulations. (1) (a) Except as provided in pal'. (b), the 
pal'king of automobiles at the curb on the capitol pm'k side of the 4 streets surrounding 
the state capitol park shall be subject to any police regulation or city ordinance that may 
be enacted by the city of Madison designating' the mmmer of such parking or limiting the 
length of time which automobiles can be so pm'ked in such public streets in said city. 

(b) Eight areas, for the pm'king of 3 automobiles in each area, at the curb on the 
capitol park side of the 4 streets surrounding the state capitol pal'k, each m'ea as neal' as 
la,wfully permissible to each nearside of the intersections of said streets with the dri ve­
ways leading to the capitol building, are reserved for the parking of automobiles by leg­
islators during sessions (regular, adjourned or special) of the legislature, and only em81'­
gency police regulations or city ordinances of the city of Madison shall be applicable to 
such a:reas during said sessions. The state engineer shall mark and post the areas. Park­
ing of automobiles in the areas during said sessions is permitted without restliction to 
legislators whose automobiles are identified as specified in sub. (4), and the parking 
therein of any vehicle hy any other person is prohibited during said sessions and any 
violatiOl~ of this prohibition shall be punished as in sub. (2). 

(2) Except for persons designated in sub. (3), the pm'king of any motor vehicle in 
any of the, 4 driveways of the capitol park leading to the ca,pitol building is prohibited. 
Any per~on violating this subsection shall be fined not exceeding $25 or imprisoned not 
exceeding- 10 days. 

(3) The following- persons may park automobiles identified in the manner provided 
by sub. (4) in the parking areas designated in sub. (2) without regm'd to the provisions 
thereof: 

(a) Legislators and constitutional officers. 
(b) Officers of the senate and assembly or a person they may specify. 
( c) Such state officers and employes as the governor may direct not to exceed 15. 
(4) To facilitate the administration of sub. (3), the state cngineer shall procure per-

manent metal identification tags designed to be affixed to the rear license plate, and he 
shall issue such tags at cost to applicants eligible under sub. (3). 

15.92 Regulation of conduct in ca,pitol park. (1) Any person who does any of the 
following- shall he finecl not more than $25 or imprisoned not more than 10 days: 

(a) Discharges any firearm or explosive substance in ca,pitol park without consent of 
the commissioner of administration; or 

(h) Walks upon any part of capitol pal'k except the walks or driveways; or 
(c) Deposits any filth or commits any nuisance in capitol park; or 
(d) Molests any of the birds or game in capitol pm-k or permits any dog in his eus­

tody to do so. 
(2) The collllllissioner of administmtion or his agent is authorized to sUlllmalily kill 

any dog found l'lmnillg' loose within the park. 

. 15.93 Burning bituminous coal near capitol. (1) It shall be unlawful to burn any 
bituminous coal for heating, power or any other purpose· or purposes within any of the 
following blocks sUlTounding the capitol park in the city of Madison, viz.: Blocks 64, 65, 
66, 67, 68, 71, 72, 73, 74, 75, 76, 77, 82, 83,84, 85, 88, 89, 90, 91, 98, 99, 100, 101, 102, 103, 
104, 105, 107, 108, 109 ancl 110 or in the streets or alleys adjoining said blocks, except in 
smoke preventing' furnaces of such an efficiency that no smoke shall be visible emitting 
from the top or outlet of the stack or chimney. 

(2) Any person, firm or corporation who shall cause, allow, or permit bituminous coal 
to be burned in violation of this section shall forfeit the sum of $25 for each day or part 
thereof dming which such violation continues. 

(3) The commissioner of administmtion, with the assistance of the attorney geneml, 
shaH institute propel' proceedings to collect fines for and restrain violations of this section. 

(4) The limitations contained in this section are imposed for the protection of the 
state capitol and its contents. 

15.94 Claims commission. (1) PURPOSE. There is herehy createcl a claims com­
mission to receive, investigate and make recommenclations on all claims presented against 
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the state which are filed pursuant to s. 16.53 (8). No c.laim or bill relating to such a claim 
shall be considered by the legislature lUltil a recommendation thereon has been made by 
the c.laims commission. 

(2) ORGANIZATION. The claims commission shall he composed of a representative 
of the executive office selected by the governor, a representative of the department of 
administration selected by the commissioner of administration, a representative of the 
attorney general's office selected by the attorney general, the chairman of the senate com­
mittee on finance and the chairnlan of the assembly committee on finance. The repre­
sentative of the attorney general's office shall be chairman and the representative of the 
department of administration shall be secretary. 

(3) RULES. The committee shall not be bound by common law or statutory rules of 
evidence, but shall admit all testimony having reasonable probative value, excluding that 
which is immaterial,in-elevant or unduly repetitious. It may take official notice of any 
generally recognized fact or established technical or scientific fact, but parties shall be 
notified either before or during heaJ:ing or by full reference in prelimina.ry reports, or 
otherwise, of the facts so noticed, and the pa;l'ties shall be afforded an opportunity to con­
test the validity of the official notice. 

(4) PROCEDUHE. When a claim has been refen-ed to the claims commission, it shall 
schedule such claim for hearing, giving the claimant a.t least 10 days' written notice of 
the date, time and place thereof. The commission shall keep a record of its proceedings, 
but such proceedings may be recorded by a permaJlent recording device without transcrip­
tion. It may require sworn testimony and ma.y sunnnon and compel attendance of wit­
nesses and the production of documimts and records. Any membel' of the commissiQn 
may sign and issue a subpoena. Three members shall constitute a. quorlUn. 

(5) DEPARTMENTS TO CO-OPERATE. The se.veral agencies of the state government shall 
co-operate with the connnission and shall make their personnel and records availa.ble upon 
request when such request is not inconsistent with other statute law. 

, ,( 6) FINDINGS. The connnission shall report its findings and recommendations, on all 
claims referred to it, to the legislature for action. If from its findings of fact the conmus­
sion concludes that any such claim is one on which the state is legally liable, or one wluch 
involves the causal negligence of any officer, agent or employe of the state, or one which 
on equitable principles the sta,te should in good conscience assume and pay, it shall cause 
a bill to be drafted covering its recommendations and shall report its findings and con­
clusions and submit the drafted bill to the joint comnuttee on finance at the earliest avail­
a,ble time. A copy of its findings and conclusions shall be subnuttecl to the claimant within 
10 clays after the commission makes its determination. 

(6a) SETTLEMENT CLAIMS COMMISSION. 'Whenever the claims commission by lUlani­
mous vote finds that a claim for less than $500 is justified, it may oreler such claim paicl 
on its own motion without subnussion of the claim in bill form to the legislature. Such 
claims shall be paiel upon the certification of the chairman and secreta;ry, from the ap­
priation made by s. 20.275 (1) or (70). 

(7) EXCEPTION. This section shall not be construed as relie¥ing mly third pa,rty lia­
bilityor'releasing any joint tort-feasor. 

(8) COMPENSATION. Members of the commission shall receive no remuneration for 
the flUlction beyond their actual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance of 
their duties. The commission is authorized to pay the actual and necessaJ'y expenses of 
employes of the office of the attorney general or the depal'iment of administration author­
ized by the commission to secure material information necessary to the disposition of the 
Claim. .

15.96 Turnpike commission. (1) There is hereby created a, Wisconsin turnpike 
conmlission of 5 members to be appointed by the governor by and with the advice and 
consent of the senate for terms of 3 yem's each; all vacancies shall be filled as provided 
in.s.17.20 (2). 

(2) The commission shall have the following powers and duties: 
(a) To ascertain the feasibility of the construction of a modern express turnpike or 

toll :\:righway for the purpose of facilitating vehicular traffic in the state. The route of 
such propos eel highwa,y to l'1111 roughly between St. Croix or Pierce counties neal' the 
Minnesota border and Rock, Walworth or Kenosha counties near the Illinois boreler. 

(b) The commission shall assemble all information it may deem appropriate relative 
to plamung, surveying routes, cost of land acquisition, means of financing, economic 
practicability, potential revenues mId any other information related in any way to its 
functions under par. (a). If after study of this material, it is determined by a majority 
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of the commissioners that the construction of a turnpike or toll highway over the general 
route set forth in par. (a) or any portion thereof is in the interests of the public and 
social welfare and the traveling public of the state, the individual members of the com­
mission may by and with the consent of the governor incorporate under the provisions 
of the turnpike corporation laws of this state and proceed with the construction of such 
turnpike or toll highway without further action of the legislature. 

(c) The cOllllllission shall undertake similar studies of such other tm'llpike or toll road 
projects as the legislatlU'e may direct. 

(3) The commission shall be furnished adequate quarters pursuant to the provisions 
of ss. 16.79 and 16.85. 

(4) The commission shall meet at such times and places at it shall determine. 
(5) The commission shall elect its own chairman. 
(6) (a,) The commission may employ consulting engineers, attorneys, accountants, 

construction and financial experts and such other employes and agents as may be neces­
sary in its judg'ment; fix their compensation and promote and discharge such employes 
and agents; all without regard to any other g'eneral or special laws. The commission may 
f11rther enter into contracts with individuals, pa,rtnerships or corporations, for the mak­
ing of such surveys or studies as are deemed necessa,ry by it. 

(b) The collllllission shall not be subject to the provisions of s. 16.71, but any con­
tract requiring an expenditure of more than $1,000 may be made only with the approval 
of the gOV€l'llor. 

(7) The cOl1l1llission may call upon any state depaJ:tment, agency, or officer or aJ1y 
agency of any political subdivision for such facilities and data as may be. available, and 
such depa,rtments and agencies shall co-operate with the. commission to the fullest possible 
extent. 

(8) The commission shall keep a w1'itten record of its proceeding's. Three members 
shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business alld all actions shall require the 
approval of a majOlity of all the members of the commission. 

(9) The commissioners may have other gainful employment and shall be compensated 
on the basis of $25 per diem together with necessary and actual expenses incurred while 
performing' their duty. 

(10) State. employes may be employed by the commission with the consent of the 
g'overnor and the department concerned. Such employes shall retain lUllnterrupted their 
civil service. rating, sick leave, vacation and other rights under ch. 16 and after te1'lllina­
tion of their employment by the. cOlmllission shall be returned to the respective depart­
ments and agencies from which they were transferred for resumption of their regula,r 
employment. 

(11) Necessary expenditures made in the can:ying out of the purposes of the com­
mission shall be paid out of appropriation provided by s. 20;822 (71) and in the manner 
set forth therein. 

(12) The commission shall report annually to the governor and biennially to the legis­
lature and shall make such other reports as the govel'llOr may require. 

15.97 Intera,gency committee on health and welfare. (1) The purpose of this sec­
tion is to promote the. welfare of the' state by providing a method of collecting, analyzing 
and interpreting data aJId making recOlmnendations, to the several state agencies regard­
ing' the hlll11an resources of the state . 

. (2) There is created an interagency connnittee on health and welfare consisting of 3 
representatives of the state boa;t'd of health, 3 representatives of the' department of public 
welfaJ'e and 3 other state employes or officers selected by the governor because of a partic­
ular interest in human welfare. All members shall serve at the pleasure of their appoint~ 
ing officers. 

(3) The cOllllIllttee shall at its first meeting select a chairman, vice chairman and sec­
retary and arrange for bimonthly meetings. Members shall receive no compensation for 
their services in addition to their salaJ.'ies as state officers or employes. 

(4) The committee may select subcommittees. 
(5) The committee shall study operations of the several agencies. of state government 

relating to health and public welfaJ.'e and make recommendations to the legislature through 
the legislative council and to the departments involved. It shall have no other power than 
to study, advise and recommend. 

(6) The several state ag'encies shall co-operate in making infomlation available to the 
committee. 
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15.98 Governor's educational advisory committee. (1) CREATION. There is created 
thE! governor's educational advisory committee to consist of such representatives of state 
agencies which have an interest, in the educational program for veterans and such other 
persons with a, demonstrated interest in the educational progTam for veterans as the 
governor may select. The members of the committee shall serve at the convenience of the 
governor. 

(2) PURPOSE; DUTIES. The committee is created for the purpose of and has the duty 
of approving and supervising schools and educational courses for the training of vet­
erans of the m'med forces under P.L. 346; 58 Stat. 284 and P.L. 550; 66 Stat. 682, and 
other acts of congress relating to the training of veterans amendatory and supplementary 
thereto and complying with the federal request that each state create a state approving 
agency except for progTams of training affecting on the farm training' and apprentices 
provided for by sub. (6). 

(2a) CERTIFICATION OF SOHOOLS GENERALLY. (a) The committee is authorized to: 
1. Investig'ate the adequacy of courses leading to vocational and occupatiOlial objec­

tives offered, by agencies not supported wholly by taxes, to residents of Wisconsin, ex­
cept courses approved by recognized accrediting agencies and courses conducted by an 
employer for his employes or any denominational course having a sectarian objective. 

2. Establish rules, stam1ards and criteria to prevent fraud and misrepresentation in 
the sale and advertising' of courses, and to encourage schools to maintain courses, cur­
ricula, and instruction consistent in quality, content and length comparable to 1;ecog11ized 
and accepted courses offered in schools with similar vocational and training' objectives. 

3. Publish a list of schools and courses meeting standards and criteria as prescribed 
by the cOlll1nittee from time to time. 

(3) OFFICERS; lIIEETINGS. The officers of the committee shall consist of a chairman 
and secretary selected by the committee from among' its members. The conunittee shall 
determine the time and place of meeting, but may be called by the governor at any time. 

(4) ElIIPLOYES. Such personnel as are required to carry out the functions of the 
committee may be employed by a state agency designated by the committee provided that 
the a.ppropriations to such state agency shall be reimbursed wholly or partially from fed­
eral funds for the salary and expenses of sueh personnel as long as federal funds for such 
pm'poses are made available. The conllnittee may expend state moneys for personal serv­
ices. 

(5) CONTRAC'l'S. l'11e committee is authorized to enter into contracts with the federal 
veterans' administration or other proper federal agency for the approval and inspection 
of schools and educational courses for the training of veterans of the armed forces under 
the federal laws lllentioned in sub. (2) and other acts of congress relating' to the training 
of veterans amendatory and supplementary thereto, and to receive and disburse moneys 
received under such contract. All money received by the conmiittee by reason of such 
contract shall be paid within one week into the g'eneral fund, and upon certification of 
the governor's educational advisory COllll11iitee shall become available for expenditure by 
the state agency designated by thH comlnittee. 

(6) EXCEPTIONS. The governor may designate the following' agencies for approval 
and supervision of special phases of the program of veterans' education: 

. (a.) On the job and apprenticeship training program, the industrial commission. 
(b) On the farm training' program, the state board of vocational and adult education. 
(c) Embalmers and funeral directors' apprentices, the state board of health.

15.99 Continuing revenue survey commission. (1) CREATION. There is created 
for the period from July 1, 1959 to December 31, 1960, a commission to consist of 19 
members for the g'eneral PU11Jose of studying the revenue structm'e of the state and its 
subdivisions with the responsibility for making specifie recommendations for improving 
the revenue programs of the state and its subdivisions to the g'ovel'nor and each session 
of the legislature not later than the January 15 0'£ each odd-numbered year. 

(2) PURPOSE. The scope of the commission's duties are as follows: 
(a) To study the adequacy, equity and stability of the state and local revenue struc­

ture. 
(b) To study the conduciveness of the revenue structure to the, economic growth of 

the state and its subdivisions. 
(e) To survey the administration, including' assessment, collection and enforcement 

practices, of the state and local revenue structure. 
(d) To analyze the distribution of revenue and aids between inter-governmental units 

in Wisconsin and the allocation of revenue som'ces between units of government. 
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(e) To make a, thorough review of exemptions from ta.'l: liability. 
(f) To make a thorough review of the debt practices of the state and local units of 

government. 
(3) COMPOSITION. The governor shall appoint 15 members of the commission, in­

cluding among such appointments one member of the senate and one member of the 
assembly who shall not belong to t.he same political party. At the commencement of each 
regular session of the legislature, the majority and minority leaders of both the senate 
and the assembly shall appoint from their respective political parties, the member of 
their respective branch of the legislature best qualified to serve on this commission. The 
governor shall designate the chainnan of the commission. 

(4) TERM. The term of office shall be 4 years. Six of the members of the commis­
s,ion first appointed by the governor shall serve for 4 yeal's and 7 members so appointec1 
shall serve 2 years. The legislative members of the co1lll1lission appointed by the governor 
and those appointed by the majority and minority leaders shall serve for the biennium 
only as above providec1. 

(5) STAFF. The commission may employ such research or administrative staff as it 
deems necessal',Y outside the classified service. 

(6) POWERS. The commission may hold public hearing's in various Pal·ts of the 
state and subpoena and swear witnesses under ss. 13.25 to 13.30. 

(7) PER DIEM AND EXPE·NSES. Members of the commission shall receive per c1iem of 
$20 for each full day of attendance at a meeting of the commission plus their actual and 
necessal',Y expenses incurred in the discharge of their official duties. Members of the com­
mission who are also members of the legislature shall not receive per diem but shall be 
entitled to reimbursement for their actual fild necessacl',Y e~l)enses. 

15.995 Wisconsin federal surplus property development commission. (1) PUR­
POSE AND OREATION. In order that federally-owned land, improvements and appm'te­
nances thereto which may be disposed of by the federal government may be acquired and 
integratec1 into the -V'iTisconsin economy with the least amount of dislocation of economic, 
social and governmental institutions of the state, in order that the tax base may be 
enhanced, in order to assm'e effective zoning and land use development of such property 
and in order to provide a, facility competent to prevent the piecemeal and unplanned dis­
position and discorc1ant development of such property which would have a. lasting detri­
mental effect, on said institutions, there is createc1 a, ,7Visconsin federal surplus property 
development cOlll1nission hereafter known as the commission. The commission shall be 
composed of 5 members to be a.ppointed by the governor with the advice and consent of 
the senate for terms of 3 years. Vacancies shall be filled as provided in s. 17.20 (2). The 
terms of the members first appointec1 shan begin as soon after February 21, 1960 as ma.y 
be. The terms of the members subsequently appointed shall begin July 1; of those 
appointed effective July 1, 1960, one shall be appointed for one year; 2 for 2 years and 2 
for 3 years. 

(2) POWERS AND DUTIES. The commission shan have the following powers and 
duties: 

(a.) To ascertain the feasibility of acquiring surplus federal lands and improvements 
and appurtenances thereto within this state in order to assure that such property will be 
properly integrated into the economic, socia.l and governmental institutions of the state. 

(b) If, after study of any available federal surplus property, it is determined by a 
majority of the conmllssioners that the procurement of such property is in the public 
interest, the individual members of the commission may, by and with the consent of the 
governor, incorporate wlder the fec1eral surplus property development corporation laws 
and develop and dispose of any such a.vailable property. 

(c) To study social, economic and governmental problems relating to such property; 
to confer with officials of affected local units of government with respect to such prob­
lems and to propose solutions with respect thereto. 

(d) To employ such personnel as may be requirec1 to conduct necessa.ry studies and 
surveys. 

(e) To request of any state agency or any agency of a political subdivision such c1ata 
as may be necessal',Y to accomplish its purposes, and such agencies shall comply with said 
requests. 

(f) To grant approval before any portion of property acquired by a corporation 
created by it may incorporate as a city or village or be annexed to any incorporated 
municipality and no such property shall be incorporated or annexed without such 
approval. 

(3) RECORDS AND COMPENSATION. The c01ll111ission shall keep a record of its pro-
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ceedings. The members shall receive no compensation but shaH be reimbursed for their 
actual and necessary expenditures. The commission shall report annually to the gov­
ernor and biennially to the legislature.
