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32.01 Definitions. In this chapter unless the context clearly requires otherwise:
(1) “Person” includes the state, a county, town, village, city, school district or other
municipal corporation, a hoard, commission, corporation, or housing authority created
under ss. 66.40 to 66.404, or 1edevelopment authority created under s. 66.431.

(2) “Property” includes estates in lands, fixtures and personal property directly con-
nected with lands.

32.02 Who may condemn; purposes. The followmg municipalities, boards, commis-
sions, public officers and corporations may acquire by condemnation any real estate and
personal property appurtenant thereto or 1nte1est therein which they have power to
acquire and hold, for the purposes specified, in case such property cannot be acquired by
gift or purchase at an agreed price:

(1) Any county, town, village, city including villages and cities incorporated under
general or special acts, sehool district, soil conservation district, the state department of
publie welfare, the regents of the university of Wisconsin, the hoard of regents of state
colleges, or any public board or commission, for any lawful purpose, but in the cage of
city and village boards or eommissions approval thereof shall have been granted by the
governing hody.

(2) The governor and adjutant general for land adjacent to the Wisconsin state
military reservation at Camp Douglas for the use of the Wisconsin national guard.

'(8) Any railroad corporation, any street or internrban railway eorporation, any

grantee of a permit to construet a dam to develop hydroelectric energy for sale to the
pubhc or for the operation of a street or interurban railway, any Wiseonsin plank or
turnpike road corporation, any drainage corporation, any interstate bridge corporation,
or any corporation formed under chapter 288, laws of 1899, for any public purpose
authorized by its articles of organization.

(4) Any Wisconsin telegraph or telephone corporation for the construetion and loea-
tion of its lines.

(5). Any Wisconsin eorporation engaged in the business of transmlt’cmg or furnishing
heat, power or electric light for the public, or any corporation holding a valid permit
issued under s. 107.05, for the construction and location of its lines or for ponds or
reservoirs or any dam, dam site, flowage rights or undeveloped water power.

(6) Any Wisconsin corporation furnishing gas, electric light or power to the public,
for additions or extensions to its plant.

(7) Any Wisconsin corporation formed for the improvement of any stream and driv-
ing logs therein, for the purpose of the improvement of such stream, or for ponds or
reservoir purposes.

(8) :Any Wisconsin corporation organized to furnish water or light to any city or
village or the inhabitants thereof, for the construction and maintenance of its plant.

(9) Any Wisconsin corporation transmitting gas, oil or related produets in pipelines
for sale to the public directly or for sale to one or more other corporations furnishing
such gas, oil or related products to- the public.

(10) Any rural electrie co-operative association organized under ch, 185 Whlch oper-
ates a rural electrification project to: :
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(a) Generate, distribute or furnish at cost electric energy at retail to 500 or more
members of said association in accordance with standard rules for extension of its service
and facilities as provided in the bylaws of said association and whose hylaws also provide
for the aceeptance into membership of all applicants therefor who may reside within the
territory in which such association undertakes to furnish its serviee, without diserimina-
tion as to such applicants; or

(b) Generate, transmit and furnish electrie energy at wholesale to 3 or more rural
electric co-operative associations furnishing electric energy under the conditions set forth
in par. (a), for the construction and location of its lines, or substation or generating
plants, or for ponds or reservoirs, or any dam, dam site, flowage rights or undeveloped
water power, or for additions or extension of its plant.

(11) Any housing authority created under ss. 66.40 to 66.404, or redevelopment
anthority ereated under s. 66.431.

(12) Any person operating a plant which creates waste material which, if released
without treatment would caunse stream pollution, for the location of treatment faecilities.

(13) Any corporation licensed to do business in Wisconsin that shall transmit oil or
related produets ineluding all hydrocarbons which are in a liguid form at the tempera-
ture and pressure under which they are transported in pipelines in Wisconsin, and shall
maintain terminal or product delivery facilities in Wisconsin, and shall be engaged in
interstate or international commerce, subject to the approval of the publie service com-
mission upon a finding by it that the proposed real estate interests sought to he aequired
are in the publie interest.

32.03 When condemnation not to be exercised. (1) The general power of condem-
nation conferred in this chapter does not extend to property owned by the state, 2 muniei-
pality, public board or commission, nor to the condemnation by a railroad, public utility
or electrie co-operatfive of the property of either a railroad, publie utility or electric
co-operative unless such power is specifically conferved by law, provided that property
not to exceed 100 feet in width owned by or otherwise under the control or jurisdietion
of a public board or commission of any eity may be condemned by a railroad corporation
for right of way or other purposes, whenever such city by ordinance consents thereto.
This chapter does not apply to the acquisition by munieipalities of the property of public
utilities used and useful in their business, nor to any city of the first class, except that
every such city may conduet any condemnation proeeedings either under this chapter or,
at its option, under other laws applicable to such city. ,

(2) Any railroad corporation or street or interurban railway corporation, or pipe-line
corporation may acquire by condemnation lands or interest therein which are held and
owned by another railroad corporation, street or interurban railway or pipe-line corpo-
ration. In the case of a railroad corporation, or street or interurban railway corporation
no such land shall he taken so as to interfere with the main track of the railroad first
established except for crossing, and in the case of a pipe-line corporation no such land
shall be taken except for crossing or in such manner as to interfere with or endanger
railroad operations. ‘

(3) Any public utility corporation, or co-operative association mentioned in s. 32.02
(10), upon securing from the public service commission, pursuant to written application
and upon due notice to all interested parties, an order determining that lands or interests
therein sought to be acquired by the applicant are owned by a public utility corporation
or such rural electric co-operative and are not then heing used by the owner for service
to the public by the public utility or to its members by such co-operative association and
will not be required in the future for such purposes to an extent and within a period
which will be interfered with by the appropriation of the lands. or interests sought to he
condemned, may acquire by condemnation such lands or interests therein. No lands, or
interests therein, helonging to a publie utility corporation or to any such co-operative
association which is being held by such owner as a site for an eleetric generating plant,
and no other property so owned, or any interest therein, which is used or suitable for the
development of water power, shall be subject to eondemnation under this subsection;
except that an undeveloped water power site, belonging to any such public utility corpo-
ration or to any such co-operative association and which is within the flowage area of any
other undeveloped water power site, may be condemmed pursuant to this subsection, but only
if, upon application to it, the public service commission, after hearing held upon notice to
such owner and all parties interested, shall by order determine the necessity of taking
such lands or interest therein. Such order shall be subject to review as prescribed. by..ch.
227. Any condenmation of lands pursnant to this subsection shall be conducted; in: accord-

ance with the procedure and requirements preseribed by ss. 32.04 to 32.14. |




557 EMINENT DOMAIN 32,05

32.04 Procedure in condemnation, All acquisition of property in this state by
condemnation, except as hereinafter provided, commenced after April 6, 1960 shall be
acecomplished in the following manner:

32.06 Condemnation for streets, highways, storm or sanitary sewers, watercourses,
alleys and airports. This section does not apply to town highways created or altered
under ch. 80 except as to jury trials on appeals provided for by ss. 80.24 and 80.25, nor
to proceedings in cities of the first class under chapter 275, laws of 1931, as amended
(Kline Law). All other condemnation of property for publie alleys, streets, highways,
airports or storm sewers and sanitary sewers or watercourses undertaken by sewerage
commissions governing metropolitan sewerage districts ereated by s. 59.56 or 66.20 shall
proceed as follows:

(1) RerocaTioN ORDER. The state highway commission, turnpike commission, county
board of supervisors (or the county highway committee when so authorized by said
boald), county expressway commission, city counecil, village board, sewerage commission
governing metropolitan sewerage distriet created by s. 59.96 or s. 66.20 or state aero-
nautics commission shall make an order providing for the laying out, relocation and
improvement of the public highway, street, alley, storm and sanitary sewers, watercourses
or airport which shall be known as the relocation order. This order shall meclude a map
or plat showing the old and new locations and the lands and interests required. A copy
of the order shall, within 20 days after its issue, be filed with the county clerk of the
county wherein the lands are located.

(2) ApprArsan. The condemmnor shall cause at least one, or more in his discretion,
appraisal to be made of all property proposed to be acquired. In making any such ap-
praisal the appraiser shall confer with the owner or one of the owners, or his personal
representative, if reasonably possible.

(2a2) NegoriarioN. Before making the jurisdictional offer provided in sub. (3), the
condemnor shall attempt to negotiate personally with the owner or one of the owners or
his personal representative of the property sought to be taken for the purchase of the
same. In such negotiation the condemmor is authorized to contraet to pay the items of
compensation entwmerated in ss. 32.09 and 32.19 as may be applicable to the property in
one or more instalments on such conditions as the condemmnor and property owners may
agree,

(3) JURISDICTIONAL OFFER TO PURCHASE. Condemmor shall send to the owner, or one
of the owners of record, and to the mortgagee, or one of the mortgagees of each mortgage
of record, a notice:

(a) Stating briefly the nature of the project with reference to the relocation order
and that the condemnor in good faith intends to use the property sought to he condemned
for such public purpose.

(b) Deseribing the property and the interest therein sought fo be taken.

(e) Stating the proposed date of occupancy regardless of the date of taking.

(d) Stating the amount of compensation offered, itemized as to the items of damage
as set forth in s. 32.09 and that compensation for additional items of damage as set forth
in s, 32.19 may be claimed under s. 32.20 and will be paid if shown to exist,

(e) Statmg that the applalsal or one of the appraisals of the property on which con-
demnor’s offer is hased is available for inspection at a specified place by persons having
an interest in the lands sought to he acquired.

(g) Stating that the owner has 20 days from date of completion of serviee upon him
of the offer, as specified in sub, (6), in which to accept or reject the offer.

(h) Statmg that if the owner has not accepted such offer as provided in sub. (6) he
has 40 days from date of completion of service upon him of the offer to commence a court
action to contest the right of condemnation as provided in sub. (5); provided that the
aceeptance and retention of any compensation resulting from an award made prior to
the commencement of such an action shall be an absolute bar to such action.

(i) Stating that the owner, subjeet to subs. (9) (a) and (11), will have 2 years from
the date of taking his plope_lty by award in which to appeal for greater compensation
without prejudice to his right to use the compensation given him by the award.

(4) How NOTICE OF JURISDICTIONAL OFFER.IS GIVEN. The giving of such notice is a
jurisdietional requisite to a taking by condemnation. Such notice may be given by per-
sonal service in the manner of service of a cireuit court summons, or it may be trans-
mitted by certified mail. If serviee is by mail, service of the papers shall be deemed
completed on the date of mailing and the use of mail service shall not increase the time
allowed to act in -answer to or in consequence of such service. If such owner or mort-
gagee is unknown or cannot be found such notice shall he published once in a newspaper
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of general cireulation in the county wherein the property is located. If such owner is
a minor, or an meompetent person, the condémnor shall serve such notice upon the legal
oualdlan of such minor or incompetent, and if there is no such guardian-the condemnor
shall proceed under s. 32.15 to have a special gnardian appointed to represent such minor
or incompetent in such proceeding. The reasonable fees of such special guardian as
approved by the court shall be paid by the condemnor. Such notice shall be called the
“jurisdictional offer.” The condemnor shall file a lis pendens on or within 14 days of the
date of service or mailing of the jurisdictional offer or within 14 days of the ‘date of
publication if publication is necessary. The lis pendens shall include a copy of the juris-
dictional offer. Trom the time of such filing every purchaser or encumbrancer whose
conveyance or encumbrance is not recorded or filed shall be ‘deemed a subsequent pur-
chaser or encumbrancer and shall be hound by the texrms of the jurisdictional offer and
it shall not he necessary to serve other jurisdictional offers on such subsequent purchaser
or encumbrancer. In the award the condemnor may name and make payment to -parties
who were owners or mortgagees at the time of the filing of the lis pendens unless ‘subse-
quent purchasers or encumbrancers give written notice to the condemnor of their :subse-
quently aequired interests in which event such parties shall be named m the awald as
then interests may appear. . :

(5) COURP ACTION TO CONTEST RIGHT OF CONDEMNATION. When an owner desires to
contest the right of the condemmor to condemn the property deseribed in the jurisdictional
offer, for any reason other than that the amount of conpensation offered is inadequate,
sueh owner may within 40 days from the date of personal service of the jurisdictional
offer or within 40 days from the date of postmark of the certified mail letter transmitting
such :offer, or within 40 days after date of. publication of the jurisdictional- offer as to
persons for: whom such publication was necessary and was made, commence an action in
the circuit court of the county wherein the property is located, naming the condemmor
as defendant.. Such action shall be the only manner in, which any issue other than.the
amount of just compensation, or other than proceedings to perfect title ag provided .in
ss. 32,11 and 32.12, may be raised perfaining to the condemnation.of the property de-
seribed in the jurisdictional offer.. The trial of the issues raised by the pleadings in such
action shall be given precedence over all other actions in said court them not on trial.
If the action is not commenced within the time limited the owner or other person having
any intevest in the property shall he forever harred from raising any such objection in
any other manner. Nothing in this section shall be construed to limit in any respect the
right to determine the necessity of taking as conferred by s. 82,07 nor to prevent the
condemnor from pioceeding with condemnation during the pendency of the action to
contest the right to condemn.

(6) ACCEPTANCE OF JURISDICTIONAL. OFFER, The owner has 20- days from the date
of personal service of the jurisdietional offer or 20 days from the date of postmark of
the certified mail letter transmitting such offer, or if publication of the jurisdictional
offer was necessary and was made, 20 days.after the date of such publication, in :which
to accept the jurisdietional offer unless such time is extended by mutual written consent
of the condemnor and condemnee. . If such offer is aceepted, the transfer of title .shall be
accomplished within 60 days after acceptance including payment of the consideration
stipulated in such offer. If the jurisdictional offer is rejected in writing by all of:the
owners of record the condemnor may proceed to make an award forthwith, At any time
prior to aceceptance of the jurisdietional offer by the condemnee the same may be with-
drawn by the condemnor, -

(7) AWARD OF COMPENSATION, If the owner has not acCepted the’ Jumsdwtlonal offer
within' the periods limited in sub. (6) or fails to consummate an acceptance as provided
therein, the condemn01 may make an award of damaoes in the manner and sequence of
acts as follows:

(a) The award shall be in writing. It shall state that it is made pursuant to reloea-

tion order of (name of comnnssmn, hoard or council having Junsdletlon to’ make the im-
provement) No. ... ‘dated .... filed in the office of the County Clerk, County of .
It shall name all persons havmg an interest' of record in the property taken and may
name other persons. Tt ghiall describe such property by legal description and state’ the
interest therein sought to be condemned and the date when actual ocecupancy of ‘the prop-
erty condemned will be taken by condemnor. The award shall also state the compensation
for the taking which shall be an amount at least equal to the amount of the jurisdictional
offer, The award shall state that the econdemnor has complied with all jurisdictional re-
quirements. An amended award for the purpose of correcting error wherein the award
as recorded. differs from the jurisdictional offer may be made, selved and recorded as
provided by this section.
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(b) Copy of such award shall be served on or mailed by certified mail to all persons
named therein. If any such person cannot be found or his address is unknown, the award
shall be published once a week for 3 weeks in a newspaper of general cireulation in the
county wherein the property is situated and completed publication as shown by affidavit
shall constitute proper service. Sueh award shall be known as the “basic award”.

- (¢) When service of the award has been completed, and after payment of the award
as ‘provided in par. (d), the award shall be recorded in the office of the register of deeds
of the county wherein the property is located. Therenpon title in fee simple to the. prop-
erty described in the award, or the lesser right in property aequired by the award shall
vest in the condemmor as of the time of recor ding. The date of such recording is the “date

of evaluation” and also the “date of taking”,

“(d) On or before said date of taking, a check, naming the parties in interest as payees,
for the amount of the award less outstanding dehnquent tax liens, proportionately allo-
cated as in division in redemption under ss. 74.06, 74.32 and 75.01 when necessary and
less prorated taxes of the same year, if any, llkewlse proportionately allocated when
necessary against the property taken, shall at the option of the condemnor be mailed by
certified mail to the owner or one of the owners of record or be deposited with the clerk
of the cirenit court of the county for the benefit of the persons named in the award. The
persons, entitled thereto may receive their proper shave of such award by petition to and
order of the ecirenit court of the county. Such petition shall be filed with the clerk of
such court without fee.

(8) 'WRIT OF ASSISTANCE; LIABILITY FOR WASTE wuNT,  If all ‘jurisdictional require-
ments necessary to making the award have been eomphed with and if the amount of such
award has been paid or. tendered as required, the circuit court of the county ivherein such
property .is located shall upon 48 hours’ notice of hearing of a petition therefor, grant a
writ of assistance to the condemnor to be put in possession of such interest in the property
condemn_ed as is taken by the.award.: . Any person occupying the property after title has
vested in the: eondemnor shall be Hable to:the condemnor for all waste. committed or
allowed .by. such'.occupant during such oceupancy, and .shall also, at the condemnor’s
option, he liable to pay to condemnol a reasonable rental of land improved by buildings
for all periods of oceupancy after the date of faking or the date of oecupancy indicated
in the jurisdictional: offer, whicheyer is later.

(9).; APPEAL, FROM AWARD BY OWNER OR OTHER PARTY IN INTEREST. (a) Any party
havmg an jnterest-in the property condemmed may, within 2 years after the date of taking,
appeal from the award, except as hereinafter limited by applying to the judge of the
cireuit or. county court of the county wherein the property is located for assignment to a
commission of county condemmation commissioners as provided in s. 32.08. Such appli-
cation shall contain 'a deseription of :the property condemned -and the names and last
known addresses -of all parties in interest but shall not disclose the amount of the juris-
dictional offer nor the amount of the' basic:award. : Violation of this prohibition shall
nullify such application. - Notice of such application shall he given to the clerk of the
court. and to all other persons other than the applicant who: were parties to the award.
Such notice may be given by certified mail or ‘personal service.: Upon. proof of such serv-
ice the judge shall forthwith make such assignment. Where one party in interest: has
appealed . from the award, 1o other party in-interest who has heen served with notice of
such appeal may: take 'a separate appedl, but may join in: the appeal by serving notice
upon the condémnor and the appellant of his election to do so. 'Such notice shall be given
by certified mail or personal service within 10 days after receipt of notice of the appeal
and shall be filed with the clerk of the court. Upon failure to give and file such notice
all other parties of interest shall he deemed not to have appealed. The result of such
appeal shall not affect parties who have not joined -in the appeal as hereinabove pro-
vided. In cases involving more than one party in interest with a right to appeal, the
first . of such parties filing an appeal under this subsection or under sub. (11) shall.de-
termine whether. such appeal shall be under this subsection or under sub. (11). - No party
in interest may.file an appeal under this subsection if another party in interest in the.
same lands has filed a prior appeal complying with.the requirements of sub. (11)..There~
after the proeedure shall be as preseribed in s, 32.08. ‘In eases involving multiple owner-
ship or mterests in lands taken the followmg rules shall also apply:

1. Where all parties having an interest in the' property taken do not join in an appeal,
such fact shall not change the requirement that a finding of fair market value of the
entire property taken and damages, if any, to the entire property taken, shall he made
in determining compensation. Determination of the separate interests of parties having
an interest in property taken shall, in cases of dispute, be resolved by a separate parti-
tion: action as set forth herein, :

2. In cases where the amount of the awald appealed from is inereased on appeal,
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suech amount shall he paid by the condemnor making tender of the amount to one of the
appellant owners or appellant parties of interest in the same manner governing the
tender of a basic award. In event a determination on appeal reduces the amount of the
appealed award those parties who joined in the appeal shall be liable, jointly and sev-
erally, to the condemning authority.

3. When the owners or parties having an interest in land taken cannot agree on the
division of an award, any of such owners or parties of interest may petition the eir-
cuit court for the county wherein the property is located for partition of the award
moneys as provided in s. 277.01. When the tender of an award is refused, the condemn-
ing anthority may pay the award to the clerk of the cireuit court for the county wherein
the property is located and no interest shall acerue against the condenmming authority for
moneys so paid.

(b) If the commission’s award exceeds the basic award the owner shall recover the
excess plus interest thereon until payment from the date of taking less a period which is
14 days after the date of filing the commission’s award. If the commission’s award is less
than the basic award, the condemnor shall recover the difference with interest until pay-
ment from the date of taking.

(e) All sums due under this subsection shall be paid within 70 days after date of filing
of the commissioner’s award unless within such time an appeal is taken to the cirveuit
court. In the event such appeal is later dismissed before trial such payment shall be
made within 60 days after the dismissal date.

(d) In the event the award of the county condemnation commissioners is lower than
the hasic award and tender of the basic award has heen accepted by an owner, the con-
demnor shall have a lien against such owner for the amount of the difference, The lien
shall give the name and address of the owner or owners, refer to the basic award and
the award on appeal and state the difference in amounts. The lien may be filed in -the
office of the register of deeds and when so filed shall attach to all property of the owner
presently owned or subsequently acquired in any county where such lien is filed. Such
lien shall remain in force with interest until satisfied or until it is set aside by a Judgment
of the cirenit court in an action pursuant to sub. (10).

(10) APPEAL FROM COMMISSION’S AWARD TC CIRCUIT COURT. (a) Within 60 days after
the date of filing of the commission’s award, any party to the proceeding before the com-
mission may appeal to the circuit court of the county wherein the property is located.
Notice of such appeal shall be given to the clerk of the circuit court and to- all persons
other than the appellant who were parties to the proceeding before the commissioners.
Notice of appeal may be given by certified mail or by personal service. The clerk shall
thereupon enter the appeal as an action pending in said court with the condemnee as
plaintiff and the condemnor as defendant. It shall thereupon proceed as an action in said
court subject to all the provisions of law relating to actions blought therein and shall
have precedence over all actions not then on trial. The sole.issues to be tried shall he
questions of title, if any, under ss. 32,11 and 32,12 and the amount of just compensation
to be paid by condemnor. It shall be tried by jury unless waived by both plaintiff and
defendant. Neither the amount of the Jumsdlctlonal offer, the basiec award, nor the award
made by the ecommission shall be disclosed to the jury dunng such trial,

(b) The court shall enter judgment for the amount found to be due after giving effect
to any amount paid by reason of a prior award. The judgment shall include legal interest
on the amount so found due from the date of taking if judgment is for the condemnor,
and from 14 days after the date of taking if judgment is for the condemnece., Costs shall
be allowed pursnant to 8. 271.02 (2).

(¢) All moneys due under this subsection shall be paid within 60 days after entry of
judgment unless within such perlod an appeal is taken by any party to' the supleme

court.

(11) WAIVER OF HEARING BEFORE COMMISSION; APPEAL TO CIRCUIT COURY AND JURY.
The owner of any interest in the property condemned named in the basic award may
elect to waive the appeal procedure specified in sub. (9) and instead, within 2 years after
the date of taking, appeal to the cireuit court of the county whelem the property-is lo-
eated. The notice of appeal shall he served as provided in sub. (9) (a). Filing of the
notice of appeal shall constitute such waiver. The clerk shall thereupon enter the appeal
as an action pending in said court with the condemnee as plaintiff and the condemnor as
defendant. Tt shall proceed as an action in said court subject to all the provisions of law
relating to aections originally brought therein and shall have precedence over all other
actions not then on trial. The sole issues to be tried shall he questions of title, if any,
under ss. 32.11 and 32.12 and the amount of just compensation to be paid by condemnor.
It shall be tried by jury unless waived by both plaintiff and defendant. The amount of
the jurisdictional offer or basic award shall not be diselosed to the jury during such
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trial. Where one party in interest has appealed from the award, no other party in
interest who has been served with notice of such appeal may take a separate appeal but
may join in the appeal by serving notice upon the condemmor and the appellant of his
election to do so.- Such notice shall be given by certified mail or personal serviee within
10 days after receipt of notice of the appeal and shall be filed with the clerk of court.
Upon failure to give such notice such parties shall be deemed not to have appealed. The
appeal shall not affect parties who have not joined in the appeal as herein provided. In
cases involving more than one party in interest with a right to appeal, the first of such
parties filing an appeal under sub. (9) or under this subsection shall determine whether
such appeal shall be under sub. (9) or direetly to the cireuit conrt as here provided. No
party in interest may file an appeal under this subsection if another party in interest
in the same lands has filed & prior appeal complying with the requirements of sub. (9).
In ‘cases involving multiple ownership or interests in lands taken the provisions of s.
32.05 (9) (a) 1, 2 and 3 shall govern.

« (a) - If the jury wverdict-as approved hy the court does not exceed the basie award, the
condemnor shall have judgment against the appellant for the difference hetween the jury
verdiet and the amount of the basic award, plus interest on the amount of such difference
fromi the date of taking, plus condemnor’s taxable statutory costs and dleUlenlelltS pur-
suanttors-271.027(2).

(b) If the jury verdict as approved by the-court exceeds the basic award the appellant
shall have judgment for the amount of such excess plus legal interest thereon to date of
entry.of judgment from that date which is 14 days after the date of taking, plus his
statutory taxable costs and disbursements pursuant to s, 271,02 (2).

in condemnation in all matters exeept streets, highways, storm or sanitary sewers, water-
courses, dlleys and airport acquisitions, acquisitions under chapter 275, laws of 1931, as
amended (Kline Law), acqulsmons under ch. 157, and acquisitions under ch. 197, shall be
as follows:

(1) DETERMINATION OF NECESSITY OF TAKING. The necessity of the taking -shall be
determined as provided in s. 32.07.

(2) Arprarsan. ' The condemnor shall cause at least one (or more in his diseretion)
appraisal to be made of the property proposed to be acquired. In making any such ap-
praisal the appraiser shall confer with the owner or one of the owners, or his personal
representative, if reasonably possible.

(2a) Acreep PRICE. Before making the jurisdictional offer provided in sub. (3) the
condemnor shall attempt to negotiate personally with the owner or one of the owners or
his pelsonal representative of the property sought to he taken for the purchase of the
same, In such negotiation the eondemnor is authorized to contract to pay the items of
compensation enumerated in ss. 32.09 and 32.19 where shown to exist.

(8) MAKING JURISDICTIONAL OFFER. The condemnor shall make and serve the juris-
dictional offer and notice in the form (insofar as applicable) and manner of service as
provided in s. 32.056 (3) and (4), but lis pendens shall not be filed until date of petition
under sub. (7). The offer shall state that if it is not aceepted within 20 days, the con-
demmor may petition for a determination of just compensation by county condemnation
commissioners and that either party may appeal from such determination to the cireuit
court within 70 days, -
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(4) RigHT OF MINORS AND INCOMPETENTS. If any person having an ownership inter-
est in the property proposed to be condemned is a minor or an incompetent person, a
speeial guardian shall be appointed for him pursuant to s. 32.06 (4).

(5) COURT ACTION TO CONTEST RIGHT OF CONDEMNATION. When an owner desires to
contest the right of the condemmor to condemn the property deseribed in.the jurisdictional
offer, for any reason other than that the amount of compensation offered is inadequate,
such owner may within 40 days from the date of personal service of the jurisdietional
offer or within 40 days from the date of postmark of the certified mail letter transmitting
such offer, or within 40 days after date of publication of the jurisdictional offer as to
persons for whom such publication was necessary and was made, commence an action in
the circuit court of the county wherein the property is located, naming the condemnor as
defendant. Such action shall be the only manner in whieh any issue other than the
amount of just compensation or other than proceedings to perfect title under ss. 32.11
and 32.12 may be raised pertaining to the condemnation of the property deseribed
in the jurisdietional offer. The trial of the issues raised by the pleadings in such action
shall be given precedence over all other actions i said court then not on trial. If
such action is not commenced within the time. limited the owner or other person hav-
ing any interest in the property shall he forever barred from raising any such objec-
tion in any other manner. The commencement of an action by an owner under this sub-
section shall not prevent a condemnor from filing the petition provided for in sub. (7)
and proceeding thereon. Nothing in this subsection shall be construed to lmit in:any
respect the right to determine the necessity of taking as conferred by s. 32.07 nor to pre-
vent the condemmnor from proceeding with condemnation during the pendency of the
action to contest the right to condemn. This section shall not apply to any project initi-
ated under s. 66.431 and, in lieu of this section, s. 66.431 (7) shall govern.

(6) ACCEPTANGCE OF JURISDICTIONAL OFFER. The owner has 20 days from the date
of personal service of the jurisdictional offer or 20 days from the date of postmark of
the certified mail letter transmitting such offer or 20 days from the date of filing the
final judgment order or remittitur in the cireuit court of the county in an action 'com-
menced under sub. (5), if the judgment permits the taking of the land, in which to accept
the jurisdictional offer., If the offer is aceepted, the transfer of title shall be accomplished
within 60 days after acceptance including payment of the consideration stipulated in such
offer unless such time is extended hy mutual written consent of the condemnor and
condemnee. If the jurvisdictional offer is rejeeted in writing by all of the owners of
record the condemmnor may proceed to petition in condemnation forthwith, If the owner
fails to convey the condemmor may proceed as hereinafter set forth.

(7) PETITION FOR CONDEMNATION PROCEEDINGS. If the jurisdictional offer is not ac-
cepted within the periods limited in sub. (6) or the owner fails to consummate an ac-
ceptance as provided in sub. (6), the condemnor may present a verified petition to'the
judge of the cireuit or county court of the county in which the property to he taken is
located, for proceedings to determine the necessity of taking, where such determination is
vequired, and the amount of just compensation. Such petition shall state that the juris-
dictional offer required by sub. (3) has been made and rejected; that it is the intention
of the condemnor in good faith to use the property or right therein for the specified pur-
pose. It shall name the parties having an interest of record in such property as near as
may be and shall name such parties who are minors or persons of unsound mind or un-
known.  Such petition shall not disclose the amount of the jurisdictional offer, and if it
does so it shall be a nullity. Such petition shall he filed with the elerk of such court:
Notice of such petition shall be given as provided in s, 32.05 (4) to all persons having an
interest of reeord in such property, including the special gnardian appointed. for minors
or incompetent persons. A lis pendens shall be filed on the date of filing the. petition.
The date of filing the lis pendens shall he the “date of evaluation” of the property for
purpose of fixing just compensation. The hearing on the petition shall not bhe earlier
than 20 days after the date of its filing unless the petitioner has aequired. possession of
such land pursuant to s. 32.12 (1) in which event this hearing shall not be necessary. If
the petitioner is entitled to condemn the property or any portion thereof the judge shall
forthwith assign the matter to the chairman of the county condemnation commissioners for
hearing pursuant to s. 32.08. An order by the judge determining that the petitioner does
not have the right to condemn or refusing to assign the matter to the chairman of the
county condemnation commissioners may he appealed directly to the supreme court.

(8) CommISSION HEARING., Thereafter the commission shall proceed in the manner
and with the rights and duties as specified in s. 32.08 to hear the matter and make and
file its award with the elerk of the circuit court, specifying therein the property or in-
terests therein taken and the compensation allowed the owner, and the clerk shall give
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certified mail notice with return receipt requested of such filing, with a copy of the award
to condemnor and owner.

(9) ABANDONMENT OF PROCEEDINGS; OR PAYMENT OF AWARD. (a) The condemnor
nmust within 30 days after the date of filing of the commission’s award, if it desires to
abandon the proceeding, petition the judge of the circuit court of the county wherein
the property is situated, upon 5 days’ notice by certified mail to the owner, for leave to
abandon the petition for taking. The circuit judge shall grant such petition upon such
terms as he deems just, which terms may include reasonable expert witness fees incmrred
by condemnee for not to exceed 3 expert witnesses and a reasonable attorney’s fee both
as approved by the judge. Upon payment of such amount into court for the benefit of
the owner, the judge shall make a formal order discontinuing said proceeding which order
shall be recorded in the judgment hook of the court after the record of the commission’s
award. The order shall operate to divest any title of condemnor to the lands involved and
to antomatically discharge the lis pendens.

(b), If condemnor does not elect to ahandon the eondemnation proceeding as provided
in par. (a), it shall within 70 days after the date of filing of the commission’s award, pay
the amount of the award, plus legal interest from the date of taking but less delinguent
tax liens, proportionately allocated as in division in redemption under ss. 74.06, 74.32
and 75.01 when necessary and less prorated taxes of the year of taking, if any, likewise
proportionately allocated when necessary, to the owner and take and file his receipt there-
for with the clerk of the circuit court, or at the option of the condemnor pay the same
into the office of the clerk of the cireuit comrt for the benefit of the parties having an
intevest of record on the date of evaluation in. the property taken and give notice thereof
by certified mail to such parties. If the condemnor pays the amount of said award within
14 days after the date of filing of the commission’s award, no interest shall acecrue. Title
to the property taken shall vest in the condemnor upon the filing of such receipt or the
making of such payment.

(e) Condemnor shall have the right to possession on the date of payment of the
award as hereinabove provided, or as provided by an order of the court entered under s.
32.12, or on such later date as he has specified in the jurisdictional offer. If the con-
demnor is denied such right of possession he may upon 48 hours’ notice to the oceupant
apply to the cireuit court for a writ of assistance to put him in possession, and if the
condemnor has complied with all jurisdietional requirements the court shall grant such
writ. Any person occupying the property after title has vested in the condemnor shall be
liable to the condemnor for all waste committed or allowed on the lands condemned after
the date of such vesting of title. An occupant of said lands after said date of vesting of
title or the date of oceupanecy indicated in the jurisdictional offer, whichever is later, if
said lands are improved by buildings, shall be liahle to condemnor at his option for the
reasonable rental of said lands.

(10) - APPEAL TO CIROUIT COURT. Within 60 days after the date of filing of the com-
mission’s award. either. condemnor or owner may appeal to the circuit court by giving
notice of appeal to.the opposite party and to the clerk of the cireuit court as provided
in s, 32,05 (10). The clerk shall thereupon enter the appeal as an action pending in said
court with the condemmee as plaintiff and the condemnor as defendant. It shall there-
upon proceed as an action in said court subject to all the provisions of law re-
lating- to -actions brought therein, but the only issues to he tried shall be questions of
title, if any, as.provided by ss. 32.11 and 32.12 and the amount of just compensation to
he paid by condemnor, and it shall have precedence over all other actions not then on
trial. It shall be tried by jury unless waived by hoth plaintiff and defendant. The amount
of the jurisdictional offer or of the ecommission’s award shall not be disclosed to the jury
during. such trial,

(a) If the jury verdict as approved by the court exceeds the commission’s award the

owner shall have judgment inereased by the amount of his statutory taxable costs and
dishursements, together with legal interest from the date title vests in condemnor to date
of entry of judgment on the excess of the verdict over the compensation awarded by the
commission, ' : » :
“(b) If the jury verdict as approved by the court does not exeeed the commission’s
award the condemnor shall have judgment against the owner for the difference betieen
the verdict and the amount of the commission’s award with legal interest on such differ-
ence from the date condemnor paid such award, plus condemnor’s statutory taxable costs
and dishursements.

(e) If the jury verdict as approved by the court exceeds the amount of the jurisdie-
tional ‘offer, the condemnor may with 40 days after filing of such verdiet petition the
court for leave to abandon the proceeding and thereafter the provisions of sub. (9) (a)
shall apply. .
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(d) All judgments required to be paid shall be paid within 60 days after entry of
judgment unless within this period appeal is taken to the supreme court or unless con-
demnor has petitioned for and bheen granted an order abandoning the condemnation pro-
ceeding.

66.40 to 66.404; or for the right of way of a railroad or a street or interurban
railway up to 100 feet in width; or a telegraplh, telephone or other eleetrie line; or for
the right of way for a gas pipeline, main or service; or for easements for the construction
of any elevated structure or subway for railroad, street or interurban railway purposes,
the petitioner shall determine necessity.

(3) In all other cases, the judge shall determine the necessity.

(4) The determination of the public service commission of the necessity of takmg .any.
undeveloped water power site made pursuant to s. 32.03 (3). shall be conclusive.

32.076 Use after condemnation. Whenever the public service commission has made
a finding, either with or without hearing, (1) that it is reasonably certain it will be nec-
essary for a public utility, as defined in ch. 196, to acquire lands or interests therein for
the purpose of the conveyance of telegraph and telephone messages, or for the produe-
tion, transformation or tlansnnssmn of electric energy for the public, or for right of way
for a gas pipe line, main or service, and (2) that such public utility is unlikely to com-
mence construetion of its facilities upon such lands within 2 years of such finding, such
public utility may file its petition and proceed with condemnation as preseribed in s.
32.06 and no further determination of necessity shall be required. When the lands. to
be condemned under the provisions hereof are needed for rights of way for telegraph,
telephone or electric lines or plpe lines, it shall not be necessary that the particular parcel
or parecels of land be described in the commission’s finding, but it shall be sufficient that
such finding deseribed the termini of any such lines and the general direction or course
of the lines hetween the termini, but when the ufility files its petition under s. 32.06 it
shall specifically describe therein the lands to be acquired. Notwithstanding the eomple-
tion of the condemmation proceedings and the payment of the award made under this
chapter, the owner may continue to use the land until such time as the utility constructs
its facilities thereon. .

32,08 Commissioner of condemnation. (1) The office of commissioner of condem-
nation is created. In counties having a population of less than 100,000 there shall be 6
commiissioners; in counties having a population of 100,000 or more and less than 500,000
there.shall be 9 commissioners; in counties havmg a populatmn of 500,000 or more thele
shall be 12 commissioners, Tach such commissioner must be a,lesulent of the county or
of an adjoining county in the same judicial cireuit prior to his appointment.and remain
so during his term of office. Not more than one-third of such commissioners shall be
attorneys at law, licensed for aclive practice in this state.

(2) Such commissioners shall be appointed by the: circuit judge or ,]udges of the cir-
cuit court for such eounty and may be removed by said judge or judges: at their pleasure.
‘Where any county has more than one cireuit judge, the affirmative vote of a majority of
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such judges shall be necessary to an appointment or a removal. All appointments and
removals shall be filed with the clerk of the cireuit conrt for the county. Each eommis-
sioner shall take and file the official oath. The first appointments after April 6, 1960
shall be made for staggered texms of 1, 2 and 3 years as fixed by the civeuit judge. Theve-
after all appointments shall be made for 3-year terms. Vacancies shall he filled for the
rvemainder of the unexpired term.

(3) The commissioners in each county shall annually elect one of their number as
chairman, and he shall seleet and notify the commissioners to serve on each commission of
3 required to sit in condemnation. ..

(4) Commissioners shall receive no salary but shall be compensated for actual service
at an hourly rate to be fixed by the county board of such county. Commissioners shall
also receive mileage at 7 cents per mile for necessary and dirvect round trip travel from
their homes to the place where the condemmation commission conduets its hearings. The
chairman of the county commission shall receive such reasonable sum, computed at the
hourly rate as fixed by the county hoard, as shall be allowed by the circuit or county
judge having jurisdiction over the hearing, for his administrative work in selecting and
notifying the commissioners to serve in such condemnation hearing and his necessary out-
of-pocket expenses in connection therewith. All such compensation and expenses shall
be paid by the condemnor on order approved by the circuit or county judge as the case
may be,

(5) If the petitioner under s. 32.06 is entitled to condemn the property or any portion
thereof or interest therein, the cirenit or county judge having jurisdietion of such petition,
or to whom an application for county commissioner of condemmation review is taken
from a highway taking award, shall assign the matter to the chairman of the county con-
demnation commissioners who shall within 7 days select 3 of said commissioners to serve
as a commission to ascertain the ecompensation to be made for the taking of the property
or rights in property sought to he condemmed, fix the time and place of the hearing before
the commission, which time shall not be less than 20 nor more than 30 days from such
assignment date, and notify the parties in interest thereof. The judge’s order of assign-
ment shall be accompanied by a copy of the petition for condemnation. Notice shall be
given to each interested person or, where such persons have appeared in the proceeding
by an attorney then to such attorney, by certified mail with return receipt requested, post-
marked at least 10 days prior to the date of hearing. If any party eannot be found and
has not appeared in the proceedings notice shall be given by publication once a week for
2 suceessive weéeks in the newspaper in the community which the chairman of the con-
demnation commission directs. Costs of notification shall be paid by the petitioner upon
certification by the commission chairman.

(6) (a) At the hearing the commissioners shall first view the property sought to be
condemned and then hear all evidence desired to be produced. The condemnee shall pre-
sent his testimony first and have the right to close. In conducting said hearing the com-
mission shall not be bound by common law or statutory rules of evidence. It shall admit
all festimony having reasonable probative value, but shall exclude immaterial, irrelevant
and unduly repetitious testimony. The amount of a prior jurisdietional offer or award
shall not be disclosed to the commission. It shall give effect to the rules of privilege rec-
ognized by law. Basie principles of relevaney, materiality and probative force, as recog-
nized in equitable proceedings, shall govern the proof of all questions of faet. The com-
mission may on its own motion adjourn such hearing once for not more than 7 days, but
may by stipulation of all parties grant other adjournments. A majority of the commis-
sioners, being present, may determine all matters.

(b) If either party desives that the proceedings by the commission be transeribed, the
commission may order the same and the applicant shall pay the cost thereof. Within 10
days after the conclusion of such hearing the commission shall make a written award
specifying therein the property taken and the compensation, and file such award with the
clerk of the circuit court, who shall cause a copy thereof to be mailed to each party in
interest and record the original in the judgment hook of such court. The commission shall
file with the clerk of the court a sworn voucher for the compensation due each member,
which sum, upon approval by the cireuit judge, shall be paid by the condemnor.

32.09 Rules governing determination of just compensation. In all matters involv-
ing the determination of just compensation in eminent domain proceedings, the follow-
ing ruleg shall be followed :

(1) The compensation so determined and the status of the property under condemna-

tion for the purpose of deteymining whether severance damages exist shall be as of the
date of evaluation as fixed by s. 32.05 (7) (¢) or 32.06 (7).
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(2) In determining just compensation the property sought to be condemned shall he
considered on the basis of its most advantageous use but only such use as actually affects
the present market value.

(3) Special benefits aceruing to the property and affecting its market value because
of the planned public improvement shall be considered and used to offset the value of
property taken or damages under sub. (6), but in no event shall such benefits he al-
lowed in excess of damages deseribed under sub. (6).

(4) Where a depreciation in value of property results from an exercise of the police
power, even though in conjunction with.the taking by eminent domain, no eompensation
shall be paid for such depreciation except as expressly allowed in sub. (6) and s. 32.19.

(5) In the case of a total taking the condemmnor shall pay the fair market value of
the property taken and shall he liable for the items in s. 3219 if shown to exist.

(6) In the case of a partial taking, the compensation to be paid by the condemnor
ghall be determined by dedueting from the fair market value of the whole property im-
mediately hefore the date of evaluation, the fair market value of the remainder immedi-
ately after the date of evaluation, assuming the completion of the public improvement
and giving effect, without allowance of offset for general henefits, and without restrietion
because of enumeration but without duplication, to the following items of loss or damage
to the property where shown to exist:

(a) Loss of land including improvements and fixtures actually taken,

(b} Deprivation or restriction of existing right of access to highway from abutting
land, provided that nothing herein shall operate to vestrict the power of the state or any
of its subdivisions or any municipality to deprive or restrict such access without compen-
sation under any duly authorized exercise of the police power.

(e) Loss of air rights.

(d) Loss of a legal nonconforming use.

(e) Damages resulting from actual severance of land including damages resulting
from severance of improvements or fixtures and proximity damage to improvements re-
maining on condemnee’s land.

(£) Damages to property abutting on a highway right of way due to change of grade
where accompanied by a taking of land.

(g) Cost of fencing reasonably necessary to separate land taken from remainder of
condemnee’s land, less the amount allowed for fencing taken under par. (a), but no such
damage shall be allowed where the public improvement includes fencing of right of
way without cost to abutting lands.

(7) In addition to the amount of compensation paid pursuant to sub. (6), the owner
shall be paid for the items provided for in s. 32.19, if shown to exist, and in the manner
deseribed in s. 32.20.

(8) A commission in condemnation or a court may in their vespective discretion re-
quire that both condemmor and owner submit to the commission or ecourt at a specified
time in advance of the commission hearing or court trial, a statement covering the ve-
spective contentions of the parties on the following points:

(a) Highest and hest use of the property.

(b) Applicable zoning.

(e} Designation of claimed comparable lands, sale of which will be used in appraisal
opinion evidence.

(d) Severance damage, if any.

(e) Maps and pietures to be used.

(£) Costs of reproduction less depreciation and rate of depreciation used.

(g) Statements of capitalization of income where used as a factor in valuation, with
supporting data.

(h) Separate opinion as to fair market value, including before and after value where
applicable by not to exceed 3 appraisers.

(1) A recitation of all damages claimed by owner.

(3) Qualifications and experience of witnesses offered as experts.

(9) A eondemnation commission or a court may make vegulations for the exchange
of the statements referred to in sub. (8) by the parties, but only where both owner and
condemnor furnish same, and for the holding of prehearing or pretrial conference be-
tween parties for the purpose of simplifying the issues at the commission hearing or
conrt trial,

32.10 Condemnation proceedings instituted by property owner. Whenever any
property has been occupied by a hody possessing the power of condemnation but where
such body has not exercised said power, the owner, if he desires to institute condemnation
proceedings, shall present a verified petition to the circuit judge of the county wherein the
land is situated asking that such proceedings be commenced. Such petition shall describe
the land, state the board, commission or corporation against which the condemnation
proceedings are instituted and the use to which it has heen put or is designed to have
been put by the bhoard, commission or corporation against which the proceedings are in-
stituted. A copy of said petition shall be served upon the board, commission or corpora-
tion which has occupied petitioner’s land, or interest in land. The petition shall be filed in
the office of the clerk of the cireuit court and thereupon the matter shall be deemed an
action at law and at issue, with petitioner as plaintiff and the board, commission or cor-
poration as defendant. The court shall thereupon make a finding of whether the defend-
ant is occupying property of the plaintiff without having the right to do so. If the court
determines that the defendant is occupying such property of the plaintiff without having
the right to do so, it shall treat the matter in accordance with the provisions contained in
this chapter assuming the plaintiff has received from the defendant a jurisdictional offer
and has failed to accept the same and assuming the plaintiff is not questioning the right
of the defendant to condemin the property so occupied.

3211 'Trial of title. If any defect of title to or encumbrance upon any parcel of
land is suggested upon any appeal, or if any person petitions the court in which an appeal
is pending setting up a claim adverse to the title set out in said petition to said premises
and to the money or any part thereof to be paid as compensation for the property so
taken, the court shall thereupon determine the question so presented. Judgment shall be
entered on such detexrmination, with costs to the prevailing party. An appeal from such
judgment may be taken as from a judgment in an action.

3212 Proceedings to perfect title, owner may bring. (1) If any person having
the power to aequire property by condemnation has entered into the possession of any
property and is using the same for a purpose for which condemnation proceedings might
be mstituted but has not acquired title thereto, or if such title is defective, or if not in
possession, has petitioned the judge of the cirenit or county court as provided by s. 32.06
(7) and for an order as herein authorized either at the time of filing the petition for
condemnation or thereafter, and the necessity for taking has heen determined as author-
ized by law, such person may proceed to acquire or perfect such title as provided in this
chapter or be authorized to enter into possession as provided in this section. At any
stage of such proceedings the court in which they are pending or the judge thereof may
authorize such person, if in possession, to continue in possession, and if not in possession
to take possession and have and use such lands during the pendeney of such proceedings
and may stay all actions or proceedings against such person on account thereof on the
paying in court of a sufficient sum or the giving of such securities as such court or judge
may direct to pay the compensation therefor when finally ascertained. The “date of tak-
ing” in proceedings under this section shall be the date on which the security requived hy
the order for such security is approved and evidence thereof is filed with the clerk of
court. In every such case the party interested in such property may institute and conduct,
at the expense of such person, the proceedings to a conclusion if such person delays or
omits to prosecute the same.

(2) No injunction to restrain such person in his possession of said lands or his use
thereof or the operation thereon of any plant, line, railroad or other structure, shall be
granted until such compensation has been fixed and determined.

(3) In case such person or the person through or under whom he claims title has paid
to the owner of such lands or to any former owner thereof, or to any other person having
any valid mortgage or other lien thereon, or to any owner, lien holder, mortgagee or other
person entitled to any award or part of any award in satisfaction of the whole or any part
of such award to which such owner, lien holder, mortgagee or other person may hecome
entitled upon completion of such econdemnation proceedings in the manner authorized by
this chapter, such sum with interest thereon from the date of such payment at the rate of
5 per cent per annum shall be deducted from the award made by said eommissioners to
such owners or other person.
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(4) Tn case there is a dispute in relation to the payment of any sum as aforesaid or
the amount or date of any payment that may have been made, the court or judge thereof
shall at the request of any party, award an 1ssue which shall be tried in the same manner
as issues of faet in said court and an appeal from the judgment thereon may be taken in
the same manner as from any judgment.

32,13 Proceedings when land mortgaged. Whenever any person has acquired title
to any property for which it could institute condemnation proceedings and said property
is subject to any mortgage or other lien and proceedings have heen afterwards eom-
menced by the holders of any such mortgage or lien to enforee the same, the court in which
such proceedings are pending may on due notice appoint 3 commissioners from among the
county commissioners created by s. 32.08 to appraise and value said property in the man-
net preseribed in this chapter as of the time when such person acquired title. Such ap-
praisal shall be exclusive of the improvements made by such person or his predecessors.
Said appraisal, with interest, when eonfirmed by said court shall stand as the maximum
amount of the encumbrance chargeable to the property so taken and judgment shall be
rendered according to equity for an amount not exceeding such appraisal, with interest,
against stuch person and may be enforced as in other cases. On the payment of such
amount such person shall hold said property free and discharged from said mortgage or
lien. An appeal may be taken from the award of such ecommission by the plaintiff and
tried and determined as an appeal from the county condemnation commissioners under
this chapter and the action to enforece such mortgage or lien ghall in the meantime he
stayed.

32.14 Amendments. The court or judge may at any time permit amendments to
be made to a petition filed pursuant to s. 32.06, amend any defect or informality in any
of the proceedings authorized by this chapter and may cause any parties to be added and
direct such notice to be given to any party of interest as it deems proper.

Under 269.44, authorizing the “court” to court nor the judge thereof could have

amend any process, pleading, or proceeding,
and 32.14, authorizing a “court or judge” to
permit amendments to a petition “filed pur-
suant to s. 32.06,” but which latter expressly
withheld that authority in matters of con-
demnation for highways, neither the county

granted a landowner’s motion to amend his
application for assignment to a commission
of county condemnation commissioners in a
highway condemnation matter. Acheson v.
Winnebago County Highway Comm. 14 W
(2d) 475, 111 N'W (24) 4486, '

32.15 How title in trustee acquired. In case any title or interest in real estate
lawfully required by any person having the power of condemnation ig vested in any
trustee not authorized to sell, release and convey the same or in any infant, idiot or person
of unsound mind, the circuit court may in a summary proceeding authorize and empower
such trustee or the general guardian of such infant, idiot or person of unsound mind to
sell and convey the same for the purposes required on such terms as may be just. If such
infant, idiot or person of unsound mind has no general guardian, the conrt may appoint a
special guardian for such sale, release or conveyance. The court may require from such
trustee, or general or special guardian, such security as it deems proper before any con-
veyance or release herein authorized is executed. The terms of the same shall be reported
to the court on oath. If the court is satisfied that such terms are just to the party in-
terested in such real estate, it shall confirm the report and direct the conveyance or release
to be executed. Such conveyance or release shall have the same effect as if executed hy one
having legal power to sell and convey the land.

3216 Abandonment of easements for public use. An easement for public use
aequired by gift or purchase or by condemnation under this chapter shall not he deemed
abandoned on the grounds of nonuser thereof for any period less than that prescribed in
the applicable statutes of limitations in e¢h. 330. Nothing contained in this section shall he
presumed to adversely affect any highway right possessed by the state or any county or
municipality thereof.

32.17 General provisions. (1) Where power of condemnation is given to a state
officer the title acquired shall be in the name of the state. Payments of the costs and
expenses of such condemnation shall be paid from the appropriation covering the purposes
for which the property is acquired.

(2) Any condemnation proceedings authorized under any local or special law of this
state, except those applicable to cities of the first class shall be eonducted under the pro-
cedure provided in this chapter.

(3) Where disbursements and costs, including expert witness fees and reasonable
actual attorney’s fees in case of abandonment of proceedings by the condemnor are
recoverable from a econdemnor under this chapter, they shall be recoverable from the state
or any of its agencies when the state or such agency is the eondemnor.
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32.18 Damage caused by change of grade of street or highway where no land is
taken; claim; right of action. Where a street or highway improvement project under-
taken by the state highway commission, a county, city, town or village, causes a change
of the grade of such street or highway in cases where such grade was not previously fixed
by city, village or town ordinance, but does not require a taking of any abutting lands,
the owner of such lands at the date of such change of grade may file with the state high-
way commission in the ease of state trunk highways, a county in the case of county high-
ways or the city, town or village, causing such change of grade to he effected, whichever
has jurisdiction over the street or highway, a claim for any damages to said lands oe-
casioned by such change of grade. Special benefits may be offset against any eclaims for
damages under this section. Such claim shall be filed within 90 days following the com-
pletion of said project; if allowed, it shall be paid in the case of the state highway com-
mission, out of the state highway funds, otherwise, out of the funds of the respective
county, city, village or town against which the claim is made as the ease may be. If it
is not allowed within 90 days after such date of filing it shall he deemed denied. There-
upon such owner may within 90 days following such denial commence an action against
the state highway commission, the city, county, village or town as the case may be, to re-
cover any damages to his said lands shown to have resulted from such change of grade.
Any judgment recovered against the state highway commission shall be paid out of state
highway funds, otherwise out of the funds of city, county, village or town against which
the judgment is recovered. Where a grade has been established by ordinance, the prop-
erty owner’s remedy shall be as provided by municipal law. This section shall in no
way contravene, limit or restriet the provisions of s. 88.38.

32,19 Additional items payable. The following ifems shall be ecompensable in
eminent domain procedings where shown to exist;

(1) RBALIGNMENT OF PERSONAL PROPERTY. The cost of realigning personal property
on the same site in partial takings or where realignment is required by reason of elimina-
tion or restriction of existing used rights of access.

(2) REMOVATL OF PERSONAL PROPERTY TO ANOTHER SITE. The cost of removal from the
property taken to another site of personal property of land owners, or tenants under an
existing unexpired written lease, the full term of which is at least 3 years. Such costs
shall not exceed $150 for removals from each family residential wnit or $2,000 from each
farm or nonresidential site.

(3) RemNANCING c08TS. All costs incurred by the owner to finance the purchase of
another property substantially similar to the property taken provided that: 1) At the
time of the taking the land condemned was subject to a hona fide mortgage or was held
under a vendee’s interest in a bona fide land contraet, and 2) such mortgage or land con-
traet had been executed in good faith prior to the date of the relocation order in con-
demnation under s. 32.05 or determination of necessity of taking in condemnation under
8. 32.06. Such costs shall include: :

(a) Reasonable fees, commissions, discounts, surveying costs and title evidence costs
necessary to refinance the balance of the debt at the time of taking if actually ineurred.

(b) Increased interest cost, if any, above that provided in the former financing. The
computation of the increased interest costs, if any, shall be hased upon and limited to:

1. A principal amount of indehtedness not to exceed the unpaid debt at the date of
taking.

2. A term not to exceed the remaining term of the original mortgage or land contract
at the date of taking.

3. An interest rate not to exceed the prevailing rate charged by mortgage lending in-
stitutions doing business in the vieinity.

4. The present worth of the future payments of inereased interest computed at the
same rate of interest as in subd. 3.

(4) Ner RENTAL Loss. Net rental losses resulting from vacancies during the year
preceding the taking of the property, provided that: 1) such loss is hmited to the amount
that exceeds the average annual rental losses caused by vacancies during the first 4 years
of the 5-year period immediately preceding the taking; and 2) such rental loss was caused
by the proposed public land acquisition,

(5) EXPENSE OF PLANS RENDERED UNUSABLE. Expenses incurred for plans and speci-
fications specifically designed for the property taken and which are of no value elsewhere
because of the taking.

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32.20 Procedure for collection of itemized items of compensation. Claims for dam-
ages itemized in s. 32.19 shall be filed with the state highway commission or other publie
body, hoard, ecommission or utility, which is carrying on the project through which con-
demnee’s or claimant’s claims arise. All such claims must he filed after the damages upon
which they are based have fully materialized but in no event later than 2 years after the
condemnor takes physical possession of the entire property acquired. If such claim is
not allowed within 90 days after the filing thereof, the claimant shall have a right of
action against the econdemnor, or in case no condemnation is involved against the highway
commission or publie body, hoard, commission or utility, which is earrying on the project
through which the claim arises. Such action shall he commenced in a court of reecord in
the county wherein the damages occurred. In causes of action, involving any state com-
mission, hoard or other agency, excluding counties, the sum vecovered by the claimant
shall be paid out of any funds appropriated to such condemning agency. Any judgment
shall be appealable by either party and any amount recovered by the body against which
the elaim was filed, arising from costs, counterclaims, punitive damages or otherwise may
be used as an offset to any amount owed by it to the claimant, or may be collected in the
same manner and form as any other judgment. )

32.21 ‘Emergency condemnation. Whenever any lands or interest therein are ur-
gently needed by any state hoard, or ecommission, or other agency of the state, and a con-
tract for the purchase or use of the property cannot be made for a reasonable price, or for
any other reason, including the unavailability of the owner or owners, the hoard, com-
mission or agency may, with the approval of the governor, issue an award of damages and
upon tender of the award to the owner or owners, or deposit in a court of record in the
county where the lands are sitnated in cases where an owner is not available or tender
is refused, take immediate possession of said property. Deposit in a court of record
may be made by registered mail addressed to the clerk of the court. The governor shall
determine whether or not such an award shall issue. Appeal from said award of damages
will lie as in other similar cases and all provisions of the chapter shall govern, except as
to the provision herein concerning the immediate issuance of the award tender and im-
mediate possession.

Note: Chapter 639, Laws 1959, which revised Ch. 32 on Eminent Domain (effective April
6, 1960) contains the following:

“Section 2. (1) In all cases where awards in condemnation have been made within 2
years prior to the effective date of this act under sections 59.965, 83.07, 83.08, 84.09 or
114.33 (Stats., 1957), the right of appeal from such awards granted by such statutes shall
remain in force provided:

(a) Any appeal from awards under sections 59.965, 83,08, 84,09 or 114,33 (Stats. 1957),
not yet taken shall hereafter be taken as provided in section 82,05 of the statutes as cre~
ated by this act,

(b) Any application to a county judge under section 83.07 (Stats, 1957), or any appeal
from awards under sections 59,965, 83.08, 84.09 or 114.33 (Stats. 19567), which has been per-
fected but the county judge has not as yet heard the same shall be forthwith assigned Dby
said county judge to the commission of county condemnation commissioners in the manner
provided in section 32.05 (9) of the statutes ag created by this act, or to the circuit court
as directed by the appellant within 20 days after request of county judge for 'such owner’s
instruction. In the absence of such direction such assignment shall be to the circuit court.

(c) In any appeal from an award wherein the county judge has commenced the hearing
of testimony or completed the same, such judge shall render his decision, and appeal to the
circuit court may be taken therefrom as provided for appeals from awards by condemna-
tion commissioners in section 32.06 (10) of the statutes, as created by this act.

(2) 'The right of appeal to the circuit court from awards of commissioners in condem-
nation heretofore appointed under section 32.08 (Stats. 1957), made prior to the effective
date of this act is preserved, provided such appeal is perfected within 30 days from the
date of the filing of the report of the commissioners. .

(3) The trial of any appeal from any condemnation award made prior to the effective
date of this act shall be heard under the rules of evidence and compensability in condem-
nation matters applicable at the date of such award.

(4) It is the intent of the legislature in enacting this section that no property owner
shall lose any substantive right which he possessed prior to the effective date of this act.’
