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CHAPTER 114

AN ACT to create 49.26 (3) (c) of the statutes, relating to summary
settlement of estates where county has public assistance lien.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:
49.26 (3) (c) of the statutes is created to read:
49.26 (3) (c) After probate or administration proceedings have

been initiated and notice to creditors is given, as required by s. 313.03, and
it appears from the inventory filed in said estate that the county claim
for old-age assistance exceeds the value of estate assets, after deducting
such expenses as provided in sub. (5) (b) and (c), the court may order
summary closing proceedings under s. 311.05 and assign the real estate,
if any, to the county agency which has the claim against the estate.
