CHAPTER 218

AN ACT to repeal, renumber, amend various provisions of the statutes
for the purpose of correcting errors, supplying omissions, clarifying
language, correcting and clarifying references, renumbering for bet-
ter location and arrangement, eliminating duplications and unneces-
sary and obsolete provisions and reconciling conflicts.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly.
do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. 13.38 of the statutes is repealed.
SECTION 2. 13.46 of the statutes is repealed.

SECTION 3. 18.27 (1) of the statutes is amended to read:

16.27 (1) Neither the director of finance nor other fiscal officer of
this state shall draw, sign or issue, or authorize the drawing, signing or
issuing of any warrant on the treasurer or other disbursing officer of the
state to pay any salary or compensation to any person in the service of
the state unless an estimate, payroll or account for such salary or compen-
sation, containing the names of every person to be paid, shatt bear bears
the certificate of the director of personnel that the persons named in such
estimate, payroll; or account have been appointed, employed, reinstated or
promoted as reqmred by law and the rules established thereunder and that
the salary or compensation iz within the salary ranges fixed pursuant to
8. 16.105.

In addition to the license fee provided for
in pars. (a) and (b), each licensee is reequired to shall collect from each
occupied mobile home oecupying space or lots in his mobile home park in
the city, town or village a monthly parking permit fee equal to actual cost
of services furnished by the school district, which cost shall be determined

are nonresident tourists or vacationists. Exemption certificates in dupli-
cate shall be accepted by the treasurer of the licensing authority from
qualified nonresident tourists or vacationists in lieu of permit fees. When
one or more persons occupying a mobile home are employed in this state,
there shall be no exemption from the monthly parking permit fee.

67.01 {73 and (8),
municipalities may borrow money and issue municipal obligations there-
for only for the purposes and by the procedure specified in this chapter.
The aggregate amount of indebtedness, including existing indebtedness,
of any municipality shall not exceed 5% of the value of the taxable prop-
erty located therein as equalized for state purposes except as follows:

201.74 (1) (c) A certificate from the secretary of state, in the event
it be if it is a nonprofit corporation, that it has complied with the corpora-
tion laws of this state; in the event theat # be if i is a corporation the
stock of which has been or is being sold to the general public, a certificate
from the publie sepviee commingion department of securities that it has
complied with the requirements of the securities law of this state.

SECTION 20. 204.46 (2) of the statutes is amended to read:

204.46 (2) Every advisory organization shall file with the commis-
sioner (a) a copy of its constitution, its articles ex of agreement or asso-
ciation or its certificate of incorporation and of its bylaws, rules and regu-
lations governing its activities, (b) a list of its members, (¢) the name
and address of a resident of this state upon whom notices or orders of the
commissioner or process issued at his direction may be served, and (d) an
agreement that the commissioner may examine such advisory organiza-
tion in accordance with the previsions of s. 204.48. Every advisory organ-
ization shall pay the fees required by s. 200.13.
