Chapter 556

AN ACT to repeal and recreate 70.09 (8) of the sfatutes, relating to basic
tax forms for use in general property taxation.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:

70,09 (3) of the statutes is repealed and recreated to read:

70.09 (3) BASIC TAX FORMS. (2) The department of taxation shall
prescribe basic uniform forms of assessment rolls, tax rolls, blanks, books
and returns required for the assessment and collection of general property
taxes throughout the state, and shall furnish each county clerk a sample
of such uniform forms.

(b) If any county has reason to use forms which differ from those
prescribed under par. (a), the county clerk and treasurer jointly may
prescribe such different forms for use in their county, upon approval of
the department of taxation.

(¢} If any county has reason to use forms for assessment and eollec-
tion of taxes in addition to those prescribed under par. (a), the county
clerk and treasurer jointly may prescribe such additional forms for use
in their county, upon approval of the department of taxation.

{d) The county clerk of every county shall procure the forms pre-
seribed in pars. (a), (b) and {(c) at county expense and shall furnish such
forms to the assessors, clerks and treasurers of the cities, towns and vil-
lages within the county, as needed in the discharge of their dufies.

(e) If any city, town or village desires to use a form of a type pre-
scribed in par. (a), (b} or {c) but which varies from the form procured
by the county clerk under par, (d), it may use such varied form upon
approval of the department of taxation with advice of the county clerk
and treasurer. Such forms shall be provided at county expense.
