RULING OF THE CHAIR ON POINT OF ORDER
RELATIVE TO SENATE BILL 144

On June 16, Senator Risser raised a point of order that
an emergency clause can be attached to a bill only by the
Governor or the joint committee on Finance.
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Section 16.47 (2) specifically provides that no bill affect-
ing the general fund shall be passed by either house until
the general fund budget bill has passed both houses except
when the governor or the joint committee on Finance may
recommend such bill and shall declare that it is an emer-
gency bill. The specific language of the statute leaves no
room for an interpretation that an emergency clause may
be attached to a bill except upon the recommendation of the
governor or the joint committee on Finance.

The point of order is well taken.
