150,08 Board of vetermary examiners,” (1) A board of veterlnaly examiners 1s
cereated, ., The board shall.consist.of 5 members who are licensed. and actually engaged in
the, practice of veterinary. medicine, appointed by.the. governor upon recommendations
from the bhoard. Members of the board shall hold effice .for 5. years:and until their sue-
cegsors; are qualified and appomteq, .The. members of. the, board . appomted under s.
95 515, 1959 statutes, shail continue fo, hold ofﬁce under thls chapter until the expiration
of thelr present telms and new ;membels shall be. appomted under this section upon the
expuatlon of ‘such terms. ‘No member of the board shall in any way be finaneially in-
terested in any school havmg a vetennaly department. ,

(2) Annual meetings shail be held in Apnl at which fime a p1e51dent and secletaly-
treasurer shall be elected for terms of one year.

Examitiation fees as fixed: by
the board shall hot exceed $50, payable in advancé and not returnable, An applicant
for a new license shall be at least 21 years of age and a graduate of a'veterinary college
