(5) "Operation of aircraft" or "operate air-
craft" means the use, navigation or piloting of
aircraft in the airspace over this state or upon
any airport within this state :

(6) "Airman" means any individual who en-
gages, as the person in command, or as pilot,
mechanic or member of the crew, in the naviga-
tion of aircraft while under way, and any indi-
vidual who is directly in charge of the
inspection, maintenance, overhauling or, repair
of aircraft engines, propellers or appliances, and
any individual who serves in the capacity of air-
craft dispatcher', or air' -traffic control-towel op-
erator ; but does not include any individual
employed outside the United States, or any indi-
vidual employed by a manufacturer of aircraft,
aircraft engines, propellers or, appliances to per-
form duties as inspector or mechanic in connec-
tion therewith, or any individual performing
inspection or, mechanical duties in connection '
with aircraft owned or operated by him..

(7) "Aeronautics instructor" means any indi-
vidual who for hire or reward engages in giving
instructionn or offering to give instruction in fly-
ing or ground subjects pertaining to aeronautics ;
but excludes any instructor in a public school ;
university or institution of higher learning duly

114.001 Definitions . I n this chapter :
(1) "Department" means the department of

transportation .
(2) "Division" means the division of aeronau-

tics.
(3) "Secretary" means the secretary of trans-

portation,

114 .002 Definitions. As used in this chap-
ter, unless: the context otherwise requires :

(1) "Aeronautics"-means the science and art
of flight and including but not limited to trans-
portation by aircraft; the operation,, construc-
tion, repair or maintenance of aircraft, aircraft
power plants and accessories, including the re-
pair, packing and maintenance of parachutes;
the design, establishment, construction, exten-
sion, operation, improvement, repair or mainte-
nance of airports or other air" navigation
facilities ; and instruction in flying or ground
subjectss pertaining thereto .

(2) "Aircraft" means any contrivance in-
vented, used or designed for navigation of or
flight in the air .

(3) "Airport" means any area of land or water
which is used, or intended for use, for the land-
ing and take-off.of'aixcxaft, and any appurtenant
areas which are used, or intended for use, for
airport buildings or other, airport facilities or
rights-of-way, together with all airport buildings
and facilities located thereon .,

(4) "Air navigation facility'.' means any facil-
ity, other than one owned or operated by the
United States, used in, available for use in, or
designed for use in aid of air navigation, includ-
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character of topography and soils, freedom
from hazards and obstructions to flight and
other pertinent consideration .

114 .02 Sky sovereignty . Sovereignty in the
space above the lands and waters of this state is
declared to rest in the state, except where
granted to and assumed by the United States . .

114.03 Landowner 's rights skyward. The
ownership of'the space above the lands and wa-
ters of this state is declared to be vested in the
several owners of the surface beneath, subject to
the right of flight described in section 114 04 .

114 .04 Flying lawful , landing unlawful ;
limitations ; emergency. Flight in aircraft
over the lands and waters of this state is lawful,
unless at such a low altitude as to interfere with
the then existing use to which the land or water,
or the space over the land or water, is put by
the owner, or unless so conducted as to be im-
minently dangerous or damaging to persons or
property lawfully on the land or water beneath . .
The landing of an aircraft on the lands or wa-
ters of another, without his consent, is unlaw-
ful, except in the case of a forced landing. For
damages caused by a forced landing, however,
the owner or lessee of the aircraft or the aero-
naut shall be liable, as provided in section
114.05:

114.05 _ Damages by aircraft. The liability
of the owner, lessee and pilot of every aircraft
operating over the lands or waters of this state
for injuries or damage to persons or property on
the landd or water beneath, caused by the ascent,
descent or flight of such aircraft, or the drop-
ping or falling of the aircraft or of any object or
material therefrom, shall be determined by the
law applicable to torts on land, except that
there shall : be, a presumption of liability on the
part of the owner, lessee or, pilot, as the case
may be, where injury or, damage is caused by
the dropping or falling of the aircraft or of any
objectt or material therefrom, which presump-
tion may be rebutted by proof that the injury or
damage was not caused by negligence on the
part of the owner; lessee or pilott and the burden
of proof in such case shall be upon such owner ;
lessee or pilot to show absence of negligence on
his part .

114 .06 Inter-aircraft liability. The liability
of' the owner of one, aircraft, to the owner of
another aircraft, or to aeronauts or passengers
on :either aircraft, for damage, caused by colli-
sion on land or, in the air shall be determined by
the rules of law- applicable to torts on land .

accredited and approved for carrying on collegi-
ate work, who instructs in flying or ground sub-
jects pertaining to aeronautics, only in the
performance of his duties at such school, univer-
s ity or institution .

(8) "Air school" means any aeronautics in-
stiuctor, who advertises, represents or holds out
as giving or offering to give instruction in flying
or ground subjects pertaining to aeronautics ;
and any person who advertises, represents or
holds out as giving or offering to give instruction
in flying or ground subjects pertaining to aero-
nautics 'whether for or without hire or reward ;
but excludes any public school, or university, or
institution of higher learning duly accredited
and approved for carrying on collegiate work :

(9) "Per son" means anyy individual, firm, part-
nership, corporation, company, association,
,joint stock association or body politic; and in-
cludes any trustee, receiver, assignee or other
similar representative thereof .

(10) "Municipality" means any county, city,
town' or village of this state,

(11) "Airport hazard" means any structure,
object of natural growth, or use of land which
obstructs the airspace required for the flight of
aircraft in landing or taking off at an airport or
is otherwise hazardous to such landing or taking
off .

(12) "State airway" means a route in the navi-
gable airspace over and above the lands or wa-
ters of this state, designated by the commission
as a route suitable for art navigation . .

114 .01 State airport system. The division
of aeronautics is directed to cooperate with the
federal administrator of civil aeronautics, here-
inafter referred to as the "administrator'," and
his duly authorized representatives, in the prep-
aration and annual revision of the national air-
port plan, as provided by the federal airport act,
and to lay out a comprehensive state system of
airports adequate to provide for the aeronauti-
cal needs of the people of :all parts of the state .
Such state system shall include each and every
airport; on the national system and, such addi-
tional airports as may be deemed necessary . .
The state system as laid out shall include at
least one airport in each county . In selecting the
general location of the airports on the system
and determining their capacity, due regard shall
be given to aeronautical necessity as evidenced
by the population of the locality to be served, its
commerce andd industry and such other factors
as the commission shall deem pertinent .. In se-
lecting the specific sites, due regard shall be
given to general suitability for service and econ-
omy of development ' as evidenced by conven-
ience of access, adequacy of available area,
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1 . 1 . 4 .065 State liability for aircraft . (1)
Any person suffering any damage proximately
resulting from the negligent operation of an air-
craft owned and operated by the state, and
which damage is occasioned by the operation of
such aircraft in the performance of its business,
may file a claim therefor against the state and
the legislature shall' have the right to allow,
compromise, settle and pay the same; the claim
shall state-the time and place of the accident, a
brief description of the injuries or damages, the
manner in which they were received and the
grounds upon which claim is made and that sat-
isfaction thereof' is claimed .. "Business" as used
herein means any business whether governmen-
tal or proprietary

(2) No action to recover damages under this
section. shall be brought unless within 90 days
after' the date of the accident a claim is filed for
the damagess sought or: if the damages cannot be
determined or ascertained, a notice of"intention
to file claim shall be filedwithin such 90 days,
which notice, shall contain a statement of the
facts establishing the negligence. upon which the
claim :is based.d and a description of the nature of
the injuries or damages for which claim will later
be filed. .

(3) The manner and form and the place of
filing . . such claims andd notices shall be as pro-
vided in s. 16 .53 (8), except that they shall be
made in triplicate; in addition to its duties under
that subsection the> department of administra-
tion shall transmit one of the copies of the claim
or notice to the attorney general .

(4) The attorney general shall obtain infoima-
tion relating to the accident giving rise to the
claim and make his report thereon to the legisla-
ture .

(5) `Failure of the legislature to pass upon the
claim 'within 60 days after presentation shall
constitute a disallowance . Recess periods and
periods between sessions due to sine die adjourn-
merits shall be included in arriving at said 60
days: Any, 'such disallowance shall bar any ac-
tion founded on the claim unless brought within
6 months after disallowance, : Actions against the
state and payment of the amount recovered shall
be as provided in ss. 285 .01 and 285.04 .

114 .07 Criminal jurisdiction. All crimes,
torts and other wrongs committed by or against
an aeronaut or, passenger while in flight over
this state shall be governed by the laws of"this
state; and the question whether damage occa-
sioned by or to an aircraft while in flight over
this state constitutes- a tort, .., crime or ..other
wrong by or against the. owner' of such aircraft ;
shall :be determined by the laws of thiss state.

114.08 Contracts made in flight . All con-
tractual and other legal relations entered into
by aeronauts or passengers while in flight over
this state shall have the same effect as if entered
into on the land or water beneath.

114 .09 Reckless : fry i ng; penalty. (1) No
person shall operate an aircraft in the air, or on
the ground or water while under the influence
of intoxicating liquor, narcotics or other drug,
not, operate an aircraft in the air, or on the
ground or water in a careless or reckless man-
ner . so as to endanger the life or property of
another. In determining whether r the operationn
was careless or reckless the court shall consider
the standards for safe operation of" aircraft . pre-
scribed, by federal statutess or regulations gov-
etning aeronautics The court shall make : a
written report of all convictions (including bail
or appearance money forfeitures) obtained un-
der this section to the federal civil aeronautics
administration .

(2) Any person violating any provision of this
section shall be fined not less than $10 nor more
than $100 for the first offense and for a subse-
quent offense not less than $100 nor, more than
$500, or imprisoned not less than 6 months, or
both .

114.095 Dropping objects prohibited. No
operator of an aircraft and no passenger therein
shall drop any object therefrom except loose
water' or loose sand ballast; provided, however,
that this section shall not prohibit the dusting
or spraying of vegetation with insecticides
dropped from airplanes, or the sowing of seeds,
or the depositing of fish in lakes or streams ; or
the delivery of packages or mail by dropping
from airplanes, or other similar practices, when
such is done in accordance with the federal reg-
ulations applicable thereto . .

114.10 ' Killingg birds or animals. Any aero-
naut or passenger, who, while' in flight within
this state, shall intentionally kill or attempt to
kill any birds or animals or who shall shoot at
any bird or animal from an airplane shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor and punishable by a
fine of not less than $50 nor more than'$100 or
by 'imprisonment for not less than 30 days nor
more than 6 months or both.

114.105 Local regulation. Any county,
town; city or village may adoptt anyy ordinance
in strict conformity with the provisions of this
chapter and impose : the same penalty for viola-
tion of any of its provisions except that such
ordinance shall not provide for the suspension
or revocatiOn of pilot or aircraft licenses or cer-
tificates and shall not provide for imprisonment
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except for failure to pay any fine which may be
imposed,. No local authority shall enact any or-
dinance governing aircraft or aeronautics incon-
sistent with the provisions of this chapter . . Every
courtt in which a violation of such ordinance is
prosecuted shall' make a written reportof any
conviction (including bail or appearance money
forfeiture) to thefederal civil aeronautics admin-
istr ation,.

114.11 Local airports ; interstate reci-
procity. (1) The governing body of any county,
city, village or, town in this state is hereby au-
thorized to acquire, establish, construct, own,
control, lease, equip, improve, maintain and op-
erate airports or landing fields or landing and
take-off'strips for the use of .airplanes and other
aircraft either within or without the limits of
such counties, cities, villages and towns, and
may use for such purpose or purposes any prop-
erty suitable therefor' that is now or may at any
time hereafter be owned or controlled by such
county,, city, village or town, and . may regulate
the same, provided, such regulation shall not be
in conflict with such rules and regulations as
may be made by the federal government . The
governing body of each and every county and
municipality owning an airport or' landing field
or landing and take-off strip in the state of Wis-
consin shall cause the surroundings of such air-
port, landing field or landing and take-off strip
to be marked> for aeronautical ;purposes, and
maintainn such marking, subject to and in ac-
coxdance with law and such rules and regula-
tions as may from time to, time be made by the
federal government and in so doing may co-
operate with other `states and subdivisions
thereof and acquire rights and easements in
property outside of the state .

(2) The governing body of any county, city,
village or town of this state is authorized to ac-
quire, establish, construct, own, control, lease,
equip, improve, maintain and operate airports or
landing fieldss or landing and take-off strips or
other aeronautical facilities in an adjoining state
whose laws permit, subject to the laws of such
state, but subject to the laws of this state in all
matters relating to financing such aeronautical
project .

(3) The governing body of any municipality or
other political subdivision of an adjoining state
whose laws permit, is hereby authorized to ac-
quire, establish, construct, own, control, lease,
equip, improve, maintain and operate airports,
or landing fields, or landing and take-off strips
of other aeronautical facilities in this state, sub-
ject to all laws, rules and regulations of this state
applicablee to its municipalities or other political
subdivisions in suchh aeronauticall project, but
subject to -the laws of its ownn state in all matters

relating to financing such project . Such munici-
pality or other, political subdivision of an adjoin-
ing state shall have all privileges, rights and
duties of like municipalities or other political
subdivisions of this state, including the right to
exercise the right of eminent domain . . This sub-
section shall not apply unless the laws of such
adjoining state shall permit municipalities of
other, political subdivisions of this state to ac-
quire, establish, construct, own, control, lease,
equip, improve, maintain, operate and otherwise
control such airpor t, landing field or landing
and take-off strips or other aeronautical facilities
therein with all privileges, rights and duties ap-
plicable to the municipalities or other political
subdivisions of such adjoining state in such aero-
nautical projects..

(4) The governing bodyy of any county, city,
village or town is authorized to appropriate
money to any town, city, village or other county,
for the operation, improvement oi- acquisition of
an airport by such town, city, village or other
county or any combination of such municipal-
ities.

114 .12 Condemnat ion of lands for air-
ports. Any lands acquired, owned, controlled
or occupied, by such counties, cities, villages
and towns for the purposes enumerated in s .
114.11 shall and are hereby declared to be ac-
quired, owned, controlled andd occupied for a
publicc purpose, and as a matter, of public neces-
sity, and such cities, villages, towns or counties
shall have the right to acquire property for such
purpose or purposes under the power of emi-
nent domain as and for', a public necessity in-
cluding property owned by other municipal
corporations and political subdivisions and in-
cluding any street, highway; park, parkway or
alley, provided that no state trunk highway
shall be so acquired without the prior consent
of the highway commission. Whenever the
county, city, village or town as the case may be
shall awn,allland or access rightss on both sides
of such street, highway, park, parkway or alley,
it may, within the limits where it has ownership
or access rights on both sides,, notwithstanding
any other provisions of law, vacate and close
such public way by resolution of the governing
body of the county, city, village or town acquir-
ing it and no damages shall be assessed against
such county, city ; village or, town by reason of
such closing, except as may be allowed in a par-
ticular condemnation action where the lands or
rights in-lands-necessary for such airport are so
acquired.' I f such closing shall leave any part of
such street 'highway, parkway or alley without
Access to another public street or highway, the
county, town, city or, village effecting such clos-
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unable to obtain by negotiation the desired pro-
tection privileges,, he may acquire the same by
eminent domain in the manner set forth in
chapter 32, except as to lands and buildings of
railway companies which aree necessary to, or
are used in connection with the operation of the
railway In case the protection privileges sought
shall extend into more than one county the
plans and specifications shall be filed with the
register of deeds of each county . In case any
parcel of land lies in more than one county,
eminent domain proceedings may be instituted
in the circuit court of any county in which said
parcel is situated, provided a certified copy of
the final judgment with a description of the
property involved is recorded with the register
of deedss of all counties in which such parcel of
land or interest therein lies .

(2) NOTICE; CLAIM FOR DAMAGES„ In case of
any airport landing field or landing and take-off"
strip owned by any city, village, town or county
or any union of them, the commission or other
body in charge of the operation and control of
said airport, landing field or landing and take-
off strip may prepare and file without charge
with the register of deeds plans and specifica-
tions showing' the protection privileges sought
as described in subsection (1) . The commission
or other body in charge shall send by registered
mail with return receipt to each owner at his
last-known address a notice stating that said
plans and specifications have beenfiled with the
register of deeds' office, stating the county, time
of filing, the file number ; and a brief description
of the parcel of land or interest therein affected .
In case the address of the owner cannot be as-
certained or the registered letter is returned un-
claimed, notice shall be sent by registered mail
to the person in possession of the premises, and
if no person is in possession then the notice
shall be posted in a conspicuous place on the
land involved and published as a class 3 notice,
under ch . 985, in the area affected . . The right of
the owner or owners to claim for damages for
the protection regulations imposedd in the plans
and specifications, or the removal of obstruc-
tions shall be forever barred, unless the owner
shall file a claim for damages with the commis-
sion or otherr body in charge within 6 months
from the receipt of the notice from the commis-
sion, or other, body in charge, or the posting
and last publication. The claim shall be verified
and shall state the amount of damages claimed . .
The commission or other body in charge may
pay the damages, if it has available funds, and
the payment shall operate as a conveyance.. If
no claims for payment are filed- or if payment is
made, the commission or other body in charge
shall file an affidavit for each parcel involved
setting forth the rights acquired which shall be

114 . 135 Airport protection. It is declared
to be in the public interest that the navigable
airspace over the state and the `aerial ap-
proaches to any airport be maintained in a con-
dition best suited for the safe operation of
aircraft and to that end the bulk, height, loca-
tion and use of any building or structure, or any
other object, and the use of land, may be regu-
lated, or any building, structure or other object
may be removed. It is the legislative intent that
this section shall not supersede s .; 59 .:97 (4), but
that it shall be supplemental to such section ..

( 1 ) PROCEDURE TO OBTAIN PROTECTION
PRIVILEGES,'-The aerial approaches to any air-
port ownedd and operated by corporations or-
ganized to provide aeronautic facilities to the
general- public may be protected in the follow-
ing manner : The owner of such airport shall
prepare and file with the register-of deeds plans
and specifications showing the land affected,
the owner of each parcel or interest therein,
whether public or private, the regulations to be
imposed on each parcel and the structures,
buildings or other objects to be removed . The
owner or managing body of the airport may ne-
gotiate and acquire from the owners of the vari-
ous parcels or, interest therein, whether public
or private, by deeds the protection privileges
shown by thee plans and specifications .. Refer-
ring in the deed to the plans and specifications,
and briefly describing the same, shall be
deemed sufficient legal description to convey
the protection privileges set forth in said plans
and specifications in the property of the grantor
or grantor's, In case the owner' of the airport is

114 .13 Purchase of land for airports . Pxi-
vate property needed by a county, city, village
or town for an airport or landing field or land-
ing and take-off strip, or property or rights for
the protection of the aeriall approaches thereof,
shall be acquired by purchase if the city, village,
town or county is able to agree with the owners
on the terms thereof, and otherwise by condem-
nation, as provided in s . 32 .05 . The purchase
price or award for real property acquired for an
airport or landing field or landing and take-off
strip, or property or rights for the protection of
the aerial approaches thereof, may be paid fox -
the appropriation of moneys available therefor,
or wholly or partly from the proceeds of the
sale of bonds of the city, village, town or
county, as the governing body of such city, vil-
lage, town or county determines, subject to ch .
67 . : Such property or rights may be acquired by
gift, which" the respective governing bodies are
authorized to accept .
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recorded by the register of deeds without charge
and when so recorded shall have the same effect
as any duly recorded instrument.. In case any
owner shall be a minor ' or non compos mentis,
the notice may be sent by registered mail to his
guardian, if he has one, and if he has none the
county court of the county in which the land, or -
a larger part, is located shall upon application of
the commission or, other body in charge appoint
a guardian to receive said notice,, and to protect
the .rights of the said minor or non compos men-
tis.

(3) EXERCISE OF POWER AND AUTHORITY ..
The power and authority to protect airports
conferred in subsections (1) and (2) may be ex-
ercised from time to time; amended plans and
specifications may be filed in the register of
deeds' office, and new protection privileges ac-
quired from time to time in the methodss pro-
vided by this section ..

(4) ENCROACHMENTS., The duty to prevent
encroachments by growth of trees or, other', veg-
etation, of otherwise, upon the protection privi-
leges acquired by any airport, , landing field,
landing, and take-off str i p; shall be upon the
owner or owners of the parcel of-land affected
by the protection privilege only in casess where
the owner , or owners have received compensa-
tion for the protection privilege, Any such en-
croachmentis declared to be a private. nuisance
and may be abated in the manner prescr i bed in
chapter ' 280. In cases 'where no .compensation
has been paid for the protection privilege, " en-
croachments shall be removed by the owner or,
the authority in charge of the airport, landing
field, or landing and take-off strip and shall be,
in 'case of a publicly owned airport; ` landing
field or̀ landing and take-off str i p, a 'city, vil-
lage, town ox'county charge as the case may be,
In removing such encroachments, the owner or

- (9) CONFLICTING'AU IHORITY, Wherein con-
flicting jurisdiction arises over thee control of
the erection of a building, structure, tower or
hazard between the secretary of :transportation
and any- political subdivision of the' state,''the
secretary of transportation may overrule rules
and regulations adopted by any political subdi-
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authority in charge of the airport, landing field
or landing and take-off strip in question, may
go upon the land and remove the encroachment
without being liable for- damages in so doing . .

(6) the
power and authorityy to control the erection of
buildings, structures ; towers and other objects
by the secretary of transportation shall be lim-
ited to those : objects : that wopld either extend to
a.height of"more than 500 feet above the ground
or surface, of the water within one ;mile of the
location of the object, or above . a height deter-
mined by the ratio of one foot vertical to 40 feet
horizontaLmeasured from the nearest boundary
of the nearest publicairport within the state;
however,. this power :and authority shall not ex-
tend to objects of less than 150 feet in height
above the ground or yvater, level,at the location
of the object. or to objects located withinn areas
zoned under s . 114,136 or to objects located
within areas zoned ;under s 62,23 (7)) where the
zoning ordinance enacted under : said subsection
controls the height of structures,

,(8) "RULES, :REGI JLAT'IONS, STANDARDS AND
CRITERIA. In carrying out sub : (6) the secretary
of transportation : may perform such acts,, issue
andd amend such orders and make, promulgate
andd amend and enforce such reasonable rules,
regulations and procedures and establish such
minimum standards and criteria :governing
erection of buildings, structures, . Powers and
hazards in-the interest , ofthe-safe operation of
aircraft as it deems necessary in the public in-
terest and safety .
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governing bodies that attend such meeting may
proceed jointly If one attends, or if only one
favors an ordinance, it may proceed alone with-
out appointing a commission, but no ordinance
applicable to a jointly owned airport shall be
adopted by a governing body acting alone unless
it has given notice of meeting to select a joint
commission as provided by this subsection, and
such ordinance shall be as effective as if adopted
by the joint bodies..

against injuries sustained in connection with
such sponsored flights .; In order to effectuate
such contracts the secretary is authorized to ad-
vance deposit premiums out of its appropriation
by s: 20395 (1) in aggregate amounts not ex-
ceeding $500; such deposit premiums to be re-
paid by the insurers from premiumss collected
by the insurers from the insured, in accordance
with the contract .

The secretary Of
transportation, whether' acting for this state or
as the agent of any of its municipalities, or
when requested by the U.S., government or any
agency or department thereof, may disburse
such moneys for the designated purposes, butt
this shall 'not preclude any other authorized
method of disbursement

(5) LOCAL. ' PROJECTS' AND FUNDS; SE-
CRETARY'S FUNCTIONS .. NO county, city, village
or town, whether acting singly or jointly with a
county, city, village or town, shall submit to the
administrator of civil aeronautics of the United
States any project application under the provi-
sions of section 9 (a) of the federal airport act,
or any amendment thereof, unless the project
and the project application have been first ap-
proved by the secretary of transportation, No
such county, city, village ox- :town shall directly
accept, ,receive, receiptt for or disburse any
fundss granted by the United States under the
federal airport act, but it shall designate the sec-
retary of transportation as its agent and in its
behalf to accept, receive, receipt for and dis-
burse such funds., It shall enter, into an agree-
ment with the secretary of transportation
prescribing the terms and conditions of the sec-
tetary, of transportation's functions under such
agency in accordance with federal laws, rules
and regulations and applicable laws of this
state .

. 11..4.33 Initiat i on of airport project ; spon-
sorship ; land acqu isition . (1) Any `county;
city, village or town, either singly or' jointly
with one or more counties, cities, villages or
towns, desiring to sponsor an airport develop-
ment 'project to be constructed with federal aid
As provided by the federal airport act and state
aid o'r, with the state aidd alone as provided by
this chapter, may initiate such project in the
manner provided by this section.. Any state
agency may initiate and sponsor an airport
project in the same manner as a local governing
body.

(2) Such initiation shall be by a petition filed
with the secretary of transportation by the gov-
erning body or bodies of the counties, cities, vil-
lages or towns desiring to sponsor the project, or
by the state agency setting forth among other
thingsthat the airport is necessary and the rea-
son therefor; the class of the airport that it is
desired to develop, the location in general, and
the proposed site if such has been tentatively
selected; the character; extent and kind of im-
provement desired under, the project, and any
other statements that the petitioners may desire
to make, On receipt of such petition there shall

accept, receive and receipt for ' federal moneys
and other moneys, either public or private, for
and in behalf of this state or any municipality
thereof, for training and educationn programs, for
the ' ` acquisition, construction, improvement,
maintenance and ope r ation of airports and other
aeronautical facilities, whether such work is to
be done by the state or by such municipalities,
or ,jointly; aided by grants of aid from the United
States, upon such terms and conditions as are or
may be prescribed by laws of the United States
and any rules or regulations made thereunder,
and he may act as agent of any municipality of'
this state upon the request of such municipality,
in accepting, receiving and receipting for such
moneys in its behalf for airports, and in con-
tracting for the acquisition, improvement, main=
tenance or operation of airports financed either
in whole or in' part by federal moneys, and the
governing body of any such municipality may
designate the secretary of transportation as its
agent for such purposes and enter into an agree-
ment with him prescribing, the terms and condi-
tions' of such agency in accordance with federal

.laws, rules and regulations and 'd with ch . 114,
Such moneys as are paid over by the U .S . gov-
einment shall ' be retained by the state or paid
over to said municipalities under such terms and
conditions as may be imposed by the U ; S , gov-
ernment in making such grants . .

(3) CONTRACTS, All contracts for the acqui-
sition, construction, improvement, maintenance
andd operation of airports and other aeronauti-
cal facilities, made by the secretary of transpor-
tation either as the agent of this state or as the
agent of any municipality, shall be made pursu-
ant to the laws of this state governing the mak-
ing of like contracts ; provided, however, that
where ,- the . acquisition, construction, improve-
ment, maintenance and operation of any airport
or landing str i p and other aeronautical facilities
is financed or partially financed with federal
moneys, the secretary , of transportation, as
agent of the state or of any municipality
thereof, may let contracts in the manner pre-
scribed by the federal authorities, acting under
the laws of the United States, and any rules or
regulations made thereunder, notwithstanding
any other state law to the contrary .

(4) DISPOSITION OF FEDERAL FUNDS .. All
moneys accepted for disbursement by the secre-
tary of transportation pursuant to this section
shall be deposited in the state treasury, and, un-
less otherwise prescribed by the authority from
which the money,°is received, kept in separate
funds, designated according to the purpose for
whichh the moneys were made available, and
held by the state in trust for such purposes . All
such moneys are appropriated fox, the purposes
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pay the amount properly required of it as its
contribution to such project In the case of
projects or parts of projects author ized by the
secretary of transportation to be performed by
force account methods, the secretary of txans-
portation may permit the sponsor to retain the
sponsor's share of the cost of such author ized
project work provided the sponsor is to do the
work .. In suchh case the sponsor will be peiiodi-
cally reimbursed for the state or federal share, ox-
both, ' on the basis of audited costs incurred by
the sponsor . .

(6) For the purposes of carrying out this sec-
tion and s .: 114.35, the secretary of transporta-
tion may acquire by gift, devise, purchase or
condemnation any lands for establishing, pro-
