83.01 County h ighway commissioner. (1)
ELECTION,' The county board shall elect a
county'' highway commissioner, but in `lieu
thereof" may by resolution request the highway
commission to appoint `a county highway com-
missioner. If the county board shall fail to elect
a county highway commissioner or to make
such request to the highway commission, the
county shall not participate in state allotments
for highways..

(2) TERM' Upon his first election the county
highway commissioner shall serve until the first
Monday in January of the second year succeed-
ing the year of his election, and if re-elected it
shall be for a term of two years,,

(3) SALARY, The salary of the county high-
way commissioner shall be as determined under'
the provisions of section 59 ..15..

(4) OFFICE AND ASSISTANTS, The county
board shall provide himm with suitable offices
and such assistants as are necessary for the
properr performance of hiss duties . ..
(5) BOND . The county highway commis-

sioner shall give bond in such sum as the county
board shall from time to time require.

(6) PAYMENT OF SALARIES .. The salaries, ex-
penses of maintaining an office and the neces-
saty traveling expenses of the county highway
commissioner, assistants and special highwayy
patrolmen in counties having such patrolmen
may be paid monthly out of the general fund
after being audited and approved by the county
highway committee. All such expenditures out
of the general fund shall be reimbursed out of
moneys received under the provisions of section
83.10 (1) ..
(7) DUTIES (a) The county highway commis-

sioner shall have charge under the direction of

the county highway committee of the constiuc-
tion of highways built with county aid and of
the maintenance of all highways maintained by
the county.

(b) He shall perform - all : duties required of him
by the county board and by the county highway
committeee and shall do or' cause to be done all
necessary engineering and make all necessary
examinations for' the establishment, construc-
tion, improvement and maintenance of high-
ways. He shall establish such grades and make
such surveys and maps or cause the same to be
made as he deems proper, and examine the high-
ways and report as to the condition of roads,
br idges and culverts, and make estimates of the
cost. of the improvement thereof, and of the cost
of any relocation : when required to do so or when
he deems the same reasonably necessary .

(c) He shall have charge of all countyy road
machinery and tools, and shall be responsible to
the county board for- their proper maintenance,
repair and storage, and shall in his annual report
make a complete inventory of the same, which
inventory shall show the date of purchase, the
location and condition of such machinery and
tools, and the - cost . and present value ther'eof'..

(d) He shall make an annual report to the
highway commission and to the county board at
its annual meeting containing an itemized state-
ment of all expenditures made from the county
road and bridge fund dur ing the year ending
November , 1 . He shall include in his report an
itemizedd estimate of the amount needed to prop-
eily maintain the county trunk highways in his
county for the succeeding year and shall make
such recommendations as he deems advisable.
(e) He and his employes " may enter, private

lands for the purpose of making surveys or in-
spections .
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(f) Whenever' any fence encroaches upon any
highway on the county trunk or, state trunk sys-
tem, the county highway commissioner may is-
sue an order requiring the owner or occupant of
the land to which such fence is appurtenant to
remove the fence from the highway within 30
days.. The order' shall be served personally or, by
registered mail. If the fence is not sooner ie-
moved the commissioner shall, after the expira-
tion of 30 days, remove the fence . . He shall keepp
an accurate account of the expense thereof
which shall be paid by the county. The expense
shall be charged to the town in which such lands
are situated andd shall be added to its tax roll as
a special tax againstsuch lands, and shall be
collected and accounted for as other county
taxes are .. I f the claim of encroachment is dis-
puted, the dispute shall be decided in the manner
prescribed by section 86 .04 (3) .

(g) He shall compile and maintain a record of
the laying out, alteration or discontinuance of all
highways in the county outside the limits of cit-
ies and villages. The record shall be known as
the county highway register" and be kept in the
manner or form prescribed by the highway com-
mission . The county highway commissioner or
his agents shall have access to the records of
town clerks and may have temporary custody of
such as are necessary for the purpose of making
accurate and appropriate copies thereof The
highway commission shall assist in the compila-
tion of the records and shall furnish to the
county highway commissioner such information
as the commission deems appropriate relative to
the laying out of military, territorial and such
other roads as have been authorized by the legis-
lature . The information contained in the county
highway register' shall be placed in the county
register of deeds' office, which records shall be
kept separate and apart from the records of real
estate and shall in no event be indexed in indices
provided for ordinary real estate conveyance .
Such registerr of deeds' office shall be used solely
as a safe repository for such county highway
register and shall never be considered a part of
the official real estate records, . Such county high-
way register may be supplemented from timee to
time by the county highway commissioner and
such supplemental information is to be treated in
the same fashion as the original county highway
register all of which shall be admissible in evi-
dence .,

83 .015 County highway , committee . (1)
ELECTION; COMPENSATION; TERM, (a) Except
as otherwise provided in paragraph (b) each
county board at, the annual meeting shall by
ballot elect a committee of" not less than 3-nor
more than 5 persons, to serve for one year, be-
ginning either as soon as elected or on January
1 following their, election, as designated by the
countyy board, and until their successors are
elected . Any vacancy in the committee may be
filled until the next meeting of the county board
by appointment made by the chairman of the
board. The committee shall be known as the
"county highway committee," and shall be the
only committee representing the county in the
expenditure of county funds in constructing or
maintaining, or aiding in constructing or main-
taining highways ., .

83.025 County trunk highways. (1) The
systems of county trunk highways heretofore
selected by county boards and approved by the
highway commission are hereby validated .
Changes may be made in the county trunk sys-
tem by the county board if it deems that the
public good is .best' served by making such
changes. The county board in making such
changes may order the county highway com-
mittee to lay out new highways and acquire the
interests necessary by the procedures under s .
8308. Such systems, however, may be altered

83 .018 Road suppl ies;` committee may
sell to municipalities . The county highway
committee is authorized to sell road building
and maintenance supplies on open account to
any city, village, town or school district within
the county; and any such city, village, town or
school district is authorized to purchase such
supplies .

83 .02 County aid highways . (1) The system
of prospective state highways heretofore se-
lected by the county boards and approved by
the highway commission are hereby validated
but without prejudice to the exercise of the
power to change such systems . Such systems
are hereby designated as the county aid high-
way system .

(2) The highway commission, on the petition
of at least 100 freeholders, may, after investiga-
tion, make such alterations in the system of
county aid highways as it deems necessary to
serve the public interest.

(3) The county board may alter such systems
with the consent of the highway commission . .
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which is a part of the county trunk system shall,
by virtue thereof, be a portion of the system of
county aid highways . Any city or village street
or portion thereof selected as a portion of such
system prior to May 1, 1939, shall be a portion
of such system .

83 .027 Controlled-access highways. (1)
AUTHORITY OF COUNTY BOARD ; PROCEDURE..
The legislature declares that the effective con-
trol of traffic entering upon or leaving inten-
sively traveled highways is necessary in the
interest of public safety, convenience and the
general welfare . The county board may desig-
nate as controlled-access highways the portions
of thee county trunk system on which, after traf-
fic engineering surveys, investigations and stud-
ies, it finds, determines and declares that the
average traffic potential is in excess of 2,000 ve-
hicles per, 24-hour day, except such controlled-
access designation shall not be effective in
incorporated villages and cities until the deci-
sion of the county board has been referred to
and approved by the governing body of such
village or city . Such designation of 'a portion of'
any county -trunk highway in any county as a
controlled-access highway shall not be effected
until after a public hearing in the matter has
been held in the county courthouse or other
convenient public place within the county fol-
lowing notice by publication of a class 3 notice,
under ch . 985 . . If the county board then finds
that the average traffic potential is as provided
by this subsection, and that the designation of
the highway as a controlled-access highway is
necessary in the interest of public safety, con-
venience and the general welfare, it shall make
its finding, determination and declaration to
that effect, specifying the character of the con-
trols to be exercised.. Copies of the finding, de-
termination and declaration shall be recorded
with the register of deeds, filed with the county
clerk, and published in the newspaper in which
the, notice of hearing was published, and the
order shall be effective on such publication . At
the time of designating such controlled-access
mileage, the total of such mileage in any county
shall not exceed 10% of the county trunk mile-
age in such county on the preceding January 1
as published by the highway commission .

(2) CONTROLLED-ACCESS HIGHWAY DE-
FINED. For the purposes of this section, a con-
trolled-access highway is a highway on which
the traffic is such that the county board has
found, determined and declared it to be neces-
sary, in the interest of the public safety, conven-
ience and the general welfare to prohibit
entrance upon and departure from the highway
or street except at places specially designated,
and provided for such purposes, and to exercise
special controls over traffic on such highway or
street . .

and streets any existing roads or, streets, and to
exercise jurisdiction over local service roads in
the same manner as is authorized over con-
trolled-access highways under thiss section if, in
their opinion, such local service roads or streets
shall serve the necessary purposes.

( 11 ) COMMERCIAL ENIERPRISES.. No com-
mercial enterprise shall be authorized or con
ducted within or on property acquired for or
designated as a controlled-access highway . .

(12) UNLAWFUL USE OF HIGHWAY; PENAL-
TIES. I t is unlawful for any person to drive any
vehicle into of from acontrolled-access high-
way except through an opening provided for
that purpose . Any person who violates this pro-
vision may be fined not more than $100' or im-
piisoned not more than 30 days or both„

(13) VACATING,, A controlled-access highway
shall remain such until vacated by order of the
county board. The discontinuance of all county

The county board shall record formal
notice of any vacation of acontrolled-access
highway with the register of deeds of the county
wherein such highway lies:

83 .03 County aid; local levy ; donations.
(1) The county board may construct or improve
or repair' or aid in constructing or improving or
repairing any highway or bridge in the county .,

public safety, convenience and the general wel-
fare, the county board may use an existing high-
way or provide new and additional facilities for
a controlled-access highway and so design the
same and its appurtenances, and so regulate, re-
strict or prohibit access to or departure from it
as the county board deems necessary or desira-
ble, The county board may eliminate intersec-
tions at grade of controlled-access highways
with existing highways or streets, by grade sepa-
ration or, service road, or by closing off` such
roads and streets at the right of way boundary
line of such controlled-access highway and may
divide and separate any controlled-access high-
way into separate roadways or, lanes by raised
curbings, dividing 'sections of other, physical
separations or by signs; markers, stripes or other
suitable devices, and may `execute any construc-
tion necessary in the development of a con-
trolled-access 'highway including service roads
or separation of grade structures .

(4) CONNECTIONS WITH OTHER H IGHWAYS.
After the establishment of any controlled-access
highway, no street or highway or' private drive-
way, shall be opened into or connected with any
controlled-access highway without the previous
consent and approval of the county board, in
writing ; which shall be given_ only if the public
interest shall be served thereby and shall specify
the terms and conditions on which such consent
and approval is given .
(5) USE OF HIGHWAY .: . No person shall have

any right of entrance upon or departure from or
travel across any controlled-access highway, or
to or, from abutting lands, except at places des-
ignated and provided for such purposes, and on
such terms and conditions, as may be specified
from time to time by the county board .,

(6) ABUTTING OWNERS . After the designa-
tion of a controlled-access highway, the owners
or occupants of abutting lands shall have no
right or easement of access, by reason of the
fact that their property abuts on the controlled-
access highway or for other reason, except only
the controlledd right of access and of light, air or
view.

(7) SPECIAL. C ROSSING PERMITS. Whenever
property heldd under one ownership is severed
by a controlled-access highway, the county
board may permit a crossing at a designated
location, to be used solely for' travel between the
severed parcels, and such use shall cease if such
parcels:pass into separate ownership .
(8) RIGHT OF wAY. Any lands or other pri-

vate or public property or interest in such prop-
erty needed to carry out the purposes of this
section may be acquired by the county board as
provided in ss . 83.07 and 8.308 .
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(3) Duringg construction the work and mateii-
als shall be inspected .: by the county highway
commissionerr or by inspectors employed by him
with the approval of the county highway com-
mittee . Upon the completion of any highway,job
by or for the county on the county aid system or
for.which county aid has been granted the work
shall be inspected by the county highway com-
missioner, and if found in conformity with plans
and specifications, he shall so find and notifyy the

(4) Upon contract construction final payment
shall not be made until thee work has been ac-
cepted as complete by the county highway com-
missioner. In case of noncontiactwork payment
shall be made monthly upon verified, detailed,
statements and pay rolls prepared by the county
highway commissioner and approved and al-
lowed by the county highway committee, and all
payments shall be made by orders on the county
treasurer in the ordinary formm signed by the
chairman of the county board and the county
clerk, unless the county has adopted some differ-
ent method of making disbursements, in which
event it shall be according to such method and
all orders shall be drawn upon and paid out of
the fund provided for such construction . Said
statements and pay rolls shall be filed with the
county clerk,.

(5) When final payment has been made upon
any highway improvement, any funds remaining
in the county treasurer's hands which were pro-
vided by any subdivision of the county for that
particular, improvement, shall be placed together'
with the county's balance available for that job
to the credit of such subdivision of the county,
and shall be used to increase the funds available
for the next construction job in said subdivision,
and any such balance in the bridge fund may be

(2) If any county board determines to improve
any portion of a, county trunk highway with
county funds, it may assess not more than 40 per
cent of the cost of the improvement but not over
$1,000 in any year against the town, village or
city in which the improvement is located as a
special tax but no such assessment shall be made
against any town in which the combined appro-
piation of the town and county for the improve-
ment of county trunk highways in such ,year
exceeds 3 mills per dollar on the assessed valua-
tion of the town..

83 .035 Streets and highways, construc-
tion. Any county board may provide, by ordi-
nance that the county may, through its highway
committee or other designated county official
or officials, enter into contracts with cities, vil-
lages and towns within the county borders to
enable the county to construct and maintain
streets and highways in such municipalities . .

83 .04 Highway construction by county;

(la) The county highway committee or town
board may purchase or accept donation of rem-
nants of tracts or parcels of land remaining at
the time or after it has acquired portions of"such
tracts or parcelss by purchase or condemnation
where in the judgment of such committee ox
board such action would assist in rendering just
compensation to a land owner, a part of whose
lands have been taken for highway purposes,
and would serve to minimize the over-all cost of
such taking, by thee public.,

(2) In case the county highway committee or
townn board deems it desirable to acquire any
lands or the right to takee stone, gravel, clay or
other>mateiial, from private lands for use in the
execution of the committee's or board's duty, or
to acquire the right of access to any lands, or the
right of drainage across any lands, the commit-
tee_ or board may, purchase or condemnn such
lands or right and take title thereto in the name
of the county of town, and the cost thereof shall
be paid out of the highway improvement funds . .

(3) When lands are acquired under this sec-
tion to relocate or . straighten any highway or to
provide easier curves at highway intersections,
and tracts not more than 2 acres in area remain
separated from the main body of" land from
which they are acquired, the county highway
committee or town board may,, if it deems the
acquisition of such minor tracts advisable or
necessary to beautify the highway or to protect
public travel, acquire such minor tracts in the .e
name of the county orthe town Tracts in excess
of 2 acres : of like character may be acquired by
agreement.'

(4) I n case the county highway committee or
the town board is unable to acquit e needed lands
or rights by contract, such committee or board
may acquire the same in the name of the county
or town by eminent domain, as provided in ch
32 . : ,

83.08 Acquisition of lands and interest
therein: (1) The county highway committee
may' acquire by gift, devise, purchase or con-
demnation any lands or interests therein for the
proper improvement, maintenance, relocation
or "change of any county aid`or 'other highway
or street or, any bridge thereon which the
county is empowered to improve or aid in im-

struction, subject to the approval of the county
highway committee, And said committee shall
fix the amount per linear foot of the improve-
ment to be paid by the county . . The city shall
then improve the street in the manner provided
generally for making street improvements . . The
work shall be done under the supervision of the
city, but subject to the,inspection .of the county
highway commissioner . .
(2) Upon the completion of the work the

county's share of the cost shall be paid to the
contractor as though the county had been an
immediate party to the contract .. In no case shall
the payment by the county exceed the cost of 18
feet of the width of the pavement, plus a share
of the grading, draining, and appertaining struc-
tures, which share shall be determined by divid-
ing the whole cost of these items by the width of
the pavement in feet and multiplying the, quo-
tient by 18, The balance of the expense of the
improvement shall be borne, by the,city, and
shall be provided in the mannerr in which ex-
pense of street improvement is ordinarily met .
Assessments of benefits may be made by the, city
against abutting property , in the manner pro-
vided where the improvement is done solely at
the expense of the city, but such assessments of
benefits shalll not exceed the difference between
the cost of the improvement and the amount
contributed thereto by the county .

(3) The provisions of subs .. (1) and (2) shall
apply to villages subject to the approval of the
county board .

83 .065 County road and br idge fund; tax
levy. The county board shall annually levy a
tax of not more: than 2 millss on the dollar, in
addition to all other taxes, and the proceeds
shall be known as the "County Road and
Bridge Fund." Expenditures from-said fund
shall be made only for the purposes of con-
structing . and maintaining highways and
bridges under: :Lhischapter and for- purchasing,
operating, renting and repairing machinery,
quarries and gravel pits used in such construc-
tion and maintenance. -
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proving or to maintain . The county highway
committee may purchase or accept donation of
remnants of tracts or parcels of land remaining
at the time or after it has acquired portions of
such tracts or parcels by purchase or condemna-
tion where in the judgment of such committee
such actionn would assist in rendering just com-
pensation to a land owner, a part of whose lands
have been.n taken for' highway purposes,, and
would serve to minimize the over-all cost of such
taking by the public . Whenever the committee
deems it necessary to acquire any such lands or
interests therein for any such purpose, it shall so
order and in such order or on a map or plat show
the old and new locations and the lands or inter-
ests required, and shall file a copy of the order
and map with the county clerk. The committee
shall endeavor to obtain easements or title in fee
simple by conveyance of the lands or interests
required, at a price, including damages, deemed
reasonable by the committee. The instrument of
conveyance shall name the county as grantee
andd shall be filed with the county clerk and re-
corded in the office of the register of deeds . .

(2) If any of the needed lands or interests
therein cannot be purchased expeditiously for a
price deemed reasonable by the committee, the
committee may acquire the same by condemna-
tion under ch. 32 .

(3) The cost of land and rights so acquired,
including any damages allowed and other ex-
penses connected therewith, shall be paid out of
available improvement or maintenance funds .

(4) Subject to the approval of thee highway
commission the county board is authorized and
empowered to sell at public sale property, owned
by the county in fee for highway purposes, when
the county board : shall determine that such
property is no longer, necessary for the county's
use for highway purposes, The fundss derivedd
from such sale shall be deposited in the county
highwayy fund andd the expense incurred in con-
nection with the sale shall be paid from that
fund. However, approval of the highway com-
mission is not required where county funds only
have been used . .

83.09 Emergency repairs of county trunk
highways. Whenever a flood or other casualty
renders any county trunk highway dangerous
for travel, the town chairman shall immediately
close it and notify thee county highway commis-

83 . 10 State allotment to county trunk
highways . (1) From the appropriation made by
s . 20 .395 (2) (wb), there shall be allotted annu-
ally on June 30, by the highway commission, to
the several counties as state aid for the county
trunk highway systems, the sum of $3,500,000 .
Forty per cent of'such allotment shall be in the
ratio that the number of motor vehicles regis-
tered from each county in the fiscal year ended
the previous June 30 bears to the total number
registered in the state and 60% in the ratio that
the mileage of highways on the preceding Janu-
ary 1 in each county exclusive of highways and
streets in cities and villages bears to the total
mileage of such highways in the state except
that in counties having a population of 500,000
or more, 25% of the total mileage of all high-
ways and streets in cities and villages shall be
included in the eligible mileage for such coun-
ties and in the total mileage in the state . . From
the appropriation made by such subsection
there shall be an additional annual allotment on
June 30 to each county equal to $65 per mile of
county trunk highways in such county on the
preceding January 1 .. Such allotment shall be
used for constructing, repairing and maintain-
ing the countyy trunk highway system and the
bridges thereon, includingg snow and ice re-
moval and control, under then direction of the
county highway committees. Any county may
allocate all or part of its allotment, with the
approval of the commission, to match or sup-
plement federal aid funds for the construction,
reconstruction andd improvement of the county
trunk highway system and in such event such
amount may, be retained by or paid to the com-
mission or the state treasury as the commission
requires and shall be expended in accordance
with s . 84,06 and any applicable act of congress ..
All or part of such allotment nott allocated to
match or supplement federal aid as herein pro-
vided shall be expended in accordance with the
applicable provisions of this chapter.

(2) The county board of any county having a
population of 500,000 or more may appropriate
any portion of the moneys received by such
county under s. 20...395 (2) to the cities and vil-
lages and the county park commission within
such county for the construction or reconstruc-
tion of streets, park or parkway roads or drives,
or for the payment of the principal or interest on
bonds issued by any town, city or village in such
county for the construction of bridges carrying
a traffic in excess of 2,500 vehicles per' day, ac-
cording to a determination made by the highway
commission .

(2) When the tax has been voted the town or
village board shall petition the county board at
its next annual meeting to appropriate at least an
equal amount as the county's share of the cost
of the proposed improvement. The petition shall
designate the highway to be improved and state
the character of the improvement and the
amount which has been voted therefor,

(3) The county board shall thereupon appio-
pxiate for the improvement a sum equal to or
greater than the amount voted therefor by the
town or village; andd shall raise the same by tax
on alll the taxable property of the county ..

(4) No county shall be required to appropriate
in any year over $2,000 for work in any town or
village .

(5) The improvement shall be performed, su-
pervised and paid for and accepted in the same
manner as other county aid work .,

(6) Construction shall not begin until the
funds to pay for the samee are in the county
treasury and the plans and specifications have
been approved by the county highway commit-
tee . After ' any town has voted the tax such town
may borrow money for such improvement in
anticipation of thee tax levy and the appropria-
tion to be made by the county board ; and pay the
same into the county treasury as an advance,
after which construction may proceed .. The
county shall reimburse the town for such ad-
vance when the necessary funds become availa-
ble

(7) Towns and villages may take the initiative
in thee improvement of county aid highways by
issuing bonds and the fundss produced by suchh
bond issue shall be handled and expended as
though raised by taxation . . If the county has not
appropr iated a sum at least equal to the funds
raised by the town or village or to the proceeds
of the town ` or village bonds advanced to the
county for such improvements,, the town or vil-
lage board may petition the county pursuant to
subsection (2)for an amount equal to one-half of
such funds or of the principal maturing on such
bonds in each year and the county shall appro-
priate its share as provided in subsection (3)
(subject to the limitation in subsection (4)) until
the county - has appropr iated an amount equal to
the amount raised by the town or village or to
the proceeds of the bonds thus advanced ..

83.13 Guideboards, The county board may
erect and maintain guideboards on county aid
and county trunk highways which are not part
of the state trunk highway system, the cost to
be paidout of such fund as the board shall di-

83.14 County aid on town and vi llage i n i-
tiative . (1) Any town meeting or village board
may vote a tax of not less than $500 to improve
a designated portion of a county aid highway
and may accept cash donations for such pur-
poses, andd when accepted subsequent proceed-
ings shall be the same as if a tax of like amount
had been voted..

83 . 12 Cattle passes . As a part of any high-
way improvement or as a separate project under
this chapter, cattle passes across highways may
be constructed at places determined by the
county highway committee to be necessary and
practical.

When any highway which is maintained or, to
be maintained by the county shall be practically
impassable or be dangerous to travel or when it
shall be deemedd necessary on account of con-
struction or repair work thereon or for other
reasons to suspend travel upon any part of`such
highway, the county highway commissioner
may lay out and open temporary highways for
the accommodation of public travel through
anyy lands,, and the county highway commis-
sioner shall possess the powers conferred by
section 81.08 upon town boards . Said powers
shall be exercised by him in like manner and the
procedure shall be the same except that the con-
tract and orders and claim for damages and
other papers relating to the matter shall be filed
with the county clerk, and claims for damages
shall be acted upon by the county board in the
manner provided by section 59.76 .

83.20 Highways , lighting ., Any county may
provide for lighting of improved highways
maintained by the county or the construction of
which has been aided by the county or state,
and of bridges located thereon .
