941 .01 Negligent operation of vehicle.
(1) Whoever endangers another's safety by a
high degree of negligence in the operation of a
vehicle, not upon a highway as defined in s ..
340 .01, may be fined not more than $200 or
imprisoned not more than 6 months or both ..

(2) A high degree of negligence is, conduct
which demonstrates ordinary negligence to a
high degree, consisting of an act which the per-
son should realize creates a situation of unrea-
sonable risk and high, probability of death ox
great bodily harm to another .

(3) Upon conviction hereunder, no revocation
or suspension of operator's license shall follow ..

941 .03 Highway obstruction . (1) Whoever
creates an unreasonable risk and high probabil-
ity of causingg death or great bodily harm to

941 .10 Negligent handlin g of burning ma-
terial . (1) Whoever handles burning material in
a highly negligent manner may be fined not
more than $200 or imprisoned not more than 6
months or both

(2) Burning material is handled in a highly
negligent manner if, under thee circumstances,
the person should realize that he creates an un-
reasonable risk and high probability of death of
great bodily harm to another or serious damage
to another's property . .

941 .11 Unsafe burning of buildings.
Whoever' does either of the following may be
imprisoned not more than 5 years:

(1) Intentionally burns his own building un-
der circumstances in which he should realize he
is creating an unreasonable risk of death or, great
bodily harm to another or serious damage to
another's property ; or

(2) Intentionally burns a building of one who
has consented to the destruction thereof'but does
so under circumstances in which he should real-
ize he is creating an unreasonable risk of death
or great bodily harm to another or serious dam-
age to a third person's property,
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941.20 Reckless usee of weapons.. (1)
Whoever, does any of the following may be fined
not, more than $200 or, imprisoned not more
than 6 months or both :

(a) Endangers another's safety by reckless
conduct in the operation or handling of a fire-
arm, airgun, knife of bowand arrow; or

(b) Operates or goes aimed with a firearm
while he is under the influence of an intoxicant ;
or,

(c) Intentionally points a firearm at or toward
another.

(d) While on the lands of another discharges
a firearm within 100 yards of any building de-
voted to human occupancy situated on and at-
tached to the lands of another without the ex-
press permission of the owner or occupant of the
building.

(1) Whoever manufactures, sells or offers to
sell, transports, purchases, possesses or goes
armed with any knife having a blade which
opens by pressing a button, spring or other de-
vice in the handle or by gravity or by a thrustt or
movement may be finednot more than $500 or
imprisoned not more than one year in county
jail or both .

(2) Within 30 days after April 16, 1959, such
knives shall be surrendered to any peace officer . .
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officer, of an organization established for the

941 .13 False alarms and interference
w i th fire fighting. Whoever intentionally does
any ' of the following may be fined not more
than $500 or imprisoned not more than one
year in county jail or both :'

(1) Gives a false alarm to any public officer or
employe,'whether by means of a fire alarm sys-
tem or - otherwise; or

(2) Interferes with the proper' functioning of a
fire alarm system; or

(3) Interferes with the lawful efforts of fire-
men to extinguish a fire ..

(4) Interferes with, tampers with or removes,
without authorization, any fire extinguisher,, fire
hose of any other fire fighting equipment .

WEAPONS.
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(3) Reckless conduct consists of an act which
creates a situation of unreasonable risk and high
probability of death or great bodily harm to an-
other and which demonstrates a conscious disre-
gard for-the safety of another and a willingness
to take known chances of perpetrating an injury, .
It is intended that this definition embraces all of
the, elements of what was heretofore known as
gross negligence in the criminal law of Wiscon-
sin:
