113.01 Definitions. In this chapter, unless
otherwise expressly stated, "obligation" in-
cludes a liability in tort; "obligor" includes a
person liable for a tort ; "obligee" includes a
person having a right based on a tort; "several
obligors" means obligors severally bound for
the same performance

discharged . A judgment against one or more
of several obligors,, or against one or more of
joint, or of joint and several obligors shalll not
discharge a -co - obligor who was not a party to
the proceeding wherein the judgment was ren-
dered

The amount or value of any consideration re-
ceived by the obligee from one or more of sever =
al obligors, or from one or more of joint, ox of
joint and several obligors, in whole or in partial
satisfaction of their obligations, shall be credit-
ed to the extent of the amount received on the
obligations of all ° co-obligors to whom the obli-
gor or obligors giving the consideration did not
stand ' in the relation of a surety

tested. (1) If an obligee releasing or, discharg-
ing an obligor without express reservation of
rights against a co-obligor', then knows or has
reason to know that the obligor released or dis-,
charged did not pay so much of the claim as he
was bound by his contract or relation with that
co-obligor .-to pay,, the obligee's claim against
that co-obligor shall be satisfied to the amount
which the obligee knew or had reason to know
that the released or discharged obligor was
bound to such co-obligor to pay.
