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15.001 Declaration of policy. (1) THREE:

SUBCHAPTER 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

BRANCHES OF GOVERNMENT. The “republican

form of government” guaranteed by the U.S.
constitution contemplates the separation of
powers within state government among the leg-
islative, the executive and the judicial branches
of the government. The legislative branch has
the broad objective of determining policies and
programs and review of program performance
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for programs previously authorized, the execu-
tive branch carries out the programs and policies
and the judicial branch has the responsibility for
adjudicating any conflicts which might arise
from the interpretation or application of the
laws. It is a traditional concept of American
government that the 3 branches are to function
separately, without intermingling of authority,
except as specifically provided by law

(2) GOALS OF EXECUTIVE BRANCH ORGANI-
ZATION. (a) As the chief administrative officer
of the state, the governor should be.provided
with the administrative facilities and the author-
ity to carry out the functions of his office effi-
ciently and effectively within the policy limits
established by the legislature.

(b) The administrative agencies which com-
prise the executive branch should be consolidat-
ed into a reasonable number of departments and
independent agencies consistent with executive
capacity to administer effectively at all levels.

(c) The integration of the agencies in the exec-
utive branch should be on a functional basis, so
that programs can be co-ordinated:

(d) Each agency in the executive branch
should be assigned a name commensurate with
the scope of its program responsibilities, and
should be integrated into one of the departments
or independent agencies of the executive branch
as closely as the conflicting goals of administra-
tive integration and responsiveness to the legisla-
ture will permit.

(3) ‘GOALS OF CONTINUING REORGANIZA-
TION. Structural reorganization should be a con-
tinuing process through careful executive and
legislative appraisal of the placement of pro-
posed new programs and the co-ordination of
existing programs in response to changing em-
phasis or public needs, and should be consistent
with the following goals:

(a) The organization- of state government
should assure its responsiveness to popular con-
trol. It is the goal of reorganization to improve
legislative policy-making capability and to im-
prove the administrative capability of the execu-
tive to carry out these policies. ‘

(b) The organization of state government
should facilitate communication between citi-
zens and government. It is the goal of reorgani-
zation through co-ordination of related pro-
grams in_function-oriented departments to im-
prove public understanding of government
programs and ‘policies and to improve the rela-
tlonshlps between citizens and admlmstratlve
agencies.

-(c) Thie organization of state government shall
assure efficient and. effective administration of
thepolicies established by the legislature. It is
the goal of reorganization to promote efficiency
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by improving the management and co-ordina-
tion of state services and by eliminating overlap-
ping activities

15.01 Definitions. In this chapter:

(1) “Department” means the principal admin-
istrative agency within the executive branch of
Wisconsin state government, but does not in-
clude the independent agencies under subch. II1.

(2) “Division,” “bureau,” ‘*‘section” and
“unit” means the subunits of a department,
whether specifically created by law or created by
the head of the department for the more eco-
nomic and efficient administration and opera-
tion of the programs assigned to the department.

(3) “Head of the department” means the con-
stitutional officer, commission, secretary or
part-time policy board, in charge of a depart-
ment

(4) “Commission” means a 3-man governing
body in charge of a department or independent
agency or of a division or other subunit within
a department. A Wisconsin group created for
participation in a. continuing intelstate body
shall be known as a “commission,”” but is not a
commission for purposes of s. 15.06.

(5) (a) “Board” means a part-time body func-
tioning as the policy-making unit for a depart-
ment or independent agency or a part-time body
with policy-making or quasi-judicial powers.

(b) “Examining board” means a part-time
body which sets standards of professional com-
petence and conduct for the profession under its
supervision, prepares, conducts and grades the
examinations of prospective new practitioners,
grants licenses, investigates complaints of al-
leged unprofessional conduct and performs oth-
er functions assigned to it by law.

(6) “Council” means a part-time body ap-
pointed to function on a continuing basis for the
study, and recommendation of solutions and
policy alternatives, of the problems arising in a
specified functional area of state government.

(7) “Committee” means a part-time body ap-
pointed to study a specific problem and to rec-
ommend a solution or policy alternative with
respect to that problem; and intended to termi-
nate on the completion of its assignment. Be-
cause of their temporary nature, committees
shall be created by session law rather than by
statute.

15.02 Offices, departments and in-
dependent agencies. The constitutional of-
fices, administrative departments and independ-
ent agencies which comprise the executive
branch of ‘Wisconsin state govemment are
structured as follows:

(1) SEPARATE CONSTITUTIONAL OFFICES.

The governor, lieutenant governor, secretary of

state and state treasurer each head a staff to be
termed the “office” of the respective constitu-
tional officer, but the office of the governor shall
be known as the “executive office”. -

(2) PRINCIPAL ADMINISTRATIVE UNITS. The
principal administrative unit of the executive
branch is a “department” or an “independent
agency”. Each such unit shall bear a title begin-
ning with the words “State of Wisconsin” and
continuing with “department of ....”" or with the
name of the independent agency. A department
may be headed by a constitutional officer, a sec-
retary, a 3-man commission or a part-time poli-
cy-making board.

(3) INTERNAL STRUCTURE. (a) The secretary
of each department may, subject to sub. (4), es-

tablish the internal structure within the office of

secretary so as to best suit the puxposes of his
-department.

(b) For field opexatlons, depaxtmems may es-
tablish district or area offices which may cut
across divisional lines of responsibility.

(¢) For their internal structure, all.depart-
ments shall adhere to the following standard
terms, and independent agencies are encouraged
to review their internal structure and to adhere
as much as possible to the following standard
terms:: -

1. The principal subunit of the department is
the “division”. Each division shall be headed by

n “administrator”. ’

2. The principal subunit of the division is the
“pbureau”. Each bureau shall be headed by a
“director”.

3. If further subdivision is riecessary, bureaus

may be-divided into subunits which shall be:

known as “sections” and which shall be headed
by “chiefs” and sections may be divided into
subunits: which- shall be known as “units” and
which shall be headed-by “supervisors”.

‘(4) INTERNAL ORGANIZATION AND ALLOCA-
TION OF FUNCTIONS. The head of each depart-
ment or independent agency shall, subject to the
approval of the governor or, where applicable,
the coordinating council for higher education,
establish the internal organization of the depart-
ment or independent agency and allocate and
reallocate duties and functions not assigned by
law to an -officer or any subunit of the depart-
ment or-independent agency to promote eco-
nomic and efficient administration and ‘opera-
tion of the department or independent agency.
The head may delegate and redelegate to any

officer or employe of the department or in-
dependent agency any functlon vested by law in
the head.: :

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15.03 Attachment for limited purposes.
Any division, commission or board attached
under this section to a department or independ-
ent agency or a specified division thereof shall
be a distinct unit of that department, independ-
ent agency or specified division. Any division,
commission or board so attached shall exercise
its powers, duties and functions prescribed by
law, including rule-making, licensing and regu-
lation, and operational planning within the area
of program responsibility of -the division, com-
mission or board, independently of the head of
the department or independent agency, but
budgeting, program co-ordination and related
management functions shall be performed un-
der the direction and supervision of the head of
the department or independent agency.

15.04 Heads of departments and in-
dependent agencies; powers and duties.
Each head of a department or independent
agency shall:

(1) SUPERVISION. Except as provided in s.
15.03, plan, direct, co-ordinate and execute the
functions vested in his department or independ-
ent agency. ‘

(2) BUDGET. Biennially compile a compre-
hensive program budget which reflects all fiscal
matters related to the operation of his depart-
ment or independent agency and each program,
subprogram and activity therein.

(3) ADVISORY BODIES. In addition to any
councils specifically created by law, create and
appoint such councils or committees as the oper-
ation of his department or independent agency
requires. Members of councils and committees
created under this general authority shall serve
without compensation; but may be reimbursed
for their actual and necessary expenses incurred
in the performance of their duties and, if such
reimbursement is made, such reimbursement in
the case of an officer or employe of this state
who represents his agency as a member of such
a council or committee shall be paid by the agen-
cy which pays his salary.

(4) BIENNIAL REPORT. Submit a report on or
before October'15 of each odd-numbered year to
the governor and the legislature on the perform-
ance and operations of his department or in-
dependent agency during the preceding bienni-
um, and projecting the goals and- objectives of
the department or independent agency as devel-
oped for the program budget report. The secre-
tary of administration may prescribe the format
of the report and may require such other infor-
mation as he deems appropriate. Any depart-
ment or independent agency may issue such ad-
ditional reports on its findings and recommen-
dations as its operations require.
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(5) SEAL. Haveé authority to adopt a seal for
the department or independent agency.

(6) BoNDs. Have authority to require that any
officer or employe of the department or in-
dependent agency give an official bond under ch.
19; if the secretary of administration agrees that
the position held by such officer or employe re-
quires bonding.

At the time of
making new nominations to commissions, the
governor shall designate a member or nominee
of each commission to serve as the commission’s
chairman for a 2-year term expiring on March
1 of the odd-numbered year. Each commission
may annually elect such other officers from
among its members as its work requires. Any
officer may be reappomted or re-elected to suc-
ceed himself. _

.(3) FULL-TIME OFFICES. (a) A commissioner
shall ‘not hold -any other office or position of
profit or pursue any other business or vocation,
but shall devote his entire time to the duties of
his. office. This paragraph does not apply to the
commissioner of insurance nor to the members,
except the chalrman, of the tax appeals commis-
sion.

(b) The commissioner of insurance shall not
engage in any other occupation, business or ac-
tivity that is in any.way inconsistent with the
performance of his duties-as commissioner, nor
shall he hold any other public office.

(4) CHAIRMAN; ADMINISTRATIVE. DUTIES.
The administrative duties of each commission
shall be-vested in its chairman, to-be adminis-
tered by him under the statutes and rules of the
commission and sub]ect to the polrcres estab- .
lished by the commission.

(5) FREQUENCY OF MEETINGS; PLACE - Every
commission shall meet on the call of the chair-.
man: or-a ‘majority of.its members. Every com-
misston-shall maintain its offices in Madison, but
may meet.or hold hearings at such other loca-
tions as will-best serve the citizens of this state.

(6) QUORUM. A majority of the membership
of - a-commission -constitutes a ‘quorum to do
business, except that vacancies shall not prevent
a commission from doing business.

(7) ANNUAL REPORTS. In August of each
year, every commission attached to a depart-
ment shall submit, to the head of the depart-
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ment, a report on the operation of the commis-
sion during the fiscal year concluded on the pre-
ceding June 30.

At its first
meeting in each year, every examining board
shall elect from among its members a chairman,
vice chairman and, unless otherwise provided by
law, a secretary, but the dean of the college of
engineering and the dean of the college of archi-
tecture of the university of Wisconsin or, if there
is no such dean, the highest ranking professor in
the field of architecture in the university, desig-
nated by the president of the university, shall
alternate annually as chairman of the examining
board of architects, professional engineers, de-
signers and land surveyors and the chairman of
the pharmacy examining board shall serve as the
chairman of the pharmacy internship board.
Any officer may be re-elected to succeed him-
self. -

(3) FREQUENCY OF MEETINGS. Every exam-
ining board shall meet annually and may meet at
other times on the call of the chairman or of a
majority of its members.

(4)QUORUM. (a) A majority of the member-
ship of an examining board constitutes a quorum
to do business; and a majority of a quorum may
act in any matter ‘within the jurisdiction of the
examining board.’

(5) GENERAL POWERS. Each examining
board may compel the attendance of witnesses,
administer oaths, take testimony and receive
proof concerning all matters within its jurisdic-
tion. It shall formulate rules for its own guidance
and for the guidance of the trade or profession
to which it pertains, and define and enforce pro-
fessional conduct and unethical practices not in-
consistent with the law relating to the particular
trade or profession.

(6) IMPROVEMENT OF THE PROFESSION. In
addition to any other duties vested in it by law,
each examining board shall foster the standards
of education or training pertaining to. its own
trade or profession, not only in relation of the
trade or profession to the interest of the individ-
ual or to.organized business enterprise, but also
in relation to government and to the general
welfare. Each examining board shall endeavor,
both within and outside its own trade or profes-
sion, to bring about a better understanding of the
relationship of the particular trade or profession
to the general welfare of this state.

(7) COMPENSATION AND REIMBURSEMENT
FOR EXPENSES. Each member of an examining
board shall, unless he is a full-time salaried em-
ploye of this state, be paid a per diem of $25 for
each day on which he was actually and neces-
sarily engaged in the performarnce of his duties.
Each member of an examining board shall be
reimbursed for his actual and necessary expenses
incurred in the performance of his duties.

(8) OFFICIAL OATH. Every member of an ex-
amining board shall take and file the official
oath prior to assuming office.

In August of each
year every examining board shall submit, to the
head of the department in which it is created, a
report on the operation of the examining board
dunng the fiscal year concluded on the preced-
ing June 30.

Unless other-
wise provided by law, at its first meeting in each
year every council shall elect a chairman, vice
chairman and secretary from among its mem-
bers.

15.04 (3), the constitutional
officer or secretary heading the department or
the chief executive officer of the independent
agency in which such council is created shall
designate an employe of the department or in-
dependent agency to serve as secretary of the
council and to be a voting member thereof.

(3) FREQUENCY OF MEETINGS. Unless other-
wise provided by law, every council shall meet
at least annually and shall also meet on the call
of the head of the department or independent
agency in which it is created, and may meet at
other times on the call of the chairman or a
majority of its members. No council may meet
outside the city of Madison without express pri-
or authorization for each such meeting from the
constitutional ‘officer or secretary heading the

department or from the chief executive officer of

the independent ‘agency in which it is created.

(4) QuoruM. A majority of the membership
of a council constitutes a quorum to do business,
and a majority of a quorum may act in any
matter within the jurisdiction of the council.

(5) POWERS AND DUTIES: A council shall ad-
vise the head of the department or independent
agency in which it is created and shall function
on a continuing basis for the study, and recom-
meéndation of solutions and policy alternatives,
of the problems arising in a specified functional
area of state government.

(6) REIMBURSEMENT FOR EXPENSES. Mem-
bers of a council shall not be compensated for
their services, but members of councils created
by statute shall be reimbursed for their actual
and necessary expenses incurred in the perform-
ance of their duties, such reimbursement in the
case of an ¢lective or appointive officer or em-
ploye of this state who represents his agency. as
a member of a council to be paid by the agency
which pays his salary.

(7) ANNUAL REPORTS. In August of each
year every council created in a department or
independent agency shall submit, to the head of
the department or independent agency, a report
on the operation of the council during the fiscal
year concluded on the preceding June 30.
