The special section to hear matters under
sub, (1) (c) and (d) .

252.03 Jurisdiction of circuit courts. The
circuit courts have the general jurisdiction pre-
scribed for them by the constitution and have
power to issue all writs, process and commis-
sions provided' therein or by the statutes, or
which may be necessary to the duee execution of
the powers vested in them.. They have power to
hear and determine, within their respective cir-
cuits, all civil and criminal actions and proceed-
ings unless exclusive jurisdiction is given to
some other court; and they have all the powers,
according to the usages of courts of law and

POWERS Retired supreme courtt justices and
retired circuit judges serving temporarily as
circuit judges at the request of the chief' justice
of the supreme court may exercise all of the
jurisdiction of the circuit court in which they
serve .

In every , judicial circuit each county may elect
to pay to each circuit judge of such circuit a
salary in addition to compensation provided by
the state..
