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455.01 Definitions. In this chapter::
(D). “Exammmg board” means the psycholo-
gy examining board.

(2) “Department” means the department of

regulation and licensing;

(3) “Licensed psychologist” means a person
holding -avalid licens¢ under ‘this ‘chapter
which is not suspended or revoked

(4) “Practice of psychology” means render-
ing to any. person:a- psychological service in-
volving the application of ‘principles, methods
and procedures of understanding, predicting
and -influencing behavior, such as the princi-
ples pertaining to learning, perception, motiva-
tion, thinking, emotions and interpersonal rela-
tionships; the methods and procedures of inter-
viewing and-counseling in psychotherapy; and
the methods “and procedures of constructing,
admrmstermg and-interpreting tests ‘of mental
abilities, aptitudes, interests, attitudes, person-
ality  characteristics, emotion and motivation
The application’ of said ‘principles and methods
includes, but is not restricted to: psychological
diagnoses, preventlon, and. amelioration of ad-
justment - problems” in behavioral, emotional
and mental disorders; hypnosis; educational
and vocational counseling;. personnel- selection
and ‘management; the evaluation and planning
for effective work in learning situations; -adver-
tising and ‘market résearch; and the resolution
of interpersonal-and social conflicts:

(5) “Psychotherapy” means the use of learn-
mg, condrtronlng methods and emotional reac-
tions 'in a professronal relatronshrp to assist
persons to modrfy feelings, attitudes and
beha ior$ whrch are rntellectually, socrally or
emotionally maladjustive or ineffectual. )

(6) (a) A person represents himself to be a
psychologist when he presents himself to the
public:by any. title-or description of services in-
corporating the. words *psychology”, “psycho-
logical” or. psychologist”?, and when .he de-
clares himself to be:trained,. experienced or-an
expert in the field of :psychology and offers to
engage or engages in the practice:-of psycholo-

8y for any person for a fee, monetary or other-
wise.

(b) Nothmg in this chapter restricts the use
of the term “social psychologist” by any per-
son who has been graduated with a doctoral
degree in sociology or social psychology from
an institution whose credits in sociology or so-
cial psychology are acceptable by a recognized
educational institution, who has passed com-
prehensive examinations in the field of social
psychology as part of the requirements for a
doctoral degree or has had equivalent special- -
ized training.in social psychology and who has
filed ‘with the examining board a statement of
the facts demonstrating his complrance with
this paragraph.

455.02 Limitations on -persons not li-
censed. (1) (a) This chapter does: not restrict
exclusively to psychologists the rendering of
services included within the practice of psychol-
ogy, but’only a person licénsed under thischap-
ter may use the term “licensed psychologist™ or
represent himself to the public by any title or
description of services incor'porating the words
“psychological”, ““psychologist” “psycholo-
gy” and ‘state orimply " that he is hcensed 10
practlce psychology

(b) A licensed psychologist may employ ‘per-
sons as psychological assistants in conducting
dragnostrc testing and treatment techniquies.
'(2) Nothirg in this chapter restricts the ac-
tivities and services of a graduate student or
psychological intern in psychology pursuing a
course of study leading to a-graduate degree in
psychology at an accredited college or univer-
sity' in working in’a training program, if such
activities and services constitute a part of his
supervrsed course of study and such person is
desrgnated by such title as “psychological in-
tern”, “psychological trainee” or other ftitle
clearly indicating ‘the training status appropri-
ate-to his level of training.- The term “psycho-
logical intern” shall be reserved for persons en-
rolled in ‘the doctoral program ‘in psychology
at an accredited college or university. ~
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(3) (2) Nothing in this chapter restricts or
prevents activities of a psychological nature
and the use of the official title of the position
for which they were employed on the part of
the following persons, if such persons are per-
forming those activities as part of the duties
for which they were employed, are performing
such activities solely with the confines of or
under the jurisdictions of the organization in
which they are employed and do not offer to
render psychological services to the public for
a fee, monetary or otherwise, over and above
the salary they receive for the performance of
the official duties with the organization with
which they are employed:

1. Persons who hold a valid and current cer-
tificate as a school psychologist issued by the
department of public instruction.

2. Persons employed in positions as psychol-
ogists or’ psychological assistants by accredited
colleges, junior colleges or universities or by
federal, state, county or mumcxpal organiza-
tions.

(b) Persons under par. (a) may, without ob-
taining- a . license .under this chapter, dissemi-
nate their. research findings and scientific infor-
mation to others, such as accredited academic
institutions or governmental agencies.

(4) A psychologist who is exempt from the
licensing requirements of this chapter because
of his employment. may offer lecture services
for a fee.. :

455.03- Temporary practice. A psycholo-
gist who is not. a resident of this state, but who
is licensed or certified by a similar examining
board of another state or. territory or of a for-
eign country or province whose standards, in
the opinion of the examining:board, are equiva-
lent to or higher than the requirements of this
chapter, or. who meet the requirements of this
chapter but resides in a Jjurisdiction which does
not grant certification-or licenses.to psycholo-
gists may offer professxonal services in this state
for not more than 60 days in any year without
holding . a license issued. under this chapter.
Such . person “shall report.: to  the . examining
board the nature and extent of thelr practice in
this state if it exceeds 20 days within a year.

455.04 Requirements for licensing. (A
candndate for licensing as a psychologist shall

(a) Be at least 18 years of age..

(b) Be of good moral character.

(c) Hold -a- doctoral - degree in psychoiogy
from a.college or university :accredited by a re-
gional: accrediting .agency . approved by the
. state board of education in the state in. which
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the college or university is located, or have had
other academic training or specialized experi-
ence, which in the opinion of the board is

_equivalent thereto. The board may require ex-

aminations to determine the equivalence of

-such training and experience and may also re-

quire examinations for individuals holding doc-
toral degrees in psychology from non-Ameri-
can universities.

(d) Have had at least one year of appropri-
ate experience in psychological work under
conditions satisfactory to the board in addition
to satisfying par. (c).

(e) Have passed an examination prepared by
the board on ethical issues in the professional
practice of psychology.

(2) The examining board shall, until July 1,
1970, waive the requirements of sub. (1) (¢)
and, upon application:and. satisfaction of the
remaining requirements and the :payment of.
the application. fee, grant a license to practice
as a psychologist to any applicant who::

(a) Holds a master’s_degree in psychology
from .a college or university accredited under
sub. (1) (c) and has had 3 years of appropriate
experience satisfactory to the board, acquired
after. receipt of the master’s. degree, .during
which he rendered psychological services;

(b) Has been .employed full time as a psy-
chologist or has represented. himself to the
public in this state as a psychologlst and has

rendered psychologlcal services to the public

for compensation on or before January 1, 1970;

.(c) Has been a resident of this state, or
mamtamed‘ a continuous practice or employ-
ment as a.psychologist in this state at least one
year prior to January 1, 1970; and

(d) Has applied for a license on or before
January 1, 1970.

(3)The. examining, board may waive the re-
quirements of sub. (1) (c) and (d) if.a candi-
date holds :a diploma of the American board of
examiners in professional psychology; or holds
a certificate..or license of an examining board
of some other state or territory or foreign
country  or province, if the standards of such
other examining .board are deemed by the
members of this board to be. .equivalent to the
standards of this state and like reciprocity is
extended to ho]ders of hcenses 1ssued by this

state. )

455.05 Application and llcensmg (1) Any
person-desiring-to obtain a license from the ex-
amining board shall file an application with the
department. The-application shall be accompa-
nied. by. the-fee prescribed by s. 45507 ( 1),
which fee shall not be refunded. :

~.(1m) All apphcants shall appear. before the
exammmg board in person prior to licensure to
allow the examining board to make such in-
quiry of them as to qualifications and other
matters as it deems proper.

(2) The department shall issue a license to
all applicants who are found by the examining
board to meet the requirements of this chapter
and who have paid the fee provided in s.
455.07 (1).

455.06 Renewals. (1) Licenses issued under
this section expire on September 30 of the year
of their issuance. A licensee shall, on or before
its expiration date, apply for renewal of his li-
cense to the department, accompanied by the
fee specified in s. 455.07 (2). If he applies for
renewal of the license after its expiration date,
- his application shall be accompanied by the fee

specified in s. 455.07 (2) and, prior to renewal-

of his license, he shall pay the fee determined
under s. 455.07 (3). -

(2) A person who fails to renew his license
within 5 years after its expiration may not re-
. new it, but may apply for and obtain a new
license if he meets the requirements of this
chapter.

455.07 Fees. (1) The application fee for a
license under this chapter shall be fixed by the
examining board in an amount not less than
$30 nor more than $40.

(2) The fee for renewal of a license under
this chapter shall be fixed by the examining
board in an amount not less than $20 nor more
than $30.

(3) The delinquency fee shall be $5.

455.08 Rules and code of ethics. The ex-
amining board shall adopt such rules as are nec-
essary under this chapter and shall, by rule, es-
tablish a reasonable code of ethics governing
the professional conduct of psychologists, using
as its model the “Ethical Standards of Psychol-
ogists”, established by the American psycholog-
ical association. The primary intent of this code
shall be to assure that licensed psychologists
limit their practices to those specialties in the
field of psychology which they are qualified to
practice. Every person who holds a license to
practice psychology in this state shall be gov-
erned and controlled by such code of ethics. A
written statement of the code shall be made
available to all applicants for licensing, as well
as all licensed psychologists, when amendments
are made to those standards. Nothing in this
chapter shall be construed to authorize the psy-
chologist to engage in the practice of medicine.
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455.09 Denial, suspension and revoca-
tion. (1) The examining board may deny an ap-
plication for a license, or may by order suspend
for a period not exceeding one year, revoke or
impose probationary conditions upon a license
if the applicant or licensee:

(a) Is a felon.

(b) Uses narcotics or alcoholic beverages to
an extent dangerous to himself, any other per-
son or the public, or to an extent that such use
impairs his ability to perform the work of a
psychologist with safety to the public.

(c) Impersonates another person holding a
license under this chapter or allows another
person to use his license.

(d) Uses fraud or deception in applying for a
license under this chapter.

(e) Accepts commissions or rebates or other
forms of remuneration for referring persons to
other professionals

(f) Engages in the wilful, unauthorized com- -
munication of information received in profes-
sional confidence.

(g) Violates this chapter or any rule of pro-
fessional conduct promulgated - under this
chapter.

(h) Is grossly negligent in the practice of his
profession.

(2) A suspended license is subject to expira-
tion and shall be renewed as provided in this
chapter. Such renewal does not entitle the li-
censee, while the license remains suspended
and until it is reinstated, to engagein the prac-
tice of psychology.

(3) A revoked license may not be renewed.
One year from the date of revocation of a li-
cense under this chapter, application may be
made for reinstatement. The examining board
may accept or reject an application for rein-
statement. If reinstatement is granted, the li-
censee shall. pay a reinstatement fee in an
amount equal to the renewal fee.

455.10 Injunctive relief. Violation of s
455.02 (1) (a) may be enjoined in an action
brought by the attorney general on petition by
the ¢xamining board. In any such proceeding, it
shall not be necessary to show that any person
is individually- injured by the actions com-

‘plained of. If the respondent is found guilty of

the violation, the court $hall enjoin him from
further violations thereof until he has been duly
licensed. The remedy given by this section is in
addition to criminal prosecution under s
455.11. .
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455.11 ' Penalty. Any person who violates or imprisoned not exceeding 6 months or both.
this chapter may be fined not more than $200 '
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
