with hands or mechanical apparatus, or by the
use of'cosmetic preparations, antiseptics, tonics,
lotions, creams or otherwise ; massaging,
cleansing, stimulating, manipulating, exercis-
ing, beautifying or similar work upon the scalp,
face, neck, shoulders or hands ; manicuring the
nails of any person ; or the removal of hair .

(2) "Cosmetologist" means a person who
practices cosmetology while holding a current
license.. The holder of a manager's, beauty
operator's or instructor's license shall have the
right and privilege to place the initials "R . C ."
immediately following his name to designate him
as a registered cosmetologist .

(3) "Beauty salon" embraces and includes
any establishment or placee of business wherein
cosmetology is practiced . "Electrolysis salon" is
any establishment or place of business wherein
electrolysis only is practiced .

(4) "Manager" or "managing
cosmetologist", as used in this chapter, is definedd
as any person who has direct supervision over
operators or apprentices in a beauty salon .

(5) "Operator" is any person who is not a
manager, itinerant or apprentice cosmetologist,
who practices cosmetology under the direction
and supervision of'a managing cosmetologist .

(6) "Itinerant cosmetologist" is any person
who practices cosmetology outside of a beauty
salon either in going from house to house or from
place to place at regular or irregular intervals,
within any one municipality.

(7) "Manicurist" is any person who, for
compensation, either directly or indirectly or in

(3) Upon : failure to correct the alleged
v io l atio n or, tto demand a hearing the department
may suspend a certificate, license or permit for a
perio d no t to exceed 60 days and a copy of the
no ti ce of the suspension shall be served upon the
person by personal service or by certified mail to
h is l as t - known business address . . . The person so
served shall file his answer within 10 days after
receipt of such notice.

(4) Upon receipt of a timely request, the
department shall setthe matter for hearing as

` promptl y as possible and within 60 days after the
date of request for hearing . Any partyy may
appear at the hearing in person or by his
a ttorney .

(5) The depa rtment may revoke, suspend or
refuse to renew, in accordance with the severity
of th e v iolation, any certificate, license or permit
i ss ued unde r this chapter , i f it finds the holder of
such certificate, license or permit has :

(a) Made a material misstatement in thee
app l ica tion for certification, license or permit or
the ren ewal thereof;

(b) Failed to correct or take substantial steps
approved by the department to correct an alleged
v i o l ation of any valid sanitary or other rule of' the
depa r tment within the proper time limit
following notification by the department of such
violation;

(c) Been convicted of a crime wh i ch in the
judgment of the depa r tment may be detrimental
to the welfare of persons affected by this chapter;

(d) Continued practice while knowingly
having an infectious , contagious or communi-
cable disease ;

(e) Advertised in a manner which significant-
ly misleads persons affected by this chapter;

(f) Advertised, practiced or attempted to
practiceunder another's name or another's trade
name;

(g) Been an habitual drunkard or been
addicted to the use of habit forming dr ugs ; or
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(h) Intentionally violated this chapter or any
rule adopted thereunder .

(6) No orde r by the department revoking or
notifying of its intention not to renew a
certificate, license or permit shall be made unless
the procedu res provided for contested cases in
ch 227 have been followed .

159 .15 Penalties. Any person who without a
licensee or permit practices cosmetology either as
a manager, operator, apprentice, student, itiner-
ant cosmetologist, manicurist, electrologist or
instructor or any person who employs an
unlicensed manager, operator, manicurist, ap-
prentice, electrologist or instructor or violates or
aids or abets any person in violating this chapter
or any rule adopted pursuant thereto or obtains a
license fraudulently, or falsely pretends to be
licensed, shall be fined not less than $100 nor
more than $1,000, or imprisoned for not less than
10 nor more than 90 days or both .

159 . 16 Unlawful contracts. Any owner,
proprietor or managerr of'a beauty salon or school
of'cosmetology who contracts with any person to
train such person in cosmetology or any branch
thereof and accepts money in payment, or who
sells or rents or offers to sell or rent such beauty
salonn to any person who is not the holder of a
manager's license, . .withoutt first explaining to
such person the provisions of this chapter, shall
be punished as provided in section 159 ..15 . .
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
