14.01 Executive office; creation. There is
created an executive office under the direction
and supervision of the governor.

14.011 Same; program responsibilities.

* (3) HEALTH POLICY COUNCIL. (a) There is
created in the ‘executive office'a health policy
couiicil consisting of not more than 50 members.
There shall be:2 categories of ‘members: of the
council, agency representatwes and membexs—
at:large. -

(b) Agency representatives shall ‘represent
substate - ‘health planning and development
agencies approved by the state and approved and
funded -by the federal government under the
public health service act P.L. 93-641. At least 16
agency representatives shall be appointéd, and
each health planninig 2and ‘developrient ‘agency
within'the state shall be equally represented-on
the - council -and’ shall be entltled to at least 2
representatives. . - g

(c) Agency representatives shall be chosen by
the governior from among slates of 5 nominees for
each initial vacancy assigned to an-agency anda
similar list for :vacancies at the end of a
representative’s term. Agency representéatives
shall ¢onstitute 60.% of the total membex ship of
the council.

-(d) The mémbers- at-lar ge of the council shall
be. appointed by - the governor from among
citizens of the state, including staté officials,
publicly elected and: appointed officials, and
other representatives of government within the
state. Members-at-large shall constltute 40% of
the membership of the council.

(e) At least 50% <of the mémbeis of the
councifshall'be.consumers of health services who
dre'not providers of health services, holders of
public elective-or- appomtlve ofﬁces, spouses -of
providers of health:services or: for mer prov1ders
of health services.

. €f)-The council shall select from among its
member sachairman.

+(g) The chief-executive. officer: of the state
health planning and development agency desig-
nated undei P:L. 93-641 shall serveas nonvotmg
seeretax 'y of the'council:

‘(h) :Committees’ reqmred to- perform the
funcnons of the council shallinclude mémbers of
the: council- and> other: persons appointed by-the
governor: Tr the case- where:advisory couiicils are
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mendated in federal or state health and health-
related legislation, such advisory councils shall
be committees of the health policy council, and
shall be so constituted as to meet the require-
ments of the. appropriate laws, -rules and
regulations, except that the governor may
specifically exempt any mandated ‘ advisory
committee from this requirement.

{4) HUMAN SERVICES COORDINATING COUN-
cit. There is created in the executive office a
human-services coordinating council consisting
of notless than 15 and not more than 21 members
nominated by the governor, and with the advice
and consent of the senate -appointed, for
staggered 4-year terms. The council member-
ship-shall include representation from citizen-
consumers of the range of human services, state
agencies with responsibilities related to human
services and from local public and private human
service programs. The council may appoint task

committees it deemsappropriate.

14.019 Governor’s nonstatutory commit-
tees. (1) CREATION; IENURE; ABOLIIION.
Under the general powers of the executive office
the governor may, by executive order, create
nonstatutory committees in such number and
with such membership as he desires, to.conduct
such studies and to advise him in such matters as
hedirects.

. (a), Persons appomted to a nonstatutory
committee may -be removed or replaced, or the
committee may be abolished, by the governor at
hispleasure.

. (b).Any nonstatutory commlttec shall expue
on the 4th Monday of January of the. year in
which a new gubernatorial term of office begins
unless the new governor, by executive order,
provides for its continued existence and in that
case persons then serving on such committee
remain members until they resign or until they
are removed or replaced by actlon of the new
governor.

(2). EfreCT OF APPROPRIATION. Subsectlon
(1) continues to apply. to.any nonstatutory
committee created by the governor even if a part
of its expensesis later defrayed from'state funds,
whether under. the general appropriation of s.
20.505 (5) (a) or under an. appropriation
enacted specifically for the purposes of such
committee. S

{8) .CoorDINATION. The governor shall
designate an employe of the executive office or of
the department of administration to serve as
coordinator for the activities of the nonstatutory
committees - created - by . the governor. The
coordinator shall keep a record of all appoint-
_ments to,or.resignations or removals from, such
committees. The coordinator shall also provide
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for the retention and preservation of the records
and reports of such committees and shall, when
appropriate, cause the duplication of such
reports for publicdistribution.

(4) FINAL REPORT; DEPOSIT. Anynonstatuto-
ty committee created by the governor and in
existence at the time of the general election for a
new gubematoual term’ shall prepare a final
written report on its activities to be submitted to
the governor and, if the incumbent governor is
not reelected, to the governor-elect pnor to the
first Monday of January of the year in whichthe
new gubernatorial term begins. The number of
copies prepared of such final reports shall be
determined by the coordinator under sub. (3)
but 3 copies each of every final report required
under this subsection, and 3 copies each of any
other report by any such committee duplicated
for public distribution, shall be deposited with
the historical society, the legislative reference
bureau, and the general reference and loan
library in the department of public instruction.

14.02 . Employes. The governor may appoint
and fix the compensation of such employes as he
deems necessary for the execution :of the
functions of the executive office. He may at
pleasure remove any of said appointees.

14.03 Governor to coordinate state serv-
ices. The go'ver nor is directed to coordinate and
insure the provision of services required by more
than one state .agency, mcludmg without
litnitation because of enumeratlon, the use of
state communication facilities, business equip-
mient and related personnel so as to permit more
efficient and economical operation of state
agencies. The cost of such services shall be
charged according tos. 20.904.

14.04 Reports to legislature. The governor
shall communicate to the:legislature at the
commencement of each regular -session: the
reports of all state officers, commissions, boards,
and departments required by law to report to
him, including the reports of state officers whose
terms -of - office have expired covering the
transactions in their respective officesfrom June
30in the last year of their terms, and; at the time
of communicating said reports, shall render.to
the legislature a-statement of all expenditures
made - by, -him ‘out of any contingent fund
appropriated for the contingent expenses of the
executive office. He shall report biennially to the
legislature the condition of each of:the pubhc
institutions of this state which are supported in
whole or in part-by appropriations by the state
with suchrecommendations as he deems proper.
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14.05 Inspection and investigation of In-
stitutions. The governor may visit and inspect
at any time any public institution of this state
which is supported in whole or in part by
appropriations by the state; and, in the case of
state institutions, he “may also cause an
investigation to be made of any thereof, or of any
matter connected with or of any employe in any
such institution, and may appoint a suitable
person therefor, and shall require a written
report-thereof. Such-investigator shall be-paid
not to exceed $6.50 a day for each day actually
and necessarily required in performing the duties
imposed, and shall be reimbursed all actual
experises thereby incurred. The cost of any such
investigation shall be charged to the appropria-
tion’ fOr' the state in’stitution under investigation.

14.06 Review of certain rules by governor.
After Angust 7,1951, any general code covering
a partlcular subject adopted by the department
of agriculture or by the department of health and
social services shall be submitted to the governor
30daysin advance of the pr oposed effective date.

If any taxpayer complains in writing to the
governor, the governor may suspend the effective
date of such code until such time as the proposed
code .is approved by the legisiature. If the
governor does so suspend the code, he shall send
the proposed code with his certificate of
suspension to the secretary of state for transmit-

tal to the leglslature at its next session. If the

governor finds an emergency exists, he may
waive the 30-day period herein provided, and the
code shall go into effect at a date designated by
him. This section shall not affect requirements of

other statutes as to notice, hearing, publication .

and fi ling of copies of codes.

14.07 Records and documents, executlve
privy seal. (1) The private secretary to-the
governor, for purposes of ‘authentication, is

custodian of the public records and documents in

the executlve ofﬁce

(2) . The. executlve prlvy seal a wutten
descr iption. of which i is deposxted in the office of
the secretary of state, is.the seal of the private
secretary to the.governor, with which all his
official certificates shall be authentlcated

14.08 Deposlt of acts; notice:: The go‘vernor

shall.cause all legislative acts which have become

Jaws by his approval or otherwise to be deposited
in"the office of “the secretary of state without
delay, ‘and shall inform thereof:the house in
which the respective acts originated.
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14.09 ' Executive orders. The governor shall
cause all executive orders issued to be deposited
in the office of the secretary of state.

14.11 Legal actions and proceedings. (1)
STATE PROPERTY; LEGAL PROTECTION OF. The
governor, whenever in his opinion the rights,
interests or property of the state have been or are
liable to be injuriously affected, may require the
attorney general to institute and prosecute any
proper action or proceeding for the redress or
prevention thereof; and' whenever he- receives
notice of any action or proceeding between other
parties by which the rights, interests or property
of the state are liable to be injuriously affected,
he shall inform the attorney general thereof and
require him'to take such steps as ‘may be
necessary to pr otect such nghts, mtex ests; or
property. -

“(2) EMPLOYMENI OF SPECIAL COUNSEL. (a)
The governor, if'in his opinion the publicinterest.
requires such action, may employ: spemal counsel
in the following cases:

" 1. To assist the attorney general in any action
or proceeding;”

2. Toactinstead of the'attorney general inany
action or proceeding, if the attorney general is in
anyway interested adversely to the state; '

3. To defend any action instituted by the
attorney general agdinst any officer of the state;

4. To institute and prosecute an action or
proceeding which the ‘attorney general, by’
reason of his opinion as to the validity of any law,
or for any other reason, deems it his duty to
defend rather than prosecute. - ‘

(b) Wheén special counsel is employed, a
contract in writing shall be entered into between
the state and such counsel, in which shall be fixed
the compensation to be paid such counsel by the
state. The contract shall be executed in behalf of
the state by the governor, and shall be filed in the
office of the secretary of state. Such compensa-
tion shall be charged to the spec1al counsel
appropnatxon ins.20.455. -

(€) Upon employment of specml counsel the
governor, shall :certify’ the maximum amount
provided in. the employment contract to the
secretary ‘of “administration, and direct the
department to pay special counsel blHS related to

that case within the certified figur €.

14.12  Execution of releases and satisfac-
tions. Unless otherwise provided by law: the
governor aind attorney ‘general may ‘release or
satisfy any lien or other obligation in favor of the
state, ipon payment by the obligor of the full
amount due théreon or of the'amount provided in
any compromise ‘settlement ‘duly’ entered -into’
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and approved as prov1ded by law. When such
release or satisfaction is required to be under
seal, the secretary of state shall affix the great
seal of the state and authenticate the signatures
of sald officers.

14; 13 Land claims agalnst Unlted States;
recelpt of payment. The governor may receive
from the U.S. treasury department, from time to
time, as he sees fit to draw for the same, the 5%
of the net proceeds of sales of the public lands to
which this state is or shall be entitled, pursuant to
the act of congress approved August 6, 1846, and
execute the proper vouchers therefor. When

received ‘he shall pay the same into the state-

treasury tothe credit of the school fund.

14.14 . Patents to rallroad lands. Whenever
the governor shall have executed and delivered to
any railway or other corporation a patent.from
this state of any land inuring to such corporation
under or- through. any- grant from. the United
States and the laws of this state, and subsequent
to the delivery of any such patent the United
States shall patent or certify said land or any part
thereof to this state as inuring under such grant,
he may in his discretion execute and deliver to
such corporation a new patent of said land by
way of further assurance of title to the same,
reciting the fact of the execution and delivery of
said prior patent and the subsequent issue by the
United States of a patent or certified list of the
said land, and that the said new patent is made by
virtueé of this section and for the purposes
aforesaid; and the additional patent shall be
entitled to the same force and effect as a
conveyance and as evidence as other state
patents have by law.

14. 15 Rewards. Whenevet any person con-
victed of or charged with any felony escapes, or
whenever -any heinous crime has been commit-
ted, the governor may offer a reward of not to
exceed $500 for the apprehension and delivery of
such ] person or the conviction of the perpetrator
of such crime. If such reward is claimed, whether
by one or more persons, the governor shall finally
determine to whom the same shall be paid, and, if
to more than one person what portion to each,
and shall certify his determination to. the
secretary of state. No such offer of a reward by
the governor shall impose any - actionable
liability on the state.

14.16 Holiday proclamations. (1) ARBOR
AND BIrD DAY. The governor, by proclamation,
may set apart one day each year to be designated
as Arbor and Bird Day, and may request its
observance by all schools, colleges and other
institutions by the planting- of -trees, the
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adornment of school and public grounds and by
suitable exercises having for their object the
advancement of the study of arboriculture, the
promotion of a spirit of protection to birds and
trees and the cultivation of an appl eciative
sentiment concerning them.

(2) Crrizensurp Day. The gover nor may
also set aside, by proclamation, the 3rd Sunday
in May in each year to be designated. as
Citizenship Day, and shall request its observance
by all circuit court judges, county boards,
municipalities, colleges and other institutions, by
suitable exercises for all those persons who have
recently become enfranchised either by natural-
ization or by.reaching their majority on the
necessity of exercising responsible, vigilant and
intelligent citizenship to safeguard and maintain
our inalienable American liberties, freedom of
person, stability, strength, endurance of our
democraticinstitutions, ideals and leadership.

(3) Lasor Day. The governor may also set
apart, by proclamation; one day i in each year to
be observed as Labor Day.

(4) ArmisticE Day. The governor shall
annually issue a pr oclamation callmg attention
to the fact that November 11 is the anniversary
of ‘Armistice Day, and requesting the people
throughout the state to observe by appropridte
exercises the hour ‘at which the - armistice
following World War I was concluded.

(5) Mortugr’s Day. The governor may
annually proclaim the 2nd Sunday in May as
Mother’s Day and urge the people and
organizations to display the American flag as a
public expression of love and reverence for the
mothers of our state and as a symbol of a united
effort to inspire better homes and closer union
between the state, its homes and 1ts sons and
daughters.

(6) GoLD S1AR MOTHER’S DAY. The gover-
nor may annually proclaim the last Sunday in
September as Gold Star Mother’s Day and call
upon the people and organizations to display the
American flag and hold appropriate meetings in
their homes, churches and other suitable places
as. a public expression of love, sorrow and
reverence for the gold star mothers of our state.

(7) AmericaN History MonTH. To em-
phasize the spirit of America'and Americanism
and‘to remind the citizens of this state of the
history of our nation and its free institutions, the
month of February in each year is designated
“American History Month” and the governor is
directed to annually issue a suitable proclama-

tion for the observance thereof.

14.17.. Conferences of governors. The gov-
ernor may attend and represent the state at all
conferences of  governors, and make such
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arrangements as he deems necessary for this
state to bear its share of the expenses of such
- conferences: All expenses incurred under. this
section shall be charged to the proper appr opria-
tion for the executive office.

14.21 Dlvislon of highway safety coor-
dinatlon. (1) Durties. The division of highway
safety coordination shall coordinate the highway
safety activities of the various agencies of state
government; evaluate and make recommenda-
tions to the governor with respect to program
proposals submitted by state agencies and
political subdivisions for federal and state funds
in conjunction with-the, federal highway safety
program; advise the governor on matters relating
to highway safety and the 1mplementat10n of the
federal highway safety program in this state; and
assist governmental units and private organiza-
tions in the planning and execution of programs
relating to highway safety.

. (2). S1arr. The coordinator shall appoint
under the classified service, and. supervise and
train the staff necessary - for perfoxmmg the
dutiesof the division,

(3) COUNCIL ON HIGHWAY SAFETY. The
council on highway safety shall confer with the
highway safety coordinator on matters of
highway safety and with respect to the functions
of the coordinator and shall advise the coordina-
tor and the governor on such matters, The
council shall meet with the coordinator at least
once each quarter.

(4) DEPARTMENIS AND EMPLOYES IO
COOPERATE. Every department, its ‘officers and
employes, shall cooperate with the coordinator in
those matters relating tohis functlons

(5) INFORMATION REPORTS; RECOMMENDA-
TION. The division shall furnish all information
requested by the governor or by any member of
the legislature, and ‘shall report biennially in
accordance with s. 15.04'(4), including therein a
report relating to the implementation of the
comprehensive highway safety program in this
state. Thisreport shall include but not be limited
to:

(a) Current statistical information on motor
vehicle accidents, injuries and deaths and their
¢ elated ‘causation factors. ’

(b) The implementation of highway safety
performance standards promulgated by the state
or federal government. :

(c) A general accountmg of all state or
federal funds expended in' implementing the
comprehensive highway safety program.

-{d) Recommendations for additional legisla-
tion, - programs. and funds necessary for the
effective implementation of a.compr ehenswe
highway safety program.
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(6)  BicycLE RULES. The division shall
publish literature setting forth the state. rules
governing bicycles and their operation and shall
distribute and make: such literature available
without charge to local enforcement agencies,
safety organizations, and schools and to any
other person upon request.:

14.22 Appointments subject to confirma-
tion. Whenever the governor is authorized to
make any nomination to office for appointment
by and with the advice and consent of the senate,
and the legislature is not in session at the time
such office should be filled, he may make
appointment thereto, subject to the approval of
the senate at the next succeeding session of the
legislature, and all such appointments shall be as
valid and efféctual from the time when so made
until 20 days after such meeting of the
legislature as if he possessed the absolute power
of appointment.

14.24 : Council on alcohol and other drug
abuse. (2) The council on alcohol and other
drug abuseshali:

(a) Consider-all question and matters relatmg
to abuse prevention.

(b) Coardinate and review -efforts by state
agencies to prevent and control alcohol and other
drug abuse and make recommendations.to such
agencies.

(c) Ineach report. under s, 15.09 (7), review
state activities in the area of alcohol and other
drug abuse prevention and control and make
recommendations for further leglslatlon

(3) Thecouncilmay:

(a) Determine the effectiveness of existing
state alcohol and other drug abuse prevention
and control programs and xecommend new or
improved programming.

(b) Make public reports to educate and
inform the people as to the dangers and problems
of alcohol and other drug abuse, together with
recommended measures to combat alcohol and
other drug abuse. ‘

(c) Define respons1b111ty' among  state

-agencies for various alcohol and other drug

abuse prevention and control programs and
direct cooperation between statéagencies.

" '(4) ‘The council on alcohol and other drug
abuse shall cooperate with agencies of the
federal government and receive and use federal

fundsforthe purposes of this section.

14.25 Health pollcy council The health
policy council shall:
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(1) Monitor, review and advise the state
health planning and development agency desig-
nated under P.L. 93-641 regarding comprehen-
sive health planning at-the state and substate
levels.

(2) Advise the executive office on matters
relating to health policy, planning and program
development. ‘

14.78 Great Lakes compact commission.
(1) MEMBERS; TERMS. There is created a Great
Lakes compact commission consisting of 3
commissioners appointed by the governor. The
commissioners shall be persons having knowl-
edge of and interest in problems of the Great
Lakes basin. One commissioner, appointed for
an indefinite term, shall be a state officer or
employe and shall serve as secretary of the Great
Lakes compact commission. The other commis-
sioners shall be appointed for terms of 4 years.

to work in con]unctron with similar commissions
in other states and with other interested groups
and agencies in the promotion of such project.

(c) To direct and . execute a program of
education in such form as the commission may
determine, in_support of  the proyects for
development of the St. Lawrence seaway and the
deepening of the Great Lakes connecting
channels, using not to exceed ‘the amount of
funds appropriated for that purpose.
