11 Special provisions in will; per-
sonal representative's duty to persons in -
terested. (1) RESTRICTION . Except as under
sub.. (4) if the will of the decedent contains
provisions which restrict the freedom of the
personal representative to sell, mortgage or lease
property, the personal representative breaches
his duty to the persons interested if he sells,
mortgages or leases the property other than in
accordance with the restrictions . .

(2) SPECIFIC asQuESr . Except as under sub.
(4) if the will of the decedent contains a specific
bequest of property, the personal representative
breaches his duty to the specific beneficiary if he
makes a lease of the property, for a period which
exceeds one year or mortgages or, sells the prop-
erty unless the specific beneficiary joins in the
lease, mortgage or sale .

(3) PROHIBITION . Except as under sub (4) if
the will of the decedent contains provisions
which prohibit the sale, mortgage or lease of
property by the personal representative, the
personal representative breaches his duty to the

legally bound to make a conveyance or lease dies
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860 .09 Power of personal representative
to sell, mortgage and lease. A personal rep-
resentative to whom letters have been issued by
the court and whose letters have not been re-
voked may sell, mortgage or lease any property
in the estate without notice, hearing or court
order. The rights and title of any purchaser,
mortgagee or lessee from the personal represent-
ative are not affected by any provision in a will
of the decedent or, any procedural irregularity or'
jurisdictional defect in the administration of the
decedent's estate . A transfer agent or a corpora-
tion transferring its own securities incurs no
liability to any person by making a transfer of
securities in an estate as requested or directed by
a personal representative .

860.05 Free of c reditor's claims. If prop-
erty in an estate is sold, mortgaged or leased by a
personal representative, title passes subject to
the rights of creditors having a secured interest
in the property sold but free and clear of any
right of creditors which is based on the filing and
allowance of a claim in the estate . The filing and
allowance of a claim in an estate does not make
one a secured creditor .

lease may petition the court for specific per -
formance of the contract . Upon satisfactory
proof the court may order the personal repre-
sentative to make a conveyance or lease or may
by its own order make a conveyance or lease to
the person entitled thereto upon the perform-
ance of' the contract .

(2) WARRANTIES . If the contract for a con-
veyance required the decedent to give warran-
ties, any instrument given by the personal repre-
sentative or order by the court shall contain the
warranties required . The warranties are binding
on the estate as though made by the decedent
during his lifetime but do not bind the personal
representative personally
