SECTION 3. 15.77 (2) (a) to (f) and (3) of the statutes are renumbered 15.77 (2)
(a) 1, (3) (a), (2) (b) and (c), (3) (b), (2) (a) 2 and (4), respectively, and 15.77 (2)
(a) 1 and 2 and (b) and (3), as renumbered, are amended to read:
