32 .03 When condemnation not to be ex-
ercised. (1) The general power of condemna-
tion confer red in this chapter does not extend to
property owned by the state, a municipality ;
public board or commission, nor to the condem-
nation by a railroad, public utility or electric ca
operative of the property of either a railroad,
public utility of electric co-operative unless such
power', is specifically conferred by law, provided
that property not to exceed 100 feet in width
owned by or otherwise under the control or
jurisdiction of a public board or commission of
any city may be condemned by a railroad cot po-
iation for right of way of other' purposes, when-
ever such city by ordinance consents thereto ..
This chapter does not apply to the acquisition by
municipalities of the property of public utilities
used and useful in their business, not to any city
of the 1st class, except that every such city may
conduct any condemnation' proceedingss either'
under this chapter or, at its option, under other
laws applicable to such city .

(2) Any railroad corporation or street or
interurban railway corporation, or pipeline cor-
poration may acquire by condemnation lands or
interest therein which' are held and owned by
another railroad corporation, street or interur•-
ban railway or, pipeline corporation . In the case

(1) DEFINITIONS, In th i s section :

(4) .,Department" means department of ag-
riculture trade and consumer :r p r otection .

(b) "Farm operation" means any activity
conducted solely or primarily for the production
of one or more agricultu r al commodities for sale
and home use, and customarily producing the
commodities in suffi cient quantity to be capable
of contributing materially to the operator's
support

(2), EXCEPTION This section shall not apply
if "an -environr7~erital impact statement under s .
1 11 is prepared for the proposed project and if '
the department submitss the information re-
quired under this section as part of such state-
ment or if the condemnation is for an easement
for- the purpose of constructing or operating an
c1crl t rc transmission line, except a high voltage
transmission' line as defined in s .

(3)` PROCEDURE, The condemnor shall notify
the department of any project involvingg the

(2) APPRAISAL, (a) The condemnor• shall
cause at least one, or more in his discretion,
appraisal to be made of all property proposed to
be acquired ..- In making- any such appraisal ` the
appraiser shall confer with the owner or one of
the owners, or, his personal representative, if
reasonably possible .

(b) The condemnor shall provide the owner
with a full narrative appraisal upon which the
jurisdictional offer , is based and a copy of any
other appraisal made under, par . (a) and at the
same time shall inform the owner of his or her
right to obtain an appraisal under this para-
graph . The owner may obtain an appraisal by a
qualified appraiser , of all property proposed to be
acquired, and may submit the reasonable costs
of the appraisal to the condemnor for payment .
The owner shall submit a full narrative ap-
praisal to the condemnor within 60 days after
the owner receivesthe condemnor's appraisal : If
the owner does'not accept a' negotiated offer

(b) Contents. . The agricultural impact state-
ment shall include :

1 . A list of the acreage and description of all
land lost to agricultural production and all other
landd with reduced productive capacity, whether
or not the land is taken ..

2 . The department's analyses, conclusions
and recommendations concerning the agricul-
tural impact of the project : .

(c)-Preparation trme,° publr'cation, The de-
partment shall prepare the impact statement
within 60 days of receiving the information
requestedfrom the condemnor under sub . . ; (3) .
The department shall .l publish the statement
upon receipt of the fee required under sub. (3) .

(d) Waiting period. The condemnor, may not
negotiate with an owner or make a jurisdictional
offer under' this chapter until 30 days after the
impact statement is published„

(5. ) PUBLICATION . Upon completing the im-
pact statement, the department shall distribute
the impact statement to the following.

(a) The governor's office.,
(b) The senate and assembly committees on

agriculture and transportation,
(c) All local and regional units of govern-

ment which have jurisdiction over the area af-
fected, by the project. The department shall
request that each unit post the statement at the
place normally used for public notice ..

(d) Local and regional news media in the
area affected

(e) Public libraries in the area affected .
(f) Any individual, group, club or committee

which has demonstrated an interest and has
requested receipt of such information . .

32 .04 Procedure in condemnation.All ac-
quisition of property in this state by condemna-
tion, except as hereinafter provided, commenced
after April 6, 1960 shall be accomplished in the
following manner :

(a) Stating briefly the nature of ' the project
with reference to the relocation order and that
the condemnor in good faith intends to use the
property sought to be condemned for- such public
purpose.

(b) Describing the property and the interest
therein sought to be taken .,

(c) Stating the proposed date of occupancy
regardless of the date of taking.

(d) Stating the amount of compensation of-
fered, ' temized as to the items of damage as set
forth ins 32 .09 and that compensation for
additional items of damage as set forth in s .
32,19 may be claimed under s . .32 „ 20 and will be
paid if ' shown to exist .

(e) Stating that the appraisal or, one of the
appraisals of the property on which condemnor's
offer is based is available for inspection at a
specified place by persons having an interest in
the lands sought to be acquired .

(g) Stating that the owner has 20 days , from
date of completion of service upon him of the
offer, as specified in sub , (6), in which to accept
or reject the offer

(h) Stating that if' the owner has not accepted
such offer, as provided in sub .. (6) he has 40 days
from date of 'completion of service upon him of
the offer to commence a court action to contest
the right of condemnation as provided in sub .
(5) ; provided that the acceptance and retention
of any compensation resulting from an award
made prior to the commencement of" such an
action shall be an absolute bar , to such action

(i) Stating that the owner, subject to subs .,
(9) (a) and (1''1 ) , will have 2 years from the
date of taking the property by award in which to
appeal for greater compensation without
prejudice to the right to use the compensation
given by the award . If the condemning author-
ity is a- housing authority organizedd under ss .
66.40 to 66,4041 a redevelopment authority or-
ganized under s ;; 664.31 or a community devel-
opmentauthority organized under s. 664325,
the notice shall also state that in the case of an
appeal under sub. (9) (a) theparties having an
interest in the property who are taking the
appeal may initiate such appeal by filing with
the condemning authority a letter requesting
that the issue of the amount of suchh compensa-

(2a) NEGOTIATION . Before making the ju-
risdictional offer provided in sub (3), the con-
demnoi shall attempt to negotiate ., personally
with the owner or one of' the owners or . his or her
representative of the property sought to be taken
for the purchase of the same . In such negotia-
tion the condemnor shall consider the owner ' s
appraisal under sub. (2) (b) and may contractt
to pay the items ofcompensation enumerated in
ss . 32 ., 09 and 32 .. 19 as may be applicable to the
property in one or more instalments on such
conditions as the condemnor and property own-
ers may agree. Before attempting to negotiate
under this paragraph, the condemnor shall pro-
vide the owner or his or her representative: with
copies of ' applicable pamphlets prepared under s .
32,26 (6) , When negotiating under this subsec-
tion, the condemnor shall provide the owne r or
his or her representative with the names of' at
least10 neighbor ing -landowners to whom offers
are being made, or a list of all offerees if less
than 10 owners - are affected, together with a
map showing all property affected by the proj-
ect. Upon request by an owner or his or, her
representative, the condemnor shall provide the
name of the owner of any other, property which
may be taken for the project . Thee owner , or his
or her representative shall also have the right,
upon request, to examine any maps in the pos-
session of the condemnor showing property af-
fected by the project The owner or his or' her
representative may obtain copies of such maps
by tendering the reasonable and necessary costs
of preparing copies. Thee condemnor, shall
record anyy conveyance by or on behalf of the
owner ' of the property to the condemnor exe-
cuted as a result of negotiations under this
subsection with the register of deeds of the
county in which the property is, located . The
condemnor shall also record a certificate of
compensation stating the: identity of all persons
having an interest of record in the property
immediately prior to its : conveyance, the legal
description of the property, the nature of' the

(7) For, purposes of any such
appeal, the amount of compensation stated in

(6) ACCEPTANCE OF JURISDICTIONAL OFFER ':
The,owner has 20 days from the date of personal
'service of the jurisdictional offer or 20 days f rom
the date of postmark of the certified mail letter "
transmitting such offer, or if publication of the
jurisdictional offer was necessary and was made,
20 days after the date of such publication, in
which to accept the jurisdictional off"er, unless
such time is extended by mutual written consent
of the condemnor and condemnee If such of"fer
is accepted, the transfer- of title shall be accom-
plished within 60 days afteracceptance includ-
ing payment of the consideration stipulated in
such offer . If the jurisdictional offer is rejected
in writing by all of' the owners of recordthe
condemnor may proceed - to make an award
forthwith At any time prior to acceptance of
the jurisdictional offer by the condemnee the
same may be withdrawn by the condemnor

(7) AWARD OF COMPENSATION If' the owner
has not accepted the jurisdictional offer within
the periods limited in sub, (6) or fails to con-
summate an acceptance as provided therein, the
condemnor may make an award of damages in
the manner and sequence of acts as follows :

(a) The award shall be in writing . It shall
state that it is made pursuant to relocation order
of (name of commission, authority, board or
council having jurisdiction to make the improve-

(3m) In this section, "uneconomic remnant"
means the property remaining after a partial
taking of property, if'the property remaining is
ot'such size, shape or condition as to be of little
value or of substantially impaired economic
viability. If the acquisition of onlyy part of' a
property would leave its :owner with an uneco-
nomic remnant, the condemnor shall offer to
acquire the remnant concurrently and may ac-
quire it by purchase or by condemnation if the
owner- consents.

(4) HOW NOTICE OF JURISDICTIONAL OFFER
IS GIVEN . The giving of such notice is a jurisdic-
tional requisite to a, taking' by condemnation . .
Such notice may be given by personal service in
the mannerr of" service of a circuit court sum-
mons, or it may be transmitted by certified mail .
If service is by mail, service of tha papers shall be
deemed completed on the date of mailingg and
the use of mail service shall not increase the time
allowed' to act in answer to or, in consequence of
such service If such owner or mortgagee' is
unknown or cannot be foundd there shall be
published in the county wherein the property is
located a class.

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ing acquired under this section, the municipality
shall :

32.25 Relocation payment plan and as-
sistance services. (1) Notwithstanding
chapter 275, laws of 193 1, or any other provision
of Yaw, no condemnor may proceed with any
property acquisition activities on any project
which may involve acquisition of property and
displacement of persons, business concerns or
farm operations until the condemnor has filed in
writing a relocation payment plan and reloca-
tion assistance service plan and has had both
such plansapproved in writing by the depart-
ment of industry, labor,and human relations .

(2) The relocation assistance service plan
shall contain evidence that the condemnor has
taken reasonable and appropriate steps to :

(a) Determine the cost of any relocation
payments and services or the methods that are
going to be used to determine such costs .

(b) Assist owner's of displaced business con-
cerns' and farm operations in obtaining and
becoming established in suitable business loca-
tions or replacement farms . . .

(c) Assist displaced owners or renters in the
location of comparable dwellings .

(d) Supply information concerning programs
of federal,, state and local governments which
offer assistance to displaced persons and busi-
ness concerns .

(e) Assist in minimizing hardships to dis-
placed persons in adjusting to relocation .

(f) Secure, to the greatest extent practicable,
the coordination of relocation activities with
other project activities and other planned or-
proposed - governmental actions in the commu-
nity or nearby areas which may affect the imple-
mentation of the relocation program.

(g) Determine the approximate number of
persons, farms or businesses that will be dis-
placed and the availability of decent, safe and
sanitary replacement housing

(h) Assure that, within a reasonable time
prior to displacement, there will be available, to
the extent that may reasonably be accom-
plished, housing meeting the standards estab-
lished by the department of industry, labor andd
human relations for decent, : safe and sanitaryy
dwellings. The housing, so far as practicable,
shall be in areas not generally less desirable in
regard to public utilities, public and commercial
facilities and at rents or prices within the f'inan-
cial means of the familiess and individuals dis-
placed and equal in number to the number of
such displaced families or individuals and rea-
sonably accessible to their places of"
employment .
