(D) Except for a withdrawal effective on
December' 31, 1967, in accordance with para-
graph (C) of this article, any party state may
withdraw from this compact by enacting a stat-
ute repealing the same, but no such withdrawal
shall take effect until one year after the governor
of the withdrawing state has givenn notice in
writing of'the withdrawal to the governors of all
other', party states . . .

Article IX. Construction and Severabilit,y .
This compact shall be liberally construed so

as to effectuate thee purposes thereof. The
provisions of this compact shall be severable and
if any phrase, clause, sentence or provision of
this compact is declared to be contrary to the
constitution of any state or of the United States,
or the applicability thereof to any government,
agency, person or circumstance is held invalid,
the validity ofthe remainder of'this compact and
the applicability thereof' to any government,
agency, person or circumstance shall not be
affected thereby . If this compact shall be held
contrary to the constitution of any state partici-
pating therein, the compact shall remain in full
force and effect as to the state affected as to all
severable matters .
