or a quantity (as a bale, gross, or carload) or
any other unit treated in use or in the relevant
market as a single whole ..

(b) If the party against whom enforcement is
sought admits in his pleading, testimony or
otherwise in court that a contract for sale was
made, but the contract is not enforceable under
this paragraph beyond the quantity of goods
admitted ;; or

(c) With respect to goods for which payment
has been made and accepted or which have been
received and accepted (s . 402,,b06) .,

Receipt and acceptance of goods consistent with oral con-
tract is part performance sufficient to take oral contract out
of statute of frauds even though such conduct is not inconsist-
ent with some other dea lings 'arguably had between the par-
ties ..

(2) Unless otherwise explicitly agreed title
passes to the buyer at the time and place at
which thee seller completes his performance with
referencee to the physical delivery of the goods,
despite any reservation of a security interest and
exen though a document of title is to be delivered
at a different time or place; and in par titular and
despite any reservation of a security interest by
the bill of lading :

(a) If the contract requires or authorizes the
seller to send the goods to the buyer: but does not
require him to deliver them at destination, title
passes to the buyer, at the time and place of
shipment; but `

(b) If the contract requires delivery at desti-
nation, title passes on tender there:

(3) Unless otherwise explicitly,agreed where
delivery is to be made without moving the goods :

(a) If the seller is to deliver a document of
title, title passes at the time when and the place
where he delivers such documents; of,
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the identification is final substitutee other goods
for those identified .

(3) Nothing in this section impairs any in-
surableinterest recognized under any other stat-
ute or rule of law .

402 .502 Buyer 's right to goods on seller ' s
insolvency.

PERFORMANCE :

402.501 Insurable interest in goods ; man-
ner of identification of goods .
