
CHAPTER 448

MEDICAL PRACTICES

448 .01 Definitions . In this chapter: ,
(1) "Board" means medical examining

board .
(2) "Disease" means any pain, injury, de-

focmity or physical or mental illness or, depar-
tune from complete health or, the proper condi-
tion of the human body or any of its parts .

(3) "Physical therapist" means an individual
who has been graduated from a school of ph,ysi-
cal therapy, and holding, a license to practice
physical therapy granted by the board .

(4) "Physical therapy" means that branch or
system of treating the sick which is limited to
therapeutic exercises with of without assistive
devices, and physical measures including heat
and cold, air, water ; light, sound, electricity and
massage; and physical testing and evaluation ..
The use of roentgen rays- and radium for any
purpose, and the use of electricity for surgical
purposes including cauterization, are not part of'
physical therapy

(5) "Physician"' means an individual pos-
sessing the degree of doctor of medicine or-
doctor, of osteopathy or an equivalent degree as
determined by the board, andd holding a license
granted by the board .

(6) "Physician's assistant" means an indi-
vidual certified by the board to perform patient
services under- the supervision and direction of a
licensed physician . :

(7) "Podiatrist" means an individual pos-
sessing the degree of' doctor of pediatric
medicine or doctor of surgical chiropody or
equivalent degree as determined by the board,
and fieldingg a license to practice podiatry or .
pediatric medicine and surgery granted by the
board .

(8) "Podiatry" or "pediatric' medicine and
surgery" means that branch or system of treat-
ing the sick which is limitedd to the diagnosis, or
mechanical ; medical . or surgical treatment or

. treatment by use of drugs, of the feet, but does

not include amputations other than digits of the
foot or the use of a general anesthetic unless
administered by or under the direction of a
person licensed to practice medicine and sur-
gery : Diagnosis or treatment shalll include no
portion of the bodyy above the feet exceptt that
diagnosis and treatment shall include the ten-
dons and muscles of the lower leg insofar as they
shall be involved in conditions of the feet . .

(9) "̀ Practice of medicine and surgery"
means:

(a) To examine into the fact, condition or
cause of human health or disease, or to treat,
operate, presc r ibe or advise for the same, by any
means or instrumentality .

(b) " To apply principles or techniques of
medical sciences in the diagnosis or prevention
of any - of ' the conditions described in par .. (a)
and in sub (2) .

(c) To penetrate, pierce or sever the tissues of
a human being ,

(d) To offer, undertake, attempt or do or,
hold oneself out in any manner as able to do any
of the acts described in this subsection

(10) "Treat the sick" means to examine into
the fact;' condition or, cause of human health or
disease, onto treat, _operate, : prescribe or advise
for the same; or to undertake, offer, advertise,
announce or hold out in any manner to do any of
the aforementioned acts, for, compensation, di-
rect or indirect, or in the expectation -thereof'.

(11) "Unprofessional conduct" means those
actss or, attempted acts of commission or omis-
sion defined . as unprofessional . conduct by the
board 'd under- the authority delegated to the
board by s . . 15 . 08 (5) (b) .

(12) "Warn" means to privately apprise the
holder , of alicense or certificate of the unprofes-
sional nature of the holder's conduct and ad-
monish the holder that continued or repeated
conduct of such nature may give the board cause
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certificate granted by the board for a period not
to exceed 30 days pending hearing, when the
board has in its possession evidence establishing
probable cause to believe that the holder of such
license or certificate has violated the provisions
of this chapter and that it is necessary to suspend
such license or certificate immediately to pro-
tect the public health, safety or welfare. The
holder of such licensee or certificate shall be
granted an opportunity to be heard during the
determinationn of probable cause .. The board
may designate any of its officers to exercise the
authority granted by this subsection to suspend
summarily a license or certificate, but such
suspension shall be for a period of time not to
exceed 72 hours .

(5) VOLUNTARY SURRENDER. The holder, of'
any license or certificate granted by the board
may voluntarilyy surrender the license or certifi-
cate to the secretary of the board at any time .

( 8 ) RESTORATION OF LICENSE .. The board
may restore any license or, certificate which has
been voluntarily surrendered of revoked under
any of the provisions of this chapter, ; on such
terms and conditions as it may deem
appropriate

448 .03 License required to practice; ex-
ceptions; use of ti4les ; civil immunity. (1)
LICENSE REQUIRED TO PRAC TICE. No person
may practicee medicine and surgery, podiatry or
physical therapy, . or attempt to do so or make a
representation as authorized to do so, without a
license, granted by the board

(2) ExcEP'riorrs . Nothing in this chapter
shall be construed either to prohibit, or to re-
quire a license or- certificate under, this chapter
for any of the following :

(a) Any person'lawfully practicing within the
scope of a license,, permit, r'egistr'ation, certifi-
cate or certification granted to practice profes-
sional or practical nursing or nurse-midwifery
under ch. 441, to practice chiropractic under ch .
446,- to practice dentistry or dental hygiene
under ch: 447, to practice optometry under ch„
449 or under any oiher, statutory provision, or as
otherwise :provided by statute .

(b) The performance of official duties by a
physician of any of the armed, services or federal
health services of the United States .

(c) The activities of a medical student, podia-
try student, physical therapy student or physi-
cian's assistant student required for- such stu-
dent's education and training; or, the activities of
a medical school graduate required f'oi• training
as required in s . 448 .05 (2),

revoke such license or certificate ..

448 .02 Authority . (1) LICENSE,, The board
may grant licenses, including various classes of
temporary licenses, to practice medicine and
surgery, to practice podiatric medicine and sur-
gery and to practice physical therapy .

(2) CERTIFICATE, The board may certify
physician'ss assistants ..

(3) INVESTIGAT ION ; HEARING; ACTION, The
board shall investigate allegations of unprofes-
sional conduct by persons holding a license or
certificate granted by the board A finding by a
panel established under s . 655 .02 or by a court
that a physician has acted negligently is an
allegation of unprofessional conduct .. After the
investigation, if the board finds that there is
probable cause to believe that the person is
guilty of unprofessional conduct the board shall
hold a hearing on such conduct .. The board may,
when it findss a person guilty of unprofessional
conduct, warn or, reprimand that person, or
limit, suspend or- revoke any license or certificate
granted by the board to that person . The board
shall comply with rules of procedure for such
investigation, hearing and action promulgated
under, s : 440 .03 (1)

(a) The board may limit a license or certifi-
cate forr a period not to exceed 5 years .. A person
whose license or certificate is limited shall be
permitted' to continue practice upon condition
that the person will refrain from engaging in
unprofessional conduct; that the person will
appearr before the board or its officers or agents
at such times and places as may be designated by
the board from time to time ; that the person will
fully disclose to the board or its officers or
agents the nature of the person's practice and
conduct ; and that the person will cooperate with
the board during the entire period of limitation ..

(b) Unless a.suspended license or certificate
is revoked during the period of suspension, upon
tfiee expiration of the period of suspension the
license or certificate shall again become opera-
tive and `effective ' However, the board may
require the holder of any such suspended' license
or cetltiticate to pass the examinations required
for the original grant of the license or certificate
before allowing such suspended license or certif-
icate again to become operative and effective .

(4) SUSPENSION PENDING HEARING .. The
board may summarily suspend any license or
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(d) Actual consultation or demonstration by
licensed physicians, podiatrists or physical ther-
apists of other ' states or countries with licensed
physicians, podiatrists or physical therapists of
this state..

(e) Any person providing patient services as
directed,, supervised and inspected by a physi-
cian or podiatrist who has the power to direct,
decide and oversee the implementation of the
patient services tendered

( f) Any person assisting a physical therapist
in practice under the direct, immediate, on
premises supervision of such physical therapist . .

(g); Ritual circumcision by a rabbi, or the
practice of Christian Science .

(h) The gratuitous domestic administration
of family remedies .

(i) Any person furnishing medical assistance
or first aid at the scene of an emergency .

(3) USE OF TITLES, (a) No person not pos-
sessing the degree of doctor of medicine may use
or assume the title "doctor of medicine" or
append to thee person's name the letters "M . D. " .

(b) No person not possessing the degree of
doctor of osteopathy may use or assume the title
"doctor of' osteopathy" or append to the person's
name the letters "D . .O.:"

(c) No person not a podiatrist may designate
himself ' or herself' as a podiatrist or use or,
assume the title "doctor of surgical chiropody"
or "doctor of podiatry" or "doctor of pediatric
medicine" or append to the per 'son's name the
woods or letters "doctor", "Dr . "; "D :S .C. ",
"D.P .M , " or "foot doctor" or "foot specialist "
or, any other title, letters or designation which
represents or, may tend to represent the personas
a podiatc• ist

(d) No person not a physical therapist may
designate himself or herself as a physical thera-
pist or use . or assume the title "physical thera-
pist"' or- ` ,̀ . physiotherapist" or "physical therapy
technician" or append to the person's name the
letters ".PT . .. . P.T.T or ` R.P T . or any
other title, letters or designation .n whichh repre-
sents or, may tend to represent the person as a
physical therapist .

(e) No person may designate himself ' or
herself as a . "physician's assistant" or use or
assume the title "physician's assistant" or ap-
pend to the per'son's name the words or, letters
"physician's assistant" or "P : A "' or any other
titles;. letteis - or designation which represents or
may tend to represent the person as a physician's
assistant unless certified as a physician's assist-
ant by thee board

(4) DEFINITION . In this section, "the scene
of an emergency" means areas not within the
confines of a hospital or , other institution which
has hospital facilities or the office 6f a person
licensed or certified under this chapter. .

448.04 . Classes of license; certificate of
licensure. ( 1 ) CLASSES OF LICENSE. (a)
Li=cense to practice medicine and surgery . A per-
son holding a license to practice medicine and
surgery may practice as defined in s 448 01 (9)

(b) Temporary license to practice medicine
and surgery 1 An applicant for license to
practice medicine and surgery who has passed
an examination satisfactory to the board, or who
is a graduate of a medical school in this state,
andd who more than 30 days prior to the date set
by the board for the holding of its next examina-
tion has complied with all the requirements of s .
4.4& 05 (2) and (7) may, at the discretion of'the
board, be granted a temporary license to prac-
tice medicine and surgery . Such temporary
license shall expire 60 days after the next exami-
nation for license is given or on the date follow-
ing the examination on which the board giants
or, denies such applicant a license, whichever
occurs first ; but the temporary license shall
automatically expire on the first day the board
begins its examination of applicants after grant-
ing such license, unless its holder' submits to
examination on such date : The board may
require an applicant for temporary licensure
under this subdivision to appear before a mem-
ber of the board for an interview and oral
examination. A temporary license shall be
granted under this subsection only once to the
same person ..

2 An applicant who is a graduate of a foreign
medical school and who, because of noteworthy
professional attainment, is invited to serve on
the academic staff of a medical school in this
state as a visiting professor, may be granted a
temporary license to practice medicine and sur-
gery if found by the board to be of good profes-
sional character . Such license- shall remain in
force only while the holder is serving full-time on
the academicc staf'f' of a medical school, and the
holder's entire practice is limited to the duties of
the academic position . Such license shall expire
2 years after~ its date of granting and may be
renewed at the discretion of the board . The
board may require an applicant for- licensure
under this subdivisionn to appear before a mem-
ber of the board for an interview,
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(5) CIVIL LIABILITY; CERTAIN MEDICAL . PRO-

CEDURES . No person licensed or certified under
this chapter shall be liable for any civil damages
resulting from such person's refusal to perform
sterilization procedures or, to remove or, aid in
the removal of a human embryo or fetus from a .
person if such refusal is based on religious or
moral precepts .

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3 ., The board may grant a temporary license
to practice medicine and surgery for a period not
to exceed 90 days to a nonresident physician who
is serving on a full-time or temporary basis in a
camp or other : recreational facility, or to a
physician temporarily maintaining the practice
of" another physician ., In either case, the appli-
cant for such temporary license must satisfy the
board that the applicant is needed in the area in
which the applicant wishes to serve and that the
applicant holds a license granted upon written
examination in another licensing jurisdiction of
the United: States or Canada . The board may
renew such temporary license for- additional
per iods of 90 days each but may not renew such
license more than 3 consecutive times , The
board may require an applicant for such tempo-
rary license to appear before a member of the
board for' interview :

(c) Temporary educational permit to prac-
ti'ce medicine and surgery Application for a
temporary educational permitt to practice
medicine and surgery may be made to the board
by a person who meets the requirementss of s .
448 .05 (2) . Suchh permit may be issued for a
period not to exceedd one year and may be
renewed annually for not more than 4 years ..
Such permit shall entitle the holder to take
postgraduate educational training in a facility
approved by the board The holder of such
permit may, under', the direction of a person
li censed topractice medicine and surgery in this
state, perform services requisite to the training
authorized by this section . Acting under such
direction, the holder of such permit shall also
have the right to prescribe drugs other than
narcotics and to sign any certificates, reports or
other papers for the use of public authorities
which are required of oz permitted to persons
licensed to practice medicine and surgery . The
holder of such permit shall confine training and
practicee to the facility in which the holder is
taking the training, The purpose of this para-
graph is solely to provide opportunities in this
state for the postgraduate education of certain
persons having training in medicine and surgery
satisfactory to the board, without compliance
with the licensure requirements of" this chapter .
Nothing in this paragraph changes in any re-
spect the requirements fo r licensure to practice
medicine and surgery in this state.. The violation
of this paragraph by the holder of such permit
shall constitutee cause for- the revocation of the
permit: All holders of' such permits shall be
subject to such provisions of this chapter as the
board, by rule, determines are appropriate and
to any penalties applicable to those with a tem-
porary or regular license to practice medicine

and surgery The board may require an appli-
cant for licensure under this paragraph to ap-
pearr before a member of the board for an
interview and oral examination .

(d) License to practice podiatry. A person
holding a license to practice podiatry may prac-
tice as defined by s 448'..01 (8) . The board may,
by rule, provide for various classes of temporary
licenses to practice podiatry .

(e) License to practice physical therapy . A
person holding a license to practice physical
therapy may practice as defined ins 448 01 (4)
upon the written referral of `a physician, dentist
or podiatrist . . The board may, by rule, provide
f'or various classes of temporary licenses to prac-
tice physical therapy

(f) Certificate as physician's assistant. The
board may, by rule, adopt certification stan-
dards and practice standards for physician's
assistants and may certify persons under these
rules The board may, by rule,` exemptt from
certification any technologists whose functions
are relate d to or associated with thee practice of
medicine or surgery and who have been certified
or registered by a national accrediting organiza-
tion, the standards of'which have been approved
by the board The board may, by rule, provide
for, various classes of temporary certificates to
practice as physician's assistants

(2) CERTIFI CATE OF LICENSURE, Each li-
cense granted by the board shall be attested by a
certificate of licensure bearing the licensee's
name and the signature of the chairperson and
secretary of the board and the seal of the board,
and showing on its face the class of license to
which it attests and any restrictions appurtenant
thereto .

(3) DurttcnrE: Any person holding a license
or' certificate granted under this chapter, which
is `lost, stolen or destroyed, may apply to the
board for a duplicate thereof : Such application
shall be made in such manner as the board may
designate and shall be accompanied by an affi-
davit setting out the circumstances of"loss .. The
board shall then issue a duplicate bearing on its
face the word "duplicate" .

448.05 Qualification for iicensure or c e rti -
fication ; examinations ; application. (1)
GENERAL REQUIREM ENTS. To be qualified for
the grant of any license or certificate by the
board, an applicant must : .

(a) Supply evidence satisfactory to the board
that the applicant is of good professional
character.

(b) Meet the specific requirements as set out
in this section for that class of license or certifi-
cate for which applying .
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graduate of a school of physical therapy ap-
proved by the board, ..

(5) CERTIFICATE AS A PHYS IC I AN'S ASS IST -

nHr The board may; by rule, adopt certification
standards and practice standards for physician's
assistants and may certify persons under these
rules . Where the board finds that experience or
informal training is equivalent to education or
formal training-otherwise required, it may ac-
cept the experience or informal training as a
substitute for any of the standards The board,
mayy by rule, adopt certification standards for
physician's assistant training programs and may
certify programs under these rules In formulat-
ing such rules and certification and practice
standards for both physician's assistants and
physician's assistant training programs, the
board shall, recognize that an objective of this
program is to increase the existing pool of health
personnel,' ' Nothing in this subsection shall be
construed as requiring certification under this
subsection of other persons who assist
physicians ..

( B ) .EXAMINATIONS (a) The board shall
examine each applicant it finds eligible under
this section in such subject matter's as the board
deems applicable to the class of license or certifi-
cate which the applicant seeks to have granted ..
Examinations may be both written : and oral ., In
lieu of its own examinations, in whole or, in part,
the board may make such use as it deems
appropriate of examinations prepared, adminis-
tered, and scored by national examining agen-
cies, or by other' licensing jurisdictions of the
United States or Canada The board shall
specify passing grades for any and all examina-
tions required,

(b) The board may require an applicant who
fails to appear for or to completee the required
examinations to reapply for licensure or certifi-
cation before being admitted to subsequent
examinations..

(c) An applicant who fails to achieve a
passing grade in the required examinations may
request reexamination, and may be reexamined
not more than twice at not less than 4-month
internals, and shall pay 'a reexamination fee for
each such reexamination . An applicant who
fails to achieve a passing grade on the 2nd such
reexamination may not be admitted to further-
examination, until the applicant reapplies for
licensnie of certification and also presents to the
board evidence of further- professional training
or education as the board may deem
appropriate .

(7) APPLICATION ; Application for any class
of license or certificate shall be made as a
verified statement in such form and at such time
and place as the board may designate, and shall

(c) Achievee a passing grade in the examina-
tions required in this section .

(d) Be found qualified by three-fourths of"the
members of the board, except that an applicant
for a temporary license under s: 448 .04 (1) (b)
1 and 3, (d) and (e) must be found qualified by
2'members of`the board .

(2) LICENSE T O PRAC TICE MEDIC INE AND
SURGERY An applicant for any class of license
to practice medicine and surgery must supply
evidence satisfactory to the board that the appli-
cant is a graduate of and possesses a diploma
from a medical or osteopathic college approved
by the board and has completed postgraduate
training of `12 months in a ,facility approved by
the board I f an applicant is ,la graduate of a
foreign' medical school which has not been ap-
proved by the board, and if such applicant has
had postgraduate training in this country in a
12-month program approved by the board or has
had other, professional experience which the
board deems has given the applicant the educa-
tion and training substantiallyequivalent, and if
such applicant has passed the examinations
givenn by the educational council for, foreignn
medical graduates or its successors, the board
may make such additional inquiry including a
personal interview as satisfies it that the appli-
cant has had such education and training If a
majority of the board is so satisfied, .the appli-
cant may then be admitted to examination for a
license to practice medicine and surgery If' an
app licant is a graduate of a foreign medical
school not approved by the board, and such
foreign medical school requires either social
service or internship or, both of'its graduates, and
if such applicant has not completedsuch re-
quirements but has completed a 12-month su-
perv ised clinical training program under' the
direction of a medical school approved by the
board and has complied with all other- require-
ments of this subsection for graduates of foreign
medical schools not approved by the board, the
applicant may then be admitted to examination
for a license to practice medicine and surgery :

(3) LICENSE 10 PRACTICE PODIATRY An ap-
plicant for any class of license to practice podia-
try must supply evidence satisfactory to the
board that the applicant is a graduate of and
possesses a diploma conferring the degree of
doctor- of podiaiiic medicine, or, equivalent de-
gree as determined by the board, from a school
of podiatric medicine and surge ry approved by
the board

(4) LICENSE TO PRACTICE PHYSICAL THER-
APY. An applicant -I'm any class of license to
practice physical therapy must supply evidence
satisfactory to the board that the .applicant is a
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or certificate granted by the board unless cur-
rently registered as _ required under this
subsection .

(b) On or before- March 10 of eachh even-
numbered year the board shall publish the regis-
ter required by s, 440 035 (4), which shall be
divided according to the activity for whichh the
registrant is licensed or certified .. The secretary
of the board shall cause a copy of the list to be
mailed to the secretary of state, the district
attorney of each county, each local board of"
health, the sheriff of each county', the chief' of
police of each community and to any other
public official who mayy request or have need
thereof. The board shall make copies available
for general distribution at cost .. .

(c) Every registration made as provided in
this section shall be presumptivee evidence in all
courts and other places that the person named
therein is legally registered for- the period cov-
ered by such registration, and shall be deemed to
fulfill any statutory requirement for renewal of
license or certificate .

(d) No registration may be permitted by the
secretary of the board in the case of any physi-
cian who has failed to meet the requirements of
s. 44813 or- any person whose license or certifi-
cate has been suspended or revoked and the
registration of any such person shall be deemed
automatically annulledd upon receipt by the sec-
retary of the board of' a verified report of such
suspension or revocation, subject to the li-
censee's right of appeal . A person whose license
of certificate has been suspended or revoked and
subsequently restored shall be registered by the
board upon tendering .a verified report of such
restoration of the license or certificate, together
with an application for registration and the
registration fee~

44 .07 Registration. (1) REGISTRATION,
(a) Every person licensed or certified under this
chapter shall zegister, biennially with the board
in such manner and at such time as the board
shall designate and upon such forms as the
board shill-provide .:-'The secretary of the board,
on or before December 1 of each odd-numbered
year, shall mail or cause to be mailed to every
person required to register at that time a regis-
tration form The board shall furnish to each
person registered under this section a certificate
of registration, and each such person shall dis-
play the registration certificate conspicuously in
the office at alll times .
