(1) Veteri-
narylicenses shall be issued only to persons who
successfully pass an examination conducted by
the examining board and pays the fee specified
in s 440 . .05 . ( ;l) . At least one examination shall
be held annually . An applicant for a new license
shall be at least 18 years of age. and a graduate of
a veterinary college which has been approved by
the examining board . . Persons who qualify for
examination may be granted temporary permits
to engage in the practice of veterinary medicine
until the next examination conducted by the
examining board . Veterinarians holding an
existing license are not required to take any
examination for renewal of their license. The
examining board may grant a license, without
any examination, to any person who holds a
veterinarian's license issued by another state or,
country, if the license requirements in such state
or country are substantially equivalent to those
in this state and if such state or country recog-
nizes licenses issued under this chapter . . In case
of failure at any examination, the applicant shall
have the privilege of taking subsequent exami-
nations, uponn the payment of another fee for
each examination..

453.05 Practice ; penalties. (1) Except as
provided under s . 453 06 (3) (c), no person may
practice veterinary medicine without a license
from the examining board .

453.07 Denial ; limitation ; suspension;
revocation ; reprimand. The examining board,
subject to rules promulgated under' s . . 440 .03
(1), may by order deny, limit, suspend or revoke
any license or certificate, or reprimand a li-
censee, if the applicant or licensee is not quali-
fied, has violated this chapter or a rule of the
examining board, or has misrepresented or in-
tentionally failed to disclose a material fact in
making any application or, r report to the examin-
ing board.. After hearing and decision by the
examining board the applicant or licensee may
seek judicial review under ch . 227 .
