(1) The supervisors of any soil and water con-
servation district may formulate proposed regu-
lations for the. use of lands lying withinn the
district but outside of the limits of incorporated
cities and villages, or for- any parts of'such lands,
in the interest of conserving soil and water
resources and controlling erosion, runof'f' and
sedimentation . . As far as practicable, regula-
tions under this subsection shall be consistent
with the comprehensive plans described in s :
