UNIVERSITY OF WISCONSIN SYSTEM

36.01 Statement of purpose and mission.
(1) The legislature finds it in the public interest
to provide a system of higher education which
enables students of all ages, backgrounds and
levels of income to participate in the search for
knowledgee and individual development ; which
stresses undergraduate teaching as its main pri-
ority ; which offers selected professional gradu-
ate and research programs with emphasis on
state and national needs ; which fosters diversity
of educational opportunity ; which promotes ser-
vice to the public; which makes effective and
efficient use of human and physical resources ;
which functions cooperatively with other educa-
tional institutions and systems ; and which pro-
motes internal coordination and the wisest possi-
ble use of resources..

(2) The mission of the system is to develop
human resources, to discover and disseminate
knowledge,, to extend knowledge and its applica-
tion beyond the boundaries of its campuses and
to serve and stimulate society by developing in
students heightened intellectual, cultural and
humane sensitivities, scientific, professional and
technological expertise and a sense of purpose
Inherent in this broad mission are methods of
instruction, research, extended training and
public service designed to educate people and
improve the human condition,' Basic to every
purpose'of'.the system is the search for truth .

36.03 System. There is created in this state a
system of institutions of learning to be known as
the university of Wisconsin system. The princi-
pal office and one university of'the system shall
be located at or near the seat of state
government..

36.05 Definitions . In this chapter :

(1) "Academic staff" means professional
and administrative personnel other than faculty
with duties, and subject to types of appoint-
ments, that are primarily associated with higher
education institutions or their administration,

(2) "Board of regents" or "board" means the
board of regents of the university of Wisconsin
system,

(3) "Campus" means the publicly owned or
leased buildings and grounds which comprise all
or part of a university, a center or, the extension ..

(4) "Center" means any one of the 2-year
collegiate campuses of the system .

(5) "Chancellor" means the chief executive
of an institution.

(6) "Classified staff" meanss all employes of
the system other than faculty, academic staff',
persons whose employment is a necessary part of
their training, student assistants and student
hourly help. .. .

(7) "Extension" means the community out-
reach, public service and extension services of
the system . .

(8) "Faculty" means persons who hold the
rank of professor, associate professor, assistant
professor or instructor in an academic depart-
ment or its functional equivalent in an institu-
tion and such academic staffas may be desig-
nated by thee chancellor and faculty of the
institution..

(9) "Institution" means any university or an
organizational equivalent designated by the
board..

(10) "President" means thechief executive
of the system„

(10m) "Provost" means an administrative
officer, designated by the board, with multi-
institutional responsibilities f"or, .planning and
operational duties not deemed suitable for as-
signment to a single institution or chancellor ..

(c) The board shall determine the educa-
tional programs to be of'f'ered in the system and
may discontinue educational programs as it
deems necessary . .

(d) The board shall establish policies to guide
program activities to ensure that they will be
compatible with the missions of the institutions
of the system .. To this. end, the boa rd shall make
all reasonable effort to provide night courses .

(e) The board shall appoint a president of the
system, a chancellor for each institution, a dean
for each center ' , the state geologist, the dir'ector'
of the laboratory of hygiene, the director of the
psychiatric institute, a state cartographer and
the requisite number of officers, faculty,
academic staff and other employes and fix the
salaries, subject to the limitations under par . . (j)
and s . 230,12 ( 3) (e), the duties and the term of
office for each, No sectarian: or partisan tests or
any tests based upon race, religion, national
origin or sex shall ever be allowed or exercised in
the appointment of the employes of the system ..

(em) The board may appoint a provost for
university outreach .

(f) The board shall delegate to each chancel-
lor the necessary authority for the administra-
tion and operation of the institution within the
policies and guidelines established by the board .
The board may also delegate of rescind other
authority to chancellors, committees of the
board, administrative officers, members of the
faculty and students or, such other groups as it
deems appropriate ..

(g) The board shall not create nor- discon-
tinue any university or center unless specifically
authorized by the legislature in each instance . .

(gm) The board shall not create, except as
specifically authorized by the legislature in each
instance, any new college, school of its func-
tional equivalent if ' such college, school or func-
tional equivalent has academic programs at the
graduate or professional, post-baccalaureate
level . .

1 . For the purposes of this paragraph, college
or school .l means an academic unit below the
institutional level but above the departmental
level, including but not limited to a graduate
school, law school, medical school, social work
school, architecture school, business school and
a public administration school :

2 . For the purposes of this paragraph, a new
college or school shall be deemed to have been
created if an administrative position of dean of
its functional equivalent is established and if a
new instructional program, separate and dis-
tinct from the programs currently available at
that institution, is established .

36 .07 Corporate title , officers, meetings ,
records. (1) CORPORATE STATUS AND TITLE,
The board and their successors in office shall
constitute a body corporate by the name of
"Board of Regents of'the University of Wiscon-
sin System" .

(2) SECRETARY Thee board shalll appoint a
secretary of the board who shall keep a faithful
r'ecor'd of all its transactions .

(3) TREASURER, The state treasurer shall be
the treasurer of the board, but the board may
appoint other persons to receive other moneys
that may be due or remitted from any source.

(4) MEETINGS, TIMES, NOTICE . The times for
holding the regular annual meeting and such
other meetings as are required, and the manner
of providing notice for such meetings, shall be
determined by the board's bylaws

(5) ACCESS io THE BOARD . The board shall
provide in its operating policies for access to the
board by the public, faculty, students and
chancellors .

(6) MEETINGS AND RECORDS PUBLIC, The
board meetings shall be open and all records of
such meetings and of' all proceedings of the
board shall be open to inspection in accordance
with subchs II and IV of ch . 19 .

36 .09 Responsibilities . ( 1) THE BOARD OF
REGENTS. (a) The primary responsibility for
governance of the . system shall be vested in the
board which shall enact policies andd rules for
governing the system, plan for- the future needs
of the state for university education, ensure the
diversity of quality undergraduate programs
while preserving the strength of'the state's grad-
uate training and research centers and promote
the widest degree of" institutional autonomy
withinn the controlling limits of system-wide poli-
cies and priorities established by the board .

(b) The board, after public hearing at each
institution, shall establish for- each institution a
miss i on statement delineating specific pr'ogr'am

(11) "Student" means any person who is
registered for study in any institution for, the
current academic period . For the purpose of
administering particular programs or functions '
involving students, the board shall establish
rules defining continuation or termination of
student status during periods between academic
periods . .

(12) "System" means the university of Wis-
consin system .

(13) "University" means any baccalaureate
or graduate degree granting institution . .

(h) The board shall allocate funds and adopt
budgets for the respective institut ions and shall
give consideration to the principles of compara-
ble budgetary support for simila r program's and
equitable compensation for- faculty and
academic staff' with comparable training, expe-
rience and responsibilities .

(i) The board and the personnel commission,
upon recommendation of the president and the
administrator of the division of personnel in the
department , of employment relations, shall

, jointly adopt general policies governing the
designation ' of positions to be exempt from the
classified service as academic staff as defined in
& .36 .. 15 (1) (a) and (b) .

(j) The board shall establish salaries for
persons not in the classified staf 'f' prior to July 1
of each year for the next fiscal year, and shall
designate the effective dates for payment of the
new salaries . In the first year of the biennium,
payments of the salaries established forr the
preceding year shall be continued until the bien-
nial budget bill is enacted . If ' the budget is
enacted after July 1, payments shall be made
following enactment of the budget to satisfy the
obligations incurr ed on the effective dates, as
designated by the board, for the new salaries,
'subject only to the appropriation of funds by the
legislature and s .. 20.:928 (3), This paragraph
shall not limit the authority of the board to
establish salaries for new appointments . . The
boar'd ' shall not increase the pay of' employes
under, ss : 20 „ 923 (5) and (6) (m) and 2 .30.. 08
(2) (d) under this paragraph unless it conforms
to the proposal as approved under s . 2 . .30 . . 12 (3)
(e) or' is authorized by the board to correct
salary inequities under par. (h) or to fund job
reclassifications .

(k) The board shall possess all powers neces-
sary or convenient ,, for- the operation of the
system except as limited in this chapter .

(2) THE PRESIDENT, The president shall be
president of all the faculties and shall be vested
with the responsibility . of administering the sys-
tem under board policies and shalll direct a
centrall administrationn whichh shall assist the
board and the president in establishing system-
wide policies in monitoring, reviewing and eval-
uating these policies, in coordinating program
development and operation among institutions,
in planning the programmatic, financial and
physical development of the system, in main-
taining fiscal control and compiling and recom-
mending educational programs, operating-budg-
ets and building-programs for the boazd :.

(3) THE CHANCELLORS .. The chancellors
shall be the executive heads of their respective
faculties and institutions and shall be vested
with the responsibility of administering board
policies under the coordinating direction of the
president and be accountable and report to the
president and the board on the operation and
administration of their institutions .. Subject to
board policy the chancellors of the institutions in
consultation with their faculties shall be respon-
sible for, designing curricula and setting degree
requirements; determining academic standards
and establishing grading systems ; defining and
administering institutional standards for faculty
peer evaluation and screening candidates f'or,
appointment, promotion and tenure; recom-
mending individual merit increases; administer-
ing associated auxiliary services ; and adminis-
tering all funds, from whatever source,
allocated, generated or intended for use of" their
institutions . .

(4) FACULTY. The faculty of each institu-
tion, subject to the responsibilities and powers of
the board, the president and the chancellor of
such institution, shall be vested with responsibil-
ity for the immediate governance of such institu-
tion and shall actively participate in institu-
tional policy development . As such, the faculty
shalll have the primary responsibility for
academic and educational activities and faculty
personnel matters . The faculty of each institu-
tion shall have the right to determine their own
faculty organizational structure and to select
representatives to participate in institutional
governance ..

(5) STUDENTS, The students of each institu-
tion of campus subject to the responsibilities and
powerss of the board, the president, the chancel-
lor and the faculty shall be active participants in
the immediate governance of and policy devei=
opment for such institutions. . As such, students
shall have primary responsibility f'or, the for mu-
lation and review of policies concerning student
life, services and interests . Students in consulta'
tion with the chancellor and subject to the final
confirmation of the board shall have the respon-
sibility f'or' the disposition of those student fees
which constitute substantial support for- campus
student activities ..' The students of each institu-
tion or campus shall have the right to organize
themselves in a manner they determine and to
select their representatives to participate in in-
stitutional governance .

36.11 Powers of the boarsd of regents . (1)
PROTECTION OF PEOPLE; CUSTODY AND MAN-
AGEMENT OF PROPERTY (a) The board may
adopt rules under ch. 227 to protect the lives,
health and safety of persons on property under
its jurisdiction and to protect such property and
to prevent obstruction of the functions of the
system . Any person who violates any rule cre-
ated under this paragraph may be fined not
more than $500 or imprisoned not more than 90
days or both . .

(b) The board may purchase, have custody
of', hold, control , possess, lease, grant easements
and enjoy any lands, buildings, books, records
and all other property of any nature which may
be necessary and required for- the purposes,
objects . and uses of the system authorized by
law . The board may sell or dispose of such
property as provided by law, or any part thereof
when in its judgment it is for the best interests of
the system and the state, except that purchases
and sales of' real property shall be subject to the
approval of the building commission .

(c) The board may adopt rules under ch . 227
for thee management of all property under its
jurisdiction, for the care and preservation
thereo f and for the promotion and preservation
of the orderly operation of the system in any or
all of" its authorized activities and in any or all of
its institutions with forfeitures for their viola-
tion, which may be sued for and collected in the
name of' the board before any court having
jurisdiction of ' such action .. Forfeitures shall not
exceed $500 . .

(d) All fines imposed and collected under this
subsectionn shalll be transmitted to the county
treasurer for disposition in accordance with s ..
59.. 20 _. (5) and (8) All forfeitures, including
for- f8itures of posted baill if ' any, imposed and
collected under this subsectionn shall be trans-
mitted to the county treasu r er for disposition in
accordance w ith ss . 778 .13 and 778 .. 17 .

(e) The board,, with the approval of the
building commission, may sell or leasee state-
owned residence halls to anothe r state agency of
nonstate nonprofit agency for purposes of alter-
nate use,

(2) POLICE AUTHORITY . (a) The board shall
have concurrent police power, with other autho-
rized peace officers, over all property subject to
its jurisdiction Such concurrent police author-
ity shall not be construed to reduce or lessen the
authority of the police power of the community
or communities in which a campus may be
located„ All campus police officers shall cooper-
ate with and be responsive to the local police
authorities as they meet and exercise their statu-
tory responsibilities The designated agents of
the board may arrest, with or without warrant,
any person on such property who they have
reasonable grounds to believe has violated a
state law or any rule adopted under this chapter
and deliver such person to any court having
jurisdiction over the violation and execute a
complaint charging such person with the viola-
tion This subsection does not impair the duty of
any other peace officers within their jurisdia
tions to arrest and take before the proper court
persons found violating any state law on prop-
erty under the jurisdiction of the board .

( b ) The board may employ po licee for th e
institutions and chiefs to head such police, or
contract for, police, all of"whom shall be deemed
peace officers under s . . 939 .22 (22) underr the
supervision and control of the appropriate chan-
cellor or the chancellor's designees .. Such police
officers shall meet the minimum standards es-
tablished for other police officers by the law
enforcement standards board or a comparable
agency. Such police shall preserve the peace on,
all property under the board's jurisdiction, en-
force all rules adopted under this chapter and all
other' laws, and for that purpose the chancellor,
or the chancellor's designee may call for aid
from such other persons as is deemed necessary ..

(3) ADMISSION OF APPLI CANTS . . (a) The
board shall establish the policies for admission
within the system and within these policies each
institution shall establish specific requirements
for admission to its courses of instruction . . No
secta r ian or partisan tests of any tests based
upon race, religion, national origin of U.S . citi-
zens or sex shall ever be allowed in the admission
of students thereto ..

(b) The board shall establish policies for- the
appropriate transfer of credits between institu-
tions within the system, including the designa-
tion of those courses which shall be transferable
between and within institutions without loss of
credit toward graduation or toward completion
of a specific course of study . .

(c) The board may establish policies for the
appropriate transfer- of credits with other educa-
tional institutions outside the system . .

(d) 1 . Except as provided in subd. 2, the
board shall require t hat a $10 fee accompany
each application for admittance from persons
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to require that all users of' the parking fac ilities
be charged a parking fee . . Center campus facili-
ties owned by a county are not required ' to
charge a parking fee ..

(8 ifl ) TRANSPORTATION PLANNING . The

board shall direct the administrative officers of
each campus to work with the regional planning
commissions and the local authorities of the
community in which the campus is located to
evaluate: the transportation needs of the campus
population . The board shall require each cam-
pus to develop a transportation plan for- the
campus to effect energy resource conservation
and efficient use of transportation resources .
The plan shall include pedestrian walkways,
bikeways, bike routes, bicycle storage racks, car
and van pools and, to the extent feasible, im-
proved mass transit services . The tianspottation
plans shall detail parking management strate-
gies which provide incentives for the use of mass
transit and high occupancy vehicles .. The trans•-
poitation plans shall be implemented by Janu-
ary 1, 1982 ..

(9) CONDEMNATION . The board may acquire
by condemnation proceedings under eh . . 32 such
parcels of land as it deems necessary for the use
of any institution whenever the board is unable
to agree with the owner upon the compensation
therefor ; or whenever' the absence or- legal inca-
pacityparity of such owner, or other cause, prevents or
unreasonably delays, such agreement .

(10) UNIVERSITY FUND . The board may ex-
pend such portion of the income of the univers ity
fund on of at the university of Wisconsin-
Madison as isappropriated by the legislature for
the erection of buildings and the purchase of
equipment or'' books .

(11) SURPLUS MONEY, The board may invest
any of the surplus money designated in s . 20 285
(1) (h) in such securities as are legal for trust
fund investments ; or' invest such funds or ' any
part Thereof, in the senior' or' junior bonds or
obligations which may be issued by such non-
pro fit-sharing corporation as may be contracted
with by the board for the construction of equip-
ment of dor ' mitor'ies, commons of field houses,
which bonds or obligations shall be secured by a
mortgage or pledge of the buildings or improve-
ments erected or to be erected by such corpora-
tions and by a mortgage or pledge of its lease--
hold interest . . Any interest on any of such bonds
or, securities shall when received be added to the
revolving funds and may be used for the pur-
poses set forth in this subsection .

( 1 2) LIBRARY DEPOSITORY,, (a) The boat-d
may participate in the formation and mainte-
nance of a nonprofit-sharing corporation spon-
sored by participating colleges, universities and
libraries for the purpose of providing and oper-

seeking admittance to any school within - the
system as new freshmen or as transfer students
from outside the system . The board may exempt
from the fee under ' this subdivision, on the basis
of financial need, a maximum of 5% of the
applications in any school year, .,

2. The board shall require that a $20 fee
accompany each application for admittance to a
graduate school, law school or medical school
within the system .

(4) INJUNCTIVE RELIEF . The board may ob-
tain injunctive relief to enforce this chapter, or
any rules adopted under this chapter ,

(5) LIABILITY INSURANCE The board may
procure liability insurance coveting the mem-
bers of the board, any officer, employe or such
students whose activities may constitute an obli-
gation or, responsibility of the system .

(6) FINANCIAL. AIDS . The board may:
(a) Make grants to students from funds

budgeted to or controlled by the system and
formulate policies and rules for such grants . .

(b) Make grants equivalent in value to the
payment of incidental fees to disabled residents
of the state who are recommended and super-
vised by the department of health and social
services under s . 47 . . 40 . .

(7) CONFER DEGREES, The board may confer
such degrees and grant such diplomas as are
usual in universities or as it deems appropriate ..

(8) PARKING RULES, . (a) The board may
make general "policies and shall authorize the
chancellors to adopt rules regulating the parking
of motor vehicles on property under their .jut is-
dicYion. Such rules shall not be subject to ch
227.

(b) The board shall establish fines for' the
violation of any rule made under par-, (a) . The
institutions are authorized to collect such fines
together with moneys collected from the sale of
parking permits and other fees established
under par „ (a) and such moneys shall be paid
into the state treasury and credited to s,,'20.285
(1: ) (h), to be usedd only for' the purpose of
developing and operating parking or other, irans-
portation facilities at the .e institution at which
collected and for enforcing parking rules under
par. (a) „

(8e) PARKING FEES : The board shall direct
each institution and center , within the system to
charge a parking fee for- the parking of motor
vehicles by students, faculty ; academic and clas-
sified staff and visitors at campus . . The board
shall require the fee to be suf 'f'icient to recover
the costs of the construction and maintenance
necessary for the parking facilities .. Nothing in
this paragraph shall be deemed to require the
recovery of the costs of land for parking facili-
ties. Nothing in this paragraph shall be deemed

teaching efforts and excellence, under rules and
procedures adopted by the board, subject to the
following conditions :

(a) Sabbatical leave may be granted only to
those faculty members who have completed 6 or
more years, or, the equivalent, of full-time in-
structional service in the system . . .

(b) Only one sabbatical leave may be granted
for each 6 years of full-time instructional service
in the system with preference given to those who
have been making significant contributions to
teaching and have not had a leave of absence,
regardless of'source of funding, in the previous 4
years ., .

(c) Sabbatical leave shall : be granted for the
purposes. of enhancing teaching, course and cur-
riculum development within the field of exper-
tise of the faculty member taking such leave;

(d) Sabbatical leave shall be approved by
appropriate faculty andd administrative
committees .

(e) A faculty member shall receive compen-
sation whilee on sabbatical leave, but such com-
pensati on, when combined wi th o ut side compen-
sation earned while on leave, shall not exceed the
full compensation normally received from the
system .

(f) The faculty member taking a sabbatical
leave shall agree to return to the institution from
which leave was granted for at least one year,
after the termination of the sabbatical or return
any compensation received from the system
during the sabbatical .

(g) Funding for the sabbatical leave program
shall be provided f'iom the existing general oper-
ations appropriation for the system .

(h) The number' of instr uctional faculty eligi-
ble for sabbatical• leave during thee academic
year may not exceed 1 .5% of the unclassified
faculty positions filled by members meeting the
requirements under par . (a)
