(1) Veteri-
nary licenses shall be issued only to persons who
successfully pass an examination conducted by
the examining board and pay the fee specified in
s.: 440.05 (1) . At least one examination shall be
held annually., An applicant for a new license
shall be at least 18 years of age and a graduate of
a veterinary college which has been approved by
the examining board. Persons who qualifyy for
examination mayy be granted temporary permits
to engage in the practice of veterinary medicine
in the employment and under the supervision of
a licensed veterinarian until the next examina-
tion conducted by the examining board . Veteri-
narians holding an existing license are not re-
quired to take any examination for renewal of
their license. .

The chairman of the ex-
amining board shall institute actions :forr viola-
tions of this chapter . The district attorney of the
county in which the offense is committed shall
promptly prosecute any such violation upon
beingg informed thereof, from any source ..
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(2) Veterinary licenses shall expire on De-
cember 31 of each odd-numbered year following
issuance . The license renewal fee shall be that
specified in s . 440.05 (3) to (5) . An expired
license may be reinstated and renewed within 2
years of the date of expiration upon payment of
the fees specified in s., 440 .05 (4) or (5) .
Reexamination shall be required of a licensee
requesting reinstatement after 2 years of expired
status .

(3) (a) An animal technician certi fication
may be issued only to a pet-son who is at least 18
years of age and has either :

The 2-year employment require-
ment of this subdivision shall include at least
50% of the applicant's time spent in practical
field experience and the remainder of the appli-
cant's time spent in laboratory work, office
procedure, and technical veterinary training
with a licensed veterinarian .

(b) At least one examination ' shall be held
annually .

(c) The examining board shall, by rule, spec-
ify the areas of the practice of veterinary
medicine in which a certified animal` technician
may engage . Except for emergency rules
adopted- under s . 227.027, no rule promulgated
by the examining board under this subsection
shall become effective until the examining board
has complied with the requirements of s .

(4) Animal' technician certifications shall

453.07 Denial; limitation ; suspension ;
revocation ; reprimand. The examining board,
subject to rules promulgated under s . 440..03

fied, has violated this chapter or a rule of the
examining board, or has misrepresented or in-
tentionally failed ,to disclose a material fact in
making any application or report to the examin-
ing board.
