and makes clear that it applies to all types of insurers ,. It re-
places s 610.55 which applied only to life insurance compa-
nies. Thai section was originally enacted by ch :-343, laws of
1906. . Apparently, the provision has been generally ignored
since that time, except for the fling of a special schedule to
annual statements. A reason for ignoring the section appears
to be the action of ' the 1905 legislatu r e in rising a gener al
prohibition against political contributions [c5 „ 492, laws of
1905] ..

630.15 Prohibited relationships between
life insurers and funeral d irectors or ceme-
teries. No life insurer may invest directly in or,
except as a loan secured by a mortgage on real
estate or as a policy loan, lend money to a
funeral director' or cemetery or any association
of funeral directors or cemeteries No funeral
director or cemetery or association of funeral
directors or cemeteries may control a life
insurer . .
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
