The council may meet at
such time and place as it determines but at least
once every 3 months . It shall meet upon call of
the chairperson or a call signed by 5 members of
the council . Nine members shall constitute a
quorum .

(c) The council may appoint regular and
special committees of its members to investigate
and report upon any matters relating to its
duties .. The council or any committee thereof
when so authorized by the council is empowered
to hold public hearings at such times and places
within the state as may be deter-mined, Any
