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CHAPTER 806

CIVIL PROCEDURE - JUDGMENT

806.01 Judgment. (1) (a) A judgment is
the determination of the action. It may be final
or interlocutory.

(b) Each judgment shall specify the relief
granted or other determination of the action,
and the name and place of residence of each
partyy to the action and occupation, trade or
profession.

(c) Every final judgment shall giant the
relief to which the party in whose favor it is
rendered is entitled, even if the party has hot
demanded such relief in the pleadings . If there
be no answer the relief granted to the plaintiff
shall not exceed that demanded in the
complaint

(2) If a partial judgment is proper in an
action with several par-ties, the court in its
discretion, may render ,judgment against one or
more of the defendants and dismiss or permit the
action to proceed against the others .. In case of a
finding substantially disposing of a claim on its
merits, but leaving an account to be taken or a
condition to be performed in or'der' fully to
determine the rights of the parties, an interlocu-
tory,judgrnent may be rendered disposing of all
issues covered by the finding and reserving final
,judgment .

806.02 Default judgment . (1) A default
judgment may be rendered as provided in subs .
(1) to (4) if no issue of law or fact has been

,joined and if the time for joining issue has
expired .. Any defendant appearing in an action
shall be entitled to notice of motion for

,judgment .. ''
(2) After filing the complaint and proof of

service of the summons on one or more of the
defendants and an affidavit that the defendant is
in default for ' failure to ,join issue, the plaintiff
may move for , judgment according to the de-
mand of the complaint . If proof of any fact is
necessary for the court to give judgment, the
court shall receive the proof

(3) If a defendant fails to appear in an act ion
within the timee fixed in s . 801 .09 the court shall,
before entering a , judgment against such defend-
ant, require proof of service of the summons in
the manner required by s. 801 .10 and, in addi-
tion, shall require further proof as follows :

(a) Where a personal claim is made against
the defendant, the court shall require proof by
affidavit or other evidence, to be made and filed,
of the existence of any fact not shown by the
complaint which is needed to establish grounds
for personal jurisdiction over the defendant.
The court may require such additional proof as
the interests of , justice r equire.

(b) Where no personal claim is made against
the defendant, the court shall require such
proofs, by affidavit or otherwise, as are neces =

806.03 Judgment on , admitted claim; or-
der to satisfy . In an action on . an express
contract for, the recovery of a liquidated sum of
money only, if the answer admits any part of the
plaintiff's claim or if the answer sets up a
counterclaim for an amount less than the plain-
tiff's claim and contains no other defense to the
action, the clerk, on motion of the plaintiff, shall
render and enter ,judgment for, the amount so
admitted or for the amount claimed in the
complaint less the amount of the defendant's
counterclaim ., When the defendant admits part
of the plaintiff's claim to be just, the court, on
motion, mayy order the defendant to satisfy that
part of the claim and may enforce the order as it
enforces a judgment or provisional remedy .

806.04 Uniform declaratory judgments
act. (1) SCOPE,, Courts of record within their
respective jurisdictions shall have power' to de-
clare rights, status, and other legal relations
whether or not further relief is or could be
claimed , No action or proceeding shall be open
to objection on the ground that a declaratory
judgment or decree is prayed for .. The declara-
tion may be either affirmative or negative in
form and effect; and such declarat ions shall
have the force and effect of a final :judgment or
decree .

( 2) POWER TO CONSTRUE, ETC Any person
interested under a deed, will, written contract or
other writings constituting a contract, or whose
rights, status orother legal relations are affected
by a statute, municipal ordinance, contract or
franchise, may have determined any question of
construction or validity arisingg under , thee instru-
ment, statute, ordinance, contract or franchise
and obtain a declaration of rights, status or
other legal relations thereunder . No ; party shall
be denied the rightt to have declared the validity
of any statute or, municipal ordinance by virtue
of the fact that the party holds a license or
permit under such statutes or ordinances .

Any person in-
terested as or through a personal representative,
executor, administrator, trustee, guardian or
other fiduciary, creditor, devisee, legatee, heir,
next of kin or cestui que trust, in the administra-
tion of a trust;` or of the estate of a decedent, an
infant,.. mental incompetent or insolvent, may
have a declaration of rights or legal relations in
respect thereto:

(a) To ascertain any class of creditors, devi-

(b) To direct the personal representatives,
executors,., administrators or trustees to do or
abstain from doing any particular act in their
fiduciary capacity; or

(c) To determine any question arising in the
administration of the estate or `trust, including
questions of construction of wills andd other
writings .

(5) ENUMERATION NOT EXCLUSIVE„ The
enumeration in subs . (2), (3) and (4) does not
limit or restrict the exercise of the general
powers conferred in sub.. (1) in any proceeding
where declaratory relief is sought, in which a
judgment or decree will terminate the contro-
versy or remove an uncertainty .

(6) DISCRETIONARY,, The court may refuse
to renderr or enterr a declaratory judgment or
decree where such ,judgment or decree, if ren-
dered or entered, would not terminate the uncer-
tainty or controversy giving, rise to the
proceeding .

(7) REVIEW, All orders, judgments and de-
crees under this section may be reviewed as
other orders, judgments and decrees .

(8) SUPPLEMENTAL RELI EF. Further' relief

based on a declaratory judgment or decree may
be granted whenever necessary or proper . The
application therefor shall be by petition to a
court Having ,jurisdiction to grant the relief, If
the application be deemed sufficient, the courtt
shall, on reasonable notice, require any adverse
party whose rights have been adjudicated by the
declaratory ,judgment or decree, to show cause
why further relief shouldd not be granted
forthwith .

(9) JURY TRIAL. When a proceeding under
this section involves the determination of an
issue of fact, such issue may be tried and deter-
mined in the same manner as issues of fact are
tried and determined in other civil actions in the
court in which the proceeding is pending,

(10) COSTS. In any proceeding under' this
section the court may make such award of costs
as may seem equitable and ,just.

(11) PARTIES. When declaratory relief is
sought, all persons shall be made parties who
have or claim any interest which would be
affected by the declaration, and no declaration

may prejudice the right of persons not parties to
thee proceeding . In any proceeding which in-
volves the validity of a municipal ordinance or
franchise, the municipality shall be made a
party, and shall be entitled to be heard . If a
statute, ordinance or, franchise is alleged to be
unconstitutional, the attorney general shall also
be served with a copy of the proceeding and be
entitled to be heard In any proceeding under
this section in which the constitutionality, con-
struction or application of any provision of ch .
227, or of any statute allowing a legislative
committee to suspend, or to delay or prevent the
adoption of, a rule as defined in s . 227,:01 (9) is
placed in issue by the parties, the joint commit-
tee for review of administrative rules shall be
served with a copy of the petition and, with the
approval of the joint committee on legislative
organization, shall be made a party and be
entitled to be heard. In anyy proceeding under
this section in which the constitutionality, con-
struction or application of any provision of ch„

(12) CONSTRUCTION. This section is de-
clared to be remedial; its purpose is to settle and
to afford relief from uncertainty and insecurity
with- respect to rights, status and other legal
relations; and is to be liberally construed and
administered, .

(13) WORDS CONSTRUED. The word "per-
son" wherever used in this section, shall be
construed to mean-any person, partnership,,joint
stock company,` unincorpor•ated association or
society, or municipal or other corporation of any
character whatsoever .'

(14) PROVISIONS SEVERABLE. The several
subsections and provisions of this section except
subs . .( I) and (2) are declared independent and
severable, and the invalidity, if any, of any part
or feature thereof shall not affect or render the
remainder of thee statute invalid or inoperative .

(15) UNIFORMITY. OF INTERPRETATION . This
section shall be so interpreted and construed' as
to effectuate its general purpose to make uni-
form the law of those states which enact it, and
to harmonize, as far as possible, with federal
laws and regulations on the subject of declara-
tory ;judgments and decrees

806.05 Deciaratory judgments against
obscene matter. (1) GROUNDS FOR AND COM-
MENCEMENT OF ACTION. Whenever there is rea-
sonable cause to believe that any book, maga-
zine, or other written matter, or picture, sound
recording or film, which is being sold, loaned, or
distributed in any county, or is in the possession
of any person who intends to sell, loan or dis-
tribute the same in any county, is obscene, the
districtt attorney of such county, in the name of
the state, as plaintiff, may file a complaint in the
circuit court for such county directed against
such matter by name„ Upon the filing of such
complaint, the court shall 'make a summary
examination of such matter . If it is of the
opinion that there is reasonable cause to believe
that such matter is obscene, it shall issue' an
order, directed against said-matted by name, to
show cause why said matter should not be
,judicially determined to be obscene . This order
shall be addressed to all persons interested in the
publication, production, sale, loan ; exhibition
and distribution thereof, and shall be returnable
within 30 days . The order- shall be published as a
class 2 notice, under ch, 985. A copy of such
order shall be sent by certified mail to the
publisher, producer, and one or' more distribu-
tors of said matter-, to the persons holding the
copyrights, and to the author, in case the names
of any such persons: appear on such matter or
can with reasonable diligence be ascertained by
said district attorney . Such publication shall
commence and such notices shall be so mailed
within 72 hours of the issuance of the order to
show cause by the court .

I n a suit for declaratory judgment the complaint should
not be dismissed when the judgmentt declares the rights on the
complaint or the merits are decided; dismissal is proper when
for a valid reason the merits are not reache d and the suit
should not b e entertained. Kenosha v.: Unified School Dist,.
No, 1, 55 W (2d) 642,201 NW (2d) 66.

A complaint alleging that the ins u rance commissioner is
threatening action against an ins urance agent who also con-
trac t s to service employe welfare funds, claiming a violation
of 211 . 14 (2) (a), Stats. 1969, states a valid basis for declara-
tory judgment as against a demurrer, Pension Manag ement,
Inc. v. DuRose, 58 W (2d) 122,'205 NW (2d) 553.

In a complaint of'puta6ve father; challenge to the propri-
ety of see king declaratory relief is not sustained because the
relief sought falls within the broadd scope of declaratory judg-
ment j uris diction, meets the 4 requisites for its invocation, an d
a judgment entered herein will terminate the controversy .

806.06 Rendition, perfection and entry of
judgment. (1) (a) A,judgment is rendered by
the court when it is signed by the judge or by the
clerk at the judge's written direction.

(b) A , judgment is entered when it is filed in
the office of the clerk of court.

(c) A: judgment is perfected by the taxation
of costs and the insertion of the amount thereof
in the , judgment :

(d) A judgment is granted when given or-ally
in open court on the record ,.

(2) The judge or the cler k upon the written
order of the judge may sign the judgment . : The .
judgment shall be entered by the clerk upon
rendition .

(3) After an order or judgment is entered,
either party may serve upon the other a written
notice of entry containing the date of entry :

(4) A judgment may be rendered and en-
tered'at the instance of any party either before
or after perfection . If the party in whose favor
