Under a
contract containing a term C.I.F. or C.& F . . :

(1) Where the price is based on or is to be adjusted
according to "net landed weights", "delivered weights", "out
turn" quantity or, quality or the like, unless otherwise agreed
the seller must reasonably estimate the price . . The payment
due on tender of the documents called for by the contract is
the amount so estimated, but after final adjustment of the

(3) Unless otherwise agreed where the contract provides
for payment on or after, aarrival of the goods the seller must
before payment allow such preliminary inspection as is
feasible; but if the goods are lost delivery of the documents
and payment are due when the goods should have arrived .

(1) Unless otherwise agreed a
term for delivery of goods "ex-ship" (which means from the
carrying vessel) or in equivalent language is not restricted to a
particular ship and requires delivery from a ship which has
reached a place at the named port of destination where goods
of the kind are usually discharged ..

402 .327 Special Incidents of sale on approval and sale or
return. (1) Under a sale on approval unless otherwise agreed :

(b) Use of the goods consistent with the purpose of trial is
not acceptance but failure seasonably to notify the seller of
election to return the goods is acceptance, and if the goods
conform to the contract acceptance of any part is acceptance
of the whole; and

(c) After due notification of election to return, the return is
at the seller's risk and expense but a merchant buyer must
follow any reasonable instructions .

(2) Under a sale or return unless otherwise agreed :

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contracting or, for- the sale of crops to be harvested within 12
months or, the next normal harvest season after contracting
whichever is longer .

(2) The seller retains an insurable interest in goods so long
as title to or any security interest in the goods remains in him
andwhere the identification is by the seller alone he may until
default or insolvency or notification to the buyer that the
identification is final substitute other goods for those
identified . .

(3 ) Nothing in this section impairs any insurable interest
recognized under any other statute or rule of law,

402 .502 Buyer ' s right to goods on seller's Insolvency. (1)
Subject to sub . (2) and even though the goods have not been
shipped a buyer who has paid a part or all of the price of
goods in which he has a special property under s .. 402 .501 may
on making and keeping good a tender of any unpaid portion
of their price recover them from the seller if the seller becomes
insolvent within 10 days after receipt of the first instalment on
their price .

(2) If the identification creating his special property has
been made by the buyer he acquires the right to recover, the
goods only if they conform to the contract for sale .

402 .503 Manner of seller's tender of de livery . ( 1 ) Tender
of delivery requires that the seller put and hold conforming
goods at the buyer's disposition and give the buyer' any
notification reasonably necessary to enable himm to take
delivery,. The manner, time and place for tender, are deter-
mined by the agreement and this chapter', and in particular :

(a) Tender must be at a reasonable hour, and if it is of
goods they must be kept available for the period reasonably
necessary to enable the buyer to take possession ; but

(b) Unless otherwise agreed the buyer must furnish facili-
ties reasonably suited to the receipt of the goods .

(2) Where the case is within s . 402 .504 respecting shipment
tender requires that the seller, comply with its provisions . .

(3) Where the seller is required to deliver at a particular-
destination, tender requires that he comply with sub . . (1) and
also in any appropriate case tender documents as described in
subs . . (4) and (5) .

(4) Where goods are in the possession of a bailee and are to
be delivered without being moved :

(a) Tender requires that the seller either, tender a negotiable
document of title coveringg such goods or procure acknowl-
edgment by the bailee of the buyer's right to possession of the
goods; but

{b) Tender to the buyer of a nonnegotiable document of
title or of a written direction to thee bailee to deliver is
sufficient tender unless the buyer seasonably objects, and
receipt by the bailee of notification of the buyer's rights fixes
those rights as against the bailee and all third persons ; but
riskk of loss of the goods and' of any failure by the bailee to
honorr the nonnegotiable document of title or, to obey the
direction remains on thee seller until the buyer has had a
reasonable time to present the document or direction, and a
refusal. by the bailee to honor the document or, to obey the
direction defeats the tender.

(5) Where the contract requires the seller to deliver
documents :

{a} He must tender all such documents in correct form,
except as provided in s . 402„323 (2) with respect to bills of
lading in a set ; and

(b) Tender through customary banking channels is suffi-
cient and dishonor of a draft accompanying the documents
constitutes nonacceptance or rejection .

402.508 Cure by seller of improper tender or delivery;
replacement. (1) Where any tender or delivery by the seller is
rejected because nonconforming and the time for perform-
ance has not yet expired ; the seller may seasonably notify the
buyer of his intention to cure and may then within the
contract time make a conforming delivery :
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402.504 Shipment by seller. (1) Where the seller is required
or authorized to send the goods to the buyer and the contract
does not require him to deliver them at a particular destina-
tion, then unless otherwise agreed he must :

(a) Put the goods in the possession of such a carrier and
make such a contract for their transportation as may be
reasonable having regard to the nature of the goods and other
circumstances of the case ; and

(b) Obtain and promptly deliver or tender in due form any
document necessary to enable the buyer to obtain possession
of the goods or otherwise required by the agreement or by
usage of trade; and

(c) Promptly notify the buyer' of the shipment . .
(2) Failure to notify the buyer, under sub, (1) (c) of to make

a proper contract under sub . . (1) (a) is a ground for rejection
only if material delay: or loss ensues.

402.505 Seller's shipment under reservation. (1) Where
the seller- has identified goods to the contract by or before
shipment :

(a) His procurement of a negotiable bill of lading to his
own order or otherwise reserves in him a security interest in
the goods„ His procurement of the bill to the order of a
financing agency or of the buyer indicates in addition only the
seller's expectation of transferring that interest to the person
named .

(b) A nonnegotiable bill of lading to himself or his nominee
reserves possession of the goods as security but except in a
case of conditional delivery (s .. 402 .507 (2)) a nonnegotiable
bill of lading naming the buyer as consignee reserves no
security interest even though the §eller, retains possession of
the bill of lading,.

(2) When shipment by the seller with reservation of a
security interest is in violation of the contract for sale it
constitutes an improper contract for transportation within s ..
402,504 but impairs neither, the rights given to the buyer by
shipment and identification of the goods to the contract nor
the seller's powers as a holder of a negotiable document;,

402 .506 Rights of fi nancing agency . ( 1 ) A financing agency
by paying or purchasing for value a draft which relates to a
shipment of goods acquires to the extent of` the payment or
purchase and in addition to its own rights under the draft and
any document of'title securing it any rights of the shipper, in
the goods including the right to stop deliveryy and the ship-
per's right to have the draft honored by the buyer„

(2) The right to reimbursement of'a financing agency which
has in good faith honored or purchased the draft under
commitment to or authority from the buyer is not impaired
by subsequent discovery of' defects with reference to any
relevant document which was apparently regular on its face ..

402 .507 ' Effect of seller's tender; delivery on condition. (1)
Tender of delivery is a condition to the buyer's duty to accept
the goods and, unless otherwise agreed, to his duty to pay for,
them. Tender entitles the seller to acceptance of the goods
and to payment according to the contract..

( 2) Where payment is due and demanded on the delivery to
the buyer of goods or, documents of title, his right as against
the seller to retain or' dispose of them is conditional upon his
making the payment due:



(2) Where the buyer rejects a nonconforming tender which
the seller had reasonable grounds to believe would be accept-
able with or without money allowance the seller may if he
seasonably notifies the buyer have a further reasonable time
to substitute a conforming tender-,

402.509 Risk of loss 1n the absence of breach . (1) Where
the contract requires or authorizes the seller to ship the goods
by carrier:

(a) If it does not require him to deliver them at a particular
destination, the risk of loss passess to the buyer when the
goods are duly delivered to the carrier even though the
shipment is under reservation (s . 402 . .505) ; but

(b) Ifit does require him to deliver them at a particular
destination and the goods are there duly tendered while in the
possession of the carrier-, the risk of loss passes to the buyer
when the goods are there duly so tendered as to enable the
buyer to take delivery,

(2) Where the goods are held by a bailee to be delivered
without being moved, the risk of loss passes to the buyer :

(a) On his receipt of a negotiable document of title covering
the goods; or

(b) On acknowledgment by the bailee of the buyer's right
to possession of the goods ; or

(c) After his receipt of a nonnegotiable document of'title or
other written direction to deliver, as provided in s .. 402 .503 (4)
(b)

(3) In any case not within sub .. (1) or (2), the risk of loss
passes to the buyer on his receipt of the goods if the seller is a
merchant; otherwise the risk passes to the buyer on tender of
delivery . .

(4) The provisions of this section are subject to contrary
agreement of'the parties and to s .. 402 .327 on sale on approval
and s. 402 .510 on effect of breach on risk of loss .,

402 .510 Effect of breach on risk of loss . (1) Where a tender'
or delivery of goods so fails to conform to the contract as to
give a right of rejection the risk of their loss remains on the
seller until cure or, acceptance . .

(2) Where the buyer rightfully revokes acceptance he may
to the extent of any deficiency in his effective insurance
coverage treat the risk of loss as having rested on the seller
from the beginning.

(3) Where the buyer as to conforming goods already
identified to the contract for sale repudiates or is otherwise in
breach before risk of their loss has passed to him, the seller
may to the extent of any deficiency in his effective insurance
coverage treat the risk of loss as resting on the buyer, for a
commercially reasonable time . .

402.511 Tender of payment by buyer; payment by check .
(1) Unless otherwise agreed tender of payment is a condition
to the seller's duty to tender and complete any delivery,

(2) Tender of payment is sufficient when made by any
means or in any manner current in the ordinary course of
business unless the seller demands payment in legal tender
and gives any extension of time reasonably necessary to
procure it .

(3) Subject to s .. 403 802 on the effect of an instrument on
an obligation, payment by check is conditional and is de-
feated as between the parties by dishonor, of the check on due
presentment .

402.512 Payment by buyer before inspection . (1) Where
the contract requires payment before inspection noncon-
formity of the goods does not excuse the buyer from so
making payment unless :

(a) The nonconformity appears without inspection; or

402 .601 Buyer 's rights on improper delivery. Subject to s . .
402.612 on breach in instalment contracts and unless other-
wise agreed under ss : . 402 .718 and 402 .719 on contractual
limitationss of remedy, if"the goods or the tender of delivery
fail in any respect to conform to the contract, the buyer may :

(1 ) Reject the whole ; or
(2) Accept the whole; or
(3) Accept any commercial unit or units and reject the rest .

402.602 Manner and effect of rightful rejection . (1) Rejec-
tion of goods must be within a reasonable time after their
delivery or tender .. It is ineffective unless the buyer season-
ably notifies the seller,

(2) Subject to ss, 402 .603 and 402 ..604 on rejected goods:
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(b) Despite tender of the required documents the circum-
stances would justify injunction against honor under, s .
405.114.

(2) Payment pursuant to sub . . (1) does not constitute an
acceptance of goods or impair the buyer's right to inspect or
any of his remedies .

402 .513 Buyer's right to inspection of goods. (1) Unless
otherwise agreed and subject to sub . (3), where goods are
tendered or delivered or identified to the contract for sale, the
buyer has a right before payment or acceptance to inspect
them at any reasonable place and time and in any reasonable
manner. When the seller is required or authorized to send the
goods to the buyer, the inspection may be after their, arrival .

(2) Unless otherwise agreed, expenses of inspection must
be borne by the buyer but may be recovered from the seller if
the goodss do not conform and are rejected .

(3) Unless otherwise agreed and subject to s . . 402321 (.3) on
C„I .F., contracts, the buyer is not entitled to inspect the goods
before payment of the price when the contract provides :

(a) For delivery "C .,O .D .." or on other like terms ; or
(b) For payment against documents of title, except where

such payment is due only after the goods are to become
available for inspection..

(4) A place or method of inspection fixed by the parties is
presumed to be exclusive but unless otherwise expressly
agreed it does not postpone identification or shift the place
for delivery or for passing the risk of loss .. Ifcompliance
becomes impossible, inspection shall be as provided in this
section unlesss the place or method fixed was clearly intended
as an indispensable condition failure of which avoids the
contract

402.514 When documents deliverable on acceptance ;
when on payment. Unless otherwise agreed documents
against which a draft is drawn are to be delivered to the
drawee on acceptance of the draft if it is payable more than 3
days after presentment; otherwise, only on payment .

402.515 Preserving evidence of goods in dispute . In fur-
therance of the adjustment of any claim or dispute :

(1 ) Either party on reasonable notification to the other and
for the purpose of ascertaining the facts and preserving
evidence has the right to inspect, test and sample the goods
including such of'them as may be in the possession or control
of the other ; and

(2) The parties may agree to a third party inspection or
survey to determine the conformity or condition of the goods
and may agree that the findings shall be binding upon them in
any subsequent litigation or adjustment ..

BREACH , REPUDIATION AND EXCUSE ..



(b) Fails to make an effective rejection (s . . 402,602 (1)), but
such acceptance does not occur until the buyer has had a
reasonable opportunity to inspect them ; or

(c) Does any act inconsistent with the seller's ownership ;
but if such act is wrongful as against the seller it is an
acceptance only if' ratified by him .

(2) Acceptance of'a part of'any commercial unit is accept-
ance of that entire unit . .
Where buyer accepts goods, se ller need not prove that goods were not def8c-

tive in action to recover purchase price . Central Soya Co .. I nc .c v . Epstein Fish-
eries, I n c. 676 F '(2d) 939 (1982) .

402.607 Effect of acceptance ; notice of breach ; burden of
establishing breach after acceptance ; notice of claim or
litigation to person answerable over . (1) The buyer must
pay at the contract rate for any goods accepted ..

(2) Acceptance of goods by the buyer precludes rejection of
the goods accepted and if' made with knowledge of 'a noncon-
formitycannot be revoked because of'it unless the acceptance
was on the reasonable assumption that the nonconformity
would be seasonably cured but acceptance does not of itself'
impair any other remedy provided by this chapter for
nonconformity .

(3) Where a tender has been accepted :
(a) The buyer' must within a reasonable time after he

discovers or should have discovered any breach notify the
seller of breach or be barred from any remedy ; and

(b) If' the claim is one for infringement or the like (s ..
402.312 (.3)) and the buyer is sued as a result of such a breach
he must so notify the seller within a reasonable time after he
receives notice of the litigation or be barred from any remedy
over for liability established by the litigation .

(4) The burden is on the buyer' to establish any breach with
respect to the goods accepted .

(5) Where the buyer is sued for breach of 'a warranty or
other obligation for, which his seller is answerable over :

(a) He may give his seller written notice of the litigation . If'
the notice states that the seller' may come in and defend and
that if the seller does not do so he will be bound in any action
against him by his buyer by any determination of fact
common to the 2 litigations, then unless the seller after
seasonable receipt of'the notice does come in and defend he is
so bound ..

(b) If' the claim is one for infringement or the like (s . .
402312 (3)) the original seller may demand in writing that his
buyer turn over to him control of the litigation including
settlement or, else be barred from any remedy over and if he
also agrees to bear all expense and to satisfy any adverse
judgment, then unless the buyer after seasonable receipt of
the demand does turn over control the buyer is so barred . .

(6) Subsections (3), (4) and (5) applyy to any obligation of
the buyer to hold the seller harmless against infringement or
the like (s . 402312 (3)) .

Notice of breach of warranty is a condition precedent to recovery in an
action for wrongful death allegedly caused by a defective seat belt, but the
fail ure to plead such notice must be raised by demurrer Schnabl v Ford
Motor Co . . 54 W (2d) 345, ]95 NW (2d) 602, 198 NW (2d) 161 . .
Under facts of case, 2-month delay in giving notice was not unreasonable .

Paulson v. Olson I mplement Co ; Inc . 107 W (2d) 510, 319 NW (2d) 855

402.608 Revocation of acceptance in whole or in part . (1)
The buyer may revoke his acceptance of 'a lot or commercial
unit whose nonconformity substantially impairs its value to
him if he has accepted it :

(a) On the reasonable assumption that its nonconformity
would be cured and it has not been seasonably cured ; or

(b) Without discovery of such nonconformity if his accept-
ance was reasonably induced either by the difficulty of
discovery before acceptance or by the seller's assurances,

402 .606 What constitutes acceptance of good s. (1) Ac-
ceptance of goods occurs when the buyer :

(a) After a reasonable opportunity to inspect the goods
signifies to the seller that the goods are conforming or that he
will -take or retain them in spite of their nonconformity; or
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(a) After rejection any exercise of ownership by the buyer
with respect to any commercial unit is wrongful as against the
seller; and

(b) If the buyer has before rejection taken physical posses-
sion of goods in which he does not have a security interest
under, s . . 402,711 (3), he is under a duty after rejection to hold
them with reasonable care at the seller's disposition for a time
sufficient to permit the seller to remove them ; but

(c) The buyer, has no further obligations with regard to
goods rightfully rejected,

(3) The seller's rights with respect to goods wrongfully
rejected are governed by s„ 402 .703 on seller's remedies in
general .
Where seller refused to accep t return of a pump upon notice of breach by

the buyer, and buyer thereafter used the pump for 3 months, the buyer cannot
recover for breach of'watranty Concrete Equip . . Coo v . Smith Contract Co..,
Inc. . 358 F Supp, 1 1 37 .

402 .603 Merchant buyer 's duties as to rightfully rejected
goods. (1) , Subject to any security interestt in the buyer' (s ..
402 . .711(3)), when the seller, has no agent or place of business
at the market of rejection a merchant buyer is under a duty .
after rejection of goods in his possession or control to follow
any reasonable instructions received from the seller with
respect to the goods and in the absence of such instructions to
make reasonable efforts to sell them for the seller's account if'
they are perishable or threaten to decline in value speedily ..
Instructions are not reasonable if on demand indemnity for
expenses is not forthcoming .

(2) When the buyer sells goods under sub.. (1), he is entitled
to reimbursement from the seller, or out of'xhe proceeds for
reasonable expenses of'caring for and selling them, and if' the
expenses include no selling commission then to such commis-
sion as is usual in the trade or if'there is none to a reasonable
sum not exceeding 10 per cent of the gross proceeds ..

(3) In complying with this section the buyer is held only to
good faith and good faith conduct hereunder is neither
acceptance nor conversion nor the basis of an action for
damages ..

402 .604 Buyer 's options as to salvage of rightfully re-
jected goods . Subject to s . . 402..60 :3 on perishables, if the seller
gives no instructions within a reasonable time after notifica-
tion, of dejection the buyer may store the rejected goods for
the seller's account or, reship them to him or resell them for
the seller's account with reimbursement as provided in s ..
402.603. Such action is not acceptance or conversion . .

402.605 Waiver of buyer's objections by failure to particu -
larize. (1 ) The buyer's failure to state in connection with
rejection a particular defect which is ascertainable by reason-
able inspection precludes him from relying on the unstated
defect to ;justify rejection or, to establish breach :

(a) Where the seller could have cured it if' stated season-
ably; or,

(b) Between merchants when the seller has after rejection
made a request in writing for a full and final written statement
of all defects on which the buyer proposes to rely .

(2) Payment against documents made without reservation
of rights precludes recovery of the payment for, defects
apparent on the face of the documents . .
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(2) Revocation of acceptance must occur, within a reason-
able time after the buyer discovers or should have discovered
the ground for it and before any substantial change in
condition of thee goods which is not caused by their own
defects .. It is not effective until the buyer notifies the seller of
it,

(3) A buyer, who so revokes has the same rights and duties
with regard to the goods involved as if he had rejected them .

402.609 Right to adequate assurance of performance . (1)
A contract for sale imposes an obligation on each party that
thee other's expectation of receivingg due performance will not
be impaired,, When reasonable grounds for insecurity arise
with respect to the performance of either party the other, may
in writing demand adequate assurance of due performance
and until he receives such assurance may if commercially
reasonablee suspendd any performance for which he has not
already received the agreed return .

(2) ' Between merchants the reasonableness of grounds for
insecurity and the adequacy of any assurance offered shall be
determined according to commercial standards . .

(3) Acceptance of any improper delivery or payment does
not prejudice the aggrieved party's right to demand adequate
assurance of future performance ..

(4) After receipt of a justified demand failure to provide
within a reasonable time not exceeding- 30 days such assur-
ance of due performance as is adequate under the circum-
stances of the particular case is a repudiation of the contract .

402 . 610 Anticipatory repudiation . When either' party repu-
diates the contract with respect to a performance not yet due
the loss of which will substantially impair the value of the
contract to the other, the aggrieved party may :

(1) For a commercially reasonable time await perform-
ance by the repudiating party ; or,

(2) Resort to any remedy for breach (ss . 402303 or
402,7ll), even though he has notified the repudiating party
that he would await the Tatter's performance and has urged
retraction; and

(3) In either, case suspend his own performance or proceed
in accordance with s . 402304 on the seller's right to identify
goods to the contract notwithstanding breach or to salvage
unfinished goods . .

402 .611 Retraction of anticipatory repudiation. (1) Until
the repudiating party's next performance is due he can retract
his repudiation unless the aggrieved party has since the
repudiation canceled or materially changed his position or'
otherwise indicated that he considers the repudiation final .

(2) Retraction may be by any method which clearly indi-
cates to the aggrieved party that the repudiating party intends
to perform, but must include any assurance justifiably de-
manded under, s . 402,609 .

(3)` Retraction reinstates the repudiating party's rights
under, the contract with due excuse and allowance to the
aggrievedd party for any delay occasioned by the repudiation .

402 . 612 "Instalment contract" ; breach . (1) An "instalment
contract" is one which requires or authorizes the delivery of
goods in separate lots to be separately accepted, even though
the contract contains a clause "each delivery is a separatee
contract" or its equivalent .

(2) The buyer, may reject any instalment which is noncon-
forming if the nonconformity substantially impairs the value
of that instalment and cannot be cured or if the nonconform-
ity is ;aA defect in the required documents; but if the noncon-
formity- .does not fall within sub . . (3) and the seller gives

402.613 Casualty to identified goods. Where the contract
requires for its performance goods identified when the con-
tract is made, and the goods suffer casualty without fault of
either party before the risk of loss passes to the buyer, or in a
proper case under a "no arrival, no sale" term (s. 402.324)
then :

(1 ) If the loss is total the contract is avoided ; and
(2) If the loss is partial or the goods have so deteriorated as

no longer to conform to the contract the buyer may neverthe-
less demand inspection and at his option either- treat the
contract as avoided or accept the goods with due allowance
from the contract price for the deterioration or the deficiency
in quantity but without further, right against the seller .

402.614 Subst ituted performance. (1 ) Where without fault
of either party the agreed berthing, loading, or unloading
facilities fail or an agreed type of carrier becomes unavailable
or the agreed manner of delivery otherwise becomes commer-
cially impracticable but a commercially reasonable substitute
is available, such substitute performance must be tendered
and accepted .

(2) If the agreed means or manner of payment fails because
of domestic or foreign governmental regulation, the seller
may withhold or stopp delivery unless the buyer provides a
means or manner of payment which is commercially a
substantial equivalent. If delivery has already been taken,
payment by the means or, in the manner provided by the
regulation discharges the buyer's obligation unless the regu-
lation is discriminatory, oppressive or predatory .

402 . 615 Excuse by failure of presupposed condit ions .
Except so far as a seller may have assumed a greater obliga-
tion and subject to s . 402 .614 on substituted performance:

(1) Delay in delivery or nondelivery in whole or in part by a
seller~ who complies with subs . (2) and (3) is not a breach of his
duty under a contract for sale if performance as agreed has
been made impracticable by the occurrence of a contingency
the nonoccurrence of which was a basic assumption on which
the contract was made or by compliance in good faithwith
any applicable foreign or domestic governmental regulation
or, order whether, or not it later proves to be invalid.,

(2) Where the causes mentioned in sub (1) affectt only a
part of the seller's capacity to per-form, he must allocate
production and deliveries among his customers but may at his
option include regular customers not then under contract as
well as his own requirements for further manufacture.. He
may so allocate in any manner which is fair- and reasonable, .

(3) The seller must notify the buyer seasonably that there
will be delay or nondelivery and, when allocation is required
under sub. (2), of the estimated quota thus made available for
the buyer.

402 .616 Procedure on notice cla im ing excuse . (1) Where
the buyer receives notification of a material or indefinite
delay or an allocation justified under s„ 402 .615 he may by
written notification to the seller as to any delivery concerned,
and wheree the prospective- deficiency substantially impairs
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adequate assurance of its cure the buyer must accept that
instalment.

(3) Whenever nonconformity or default with respect to one
or more instalments substantially impairs the value of the
whole contract there is a breach of the whole ; but the
aggrieved party reinstates the contract if he accepts a noncon-
forming instalment without seasonablyy notifying of cancella-
tion or if he brings an action with respect only to past
instalments or demands performance as to future
instalments . .



402 .705 Seller's stoppage of delivery in transit or other -
wise. (1) The seller may stop delivery of goods in the
possession of a carrier or other bailee when he discovers the
buyer to be insolvent (s .. 402 ..702) and may stop delivery of
carload, truckload, planeload or larger, shipments of express
or freight when the buyer repudiates or failss to make a
payment due before delivery or, if' for any other reason the
seller has a right to withhold or reclaim the goods . .

(2) As against such buyer the seller may stop delivery until :
(a) Receipt of the goods by the buyer; or
(b) Acknowledgment to the buyer by any bailee of the

goods except a carrier that the bailee holds the goods for the
buyer; or

(c) Such acknowledgment to the buyer by a carrier by
reshipment or as warehouse keeper ; or

(d) Negotiation to the buyer of any negotiable document
of title covering the goods ..

(3) (a) To stop delivery the seller must so notify as to enable
the bailee by reasonable diligence to prevent delivery of the
goods .

(b) After such notification the bailee must hold and deliver
the goods according to the directions of the seller but the
seller is liable to the bailee for any ensuing charges or
damages ..

(c) If a negotiable document of title has been issued for
goods the bailee is not obliged to obey a notification to stop
until suriender of the document,

(d) A carrier who has issued a nonnegotiable bill of lading
is not obliged to obey a notification to stop received from a
person other than the consignor .

402 .706 Seller's resale includ ing contract for resale. (1)
Under the,condit ons stated in s.. 402 ..70.3 on seller's remedies,
the seller may resell the goods concerned or the undelivered
balance thereof:. Where the resale is made in good faith and in
a commercially reasonable manner the seller may recover the
differencee between the resale price and the contract price
together with any incidental damages allowed under, s..

Sale may be
as a unit or in parcels and at any time and place and on any
terms but every aspect of the sale including the method,
manner, time, place and terms must be commercially reason-
able. The resale must be reasonably identified as referring to
the broken contract; but it is not necessary that the goods be
in existence or that any or all of them have been identified to
the contract before the breach .

(3) Where the resale is at private sale the seller must give the
buyer reasonable notification of his intention to resell .

`(4) Where the resale is at public sale:
(a) Only identified goods can be sold except where there is

a recognized market for a public sale of futures in goods of
the kind; and

(b) It must be made at a usual place or market for public
sale if one is reasonably available and except in the case of
goods which are perishable or threaten to decline in value .

402.702 Se l ler's remedies on discovery of buyer's insol-
vency. (1 ) Where the seller discovers the buyer to be insolvent
he may refuse delivery except for- cash including payment for
all goods theretofore delivered under the contract, and stop
delivery under s . 402 .,705,.'

(2) Where the seller discovers that the buyer has received
goods on credit while insolvent he may reclaim the goods
upon demand made within 10 days after, the receipt, but if
misrepresentation of solvency has been made to the particu-
lar seller in writinwithin 3 months before delivery the l0-day
limitation does not apply, Except as provided in this subsec-
tion the seller may not base a right to reclaim goods on the
buyer's fraudulent or innocent misrepresentation of solvency
or of intent to pay .

(2) is subject to
the .i7ghts of a buyer in ordinary course or other good faith
purchaser under s .; 402 .403 . . Successful reclamation of goods
excludes all ofher, remedies with respect to them . .
' Holder of security interest in after-required collateral qua lifies as a good
faith purchases under (3). House of Stainless v. Marshall & Ilsley Bank, 75 W
(2d) 264, 249 NW (2d) 561 . .
Where a bank as the transferee of seller did not rely on a balance sheet

which misrepresented insolvency and had no knowledge of the facts prior to
the sale or delivery, it cannot exercise the seller's right of reclamation . . In re

402.703 Seller's remedies in general . Where the buyer
wrongfully rejects or revokes acceptance of-goods or fails to
make a payment due on or before delivery or repudiates with
respect to a part or the whole; then with respect to any goods
directly affected and, if the breach is of the whole contract (s . .
402 ..612); then also with respect to the whole undelivered
balance, the aggrieved seller may:

(1) : Withhold delivery of such goods ;
(2) Stop deliveryy by any bailee as provided in s .. 402 ..705 ;
(3) Proceed under, s .._402.704 respecting goods still uniden-

tified to thee contract ;
(4) Resell and recover damages as provided in s . 402 ..706 ;
(5) Recover damages for nonacceptance (s . 402,.708) or in a

proper case the price (s ., 402..709);

402 .704 Seller's right to identify goods to the contract
notwithstanding breach or to salvage unfinished goods. (1)
An aggrieved seller under s. 402 .703 may :

(a) Identify to the contract conforming goods not already
identified if at the time he learned of the breach they are in his
possession or control;

(b) Treat as the subject of resale goods which have demon-
strably been intended for the particular contract even though
those goods are unfinished,
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the value of' the whole contract under s.. 402 .612 relating to
breach of instalment contracts , then also as to the whole :

(a) Terminate and thereby discharge any unexecuted por-
tion of the contract;; or

(b) Modify the contract by agreeing to take his available
quota in substitution .,

(2) If after receipt of such notification from the seller the
buyer, fails so to modify the contract within a reasonable time
not exceeding 30 days the contract lapses with respect to any
deliver ies affected..

402,712 as to all
the goods affected whether' or not they have been identified to
the contract; or

(b) Recover damages for nondelivery as provided in s . .
402.713 .

(2) Where the seller fails to deliver or repudiates the buyer
mayy also :

(b) In a proper case obtain specific performance or replevy
thee goods as provided in s .

(2) The buyer may recover from the seller as damages the
difference between the cost of cover and the contract price
together with any incidental or consequential damages as
defined in s.. 402 :.715, but less expenses saved in consequence
of the seller's breach,.

402 .713 Buyer 's damages for nondel ivery or repud i ation .
(1) Subject to s . . 402 .723 with respect to proof of market price,
the measure of damages for nondelivery or repudiation by the
seller is the difference between the market price at the time
when the buyer learned of the breach and the contract price
together with any incidental and consequential damages
provided in s.. 402.715, but less expenses saved in consequence
of the seller's breach .

402 .714 Buyer's damages for breach in regard to ac-
cepted goods. (1) Where the buyer has accepted goods and
given notification (s., 402 .607 (3)) he may recover as damages
for any nonconformity of tender' the loss resulting in the
ordinary course of events from the seller's breach as deter-
mined in any manner which is reasonable,,

(2) The measure of damages for breach of warranty is the
difference .e at the time and place of acceptance between the
value of the goods accepted and the value they would have

speedily the seller must give the buyer reasonable notice of the
time and place of the resale ; and

attending the sale the notification of sale must state the place
where the goods are located and provide for their reasonable
inspection by prospective bidders ; and

(2) A person in thee position of a seller may as provided in
this chapter withhold or, stop delivery (s . 402 .705) and resell

402 .708 Seller's damages for nonacceptance or repudia-
tion. (1) Subject to sub.. (2) and to s. 402 .723 with respect to
proof of market price the measure of damages for nonaccept-
ance or, repudiation by the buyer is the difference between the
market price at the time and place for tender and the unpaid
contract price together with any incidental damages provided
in s. 402„710,, but less expenses saved in consequence of the
buyer's breach.

(2) If the measure of damages provided in sub . . (1) is
inadequate to put the seller in as good a position as perform-
ance would have done then the measure of damages is the
profit (including reasonable overhead) which the seller, would
have made from full performance by the buyer, together with
any incidental damages provided in s . . 402..710, due allowance
for costs reasonably incurred and due credit for payments or
proceeds of'resale .

402.709 Action for the pr i ce . (1) When the buyer fails to pay
the price as it becomes due the seller may recover-, together
with any incidental damages under s . 402 . .710, the price:

(a) Of' goods accepted or of conforming goods' lost or
damaged within a commercially reasonable time after risk of
their loss has passed' to the buyer; and

(b) Of'goods identified to the contract if the seller is unable
after' reasonable effort to resell them at a reasonable price or
the circumstances reasonably indicate that such effort will be
unavailing . ;

(3) After the buyer has wrongfully rejected or, revoked
acceptance of the goods or has failed to make a payment due
or has repudiated (s . 402,610), a seller who is held not entitled
to the price under this section shall nevertheless be awarded
damages for nonacceptance under s . . 402 ..708 ..
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402.718 Liquidation or limitation of damages; deposits .
(1) Damages for breach by either, party may be liquidated in
the agreement but only at an amount which is reasonable in
the light of the anticipated or actual harm caused by the
breach, the difficulties of proof of loss, and the inconvenience
or nonfeasibility of otherwise obtaining an adequate remedy .
A term fixing unreasonably large liquidated damages is void
as a penalty,

(2) Where the seller justifiably withholds delivery of goods
because of the buyer's breach, the buyer is entitled to restitu-
tion of any amount by which the summ of his payments
exceeds:

(a) The amount to which the seller is entitled by virtue of
terms liquidating the seller's damages in accordance with sub .
(1) ; or

(b) In the absence of such terms, 20 per cent of the value of
the total performance for which the buyer is obligated under
the contract or $500, whichever is smaller,

(3) The buyer's right to restitution under sub . . (2) is subject
to offset to the extent that the seller establishes :

(a) A right to recover damages under this chapter other
than sub. (1); and

402.722 Who can sue th ird part i es fo r i nj u ry to goods .
Where a third party so deals with goods which have been
identified to a contract for, sale as to cause actionable injury
to a party to that contract :

(1) A right of action against the third party is in either
party to the contract for sale who has title to or a security
interest or a special property or an insurable interest in the
goods; and if the goods have been destroyed or, converted a
right of action is also in the party who either bore the risk of
loss under the contract for sale or has since the injury
assumed that risk as against the other ;

( 2) If at the time of the injury the party plaintiff did not
bear the risk of loss as against the other party to the contract
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had if they had been as warranted, unless special circum-
stances show proximate damages of a different amount,

(3) In a proper- case any incidental and consequential
damages under s. 402 .715 may also be recovered . .

402 .715 Buyer 's incidental andd consequential damages.
(1) Incidental damages resulting from the seller's breach
include expenses reasonably incurred in inspection, receipt,
transportation and care and custody of goods rightfully
rejected, any commercially reasonable charges, expenses or
commissions in connection with effecting cover and any other
reasonable expense incident to the delay or other breach, .

(2) Consequential damages resulting from the seller's
breach include :

(a) Any loss resulting from general or particular require-
ments and needs of which the seller at the time of contracting
had reason to know and which could not reasonably be
prevented by cover or otherwise; and

(b) Injury to person or property proximately resulting
from any breach of warranty .

402.716 Buye r's right to specific performance or replevin .
(1) Specific performance may be decreed where the goods are
unique or in other proper circumstances .

(3) The buyer has a right of replevin for goods identified to
the contract if after reasonable effort he is unable to effect
cover for such goods or the circumstances reasonably indi-
cate that such effort willl be unavailing or if the goods have
been shipped under reservation and satisfaction of the secur-
ity interest in them has been made or tendered .

402.717 Deduction of damages from the price. The buyer
on notifying the seller, of his intention to do so may deduct all
or any part of the damages resulting from any breach of the
contract from any part of the price still due under the same
contract ..

from suchh other place.

(3) Evidence of a relevant price prevailing at the time or
place other than the one described in this chapter offered by
one partyy is not admissible unless and until he has given the
other party such notice as the court finds sufficient to prevent
unfair surprise,

402.724 Admissibility of market quotations. Whenever' the
prevailing price or, value of any goods regularly bought and
sold in any established commodity market is in issue, reports
in official publications or trade journals or, in newspapers or
periodicals of general circulation published as the reports of
such market shall be admissible in evidence .. The circum-
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stances of the preparation of ' such a report may be shown to
affect its weight but not its admissibility ,

402.725 Statute of limitations in contracts for sale . (1) An
action for breach of any contract for sale must be commenced
within 6 years after thee cause of action has accrued .. By the
original agreement the parties, if they are merchants, may
reduce the period of limitation to not less than one year . The
period of limitation may not otherwise be varied by
agreement,,

(2) A cause of action accrues when the breach occurs,
regardless of the aggrieved party's lack of knowledge of the
breach.. A breach of warranty occurs when tender of delivery
is made, except that where a warranty explicitly extends to
future performance of'the goods and discovery of the breach
must await the time of such performance the cause of action
accrues when the breach is or should have been discovered

(3) Where an action commenced within the time limited by
sub .. (1) is so terminated as to leave available a remedy by
another action for the same breach such other action may be
commenced after the expiration of the time limited and
within 6 months after the termination of the first action unless
the termination resulted from voluntary discontinuance or
from dismissal for failure or neglect to prosecute . .

(4) This section does not alter, the law on tolling of the
statute of limitations nor does it apply to causes of action
which have accrued before chs, 401 to 409 became effective . .
