445.14 Funeral directors ; who to employ. No public of-
ficer, employe or, officer of any public institution, physician
or surgeon shall send, or- cause to be sent, to any funeral
director,, the corpse of any deceased person, without having
first made due inquiry as to the desires of the next of kin ; or
any persons who may be chargeable with the funeral expenses
of such deceased person, and ifany such kin or person is
found, his or her authority or direction shall be received as to
the disposal of such corpse.

445 .15 Penalties. (1 ) Any person violating any provision of
this chapter or any rule of the department of health and social
services and the examining board relating to its subject
matter, shall be fined not less than $50 nor more than $200, or
imprisoned not less than 30 days nor more than 3 months . .
